Introduction
to Philosophical Treatment

In this sense, philosophy cannot regard
analysing the individual forms of human
culture sufficient, itself. It seeks a view with
a universal synthesis (synthetic) that covers
all individual forms. Rumour, religion,
art, language, and even science are now
regarded as variations of a common
theme. The task of philosophy is to make
this theme known and understandable [1].

In the 20th century, psychology had a
privileged place in solving the problems of
humanity, despite serious contradictions in
its search of methods. According to Lahav
and Tillmans, psychological therapies are
quite different from philosophical treatment.
However, differing them from each other is
a troublesome task. This distinction is still
not fully achieved. According to Lydia Amir,
philosophical practice is not necessarily
against psychology or psychologists.
Philosophical practisers usually imitate
psycho treatment. Philosophical Coaching
requires an interdisciplinary perspective [2].

The doctrinal framework of
philosophical treatment consists of the
definition, target and target group of the
treatment, its content and how it is applied.
The doctrine, theoretically and practically
consists of two main categories. The type
of the application of the treatment right
after the theoretical framework drawn, the
method of the application of the treatment
will be explained as: first the explanation
of the method is practised, treatment
prospective, the ones who can apply the
treatment, the effect mechanism of the
treatment and usage of the treatment.
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Methods

Within the framework of this method,
a doctrinal framework of philosophical
counselling is created for the first time.
Philosophical counselling explores the
theoretical and practical possibilities of
philosophy to ensure the interaction and
coordination between impulse, emotion
and thought; it establishes a balance
between thought and action and offers
a healthy way of thinking. According to
this doctrine, philosophical counselling
creates a new philosophy theory based
on the scientific level of our age and
a philosophical practice based on it
Theory and practice make it possible not
to cure medical disease, but to ensure
and sustain the health of thought by
making use of scientific foundations.
Philosophical counselling doctrine focuses
on both spiritual and mental healing; in
cooperation with psychology, psychiatry
and psychoanalysis, it aims to pre-treat
mental illnesses with the methods of
healthy thinking.

The Definition of Philosophical
Treatment
What does philosophical treatment
mean?

Philosophicaltreatment, firstaimstotreat
all people, on the common base, without
exception, against the existential and vital
problems. Philosophical Treatment predicts
the target of contributing human/humanity
to be made up of individuals who think
and live wisely, by means of reproducing
and interpreting cultural elements such as
science, culture, art, religion, politics, which
are accumulating, going on to accumulate
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throughout the history of philosophy,
as the preserving treatment, in order to
prevent the individuals be potentially sick
mentally, spiritually or physically [3].
Definition: Philosophy is above all

the dialogue with life [4]. Philosophical
treatment is the application of all
the  historical, cultural and ethical

accumulations of philosophy to the
situation be therapized, by means of making
mental and spiritual analysis of reflected
existential and vital situations (problems or
gaps), which reflect on emotions, thoughts
and attitudes of individuals, ‘in normal and
healthy process’ before mental, spiritual
and physical medical symptoms appear
and eventually diagnosed as ‘disease’
[5]. Birth-death trauma, existential issues
such as the meaning of existence and
life and situations ranging from purpose
and meaning to life, forms the scope be
studied in the philosophical treatment
field. These problems or gaps for
philosophical treatment are not diseases,
but existential and vital issues shared by all
people. | don't regard them as the subject,
because, seeing it solely as a problem
or a gap, comes to mean to consider all
people  philosophically  ‘problematic’,
moreover ‘patient’, even if not medically.
Whereas, according to the philosophical
treatment doctrine, people who will be
applied philosophical treatment are not
'sick’ or '‘problematic’. However, turning the
universal human situations resulting from
the nature of existence and life into ‘space’
and ‘problem’ are pathogenic processes
going wrong and eventually lead to illness
that philosophical treatment should solve.

How is philosophical treatment
applied?
In ancient times, Socrates made

philosophy with the Athenians he met in
the Agora, on the issues that concern their
daily life and led them to rethink what they
consider to be true information and had
them question the validity of his thoughts
to them. We encounter concrete examples
of what we call philosophical treatment in

Greek and Roman philosophies. Cynics,
Stoics or Epicureans regarded philosophy
as the teaching of the art of living rather
than teaching the abstract theories. In this
framework, Ancient philosophy schools
aiming to direct the right age individuals to
the right lifestyle and to teach them how to
deal with their personal distress / problems
are counted as the first examples of
philosophical treatment schools. In addition
existentialist therapy, which derives from
Existentialist philosophy, the Stoic bases of
phenomenological and rational Emotive
Behaviour Therapy of Gestalt therapy are
encouraging that it can serve as a basis for
philosophical treatment [15].

Philosophical treatment is not just a
philosophical activity. Although it is not
experimental, it proceeds on the given
and concrete level of dialogue between
the consultant (hereinafter called homo-
ogenics) and the client. Although homo-
ogenics cannot ask the special situation
with general philosophical concepts,
philo-ogenics  (consulted, philosophical
therapist) puts given situation into general
philosophical concepts; and so it solves the
special situation of homo-ogenics. During
philosophical treatment, homo-ogenics
is autonomous and it is paid her/him be
autonomous.

What is the object of philosophical
treatment?

Object: Philosophical treatment s
the view of homo-ogenics to life, the
meaning he put on it and the emotions
and thoughts expressed by him. Even
though, the thoughts and feelings that he
did not express clearly are the object of
treatment. What Lahav calls philosophical
self-investigation is the analysis of the
ideas that homo-ogenics can consciously
put into words. The rationale for this
approach is that although philosophical
treatment explains that one should stay
away from the subconscious causes [16],
her emotional states or problems arising
from the psychological mechanisms
that are accepted to occur in the person,
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philosophy cannot stay away from
psychology born from her. Philo-ogenic,
when necessary, can expand the treatment
by acquiring the necessary hardware for
psychological analysis. The definition of
philosophical treatment or counselling
is baseless, remaining within a pure field
of philosophy that will not intersect with
the field of psychology. Although philo-
ogenics's field of work for treatment
is philosophy, it is not correct to limit
philosophy likewise. Because making
the familiar understanding the object
of philosophical understanding means
subjecting the first to deeper and more
comprehensive analysis [15].

Philosophical treatment takes the object
of misconceptions, dysfunctional and
inconsistent thoughts, possible emotions
and attitudes that may always come out of
the control and valid for us. Philosophical
treatment is not essentially experimental, it
has no prescription ready and it produces
original discourses.

Homo-ogenics is  expected to
understand him not to overcome. Because
no matter how broader the boundaries
are, the existential boundaries of each
individual are certain. The problem is not
to cross existing borders, but to find them.
Philosophical treatment is done to show us
our existential and vital boundaries, which
we know but are not aware of.

This is acceptable if the exceeding of
man is, as Lahav says [7], exceeding the
usual understanding of man. It is essential
to help to find the meaning and critically
analyse the view of life developed according
to the existence, but not having a new
existence with a personal journey towards
wisdom in the sense of being open to the
network of rich thoughts determining life.
There may be a new view of life and a
new meaning, but a new existence is not
ontologically possible. At this stage, as
Lahav rightly pointed out [7] the role of
philo-ogenics is to confront homo-ogenics
world-life view, help him critically question
the world-view of life and to allow him to

go beyond his existing understanding and
insights and to establish a new world of
meaning.

Philosophical treatment cannot be
separated from academic and applied
philosophy.

Philosophical Treatment Method

Method: Philosophical treatment s
primarily a way of dealing with concepts.
Discussions on the meanings loaded on
the concepts are done in order to reveal
homo-ogenics’ (In the quoted text,
instead of “the client”, | used the term of
mine “homo-ogenics” and “Philogenics”
Instead of “consultant”) not understanding
philosophically, see the hidden aspects of
the things they do not know in their world-
life views, and with respect to this going
into the depth aspects of the problems and
facing them and to learn how to deal with
them and to deal with them. Philo-ogenics
help homo-ogenics understand the causes
of their problems by using philosophical
thinking tools such as: world-life view
interpretation, existential analysis, critical
thinking, linguistic and conceptual analysis,
empathic listening, concept analysis,
and phenomenological investigations
are among the methods of philosophical
treatment. Some of the techniques used
in philosophical treatment are dialogue,
world-life view analysis, problem-oriented
approach, person-oriented approach,
open-ended investigation, closed-ended
investigation, autonomous homo-ogenics
approach and intervening philo-ogenics
approach. Although philo-ogenics uses
Achenbach’s ‘post-method method’ or
any other method, to reveal and question,
in the focus of a philosophical treatment
there is always a way to find out and crack
the world-life view of homo-ogenics in all
aspects even hidden for himself, and the
next step replacing this cracked world-life
view by a new philosophical understanding.
The technique used in this process is the
dialogue technique [7].
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Its Target and the Target Group

There is a difference between the person
that the logo-therapy wants to achieve and
the person we want to achieve. The one of
logo-therapy is improved human model
and what we want to achieve is a homo-
dgenic person.

The homo-ogenics method refers to the
‘Large and Average Human Community’
(LAHC). This community has general human
existence and general laws of natural life.
This corresponds to a general existential
and vital well being. This part constituting
the majority of people compared to the
superhuman and subhuman parts, also
acts a source of other ‘diseased’ segments
we refer to. This concept of ‘disease’ that
goes beyond the subject of philosophical
treatment is evaluated in medical and
judicial categories and philo-ogenics
(abbreviated as FJ) treats in case of skidding
to IS and IAS. Because only the people
or groups that were in the interest of the
forensic and medical categories belonged
to the 'big piece’, earlier. Homo-ogenics
method is responsible for 1. Protecting the
homo-eugenic category against skidding
and ruptures with treatment, 2. Working on
dynamics to control swings and breaks, and
is responsible for investigating the reasons
for this and investigating the reasons for
this, against the losses experienced or may
be experienced by being thrown into the
lower or upper categories. Because without
philosophical treatment, these breaks can
become accelerated, uncontrolled and
even common enough to create a sense
of general acceptance. Each HJ is a homo-
ogenics sample taken from the large piece.

LAHC is the natural source of the
lower and upper categories, in another
saying, the groups closer to being medical
and forensic cases. Separations from
LNHC, without philosophical treatment,
becomes unavoidable melting LNHC at an
uncontrolled rate and continuously and
downsizing it in favour of the lower and
upper categories. Philosophical treatment

controls these breaks; investigates its
causes and consequences; It makes
things workable using the homo-ogenics
methods in order make the LNHC
sustainable. Let me explain with a concrete
example: Water resources in nature are
taken under protection by dams, natural
sets and a number of power plants to be
offered to the service of people. Dams
prevent both loss; and the water in it is
processed through various processes to a
healthy consistency that people can drink.
Otherwise, the vast majority of water will
flow and waste in nature; it will not only
be wasted, but also will cause landslides
where it flows, will damage cultivated land,
and may even cause soil loss. In addition,
people will desperately use the natural
left water in the nature, as it is not kept
in a healthy place, it may threaten human
health.

Now the water kept in the dam is LNHC.
Despite this, the water flowing to nature is
scarce and itis flows in a controlled manner.
Therefore, it does not harm nature or
human. Regarding this example, the water
held in the dam represents the large target
group of philosophical treatment in terms
of preserving and processing it to become
healthy water. Water leak represents the
upper and lower people. Though people in
both categories are closer to forensic and
medical treatment, they cannot harm and
destroy LNHC. Just as small water leaking
out of the dam cannot spoil the currents,
LNHC is protected against the damage
of the lower and upper groups separated
from itself thanks to its philosophical
treatment dam. Otherwise, leaks at the
top and bottom will multiply; this does not
only make LNHC smaller, but also makes
the others in the group resemble them.
People who appear in LNHC, but mainly
are in the lower or upper categories, after a
while, liken LNHC to their own categories.
This tells us about individual and social
decay.

We can reproduce samples in different
ways.
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Homo-ogenics person corresponds
to this big part. There are existential
and vital laws that apply to all personal,
social and natural people, and all those
subject to these laws are homo-ogenics.
However, each individual of the big piece
perceives and applies these laws with
their own subjectivity in their existence
and life. If these differences turn therefore
mentioned laws into judicial or medical
case beyond the limits of interpreting and
implementing the person with forensic and
medical subjectivity, then s/he is broken
off and the philosophical treatment cannot
be applied. The general legality before
this break and accordingly providing the
existential and vital balance between the
individual subjectivity, he main focus of
the philosophical treatment, that we call
homo-ogenics. 1. Thinking education
and order. 2. Enlightenment journey from
knowledge to wisdom are included in this
method.

According to Philosophical Treatment
or homo-ogenics philosophical treatment
doctrine, human existence is divided into
three main categories:

Superhuman (TH): It refers to a
category that is accepted or believed that
this type it is existentially or materially
over the average person, other normal
people. For example, people who form the
upper economic class, who have reached
a certain economic level, and can easily
obtain all their financial needs by using
their possibilities, are categorized here.
The other variant of this category, for
example, is the type of human who regards
him as spiritual as the upper human, such
as the wizard, the prophet, the guardian,
the sheikh, the Saint, and people who are
regarded this kind in the society.

As seen in both categories of
superhuman beings, both materially and
spiritually are closer to both existential and
vital space. For example, since people who
have all kinds of financial possibilities think
that they have the power to get everything,
they:
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a. Fall into existential lackness being in
boredom,

b. Fall into a vital emptiness because
they don't have possibility of contact with
the other but large face of life, that is,
situations such as pain, absence, sadness,
death, which the big mass of people suffer.
This top-person is a part separating from
normal people. The treatment of people
in this group can be done, only if they
suffer from the condition they are in and
demand to get rid of this gap. People, who
regard themselves above the “large and
Average human community” (LAHC) in its
abbreviated form, and are wrapped and
titled in superhuman adjectives are priests,
wizards, sheikhs, murshits, priests, yalvacs,
monks and so on.

Sub-human Human (SHH): this
category, like superhuman, is a piece that is
separated from the ‘Average human’ mass.
Viktor E. Frankl is the first psychiatrist to use
this term. [8] Sub-human human is the one,
who have not received enough basic cultural
ethical and social values in the process of
humanization; mostly focusing on biological
creature features and in an instinctive life.
Therefore sub-human human;

a. Though being like other living
things, as he is different from them with
his developed consciousness and he solely
focuses on sustaining his biological life, he
still suffers from boredom and falls into
existential space.

b. S/he suffers the vital emptiness,
since s/he does not have an interactive and
cultural life.

¢. SHH comes to mean ordinary but
intelligent creatures having no special
features other than maintaining his/her
biological existence. Although these are
the normal, in all these categories; from
psychopaths, slaughterers, paedophilia,
crime machines, those who are mentally
imbalanced to people those who make
direct harm to people, living things and
the environment a natural part of their life,
make up sub-human groups.

The types of people in both categories
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mentioned are pathogenic, although the
conditions they live in are not pathological.
Their differing from the average human
starts the pathological process in the first
plan. Once having separated, it becomes
more likely that the categories in which
they are located will throw them into the
pathological process. Unless there is a
medical and judicial situation, people or
communities forming the sub-human
group are also subject to philosophical
treatment. It needs to emphasize that,
unless there are medical and forensic
situations, philosophical treatment is
applied to all three groups according to
the decided treatment levels. FJ does not
intervene in forensic and medical cases;
however, searches for the treatment
possibilities before and after.

Human or "Average Human" (OS):
The category of people that philosophical
treatment will work on is the average
human. In other words, the average man in
this category, which constitutes medically
the 'normal and healthy’ majority, as the
top and sub-human categories needs a
philosophical treatment against the parts
that will be separated from himself/herself.
In other words, philosophical treatment
does not accept those who are blown from
the average mass of people to the lower
and upper categories of people.

“Large and Average human community"
is LAHC. The superhuman and sub-human
breaks are out of this mass. The sub and
top categories are small pieces broken off
from these large categories. Unless they
are dealed by homo-ogenic philosophical
treatment, the large part will constantly
melt in favour of the top and sub parts.

The person who is the addressee of
philosophical treatment is in the category
that constitutes a large and normal majority
compared to other human categories.

The main purpose of philosophical
treatment is to work on this average human
to take precautions against both existential
space and vital space in order to prevent
the division of the sub and top human and

to experience losses. The average human
combines the characteristics of people in
the lower and upper categories. In other
words, s/he is a biological creature on one
hand, and a cultural entity on the other;
but, balancing both mentally and culturally,
combines the both together. Keeping the
combination in balance is the main goal of
philosophical treatment.

