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ABSTRACT

The article considers some aspects of the cultural life in the realities
of the Kazakhstani society through the prism of the semiotic theory
of Umberto Eco, the Italian philosopher and writer, the founder of
the first department of semiotics in Europe. According to him, all
the cultural values obey the laws of semiotics and should be studied
from the semiotic point of view, based on the conventionally
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established codes. It deals on the reconsidering of the basic cultural
codes, the issue of the ideology and of a principally new conduct
of behavior as the mixture of nations, languages and cultures
causes the problem of spiritual state of the nation and its identity.
In the frames of the national program "Course towards the future:
modernization of public conscionsness” national traditions and
culture should be rediscovered and revived in order not to dissolve
in this huge world. The authors discuss the importance of educating
the young generation spiritually rich and strong, knowing their
own roots and an indispensable tool in this regard is presented
by semiotics widely used today in cultural studies, accepting
everything as a sign, teaching how to interpret the information
hidden behind it correctly.

Introduction

In 2021 Kazakhstan celebrated 30 years
of its Independence. In the course of these
years much attention was paid to culture, as
the root of the national values is in culture.
Culture is the power of the nation, spiritual
identity, formed across centuries. ‘Madeni
mura’ program has been implemented
since 2004 to restore Kazakhstan's cultural
landmarks. Due to the program ‘Khalyk
tarikh tolkynynda’, introduced in 2013
many documents on culture and history
were collected and studied from the world's
archives.

The Third Modernization of Kazakhstan
was launched in 2017. It was proclaimed
that the large-scale reforms should
be complemented with  advanced
modernization of the nation’sidentity. One of
the conditions for successful modernization
is the preservation of national culture and
traditions. “We must build on the best
traditions and make them important pillars
for future success.<...> Without national
and cultural roots, modernization will be left
hanging in the air.<...>It is a platform which
connects our past, present, and future” [1].

Inthisregardrelevantisthesemiotictheory
of Umberto Eco, whose concept is construed
to explain all the cultural phenomena, called
because of it ‘imperialistic’. Eco's structure of
the sign is given within the theory of codes
and at the same time extends the notion of
the sign beyond the purely linguistic model
[2, p. 97].

According to Eco semiotics studies
all cultural processes as processes of
communication and when the destination is
a human being, or “addressee”, a process of
signification takes place, made possible by
the existence of a code, which should foresee
an established correspondence between that
which “stands for” and its correlate [3, p. 8].
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In semiotic studies there are two main
approaches, the first connected with the
ideas of Ch.S.Peirce and his American
followers, and the second characteristic
mostly for the European scientists,
developing the ideas of Ferdinand de
Saussure. The present work addresses the
issue of culture in Kazakhstan and reflects
on the ideas of the Italian philosopher and
semiotic U. Eco.

Saussure investigated signs  and
their relations within linguistic systems,
considering both expression and content
on the language plane. His sign model is
dyadic. Peirce’s sign is triadic, as there is also
an object in his sign model. We support the
semiotic theory of Umberto Eco, which is
also dyadic, as he also, continuing Saussure’s
tradition places attention on the relation
between the expression and content of
the sign. But according to Eco, on the basis
of this correlation is the conventionally
established code [3, p. 48].

Originally the term “semiotics” comes
from the Greek “semeion”-sign, used to
signify something absent temporarily. The
term comes from Greek stoics, which in
their turn take it from medicine, defining
diagnosis and prognosis as sign processes.
Thus, semiotics can be defined as a science
of signs. It was J. Lock who called this science
“semiotics” [4, p. 695].

Any phenomenon can be seen as a
semiotic where the sign interaction and
information transfer take place. Today, the
task of semiotics is not only the description
of signs, but explaining their reasons,
accepting an interpretative character.

In Kazakhstan considering culture from
the semiotic perspective is gaining a high
importance, connected to the renewed
interestto one’srootsand necessity to identify
one’s national code. A. Kajgali studied Kazakh
ornaments, H. Argynbayev, Zh. Abikenov and
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S. Kudaibergenov considered semiotics of
the cultural values, and N. Aljanova analysed
the semiotics of the Kazakh communicative
culture. The works of K.Nurlanova, N.
Shakhanova, T. Gabitov, H. Argynbayey,
N. Aljanova, Z. Nauryzbaeva, A. Malayev can
also be mentioned in this regard. Reflecting
on the national idea K.Nurlanova writes in
her works, that once being identified the
national idea enables to understand the
national character and psychology, the
principles of behavior and norms of life. N.
Shakhanova reflects on the key symbols of
the Kazakh national worldview, T. Gabitov
investigates mythology and symbols in
culture, H. Argynbayev reveals the semiotics
of the cultural values and N. Aljanova in her
turn analyses the communicative culture of
Kazakhs. Though the field of the semiotic
research is vast, strong interest is to the works
on crossroads of philosophy and linguistics.

The growing interest to the topic reveals
its importance and justifies the necessity to
appeal to the works of the known ltalian
semiotician Umberto Eco and his ideas
of interpretation of culture. According to
him, semiology is a science of sign systems
and studies all the phenomena of culture,
considering them signs and culture as
communication. And one of the most
important issues of semiology is, if it really
wants to find the keys to all the diverse
cultural notions, to respond whether all of
them could be interpreted from the view
point of communication and whether it
would help to define and better understand
their functions [5, p. 15].

Methodology

For the methodological basis of the
research is taken the semiotic interpretation
theory of Umberto Eco, called one of the
fathers of this science [3, p. 2]. He founded
the first department of semiotics in 1975, his
ideas are widely cited and hotly discussed
all over the world. Then semiotics was
understood as structuralism and it cost Eco
many efforts to explain that all things could
be interpreted like cultural ones. A sign is
everything, which can be accepted as a
significant substitution of something else. It
is not important, that this “something else”
exists in fact and in this sense semiotics is a

discipline, which can be used to lie [6, p. 26].

Starting with a thorough analysis of the
theories of the founders of semiotics, Eco
managed to develop them further and
formulate a semiotic theory that embraces
all the modern cultural phenomena.
Umberto Eco's interpretative semiotics
have become the subject of numerous
studies, considering it from different
angles: semiotics (R. Garcia 1980; E.
Lewis 1985; J. Johansen 1993; M.Caesar
1999; U. Volli 2003; AM. Lorusso 2005,
2015; C. Farronato 2009; M. Danesi 2015;
C. Bianchi & M. Ghieri 2009; E. Brazgovskaya,
2019; B. Hoxha 2022), signification
(A. Usmanova 2000; M. Leone 2020), poetics
of openness (L. Corry & R.Giovanolly 1992;
C. Campbell 2018) and popularization
of the semiotic theories in his novels
(S. Sallis 1986; D.Richter 2005; G.S. Lloren
2019; C. Hale 2011; E. Shilling 2019).

Eco names five reasons to consider
semiotics:

1. It is an autonomous discipline.

2. It has a set of standard methodological
instruments, which enable to answer the
questions like-what does it mean, why does
it mean and how does it mean.

3. It has a capacity to put forward
hypothesis on semiosis and analyze its
products.

4. It can make prognoses, like how the
society and culture will evolve through
semiosis.

5. Its data can lead to the change of the
current state of affairs in the world [3, p.
354].

He defines the task of semiotics as
twofold: on the one hand, the cultural
codes must be analyzed, on the other hand,
the way in which people use signs must
be described. It leads to the distinction
between signification and communication.
Codes are for Eco-sign systems, which are
a necessary prerequisite for communication
processes. A semiotics of signification
examines the codes that, as socially or
culturally conventionalized systems, reduce
the entropy of information and thereby
enable sign processes.

It is crucial for the evaluation of
Eco's theoretical concept that these two
systematic large areas of general semiotics
only mark separate areas of investigation in
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methodological terms. In fact, signification
and communication are always intertwined.
The process of interpretation and the
genesis of meaning-constituting, cultural
units of distinctive signification systems
can only be explained circularly, in mutual
recourse to each other, and Eco outlines a
dynamic cultural model of changing codes
and ever new rules.

The review of the semiotic literature
identifies linguists (F.de Saussure, R. Jako-
bson), philosophers ( Ch.S. Peirce, Ch.W.
Morris, U. Eco), literary scholars (M. Bakhtin,
R. Bart, Y. Lotman), antropologists (Claude
Lévi-Strauss) as the classics of semiology.

The well-known Russian semiotician V.
Ivanov underlined the big role semiotics
play for a correct orientation in the history.
He wrote that different sciences and
approaches should supplement each other,
facilitating the creation of a common picture
of signs and texts, building the history of
the human culture [7, p. 795].

In this research we apply semiotics as a
method of research and consider signs of
culture in regard of cultural phenomena,
which keep information and pass it via signs.
These signs in complexity make up texts,
not only written messages, but any objects
and artefacts of culture, considered as the
carriers of information. The surrounding
world is read like a text and the human with
all his knowledge presents a dictionary in
deciphering this information.

The tasks and goals of the article
are to consider the issue of the semiotic
interpretation of culture in the present
realities of the globalizing world, when
keeping the nations’ identity is crucial for the
spiritual modernization, patriotic upbringing
of the young generation and for creating
links between the present, past and future.

In his works, beginning from “Opera
aperta”, Eco advocates the active role of
the interpreter, important under the current
conditions of life, full of fake news. Such an
approach is needed while engaging with
any discourses and sign systems. The reader
should know that every image and phrase is
open to numerous senses, which he has to
reveal, using proper codes [8, p. 14].

One of the main ideas Eco elaborates in
his writings ("A theory of semiotics”, “The
role of the reader”, “Semiotics and the
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philosophy of language”) is the Peircean
idea of unlimited semiosis. According to
Peirce, semiosis is “an action, or influence
which involves an operation of the sign,
its object, and its interpretant”. As Eco
writes, the sign is the origin of the semiosic
processes, and there is “no opposition
between the ‘nomadism’ of semiosis and ...
immobility of the sign. The semiosic process
of interpretation is present at the very core
of the concept of the sign” [9, p. 1].

Thus, the Model Reader of Eco should
connect the text and intertexts, identify
the codes and decodefy them, exercise
the processes of unlimited semiosis. The
space of semiosis is encyclopedia, which
on the one hand guaranties the stability
of meaning and, on the other, admits the
alterations passed by the common code.
Of great importance is also the abductive
inference, representing one of the first steps
in the metalinguistic operations, enriching
the code [10, p. 211].

Semiotics of the Headdress Saukele

More than thirty years have passed since
Kazakhstan declared its Independence. Big
results are achieved in many spheres of life.
What about culture?

If we begin with the state language, the
symbol of the Independent Kazakhstan
though Kazakhs make almost 67,98% in
the country and 79,01% in Astana, the
capital city, the Russian language is still
predominant in all the spheres [11].

It is the legacy of the past, when there
was only one national school even in a
big city. The mosques were closed, the
majority of national writers and poets
were forbidden for many years. The multi-
vector policy is chosen in International
affairs and trilingualism is promoted as the
key to success. But the issues of the state
language and national culture can not be
neglected either. As a result now and then
our society is shocked by such incidents, like
the video of a naked Kazakh girl in saukele
(national headdress) or a group of young
people breaking the national instrument
dombyra, laughing and taking video of
their "heroism”. Many people watched
these videos, subscribing and putting likes.
It is frightening to imagine the number of

minors among them. Thus, this research
investigates national headdress saukele and
dombyra in semiotic ways, regarding them
as signs, to see what they mean for Kazakhs.

Kazakhs have always respected the
headdress as something sacred, believing
that disrespect to it can cause misfortune.
There are many taboos, regarding the
headdress: it is forbidden to twirl it round,
to wear it backside, to throw it at the feet, to
gift and even to try it on, as it was believed
to affecting one’s luck. Saukele is the bridal
headdress. It is a symbol of farewell to
childhood. Its place is the most respected in
the house. Saukele is kept and passed from
generation to generation. Saukele is made
in the shape of a cone around 70 cm high
made of white felt, edged with red velvet,
silk and other fabrics. Red has a symbolic
meaning of fertility, wish of a big family
with many children. Saukele ornated with
valuable stones is not worn just for beauty.
It is the honor of the nation. According to
some sources men also wore saukele in the
past. The “golden man”, found near Almaty,
in Issyk , the symbol of Kazakhstan, had a
headdress, decorated with golden images
of snow leopards, horses and birds, similar
to saukele. Scientists still argue who was
found there - a Saq king or a quin.

Saukele is the mirror of the nation's
richness, culture and art, its ethnographic
property. The girl's social status was valued
by her saukele. Poor made it from satin,
decorating with glass, while rich ornated it
with ruby, pearls and corals. The edges of
saukele are decorated with fur-mink, fox;
silver and golden coins, small bids and
ornament. All this had a semantic meaning.
Ornaments used on saukele are mostly
flowers and wings. Silver, ruby and coral
have to protect from the evil eye and magic,
pearls from walleye, carnelians symbolized
well-being and joy. The well-known
ethnographer Mashkhur Jusip Kopeiuly
describes Baisakal biy's saukele, made for
his daughter, which cost 500 horses. It
shows high respect towards the daughters
in the Kazakh family. Some of such unique
saukeles are found today in the museums of
St-Petersburg and Tashkent.

Saukeles were not identical. They were
ordered from the jeweler a year before
the wedding. Besides, they had regional

peculiarities. Southern saukeles had more
visible textile decorations, while in the
West they were more massive and had
more anthropomorphic metal linings in the
central part. On the top of saukele one can
see uki (owl feathers). Uki is a sacred bird
in Kazakh culture, defending from evil. Silk
tapes-karkara, decorated with stones come
down from the top. Saukele is covered by a
long decorated silk cloth [12, p.189].

The research [13, p. 29] made on saukele
reveals a deep symbolic meaning. This cone-
shaped headdress is connected with the
archetypal images of the World Tree, World
Mountain and compositional structure of
the national Kazakh costume. According
to the concept of trinity, headdress, belt
and skirt relate accordingly to the upper,
medium and inferior world in the hierarchy
of the world order. The most sacred thing is
saukele, representing the macrocosm. It is
found also in the costume of the Saq period,
on stone reliefs of the Behistun inscription,
on cast and metal Scythians vessels from
the Black Sea and in the costume of the
Golden Man from Issyk.

Saukele originates from “saule” (transl.
ray), meaning “sun” in the past. It dates
back to the ancient Turk worldview,
worshiping the sun. In some cultures it is
called "Sol”, “Sole". Other people connect it
with the words “chokila”, shoshak, shokigan,
"shoshaigan boric” meaning “a high
headdress”. The etymology splits it into two
parts: “sau” and "kele”, meaning accordingly
“safe and sound” and “head”, “tower". As the
bride had to pass long distances to arrive
to her bridegroom, when she eventually
arrived in her fantastic saukele everyone
was happy and festivities began.

Being a product of culture every text
points at other texts, which in their turn had
also been affected by the previous ones.
Any message is linked to other messages,
which it responds and which respond to it
in their turn [14, p. 260].

Every definition constitutes some other
linguistic or visual message, which can be
clarified by other signs, which in their turn
have to comment other cultural units,
carried by the preceding messages. Such
series of clarifications which circumscribed
the cultural units of a society in an infinite
progression make a chain, called by Peirce
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interpretants [10, p. 115].