The average person has a complex
entity structure. The complex entity
can be managed through philosophical
treatment, which proposes a complex
method. When we say question what the
structure of the complex being is; man is a
two-layered being. He is born, grows, feed,
breeds, gives birth, faces and dies with his
biological presence. All other creatures do
the same. His biological life is uniform and
simple like other living things. However, the
first reason of his being and his existence is
his ability to create symbols.

However, having this capability is not
enough to humanize both ontologically
and ethically. As Ernest Cassirer claimed, the
definition of a human existence potentially
linked to such a talent is a substantial
definition [1], however; this second kind
of existence that creates cultural symbols
cannot be understood with the substantial
definitions. If this category of average
human is normal and "medically healthy",
why is philosophical treatment needed?

The average human is medically not
ill or does not require treatment and they
form a great number of people, who do
not conform to the definition of ‘patient’.
Most people who are closest to or within
the treatment boundaries of medicine
fall into the other two categories. Since
philosophical treatment is not a medical
treatment or psychiatric improvement,
it will naturally interest to the average
human, not the other two categories.
Philosophical treatment starting with
a philosophical method, not a medical
method, has great possibilities both to
benefit from the medical field and to
benefit from the medicine itself. Because

all sciences are born from philosophy,
philosophical treatment does not go
against any scientific method or medical
treatment. We call the concentration of
philosophical treatment on the average
human being homo-ogenics. In other
words, it is another name for philosophical
treatment. It must have a presence in both
biological and cultural aspect.

Our first step is to develop him from
sub-human to average human. Sub-
human is a clever animal that does not
have any feature other than maintaining
his biological existence. The clever animal
goes up and seems a clever person.
Because the clever animal is the one
getting rid of instinctive shallows of all
animals with his own intelligence and a
sub-stage threatening the community at
the human level. In order to pass this sub-
stage, he needs philosophical treatment.
So what can be done for this?

Human is a high being with the culture.
Language, religion, tradition and custom
include all of them. It reaches the upper
person, shaped by all these elements.
Philosophy defines the human as a purely
cultural entity, too. All others apart from it
are just biological beings.

The average human means the average
life.

Philosophical treatment aims at the
average life. It targets the middle of
death, life and everything. Golden Mean
(Aristotle) [6]. The sub-human concept is
not an acceptable concept for philosophy.
Likewise, the superhuman concept is not
an acceptable concept, either. In his book
of the origins of the Greek philosophy
thinking, he says that the clergy, priests,
prophets have a relationship, this way
or that way, with philosophy. This is
an abnormal situation, coming out of
abnormality and becoming normal s
thanks to philosophy. This is actually a
treatment problem. When this happens,
the following comes to mind; when we
cannot get the concept of the human in
which the average of life is embodied, we
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can be scattered either to sub-human or

superhuman.

Since  homo-ogenics conditions are
universal  general human  problems,
appropriate  and right treatment s

philosophical treatment. Every conflict is not
necessarily neurotic. Even to some extent,
conflict is normal and healthy. Similarly,
suffering is not always a pathological
condition. What does it mean to be at
the Average human man level? Actually
performing for others and taking action for
the benefit of others, man can only realize
his own existence. In a more general context,
existential and vital space is not pathological
in itself. However, it can also be pathogenic.
So homo-ogenics existentialism means to
exist for others rather than him. This shows
us that we should take advantage of the
interactive model of Turgay Sehil, which he
has briefly called the IUM, the Interactional
Universality Model [9]. Interactivity is our
communication with people out of us. So
you both know yourself and know others.
But if you stop the relationship with other
people and only take care of yourself, you
can not only recognize yourself but also
know others.

Then homogeneous existentialism is an
extrovert existence. Sub-human existence is
an existential deficiency. It is defined as the
irrelevance. The stage of being human is a
critical and tense stage. If were the doctrine
we call philosophical treatment not for
human, it would not be very dynamic. Here,
philosophical treatment takes existential
dynamism from the concept, which is
existential. Philosophical treatment takes
its existential dynamism from the concept
of being human. The sub-moon universe
is where the body, that is, where there are
the temporary creatures. But mentally and
spiritually, we are members of the top-
moon universe. However, we cannot feel
ourselves peaceful, neither in the sub-moon
universe or the top-moon universe. We are
somewhere in between the both. Being
human means being in-between. So, if we
say "where we wish to arrive at”, it comes to
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mean that we want to stay as a human and
to gain the ability to sustain our existence.
The reason why we are in between has to
copy both the pain and the joy, and spiritual
and body both. This means being obliged
to represent both stages and owing to
life. The existential and vital homo-ogenic
method of being indebted to life will open
up ways to turn life into art. It is the FJ that
will implement this method on the HJs. It
should be noted that FJs are also HJs; the
difference from HJs is that they realize their
being HJs. That doctors cannot treat every
disease and refer to another colleague, is
similar to this.

The homo-ogenic treatment method
encompasses all three categories of people
- unless medical and judicial intervention
is required. The homo-eugenic treatment
method is planned to have a positive effect
on people in any category without having
any biological and functional problems.

The Content of Philosophical Treatment

So, what are existential problems or
existential emtiness?

Birth trauma comes the first.

Otto Rank describes birth as a trauma
[10]. At the other end of the birth, there
is the death trauma, in which fear and
anxiety of death are concretized. Death is
the greatest pain, sadness and, in short, a
trauma in human life. Todd May claims that
immortality is a trauma as well as a sense
of mortality and anxiety [11]. According
to him, immortality is, even, more anxious
than mortality. Human beings have anxiety
about the future, not only as a living
creature in advanced nervous system, but
as a spiritual being [12]. The future raises
the problem of unknown and obscurity.
He starts to be enstranged to himself,
around him and the nature. Leaving his
wife, friends, and family because of death
or leaving, loneliness and the feeling of
being worthless trigger each other directly
or indirectly. Fear of death and anxiety
prepare the fear of disease.

Aristotle focused on people and their
emotions in detail. According to him,
enthusiasm is emotions that change
people’s judgment enough to affect them,
on one side, but also accompanied with
pain or pleasure, on the other side. The
human gets angry in case of iliness, poverty,
frustration, thirst or tiredness. Aristotle
gave detailed answers to the question of
whom or what one gets angry. He listed
the opposite feelings of the conditions
for the emergence of joy. He describes
the fear using the feelings of calmness,
seriousness, friendship, hostility, grudge
and hatred and fear; tells the reasons
and interlocutors [13]. Almost all of works
of Aristotle can be used as a source for
Philosophical treatment.

While  Descartes processes and
analyzes the ambitions, emotions or
moods of the human spirit in detail, he
mainly includes existential issues and vital
problems. Emotions of the spirit for him;
are its perceptions, feelings or excitement.
Emotion is a picture of the situation that
the human is in. The human body reflects
these emotions with behaviours such as
sweating, blushing, relaxation or spasm.
They can clash although when they are
compatible with each other. Both the
goodness of the soul and the harmfulness
of the soul can be kept alive. According
to Descartes, six basic feelings can be
mentioned. These are amazement, love-
hate, desire and joy-grief. Wonder is the
sudden surprise that causes the spirit to
look carefully at objects that are rare and
unusual for it. Love is the desire to get
closer to what the soul regards close for it.
Hate is a departure [14]. While grief is an
unpleasant numbness case, joy is a sweet
excitement.

The present analyzes of Descartes can
be used in treatment [14].

Existential space or existential problems
arise at the stage of self-perception and
self-knowledge. Philosophical treatment
first begins at this stage. Human want
to relate to all objects surrounding
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themselves, especially being their existence
prominently, through their senses. His
biological-mechanical existence, his first
nature, was given to him by birth. It is
thanks to this first nature that he lives
alive. Just like other creatures, the body
depends on eating-drinking, reproduction,
defecation and similar biology-mechanical
processes. Since his sufficiency to live
content with the given nature, will make
it compulsory to share the same habitat
with other creatures, it will be at risk
even just meeting his physical needs and
under no circumstances he cannot live
with other creatures as a "clever creature”.
This defines the sub-human existence. The
superhuman stage is also not convenient
to survive just as a living being. Because
he cannot meet the needs for both a living
being and a superhuman spiritual being
at the same time. He cannot survive in the
superhuman spiritual field by breaking
off his "humanitarian" existence. Because,
the superhuman situation and sub-human
situation do not fulfill the requirements of
humanistic existence and humanization. In
both cases, existential emptiness occurs. In
the first case, just being alive is not enough
to make him human. In the second case, it is
not possible to be alive but keep away from
both living and biological requirements. He
must try not to fall into the both situations,
in order to continue the "humanization"
process, in the way as producing culture in
the information universe and reproducing
his existence with every unit of culture
(language, art, science, economy, religion,
literature, painting, music, etc.), making it
sensible and raising awareness. Supporting
this effort is the goal of philosophical
treatment.

How is human being humanized? Sense
organs are the gates of man opening to
the outside world. The phenomenon of
Helen Keller proves that being deprived
of these organs makes the person hurt,
upsetting his life and dragging him to the
misery. People with healthy senses even
may have to undertake the dark world of
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the Little Helen, and go on unhappy and
dark life, because of not using or misusing
those organs. The life story, handling
Helen Keller as a case, shows the practice
of how seeing with concepts can transform
the human nervous system.

Sehil who commented on the case,
while evaluating Helen’s practice, in a
process from impulse to consciousness,
from object names to concepts, emotion
and behaviour, and comparing his Universal
Interactivity Model, he mentions in his
work of "Journey to Freedom", he gives
important clues about how philosophical
treatment can walk through consciousness:

The fact that we humans cannot
understand the universe we live in is
very similar to the situation in which little
Helen fell into it. She wants us to imagine
a ship sailing through white fog so we can
understand what kind of world Helen lives
in. But we are also in a fog that surrounds
us. Since the concepts about the huge space
surrounding our sky have not been formed
in our brains yet, we cannot see the space. It
is not enough to look at the huge darkness
of the universe or the sky islands within it.
There is something connecting them, but
we cannot see this space we are looking at.
Little Helen was always beginning to see
with the concepts of what she touched only
and she could create in her brain and relate
to each other. In order for us to see the space
that relates the universe, we need concepts
that we can create in our brains, and relate
to each other. | think these concepts will
be shaped by means of understanding the
consciousness phenomenon. | think that
as long as we grasp the phenomenon of
consciousness, we will learn the fact that
the beings in the universe are related one
another, no matter how far they are from
each other, and that way we will learn our
place in space then.

In fact, this is how a universe with an
absolute consciousness develops from an
unconscious universe.

In another way, the universe reaches
a structure that determines, activates
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and becomes more and more liberated
structure. An universe that can influence
every interaction of space-time, from
an unconscious universe of inorganic
interactions to absolute consciousness
through conscious interactions is taking
place. The experience gained by each
individual and the awareness created
contributes to this development and
transformation in  the universe. It
contributes to universal consciousness,
with the behaviour that we call awareness,
with the contribution that can be expressed
as individual consciousness, in other words.
Each individual adds his awareness, that
is, his experience, to the development of
universal consciousness. The entity, which
we describe as a society, occurs through
the transformation that takes place on
this transformation. The individual, for
this reason, becomes the building block
of societies and causes societies to
find existence. In this way, societies can
influence people through their behaviours,
in space-time. Thanks to the behaviours
of societies, new forms of behaviour occur
in the universe and societies cause new
entities to emerge. Considering societies’
vehicles of observing space and the ability
of societies to send explorer tools to the
depths of space, the activities of the entities
created by the society, in space-time, reach
an unimaginable level [9].

Loss of sense organs or their being not
functional enough even if he is healthy
means, at first glance, we are deprived of
sensory information the phenomenon of
knowledge related to the senses. However,
deprivation does not remain at this point; it
leads to existential space. We cannot reach
any information about the outside world
when ourcontactwithobjectsisinterrupted.
Epictetos (135 BC) [15] emphasizes “of
someone’s condition having the sense and
pretends it's not there is worse than the
death”. Since, knowledge is the first thing
that comes out with sensory interaction
and it is the door of interaction, the first
step to knowledge starts this way. Helen'’s

condition was “worse than the death” for
reasons she could not handle. She seemed
gruff, her balance was shaken, and she was
in great despair and almost lost her mind.
If the teacher had not rescued Sullivan, her
family had even considered taking her to a
mental hospital.

Having lost her ability to hear, see
and speak at a young age, Helen created
concepts by learning the names of objects
with the help of her teacher Sullivan, and
the development continued throughout
her life. The concepts we acquire with the
emotions and thoughts we have, are the
keys to obtain information, which are vital
as much as our biological needs, and even
more vital than them. The need to interact
with the outside world, including ourselves,
first, embodied in the information. If there
is no information, no emotions, thoughts
or behaviours happen in a healthy way.
For this reason, | named the philosophical
therapist as Philo-ogenics, that is, the
information creator.

Conclusion

Every name is the gateway to a new
thinking. Every object touched is filled
with life; the mystery and meaning of life
are revealed with these touches. Little
Helen fought with the limits narrowed by
the senses she lacked and reached the
happiness of exceeding them. In order
to access the information universe, it is
in our hands to get rid of the world we
are imprisoned in, just like the creature
cracking and going out of its shell. We can
achieve this liberation with philosophical
treatment. Philosophy is in life. Life
dynamism is activated with the impulse
created by the philosophical questions.
The process of recognizing objects that
result in incentive, emotion, thought,
knowledge, and finally behaviour begins
with the formation of the concepts in the
brain.

Concepts formed in the brain and
changes, which are formed with the
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interaction of these concepts, in the
nervous system with the production of
information, definitely forms behaviour
differences in the person. In other words,
the more precisely the existential problems
are detected in the first step, it comes to
mean, for the solution of the second stage,
vital problems, the less time and effort will
be spent.

This way in the first stage where
existential problems exist, the emotions
and thoughts we have are indispensable
for our lives. It humanizes us, and differs
from the other living things. It offers us a
different life. It gives us hope via freeing
us. Not only does it offer us possibility to
change and transform; but also makes it
easy for us to notice the limits.

Here the most important stage for the
problem of self-perception and recognition
are concepts being in relation to objects
that occur in our brains, allowing us to
connect senses and objects.

The problem of not knowing how to
ask for what, why and how, is the second
example of existential space. This problem
arises from the fact that one does not
have enough ideas about himself. So, as
Socrates stated centuries ago, man has
to know himself before he has known the
world around him. The person who knows
himself has the opportunity to find clearer
answers to what he has weaknesses in, why
he is afraid, what he can and cannot do.

The problem of positioning oneself
in nature, society and family means the
problem of belonging. His work, family and
social environment are natural and human
habitats that surround around people.
The problem of what, why and how he
likes or dislikes, is the problem about what
answers one gives and why he answers this
way, for the questions hidden or clear, he
asks about himself and the cause of life.
In fact, the actual life of each individual
is the answer to a number of questions
that everyone is asks but most of them
are not aware of. At this point, comparing
the questions and answers, it is confirmed
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one’s actual life and world-life view of the
conceptualization of Ran Lahav [16].

Neuro-ogenics symptoms arising from
not being at peace with life and being
afraid of death and the stage before
turning into neural problems, is the stage
of philosophical treatment. Since we have
learned that we have learned that not
being at peace with life and being afraid of
death can have neuro-ogenics symptoms,
the previous stage is the field of existential
problems that philosophical treatment
should involve in.

The problem of emotional confusion
necessitates us to identify which emotions
are active or passive in the process
driving from incentive to behaviour. As
identification problem with habits “the
human is the sum of humanistic habits”
aphorism has pointed out, people define
their own existence and life in accordance
with the habits they have acquired; set
their limits and express themselves,
before they have realized. While some of
the existentialist philosophers describe
existence according to the core, that is, the
constant feature or properties that human
beings are born with and form his identity
(for example, Gabriel Marcel, Kierkegaard,
Karl Jaspers), others say that it is the actions
of the person constructing his existence
(for example, Jean Paul Sartre, Heidegger).
Whether innate or acquired later, all
habits can become synonymous in human
existence over time. This, however, can
cause a number of philosophical diseases
(besides medical and forensic cases).

The problem of difficulty in keeping the
balance between opposite emotions such as
courage-fear, pleasure-pain, joy-sadness,
excitement-coolness and external causes
affecting the nervous system (wealth-
poverty, hostility-friendship, strongness-
weakness, disasters-good news etc.) may
lead to the collision of emotions within us
and to the victory of one or the other. This
adds some problems to human existence
and life.

The problem of nihilism, which is
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a common private and personal mass
neurosis in our age, refers the target
community of philosophical treatment,
namely the homo-ogenics, normal and
large majority.

The existential space or existential
problems can be expanded through
the practice of philosophical treatment
within the framework of these basic
determinations.