There are many epos, myths, poems,
songs and films glorifying saukele. One of
themislinked with karkara, mentioned above.
A girl dropped her karkara and precious and
beautiful stones from her saukele spread
across location, turning into mountains, lakes
and birds. Since then the place has been
called Karkaraly. Another myth is mentioned
in the novel "Amanai and Zamanai” by S.
Zhunisov, depicting the peak Saukele. It is a
high peak, a pinnacle always white, uniquely
rising among the low hills. It really reminds a
saukele. Even the stones, stucking up the hill,
remind the girly headdress. In summer the
peak is surrounded by beautiful white clouds
like a shawl, and in autumn the peak rises in
the mist.

Kadyr Myrza Ali depicts saukele in his
poem “Symbol”:

Koz aldimda sonau kone konystar.

Saukele bop, bastaryna qyzdardyn

Qona kalgan ukili bir konustar.

Transl.

In front of my eyes ancient cones,

Saukele on the heads of girls,

Cones with uki on their tops.

The duet Raim &Artur also devoted a
song “Saukele”:

Zharasady ozine

Basyndagy saukele

Transl.

It suits her very well

Saukele on the head.

Unforgettable is the final scene with
saukele, floating on the water, in the film “Kyz
Zhibek”, by Shaken Aimanov, symbolizing
the tragic death of the girl.

Knowing such things causes more respect
to culture and changes people’s attitude to it.
Kazakh culture has deep roots, which should
be rediscovered. One can begin it exploring
the national language, in which each word
is the source of wisdom and has a deep
symbolic meaning. Semiotics pave way to
search and research symbols and codes. Eco
popularizes semiotics in his novels. Reading
his novel "Il nome della Rosa” one turns into
Sherlock Holmes, actively searching for the
murderer. The book begins with the phrase
that in the beginning of everything there is a
WORD [15, p. 1].

Kazakhs highly appreciate the power
of the word. They say: “Kiz eldin korki, gul
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jerdin korki”, transl. A girl is the beauty of
the country, a flower is the beauty of the
earth; "Kizga kirik uiden tyyu”, transl. Forbid
a girl from forty houses. Girls should be
protected like the nation’s treasure.

In this regard, the work of the club
"Syrgalym” can be mentioned. It has worked
at the LN. Gumilyov Eurasian National
University since 2014. The main idea is to
educate the young generation in the spirit
of the national traditions, to make them
feel that they are the traces of real noble
mothers, that the future of the country is in
their hands. Numerous events were held,
literary and musical parties, where guests
answered any questions of interest, burning
issues were discussed. Inappropriate
behavior and clothing were touched among
other issues as well. Kazakh National dress
was demonstrated on the university walls
to see that they are also appropriate in
everyday life. The event “Start with yourself”
became popular among the students [16].

Any nation is proud of its national
costumes. Indians’ sari is always at hand.
Japanese highly respect their kimono, which
is believed to have its own spirit. Kazakh
national costume has its own individuality
and harmonious luxury too. Recently they
have been put on production on a good price
and very nice design. National values are
being revived to a new level. Earlier it was not
easy to find things, decorated in the national
style. Today there are lots of workshops and
national fashion houses and the demand on
the national goods is increasing.

A serious issue is using ornaments on
the national clothing, like saukele, kimeshek,
kokirekshe, kamzol, kazekey, kebis-masy,
jelek. Women'’s clothes were traditionally
sewn, depending on the age: for girls,
women, middle-aged women and elderly
women. Each piece of clothing had its
own meaning. One should be very careful,
embroidering ornaments on them. There are
ornaments of the upper world, under world
and the earthly world. Some ornaments can't
be placed below the waist, while others don't
rise above the waist. There are male and
female ornaments. There are ornaments,
used in funeral rituals. Shoe ornaments can't
be used for head cover. All this dates back to
the Tengrian faith, which is an integral part of
our identity. E. Kozhabayev, the professional

Kazakh artist and designer expresses his
regret about the ignorance of ornament
semantics and using pictograms - ornaments
of the underworld. Kazakh ornaments were
investigated both by local (A.Margulan,
T.Bassenov, E.Massanov, M.Mukanov), and
foreign scientists (V.Kurrer, FKugler, S.lvanoy,
V.Stasov, FVolkov, A.Bernstam). Foreign
scientists investigated with interest the
motives of the ornaments like horns, moon,
leaves and geometric figures. Ornaments
are found in old books, works of folklore,
archeological excavations, men equipment,
personal and ru tanba (national subdivision
signs), making the ethnographic legacy of
the nation. Ornaments were used as a means
of communication. People could differentiate
status and origin through them [17].

A specific Kazakh ornament is goshqar
myuiz (sheep horns), symbolizing eternity
and abundance. In Mongol and Chinese
culture a sheep is one of the symbols of
Sun. It is a sacred animal for them. Thus,
they use it on clothes. In Kazakh culture and
philosophy horse and camel are believed to
be sacred animals. Therefore, qoshgar myuiz
is used only on shoes, belonging to under
world. On headdress can be used only horns
mixed with flowers, wings. Otherwise we
change our philosophy and attitude to life.

Concluding, we can say, that saukele is
one of the brightest indicators of the rich
legacy of Kazakh culture. Saukele means
more than a simple headdress. It is an
invaluable legacy, example of the richness
of the Kazakh nation, its culture and art.

Nagyz qazaq qazaq emes.
Nagyz qazaq - Dombyra

One of the main symbols and great
instruments of the Kazakh musical culture
is dombyra. This traditional pear-shaped,
long necked, two-stringed instrument
and the Kazakh art of dombyra kui (tune)
is inscribed in the UNESCO Intangible
Heritage List and in the Guinness Book of
Records. For Kazakhs it is more than just
a piece of music. They say: “Nagyz gazaq
gazaq emes, nagyz qazaq - dombyra!”,
transl. “a real Kazakh is not a Kazakh, a
real Kazakh is dombyra!”. Dombyra is one
of seven Kazakh national treasures. One of
the first monuments to this instrument is

located in the village Qalbatau. It is a seven
meters high monument, with the image of
dombyra on a tree branches. According
to the author N. Kaliyev, the idea is - the
succession of generations. Number 7 has
a special meaning in Kazakh culture. There
is a notion of seven treasures for a Kazakh,
which are: a brave man, a wise, beautiful wife,
a fast horse, an eagle, a dog, knowledge. In
2007 local scientists identified seven unique
cultural phenomena that contributed to the
spiritual development of the nation. Except
dombyra, the list includes stone paintings
of Tamgaly, the mausoleum of Khoja
Ahmed Yassaui, underground mosques
in Mangistau, Kazakh yurt, the Baiterek
monument, and the Golden Man found in
Issyk. Dombyra is like a sounded page of
the history of the nation, its customs and
culture. No event has taken place without
it since the nomadic times. Often dombyra
was played before battles to create the
mood. Its sound conveyed deep thoughts
without any words. llyas Zhansugirov said:
Til jok deuge bola ma? Tilden anyq un
barda! (Can you say that it does not have
a tongue, when it has a voice clearer than
the tongue!) In 2018 the first President of
the country proclaimed dombyra “a sacred
heritage ...the brand and passport of the
Kazakh people” and declared the first
Sunday of July as National Dombyra day.
What is there behind this sign of culture?
Many epic tales and legends found
their musical reflection in Kazakh kui (tune),
performed on dombyra. Kui is translated
"condition”, "mood". According to the
legends , the creator of ancient kuis is Korkut
- one of the founders of the musical culture
of Turks. The best examples of kuis are left by
the well-known kuishi (kui performers) and
composers like Kurmangazy, Dauletkerei,
Tattimbet, Ykylas and Sugur. Their kuis touch
the very soul of the listeners, connecting
them to the Creator. Kazakhs say: “Kyi
Tanirdin sybyry” (the whisper of Tengri).
Kuis are the pages of the Kazakh history,
written in tunes. Music connects people to
their historic roots and traditions, engaging
the audience at a spiritual level. One of the
widely spread legends is connected with
Genghis Khan and the tragic death of his
son Jochi Khan. A brutal execution awaited
the black messenger as Genghis Khan had
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promised to pour molten lead into the throat
of the person, who would inform him on
the tragedy. "Agsaq qulan” kui was played,
conveying the harsh truth to the Khan.
Genghis Khan, remembering his words,
orders to execute dombyra. This is the story
of the hole on the surface of dombyra - the
trace of the molten lead and “Agsag-qulan”
is one of the most beautiful Kazakh legends,
glorifying the power and immortality of art.

According to some sources, this
instrument has 4,000 years history. In 1989
in Almaty region, high in the mountains on
the plateau “Maitobe”, professor S. Akitaev
found a rock painting with an image of a
musical instrument and four dancing people
in different poses. The image depicted by
an ancient artist reminds dombyra. What is
more interesting it has a feather of an owl, the
tradition kept up today. This drawing dates
from the Neolithic times. Kazakh dombyra
can be one of the first stringed instruments
in the history of the humankind. Now the
drawing is found in the Ykylas Dukenuly
Museum of Folk Instruments in Almaty [18].

The first investigations on dombyra
started in the beginning of the XX century,
regarding it from the archeological and
ethnographic points of view. Besides, it was
studied by music and folklore specialists,
linguists. ~ Among  them:  Al-Farabi,
AZatayevich, A.Zhubanov, Al-Mashani,
T.Assemkulov, Zh.Babalyquli, S.Kaskabasov,
A.Seidymbekov. Dombyra is mentioned
along with sybyzgy, syrnai, qobyz by Abu
Nasr Al-Farabi. Another image, a nine
stringed dombyra this time, depicted on
a stone was found in 1994 in Mangystau
oblast by Zh. Babalykuly. It is dated XVII
century. The tribes, inhabiting Kazakh
territories in the VII-IV centuries B.C. were
called Sags by Percians and Skiffs by Greeks.
They left a rich musical legacy. The modern
cradle melodies, like Aqqu, originate in that
period [19, p. 7].

V.Pitertsev [20, p. 10] reflects well the
importance of this instrument in Kazakh
culture:

Gasyrlar dausy bar....

Dalamnyn muninday....

Tagdyrlar aluan.....

Dombyram zhan dosym.

Ozinmen syrlasam.

Uly babam murasy......
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Kielim, dombyra.

Transl.:

You have the voice of centuries....

You are like the sorrow of the steppe....

You keep many fates.

My dombyra - my soul friend.

I tell you my secrets.

The legacy of the ancestors.

Holy dombyra.

There are various hypothesis regarding
the origins of the word dombyra. The word
combines two words: "dom” and "bura”.
Thereisaword “"dombigu”, meaning “freeze”,
“swell” from cold. In Central Kazakhstan
there is an ancient Dombauyl mausoleum
to a well-known historic personality. “Bura”
means twisting. The other Kazakh musical
instrument — kobyz - is linked with shaman
belief. ~ Probably, dombyra originates
similarly. They say: dombyra tart, kyui tart,
where “tartu” means connecting. These
musical instruments may have a similar
origin, meaning connecting with Tengry,
Heavenly Creator [21, p. 5].

Another myth is known as "Kos ishek”
(Two strings). It tells about a hunter, who lived
by hunting deer. One day after hunting he
leaves the animal intestines on the branches
of a tree. Some months later returning to that
place, he hears a nice melody. He understands
that it comes from the intestines, hanging like
strings on the branches of the tree. He takes
them and makes some kind of instrument.
Having touched the strings he hears the
melody again. Dombyra is the soul of
nomads. From Altay to Anadoly all the Turkic
nations have dombyra instrument. Kazakhs,
Bashkurts, Uzbeks, Nogays call it dombyra,
Turks - tombra, Tajiks - domburak, Buryats
- dombro, Mongols-dombor. According to
S.Karjaubaiuly, dombyra originates in Altay
region. There on the Zhargalant-Kayirkan
slope of the Mongol Altay mountain was
found an ancient two stringed musical
instrument [22, p.102].

A poem-devotion to this instrument we
find by Miras Assan, which abounds with
metaphors.

Dombyra sunkar edi baldaktagy

Dombyra tulpar edi tugyrdagy

Dombyra kyzyl bori, kyzyr kagan,

Dombyra tilsim agash nur sipaty

Arymnin ai didarly, ku'n sipaty

Dombyra sen Abaisyn so'z patshasi.

It is only a tiny part of the poem, but
it shows that dombyra is associated for a
Kazakh with all the best in his life — sunkar -
eagle, tulpar - horse and bori - wolf, Kagan
- Ruler and Allah (Nur is one of 99 names of
Allah), Sun, honor, Akan Seri and Abay (the
most famous jirau and poet).

According to Eco metaphors are one of
the phenomena of semiosis and instrument
of constructing knowledge. Metaphors
teach to see, to notice similarity of things.
The language is in its nature metaphoric and
it activates every linguistic activity defining
the human as a symbolic animal [23, p. 161].

Today, when we are experiencing the
loss of language and culture, dombyra
remains an eternal value and reminds
Kazakh people on them. Real culture,
especially spiritual culture is manifested in
the national, ethnic features and it develops
and becomes stronger when they are risen
high and driven further.

S. Seitman writes:

Argy atamnyn kozin korgen kauimnan

Kozi tiri dombyra goi ayauly.

Transl.: One who saw my forefathers,

The only witness, dear dombyra.

The poet calls the nation not to lose
oneself:

Qazaq bolyp galdy mangi dombyra,

Dombyra bop kalsa eken-au ar qazaq.

Transl.:

Dombyra remained forever a Kazakh,

May each Kazakh also remain a dombyra.

This instrument, as we see, has witnessed
all the battles and victories, sorrows and
hardships, it stood and survived together
with the nation. It explains the love of
Kazakh towards this instrument.

The theory and practice of commu-
nication, as Eco writes, tries to turn
everything into the sign systems, and
it is right, as it is impossible without it to
imagine oneself any ‘presence’. The essence
of culture, is in imparting meanings to the
surrounding world, turning the presence
into signification. People in different
cultures live in different universes. Distance
between interlocutors, feeling of warmth,
tactile sensations, smells, sensual universe —
everything matters and acquires a cultural
meaning. Ours is the epoch of restoring the
memory, as Eco concludes [5, p. 286-364].

Conclusion

In this research we have tried to
extrapolate Eco's theory of semiotics in the
Kazakhstani context. His ideas are actual
today, as the Italian semiotician reflects in
his works on the meaning of such notions
like aging, reconstruction and memory.
Human memory never turns over the basis
of culture. Codes and proper keys to dead
forms should be found, which help not only
to feel the spirit of the past and revive the
antiquity but giving it the new connotations
of the present day.

In our research we deliberated around
the headdress saukele and the national
musical instrument dombyra. We see that
semiotic ideas of Eco work well, revealing
much information behind the things,
being considered like signs. The costume,
as the shell of the human body, plays not
only utilitarian, aesthetic and a socially
differentiating role, it represents a complex
structure, that embodies the mythopoetic
representations of the people. And
dombyra as we have seen is an ancient and
quintessential piece of Kazakh culture and
identity. An in-depth study of the national
costumes and instruments, the identification
of their code meanings, properly organized,
enriches modern culture, helps to reveal
the spiritual and aesthetic foundations of
Kazakh musical, decorative and applied
art and determine the factors, that shape
ethnic identity. Many aspects of this issue
expect thorough studies. Being done from
the semiotic angle it would disclose the
relationship of a number of elements of the
artistic-figurative structure of the traditional
costume and musical instruments with
a whole complex of mythologies and
archetypes common in nomadic culture,
which have not yet been traced. Such an
approach is needed while implementing
the program “Course towards the future:
modernization of Kazakhstan's identity”,
directed to understand the origins of the
culture in all its depth and complexity.