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The art Audience as a Cultural Phenomenon
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Introduction

The accompanying social processes, the
revision of value orientations and norms,
the evolution of the system of artistic
needs and demand for cultural goods have
fundamentally transformed the conditions
of cultural life and the institutional
environment, breaking the age-old forms
of existence of traditional forms of art. The
cultural activity of a person has long been
not limited to attending performances,
concerts, art expositions, that is, “live”
contacts of a person with art. But along
with the positive effects of expanding the
availability of art, the ongoing processes
“reduce the possibilities of expanded
spiritual reproduction of the individual
and create real risks: reducing the already
rather modest leisure role of art, further
stratification of art into elite and mass,
replacing a person’s live communication
with art with household consumption
of his digital virtual images supplied
via the Internet and the media, the final
transformation of art into an industry” [1].

The influence of global trends on artistic
culture is being refracted and strengthened
in a peculiar way in the conditions of the
current stage of socio-economic and
cultural development of our country. The
trend of commercialization of art, the loss
of freedom and the subordination of artists
to the requirements of the market, noted by
P. Sorokin in the middle of the XX century,
became especially relevant [2]. The adoption
of the market paradigm and the related
revision of the principles of state cultural
policy forces cultural and art institutions
to increasingly rely on their own resources
and capabilities, focusing their activities on

meeting the needs of the end consumer - the
viewer, listener, visitor.

Cultural Interests and Value
Orientations of Society

The current situation of the existence
of art in our country is characterized by a
significant expansion of the supply and the
presence of serious market competition
between producers of cultural goods in the
struggle for a potential consumer against
the background of a significant expansion
of leisure opportunities of the population.
In the conditions of ambiguity of consumer
choice criteria, the success and viability of
works of art, their market prospects are
determined not so much by their artistic and
aesthetic merits, as by purposefully formed
mass demand, which dictates the conditions
and rules of the game to artists and
distributors of artistic goods, determining,
ultimately, the trends of artistic life. The
awareness of the exceptional importance
of the processes taking place in the sphere
of culture stimulated the development of
applied research of artistic culture, which is
faced with the task not of studying individual
facts, but of comprehending the mass laws
of the evolution of cultural needs, as well
as the behavior of people and society in
relation to artistic culture. At the same time,
in the modern actualization of the issues of
relations between producers and consumers
of artistic goods, the problem of the existence
of communication barriers between art and
its audience clearly appears as a result of
insufficient knowledge of many essential
characteristics of the art audience, lack of
understanding of the origins and patterns
of its cultural and economic behavior.
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Theoretical understanding of the challenges
of the time and the development of scientific
concepts is becoming extremely relevant in
solving many practical problems of the social
functioning of art.

Research Methods

Scientific research that had a significant
impact on the evolution of organizations
understanding of the art of their audience.

The study of the audience has a rich
history, and the first experience of this kind
that has come to us is study of visitors in the
Liverpool Museum, conducted in 1884 [3].

However, a deep
philosophical understanding of the problems
of art’s relations with society began much
later. At about the same time, the theoretical
sociology of theater (J. Duvignot) and music (T.
Adorno) took shape as relatively independent
disciplines. However, in their development,
the theoretical and empirical branches of the
sociology of art were not identical, which gave
rise to a discourse about the role of theory
and empiricism in the study of the processes
of social functioning of art. So, t. Adorno,
in his philosophical reflections, insisted on
the fundamental non-identity of the art of
social reality. And the German sociologist A.
Silbermann, arguing with T. Adorno on this
issue, called for the formation of a science
about art as a social phenomenon based
on sociological generalizations of empirical
data. At the same time, the most important
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methodological principle of a comprehensive
study of cultural life as the interaction of artists,
works of art and the public was postulated[4].
The intensification of empirical research of the
art audience in the West in the second half of
the XX century was largely due to the fact that
they were included in the mandatory agenda
of American and European cultural institutions
“due to the need to provide quantitative and
qualitative indicators of their activities to state
structures, sponsors and donors”[5]. It was
largely due to the fact that they were included
in the mandatory agenda of American and
European cultural institutions “due to the
need to provide quantitative and qualitative
indicators of their activities to state structures,
sponsors and donors”[5].

At first, the interest in the public did
not pretend to be scientific and did not
set the task of identifying the laws of
the social functioning of art. But as the
audience of art grew, its importance for
the development of art was increasingly
realized not only as a perceiving side and
an object of influence, but also as an active
participant in the artistic process, able to



influence artists and the development
of art. The interest in the audience from
artists and art theorists naturally grew and
acquired an increasingly special character.

"Before the public was still small and
fairly homogeneous in class, cultural and
psychological terms, but after at the turn
of the XIX-XX centuries the problem of the
public becomes really relevant”[6]. With the
awareness of the role of the public in the
artistic process came the understanding of
the importance of its systematic study. In
that time “experiments began to study the
relationship of the public with fiction and
theater at the level that can be legitimately
considered as a more or less scientific view
of solving the problem” [7].

The interest to the public and the
realization that the history of art is not
limited to the history of artistic works, and
in the study of the problems of the social
functioning of art, its relations with the
viewer, listener, visitor have become the
dominant plot.

Unlike many Western countries, where
the study of the art audience was stimulated
by constant institutional pressure, in our
country the interestin the problem was not so
applicable nature. It was connected both with
the improvement of the activities of cultural
institutions and attempts to scientifically
substantiate the state cultural policy, and
with the theoretical understanding of the
problems of human relations with art.

In recent decades, the study of the art
audience based on empirical research in our
country has been conducted in two directions.

1. Research on sociological surveys of
the population gives the most holistic view
of society, the public and art. The study of
the opinions and behavior of the population
in relation to art allows us to assess the
role of art in people’s lives, to identify the
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structure and dynamics of cultural interests
and preferences, to recreate a picture of the
culturallife ofa country ora particular region.
Studies of this kind are an indispensable
tool in solving general problems of the
social functioning of art, determining the
priorities of cultural policy. Comprehensive
studies of the social functioning of art
based on population surveys have great
epistemological and prognostic potential,
but their spread is hindered by the extreme
complexity and cost of conducting.

2. Specific sociological studies of the
art audience based on surveys of visitors
to cultural and art institutions have a lower
level of generalization, but they provide
researchers with more detailed and reliable
information about the actual audience
- visitors, viewers, listeners. Allowing to
solve both some theoretical and practical
institutional problems, such studies become
a condition for the normal functioning of
cultural and art institutions and an effective
tool for improving their work. In the
research directions developed by them, the
theoretical aspects of the social functioning
of theatrical art and the methodological
problems of conceptualization of the
theater audience were combined with
practical tasks of an institutional nature.

Considering cinematograph as a social
institution, these scientists investigate the
problems of the social role of cinematograph,
the creation, distribution and perception
of films. Attempts are also being made
to comprehend the content of the screen
world, its impact on the public. The focus
of attention is not only on the problems
of conceptualization of the audience of
moviegoers, their film preferences and
statistics of film attendance, but also on
philosophical issues of the cinematic life of
society.

The Audience as an Object of Mass
Information

The article is devoted to the key element
of the media system, which from the very
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beginning of the development of the
system was considered as an object of
influence of the mass media. This position
has long been introduced into the public
consciousness by the ruling elites, who
manipulated the masses, imposing
favorable images and stereotypes on them.
Therefore, the works of Western
philosophers and psychologists, who
considered the masses as a primitive crowd,
“a lot of people without special merits”,
whose companions are immorality and
stupidity, contributed in many ways. If we
analyze the numerous definitions of the
term “mass information”, then almost all
the formulations can be reduced to a
generalized concept of mass information
as social information distributed by
technical means to an unlimited audience
and causing mass interest. That is, the
media is the source of information, and
their audience is the receiver of this
information, or, in other words, the object
of the information subject’s activity. And
the flow of information is one-sided from
the media to the audience. The place and
role of the audience in the traditional media
system, the concepts of “audience”, “mass”,
"mass information”are considered. At the
turn of the XIX-XX centuries, the social
philosopher G. Tard saw both similarities
and differences between the three cases of
the mass - the crowd, the public, the
audience - the types of mass are historically
conditioned, appear due to changes in the
nature and conditions of interaction in
society, the development of communication
technology leads to the fact that “instead
of crowds gathered in the same closed
space, at the same time, from now on we
are dealing with scattered crowds, those
with the public. Mass in the context of
media research means primarily an
audience consisting of consumers of
cultural products, which is relatively large
and not differentiated by place of residence
and social class. To be mass means to be
anonymous in relation to the communicator
and to each other". The defining
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characteristic for the mass media should be
the need of the masses for it, and this
consists in its general significance
(information carries information that to
some extent concerns everyone) and
accessibility (it is distributed through open
channels and is objectified either in natural
language or in such artificial languages
that the masses own). As a result, it turns
out to be 8 able to form a spiritual bridge
between representatives of different social
communities - with different life experience,
different specialization in  work, with
different group (including class) positions.
An audience can be defined as a stable set
of people that arises on the basis of the
commonality of their information needs,
interests (arising from their social affiliation),
as well as forms, methods, channels for
meeting these needs, the deeper and
better a media outlet responds to people’s
requests, the wider and more stable its
audience is. One of the bases for the media
typology is the characteristics of the
audience. They include socio-demographic,
socio-professional, socio-cultural
parameters that serve as the basis for the
formation of target media audiences. The
main difference between the mass audience
and the target audience is passivity in the
search and perception of information. The
social expectations of the mass consumer
of information dictate to its producer what
exactly, through what channels, in what
forms should be presented to the audience
by the media operating in the conditions of
mass culture, in relation to the audience,
they choose an expansion strategy. It
reflects the general trend towards
unification inherent in the mass press and
television. The condition for unification for
the audience is the freedom of access to
information. In market conditions, the
media audience has become regarded as a
key commodity produced by the media for
further resale to advertisers. The mass
consumer of radio and television
information “pays” with his time, which, in
turn, is paid by the advertiser. The editorial



offices of radio and television set advertising
prices depending on the rating of programs,
those on the volume of the audience at
certain intervals of broadcasting time. Lenin
developed a new model and theory of the
socialist press In his writings , which was
transformed from an organ of reporting
political news into an organ of economic
education of the masses. In the first place, it
put forward the issues of labor, the
development of a conscious attitude of the
masses to it. The main topic was the
organization of competition on socialist
principles, ensuring transparency and
comparability of the results of the work of
labor collectives, the possibility of practical
repetition of the experience of the best of
them. The main principles and proclaims
are party membership, nationality and
mass character of the press. The main
functions are agitation, propaganda and
organization of the masses. Mass
information was introduced into the strict
course of the party-state management of
the population. During the years of Stalin’s
rule and Under Stalin, the media turned
into an effective tool for ideological
management of society, a “driving belt”
between the party and the masses, their
role was also great in creating a cult of the
leader’s personality, mythologizing the life
of the country of workers and peasants. A
simplified perception of social phenomena,
historical figures and events prevailed on
the pages of newspapers and on the air.
The monopoly on the truth in the hands of
the country’s leadership made it possible to
make an arbitrary selection of these
historical figures, to conceal or exaggerate
the significance of their activities. In the
following decades, the Soviet media
continued to serve the interests of the
bureaucratic apparatus, which did not trust
the masses, believed that they should be
constantly educated, nationalized, and
effectively managed. This has further
strengthened the sociological interpretation
of the mass media. “The mass media should
include not only those with which
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journalists, officials, specialists speak, but
also those that write to the editorial office,
people tell journalists. The most accurate
definition seems to be that mass
information is a type of social information
that the mass operates at any stage of its
existence (production, distribution,
consumption)”. The participation of the
population in the production of mass
information has become one of the
conditions for the effectiveness of
journalism. According to Mr. Schiller, the
involvement of many people in information
activities on their own initiative ultimately
represents the most reliable protection of
society from control over information and
manipulation of consciousness. When the
power was in the hands of the liberals, and
they turned from “socialism with a human
face” to the market, the discussion with the
media audience of the ways of developing
a nationwide state lost its relevance, the
path was chosen. Therefore, live discussions
on political and economic problems have
become limited to a narrow circle of
specialists who support the new course.
The dialogization of the media and the
people was smoothly transferred to the
circle of leisure interests, various
entertainment programs and talk shows.
The restoration of capitalist relations in
society has led to the growth of general
political and  information-commercial
media of the Western type, both in content
and in form. The audience was again
considered as an object of information and
propaganda influence, as a potential buyer
of an information product. Media owners
were primarily interested in the rating of
publications, which, first of all, is appreciated
by advertisers, on whose finances the
success of the current media is based.
Politicians have turned the audience — the
electorate into an object of manipulative
electoral technologies. During the years of
reforms, the media owners managed to
wean the audience from active participation
in the life of society through the mass
media.
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Conclusion

A new problem has also been
reflected in the social studies of the
art audience of recent decades - many
empirical results are still waiting for their
theoretical interpretation. It must be
admitted that despite the obvious success
in conceptualizing the audience, many
important aspects of cultural aspects have
not yet been sufficiently studied.

For example, the role of motivations
and intellectual and cultural resources
of the individual, the nature of individual
preferences, evaluation of the results
of visits and other diverse forms of
human relations with art. The study
of the motivational sphere and other
manifestations of the inner world of a
person as a source of subjective attitude
to art cannot be standardized, and this
determines the relative freedom of
researchers both in setting tasks and in
choosing ways to solve them.

Studies of the last decades accurately
reproduce the picture of the artistic
life of the country, the attitude of the
population to art and the socio-cultural
portrait of the audience. Today we have
the opportunity to supplement this picture
with information about the origins of
cultural activity, the determinants and
patterns of a person’s introduction to art
and his consumer behavior. At the same
time, we are interested not only in general
issues of cultural consumption, but also
in the special things that characterize the
real audience of different types of art:
theatrical, musical, visual.

The aim of the research was a theoretical
understanding and generalization from
the standpoint of modern science of the
laws and current trends in human relations
with art, empirically recorded in the course
of social dimensions. And you have found
the need for:

1. Critical analysis and generalization of
the world experience of studying the art
audience.
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2. Search and substantiation
of methodological approaches
adequate to modern challenges to the
conceptualization of the art audience, the
principles of the typology of the public and
the segmentation of the art market.

3. Development of a system of meters
and indicators that provides the possibility
of operationalization of concepts and
measurement of meaningful characteristics
of a person, its motivational features and
behavioral manifestations.

4. ldentification of latent connections
and trends in the cultural and leisure
behavior of the population, its attitude
to art, determination of the main leisure
strategies.

5. Determination of trends in the
evolution of the role of art in the life of
a modern person, its connection with the
socio-economic transformations of society.

6. Comprehensive characteristics of the
art audience, in addition to its traditional
socio-demographic descriptions.

7. Development of approaches to the
content typology of the art audience,
identification of the main trends and
patterns in the consumer behavior of its
various segments.

8. Clarification of traditional ideas
about the role of socio-demographic
characteristics and identification of real
drivers of cultural activity.

9. Measurement of the relationship
of cultural activity with intellectual and
cultural resources of the individual and the
characteristics of motivation.

10. Search for patterns of introducing
a person to art and features of audience
reproduction.

11. Identification of the most significant
factors that have a statistically significant
impact on the attendance of cultural and
art institutions.

The question of the origins, determinants
and patterns of cultural activity becomes
the leitmotif of the entire study. Until now,
this question has rarely been raised in the
course of empirical research in a strictly



evidential form. The reason is primarily
that such problems cannot be solved by
traditional descriptive methods and require
more accurate and reliable analytical tools.

The subject of the research is the
changing system of artistic needs and the
role of art in people’s lives, current trends
in human relations with art, as well as
their determinants - a complex of socio-
cultural and psychological characteristics
of a person, his individual preferences and
motivations that influence cultural activity.

Since the scientific and theoretical issues of the analysis of cultural values of the Kyzylorda
region were not the subject of special research in cultural anthropology, an attempt to consider
it in a complex interdisciplinary field on the basis of semantic, pragmatic ideas, classification of
various basic elements that form culture, elements of the Turkic worldview, defining the concept
of the sanctity of cultural values in the Turkic worldview are an urgent problem. In the article, we
conducted cross-cultural research and identified specific problems, requirements and research
directions in cross-culture.

Introduction
Changing the Global Education
Landscape

The geographical space of the global
intellectual dynamics of human civilization
undergoes changes and shifts toward the
Asia-Pacific region (APR) at the beginning
of the third millennium. What was the
cause and what are the consequences
of such a “tectonic” fracture in the literal
sense, since V. |. Vernadsky considered
scientific thought to be a geological force
in the biosphere [1991], passing into the
noospheres stage of development, the
peak of which falls on the third Millennium.
This inevitably leads to the transformation
of global education as a translator of the
results of pure science into a mass society.