Our nation has started to consider cultural
and spiritual legacy as the only source to
understand its identity. Lack of education and
culture in the epoch of mass media and show
business, imprinting their own symbols and
codes, which are accepted sometimes without
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any reflections, can lead to a catastrophe.
Denial of the proper history and achievements
happens because of the ignorance. Nothing is
built on an empty place. Culture is built on the
traditions of the eternal development from
antiquity up today.

Yes, in every culture there is a huge
load of things, ossified and torn out, which
sometimes poison our life, but not all the
values are obsolete. Eco pictures an old
automobile, which still moves, but not as
fast as desirable. Then you need styling,
while keeping functions to communicate
new connotations to the eternal
denotation, which is constant as well as the
deep foundation of any culture, based on
producing mechanisms and their effective
use. The same way we have to explore our
national code and to return to our essence,
empowering ourselves in this way.

Summarizing we want to emphasize
that when there is no culture, no cultural
values, it is barbarism. Like a tree without
roots, we deprive ourselves from the power
of the ancestors, their experience and
knowledge. Invaluable legacy of the past
interpreted with semiotic methods, being
excellent means of text and context analysis,
enables us to see and analyze any complex
phenomena of everyday life.

Youth Poetry and National Values

Abstract. National values are a system of principles that have been formed over the centuries and
passed down from generation to generation in the way of life and spirituality of every people. The values
of each people, selected and tested during the period of historical development, accumulated as the
most valuable heritage - the native language and historical memory, spiritual and human qualities, moral
norms, customs and traditional foundations form the basis of the national idea of this people. National
values occupy a special place in the life of the people and are an important source of education for the
new generation. Spiritual values that have been formed over the centuries through the life experience
of the people, as society develops, are replenished with new symbols and mature in accordance with
modern requirements. In today's globalized world, each nation can preserve its national character only
when it integrates into the world community, reviving its great spiritual treasures — language, mentality,
history, traditions, literature and art. After all, the noble spiritual values that underlie national education are
a golden ray that continues traditions and modern trends and guarantees the preservation of goodness
and moral stability, like a golden bridge between today and the future. It creates rules and principles that
strengthen the human qualities of each nation, nourish the soul, arise from the wisdom of the people
and are constantly renewed. The Kazakh worldview, mentality, customs, traditions and teachings have
been formed and strengthened for centuries. One of the effective tools for glorifying, promoting and
instilling national values in the minds of the younger generation, based on the foundations of centuries-
old national education, is fiction, including poetry. The article reveals the role of national values in the
poems of young Mangistau poets Gulayim Dautbayeva and Nurgul Maulina. Analyzing the works of
these poets, the author examines their cognitive and educational value, their role in the formation of
national identity and serving national interests.

Introduction

In today's changing times, which are
undergoing radical transformations, the issue
of tolerance and uniqueness in ensuring the
stability and security of the country will be
recognized as an important trend for the
country of Kazakhstan. It is clear that global
changes threaten the security of any nation
on earth. Therefore, in order to maintain the
internal and external stability of our state,
find ways to prevent it and respond in time
to measures that damage the peace and
identity of the country, will be considered
one of the urgent problems of today.
Maintaining cooperation within the country,
stabilizing tolerant relations between other
nationalities at any stage is one of the most
pressing issues in the country's politics. The
platform of tolerance occupies a special place
for the multinational and multi-confessional
Kazakh people. For the future of the nation,
in modern society, one must be able to focus
on strengthening the dialogue between
representatives of other nationalities,
cultures, civilizations and religions. The
reason is that in the matter of interethnic
relations, the trust of nations in each other is
a special phenomenon. This article explains
the place of the concept of tolerance in the
life of Kazakhstanis, in the life of the country
and in relations with representatives of
other nationalities. The phenomenon that
takes place in the stability of the country
is tolerance and security. Tolerance and
security are recognized as the basis of the
social stability of any nation. Today, tolerance
is becoming one of the most pressing issues
for any nation, because the elimination of
irreconcilability and disagreements between
peoples and bringing to a peaceful life is
today one of the most important issues of
any society. The purpose of this article is to
create a philosophical model of the concept
of tolerance and reveal its meaning and
content in human life through oratory.

Research Methods

Anthropological, theoretical, herme-
neutic research methods are used as the
methodological basis of the article. In the
course of the study, methods of description,
narration,  observation, classification,
comparison, induction and deduction were
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used. The problem of national relations
will be analyzed and methods of critical
thinking will be applied. In the research
work, an objective study was carried
out using the methods of philosophical
research, as well as the methods of
structural analysis, comparative textual
analysis, and systematization methods.

The Main Part

Today, the transformation of our living
space is causing a growing interest in
tolerance and the means of achieving
it in oratory. In connection with the
rapid development of mass media and
communications in the modern world,
oratory forms its hybrid forms. It is known
that the art of rhetoric is a very powerful
tool for managing state ideology, public
opinion and public mood, as well as the
process of formation of each person.

The scientific and practical necessity is
to understand the social nature, significance
and specifics of oratory as a sociocultural
phenomenon, to identify the genesis
and dynamics of its development in the
history of civilization, to substantiate the
significance and role of oratory in public life.
processes, spiritual intervention, reflecting
the cultural state of modern society, and in
the formation of speech culture. Therefore,
in order to reveal the theme of tolerance, if
we focus on the general term "tolerance”,
this concept arose in the Latin language. This
word is formed from two verbs: “party” and
"tolerance”. The verb "party” means to endure
and obey. Moreover, the word “tolerance” is
used not only as patience, endurance, but
also describes the constant active position
of a person who endures illness and evil
without resistance [1]. Tolerance can be
defined as the recognition of the equality
of all people in society and respect for their
beliefs. In addition, the concept of tolerance
is important for interreligious, interethnic
and cultural relations, it is of particular
importance in the regulation of interpersonal
and social relations.

Philosophical dictionaries  define
tolerance as follows: Tolerance is patience
for different views, moral values and habits.
Tolerance is a necessary phenomenon in
relations between nations and religions
with different characteristics. This means
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self-confidence and awareness of the
acceptability of one’s positions, the
absence of a negative impact on others,
not avoiding comparisons with other
views and not fear of competition, as
well as openness to various ideological
currents [2]. Determining that the concept
of tolerance occupies a special place
in human society for solving political,
religious, ethnic problems in any society, he
emphasized that it is especially important
in the issue of interethnic relations.
Recognition of the equality of people in
society and respect for their beliefs, refusal
to suppress someone else’s beliefs and the
manifestation of force, is differentiated in
the sense of establishing an open dialogue.

The meaning of the concept of
tolerance in the language of each country
is described as follows:

- tolerantia (lat.) - idleness, indifference,
i.e. passive tolerance; suffer voluntarily. At the
same time, the concepts of “suffering”, “evil”
give an associative meaning to this term.

- tolerance (English) - to be tolerant,
to be ready to show kindness, to create
favorable conditions for the free residence
of different points of view without
discrimination;

- tolerencia (Spanish) - the ability to
acceptideas and opinions that are different
from one’s own;

- tolerance (fr) - monitor the presence
of other thoughts and features, except for
one's own point of view;

- T8 (Chinese) - accept others with
their own views and characteristics and
show generosity to others;

- tolerance (arab.) - the ability to forgive
everyone, to be gentle, to be merciful to
others, to show forgiveness;

- tolerance (Russian) - a manifestation
of tolerance (tolerance, support, consent
in any situation), recognition of someone
else’s existence, acceptance, reconciliation,
harmonization with someone, showing
kindness to someone. [3]. At the same time,
the concept of tolerance in the scientific
literature is differentiated. For example:
English - non-discrimination, Chinese -
generosity, Arabic - forgiveness, Russian
- harmony, Turkish - love. And the Kazakh
equivalent of the term “tolerance” is often
written in scientific literature as "tolerance”.
What we notice when formulating different

opinions and views about tolerance is that
tolerance is an understanding of some bad
behavior of people towards each other,
minor shortcomings, some seemingly
contradictory positions and words, different
beliefs , opinions, attitudes and feelings,
different cultures and traditions. , refers
to such concepts as being as tolerant as
possible, ignoring, not resisting him, showing
understanding and allowing you to correct
your mistake, not being ashamed of your
misdeeds, showing gentleness, not showing
harshness in relation to the guilty person,
establishing a connection.

W. Lara believes that “the first historical
ideas about tolerance began to appear
on the peninsula of Asia Minor, in Greek
cities (about 700 BC)" [4]. The thinker pays
special attention to the emergence of the
concept of tolerance in his worldview.

G.Bardiertriedtoanalyzethe philosophical
concepts characteristic of each era in order
to give meaningful definitions of tolerance
and tolerance [5]. The idea of tolerance
goes back to the Ancient East and Antiquity.
The ancient Greek philosopher Socrates
associated tolerance with holy intellectual
asceticism and considered it the only
prerequisite for establishing relationships
between people from a spiritual and social
point of view. In ancient Eastern philosophy,
Jainism, Hinduism, Taoism, Confucianism,
Buddhism, etc. The concept of tolerance will
be the most important in such areas. For
example, the doctrine of Jainism (“Jaina” -
the winner), which arose on the soil of India,
rejected the principle that everything in the
world has a soul. Not only did they accept
this hylozoic principle, but they were always
cautious about the preservation of any form
of life, showing compassion for themselves,
even considering the killing of insects a
sin. This rule can be seen as an important
symbol of tolerance in religious knowledge.
The animistic concept that all things have a
soul is a common conclusion that arose in
the minds of many peoples who lived in the
ancient world. Even in the information that
has come down to us, it is said that people
who adhere to Jainism wear shoes without
heels so as not to harm the ground on which
they walk [6]. In Jainism, the relationship
between man and nature and between man
and man should not be based on violence.
The concept of tolerance among the Chinese
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goes back to the concept of “philanthropy”
(zhen) in the teachings of Kung Fu Tzu.
"What you do not wish for yourself, do not
wish for others”, look at everyone the same,
be generous. Because China is a country
that has united different peoples and beliefs
since ancient times. Therefore, in order to
maintain stability in society, it is necessary to
rely on the "Golden Rule” laid down by Kung
Fu Tzu. In his work, the thinker urged people
not to say that they are responsible only for
their own destiny, but to live as if they were
responsible for the life of all mankind. Plato,
a student of Socrates, believed that in order
to create a civil society, people should rely
on the principle of tolerance in relationships.
In his work Nicomachean Ethics, Aristotle
lists the necessary qualities of a person in
a conversation with another person, and
among them he singles out tolerance.
He argues that within the framework of
this concept, people and phenomena can
coexist [7]. Differentiating the definitions
related to the concept of tolerance, it is
associated with the concepts of renunciation
of the oppression of one’s faith and the
manifestation of strength.

According to B. Barber, "tolerance is
a system based on human well-being”
[8]. The thinker says that the concept
of tolerance occupies a special place in
human life in ensuring the stability and
security of the country. Currently, Western
thinkers are trying to explore the concept
of tolerance within the framework of
philosophy, sociology, political science,
economic theories, oratory. For example,
Y. Habermas, E. Toffler, S. Huntington, K.
Armstrong defined the concept of tolerance
in their worldview and analyzed it within the
framework of religious, cultural, political,
social and economic paradigms. Y. Habermas
"Democracy. Consciousness. Morality”, E.
Toffler's fundamental studies “Third Wave”,
“War and Anti-War”, “Future Shock”, S.
Huntington “Clash of Civilizations” examine
in detail the present and future of tolerance.

Psychologist T. Harris in his book “I
am good, you are good” focuses on four
important models of human relationships
with people in society: “I am good - You
are good”, "I am good - You are bad”, "I
am bad - You are good” “I'm bad - You're
bad too". The first two components belong
to the category of innate human qualities.
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And the latter are what is realized through
the upbringing and inculcation of the
soul and the spiritual world of a person.
However, according to the research of
T. Harris, the communication model “I|
am good - You are bad” affects conflict,
aggression and instability everywhere. This
causes conflicts in the social environment.
Because this model shows the result of
a person's self-confidence and social
success. Although he balances his inner
world, he breaks harmony with the outside
world. And the other three communication
models reveal the meaning and content
of tolerance [9]. In his worldview, the
thinker recognized tolerance as a way
to maintain socio-political stability in
human society, on the basis of which it is
necessary to eliminate irreconcilability and
disagreements between people, open the
way to their peaceful and harmonious life.

In the XVII-XVIIl  centuries, the
philosophers B. Spinoza (1632-1677), J.
Locke (1632-1704), P. Bayle (1647-1706), F.
M. Voltaire (1694-1778), D. Diderot (1713-
1784), G. E. Lessing (1729-1781) expanded
the scope of the concept of tolerance and
began to useitin the sense of refraining from
the use of force and coercion to convince a
person, tolerance and voluntary conversion
of a person from one conviction to another.
The state and church authorities were
convinced that mutual respect and tolerance
cannot be achieved by administrative and
authoritarian methods. Thus, the power of
religious preachers began to be limited [10].
In their works, thinkers studied the fact that
force and coercion do not bring positive
results in a person’s life.

In the worldview of the Turkic peoples,
the concept of tolerance occupies a special
place in human life. For example, the
principle of tolerance has spread widely in
the Turkic countries and has become their
way of life. The principles of tolerance in
the worldview of Turkic thinkers, mainly in
the wisdom of Yusup Balasagun, Akhmet
Yugineki, Khoja Akhmet Yassawi, were the
basis for the formation of the doctrine of
chivalry and the tradition of hospitality
among the Kazakh people. In the “Story
about the etiquette of the tarigats” by Khoja
Ahmet Yassawi and the student of the path of
Yassawi Hasan Khazini “Javahairul Abrar min
Amuaj wal Bihar”, a comprehensive analysis
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of the concept of tolerance was carried out.

The famous scientist Mahmut Kashkari
in his work "Divani Lugat At-Turk”: “.. it is
clear that the Turks are a people with many
qualities, such as beauty, charm, a bright face,
decency, kindness, respect for elders and
elders, keeping one’s word, dignity, modesty”
[11]. In the worldview of the Turkic peoples,
tolerance, understanding and respect for
other cultures were the basis for showing the
right path to humanity as a whole.

Analyzing the thoughts of the above-
mentioned thinkers, the meaning of the
concept of tolerance can be considered
in two forms, Western and Eastern. In the
Western worldview, the concept of tolerance
is distinguished as a manifestation of
consent, compromise, consensus through
speech between nations and groups in
society in accordance with pragmatic
positions. Formation of stability between
people and nations in society. In the West,
the principle of tolerance is defined as
a social phenomenon originating from
religious processes, as we can see from
our own life experience. According to the
Eastern worldview, the concept of tolerance
is differentiated as a value based on long-
established moral and ethical principles,
it is associated with the underlying values
- respect, virtue, love and the values of
personality education. According to Western
philosophical thinking, a person can achieve
stability and harmony by changing the world
around him and achieving harmony and
tolerance. According to Eastern philosophical
thinking, a person associated himself
with the idea that only through spiritual
maturity a person can change the world and
contribute to the development of society.
The concept of tolerance is differentiated
as a set of axiological qualities of a person,
which leads the whole people, its members
of society, the country to maturity, spiritual
growth, protects the people from immorality
and delusion. Respect, dignity and tolerance
of other nations to worldview phenomena
and the system of values belonging to the
national characteristics of each people is an
indicator of the culture and mentality of the
people.