The content of the “education” concept
includes cultural, historical, political,
economic, social and humanitarian aspects.
The domination of the political and
economic aspects of the education issue is
conceptually connected with the theory of
globalization, which builds the architecture
of the modern world. The ethical aspect
of globalization theory contradicts the
humanitarian aspect of education, which
implies equality, justice and accessibility
in the individual-subjective and collective-
objective sense.

Modern American sociologist Randall
Collins in his compendium “Sociology
of philosophy: the global theory of
intellectual change” [1] presented the
evolution of human civilization through

the prism of the intellectual dynamism
in the three paths: Asian, Western and
Islamic. Western and Islamic civilizations,
due to their geographical proximity, as
well as historical, cultural, religious and
ideological ties, have long dominated
civilizational development (the peaks of
such domination are Muslim Renaissance
and modern capitalism); Asian area due to
its closeness from the outside world and
the domination of traditionalism, tended
to distinction and detachment.

The Chinese landscape of intellectual
power can be summed up as an epithet
of innovation through opposition; as it
was shaped by rivalry and opposition of
Confucianism, Taoism, and Buddhism. While
the Japanese space of intellectual power
has long been filled with a harmonious
synthesis of Buddhism, Confucianism and
Shintoism; even if paradoxically, it did not
bring an intellectual explosion; innovations
appeared in the era of conservatism. In
the case of the Indian space, foreign and
domestic political issues determined the
dynamics of the intellectual world: that is,
the weak state structure and the struggle
of religious movements (Hinduism,
Brahmanism, Jainism and Buddhism)
determined seemingly static turns.

India and China have created
“autochthonous” culturesand philosophical
traditions equal to the European (with
its American and other projections)
philosophical tradition. Indian culture was
projected to South-East Asia (Southeast
Asia), Tibet and Mongolia, while Chinese

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culture was projected to East Asia (Korea,
Japan) and Vietnam. Muslim culture as a
version of the spiritual and intellectual
tradition of the medieval Mediterranean
[2], has influenced Malay and Indonesian
cultures.

Modern British scientist and economist
Angus Maddison [3] offers five stages
of development of the world economy
for two millennia: the 1st stage-from the
beginning of the new era to 1820, the
countries of Western Europe and the
United States surpass China; the 2nd stage
—1820-1913, the rapid development of the
economies of all countries; the 3rd stage —
1913-1950, the blow of the two world wars,
the great depression and the confrontation
of the two systems, the “silver age”; the
4th stage — 1950-1991, the rapid pace of
economic development, “Golden age”;
the 5th stage-with 1991 to the present
time — the transformation of socialism into
capitalism, the “platinum age”, the growth
rate of development of the APR.

Maddison predicts a large change in the
distribution of economic activity around
the world by 2030. A notable feature of
the projections is that by 2030, China will
become the world's largest economy - nearly
one-third higher than the United States
- despite the decline in average growth
reduced by half in recent years. India will
firmly take fourth place in the world, being
one of the largest economy - two-thirds of
the size of Western Europe and three times
bigger than in Japan, despite the fact that
its growth has fallen to an average level of
the silver age. Chinese and Indian shares
of the world economy will grow over the
next few decades, and will approach one-
third by 2030. That's in the future. However,
there is a significant partial recovery in the
decline relative to the Chinese and Indian
economies; in one or half century, economic
growth in Europe will accelerate. The four
largest economies - China, USA, Western
Europe, India, led by Japan will stand ahead
in the next period [4].

How do these forecasts affect the state

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of higher education in the APR? What
trends and tendencies are inherent in the
real higher education of the Asia-Pacific
countries? What are the current challenges
in higher education in South-East Asia?
How do they relate to global developments
in higher education? What lessons can be
learned from the study of higher education
at the regional level in Asia, Southeast
Asia, the Pacific, especially in the fact that
regional bodies such as ASEAN, APEC,
ASEAN (RFA), SCO, OECD, EAEU, etc. seek
to address higher education issues?

Methodology

This paper provides a comprehensive
analysis of the development of higher
education in the Asia-Pacific region,
which includes a review of national and
state programs for the development of
higher education in the APR countries [5],
reports [6] and strategies of the World
Bank group [7]; International Bank for
reconstruction and development and the
International development Association
[8], the Asian development Bank [9]; the
United Nations educational, scientific
and cultural organization UNESCO [10];
British Council [11]; Organization for
economic co-operation and development
(OECD) and secondary analysis of the
research results of international research
funds [12], centers: National coordination
center for the development of economic
relations with the countries of the Asia-
Pacific region [13]; National research
University “Higher school of Economics”
[14]; SEAMEO RIHED [15]; Center for the
study of international higher education at
Boston College [16]; Center for Educational
Development of SKOLKOVO Business
School [17]; The Boston Consulting Group
is an international company specializing
in management consulting, a leading
consultant on business strategy [18];
projects: International comparative project
on financing and accessibility of higher
education (ICHEFA) [19] and individual
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experts: [20], [21], [22], [23]. In this sense,
the work is interdisciplinary in nature,
where along with universal methods of
scientific research philosophical, historical,
sociological and economic approaches are
used.

The method of secondary analysis is
very often used in sociological research
to compare and contrast data obtained
from different sources [24]. In this study,
it is the best tool for identifying trends in
the development of higher education in
the APR countries. This approach was used
by researchers in the preparation of the
“Report NMC Horizon: higher education —
20177 from a large array of primary studies
based on secondary analysis brought a set
of trends, problems and achievements as a
result of their discussion by a Commission
of 2000 experts in the online mode; they
used a modified Delphic method for the
final selection of the report topics [25].

Main part
Geographical Data and Economic
Indicators of the Region

The Asia-Pacific region (APR) is a
political and economic term that refers to
countries located on the perimeter of the
Pacific Ocean and numerous Island States
in the ocean itself.

The Asia-Pacific region comprises 58
countries; currently, 21 States are parties
to the Agreement: Australia, Bangladesh,
Cambodia, China, Fiji, India, Indonesia,
Japan, Republic of Korea, Malaysia,
Mongolia, Myanmar, Nepal, New Zealand,
Pakistan, Palau, Philippines, Singapore, Sri
Lanka, Thailand and Viet Nam.

South-East Asia is a macroregion
covering continental and island territories
between China, India and Australia.
Includes the Indochina Peninsula and the
Malay Archipelago; part of the Asia-Pacific
region.

The Association of Southeast Asian
Nations (ASEAN) —is the political, economic
and cultural regional intergovernmental

organization of 10 countries (Brunei,
Cambodia, Indonesia, Laos, Malaysia,
Myanmar, Philippines, Singapore, Thailand,
Vietnam) which is located in Southeast
Asia. The ASEAN region is firmly committed
to the development of education at all
levels and to further social and economic
integration.

Asia-Pacific economic  cooperation
(APEC) is the Asia-Pacific forum of 21
economics for cooperation in regional
trade and investment liberalization. APEC's
goal is to increase economic growth,
prosperity in the region and strengthen the
Asia-Pacific community. The participating
economies account for about 40 % of the
world’s population, approximately 54 % of
GDP and 44 % of world trade.

Experts of the HEAD Singapore
Foundation [26] focus in their research on
the unevenness and heterogeneity of this
region:

* by population: three of the four most
populous countries in the world - China,
India and Indonesia and small, new States;

» demographic imbalance: the decline
or growth increase of young people
interested in higher education, which
presents different challenges for the higher
education system of these countries;

¢ economic imbalance: along with
Japan, South Korea, Singapore, Taiwan,
Hong Kong, Malaysia and Thailand joined
the OECD as advanced economies, as well
as several States classified as developing
(despite their rapid growth);

« ethnic and linguistic imbalance: along
with homogeneous ones like Japan, South
Korea and Vietnam, there are States having
difficulty combining ethnic groups and
languages such as Indonesia, China and
the Philippines;

« the situation in the region s
influenced by the historical past of the
colonial heritage: British, French, Spanish,
American, Dutch;

 political and economic imbalance
between governance and free market
capitalism: China’s centralized market

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socialism with Singapore’s regulated
capitalism, and India’s and Indonesia’s
volatile economies.

Asian development forecast for 2018
remains stable:

« regional gross domestic product
(GDP) will grow by 6.0% in 2018 and 5.9%
in 2019;

* lower inflation is forecast for
developing Asia at 2.8% in 2018 and 2.7%
in 2019 (ADB Report);

The People's Republic of China forecasts
that previous growth forecasts will be 6.6%

in 2018 and 6.4% in 2019 (ADB Report);

« South Asia remains the fastest
growing sub region, led by India: growth
in 2018 will amount to 7.0%, and in 2019
is 7.2%; India plans to achieve forecasts
in April to 7.3% in 2018 and 7.6% in 2019
(Report ADB)

« South-East Asia continues to be
supported by strong domestic demand,
especially for private consumption and
investment. This year and further growth is
projected at 5.2% [27].

Cultural Foundations and Models of
Education: East and West

The traditional opposition between
Western and Eastern types of thinking
is based on ideological and axiological
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differences between types of cultures, which
are expressed in the known dichotomies:
collectivism and individualism; awareness
and skill, modesty and self-confidence;
modernism and traditionalism, etc., which
sometimes reflectawell-known assumption
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and prejudice about the superiority of
Western thinking and behavior.

Modern integration processes in the
educational systems of the global world
demonstrate interesting synthesis results:
a conceptual difference between the
Western model of reason and the East
Asian model of virtue [28, p.385].

The East Asian student “transforms
himself” on the basis of Confucian
principles, focuses on his inner world
in order to improve himself, to gain his
authenticity and integrity, to become
morally and socially perfect (model of
virtue). The purpose of education is to
promote the synthesis of society with the
collective and interpersonal orientation
of culture. The extreme consequences of
this model are repetition and cramming,
emphasis on memorization, focus on the
authority of the teacher.

The goal of the Western student
“to learn how to manage the Universe”
according to the principles of Socratic
philosophy: to cultivate oneself and their
mind to understand and master the world,
emphasizing the outside world, critical
thinking, knowledge of the world of things
in the Universe, represented by science
(model of mind). The purpose of such
education is to teach how “to do”, therefore
the Western student must achieve personal
goals related to individuality and self-
actualization of orientation. The extreme
consequences of this model are "master
of the world”, conqueror, success and
predatory goals.

To ensure the prospects for the
development of education not only in
the Asian region, but also in the global
world, it is necessary to focus not on
the contrast, but on the balance of Yin-
Yang. An example of modern models of
education that contribute to the painless
reform of young Asian educational
systems are the Japanese and Singapore
models of education presented during the
seminar “Models of education in Japan
and Singapore, transfer of education

and comparative education policy” held
on August 26, 2016 [29]. The event was
organized by the HEAD Foundation (THF)
and jointly with the Center for excellence
in school education of Tokyo University
graduate school of education.

Two concepts of the Japanese model
of education, which received international
status: “Toccata” and “Study lessons”.
The Japanese model is formed from
the concept of “holistic education”
(cognitive, social, emotional and physical
development of students on the basis of
democratic principles). The purpose of
"Toccata” - the development of emotional
intelligence through the encouragement
of child's activities, self-motivation,
collaborative learning and self-education.
Another concept of “Study lessons” are
more focused on teachers, because it pays
attention to training and cooperation in
the process of exchange of experience
on conducting lessons. Both models are
applicable to the multicultural world of
developing Asia.

The experience in the management
and legitimacy of the education system
in Singapore, for example, represents a
successful bilingual policy, which took
decades to build up and also contributes
to the solution of problems of educational
policies in developing Asian countries.

Using an example of the National
University of Singapore and Nanyang
University of Technology, included in the
rating OF the 2018, Professor George
Cheryan raises the question of the
University's mission as a center of culture,
science and education and its role in the
development and creation of society.
Formal criteria and rating standards are
not correlated with local problems that
can be only solved at the interdisciplinary
level, in the context of the human sciences
(for example, articles on the history of
Singapore, do not arouse the interest
of researchers in Western indexed
journals). Humanitarian and civilizational
components of the University, as a platform
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for critical discussion and solutions to local
problems, outweighed by the government
for the sake of ratings, providing diplomas
(massovisation) and the order fulfillment
industry. The formalization of the idea of
the University for the sake of achieving
world rankings by Asian universities
deprives them of connection with the
society of which they are a part [30].

The public need for accessible education;
the increase in the number and expansion
of the area of universities; the economic
demands of society in qualified staff; the
decline in the quality of education; the race for
world rankings, etc. — led to the diversification
of universities in all educational landscapes
of the global world. In the Western world,
this has led to the increasing complexity of
the main segment in the systemic complex
of society, which for its part, hassled to
the adoption of the Hamburg Declaration
"Organizing Higher education for the XXI
century. The role of research universities”
(The Hamburg Declaration Organizing
Higher Education for the 21st Century, 2017)
by the Union of rectors, the main provisions
of which are also relevant for the developing
system of Asian higher education:

e “The research university, as the apex
academic institution, is central to the
global knowledge economy. It educates
leaders, scientists and scholars who serve
society, academe, industry, and the broader
economy. It conducts research, and is the
window to international science.

e Research universities are central
to the success of higher education, and
contribute to the common good.

e Permeability: There should be
articulation mechanisms that permit
students equitable access to post-
secondary education, allowing them to
easily shift from one type of institution to
another without loss of academic standing.

e Coherence: Private higher education,
the fastest growing part of post-secondary
education  globally,  requires  careful
integration into an effective post-secondary
education system” [31, p. 10-11].
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Economic demands and access to
education, political government programs
of governments have accelerated the shift
of the global balance of power in higher
education towards Asia, who has become
the world's third largest zone of higher
education, science and innovation after
North America, Western Europe (UK).

» Asia-Pacific universities from 38
countries in East Asia, Southeast Asia and
Oceania are represented in the Times
Higher Education 2018 ranking (21). The
overall ranking includes more than 250
universities from 13 different countries:
the most representative are Japan (89),
China (63), Australia (35), Taiwan (31),
South Korea (27) and Thailand (10).
The University of Melbourne is the only
University outside Asia, taking third place
among the five leaders, taking third place
(last year 4th place). Other universities like
the national University of Singapore (1st
place), Tsinghua University (2nd place),
Beijing University (3rd place) and University
of Hong Kong (5th place) are included in
the top five.

* The summit of Asian universities
was held from 5 to 7 February 2018 in
Shenzhen (China), organized jointly with
SUSTech (southern University of science
and technology) and Times Higher
Education Rankings (THE), which raised
issues of cooperation, integration and
search for new ways of development of
universities in the West and Asia [32]. China
has found its way to creating a world-
class University model instead of copying
Western models, as Shanghai University
President Jao Tong Zhang Jie claims. Three
key steps are needed to change ordinary
universities: stimulating research; creating
of new research groups; and reforming the
structure of the University in order to create
a sustainable culture of innovation. They
included different measures to change
the University culture such as monetary
incentives for teachers for publishing
articles, consistent transition to applied
research, problem-oriented research, and
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involvement of internationally recognized
researchers.

« The Alliance of Asian universities
(AUA) (15 universities from 14 countries)
was established at the initiative of Tsinghua
University (Beijing) to strengthen the role
of higher education in the development of
Asian society which implied strengthening
the academic mobility within the Asian
region and resist the departure of professors
and students to the West; strengthening the
research cooperation between the teaching
staff, promoting the exchange of higher
education policy between the presidents
of universities within the AUA; publication
of the annual report on higher education
in Asia; in addition, Tsinghua University
funded the new organization with a one-
time Deposit of $ 1.5 million [33].

Along with high-quality universities
(for example, the national University of
Singapore, which is stronger than Australian
Universities), there are medium-sized
technical schools and other universities
seeking to get into the League of the
world’s leading universities. Unfortunately,
most of them are trying to copy Western
universities on the basis of funding and
some innovative strategies. The problem
is in the contradiction between Eastern
and Western cultures and their values;
lack of cultural perspective for traditional
ways of thinking; forgery of own identities;
conflict between Western and own values
of higher education; pragmatic approach
in the adoption of the Western model led
to the achievements of natural Sciences
and technology and to the stagnation
of the Humanities and Social Sciences.
The University has three levels: material,
institutional and a factor of value; material
level prevails, institutional one begins to
develop; cultural integration is necessary,
the incorporation of Western values into the
Eastern; advantage is in the synthesis of two
cultures at the institutional and individual-
personal levels.