In the worldview of the Kazakh people,
unity with representatives of other
nationalities, participation and mutual
understanding were the first steps in the

existence of life. On the one hand, this
was facilitated by nomadic culture, and
on the other hand, it was realized thanks
to the local culture. The passage of the
Silk Road, which continued from India
and China to the Mediterranean Sea,
pushed the Kazakh people to achieve
a high material and spiritual culture. At
any time in the life of the Kazakh people
there was an active interaction of various
cultures and religions. In our national self-
consciousness, people constantly remind
us of the need to do charity work, to strive
for goodness and kindness. In the Kazakh
worldview, tolerance is undoubtedly a
related concept with eloquence. The proof
of this is the words of wisdom of our
dancers, which have been preserved for
many centuries. It was closely associated
with such philosophical thoughts as virtue,
morality and treating people as brothers,
regardless of their origin, race and religion.

Today, the formation of religious, cultural
integrity and tolerance of citizens is a very
important task of domestic policy. It has
been proven that genocide, forced displace-
ment of peoples, assimilation, ignoring the
demands of minorities to preserve their cul-
ture are dangerous and unacceptable poli-
cies in our time. And the cultural integrity
of society can be realized only by strength-
ening common symbols, common values,
common education and unique upbringing
in the minds of citizens. Today, the concept
of tolerance is used especially in the human-
ities: rhetoric, sociology, cultural studies, psy-
chology, conflict studies, religious studies,
legal theory, literary theory, etc. It is widely
used in industry. In addition, this concept in-
cludes medicine, sociobiology, evolutionary
ethics, bioethics, biomedical ethics, genetics,
biology, etc. sciences are also used.

The concept of tolerance is becoming very
important for the world community. Many
countries of the world live in democratic
space. Our country also turned to the
imperatives of national values, inseparably
linked with culture since independence, and
focused on the formation of an ideological
platform of tolerance principles on this
basis. Nowadays, the concept of establishing
positive communication, humanity,
openness, kindness, justice, friendship
and brotherhood has become the main
dimension of secular countries. The need
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to harmonize tolerance with modernization
processes in the components of the social,
political, economic and scientific spheres
arises especially for the multi-ethnic
and multi-confessional Kazakh society.
Today, negative steps that undermine the
independence and stability of the state are
unacceptable. One of the most pressing
issues for our society today. The interaction
of various nations and peoples living on the
territory of Kazakhstan, in the context of
solidarity, unity and peace, is an important
process for modern society.

However, no one can deny the possibility
of tension between people and ethnic
groups, conflicts arising for various reasons
atany moment.Inany society, itis possible to
organize preliminary measures to eliminate
tensions and conflicts between people and
nations, for this it is necessary to control the
measures taken at the state level. Today we
include the Congresses of Leaders of World
and Traditional Religions, sessions of the
Assembly of the People of Kazakhstan, the
Doctrine of National Unity of the State of
Kazakhstan, the national idea of the “Eternal
Motherland”, Kazakhstan's chairmanship
in the OSCE, taking over the leadership of
the Organization of the Islamic Conference,
which will help strengthen tolerance
towards the Kazakh country. Establishing
non-discrimination and non-discrimination
of residents living in the country on the
basis of nationality, race, religious beliefs,
cultural characteristics, promoting the
formation of the right communication
space using the potential of various public
institutions and the media are considered
important. be the main prerequisites for the
development of the problem of tolerance in
society, and better rely on the best practices
of international organizations. For example,
when developing the problem of tolerance
in the countries of Turkey, it was noticed
that scientists are trying to use tolerance
primarily in education so that demographic
and interethnic conflicts do not continue.
Therefore, our country today needs to
conduct special coursesin general education
schools, colleges and higher educational
institutions to teach schoolchildren and
students to the principles of tolerance, to
study the basics of public speaking in order
to establish good relations with each other.
preventing the escalation of ethnic conflicts.
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Because tolerance, first of all, is
formed in a person in accordance with
the educational process, pedagogical and
psychological reasons. Undoubtedly, the
quality of tolerance occupies the main
place in the formation of civil society
in our country, the establishment of
fundamental democratic values, its entry
into the international political and social
space. Tolerance is the most relevant for
modern Kazakhstani society, where many
people live.

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FORMATION STAGES OF FESTIVE RITUAL ACTION IN
THE CULTURAL LIFE OF KAZAKHSTAN

ABSTRACT

This article reviews the basic formation stages of festive
ritual action in the cultural life of Kazakhstan. Generations to
generations of Kazakh have always revered and highly valued
their national customs and traditions. It is difficult to describe
all the traditions and customs followed by Kazakh people in one
scientific work, thus a brief introduction to stages of festive ritual
actions, beliefs and customs are dealt with in this article.

One of the main traditions of the Kazakhs, which has now become
a feature of the national character, is hospitality. Hospitality, in
Kazakh society, is considered the main duty - to receive guests
from the bottom of the heart. The guest is the most important
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and most desired person in Kazakh society. It is customary to
feed him the most delicious food and do everything to make
him feel safe and comfortable.

The primary aim of the research is to identify the cultural value
of transformed traditions by reviewing the historical background
of festive ritual actions. However, the national identities that
served as a basis for the occurrence of generalized rules and
principles of public relations (tradition), fortunately, are confined
not only to representatives of the Kazakh people. Therefore, the
basic stages of festive ritual actions formation and widespread
authentic customs, and traditions of nomads in the Kazakh
steppe are widely studied by authors.

Introduction

Today, the Republic of Kazakhstan is
a developed and prosperous state with a
modern Constitution and modern norms
of law. Along with the laws, the Kazakh
people honour and observe their traditions.
Kazakh traditions originate in the depths of
centuries, in the customs of nomadic tribes.
The Kazakh people take great care of their
traditions and skillfully follow them in the
modern world. While in one family, young
children easily use and master computers
and speak English, their grandmothers
still wear national outfits and jewellery, so
even despite the modern way of life, and
widespread digitalization, there is great
mutual understanding and love in such
families. Traditionally, a child from infancy
is taught restraint and integrity when
communicating with adults, wise people
with life experience.

The development of culture and cultural
potential is among the key development
priorities of many peoples and States of the
world. One of the most important criteria for
success is the level of cultural development,
the availability of an effective infrastructure
of cultural institutions and mechanisms that
ensure the preservation and enrichment of
national and world cultural heritage, the
creation, broadcast and consumption of
high-quality cultural values, fruitful cultural

exchange and spiritual and creative self-
realization of the individual [1]. “Tradition”
is a word from the Iranian-Persian language
that once entered the Kazakh language. It is
equivalent to the Latin word “tradition”, and
the Kazakh word “custom”. The meaning
of these words is uniform — the values,
principles, norms, and rules of life passed
down from generation to generation, from
father to son, that is, the moral, educational,
spiritual and humane worldview thoughts,
words and actions of the former, used by
the latter as their “mother” (Arabic word
“Miras”) in everyday life. This is where
the Kazakh word “ritual” comes from [2].
Consequently, tradition is the transmission
of customs and rituals from previous
generations, aimed at the spiritual world
of a person and acting as a means of
reproduction, repetition and consolidation
of generally accepted social relations not
directly, but through the formation of the
moral and spiritual appearance of a person
developing in accordance with relations [3].

Nomadic life has created specific forms
of folk fun and entertainment performances.
For example, the general emotional uplift
in people was caused by the upcoming
migration from winter quarters to summer
quarters. People congratulated each other
and invited them to visit, because they
had to leave in different directions, and
everyone exchanged kind parting words.
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The very preparation for the migration (the
order of dismantling the yurt, and packing
things) was accompanied by certain rituals
and songs. The nomadic journey from
winter quarters to summer quarters, usually
250-300 kilometres long, was presented as
along journey with short-term stops, during
which various games and fun events were
arranged. Especially festive was the time
when the nomads arrived at the summer
camps  (zhailau). Carefully observing
customs and rituals, people put up yurts.
A joyful atmosphere reigned everywhere:
it seemed that the very air of the spring
steppe was saturated with songs and jokes.
There was an exchange of dastarkhans
between the yurts, and the steppe dwellers
exchanged cheerful jokes. Having settled
down by tribal affiliation, people alternately
invited each other to visit [4].

Methodology

The extended research is based on
sociocultural historical and qualitative
methods: Kazakh national cultural traditions
are the continuity of the accumulated
experience of ancestors, which is necessary
for modern Kazakhs for a more efficient
life and allows them to make fewer
mistakes. Kazakh customs maintain an
invisible connection of epochs through the
preservation and transmission of the model
of social relations and spiritual qualities
of Kazakhs. However, Kazakh national
traditions are changing under the pressure
of modern technologies of life, and this is
an objective reality.

Traditional Values in the Kazakh
Nomadic Society

The nomadic lifestyle has left its imprint
on the spiritual world of the Kazakh steppe,
worldview, customs and traditions. Over
the long history of the development of
Kazakh culture, a rich spiritual heritage has
been formed. Like many nomadic peoples,
Kazakhs are characterized by the oral
transmission of information through myths,
legends, epics, and shezhire. The nomads
jealously guarded their cultural traditions
and practically prevented the influence of
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cultures of other ethnic groups, thereby
preserving the spiritual basis of the trait,
which we can observe nowadays.

The nomads’ life was conditioned
by difficult living conditions: human
adaptation to a harsh climate, changeability
of pastures, lack of water sources, threats
of enemy attacks, and care for livestock.
The difficulties of the nomadic lifestyle also
influenced the upbringing of the younger

generation.
The Kazakh family had a multi-level
structure, usually, people of several

generations lived together - grandparents,
fathers and mothers, unmarried uncles
and aunts, and children. The impact of the
elderly on the upbringing of the younger
generation in Kazakh society is great.
Traditions developed over centuries have
been passed down from generation to
generation.

The attitude to the child in the Kazakh
family is very reverent, and the firstborn got
a special position. It is a great joy, a holiday.
The Kazakh people, who paid special
attention to the upbringing of children, fully
preserved their traditions and customs. The
traditions and customs associated with the
child continue to be passed down from
generation to generation to this day. These
are suyunshi, naming, putting the baby in
the cradle, shildehana, cutting fetters/tusau
kesu, circumcision, saddling a horse, seeing
off, piercing a girl’s ears, etc. Many rituals
based on centuries-old experience and
ancient beliefs are associated with the birth
and upbringing of children. Shildehana
dasturi — toy (holiday), arranged at the
birth of a baby. During the day, friends and
relatives come with wishes; they say "kutty
bolsyn (congratulations) ". In the evening,
the audience has fun, sings songs, plays the
dombra, and treats themselves. Shildehana
is a holiday in honour of the newborn.
Tusau kesu is cutting the fetters. This
ritual is performed when the baby takes
the first steps. His legs are tied with a thin
colourful cord or rope woven from grass,
which is trusted to be cut by an energetic
person with many children. The ceremony
is accompanied by songs and wishes for
the child to stand firmly on his feet, and
confidently go through life. The ritual ends
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with the toy (a party) [5].

The next customs related to marriage:
Kuda tusu, syrga salu, and kuyryk bauyr
zhegizu are customs that have come down
to our days, have been preserved and
are widely spread. The Kazakh people are
famous for their hospitality. Kazakhs say
“Konak kelse, kut keledi” and have always
kept all the most delicious for the guests.
It was very important to meet and escort
the guest. In the family, almost everyone
was courted by a guest, who served him.
"Kudayy konak (respected guest)” is a
person who stops at any house on the
road. He is greeted with special honour, and
before leaving he is presented with a special
gift.

Wedding traditions in Kazakh society
are a huge series of rituals that begin with
matchmaking and do not end even after
the wedding night. Also, there are a lot of
unwritten rules and customs. And naturally,
one of the most important events in the life
of any Kazakh. In the past, early marriages
were often concluded when the girl was 13-
14 years old, and the young man was 14-15.
There were also unions concluded between
families even before the birth of future
spouses. Sometimes there were abductions
of the bride if her parents were against the
wedding.

Today in Kazakh society, some wedding
traditions have lost their force due to
changes in moral principles, as well as the
presence of criminal penalties, for example,
for kidnapping a bride. Other customs are
being revived from oblivion. But the so-
called "Adat” has always been observed
in society - a ban on marriage between
representatives of the same genus who
have a kinship relationship at least up to
the seventh generation. Therefore, many
Kazakhs know their ancestry up to the
seventh ancestor. The “Adat” also includes
the rule of age difference: the bride cannot
be older than the groom by more than 8
years, and the groom cannot be older than
the future spouse by more than 25 years.
A wedding is a great exciting event in a
human being’s life. It bestows the beginning
of family life and since the wedding ritual
has existed for a long ago, many interesting
rituals are associated with it.

So, now let’s look through the following
customs and wedding traditions of the past
time. Agreement between parents — "kyz
aittiru”. Parents started looking for a bride
for their sons long before adulthood. They
travelled to villages, got acquainted with
worthy families, and learned about the
heredity of girls. And if they found a suitable
girl, they expressed their desire to become
matchmakers to her parents. Sometimes,
there was an agreement between good
friends to matchmaking future children to
each other, and this was called "bel kuda”.
There were other types of agreement about
the future wedding. And there was also an
alternative in the form of "kyz koru”, where
a young man could choose his own future
wife, but this was allowed only to the sons
of very noble families, and famous heroes.

Matchmaking — “kuda tusu”- the process
was not easy, and it took place in several
stages. First, the first matchmaker, who was
called "zhaushi”, came to the girl's father
and offered to create an alliance. If he
received the consent of the bride’s father,
he gave a horse, and the girl's father, in turn,
put a festive shapan on the matchmaker.
The young man’s father and close relatives
are going to matchmake a girl. In the
case of obtaining consent, various rituals
and customs related to this tradition are
performed. Thus, the boy's father came to
the girl’s father, and the main matchmaking
took place “kuda tusu”, when the fathers of
the families met directly — they ate together
from the same dishes, and exchanged
various gifts. And also, at this stage, a kind
of wedding contract was already concluded.
In the end, there was a third visit of
matchmakers, which was called “bata ayak”,
where all the details of the future wedding
were discussed: date, amount of expenses,
dowry, and so on. And also, at the end of
the matchmaking, the groom's relatives
sent a "kalyn mal” - a gift in the form of
cattle or horses: for poor families, there was
a norm of 5-6 cows, and the rich could send
a herd of thousands of horses.

The first meeting is “kynamende”,
“uryn kelu” or "kyz kashar”- after all the
matchmaking rites, the future groom could
visit his future wife for the first time. To do
this, he had to send a gift “oli tiri" as a sign
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of respect for the bride's family, after which
he could come to the village where the girl
lived. According to custom, the groom came
in the evening when it got dark, allegedly
secretly, but the next day there was a
general youth fun with dancing and songs,
Young people got to know each other, and
the girl also gave her lover a handkerchief
as a sign of her purity.