The conclusion of the special study
called “Combining Chinese and Western
educational tradition: a comparative
analysis of strategies for building world-
class universities in mainland China, Hong
Kong, Taiwan and Singapore”, which was
supported by the Hong Kong research
funding Council (grant number 751313H)
on the state of University development in
Southeast Asia is promising: “tremendous
progress has been made despite all
the difficulties, and there is reason to
believe that it will achieve even more by
combining the values of Western culture
and its traditions. Advanced universities
in East Asia have chosen an alternative
path of development. Their experiment
shows that it is possible to find a balance
between local and Western ideas about
the University, which are considered to be
mutually exclusive. Although it is too early
to talk about the success of this East Asian
experiment, the current processes can
certainly be described as promising” [34].

Higher education experts are unanimous
in the need for a science-based and value-
oriented approach to maintain the rational
structure of the higher education system,
which implies: a clear differentiation of

universities  (mission, control  system,
academic differentiation); autonomy;
stable funding; quality control system;

mechanisms of equal access and transition
to universities for students; moral leadership
and commitment to their mission of research
universities; and internal connectivity of
universities [35].

Using the example of the history of
the regional Institute of higher education
SEAMEO RIHED [37] we can trace some
features of regionalization in South-East
Asia:

RIHED was originally established in
Singapore in 1959 as a Regional Institute of
higher education. RIHED was reorganized
and established in Thailand in 1993 as a
regional center of SEAMEO. The key role
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of the initiator and leader belongs to the
government of Thailand therefore the
head office is located in Bangkok.
SEAMEO s aregional intergovernmental
organization of Ministers of education
of South-East Asia, established in 1965
to promote cooperation in the field of
education, science and culture in the
region. The Secretariat and the regional
canters SEAMEO have done fruitful work
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on the implementation of programs of
education, research and development.

SEAMEO RIHED plays a crucial role
in building the capacity of SEAMEO
member countries in higher education.
More focused on issues related to policy
planning, administration and management
in higher education.

The mission of SEAMEO RIHED
is to improve the management and
harmonization of higher education in
Southeast Asiathrough systematicresearch,
empowerment, and the development of
mechanisms to facilitate exchange and
cooperation in higher education.

The goals of SEAMEQ RIHED:

1. To assist Member States in enhancing
the effectiveness of the policies, planning,
administration and management of higher
education systems through training
and policy-oriented research, taking
into account the special needs, pressing
problems and cultural factors of individual
Member States for the integrated
development of human resources.

2. To serve as a regional center and
clearing house for information and
documentation of higher education,
facilitating the exchange and dissemination
of information and research results on
the planning and management of higher
education both within and outside the
region. To promote cooperation among
Member States to build institutional ties
and assist them in strengthening institution
building and development.

The current SEAMEO RIHED Programs
include five interconnected areas reflecting
its main functional goals, to facilitate
access to best practices and synergies in
higher education in the region:

* Empowerment of higher education
institutions;

* Promotion of social responsibility and
sustainable development of the university;

« Cultivating the globalization aspects
of human resources;

« Development of
mechanisms;

« Promotion of the boundaries of

harmonization

knowledge in the management of higher
education.

Understanding the importance of
solving the problems of education in
the region affects geopolitical and geo-
economic reasons, where the new actor in
Southeast Asia - China plays an important
role. The history of the geopolitical
relations of China and Thailand is changing
and strengthening for the better: Thailand
was a conductor in Southeast Asia for
China; China’s interests are now global;
therefore, in the genesis of SEAMEO RIHED,
expanding opportunities to the status of
an intergovernmental organization aimed
at SEA to a greater extent demonstrates
the importance of regional issues for other
actors in SEA.

The HEAD Foundation experts [38]
emphasize the higher level of inter-regional
cooperation between regional networks
in East Asia at present. The goal should be
to mitigate any geopolitical tensions that
are characteristic of regionalization in East
Asia today, and to develop effective ways to
share knowledge and resources in regional
networks with to equalize WHO'’s benefits
in the region. Perhaps in this way, East Asian
regionalization may begin to move towards
a more comprehensive regionalization
program to create a single community of
Asian countries.

 Mass character of education,
diversification and differentiation of the
sector

The mass character of higher education
as a consequence of globalization, lack
of qualified labor resources, availability
of education for a certain segment of the
population, led to the emergence of some
private universities that provide diplomas, but
not quality education; equating engineering
universities and colleges to the status of the
University, ultimately discredited the concept
of research University in the Western sense,
the active copying of which falls on the end
of the XX century and the first half of the XXI
century in the South-Eastern region.

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Southeast Asian countries are among
the twenty-five countries that send their
students to study at US universities: Vietnam
(8th place), Indonesia (19th), Thailand (20th)
and Malaysia (24th); by 2011, 214 thousand
citizens of the four listed countries and
the Philippines were studying in the USA,
Great Britain and Australia; It is associated
with the dissemination of various forms
of international educational programs
implemented in Southeast Asia together
with foreign universities (opening branches
of Western universities, implementing
franchising educational programs, etc);
There are 25 branches of foreign universities
in the region (Indonesia (1), Malaysia (6),
Singapore (13), Thailand (3), Vietnam (2)).

Outgoing mobility leaders - Singapore
and Malaysia (20 countries) - are striving
to become regional educational hubs, and
have begun to export educational services.
According to the Guardian newspaper, in
2014, 52,959 foreign students from 120
countries studied in Singapore, and 63,625
students from 160 countries studied in
Malaysia. Most of the foreign students
studying in them came from South Korea,
China and India, Australia, England, the
United Arab Emirates, Oman, Yemen, Saudi
Arabia, and Lebanon.

Problems of academic mobility: the
peripheral position (the peripheral nature
of world science, wealthy locals send their
children to British universities); brain drain
(young scientists leave for Japan or the
West; 100% of Vietnamese school graduates
and winners of international Olympiad’s
study and work in developed countries;
language barrier (development of science
in the local language, there are no English-
language programs with the exception of
Singaporean, Filipino, Thai) [39].

» Academic culture and corruption

Despite the collective progress of higher
education in East Asia, it is worth noting
the destructive academic environment
in the region. Academic culture implies
values, ideas and beliefs in relation to
their profession, which unite teachers

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and scientists. This affects how and with
whom decisions are made, how they act
and communicate with each other - at a
practical and symbolic level. The following
are applicable to the description of the
academic culture of East Asia: "honesty”,
“ethics”, “unfair behavior”, “corruption”.
Academic culture based on the values of
meritocracy, freedom and competition is
a goal and the need for Asian universities.
Unfair behavior is common among
teachers and students: in Hong Kong, Taiwan,
Japan (Haruko Obokata was improved in fake
and plagiarism); in China, the decline began
in the early 90s, reflecting the situation in
society (administrative positions are more
advantageous than academic ones). The
concept of “Guansi”:  the presence of ties
connections with senior officials; restriction
of freedom of movement of teachers, staff,
students, resources; decisions based on
personal relationships; falsification of data
and plagiarism in the scientific community;
purchase of government grants; as a result,
the negative impact on the modernization
of education in the region; moral and
ethical degradation, retarding the scientific
development of the region; since 2000, the
Chinese government introduced new rules
and standards, held forums and seminars,
and created anti-corruption agencies and
units; Japan is distinguished by its academic
culture, has 21 Nobel laureates; until 2014,
there was not a single Nobel laureate in SEA.
The problem of corruption in the
academic environment of Southeast Asian
countries is a consequence of the imbalance
of local educational traditions and Western
values; the solution is to achieve this
balance through synergy and synthesis of
institutional and individual activities.

Conclusion

Experts of the Center for educational
development of SKOLKOVO business school
prepared a review of the new report of NMC
Horizon on the future of higher education
for the next five years and identified 10
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global trends in higher education for the
next five years (10 future education trends,
New Media Consortium Horizon) [40]:

1. The introduction of progressive
teaching methods requires cultural
transformation.

2. Teaching students real practical skills
will help them in further employment, as
well as improve their professional skills.

3. Cooperation is a key factor in the
dissemination of effective solutions.

4. Although technologies and materials
for online learning are widely available,
they are still not available to all.

5. It is necessary to create processes to
assess skills at the individual level.

6. In order to feel free in the digital
world, it is not enough just to be able to
use technology.

7. The effectiveness of online learning
as well as mobile and blended learning is
beyond doubt.

8. Educational ecosystems must be
flexible enough to accept completely new
teaching methods.

9. Higher education is an excellent
environment for developing more intuitive
computers.

10. Lifelong learning is the basis of
higher education.

For the Asia-Pacific countries, global
trends in higher education remain
relevant, however, the following trends are
more significant: regionalization and its
fragmentation; mass character ofeducation,
diversification and differentiation of the
sector; academic mobility: outgoing and
incoming; academic culture and corruption.

Abay's Teaching "Tolyk adam” and Modern Tendencies in Solving
the Problem of the Whole Man

Abstract. The relevance of this study lies in the fact that under the conditions of the need
for accelerated modernization of almost all spheres of activity for countries in transition, which
includes the Republic of Kazakhstan, the factor of consolidation of the people of Kazakhstan
is of great importance. An important factor of consolidation in the countries of the catch-up
type, in which all types of initiatives come mainly from the power elites, is the factor of spiritual
leaders, national samples-ideals uniting the citizens of Kazakhstan. The great Kazakh poet, thinker,
philosopher Abay Kunanbayev can be such a spiritual leader, a national example-ideal, uniting the
multi-ethnic and multi-confessional people of Kazakhstan.

The purpose and novelty of this study is to identify the relevance and modernity of the
philosophical content of Abay's teaching "tolyk adam" (whole man) to modern trends in addressing
the fundamental philosophical problem of wholeness, the wholeness principle and based on these
trends the new understanding of the phenomenon of spirituality, which is the essence of the
modern understanding of the whole man. The author, based on the thesis that the basis of the
Kazakh type of philosophizing are ethical approaches to solving the problems of the essence of
man, the essence of being, defines the ethical basis of Abay's teachings "tolyk adam" on the example
of his poems and prose (“Words of Edification"). The author shows that, according to Abay, the
whole man is a man realized in intersubjective being, the object of which is intersubjective being,
it is @ man aspiring to knowledge, moral and purposeful in his cognitive and spiritual intensions.
Strong intensions to the problems of spirituality, according to Abai, constitute in his ideas the core
of the whole man. And this approach is very modern and relevant in the context of the problems
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of globalization and modernization in the spiritual sphere. Abay's teaching "tolyk adam" is not
only the quintessence of Abay's grasp of the thought of his modern era, but also a philosophical
teaching that is relevant to modern new approaches to the fundamental problems of modernity.

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ABSTRACT

The topicality of the research is stipulated by the growing
necessity to investigate the degree of corruption perception
in societies capable to reveal the motives, cultural and social-
psychological tendencies to corruption offences to develop a set
of measures aimed at eliminating social and cultural reasons of
the corruption. The current paper suggests applying methods
of personal and societal value-based orientations estimation as
such investigations. The paper is aimed at analysis comparing
four most known and successful techniques on value-based
orientations estimation (Schwartz value survey, Rokeach value
survey, the Diagnostics of person value orientations structure by
S.Bubnova, and the World assumptions scale by R. Janoff-Bulman
adapted by O.Kravtsova) in the context of its applicability to
determine the degree of the corruption perception. The paper
shows advantages and disadvantages of the analyzed methods
for the corruption perception researches. It was determined that
for the use in corruption perception researches, some of the
considered methods require the inclusion of additional issues
on corruption component.

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Introduction

For a long time the only source of in-
formation about the corruption was crim-
inal statistics. However, the comparative
investigation of the corruption in countries
or regions basing on the official statistics is
impossible due to its incompleteness. In ad-
dition, the officially recorded corruption of-
fences not always reflect the corruption de-
gree in the society. Therefore, in recent years,
the authoritative international organizations
and scientists are interested in empiric inves-
tigations of corruption phenomena.

At present time, under the low effective-
ness of fight against corruption in Kazakhstan,
it is important to reveal the components stim-
ulating the corruption, determine the axiolog-
ical state of hidden social support of the cor-
ruption, study the reasons of the corruption
institutionalization in the society. The solution
of this problem can be implemented com-
pletely in the context of the social approach
application to the corruption study.

The elimination of the corruption
should be based on radical change of con-
tent of the whole assumption, life values at
all levels. It is necessary to eliminate sys-
tematically the base on which the values
are distorted, and change the ideological
core of people through changing the so-
cial and economic, legal, and organiza-
tional factors and conditions through the
education system, i.e. it is necessary to
renew the content of their life values [1].
The legal, political, social and economic
measures influence positively on the fun-
damental transformation of the life values.

In this context, it is important to study
the propensity to corruption activities in
the society and tolerance to corruption. To
determine the propensity and tolerance to
corruption, the authors propose to study the
value-based orientations regulating a hu-
man behavior and influencing on definition
of his goals and ways of its achievement.

Methods of Research

The research methodology is based on
the comprehensive analysis and integrated
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systematization of the existing approaches
to the study of the value-based orientations.
The paper analyzes the Schwartz value sur-
vey, Rokeach value survey, the diagnostics
of person value orientations structure by
S.S. Bubnova, the world assumptions scale
by R. Janoff-Bulman adapted by O. Kravtso-
va. The research applied the methods of
comparative, structural and criteria analysis.

Sh. Schwartz Value Survey

One of the main approaches of values
study is a method of American psycholo-
gist Sh. Schwartz. This methodology ana-
lyzes the values on the level of common
culture and on the personal level. Schwartz
value survey consists of two parts. The first
part of the survey investigates the values,
ideals and beliefs influencing on a per-
son. The second part of Schwartz survey is
personal profile consisting of 40 person's
characteristics that, in turn, describe the
following 10 types of values:

1. Power. The functioning of social insti-
tutes requires status differentiation to some
degree, and most of interpersonal relations
in different cultures showed the combina-
tion of values of dominance/subordination.
The main goal of this type of values is to
achieve a social status or glory, control or
domination over people and means (au-
thority, wealth, social authority, saving of
public image, public esteem).  The values
of Power and Accomplishments are focused
on the social respect; however, the values
of Accomplishment (for example, success-
ful, ambitious) underline the active demon-
stration of the competence in a definite
interaction, and the values of Power (au-
thority, wealth) underline the achievement
or saving of the dominant position inside
the most common social system.

2. Achievement. The main goal of this
type of values is personal success through
the demonstration of the competence ac-
cording to social standards.

The demonstration of the social compe-
tence (that makes the content of this value)
under the conditions of domineering cul-
ture standards results in social approval.
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3. Hedonism. According to Sh. Schwartz
survey the main goal of this type is deter-
mined as enjoyment or material pleasures
(comfort, life of pleasure).

4. Stimulation. This is a derivative from
organic need in diverse and deep emo-
tions to support proper level of energy.
The biologically grounded variations of
stimulation need stipulated by the social
experience can lead to individual different
perception of this value importance. The
motivational goal of these values is in nov-
elty, deep emotions.

5. Self-reliance. The determining goal
of this type of values is in independent
thinking and selection of actions, creative
and research activity. The self-reliance is
a derivative from organic need in control
and management, and from interaction
needs in separateness and independence.

6. Universalism. The motivation goal of
this type of values is understanding, tol-
erance, defense of well-being of all peo-
ple and nature. The motivation goals of
Universalism value can be derivatives from
that needs of survival of groups and in-
dividuals that become clear when people
come in touch with someone outside his
medium or broaden the initial group.

7. Generosity. This is narrower defined
“prosocial” type of values comparing to
Universalism. The loyalty is focused on
wellbeing in close daily interaction. This
type is considered as derivative from need
in positive interaction, need in affilitation
and ensure of a group flourishing. The
motivation goal of this type is saving of
people wellbeing with which an individu-
al is in often personal contact (usefulness,
loyalty, condescension, honesty, responsi-
bility, friendship, mature love).

8. Traditions. Any groups develop their
own symbols and rituals the activity of
which is determined by a group experi-
ence and fixed as traditions and customs.
A traditional way of behavior becomes a
symbol of group solidarity, expression of
united values and a guarantee of surviv-
al. Traditions most often take the forms of
religious rites, beliefs and behavior norms.
The motivation goal is respect, acceptance

and follow traditions and ideas existing in
the culture (respect of traditions, humility,
piety, acceptance of fate, moderateness).

9. Conformability. The determining mo-
tivation goal of this type is limitation, sup-
pression, addictions and encouragements
to actions that can harm others or do not
correspond to social expectations. This is a
derivative from a need to repel the addic-
tions having negative social consequences
(obedience, self-discipline, politeness, re-
spect to parents and elderly people).