Wedding at the bride’s house — “uzatu
toy”. On the appointed day, the so-called
"bride’s wedding” took place at the bride’s
house, where she said goodbye to her family.
Usually, at least 15-20 the groom'’s relatives
came, and the groom himself was dressed
in the best clothes so that everyone would
immediately know who he is. At this time,
the bride had a "saukele kigizu” ceremony,
when the bride's headdress “saukele” was
solemnly dressed on her. Everything was
being prepared for the departure of the
bride to a new family: the bride’s dowry was
shown, the wedding yurt was dismantled,
and all properties were collected. And there
were also many small accompanying rituals,
which were accompanied by the exchange
of gifts. On this day, the girl said goodbye to
her parents and relatives. Various equestrian
games were held in the village, choral
singing was arranged, etc. Here, before the
main wedding in the groom'’s house, the
first joint night of young people was held,
which was also accompanied by special
rituals. The next day, early in the morning,
along with the sunrise, the girl was sent with
a caravan of dowry to the groom’s house,
she sang a farewell song “Koshtasy Zhar”,
and the youth sang “Zhar-Zhar" in response.
During the departure, the girl was forbidden
to look back at her parents’ house.

Wedding at the groom’s house — "kelin
tusiru”. When the caravan with the bride
arrived in the village, she was left at some
distance from the groom’s house so that
she would be accompanied by local girls,
and everyone would see her. Along the
way, the bride was showered with “shashu”
- sweets, and coins. The threshold of the
house was supposed to be crossed with
the right foot, with a bow, so that her
“saukele” almost touched the ground. Then
the betashar ceremony was held when the
bride showed her face in front of all the
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guests. The groom'’s mother kissed her and
took off her veil. The veil was cut into many
rags, and a vessel for koumiss was tied with
them, which was the wish of having many
children. After that, a wedding feast was
arranged, at the end of which the groom’s
mother took off her “saukele”, and put on a
“kasaba” hat, which meant the transition to
the status of married women.

The day after the wedding, the wedding
ceremony “neke kiyu” was held in the
groom’s house. The bride and groom and
two witnesses came to the mosque and
sat down in front of a mullah holding a
bowl of water with coins at the bottom of
it. The mullah read a prayer, and the bride
and groom drank from the cup. This was
repeated three times. Then the witnesses
drank from the cup and took coins from
there. Thus, the bride and groom became
husband and wife [6].

At the end of all the main wedding
ceremonies, the young wife went to visit
all her husband’s relatives, carrying gifts
with her. There she was tested in every
possible way, checking her politeness and
upbringing. The young husband went to
his father-in-law’s house and also brought
various gifts. In addition, various rituals were
held, contributing to the rapid adaptation
of the girl to the new home. The girl could
visit her parents’ house only a year later.

Conclusion

Modern Kazakhstan is going through
a period of national modernization. The
process of national-cultural modernization
implies a change of cultural paradigm.
The revision of previous concepts and the
return of forgotten traditions and customs
are characteristic features of the cultural
life of modern Kazakhstan. If in the past all
wedding ceremonies lasted for 3 days (and
sometimes more), now all this fits in one day.
Some customs and rituals are sometimes
skipped. The girls' wedding dresses are
similar to the popular white dresses, but
the "saukele” remained the main attribute
of the bride. Today, the Kazakh wedding has
become similar to an ordinary European
wedding, but people are trying to preserve
the traditions of their ancestors.



Formation Stages of Festive Ritual Action in the Cultural Life of Kazakhstan

The traditions and customs of the Kazakh
people passed down from generation to
generation, are of great importance in
educational terms for future generations.
Our task is to promote these traditions and
customes, the rituals of our ancestors at our
own level, and, without losing meaning,
pass them on to future generations.

Historiographical Analysis of the Work «Taqwim Al-Buldan» by Abu Al-Fida
in the System of Philosophical Views Orientalists

Abstract. Ancient and medieval historical and geographical written monuments are valuable
sources for studying the geographical, toponymic, etymological, ethnopolitical history of various
territories. Geographical discoveries of medieval scientists and travelers based on specific materials
will make a new scientific contribution to the reconstruction of ideas about the area, but also
contribute to the study of the heritage of the Turkic peoples.

As part of the study of historiography, the works of Arab geographers and travelers occupy
a huge place among foreign sources related to various countries. And the studies of Western
orientalists of the new time have not lost their relevance to this day. This article is dedicated to
the book of the Syrian geographer, historian and politician Abu al-Fida' (1273-1331) «Taqwim
al-Buldan». The article provides a historiographical analysis of the accumulated knowledge of
historical science in order to identify important information, as well as conducting paradigmatic
links with sources of medieval time. The level of study of the topic shows new aspects of historical

reality that are necessary for further research.

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Creation and Creativity is an Imaginary Controversy or a Crisis of Goal-Setting?
Interdisciplinary Approach

Abstract. It is shown that the terms «creation» and «creativity», considered in English-
language literature most often as synonyms, have acquired different meanings in Russian-
language literature. We focus on their differences in goal setting. If the socio-cultural purpose of
creativity, and the personal-psychological conditions of the creative process require an appeal to
the supreme humanistic values, and goal-setting ensures a person’s creative productivity. And one
of the most common approaches to the concept of creativity is the «productive» approach, which
focuses mainly on the analysis of creative products, rather than procedural, and is associated with a
goal-setting crisis. The authors focus on the moral basis of the creative process and the antisocial,
aggressive nature of creativity: showing that mobbing and bullying are often the realization of
creative thinking in the deviant behavior of «quasi-creators».

Directions of Research of the Kazakhstan and Central Asian Philosophical Continuum:

Experience of Review of the Journal Materials “Adam Alemi

Abstract. The article is a review of scientific publications in Russian language posted on the
pages of the Kazakh philosophical and social-humanitarian journal “Adam Alemi” over the past
decade. The segment of the review was articles covering various philosophical problems related in
one way or another to the history and modernity of Kazakhstani and Central Asian philosophical
teachings and trends, which, according to the author, are an interconnected, inseparable scientific
education, a space that has been formed over the some centuries. The purpose of the review
was to identify possible existing patterns that determine the interest of domestic scientists in the
analyzed area of philosophical discourse. The study made it possible to identify a number of areas
that are most relevant for Russian philosophy, to systematize journal articles within the framework
of the topic of this review. The author did not aim to consistently introduce a critical component
into the analysis and relied mainly on the method of content analysis and partly on statistical
analysis. The limitations of the materials of only one journal and articles only in Russian are caused

by a significant amount of information on the subject of the review chosen by the author.

The most powerful economies in the
world, particularly the G7 countries, have
long been interested in Central Asia due to
its advantageous geopolitical location and
abundance of natural resources.

Foreign
policy planning and implementation
may frequently disregard ethical and
philosophical  considerations. However,
these elements play a crucial role in
determining the course of policy and its
wider repercussions. Understanding the
philosophical tenets — which form the
foundation of any sound foreign policy —is
essential to understanding the motivations
and objectives of G7 policy [1]. The G7
countries’ approaches to numerous issues
are also heavily influenced by ethical
considerations, which find a balance
between national interests and international
duties. Even while ethical and philosophical
considerations frequently fall to the
wayside in favour of economic and political
considerations, doing so risks giving foreign
policy fundamental knowledge [2, p. 10].
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The G7's aims and policies in Central Asia
can be understood more thoroughly
by bringing these aspects to light. The
economic, political, and security facets of
the G7's connection with Central Asia have
already been the subject of many studies.

However, research that explores the
ethical factors and philosophical principles
guiding these policies needs to be more
noticed. This deficiency necessitates a more
nuanced comprehension of the G7’s foreign
and strategic policies, focusing on their moral
and philosophical underpinnings. This article
aims to close this gap by focusing on moral
issues, philosophical ideas, their effects, and
how they relate to the G7's Central Asian
policies. This new approach will offer a
thorough and perceptive viewpoint, enabling
academics, decision-makers, and spectators
to comprehend the variables influencing
this crucial geopolitical interaction fully.
This essay is divided into several connected
sections that improve our comprehension
of the moral and philosophical effects of
the G7's interactions with Central Asia. It
begins with a critical assessment of the
prior literature. Then it emphasizes the
research gaps that still need to be filled
while highlighting the importance of having
an understanding that incorporates ethical
and philosophical considerations. The
article then analyzes the intellectual and
ethical components of the G7's policies
towards Central Asia. The conclusions
are summarised in the last section, which
summarizes the G7 interactions’ ethical
and philosophical aspects and analyses the
implications for upcoming research and
policy-making. This strategy guarantees
a thorough, nuanced investigation of the
ethical and philosophical considerations
behind the G7's policies towards Central
Asia, making a substantial contribution to
the larger scholarly conversation.

We assimilated
perspectives from diverse disciplines,
including international relations, political
science, philosophy, and ethics, ensuring
an all-encompassing comprehension of
the complexities inherent in G7's policies
towards Central Asia.

Two key themes emerged from our
thorough review. First, Central Asia's
strategic relevance, marked by its abundant
natural resources and role as a connector
between East and West, emerged as a
significant factor. The G7's interest in this
region, primarily driven by its geostrategic
importance and prospective economic
benefits, was also evident. Second, while
the economic, political, and security
aspects of G7's engagement with Central
Asia have been extensively explored, the
ethical and philosophical dimensions still
need to be addressed.

This process aimed to identify
explicitand implicit ethical and philosophical
values, principles, and considerations.

In the third stage, we used a case study
analysis approach to investigate specific
instances where the G7's ethical and
philosophical positionsinfluenced their policies
towards Central Asia. Cases were carefully
chosen based on relevance, significance, and
the richness of available information. Each
case was meticulously analyzed to understand
the ethical considerations and philosophical
principles involved and their influence on
policy outcomes.

Our data, accumulated through literature
review, content analysis, and case study
analysis, underwent a rigorous examination.

Our study tries to clarify
the moral and intellectual principles that
guide the G7’s interaction with Central Asia.
By concentrating on these areas, we intend
to offer a more comprehensive and nuanced
view of international relations and policy-
making. In this sense, «ethical» refers explicitly
to the guiding moral principles that guide
policy decisions. In contrast, «philosophical»
refers to the theoretical foundations
influencing their worldview and method of
approaching policy-making [4]. The goal is to
close a critical gap in current scholarship and
spark additional conversations.

The moral tenets that guide the G7's
policies towards Central Asia are organized
into a complicated matrix of commitments
and values. Beyond purely economic, political,
and strategic considerations, these principles
subtly direct complex policy choices.

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Several fundamental ethical values
guide the G7's engagement with Central
Asia, briefly summarised in this table, and
how those principles are reflected in policy
choices. The G7 affirms its respect for
Central Asian nations’ independence and
territorial integrity by emphasizing the need
to maintain national sovereignty and refrain
from meddling [5]. In addition, the G7
actively promotes democratic government
and human rights through various capacity-
building, aid, and diplomatic activities [6].
The G7 also emphasizes the importance
of supporting sustainable development,
intending to balance social inclusion,
environmental preservation, and economic
growth [7]. The G7 actively promotes fair
trade and investment, advocating open
business practices, the eradication of
corruption, and the equitable sharing of
economic advantages, in keeping with
their commitment to moral behavior [8].

The G7's pursuit of regional stability is
ultimately reflected in its diplomatic and
multilateral  efforts, demonstrating its
unshakable commitment to upholding
peace and security [9]. This table offers a
clear and succinct summary of the moral
values that serve as the cornerstone of the
G7's Central Asian policies. However, it is
essential to realize that this representation
is simplified and that many other elements
and considerations impact the actual policy-
making and implementation processes.

We highlight the four central
philosophical tenets of liberalism, realism,
constructivism, and  cosmopolitanism
while analyzing the G7's interaction with
prominent Asia. These principles are the
cornerstone of the G7's strategy, but they
also add complexity because of their
different objectives and potential for conflict.
Their distinctive policy manifestations are
summarised in the second table below.

It would
also be instructive to include a comparison
with other important players, such as China
or Russia. Last, a thorough evaluation of
the G7's strategy's accomplishments and
failings in the context of these philosophical
principles will emphasize their contribution

to creating successful policies in Central
Asia.

Despite
the complex geopolitical circumstances,
this case serves as a reminder of the G7's
dedication to defending human rights and
individual liberties. However, critics have
emphasized that to secure lasting changes
that respect the nation’s social and cultural
fabricc, and complementary measures
should accompany such interventions. The
Kazakh government pledged to review this
legislation in response to the G7's position.
The G7's influence in this matter emphasizes
the centrality of ethical and philosophical
issues in foreign policy design, even though
it is too soon to gauge the full impact of
this commitment. However, skeptics argue
that to ensure successful execution, such
agreements should be watched for concrete
activities. These criticisms add important
context to our understanding of the G7's
position and approach to policy initiatives
in Central Asia, highlighting the need for
further research and discussion.

Despite having a shared platform, the
individual G7 nations frequently interpret
and apply ethical and philosophical
principles differently because of their
distinct historical, cultural, and political
environments. These disparities, their
causes, and their ramifications will all be
covered in this section.

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On the Issue of the Kazakh Model of Transit

Abstract. This article examines the Kazakh model of transit. An attempt is made to characterize
January 2022 events (protests and violence) in Kazakhstan. According to the author, the protest
movement, along with the coup attempt, was based on deep social problems that were ignored
for many years. There is no doubt that social movements were the result of a communicative crisis
that went deeper as a consequence of the political transition that had begun. The major reason
for the crisis communication between the authorities and society is connected with the existing
clientelism. It was clientelism and its inability to adequately respond to the new demands of society
that led to the demoralization of the entire state administrative apparatus. An attempt, under the
conditions of the patron-client relations, to ensure the legislative consolidation of institutions for
the transit of power was not successful. The author sees the reason for the failure in the absence of
full-fledged institutions that have not been formed and naturally have not been entrenched in the
political consciousness. The absence of a political tradition, non-participation of the population
in the decision-making process led to the fact that the legislative novels that fixed the transit
of power were canceled overnight without public objection. The author links the trajectory of
successful political reforms with the existing staffing problem.

Abstract. The outstanding work of the Turkic thinker Yusuf Balasaguni “Kutadgu Bilig” (“The Wisdom
of Royal Glory”), written in the era of the Karakhanids (840-1212) in Central Asia, played a significant
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role in the formation and development of Turkic-Islamic philosophy during the period of significant
political and spiritual changes in history Turkic people. In his work, Yusuf Balasaguni expressed many
progressive ideas about the ideal forms of social and political order, a fair society, and the norm of
behavior for the political leader. In this regard, the article discusses the political and philosophical
aspects of the work «Kutadgu Bilig» and Yusuf Balasaguni’s thoughts on political leadership. At the
same time, in order to reveal the topic, the authors determine the socio-cultural prerequisites for the
formation of Yusuf Balasaguni's thoughts on political leadership and analyze the ideas and thoughts
about the concept of political leadership from the point of view of objective views.