10. Safety. The motivation goal of this
type is safety, harmony, stable society, re-
lations, and a person; this is a derivative
from the base individual and group needs.
Sh. Schwartz assumes the existence of one
common type of values for Safety, not two
separate — group and individual level, as
values related to groups express mainly
the goal of safety for a person (social or-
der, safety of a family, national safety, mu-
tual agreement and help, purity, sense of
belonging, health).

Interpretation of results

When analyzing and interpreting the
results of Schwartz value survey it is im-
portant to note that two different types of
values are considered:

1. Standard ideals, values of person of
the level of creeds, and the structure of
values having the largest influence on a
person in whole, but not always expressed
in real social behavior.

2. Values on the level of behavior, i.e.
individual priorities, most often expressed
in the social behavior of a person.

The difference of indicators by val-
ue types in these two parts of the survey,
characterizing two levels of values func-
tioning, reflect the value pressure that is
accomplished, on one side, through the
socialization, and on another side, through
reference group and traditions.

Another important moment is that the
number of issues included into each of 10
scales by Schwartz survey contains different
number of questions. This means that points
obtained by scales cannot be compared di-
rectly among each other. For the compara-
tive analysis of different values, a testing per-
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son or a group should be normalized. This
includes the following procedure:

A scale with the largest number of
questions is found;

The largest point that could be reached
by this scale is determined;

The indicators by all scales are divided
onto this maximum point.

If the comparative analysis of indicators
expressiveness by scales is not intended,
and values expressiveness is supposed to
be used within the correlation analysis,
then it is possible to discard the indicators

normalization by the scales of Schwartz
value survey.

Advantages: additional questions can
be easily included into the survey; the sur-
vey is widely specialized and allows for
looking at broad range of interactions.

Disadvantages: the survey is big, prob-
ably needs payment or expect careless an-
swers from respondents at some moment.

To analyze the corruption perception we
suggest to add several statements to assess
the second part (Table 1). The number of
questions is the same as for other scales.

Rokeach Value Survey

Rokeach value survey allows investigat-
ing personal tendency and determining
its relation to the surrounding medium, to
other people, to himself, key motives of
actions, the basis of “life philosophy”.

- The nature of human values by
Rokeach is as follows:

- Total number of values considered as
human heritage is not large;

- All people have the same values, al-
though to different degree;

- The values are arranged into the systems;

- The sources of human values are

tracked in culture, society and its institutes,
and a person;

— The influence of values is tracked in
almost all social phenomena deserving
study.

M. Rokeach differentiates two classes
of values — terminal and instrumental:

The terminal values are defined by M.
Rokeach as convictions that some terminal
goal of individual existence (for example,
happy family life, peace in the world) is
worth to achieve it from personal and pub-
lic points of view;

Instrumental values are convictions that
some mode of actions (for example, hones-
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ty, rationalism) is, from personal and public
points of view, preferable in any situations.
In essence, the development of terminal
and instrumental values generates quite
traditional differentiation of values-goals
and values-means.

Interpretation of results. The individual
hierarchy of values obtained as the inves-
tigation result can be divided into three
equal groups:

- Preferred values, important (ranked
1-6);

- Indifferent, insensible (7-12);

- Rejected, not important (ranked 13-18).

The ranks obtained for every of 36 values
reflecting the importance of value for a tes-
ter, can be used in empirical investigations to
reveal differences in groups or for the anal-
ysis of interactions of value-based orienta-
tions with other psychological phenomena.

The advantage of Rokeach survey ap-
plication is quickness, easiness of proce-
dure; the assumptions of the theory allows
for good comparison of results among the
countries. However, it is very difficult to in-
tegrate the corruption issues as the corrup-
tion itself is not a value. If to choose this
method of investigation, then it is necessary
to develop the second block that includes
the questions on the corruption perception.

The Diagnostics of Real Structure of
Person Value-Based Orientations by S.
Bubnova

The diagnostics of real structure of per-
son value-based orientations by S. Bubnova
is designed to study the value-based ori-
entations of a person in real conditions of
life activities. The method is based on the
assumption that the notions on important
values are formed in the process of person
socialization as a result of interiorization of
universal cultural values.

S. Bubnova highlights three hierarchical
levels in the system of value-based orien-
tations of person corresponding to three
levels of its study: 1) most general, abstract
values: spiritual, social, material; 2) values
became permanent in life and manifested
as person’s character: sociability, curiosity,

activity, dominance etc.; 3) the most specific
types of person’s behavior as means to ac-
complish and settle the values-characters.

This method contains 66 closed ques-
tions aimed at study the way for actualiza-
tion of value-based orientations of a per-
son in real life conditions.

The advantage of the diagnostics of
real structure of personal value-based
orientations is the simplicity of data pro-
cessing and its interpretation, easiness to
include questions related to the corruption
perception. The disadvantage is the long-
time of survey that could affect the neces-
sity in paid survey.

The World Assumptions Scale
by R. Janoff-Bulman Adapted by O.
Kravtsova

The scale was developed under the
cognitive concept of base assumptions
of a person. According to it, one of the
base feelings of a normal person is robust
feeling of safety. The survey reveals such
convictions as world loyalty, kindness of
people, justice of world, ability to control
the world, incident as a principle of the oc-
curring events distribution, value of own
“me”, the degree of self-control (control
over the occurring events), degree of luck
or fortune.

Interpretation of results. The primary cat-
egories of convictions can be estimated as 3
generalized tendencies of relations: 1. Com-
mon relation to loyalty of surrounding world
is calculated as arithmetic mean between
BW and BP (loyalty of world and kindness
of people). 2. Common relation to sense
of world, i.e. controllability and fairness of
events is calculated as arithmetic mean be-
tween indicators of J (world's fairness), C
(world controllability) and reverse R (inci-
dent). To obtain the indicator of reverse R, it
is necessary to sum up the points reciprocal
to R regarding the middle of the scale. 3.
Conviction regarding own value, ability to
manage the events and fortune is calculat-
ed as arithmetic mean between SW (value
“me”"), SC (self-control), and L (luck).

This survey allows for comparing the base
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convictions of different groups of people ex-
perienced different types of injury. According
to the psychology the base convictions of
a person are altered significantly under the
influence of psychological trauma and trau-
matic events experienced by a person that
result in complete deterioration of habitual
life perceptions and behavior patterns.

The world assumptions scale can be also
used for individual work: if the indicators by
any scale of a person are too low, this should
be considered while rendering the psycho-
logical support. The indicators by all scales
should be above the middle, i.e. not less than
3.5 points to be considered as normal. The
researchers suppose that more optimistic at-
titude to the world, surrounding people and
a person itself favors larger psychological
stability and success in daily life.

The advantage of the world assump-
tions scale is that it can be easily integrat-
ed with questions regarding the corrup-
tion perception, and interesting grouping
of "values” will allow to make new conclu-
sions on interconnection of the corruption
perception and life approaches, easily col-
lect and analyze data.

The disadvantage of this scale is very
specific grouping and necessity to polish
the scale so that the conclusions would be

persuasive. Along with this it is possible to
supplement the survey with the following
several statements related to the corrup-
tion perception:

- | do not consider it bad to give mon-
ey to an official to accelerate the thing that
you can accomplish in the long-term;

- A lot of people would take bribes if
they could;

-The State cannot protect its citizens
against abuse of power of its officials;

- It is normal if a governmental official
helps his relatives and friends with issues
he can resolve even he breaks the law.

Conclusion

In general, the conducted analysis of
the methods on study of the value-based
orientations showed that all surveys, to
this or that degree, will provide new in-
formation and allow to make definite con-
clusions. The criteria for the investigation
method selection for us were the follow-
ing: size of survey, complexity (fatigue of a
respondent, and cost of survey), complex-
ity of analysis and results interpretation,
complexity of corruption perception ques-
tions integration. The results of the evalua-
tion are shown in Table 2. The higher is the

the aims of this investigation.

The most preferable method to study
the value-based orientations in the context
of the corruption investigation, in our opin-
ion, is S. Schwartz value survey. In future,
it is supposed to supplement the second
part of the survey with questions on de-
termining the availability of propensity to
break the rules for own benefit, and make
a survey to reveal the level of the corrup-
tion perception in Kazakhstan society.

The fundamental human right to health, the significance of non-commercialized health
care system, and the challenges of neoliberal capitalism

Abstract. This article explores the fundamental human right to health and the significance of
the non-commercialized healthcare system through the prism of the universality of human rights.
Also, it critically analyzes neoliberal capitalism, which principles and ideas laid the grounds to
undertake the structural reforms in the health care systems in many countries worldwide, including
Kazakhstan. Under-financing of health care and the commercialization and commodification of
the health care sector became global problems negatively affecting life millions of people and
became especially urgent after the COVID-19 Pandemic. The article briefly analyzes the socially-
oriented model that exists in Scandinavian countries, where the problems of commercialization
and commodification of the health care system and the optimization and curtailment of social

programs have been largely avoided.

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ABSTRACT

This article is devoted to the analysis of various forms of
socio-psychological and medical work with children who have
been sexually abused. The research article has been done by
the collaboration with graduate student and her internal and
external scientific advisers as a part of PhD thesis. In the article
used modern forms of methods in sociology and social work. The
analysis shows that child sexual abuse is one of the most serious
and complex problems, involving a variety of inappropriate
behavior, including physical and moral components. Research
shows that sexually abused children can suffer physical,
emotional and psychological consequences, many of which
persist throughout their lives. The article describes specific areas
of socio-psychological and medical work on the treatment of
serious injuries in children who have been sexually abused;
the classification of medical and psychological consequences
of sexual violence against children was carried out and the
relationship between psycho-traumatic effects was revealed.
Complex methods of rehabilitation in the study of clinical and
psychopathological manifestations in children are considered in
detail.

Introduction sexual violence against children was that
«involving sexually dependent, underdevel-
oped children and adolescents is incapable
of fully understand its meaning and pro-

The total number of children and ado-
lescents who has been attack of sexual vi-

olence vary depending on the definitions
used and the method of data collection. Ac-
cording to international studies, which has
been conducting since 1980, the average
level of sexual violence in childhood is 20%
for women and 5-10% for men.According
to D. Finkelhor's study [1], there are signifi-
cant differences in the prevalence of sexual
violence against children between differ-
ent countries,from 6 to 66% in women and
from 3 to 33% in men. Malkina-Pykh’s work
gives even higher figures [2], according to
her work 30-90% of women are victims of
sexual violence out of all. At the same time,
1/3 of the rapists are children and teenag-
ers under 16 years old. Louis Harris found
out that 89% of girls and 76% of boys were
sexually abused during their school years.

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cess takes place out of their will».American
physician H. Kempe defines sexual violence
against children as “involving functionally
immature children and adolescents in their
sexual activities without fully understanding
them, disagreeing, or disrupting the social
success of family roles”. American research-
ers consider child sexual abuse (CSA) to be
any sexual experience with a child under the
age of 16 (according to some sources, un-
der the age of 18) and with a person at least
5 years older than the child [4].

The purpose of the study is to identify
the clinical and age characteristics of men-
tal disorders in children affected by do-
mestic and extracurricular sexual violence
and to develop the basics of medical, psy-
chological and social correction in order to
rehabilitate into society.
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Methodology

In this research work used modern
methods of scientific research, including
theoretical and empirical research methods.
A review of the literature in various fields of
science, such as sociology, pedagogy, med-
icine, psychology. Many scientific articles,
textbooks and Internet resources related to
the research topic were reviewed using the
content analysis method. In the practical
part of the study, in order to determine the
methods of psychotherapy and psychocor-
rection of children who have experienced
sexual violence in early and preschool age,
the method of observation was conducted
in the «Scientific Center for Mental Health».

The following questions were asked
during the research:

- To determine the psychological and
social image of children who are victims of
sexual violence;

- Identification of a set of drug meth-
ods in medical and psychological work for
children;

- Development of a set of somatic com-
plaints in children;

- Analysis of a set of therapeutic methods.

Non-drug methods included social
psychotherapy and psychocorrection and
were performed in all patients. Physiother-
apy and spa vacations were considered
for children and families of children who
have been sexually abused. The method
of psychotherapy and psycho-correction
of children who have experienced sexu-
al violence in early and preschool age is
adapted for use in children who have been
sexually abused by the Scientific Center for
Mental Health.

General psychiatric treatments include
different groups of drugs (see Table 1).

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These principles include: complexity
(«break continuity») - the involvement of
a number of specialists and even services
in the organization of simultaneous assis-
tance to the child and family; systemati-
zation («child-family-society») consists of
psychotherapeutic and psycho-correction-
al work not only with the child, but also
with the micro-social system - the family.
Attention was also paid to the interaction
of the microsocial system with the mac-
rosystem - the family, society, social in-
stitutions of child support. Thus, the child
was helped without interfering with his
environment, parents and relatives were
involved at the same time; stages («longi-
tudinal continuity») - it is clear that help
is needed immediately after stress, which
can lead to injury, incidents or violence. It
is important that this aspect of assistance
is only the first stage. After the first stage,
the next stage of care will be needed - re-
habilitation, often with the continuation
of psycho-correctional and psychothera-
peutic measures; the individuality of the
approach arising from the mental state of
the patient and the circumstances of the
situation. In this case, the following were
taken into account: the patient’s condition
and circumstances of the situation, the
characteristics of the child’s personality
and psyche - the level and adequacy of the
age of the identity card; composition and
personal qualities of parents, siblings, oth-
er family members and their relationship;
identify the causes of stress («How did it
happen?»); features of the plot of the situ-
ation (traumatic event).

The main important aspect of theoriz-
ing sexual abuse as violence, physical force
is not always used in rape, and bodily in-
jury is not always a consequence of it. It
is generally known that rape can be fatal,
but the prevalence of such cases varies
from country to country. The most com-
mon consequences of sexual violence are
related to reproductive capacity, mental
health, and social well-being. The conse-
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quences of rape can be pregnancy, but the
proportion of such cases varies depend-
ing on the prevalence of contraceptives in
different places and especially barrier use.
A study of teenage girls in Ethiopia found
that 17% of those who reported rape were
pregnant [5]. This figure corresponds to
15-18% of rapes from the crisis center in
Mexico. A longitudinal analysis in the Unit-
ed States, which observed more than 4,000
women over three years, found that 5.0%
of all rapists between the ages of 12 and
54 nationwide became pregnant. In many
countries, raped women are forced to give
birth or risk their lives through unprofes-
sional abortions. The practice of violence
at an early age reduces a woman'’s abili-
ty to control her sexual life. A teenage girl
who is forced to have sex is less likely to
use condoms or other contraceptives in
the future, which increases her chances of
becoming pregnant [6]. A study of fac-
tors influencing adolescent pregnancy in
Cape Town, South Africa, found that forced
onset of sexual intercourse was the third
most common factor influencing the fre-
quency of sexual intercourse and the use
of modern contraceptive]. Forced sexu-
al intercourse can also lead to unwanted
pregnancies in adult women. A survey of
married couples in India found that men
who forced their wives to have sex caused
2.6 times more pregnancies than non-vio-
lent men [7].

Authors found that gynecological com-
plications are associated with forced sexual
intercourse. These include vaginal bleeding
or infections, fibroids, loss of sexual desire,
genital irritation, pain during sex, chronic
pain in the pelvic region, and inflamma-
tion of the urinary tract. Women who have
been physically and sexually abused by
close partners are more likely to develop
health problems than those who have ex-
perienced physical violence alone. Sexually
Transmitted Infections HIV and other sex-
ually transmitted diseases may be the re-
sult of rape . A study of women in shelters
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found that those who witnessed physical
and sexual abuse by close partners were
more likely to suffer from sexually trans-
mitted diseases [8]. Women trafficked for
sex are particularly at risk for HIV and other
sexually transmitted diseases.

Main part

Sexual violence leads to mental health
and behavioral problems in adolescence
and adulthood. In one country study, 33%
of women who experienced sexual violence
had symptoms of mental illness, 15% of
women who experienced physical violence
with a sexual partner, and 6% of women
who did not experience violence [9]. Inti-
mate partner sexual violence exacerbates
the mental effects of physical violence.

Women who report forced sex have
a significantly higher risk of depression
and post-traumatic stress disorder than
women who do not have such experience.
Post-traumatic stress disorder A study of
adolescents in France found a link be-
tween rape and sleep disorders, depressive
symptoms, somatic complaints, smoking,
and behavioral problems (such as violence,
theft, and school loss). In the absence of
counseling on rape, the psychological side
effects persist for at least a year after the
injury, and physical health problems begin
to decrease during this period. However,
up to 50% of women still have symptoms
of stress after counseling [10].