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ABSTRACT

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Classical and Modern Theories of the Integration of Migrants in the Host Country

Introduction

Migration is a modern challenge
escalating in host countries. The reason
is that, according to the latest data, more
than 280 million people live outside of their
homeland [1]. The history of migration
dates back thousands of years, when people
left their native lands in search of a better
future or a safer life. In the 20th century, the
scale of migration went beyond the regions
and diversified globally. In the modern
world, migrants travel for various reasons.
As western scholars Stephen Castles and
Mark J. Miller note, the migration of people
is often not associated with economic
reasons, but in fact the motives of migrants
are complex and multifaceted and are often
associated with family or social ties [2]. As
a result, a host country faces problems to
solve quickly and effectively. One of them is
the integration problem for migrants.

Methodology

The following methods were used to
write the article:

- Literature review. This method involves
reviewing pre-existing studies and articles
related to migration theories in order to
capture the most important and relevant
ideas and concepts in the field.

- Historical method. This method was
used to study the history of migration
processes and their development, from
their beginning to the present day, and
to compare different stages in the context
of world history and the development of
social systems and economies.

- Comparative method. This method
helped to compare theories of integration
of migrants and relevance of the topic today.

Main part
Theoretical approaches to study
integration of migrants in the host
country
Integration of migrants in the host
country is the process of interaction and

adaptation of immigrants to the new
environment. Today, in light of the growing
migration wave and the strengthening of
cultural differences between people, the
process of integration is an issue in the
receiving host country. In this article, we
will look at mainstream theories of migrant
integration.

The scientific definition of migration
was formed by the British cartographer and
geographer E. Ravenstein. The scientist,
studying the history of the migration
of mankind, identified certain “laws of
migration”:

1. There is a redistribution of the
population between the territories.

2. Territories differ mainly in their
economic characteristics.

3. Most migrants move short distances.

4. Migration occurs in steps.

5. Each migration flow corresponds to
a reverse flow.

6. Long-distance migrants migrate to
major centers of industry and trade.

7. Residents of cities are less mobile
than residents of rural areas.

8. Women are more mobile than men
when moving within the country, and
men are more mobile than women when
moving over long distances.

9. Big cities are growing mainly due to
migration.

10. The volume of migration increases
with the development of industry, trade,
and transport.

11. The main reasons for migration are
economic [3]. These basic characteristics of
migration processes had a huge impact on
subsequent work in the field of modeling
the theory of this phenomenon.

His follower, the American sociologist E.
Lee, developed the attracting and repelling
factors of migration [4]. As a negative factor,
he noted unemployment, low income, high
taxes, poverty, discrimination, restrictions
on freedom of conscience and religion, wars,
adverse natural and climatic conditions, etc.
Positive factors can include a high level of
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economic development, higher incomes,
security, the opportunity to gain access to
the labor market, and others.

The process of globalization and the
development of the world labor market
have changed the trends in migration. This
process was considered in more detail by
M. Piore in his theory of a segmented labor
market [5]. In his opinion, the migration
of people is more closely connected to
attractive economic factors where people
can find work with decent wages.

The theory about generational
assimilation of migrants was considered
by H. Duncan [6]. In his opinion, the
process of assimilation occurs gradually
from generation to generation. That is,
the first generation that moves to another
country cannot assimilate; they only carry
out economic penetration. The second
generation, which is already growing up
in a new society and accepting its values
and traditions, carries out emotional and
psychological penetration. But the second
generation still retains the culture of
the first generation. It turns out that the
process of assimilation is not complete.
And only the third generation of migrants
fully assimilates into the host country. But
this theory has been criticized, and other
versions of the assimilation model have
been proposed.

The assimilation model assumes the
complete adaptation of migrants to a new
culture and the rejection of their own.
According to this model, migrants should
learn the language and culture of the
country they arrive in and fully integrate
into society. The main goal of this model is
to create a unified society where everyone
speaks the same language and shares
common values. Another theory of migrant
assimilation was proposed by the American
sociologist Robert Pack [7]. In his opinion,
there are four stages of assimilation:
contact, acquaintance, and At this stage,
only newly arrived migrants get acquainted
with the country. The next stage is a conflict
or rivalry in which migrants, after a culture
shock, try to change something or show
dissatisfaction. Stage 3 is associated with
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accommodation; that is, the migrant is
trying to adapt to local rules and customs.
And the last stage is assimilation, where
migrants fully accept the new living
conditions and integrate into society. The
American sociologist M. Gordon, based on
the theory of R. Park, identified seven types
of assimilation:

1. Acculturation - new arrivals adopt
the language, dress and daily customs of
the new culture;

2. Structural assimilation - large-
scale entry into narrow circles, clubs and
institutions of the host community;

3. Marriage assimilation - widespread
mixed marriages;

4. |dentification assimilation - the
minority feels connected to the majority;

5. Value assimilation - the absence of
prejudices;

6. Behavioral
discrimination;

7. Civic assimilation - the absence of conflict
between the internal ideas of the individual
and the values of the host country [8].

Scientists of those times believed that
assimilation was the only way to integrate
migrants into a new society. But over time,
this theory has been criticized. In particular,
it is important to note the work of N. Glaser
and D. Moynihan, who believe that ethnic
differences continue to play an important
role and that the "melting pot” policy is
completely wrong [9]. After this work,
other theories began to develop, such as
multiculturalism,  transnationalism, and
others.

But the theory of assimilation has not lost
its relevance. In the early 2000s, researchers
R. Alba and V. Nee proposed to revise this
theory and supplement it with new trends
in modern migration [10]. In their opinion,
migrants, adapting to the culture of the
host country, also have a certain influence,
and there is a convergence of cultures. The
process of assimilation is an inevitable way
of incorporating the individual into the host
society.

On the contrary, the model of
multiculturalism assumes the preservation
of the cultural characteristics of migrants

assimilation - no
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while ensuring equality and respect for
cultural differences. This model is based
on the idea that everyone has a right to
their own culture and traditions and that
the state should protect these rights.
According to this model, migrants should
not adapt to a new culture; on the contrary,
society should adapt to migrants.

This model of integration appeared after
the Second World War and the Holocaust. In
the 1980s, the leading countries in Europe
began to develop liberal nationalism. This
ideology lies in nationalist positions on
issues of migration and citizenship. There are
three main principles of liberal nationalism:
the principle of self-determination, the
principle of complete freedom of trade,
and the principle of freedom of migration.
And countries that accept migrants do not
perceive it as a problem that minorities are
not assimilated and the society is ethnically
inhomogeneous. On the contrary, they
recognize ethnic minorities and support the
development of their language and culture
[11].

According to the position in the
multicultural model of integration of
migrants, there is a concept that integration
is a long process, sometimes taking more
than one generation. Therefore, immigrants
need to actively learn the given conditions so
that they can easily move from one identity
structure to another. It is believed that under
multiculturalism, obtaining citizenship and
legalizing the status of immigrants help
prevent the formation of enclaves and
accelerate the integration of immigrants
into a new society. In general, the model of
multiculturalism was previously considered
the “golden mean”, where immigrants can
adapt to the norms and values of the country
of entry while maintaining their culture and
traditions.

The idea of multiculturalism has been
very popular in Europe since the 1980s. In
Canada, multiculturalism has been declared
the official policy of the state. But in recent
years, the concept of multiculturalism
has been criticized. This was especially
noticeable after the 2001 terrorist attack
in New York, since in Europe and America,

Muslims are numerous among migrants.
After that, a wave of Islamophobia passed
through many cities. A particularly striking
example was the book published in 2010
by the Berlin senator T. Sarrazin about the
dangers of the growing Muslim population
in Germany [12]. The book became popular
among the population of the country
despite the fact that Sarrazin was accused
of incompetence, populism, right-wing
radicalism, and even Nazism in numerous
reviews, debates, and public discussions.
But after this incident, Chancellor A. Merkel
said that the policy of multiculturalism had
failed in the country.

Theory of transnationalism. This
modern theory is associated with
multiculturalism and is, as it were, its
continuation with its own characteristics.
For the first time, the postulates of
the theory of transnationalism were
formulated by researchers represented
by N. Glick Schiller, K. Szanton Blanc, and
L. Basch in the early 1990s [13]. They
criticized  classical migration  studies,
according to which communities were
required to adapt or assimilate into the
local culture. Instead, they proposed the
term “transmigrants,” which create social
fields that cross geographic, cultural,
and political boundaries. Since migrants
integrate into the host society and at
the same time try to maintain ties, build
institutions, manage transactions, and
influence local and national events in the
countries from which they emigrated.

The concept of transnationalism implied
a rejection of the understanding of migration
as a one-way process. Thus, transnationalism
actually connected the sending and receiving
communities because, even after leaving,
transmigrants maintained contact with their
homeland in one way or another. Therefore,
according to the theory of transnationalism,
a migrant can have two or more identities in
several societies.

Segregation model. The segregation
model involves the separation of migrants
and local residents into different areas
and groups. This model is based on the
idea that migrants cannot adapt to a new
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environment, so the best solution is to
divide them into groups. However, this
model often leads to conflicts and negative
consequences for migrants, who are often
the target of discrimination.

At the state level, there are three levels
of segregation:

* microsegregation - the segregation
of public places, such as the existence of
separate toilets, railroad cars for “whites”
and African Americans in the US until the
1960s;

* mesosegregation - segregation of
the white population and other racial and
ethnic groups in urban areas;

* macrosegregation - segregation of
peoples in specific territories.

In general, the segregation model
cannot be considered successful, since the
lack of rights, isolation among migrants led
to a wave of conflicts and disagreements.

Problems Faced by Migrants
in the New Society

The first task of migrants in a new country
is to adapt and integrate into the new society.
But there are certain difficulties that prevent
migrants from feeling “at home”.

The first problem is the language
barrier. This problem creates difficulties
in communicating with people, finding
information, and working. The only way out
is through language courses, which require
time, effort, and money. In addition, each
person learns a language at a different
pace. In many countries, including
Kazakhstan, there are various government
programs that finance and organize free
language courses for migrants.

The next problem that migrants face
in a new place is cultural differences.
Each country has its own traditions and
customs, which may differ from those
of a migrant. This can cause a feeling of
misunderstanding and dissatisfaction. This
problem is more difficult than the language
barrier, and, accordingly, getting used to a
new culture will take much longer.

It is also important to note the problem
of social isolation. A migrant does not
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always have acquaintances or relatives in
a new country. And the previous problems
just complicate the opportunity to make
new friends and acquaintances. Therefore,
migrants try to look for “their own” and,
first of all, seek support among them. Thus,
there is a risk of the formation of ethnic
enclaves. This situation raises concerns that
closed communities are being formed with
a low level of civic identity, which makes it
difficult for migrants to integrate, which can
lead to social tension and even conflicts,
both intraethnic and interethnic. Relations
between the inhabitants of such areas and
local residents are very wary and often
hostile. Literally, an insignificant reason is
enough for an outburst of irritation [14]. In
Kazakhstan, there is also such a problem
when, under the state program, repatriates
are settled in one area. A striking example is
the village of Shygys in the East Kazakhstan
region, Sergeevka in the North Kazakhstan
region, the city of Esik in the Almaty region,
and Zhanaozen in the Mangistau region.
Migrants may face another problem on
the part of local residents: rejection or open
discrimination. Although almost all countries
have laws against discrimination based on
race, nationality, or religion, even repatriates
returning to their historical homeland may
face discrimination. A study conducted in
2017 by the K. Adenaur Foundation showed
that the attitude towards oral men in society
is sometimes negative [15]. The authors
note several reasons. The main problem
is the language barrier. The Kandas speak
mainly Kazakh, and many of the indigenous
population, especially in the cities and in
the north of the country, do not understand
them. Therefore, relations between the local
population and the Kandas remain tense.
This situation hinders their integration into
society and generates discontent on both
sides. For example, among local residents,
one can sometimes find the opinion that
oralmans are “freeloaders” who came to the
country only for the sake of social payments
[16]. The integration of migrants is a complex
process that requires efforts on the part of
society and migrants. It is necessary to create
conditions for the adaptation and integration
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of migrants so that they can become full-
fledged members of society. This will achieve
harmony and respect between different
cultures and nationalities.

Conclusion

Thus, the theory of migration is a
complex science that studies the causes
and consequences of population migration.
The theory of migration includes many
approaches and methods from different
scientific disciplines, such as economics,
sociology, geography, and demography.

Important factors influencing migration
are economic, social, political, and
cultural. The attractiveness of the place of
residence, the availability of opportunities
for a better life, the establishment of new
social ties—all this plays a significant role
in the decision to migrate.

Understanding the theory of migration
is essential for the development of public
policies focused on the management of
migration flows. In addition, knowledge
of the theory of migration helps to better
understand the life experiences of migrants
and increase their social integration.

In general, migration theory is a key tool for
studying and managing migration processes
at the global level. Its understanding helps
formulate beneficial policies, increases the
effectiveness of the social and economic
integration of migrants in their countries of
destination, and, ultimately, contributes to the
progress and prosperity of society as a whole.

Since the 20th century, scientists have
studied the process of migration and
developed the basic laws of migration. For
many years, the theory of migrant assimilation
was considered the only and main approach
to the integration of migrants. But after the
Second World War, a migration flow began
in Europe that was different from that in the
United States. Therefore, European countries
began to develop their own theories of
migrant integration, such as multiculturalism
and transnationalism. Despite the fact that
all the proposed theories have shortcomings
and are criticized, they remain relevant to
this day.

In conclusion, modern theories of
migrant integration suggest different
approachestothe adaptation ofimmigrants
to a new environment. However, it is
important to understand that each case
is different, and the choice of integration
model should be made according to the
specific situation. In any case, the main
goal should be the creation of a society
where everyone has the right to their own
cultural traditions and equal opportunities.

Abstract. In the history of Islam, the "qari” schools have played a big role in studying the
Quran, understanding it correctly, receiving hugms from it and bringing the contents of the Quran
to other regions. The Qari are the integral basis of the teachings of the Quran, methodological
techniques and rules of reading and memorization. Qari, who own the Quran, are revered as
carriers of high culture, increasing knowledge and cognition of the Quran. After all, in the Islamic
world, knowledge, the teaching of the Quran, which became the beginning of science, enlightens
a person’s mind, improves his behavior, calms his heart and elevates his spirit. On the basis of
Islamic knowledge, it is relevant to study the history of the formation and development of moral
schools, characterized by a number of different spheres of knowledge, upbringing and education,
endowing with deep spiritual qualities. Because respect for caricature, for knowledge in Islam as
a whole (the first verse of the Quran received was “read”) pushed scientists to study the social,
biological and spiritual aspects of a person and led to the desire to form a humanistically mature
personality - a "perfect person”. It is natural that the technology of implementing humanistic
education in combination with the rhythm of human development is always in the process of being
studied.

ABSTRACT

Religious institutions play an active role in a variety of public ac-
tivities, including state affairs, in modern times. Religious leaders
in particular engage in global affairs, making them key players in
intercultural communication and public diplomacy.

This article explores the activities of the Orthodox Church in Ka-
zakhstan through the lens of «soft power». It presents contem-
porary discourses on the actors, foundations, and possibilities
of «soft power» as an alternative to traditional diplomacy. It is
worth noting that there is debate about which countries, ideolo-
gies, and cultures possess the potential for «soft power».