Suicidal behavior

Women who have experienced sexu-
al violence in childhood or adulthood are
more likely than other women to attempt
suicide or suicide. This relationship is main-
tained taking into account age, education,
post-traumatic stress disorder and mental
iliness. The practice of rape or sexual ha-
rassment can lead to suicide in adoles-
cence. In Ethiopia, 6% of schoolgirls who
were raped reported attempted suicide
[11]. A study of adolescents in Brazil found
that the prevention of sexual violence pre-

dicted unhealthy behaviors, including sui-
cidal thoughts and actions [12].The experi-
ence of severe sexual violence can lead to
emotional distress and suicidal behavior. A
study of adolescent girls in Canada found
that 15% had suicidal behaviors in the last
6 months of the study [13].

Individual approaches, for instanceps-
ychological assistance and support coun-
seling, treatment and support groups for
victims of sexual violence are useful, espe-
cially when there are complications asso-
ciated with the violence itself or the reha-
bilitation process. There is some evidence
that a short-term cognitive-behavioral
program that begins immediately after the
victim’s attack may accelerate wound heal-
ing. As mentioned above, victims of sex-
ual violence sometimes blame themselves
for what happened, so psychological guilt
is also important for recovery from guilt.
However, short-term counseling and treat-
ment programs after sexual violence still
require further evaluation.

Psychological support for survivors
of sexual violence is provided mainly by
non-governmental organizations, in par-
ticular, crisis centers for victims of rape and
various women's organizations. Of course,
these services are available to a small num-
ber of victims of sexual violence. You can
set up hotlines to increase free access. In
South Africa, for example, the Stop Child
Abuse hotline responded to 150,000 calls
in the first 5 months of operation [14]. It
is important to focus on combating sexual
violence based on health care.

Medical and legal services

In many countries, the health care sys-
tem is required to collect medical and
legal data to confirm victims' reports or
to help identify perpetrators of violence.
Studies in Canada have shown that legal
and medical records can increase the like-
lihood of arrest, prosecution and punish-
ment of the perpetrator [15]. For example,
one study found that documented physical
injury, especially moderate to severe, led
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to accusations that the patient was an ac-
quaintance or close partner, regardless of
income level and that he or she knew the
attacker. However, studies of children hos-
pitalized after rape in Nairobi, Kenya, show
that in many countries, victims of rape are
not examined by a gynecologist or an ex-
perienced police officer, and there are no
standard protocols and guidelines for this
[16].The use of standard protocols and
guidelines, as well as the collection of evi-
dence, can significantly improve the quali-
ty of treatment and psychological support
for victims of violence. Procedures for ex-
amining children who have been victims of
sexual violence should include: a detailed
description of the case, along with all the
evidence gathered; registration of the vic-
tim’s history of gynecological diseases and
contraceptives used by her; standard re-
cord of the results of a complete physical
examination; pregnancy risk assessment;
testing for sexually transmitted diseases,
including HIV testing and treatment; pro-
vision of emergency contraception or - if
permitted by law; abortion counseling;
psychological support and referral to a
specialist.In some countries, the protocol is
part of a «collection of evidence of sexual
violence», which includes instructions and
folders for data collection, legal forms and
documents for recording experiments. Re-
search itself is often stressful for victims of
violence. Showing a video explaining the
entire procedure prior to the study signifi-
cantly reduces this stress.

Training for medical staff

All health care workers, including psy-
chiatrists and counselors, should under-
go in-service training and initial training
on issues related to sexual violence. Most
importantly, such training should educate
health workers about sexual violence and
identify and address cases of violence in a
gentle but effective manner. It is also im-
portant to reduce the incidence of sexual
assault in the health care system, which is
an important but unexplored problem.
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In the Philippines, “task mission” has
developed a program to empower the
social sciences and reproductive health,
which includes doctors, nurses and sociol-
ogists and is supported by the Ministry of
Health. She has developed teaching mod-
els on gender-based violence for nurses
and medical students. The objectives of
this program are as follows [17]: to address
gender and other social aspects of cultur-
al understanding of the roots of violence;
identification of high-risk situations of vio-
lence in the family and at home, where ap-
propriate; initial measures in cooperation
with other specialists; secondary measures,
such as identifying victims of violence,
training them in basic legal procedures
and methods of presenting evidence, re-
ferring victims for counseling and supervi-
sion, and assisting victims to integrate into
society.

These trainings are included in the cur-
ricula of both nurses and doctors. Eleven
stages of training in the nursing curriculum
are divided into four-year training, and in
the curriculum of doctors for the last three
years in practical classes. Among the forms
of correction of mental disorders and psy-
chological problems in children after sex-
ual violence should be noted: regime-or-
ganizational measures; methods of drug
treatment (including general pediatric and
general psychiatrist).

Regulatory and organizational measures
are reflected in the necessary, frequent co-
ercive separation of the child, while main-
taining a cohesive relationship with the
rapist, as well as the organization of pro-
fessional supervision of the victim by law
enforcement and social security agencies.
These include measures to correct the ef-
fects of unsatisfactory care (diet therapy,
nursing, hygiene training), general treat-
ment, vitamin therapy and herbal medi-
cines. Phytotherapy is the most effective
for mental disorders, the severity of which
is limited to affective disorders.In this case,
it was necessary to determine the duration
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of the case of sexual violence; The nature
of abuse - rape, pampering, voyeurism, co-
ercion of a child to sexual intercourse with
his own body, the body of the rapist, etc.
based on the needs of the whole family.
The first need, the purpose of psychother-
apeutic and psycho-correctional measures
- to ensure the further safety of the child,
to prevent recurrence in the initial, prima-
ry scenario and re-injury in the secondary
scenario - careless or worse, targeted use
of the situation with the child - adult abuse,
ridicule, peers to share. In the case of con-
tact with the rapist, depending on the na-
ture of the case, it was necessary to isolate
the victim from the rapist, use professional
supervision (often compulsory) and medi-
cal and psychological support programs. It
is known that the neurotic process develops
while maintaining the cause of the disorder.
That is, for some reason it is impossible to
stop and clear the reactive neurotic state
developed without stopping the effects
of psychotrauma [18]. Systemic family re-
lationships cannot be avoided, especially
to increase the child's safety, protect him
or her from repeated abuse, and from all
forms of physical, sexual, and psychologi-
cal abuse. It is clear that the violence deter-
mines the failure, the inability of the family
as a system to protect the child from the
adverse and even catastrophic actions of
the environment. Because the child and the
family are forced into a therapeutic-correc-
tional process, the family system may op-
pose participation in therapeutic interven-
tions or even correctional classes by order
of a court or other law enforcement agency.
Such a reaction can be expressed not only
by adults, but also by a child who monitors
their conscious or unconscious mood. In
this case, the therapeutic and rehabilitation
group requires flexibility and spaciousness,
freedom of behavioral reactions. The re-
quirement to forcibly bring a child should
be avoided. The specialist has the opportu-
nity to visit the child at home with game, art
and sensory materials.

Types of psychotherapy are divided into
active (art therapy, fairy tale therapy, game
therapy, playing with sand, cereals and wa-
ter) and passive (dry pool, sensory room).
The set of psychotherapeutic activities is
divided into three main groups: activities
aimed at the affected child; parent-orient-
ed activities, parent-child relationships and
family-oriented approaches; Finally, psy-
chotherapeutic measures aimed at the per-
petrator. Once the fact of sexual violence is
identified, the child should be repeatedly
protected from stressful situations. First of
all, it is the release of the child from a dan-
gerous or unprotected environment.

The second direction was family ap-
proaches. Their main goal was to identi-
fy and correct the features of the family
system that allowed sexual violence. Then
"why? How did it happen? How to avoid? »,
As well as correcting the causes of neglect
and child care errors of all family members,
renunciation of the convention, subordi-
nation and domination of individual family
members (often with antisocial symptoms)
and refusal to consider and distrust the
child’s situation, complaints and opinions.
, therapeutic measures should help to cre-
ate a favorable atmosphere in the family
for the recovery and recovery of the child
during the stay in the family, to correct
the existing psychosomatic disorders, as
well as to create conditions for long-term
psychotherapy. The scope and nature of
child-centered activities will depend on
the child's level and form of awareness and
sexual background [19].

The degree of reflection of the abuse in
the child’s mind ranges from a complete
lack of understanding of the nature of the
actions taken with him, to the inseparabil-
ity of criminal activities with the child from
other internal relationships with an adult.

Research results

The results of a study conducted at the
Research Center for Mental Health in Al-
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maty can be analyzed as rehabilitation cen-
ters in order to identify forms of socio-psy-
chological and medical work with early and
preschool children exposed to sexual vio-
lence. On average, the examined children
underwent 10 sessions of psychotherapy
and psychocorrection. The results of the
work were assessed at the clinical, neu-
rological and psychological levels, as well
as with the help of special questionnaires
of patients’ relatives. A positive result was
observed in 80% of cases, in 16% of cases
there were no changes in the condition of
the child, and in 4% of cases the condition

of children worsened slightly. This was due
to the persistence of conflict situations and
the tense emotional situation in the fami-
lies of these children, as well as insufficient
cooperation of the family with the team of
psychotherapeutic and psycho-correction-
al assistance, refusing to attend therapeu-
tic classes.The following are indicators of
somatic complaints in children of younger
age groups who are subject to domestic
and extramarital violence before and after
medical and psychological correction (see
Tables 1 and 2; Figures 1 and 2).

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As can be seen from the tables and fig-
ures above, after a comprehensive medical
and psychological work in children who
have been sexually abused, not only psy-
chological indicators, but also the associat-
ed somatic indicators have changed. Thus,
in both groups of children after psychoc-
orrection, there is a significant improve-
ment in sleep, as well as in the group of
children aged 3-6 years, anorexia, nausea
and headache. Encopresis disappeared,
the frequency of enuresis decreased. In
addition, positive dynamics was observed
in both age groups of children [20].

The tables above show indicators of the
level of formation, psychophysical develop-
ment and behavior of children exposed to
various forms of violence before and after
medical and psycho-correctional work (see
Tables 2). The results of the CAT analysis of
the emotional characteristics of preschool
children in relation to relatives outside the
family and domestic violence confirm the
data of clinical assessment of the mental
state of children. It is important to keep in
mind that sexual abuse of young children, es-
pecially domestic violence, has serious, barely
treatable psychopathological consequences.

At the same time, as a result of psy-
chotherapeutic and psycho-correction-
al work, the overestimation of the sexual
content of the game decreased, the share
of role-playing games in other areas in-
creased, and aggression was smoothed.
The children were patient. They have re-
duced backgrounds of fear, apathy, ane-
donia, and depression. The quality of love
for family has improved. In addition, indi-
cators such as isolation and some fears in
dealing with unfamiliar adults remained
unchanged or unchanged. Excessive mis-
trust and willingness to communicate with
other people also remained unchanged,
reflecting the tactics of corrective action
aimed at increasing the child's sense of
security. The indicator of mental retarda-
tion in children has changed slightly (the
changes are not statistically significant).

Conclusion

In early and preschool children who
have been sexually abused, it can be
concluded that corrective measures are
a set of social, medical and psychological
measures taken in accordance with the
above principles, especially taking into
account all psychodiagnostic information.
effective, in particular, for anxiety,
depression and behavioral symptoms.
However, comparing the effectiveness of
developed and tested corrective measures
with the experience of using existing
methods in science, we can conclude that
there is no method or set of methods to
restore the child's psyche after sexual
abuse. abuse of the previous state. That
is, despite the development of methods
of correction and treatment of these
violations, sexual violence, violence, and
dirty deeds with young children remain
one of the most serious criminal acts in
accordance with their public resonance,
and the goal of society is to eliminate them
completely.
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ABSTRACT

While in the past, discussions about war and peace were
constantly born in various spheres of society, such as philosophy,
humanities, and journalism, today these topics have become one
of the most important issues of political science.

Terrorist organizations, on the other
hand, use this process to their advantage and threaten the whole
world. A terrorist organization called ISIS was able to expand
its sphere of influence in a short time, taking advantage of the
benefits of globalization.

Although it initially became a specific regional threat, over time
it became a threat to the world. For this reason, with the fear
that it will negatively affect the world and its future, we have set
out to determine the structure, purpose, economic and financial
foundations of this organization and the main mechanisms for
combating them.

Introduction

It is important to note a sharp change in
the current situation with the emergence of
the manifestation of radicalisminareligious
format and its aggressive penetration into
various spheres of humanity. The religious
nature of jihad, such as the «struggle
against one's own lust”, began to take
on a political format over time. In order
for certain organizations and groups to
achieve their goals, they began to use
religion and religious terminology as
masks. In the USSR’s war with Afghanistan
between 1979 and 1989, in order to resist
the occupying Soviet government, many
countries went to Afghanistan to lend a
helping hand to the Muslim Brotherhood.
In order to provide material and logistical
support to these volunteers, “Maktab Al
Hidama” (service bureau) was established
by Osama B. Laden and Abdullah Azzam,
a representative of the Palestinian
organization  “Muslim  Brotherhood”,
whose name was al-Qaeda. Abu Musab al-

Urukawi, a Jordanian who was recognized
as the creator of ISIS after the US invasion
of Iraq, also began to promote “jihad” in a
world format by Osama Bin Laden.

The Republic of Kazakhstan has
been at the forefront of the fight
against international terrorism for many
years. Today, our country is making
unprecedented efforts to counter the
global terrorist threat. Guided by the
resolutions of the UN Security Council
and the norms of international law,
Kazakhstan promptly responds to the
Syrian request for assistance in the fight
against ISIS, al-Qaeda, Hezbollah and
a number of other terrorist groups. But
the most important task on the agenda
is to be able to effectively counter the
terrorist and extremist ideology in the
country, to strike at its propagandists
and those who join their ranks, as well as
to prevent terrorist attacks that lead to
human casualties. Propagandists of this
ideology against humanity today are not
only ISIS organizations, but also a number
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of organizations recognized as terrorist by
the decision of the Supreme Court of the
Republic of Kazakhstan. Among them are
al-Qaeda, Hizbut-Tahrir al-Islami, Islamic
Jihad and others. In this regard, this topic,
which is being studied, is currently relevant.

Methodology

The methodological framework of the
study was studied in such diverse fields as
Sociology, Political Science, and theology
about the nature of non-traditional,
destructive religious movements that
flowed into countries as a result of the
spiritual vacuum created in the geography
of Central Asia after the USSR. The
importance and scientific novelty of our
research also takes into account the
historical prerequisites for the emergence
of such a terrorist organization as ISIS. In
this topic, we will try to show the religious
and political basis on which ISIS is based
by analyzing it. In general, historical and
comparative methods were used in our
scientific research.

Main Part

In the media in many countries of
the world, Al-Qaeda and organizations
associated with it are evaluated as Sunni.
As a specialist in the field of religion, it
is necessary to show our opposition to
this issue and express our opinion in our
own way. First of all, we should not forget
that ISIS or an-Nusra organizations in
Russia and other countries have common
characteristics with these organizations,
although they are not related to Al-Qaeda
and other organizations. It is surprising that
these organizations are openly described in
the United States as “Salafi-jihadis” and in
Turkey and other countries they are called
Sunni. It is known that the foundation of
ISIS was laid by Abu Musa al-Zargawi. Abu
Musa, who went to Afghanistan to fight
against Soviet troops, was able to establish
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his own military unit in the camps here,
although he did not directly participate in
the war. Zargawi founded the “al-Tawhid
ua’'l-Jihad Jamaat”, which formed the basis
of ISIS, with these troops, and later the
name of the organization was changed
to "Mujahidin Shura Council”. With the
arrival of the United States in Iraq, Zarqawi
established contacts with local Mujahideen
in Iraq and actively participated in the anti-
US movement. During this period, the main
goal of the organization was to destroy the
United States and Western countries and
create an Islamic caliphate. In 2004, the
organization entered into close relations
with  Al-Qaeda. Understanding this
rapprochement is important in terms of
understanding and knowing the power of
ISIS in Iraq today [1, p. 35].

ISIS does not need large-scale financial
support from abroad, such as Al-Qayda
and Jabhat an-Nusra. However, they
receive assistance from the Sunni states
of the Persian Gulf. Nusra. However, they
receive assistance from the Sunni states
of the Persian Gulf. This Caliphate-State,
built from the inside out, has switched to
self-financing: it earns billions of dollars by
robbing banks, confiscating the property
of those who do not support its worldview,
exchanging prisoners for a certain fee,
selling slaves, smuggling drugs and
controlling illegal oil channels. During the
peak period of ISIS, about 2.3 billion was
lost. it was the richest terrorist organization
with a dollar budget. The leadership of the
caliphate concluded that financing social
programs for the population can be a
more effective means of ensuring loyalty
and support than mass murder.