The article analyzes the narratives and messages of the Orthodox
Church in Kazakhstan as tools of «soft power», influenced by
the general attitudes of Russian foreign policy. Additionally,
it examines the resource potential of the Orthodox Church in
Kazakhstan, which is realized through network organization and
multi-vector activity. However, despite its significant resource
potential, the effectiveness of Orthodox «soft power» in
Kazakhstan also depends on other geopolitical factors.

Overall, this topic is relevant because the concept of «soft power»
is viewed as a peaceful mechanism for maintaining interstate
relations, as well as promoting multiconfessional diversity
and intercivilizational dialogue. This study’s significance lies in
the fact that modern-day partnerships extend beyond mere
cooperation, and countries must create an attractive «image».
The article concludes that the Orthodox Church possesses
several resources and «soft power» potential.

Introduction a rejection of traditional, «<hard» concepts of
influence and a diversification of traditional
In the 20th century, international diplomatic methods. It emphasizes the

relations underwent significant changes due
to the strengthening role of international
institutions,  globalization, polarization
between countries and civilizations, and
other challenges. It became clear that new
actors, beyond traditional states, were
involved in international relations. This
realization led to the development of the
concept of «soft power» or «<smart power»
in the theory and practice of international
relations, as a way to influence public
opinion over the long term.

The concept of «soft power» emerged as
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communicative management of an object’s
development  through  predominantly
latent, «environmental» forms of influence.

Some researchers believe that countries
with illiberal ideologies and priorities, like
Russia, possess «soft power». Keating and
Kaczmarska arguethatRussia's «<softimpact»
is grouped around moral conservatism,
illiberal governance, and strong leadership
[1, p. 26]. Laruelle suggests that Russia has
a «soft power» niche strategy [2, p. 13].
However, the potential for «soft impact»
remains a debatable topic.



The collapse of the Soviet Union led to
the emergence of new centers of gravity
in the post-Soviet political space, such as
China, the US, the European Union, the
Islamic world, and Turkey. For Russia, this
posed a challenge, as it had considered most
of the former Soviet republics as a zone of
leadership influence for several centuries.
Therefore, Russia is seeking new formats of
cooperation with these countries, including
through «soft influence» with a focus on
economic integration, regional security,
and shared cultural, historical, and religious
similarities.

In 2013, the Concept of the Foreign
Policy of the Russian Federation (RF) was
developed, which highlighted the relevance
of developing «soft power» as an integral
part of modern international politics based
on the capabilities of civil society [3].

Methodology

As the theoretical framework for this
study, the analysis drew on the works of
J. Nye, the founder of the theory of «soft
power» who conceptualized the discourse
of «soft influence» as well as other notable
researchers in this field. The construct of
«soft power» aims to change the internal
codes and archetypes of the object of
influencein alatent manner, thereby creating
new patterns of international relations by
forming the expected motivations and
behavioral styles of the object according
to the subject’s influence. As a result, the
analysis of the use of religion as a tool of
«soft power» was based on the principle
of constructivism, in which «soft power»
functions as discursive power, creating a
new social reality.

To determine trends in the development
of Christianity, this study analyzed statistical
data on the dynamics of Christian religious
associations in Kazakhstan since 1991. In
addition, it utilized open sources from the
Orthodox Church in Kazakhstan (OCK), and
field research was conducted in the form
of conversations with the clergy of the
Orthodox Church of Kazakhstan. In addition
to comparative methods, this article used
traditional interpretive analysis, historical
description, generalizing methods, and
scientific research methods.

«Soft Power» of Eastern Orthodoxy in Kazakhstan

Main part

The «soft power» or «smart power»
have been one of the most discussed
topics by academic and political-diplomatic
communities. As a discourse and instrument
of international relations, «soft power» was
introduced into the political lexicon in the
1980s by J. Nye, who primarily meant by this
term «soft authority» or «soft rule».

According to J. Nye, «soft power» acts
as the ability to captivate and attract other
states to one’s side, «achieving support for
one's own agenda in international relations
by demonstrating cultural and moral values,
the attractiveness of the political course and
the effectiveness of the country’s political
institutions». According to the researcher,
«soft power» is associated with intangible
resources of power, such as culture, ideology,
language, various institutions [4, p. 156],
and is formed due to their attractiveness
among the population of other countries.

The Russian researcher Shtyrkov S.
defined the concept of «soft power» as
«a specific information policy that affects
public mindset», or in other words, «the
use of strong images for a kind of indirect
influence on the social imagination» [5].

There are various interpretations of «soft
power» discourse. The American discourse
is dominated by the understanding this
term as «soft power», while the European
Union prefers the translation of the term as
«gathered, coordinated power», China as
«wise power» [6, p. 89-91].

Defining the role and significance of
«soft power», Yan Xuetong, head of the
Institute of International Affairs of Tsinghua
University, notes that the country’s complex
power combines «hard» and «soft power»
not as a sum, but as a product of two
components. Accordingly, the loss of either
«soft» or «hard power» reduces the total
national power to zero [7]. This position
corresponds to J. Nye's approach that one
force cannot work without the other.

Thus, «soft power», in the understanding
of a number of researchers, is a relevant
tool of modern international relations and
unlike traditional diplomacy, uses other
mechanisms and other actors. Its absence
would affect the outwardly political actions
of classical diplomacy and leads to no
significant results.
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In the Concept of Russian Foreign
Policy, «soft power» is presented as
a comprehensive toolkit for solving
foreign policy problems based on the
capabilities of civil society, information and
communication, humanitarian and other
methods and technologies alternative to
classical diplomacy [3, p. 9].

According to Keating and Kaczmarska
Russia’s «soft power» resources are grouped
around an illiberal ideology. Researchers
have identified several key elements of
Russia’s cultural attractiveness and soft
power potential: the Russian language,
Russia’s ties to existing Russian diasporas,
and the Eastern Orthodox religion. The
core values of soft power, according to

researchers, are moral conservatism,
illiberal governance, and strong leadership
[1, p. 3-14].

The  French  researcher Laruelle

developed the concept of «niche» soft
power, narrowly targeted at certain
audiences based on the culture, history and
current status of the country. According to
Laruelle, Russia’s efforts are aimed more at
maintaining its influence in a potentially
already pro-Russian space - either because
of its historical and cultural characteristics,
or because of its inherently anti-liberal
orientation - rather than to fully win hearts
and minds.

The first niche is based on Russian
history and culture and is focused on
Russian minorities abroad based on the
idea of common belonging to the «Russian
world». The second level of the first niche
is manifested in the cultivation of fraternal
religious feelings in order to influence
countries and communities that profess
Eastern Orthodoxy. Thus, according to the
researcher, the preservation of Russian
minorities abroad who profess Orthodoxy
creates the basis for «soft influence».

The ideological core of «soft power»,
around which various resources are
consolidated, is conservatism: «moral
issues and the so-called traditional family,
the concept of «sovereignism» and the
model of illiberal governance form the
central components of the microtargeting
strategy used by Russia» [6, p. 29-31].
In this regard, the role of Orthodoxy as a
retransmitter of traditional, conservative
values is especially significant, articulating
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two levels of consolidation: «Russian World»
and «Orthodox Solidarity». Interestingly,
the organizational structure of the Russian
Orthodox Church (ROC) also reproduces
the illiberal authoritarian model of Russian
power.

Thus, according to the researchers,
the ROC, taken as the focus of the
representation of the ideas of conservatism
and traditionalism, can be considered as a
resource of the «soft power» of the Russian
state where the Orthodox religion retains its
position.

Foundations and Discourses of «Soft
Power» of Orthodoxy in Kazakhstan

There are 3,478,287 Russians in
Kazakhstan (2021) who are potentially
affiliated with Orthodoxy, representing
18.42% of the population of Kazakhstan [8].
Belarusians, Moldovans also traditionally
identify themselves with Orthodoxy.

According to the Constitution of the
Republic of Kazakhstan (the RK), the Russian
language in state organizations and local
governments is used on a par with the state
language [9].

Adopted in 2011, the Law of the Republic
of Kazakhstan «On Religious Associations
and Religious Activities» declares Islam of
the Hanafi madhhab and Eastern Orthodoxy
to be the two pillars on which the spirituality
of Kazakh society is based (Preamble to the
Law), the historical role of Orthodoxy in the
development of culture and the spiritual
life of the people is affirmed [10]. Thus, the
Orthodox Church of Kazakhstan (another
name is the Kazakh Metropolitan District)
is placed on the same level with traditional
Islam, which gives it the opportunity to
legitimately pursue a policy of «spiritual
education» of citizens.

In modern Kazakhstan, Orthodoxy is
the second largest confession in terms of
the number of believers and the number of
religious associations, after Islam. Thus, the
majority of Christians in Kazakhstan profess
the Russian Orthodox faith. T. Helm's report
«On freedom of religion in Kazakhstan» for
2020, indicates that 33% of the population
are Orthodox Christians [11, p. 12]. From
the historical stand point, this is explained
by the Russian colonial policy.

Although Nestorian Christianity



penetrated the territory of Kazakhstan in
the 4th-5th centuries, Orthodoxy of the
Russian tradition was actively spreading
to the territory of Kazakhstan in the
second half of the 19th century. In 1871,
the Turkestan diocese was formed, which
covered the territory on which today
Kazakhstan, Uzbekistan, Kyrgyzstan,
Tajikistan and Turkmenistan are located.
Its spiritual and administrative center was
the city of Verny (Almaty, Kazakhstan). By
the beginning of the 20th century, 391,000
Orthodox Christians lived on the territory
of the Turkestan diocese and 301 churches
operated [12].

During the Soviet period, Kazakhstan
once again becomes the territory of
Orthodox expansion, since it became a
place of exile for the Orthodox clergy and
believers. After the thaw in relation to religion
by the Soviet authorities in 1943, Orthodoxy
received significant opportunities for activity
in Kazakhstan. In 1945, two dioceses were
singled out from the Turkestan diocese
by the decision of the Holy Synod of the
Russian Orthodox Church - Alma-Ata and
Kazakhstani, Tashkent and Central Asian
ones. Thus, the territory of Kazakhstan
began to be governed by one diocese. By
1956, there were 55 parishes of the Russian
Orthodox Church in Kazakhstan [13].

The Russian Orthodox Church broadly
interprets the concept of «external»
activity. Thus, commenting on the name
of the Department for External Church
Relations  (DECR),  Archbishop  Kirill
(later - Metropolitan, now — Patriarch of
Moscow and All Russia), in particular,
noted: «When we call the DECR a foreign
department, we distort the meaning. What
is «external» in relation to the Church? This
is not what is separated from the Church by
state borders, but what is separated by
church borders» [2, p. 142]. This is the
advantage of religious actors: ecclesiastical
(confessional) boundaries are prioritized,
not national ones.

Thus, the historical, legislative,
demographic and other factors listed above
create a space for the ontologization of the
narratives of the Russian Orthodox Church
on the land of Kazakhstan.

In the concept of «soft power» of
Orthodoxy in Kazakhstan, several consistent
discourses of the ROC can be distinguished:

«Soft Power» of Eastern Orthodoxy in Kazakhstan

- Russian Orthodox Church
positions itself as a traditional subject of
paradiplomatic activity continuing the
policy of the Russian state in the outside
world [14, p. 148].

— Broadcasting the ideology of the ROC
as a space for the protection of traditional
values, the settings of which should become
a unifying factor in the consolidation of
the post-Soviet republics around Russian
politics and their «prevention from closer
ties with the West» [15].

— Rooting the image of Orthodoxy as
a traditional religion for Kazakhstan and
the formation of the Orthodox image of
Christianity in Kazakhstan.

— Rooting positions on the fraternal
community of Russia and Kazakhstan. In
this context, the leaders of the OCK are
pursuing an active policy of cooperation
with the political, economic, cultural
elite of Kazakhstan, discussing issues of
strengthening fraternal relations between
states, and participating in political and
public events.

— The OCK positions itself as a zone
of interfaith harmony and dialogue. As
Bezborodov notes, in the modern world
«the moral strengthening of the authority
of religious organizations is presented as
a significant element in countering and
preventing international terrorism» [16, p. 5].

Features of the Activities of the OCK

The activity of the OCK in Kazakhstan
has more focused messages that are aimed
at reference groups (the Slavic population
of Kazakhstan):

— Considering that in the modern world
religion has become one of the main
elements of «identity politics» [17, p. 31],
Orthodoxy acts as a social force integrating
the Russian population. It is no coincidence
that Patriarch Alexy Il of Moscow and All
Russia, in connection with the visit of John
Paul Il to Kazakhstan in 2001, recalled that
«Kazakhstan, like most other republics of
the former USSR, is the canonical territory
of the Moscow Patriarchate» [18]. In
October 2021, Patriarch Kirill, at the 7th
World Congress of Russian Compatriots
Living Abroad, also noted that «in churches
of the Russian Orthodox Church abroad,
compatriots often find support in critical

situations, receive shelter, food assistance,
moral and spiritual support» [18]. During the
interview, the clergy noted that conditions
are being created so that every Russian (in
general, according to them, they provide
assistance to all those in need) can freely
turn to the church and receive the necessary
help. In this regard, one could agree with
the opinion of Burova E., Kosichenko A., that
«Eastern Orthodoxy today is the only real
form of country-by-country consolidation
of the «Russian-speaking population» of
the region». Therefore, it can be assumed
with high probability that the socio-political
«duties» of the OCK to its congregation will
increase in the near future.

— An objective to establish an area of
Orthodox and Russian culture influence in
Kazakhstan. The objective is realized by
the presence of a significant number of
Orthodox temples and churches, Sunday
schools, Orthodox and other training
courses, an active information presence
and coverage of Russian news in them,
and the social activities of the Church.
Indirectly, this is also aimed at curbing the
migratory moods of the Russian population
in Kazakhstan.

— Unlike other Christian denominations,
there are Orthodox Churches in all regional
centers of Kazakhstan and in most local
areas. Cathedral churches, as a rule, are
located on the main avenues of Kazakhstani
cities, they are distinguished by the
Orthodox architectural style, the height
of buildings. Churches and parishes are
located more often in places where the Slavs
are concentrated. If we consider that «the
environment in which we live is becoming
more and more communicative, that is,
one where images and symbols play an
important role, and not the written word»,
then the OCK pays considerable attention
to the formation of cultural and symbolic
space of Orthodox culture in Kazakhstan.

— Support for Russian culture. As Bryan
notes, religion often functions in the public
sphere as «the underlying rationale for
nationalism, or it may serve as the main
carrier of ethnic identity for minorities in a
diasporal, multicultural society» [19, p. 43-
45]. In this regard, the Russian Orthodox
Church is the initiator and active promoter
of the «Russian World» concept [19, p.
60]. Under the patronage of the OCK, the
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Orthodox charitable society «Svetoch»
is being operated, assisting Kazakhstanis
in obtaining a Russian education. Since
its inception, about 3,000 graduates
have had the opportunity to study at
prestigious Russian universities: Moscow
State University, Tomsk State University,
Peoples’ Friendship University of Russia,
etc. [20]. An active work is underway to
restore Orthodox churches and build new
ones, return monuments to the bosom of
the Church, initiate pilgrimages to the holy
places of Christianity in Kazakhstan (the
OCK project «Golden Ring of Kazakhstan».
The project is designed to create a
pilgrimage map of holy places associated
with the feat of Kazakh confessors and
new martyrs. The uniqueness of the project
lies not only in the popularization of the
historical heritage; some objects included
in the pilgrimage map - monasteries,
temples, can later be restored) [21], creative
educational and educational activities are
carried out aimed at broadcasting Russian
culture (annual Filaret Readings on the
study of Russian Orthodox culture. In 2021,
the topic was devoted to the life and work
of F. Dostoevsky).