American political expert George Perry
said that the financial resource will allow
the militants to copy the strategy of Hamas,
that is, to provide public services to the
population, restore the work of hospitals
and schools, thereby taking root in the
region and gaining the support of the
population [2]. ISIS is a new type of terrorist
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organization in which financial support
plays a crucial role. The ISIS budget is
designed for training militants, equipment,
communication facilities, weapons,
ammunition, material support of militants,
as well as maintaining infrastructure, social
sphere in balance, salaries of their elected
officials, technical and engineering work.
For example, jihadists participating in
combat operations receive 500 US dollars
a month. The possibility of such income
arouses the interest of citizens abroad.
In short, the financial and economic
resources of ISIS will be used to strengthen
the military potential of the “caliphate”.

The number of artillery and mortar
systems, as well as tanks, is quite large. They
use American Abrams tanks, state-of-the-
art military equipment that allows them
to conduct offensive operations at night
(night vision goggles, thermocouples)
and much more. During the battles near
Palmyra, American anti-tank guided missile
systems were actively used against Syrian
tanks. The practice of blowing up fortified
areas of the Syrian army with the help of
trucks led by suicide bombers, including
those from Russia and other CIS countries,
was also widespread [3, p. 54].

ISIS sources of income

As for budget revenues, first of all, the so-
called "tax” is a source of profit. A reflection
of the financial independence of the “new
state structure” of the ISIS leadership. This
organization has a financial Council that
oversees the distribution of the Caliphate’s
finances and checks the activities of the
regional governors. The system of sources
of replenishment of funds is well thought
out, adjusted and strictly controlled by the
repressive apparatus of jihadists. These kinds
of incomes can be divided into four groups:

1. Income received from oil refining
countries;

2. "Taxes” imposed by ISIS on the
territories of Syria and Irag, which are

under its control;

3. Income from confiscation of
financial and material assets and illegal
entrepreneurship (drugs, jewelry, gold, etc.);

4. Foreign financial assistance received
from legal entities and individuals through
various channels.

ISIS has seized phosphate ores near
Palmyra in Syria and at the AL-Qaima plant
in Irag. The organization also manages
enterprises for the production of sulfur,
phosphoric acid, salt in Irag and Syria, as
well as a number of large cement plants.
Despite this,Despite this, the main goal of
ISIS in the industrial sphere is considered
to be the oil production and manufacturing
industry, which, according to the plan
of the jihadists, is designed to provide a
high and stable level of income for its
regime. The main part of them is made
up of funds from the sale of oil from fields
controlled by terrorists. Their number has
been steadily increasing since the day ISIS
manifested itself [4, p. 27]. ISIS had already
launched its oil strategy in 2014 before the
invasion in Iraq. In 2013, at a time when
oil prices were low, the terrorists who
appeared in Syria formed the financial and
economic basis of the future “caliphate”
of oil resources.In addition to the capture
of Mosul in the summer of 2014, ISIS's
thick arm has already taken control of oil
resources in Kirkuk province, located in
northeastern Iraq. It was after this that the
militants began to establish patrols in the
fields and attract oil specialists to continue
oil production and supply to the market.

The Iragi army successfully appropriated
about 450 million from the exploitation
of the fields before liberating this oil-
producing area in April 2015. According to
the Iragi Ministry of oil, ISIS militants were
expelled from Salah al-Din province,It has
lost weight in almost all of the previously
captured fields in Iraq. At the end of 2015,
they operated only three oil wells in the
province of Nainaua. The bulk of the oil
produced by ISIS is concentrated in eastern
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Syria, which is rich in these resources.

The second most important source
of income for the ISIS organization is
numerous taxes and payments. At the
same time, this organization reproduces
the system of budget processes carried
out in state structures. Such tax revenues,
of course, have their own peculiarities and
cannot be considered legal. The nature
of these receipts and their approximate
amount are carried out in the following
areas:

1. Entrepreneurs are charged a tax
of 10% on income and capital, 2% on
purchases;

2. Tax collectors may, at their discretion,
tax large and high-quality housing or a
new car at an indefinite rate;

3. When crossing the border, you must
pay customs fees;

4. ISIS receives transport payments
for transit for all goods that have passed
through its territory. In northern lIraq, it
was necessary to pay 200 US dollars for the
passage of one truck, and 500 US dollars
for a tanker with fuel as a “road tax”. In
case of entry into Iraq through the border
between Syria and Jordan, it was obliged
to pay a “customs tax” of 800 US dollars.

5. Road tax collectors not only provide
drivers with receipts for payment, but also
provide them with fake receipts for passing
through Iraqgi official customs, which are
accepted at government checkpoints;

6. ISIS forces depositors in private
banks to pay a 5% tax on cash withdrawals.
According to the “protection agreement”
for non-Sunnis, an adult is paid about 720
US dollars per person per year. And if this
person is engaged in entrepreneurship, he
will pay a triple amount of this amount;

7. Another financial income is a one —
time payment for “repentance”. The people
of the territories captured by ISIS are forced
to swear allegiance to the “caliphate”,
apologizing for their sins in the past. This
applies primarily to former military, police,
government, education workers, as well as
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members of other anti-ISIS groups. These
people pay a very large amount and receive
a "document of repentance”, such as an
identity card, which is issued to citizens of
the “new state”. To extend this” document”,
you must also pay additional fees. This
procedure will help former civil servants to
avoid persecution and punishment by the
newly emerging authorities, to get a job in
the ISIS administration or in educational
institutions in the occupied territories [5,
pp. 26-28]. The third source of income
of the organization is entrepreneurial
income, which the organization does not
hide in the world. We are talking about
the exchange of banks, real estate, goods,
and captured people for money in the
countries occupied by the organization by
entrepreneurs. In particular, in June 2014,
militants of the group looted a branch of
the Central Bank of Iraq located in Mosul
and, according to sources, seized from
900 million to 2 billion US dollars. Homes
abandoned by refugees, shops that have
lost their owners will be rented out and will
bring ISIS 3 million US dollars in revenue
in the form of monthly rent payments. In
agricultural production, the Islamic State
will establish control over grain storage
facilities and seize agricultural machinery
from farmers for subsequent rental to their
owners. Stolen grain is used not only to
make a profit and control the regional grain
market, but also as a means of influencing
food security in this region of the Middle
East. The same roads are used for Water
Resources. Grain is delivered from Iraq to
Syria and Turkey.

Historical monuments and the
condition of man

In addition, smuggling of monuments
is considered a serious criminal business.
ISIS benefits from this in two ways: by
selling historical monuments and receiving
a certain amount of fees from people who
transport antiquities through the occupied
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territory. ISIS and other criminal groups
in Syria currently earn tens of millions of
US dollars from the sale of historical and
cultural relics stolen from Syria. The Islamic
State has more than 4,500 archaeological
sites, some of which have already been
included in the UNESCO World Heritage
List. 90% of the country’s cultural
monuments are located in war-torn
regions, which, in turn, created favorable
conditions for large-scale theft [6, p. 22].

Another source of income is human
trafficking. ISIS also sells people for
ransom at “slave auctions”. According to
the group for the development of financial
measures to combat money laundering
(English — Financial Action Task Force on
Money launching — FATF), the profit from
criminal activities amounted from 20 to 45
million dollars [6, p. 24].

It also receives income from the flow
of refugees sent to Europe: terrorists
collect payments from refugees for illegal
transportation to the countries of the
euro Union. At the end of 2015, it earned
more than 300 million US dollars thanks
to the refugee channel. In 2014-2015,
the conquered regions provided ISIS with
the main part of its financial resources. In
addition, direct transfers from abroad also
served as a kind of financial reserve.

First of all, financial transfers from
various funds, including donations from
special services of countries such as Qatar,
Saudi Arabia, Turkey and other government
agencies, are made anonymously. These
funds are spent not only on the purchase
of weapons. Turkey pays for treatment and
rest in its military hospitals for ISIS fighters
from Syria. On the territory of Turkey there
are bases for military training of militants. The
second is taxes, which are constantly formed
in religion, that is, donations from Muslims.
These funds will be used to collect donations,
distribute them for the needs of the poor, and
spread the worldview of “pure Islam” around
the world. According to available data, ISIS
has earned about 400 million rubles through

this channel only from Russia.

Social media is considered the third
source of fundraising. Modern banking
technologies make money transfers easier.
The so-called crowdfunding service, as a
transfer of public donations, contributes to
significant fundraising, while maintaining
anonymity. There is also a Muslim money
transfer system called “Hauala”. For
example, if a citizen in the United States
wants to transfer funds to the needs of
jihadists in the second part of the world,
he calls another person through an
intermediary on the phone and transfers
the amount without a document and
confirmation, and he, in turn, sends it to the
next intermediary. In this way, the money
will be transferred to the designated place
and it will be impossible to control these
transactions. Some of the money comes
from militants who have arrived in areas
controlled by the Islamic State.

The fourth source of income is
income from legal financial activities
and entrepreneurship. An additional

“advantage” of Islamic banks is the
experience of combining and coordinating
the funds of various depositors in the
formation of investment paths in certain
projects.

It is difficult to imagine the long-term
economic viability of the “Islamic State”
created by ISIS and the economic revival of
the occupied regions. The organization's
economic agenda seems vague. Obviously,
ISIS cannot give up the above source of
income.

Despite the fact that the above-
mentioned sources of income of ISIS
generate millions of dollars in revenue,
its financial situation cannot be called
stable. The amount of revenue provided
by terrorist activities in Syria and Iraq is
directly proportional to the size of the
regions controlled by the organization.
That is, the smaller the controlled zones,
the smaller the criminal income. Therefore,
it is clear that the most effective way to
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destroy the financial and economic basis of
the “caliphate” is to liberate these regions
and restore legitimate power here.

Based on the above analysis, we can
conclude that the organization “Islamic
State” in international relations has been
actively studied in domestic and Western
science from the moment of its emergence
to the present day. "What is the ultimate
goal of ISIS?" and “what steps are they
willing to take to achieve their goals?” and
also “who is behind ISIS"? there are many
points of view as an answer to the main
questions. In general, whatever forces are
behind the group, everything that this
organization has done has dealt a heavy
blow to Islam and Muslims.

Despite its short history, ISIS, which
is not officially registered as a state, has
become an issue on the agenda not only of
the Middle East, but also of many countries
on the planet Earth. A number of factors
of a historical, political, religious, social,
ethnic, geographical and economic nature
have been identified that exacerbate
modern international relations. It should
also be noted that ISIS is now considered
the richest terrorist organization in the
world. Al-Qaeda and other well-known
organizations that have been stirring on
the world stage for more than a decade
did not have such a complex system [7].

ISIS has a complex structure

The conflict in the Middle East with the
participation of ISIS and world countries was
actively going on. So far, there have been
many attempts to destroy ISIS. However,
they were limited only to weakening this
organization. Although ISIS emerged as a
local organization, it has become a global
terrorist organization day by day. The social
structure that makes up the organization
gradually differentiated and acquired a
complex structure. ISIS, which differs from
other organizations in its unique structure
and worldview, has made it somewhat
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difficult for specialists to understand.
Therefore, it has become a global threat,
which has made it difficult to fight it. The
socio-political environment, ideological
infrastructure,  territory,  international
relations, economic resources, methods
of communication and propaganda in the
creation of ISIS were most different from
other groups of terrorists.

Experts agree unanimously that the
organization has carefully studied the
social structure and every person who
speaks to the audience, taking into account
the methods and arguments used to lure
people. To deal with an organization that
has such a complex structure and can
develop effective strategies, we need to
analyze and study the methods used by
it. The methods and actions of ISIS, which
differ from other terrorist organizations in
the region and in the world, and which they
carry out in different regions around the
world, can be seen that the organization is
well organized on a global scale.

Taking measures to reduce and stop
ISIS activity in the region should not
be limited to countries in this territory.
Since this organization is not a specific
territorial organization, but a world-class
terrorist organization, it is necessary to
form an international coalition. Within
the framework of the agreement to be
implemented, economic routes such as
oil trade and drug sales, which constitute
the financial resources of the organization,
should be cut off. In order to undermine
the power of social media, which is used
not only by ISIS, but also by other terrorist
organizations that skillfully use the internet
to spread their ideology, international
companies that dominate social networks
also need to work with the agreement.
Social media accounts and sites opened by
ISIS should be closed, the place of people
who open these accounts and sites should
be determined, and the necessary legal
measures should be taken.

For young people who make up the main
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target audience of ISIS, it is necessary to
organize awareness-raising campaigns and
take measures to prevent their radicalization.
From this point of view, an effective tool that
is most used by young people can be used in
an interactive environment.

Conclusion

As you know, the destructive activity
of international terrorist organizations,
primarily the widespread spread of the
Daish terrorist group, is recognized as
one of the main threats to world security.
If we analyze the above data, it shows
that people who were brought up on the
path of “family-kindergar ten-school-
university” began to go to terrorists.Experts
recommend starting work with children at
the age of five. In this way, communication
with terrorists is like talking to a “stranger”
on the street. As for schoolchildren and
students, the future of the country will be
realized only through the deregulation of
existing psychological support services,
and not through controls and prohibitions.

Today, effective counteraction to the
propaganda of ISIS and other similar
terrorist  organizations requires the
consolidation of efforts of states and the
organization of close cooperation between
their law enforcement agencies.

In order to compress the air of the
economic and financial foundations of ISIS,
itis necessary to establish strict control over
the reception of documents of antiques in
the world markets of ancient exhibits. It is
also necessary to supplement international
restrictive measures by stopping trade
in this area with Iraq and Syria. After all,
weakening the financial and material base
of the organization means damaging the
economy of the “caliphate”. If we damage
the economy today, ISIS militants will lose
their source of income and may rebel in
the caliphate tomorrow.

Despite the fact that the SIS
organization is not active at the moment,

the Taliban extremist organization, which
has one worldview and vision, one slogan
and one goal, is becoming an urgent issue
on the agenda. “Tell me who your friend is,
I'll tell you who you are,” the Taliban seems
to be a continuation of ISIS. It is the same
with the current Taliban movement, such
as the establishment of a caliphate by ISIS,
the issue of marriage within the family,
the destruction of the role of women
in society, and the support of the law,
which is convenient for them by denying
the rule of law in countries. It is true that
if we recognize the worldview, views and
interests of any movement, such as ISIS,
we will resist the coming trends.

The Concept of Knowledge in Islam and its Role in Muslim Civilization

Abstract. The article examines the original meaning, the transformation of the concept
of education in Islam and its role in the development of science and education in the Muslim
civilization. Any concept or term undergoes semantic changes depending on ideological, cultural,
social and other conditions in different historical periods. This applies both to the concept of
education in Islam and its place in civilization. The concept of knowledge in the tribal Arab culture
with limited literacy acquires a new meaning with the advent of Islam, makes a huge contribution
to the theoretical definition of the systemic concept of religious and secular education and the
development of scientific knowledge. Based on fundamental works on the history of education
and science, the role of the concept of education in the development of the Islamic religion and
Muslim civilization is evaluated.

The main historical factors of accumulation, systematization and development of knowledge
in the Muslim civilization are also analyzed. In particular, the ancient Greek, Indian and Persian
cultures were included in the Muslim civilization, which contributed to its intellectual enrichment.
The prerequisites for the increasing development of education and science in the era of the
"golden age" in Islam are analyzed, the place of ancient Greek science in the Muslim civilization,
which is the core of modern scientific knowledge, is assessed.

The Role of French Islamic Studies and Arabic Studies
in the Development of Scientific Knowledge

Abstract. French Islamic studies, which have traditionally been at the forefront of humanitarian
knowledge, have experienced their ups and downs: Orientalism generated by the era of the
Crusades, colonial politics and the postcolonial period of the crisis of recovery, in which migrants
live, "border” on the once advanced concept of multiculturalism, the search for an inclusive
education and tolerant social and labor policies.

Scientists note that the historiographic works of the early 20th century authored by French
researchers focus on the negative consequences of the Arab-Muslim conquests for the development
of the classical culture of the North African region. Later, with the study of the intellectual heritage
of Muslim cultural figures, scientific knowledge came to understand the role of Islamic culture in
ensuring the preservation of ancient traditions and the continuous development of humanistic
thought.

Historiographic and geopolitical work has been replaced by interdisciplinary research based on
a cross-cultural approach. In this regard, Islamic scholarly discourse is enriched by the research of
Muslim authors who speak Arabic, Turkish, Farsi, who are able to reveal the problems under study
related to Islam from the inside, and not from the standpoint of subject-object relations.