— Aiming at preserving the positions
of Orthodoxy among ethnic groups that
traditionally profess it - Russians, Belarusians,
Ukrainiansand otherethnicgroups. Thereare
12 confessions of Christianity in Kazakhstan,
whose missionary and  proselytizing
activities are directed, among other things,
to the Russian population of Kazakhstan.
There is a growth of Protestant and neo-
Protestant religious associations. For the
period from 1990 to 2021 in Kazakhstan
their number increased from 457 to 1241
[22, p. 49-50]. Pentecostal churches stand
out with significant growth rates. If in 1990,
42 Pentecostal churches were registered in
Kazakhstan, then in 2021 — 228 churches,
thus the number has increased by 5 times.
The growth of Orthodox churches over
the same period has the same indicators.
The use of marketing technologies, liberal
attitudes towards cult practice, targeted
work with each parishioner makes
Protestant churches more competitive in
the market of religious services. If Orthodox
churches, according to the clergy of certain
regions, mainly attend the older generation
(which threatens to reduce parishioners in



the future), then Protestant churches work
with the middle age people and youth,
and trying to attract parishioners with
whole families. In an interview, a clergyman
from the city of Karaganda noted that
Orthodoxy is increasingly being called a
women'’s religion. Thus, the actual task of
the «soft power» of the OCK is to preserve
the Orthodox identity among the Russian
population.

Thus, a rather brief analysis shows that
the vectors of the «soft power» of the OCK
go far beyond the limits of strictly religious
tasks, which corresponds with the directives
of Russia’s foreign policy and, accordingly,
are a continuation of the policy of promoting
and strengthening its geopolitical position,
in which faith and politics have been
affiliated with it since time of its occurrence.

Resources of «Soft Power» of Orthodoxy
in Kazakhstan

Orthodoxy's «soft power» resources are
a set of institutional, ideological, functional
capabilities, the complementary activity of
which represents a significant potential of
«soft power».

The following groups of resources that
have the potential for «soft impact» can be
distinguished.

Institutional resource is a network of
parishes, churches, monasteries, governing
structures (Metropolitan District, dioceses),
schools, medical institutions, etc., which are
under a certain hierarchy and subordination
to the Kazakhstani Metropolitan District,
created in 2003 by the decision of the Holy
Synod of the Russian Orthodox Church.
It is important to note that the structure
of the ROC includes structural units of
various levels of self-governance. However,
the districts created in the Central Asian
republics - the Kazakh and Central Asian
metropolitan districts - have the least
autonomy.

The Kazakhstan Metropolitan District
includes 9 dioceses that coordinate the
activities of churches, parishes, and other
organizations affiliated with the Church
on their territory. In 1991, the Holy
Synod of the Russian Orthodox Church
divided Orthodoxy into three diocesan
administrations (Almaty and Semipalatinsk,
Shymkent, Ural); during 2003-2011 the
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restructuring took place again and on the
basis of 3 dioceses 9 dioceses were created.
Undoubtedly, the creation of the Kazakhstan
Metropolitan District, the increase in the
number of dioceses, contributes to the
strengthening of the position of the ROC in
Kazakhstan.

Thus, the hierarchical structure is aimed
at centralizing and coordinating all parts
of the Church, pursuing a unified policy,
and efficient and mobile distribution of
resources.

There is an increase in the number of
Orthodox churches in Kazakhstan. Since
the proclamation of the Independence
of Kazakhstan, Orthodoxy, unlike other
Christian denominations, has shown a
steady growth in the number of churches. If
in 1990, 62 Orthodox religious associations
were registered in Kazakhstan, then in
2021 - 334, thus making it up to 30% of all
Christian religious associations (data for the
3rd quarter of 2021). However, against the
background of an increase in the number
of dioceses, churches and parishes, there
is a decrease in the number of Russians
in Kazakhstan. During the 30 years of
Independence, the number of churches
has increased 5 times, despite the fact that
the number of potential beneficiaries has
halved.

The OCK includes 295 churches, 21
chapels, 9 monasteries, 43 prayer rooms,
392 priests, 91 deacons [23].

Functional resource. The OCK is
implementing a multi-vector social work
aimed at increasing its public recognition,
strengthening the idea of Orthodoxy as a
zone of high spirituality, social responsibility,
tolerance, the actions of which are devoid
of ethnic and confessional isolationism.
The functional resource of the OCK
consists of the activities of Sunday schools,
orphanages, spiritual and educational
courses; rehabilitation work with people
with deviant behavior who have addictions;
assistance to the penitentiary system,
charity, etc. [30] The range of activities of the
OCK is aimed at various social, age, ethnic,
confessional groups of the population of
Kazakhstan (orphans, people in prisons,
youth, etc.).

Particular attention is paid to the social
vector.

In Kazakhstan, most Orthodox churches
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have charity groups whose duties include
providing spiritual and all possible material
assistance to parishioners and those in need.
In interviews, the clergy noted that regular
assistance is provided to orphanages,
missions work at cancer centers, and charity
canteens are organized in most parishes. In
2013, an anti-crisis center «House for Mom»
was created in Almaty, where mothers with
newborn children can come to live.

Under the patronage of the OCK and
the Radonezh Foundation, there is an
orphanage «Solnyshko» and a nursing
home. Currently, 52 elderly people live in
the nursing home, 47 children of different
ages from 3 to 18 years old live in the
orphanage. The educational process is built
on the principle of the «Big Family»: in each
group, the teacher is a man, and the nanny is
a woman [24]. The center accepts everyone
who needs help, regardless of nationality
and religion. The center is very popular.

Most churches have Sunday schools.
There is no information on the exact number
of Sunday schools in Kazakhstan, however,
according to websites, only two of the
nine dioceses (Chimkent and Taraz, Astana
and Almaty) have 63 Sunday schools. The
main task of Sunday schools is immersion
in the world of Christian values and the
consolidation of the Orthodox Christians.

The tasks of the Sunday school also
include the study of the Russian language
and Russian culture, the acquisition
of professional life skills - teaching
needlework, carpentry, church music and
singing, icon painting, the formation of
collective communication skills and many
other skills that meet the challenges of the
modern world.

A school operates in the North
Kazakhstan region (Private institution
«Secondary school in honor of St. Sergius
of Radonezh»). The school has 214
students and works on a half board basis.
The director of the school is Mikheykin
V.V. - Bishop Vladimir of the Petropavlovsk
and Bulaev diocese. The school provides
secondary education, works according to
the state general educational standard, but
has a significant Orthodox component [25].

In general, social, charitable, educational
activities contribute to the formation of a
positive image of the Church. However, the
«Law on Religious Activities and Religious
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Associations» adopted in 2011 limited
missionary, educational, and social activities
within the framework of the church, and
now it can be directed only to those who
have crossed the church fence. The need
to change the legislation in this matter,
namely the expansion of opportunities for
educational and social activities outside
the church, was noted by all interview
participants.

Thus, the functional component of
the OCK discourse as a «soft power» is
aimed at increasing the public recognition
of Orthodoxy, positioning it as a zone of
social responsibility and partnership, the
possibilities of which are reduced by the
legislative framework.

Communication resource. Cooperation
of the OCK with organizations promoting
Russian interests. The OCK interacts with
the Coordinating Council of Organizations
of Russian Compatriots of the Republic of
Kazakhstan (KSORS in Russian). Its mission is
the consolidation of the Russian community
in the Republic of Kazakhstan and public
organizations of Russian-speaking citizens
in the country [26]. This organization
provides a wide range of services (free legal
assistance, educational programs, a variety
of cultural events).

Under the patronage of the Russian
Orthodox Church in Kazakhstan, the
Orthodox charitable foundation «Svetoch»
is implementing its work, the purpose of
which is «to provide comprehensive support
for the historically established educational
ties in the field of culture and education in
the Republic of Kazakhstan with the Russian
Federation» [20]. Assistance programs
for compatriots are being implemented:
organization of holidays for children from
poor families, veterans of the Great Patriotic
War in sanatoriums in Kazakhstan and
Russia. Under the same program, groups
of Kazakh school teachers go to advanced
training courses at Russian universities.
The OCK actively cooperates with public
associations of the Cossacks.

Thus, the involvement of the OCK in the
activities of organizations to promote the
«Russian World», their combined efforts
establish a significant potential for «soft
impact». However, the activities of these
organizations and cooperation with the
OCK are rather of a closed, non-public



nature and are distributed mainly among
the Orthodox Christians.

Information Resources of the OCK

Communication is the key mechanism of
«soft power». It is a resource through which
a country is able to promote its culture,
language and values to different audiences
beyond space and time constraints. The
activities of the OCK are represented in the
informational space of Kazakhstan by all types
of information coverage. There are more than
30 official websites of organizations, dioceses,
churches of the OCK, the social networks
are also actively connected: VKontakte,
Odnoklassniki, Elitsa, Telegram, Facebook,
Instagram, YouTube, Twitter.

A unique project is the social network
«Elitsa» - a platform for communication
between Orthodox Christians and those
who are interested in the territory of
the CIS. The functionality of the Internet
project is aimed at creating a platform
of Orthodox solidarity, as it provides
opportunities for planning and organizing
events, meeting and communicating. The
number of registered network users in 2019
exceeded 230 thousand people. The core
of the network is about 20,000 Orthodox
communities of churches and monasteries,
united by a single communication platform.

More than 6 newspapers and magazines
are published, the Semirechye television
studio operates on the YouTube channel
(5.47 thousand subscribers), a feature of
which is the promotion of Orthodox values
in various formats: films, worship, concerts,
cartoons, news of Kazakhstan. The Russian
Orthodox TV channel Spas broadcasts. It is
planned to open the Orthodox News Agency
of the Kazakh metropolitan district [27].

Conclusion

Orthodoxy in Kazakhstan possesses
significant resources of «soft power» and
public diplomacy, which includes various
tools such as public relations in the socio-
political space, a network organization of
churches, parishes, and institutions that
engageinnon-religious activities, developed
infrastructure, cultural, educational, and
social activities of the Churches, and more.

The activities of the Orthodox Church
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in Kazakhstan are considered a «window
of opportunity» through which Russia
could implement plans that do not always
receive a positive response in the traditional
political field among Kazakhstani people.
At the same time, the Orthodox Church
in Kazakhstan is a subject of civil society
and actively demonstrates commitment
to the spiritual and political values of
Kazakhstani society. Therefore, the impact
of the Orthodox Church in Kazakhstan
goes beyond its religious sphere, and its
beneficiaries are not only the Orthodox
community but all Kazakhstani people.

The strength of the Orthodox discourse
of «soft power» in Kazakhstan lies in the
significant number of Russians living in
Kazakhstan, the stability of the Church in
promoting interfaith harmony and dialogue -
an urgent challenge of our time, traditionalism
and conservatism, which are in harmony with
Islamic and traditional Kazakhstani values,
and active cooperation with the political
establishment of Kazakhstan.

A potential weakness of the «soft
power» of Orthodoxy in Kazakhstan is the
formal commitment to interfaith dialogue
with Protestant Christian denominations,
which may come across as an attempt
to dominate and shape the image of
Christianity in the country. This creates
competition rather than partnership with
Protestant and Catholic churches.

Given the fact that the institution of the
church provides life-affirming guidelines
and serves as a sanctuary for those who
have lost meaning, it is essential to study
religion as a tool for «soft power» in
modern society. The church creates a sense
of community and mutual support, making
it an attractive and essential element in the
face of modern-day challenges. However,
it is crucial to note that the impact of «soft
power» is long-term and more subtle than
traditional diplomacy.

Rationalism in Islam and its Role in the Development of Science in Muslim Civilization

Abstract. Today, within the framework of the Islamic religion, one can often find statements
that the problem of faith and reason is opposed, and priority in their interplay is given only to
faith. This conclusion is supported by the phenomena of conservatism and bare populism, which
are widespread in the vast majority of Muslim countries today, calling for a return to the values
and traditions of medieval society. In the history of Science and philosophy, medieval Islamic
philosophy and science have a particularly great place in the spiritual search of mankind on the path
of truth and, due to their depth and consistency, have also had a great influence on subsequent
philosophical (European) searches. However, the dominance of a europocentric approach in the
history of philosophy and science reduced this issue, considering medieval Muslim thinkers only
as commentators of ancient Greek philosophy and science.

The article discusses the relationship between reason and faith in medieval Muslim civilization,
the role of rationalism in the development of religious and scientific knowledge. In addition,
the historical, social and political factors that contributed to the formation and development of
scientific traditions in Islam are analyzed, and the contribution and place of Muslim scientists in the

development of universal science is evaluated.

The Spread of Sufi Doctrine in the Golden Horde and its Spiritual Values

Abstract. In recent years, a lot of research has been carried out on the religious history of the
Golden Horde, a large state that formed the head of the Turkic-Muslim peoples of Eurasia. The
importance of studying the religion and Confessions of the peoples of the Volga region and Deshti
Kipchak is growing, and a number of scientific works in this direction are increasing. The increase in
interest in the study of the spiritual, philosophical and cultural role of religion is due to the conduct
of scientific work. One of the most important and urgent topics in science is the fundamental
study of the spread of Sufi doctrine among the peoples of the Golden Horde and its socio-cultural
and spiritual role, which is considered one of the most basic religious and philosophical trends in
Islam. In the state of the Golden Horde, the history of Islam, its adoption and immersion in the
minds of the people attract the attention of representatives of the humanities. Despite the rather
high level of development of research on the history and spirituality of Islam in the Golden Horde,
there is a need for scientific research. Of these, the most relevant is the history and philosophy
of Sufi teachings, and the spiritual values of this direction in the minds of the Horde peoples are
considered important. The proposed scientific article discusses the spread of the Islamic religion,
including Sufi teachings, and its spiritual and philosophical values in the Golden Horde, which was
the largest state of the Turkic era. A historical analysis of the adoption of Islam by the people of
the Golden Horde and the spread of the teachings of Sufism here is carried out and a spiritual
assessment is given.

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Religious Orientations of Modern Kazakhstani Youth

Abstract. The article examines the religious orientations of Kazakhstani youth in the context
of modern life. Modern life is characterized by the growing role of religion in society and the
strengthening of its influence on the consciousness, worldview, system of life values and religious
orientations of young people. On the one hand, young people strive for self-determination and
self-realization, and on the other hand, they face a situation of social uncertainty, forcing them to
turn to religion. In this connection, the question arises, what are the true motives for turning young
people to religion and how does it affect their behavior and life? The purpose of our work is to
study the religious orientations of modern Kazakhstani youth. We conducted a survey “Religious
orientations” according to the method of .M. Bogdanovskaya among young people aged 16 to 28
years old living in the Karaganda region, which revealed that the main motive for turning young
people to religion is “the search for an ideal and spiritual emptiness”. The analysis of the obtained
results showed that the external religious orientation prevails over the internal religious orientation
among modern Kazakhstani youth, that they treat religion not as a value, but as a means used in

problem situations.
