The Problem of Fairness in Justifying Cultural-Civilization Project
of the Republic of Kazakhstan "Fair Kazakhstan"

Abstract. The relevance of this study is that in conditions of extremely complicated, accelerating
and compacting (event series) ontological and geopolitical spaces, special actualization is acquired
by the problems of subjectivity of state entities, the institution of the state as a guarantor of the
preservation of all types of identity (from national-state identity to the level of personality and
human identity) and closely related problems of justice. The growing struggle for the resources
of the planet, the strengthening of the tendencies of the "Thucydides trap" (an increase in the
likelihood of war due to the weakening of the old hegemon and the emergence of new hegemons)
cause a high level of public demand for social justice at all levels of the structures of the world
mega-society.

The author believes that the issues of preserving the subjectivity of individual states directly
depend on the presence of their own cultural-civilization project in these state entities. According
to the author, the project "Fair Kazakhstan" was proposed by the top leadership of our country as
such a project.

The purpose and novelty of this study is as follows: 1) the author believes that it is the problem of
justice that can and should become consistent, meaningful, unifying the basis of the state, national
cultural- civilization project "Fair Kazakhstan"; 2) in the cultural-civilization space of Kazakhstan
(in the first approximation), one can state the mixture of Kazakh and European approaches to
understanding the phenomenon of justice; 3) in relation to the socio-cultural development of our
country, the concept of a communitarian type can be scientifically reflected and explicated (of all
the currently available political concepts of justice), which would consistently combine freedom (in
the conservative version of liberalism) with the traditional values of Kazakhstani society, which
include both features of the Kazakh archetype and related features that determine this archetype
of rationality and the cognitive strategy underlying this rationality.

Even for Parmenides,
being is spatial and possesses extension,
while non-being lacks these characteristics.
The remaining fragment of his work “On
Nature [Peri Physeos]” is primarily devoted
to the analysis of the concept of being.
In discussions about how being did not
arise because it has always existed, the
philosopher outlines spatial criteria for this
existence [1].

The greatest clarity in understanding
space during ancient times was contributed
by Euclidean geometry. Euclidean space
consists of points, lines, geometric figures,
and bodies. Euclid does not consider space
as a structured phenomenon, although he
draws conclusions about its continuity,
limitlessness, and three-dimensionality [2].

Ancient notions of space laid the
foundation for understanding this category
in subsequent centuries. In all philosophical
works of that era, the understanding of
space is purely geometric or physical. There
are no spatial characteristics of society,
communication, intellect, and, even more
so, culture. However, without considering
these reflections, it becomes impossible
to search for criteria for cultural space as

a special form of continuity, uniformity (or
non-uniformity), structuring, the presence
of boundaries, finiteness or infinity, and
other features [3].

The philosophy of time and space is
one of the key directions in philosophical
thought, addressing fundamental aspects
of existence and cognition. In the context
of Kazakh philosophy, the study of time
and space takes on special significance,
reflecting the richness of cultural traditions
and contemporary challenges [4].

Kazakh ornamentation often
includes abstract depictions of the steppes,
such as waves and whirlwinds, symbolizing
the endless movement and flow of time [8].

The space of the steppes has remained a
key part of Kazakh culture in contemporary
society, despite the challenges of the
modern world, such as urbanization and
industrialization.  Kazakhs continue to
maintain their connection to these expanses
through cultural and traditional practices,
as well as through the exploration and
preservation of the natural environment of
the steppes [9].

The influence of Islamic philosophy on
the Kazakh understanding of time and space.

Islamic philosophy has had a significant
impact on the Kazakh understanding of
time and space, especially through religious
beliefs and rituals. It is important to note
that Islam came to the region inhabited by
Kazakhs at different times, and its impact
was gradual and varied depending on time
and place. One of the most notable ways
in which Islam has influenced Kazakhs'
understanding of time is the obligatory
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prayers in Islam, which must be performed
at certain time intervals. For Muslims,
prayer time (Salaat) implies five obligatory
prayers during the day: dawn (Fajr), noon
(Duhr), afternoon (Asr), sunset (Maghrib)
and night (Isha). These time intervals play
an important role in the organization of the
day and time management for Muslims.

The Islamic Hijri calendar, which
begins with the emigration of the Prophet
Muhammad from Mecca to Medina, also
influenced the Kazakhs' idea of time. In
this calendar, the year consists of lunar
months and is shorter than the solar year,
which entails changes in the dates and
times of religious holidays and events.
Islamic religious rituals, such as fasting
in the month of Ramadan and sacrifice
on the holiday of Eid al-Adha, have strict
time frames and calendar dates. These
rituals and holidays have become an
important part of Kazakh culture, and their
observance in accordance with Islamic
norms contributes to the formation of an
understanding of time in the context of
religious duties.

It should also be noted that Islam
in Kazakhstan has adapted to local
traditions and customs, which has led to
a syncretic understanding of time and
space.

Happiness in the Paradigm of Modernization of Society: Conceptualization, Measurement
Methods and Experience in Using International Databases

Abstract. The article discusses approaches to the conceptualization of happiness and discusses
the problem of focusing the goals of modernization and progress of society on subjective well-
being. Special attention is paid to the analysis of theoretical ideas and practical recommendations
for modern social policy proposed by the concepts of happiness. The methodological and
methodical aspects of measuring happiness by means of index and survey assessments, which can
serve as sources of happiness analysis in the national and cross-country perspective are described.
The relationship between the level of happiness and various social indicators is shown on the
example of Kazakhstan using information from the World Database of Happiness, as well as data
from mass surveys of 2021-2022 conducted by the National Bureau of Statistics of the Republic
of Kazakhstan and the Institute for Philosophy, Political Science and Religious Studies of the CS
MSHE RK. The significance of happiness research in Kazakhstan from the point of view of the
modernization development of the country is substantiated.

The Philosophy of the Power of Language: Linguocentric Discoursc

Strategic Management of Electoral Processes: Purposes, Principles, Technologies

Abstract. The effective use by the state apparatus of modern political and managerial
technologies of political management is a condition and mechanism for the sustainable
development of the social and cultural and spiritual spheres of society, the economy and the
political and ideological system, the structure of value orientations and political preferences of
citizens. The purpose of using these technologies should be the formation of public authorities
and local self-government in accordance with the free will of citizens (electorate).

At the same time, world experience shows the growing influence of various information
and communication technologies of manipulation of mass consciousness and behavior on
electoral behavior, primarily implemented through the Internet. The use of these technologies
is initiated (including from outside the country) in order to aggravate the political situation,
destabilize government institutions and delegitimize political regimes. The impact of manipulative
technologies on the electoral process entails extremely negative consequences for both the state
and society, including in the form of various kinds of “color revolutions”.

The article examines the complex of problems of strategic management of electoral processes;
analyzes the electoral process as a mechanism of interaction between the state and civil society;
reveals the features of political management of the electoral process, determined by the presidential
form of government in modern Kazakhstan.

ABSTRACT

The interaction and mutual influence of language and culture
is a field of intensive research, as a result of which, along with
a number of new disciplines and concepts, the concept of a lin-
guistic and ethnic barrier has emerged, which appears as a dis-
crepancy in linguistic terms and in terms of cultural differences.
The intercultural approach allows and forces a new look written
translation and translation activities. It is well known that the pe-
culiarities of the culture and social life of a people are reflected
in their language and in the totality of the background knowl-
edge of a native speaker. Therefore, translation is not a sim-
ple comparison of two different language systems, but also the
contact of two different cultures. Culture arises and operates in
a specific niche and consists of local and common components.
It is obvious that it is precisely due to local components that na-
tionally specific differences in the linguistic picture of the world
are formed, leading to intercultural misunderstanding. However,
Kazakhstan's experience in building a multicultural society al-
lows us to confidently speak about the possibility of local cul-
tural development, in which the culture of each nation harmo-
niously interacts with other cultures. Of course, translation plays
a special role in this, facilitating the exchange of oral and shift
information, cultural code between representatives of different
ethnic groups, forming a bridge between different cultures.

Introduction

Translation is the main indicator of the
process of intercultural exchange and has
been a kind of spiritual interaction of a
person since ancient times, plays an im-
portant role in the cultural history of indi-
vidual peoples and in the history of world
culture. In modern society, “polyglots”
have appeared - people who, despite the
differences in languages from each other,
are capable of mutual understanding and
communication with different languages
and groups [1, p. 117].

Translation studies is an independent
field of science, in which its theoretical
basis, conceptual apparatus and termino-
logical system have developed. The de-
velopment of translation in Kazakhstan
is connected with the traditions of trans-
lating works by various authors into the
Kazakh language in order to acquaint Ka-
zakhstanis with the best examples of world
culture [2, p. 79].

This is how Abai first translated works of
Russian classical literature - an excerpt from
the novel "Eugene Onegin” - "Onegin’s let-
ter to Tatiana”, personal works by M. Y. Le-
rmontov, legendary fables by I. A. Krylov.
The translation of works by Shakespeare,
D. Byron, |. Goethe, Guy de Maupassant,
E. Hemingway, D. London, M. Twain into
Kazakh introduced the history and culture

of European countries, enriched Kazakh lit-
erature in the future, contributing to the
exchange of educational ideas.

Since the middle of the XX century, the
theoretical science of translation studies
began to form as a separate branch. Ka-
zakh translation studies by the middle of
the 20th century, often combined with
literary studies, reflected the ideology of
that time, which implemented translation
by special order. A special role in this pe-
riod was played by famous Kazakh writers
and educators: A. Baitursynov, M. Seralin,
J. Aimauytov, M. Auezov, M. Karataev, A. A.
Satybaldiev, S. Talzhanov [3, p. 69].

The works of many scientists published
in the 90s of the XX century consider the
linguistic aspect of translation. In the emer-
gence of these patterns, the relationship
between the concepts of “language and cul-
ture”, which are the main phenomenon of in-
tercultural participation, is clearly indicated.

Methodology

The application of research methods
in the study is due to the specifics of the
studied material and the tasks associated
with its study. The work uses general sci-
entific methods of generalization, analysis
and interpretation of the obtained data,
comparison and description of data aimed
at their systematization and classification.
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The associative method is used in the work
as an effective psycholinguistic method. It
allows you to express the verbal form of
knowledge associated with linguistic trends
that characterize the modern formation and
development of the Kazakh identity.

Analytical methods were used in the
work on information obtained in the pro-
cess of data systematization, as well as a
method of computer data processing, which
allowed structuring the data obtained.

Semantic analysis as a differential meth-
od contributed to the construction of a
model of individual and group conscious-
ness characteristic of modern society in
Kazakhstan. The linguistic peculiarities of
an ethnic character in the consciousness
of a person of both conscious and uncon-
scious character allowed us to define a sys-
tem of concepts showing linguistic trends.

The method of grouping various se-
mantic objects used in the work allows us
to define integral concepts that unite each
other and link the various methods used
by the authors to analyze the issues con-
sidered in the study.

Main part

Nowadays, in the context of globaliza-
tion and integration, due to the expansion
of international relations and the exchange
of information, the trend of translation from
one language to another is a big problem
in the eyes of scientists. Modern translation
studies are implemented in the context of
intercultural participation and are develop-
ing within the framework of a new anthro-
pogenic paradigm.

cases, the ethno-cultural component makes
up a large part of the translation business,
since it is associated with the cultural and
ethnic identity of the translator.

New forms
of economic, political, and cultural organiza-
tions of a supranational nature are emerging
that are not associated with any particular
state or country, whose connection with eth-
noculture remains purely symbolic. The scale
of their actions goes far beyond the borders
of one State. New social fuppas are emerg-
ing, whose lives are already completely dis-
connected from a specific place. These are
not only diplomats, but today businessmen,
managers, financiers, professional athletes,
artists, and scientists have been added to
them. We observe how global changes de-
termine the progressive uniformization of
the world. The inherent regularity of social
phenomena does not neither the patterns of
the «spirit» of individual thinking and plan-
ning are identical, nor the patterns of what
we call «nature», even if functionally all these
different dimensions of reality are inextrica-
bly linked to each other.

In niformization, or homogenization as a
process of erasing differences, as an increase
similarities in the forms of economic and
political organizations, consumer patterns,
customs and mores, artistic styles, value sys-
tems, ideas and ideologies to a great extent
cover the spheres of material culture, con-
sumer market, fashion, lifestyle. The psycho-
logical reflection of all these phenomena in

the group consciousness has an ambivalent
character. People are increasingly begin-
ning to think in terms of common destiny,
common threats and hopes. The concept of
«We» is expanding beyond the boundaries
of the community and.

A regional identity appears in the na-
tional state, and the germs of true glob-
al solidarity begin to form. On the other
hand, local identity and ethnic identity are
strengthening. The dialogue between these
identities will become an important factor
that will influence the image of the soci-
ety of the future. At the same time, in the
course of development, individuals are ac-
customed from an early age to differentiat-
ed and stable regulation of behavior. It ac-
quires the character of automatism in them,
becomes self-compulsion, which acts as
something irresistible, even if it is realized.

All this has led to the fact that in the
last two decades the discussion of peo-
ples and states about their national identi-
ty has become more relevant. Globalization
has formed three distinctive, self-sufficient
types of modern civilization: these are An-
glo-American or Western, Eastern and Eur-
asian, in the bosom of which the formation
of a modern personality takes place in a
continuous process of identification. The
Western type is based on the principles of ra-
tionalism and pragmatism, orients the indi-
vidual to personal success. The Oriental type,
based on the example of China, is based on
the preservation of religious dogmas [6].

The Eurasian type, characterized by a
tendency to irrational forms of behavior.

The problem is that any identity in the
frame of reference of a modern society,
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which is defined as a postmodern society,
is difficult or impossible, as is a genuine cul-
tural identity, because ideas and essences
true being is not correlated with reality. The
problem of an individual's authentic identi-
ty, first of all, is reflected in the authentici-
ty (conformity to the truth) of human ex-
istence, exposed in «borderline situations»
when it is deployed in communicative
spaces. Identity as a result of an individual's
own choice may turn out to be genuine and
inauthentic, which depends on approval or
censure from the inner circle,

Today we observe a gap between the
tasks of social functioning and the full-
fledged (genuine) development of the indi-
vidual, the network of actions of the individ-
ual becomes complex and branched, and
the tension required for «correct» behavior
in it is more significant, the individual needs
to strengthen not only conscious self-con-
trol, but also the apparatus of this self-con-
trol, which should work automatically.

The leadership of the simulacrum so-
ciety is becoming more and more perfect.
Traditional ideals and values of sociocul-
tural existence cannot be identified, cul-
ture becomes transculture, politics be-
comes transpolitics, economics becomes
transeconomics.

In the post-Soviet period of Kazakhstan,
various socio-political transformations can
be observed. As a result of the disappear-
ance of Soviet ideology, there was a vacu-
um in all spheres of social reality. There is an
identity crisis. The image of the country with
which people identified themselves has lost
its clear outlines not only in terms of territo-
rial boundaries, but also ideas about unifying
meanings, values, power structures and social
relations. In this regard, the problem of for-
mation of the Kazakh identity is of particular
importance, which remains relevant for mul-
tinational Kazakhstan to this day. Of course,
the formation of a national identity without
the existence of a unifying language is not
possible, therefore, the language is the ba-
sis for active coexistence and cooperation in
a multi—ethnic Kazakhstan, such a language
at the present stage of Kazakhstan's devel-
opment is the Kazakh language. Knowledge
of the Kazakh language allows other nations
to get acquainted with the rich centuries-old
culture of the Kazakh people. Language is a
powerful translator of culture [7].

Historically, it is through the medium
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of language that various ethnic groups of
Kazakhstan maintain and develop cultural
ties, and this allows everyone to feel their
place in the formation of Kazakh identity
and thereby realize the dynamic integrity
of the dialectical development of Kazakh
society in the general context of the world
space. It is impossible to ignore the role
of language in the education and mainte-
nance of tolerant consciousness in mod-
ern multicultural and multi-confessional
Kazakhstan. Thus, language is the most
important part the spiritual culture of all
ethnic groups living in Kazakhstan, con-
tributing to a positive and deep exchange
of cultural information, allowing every cit-
izen of Kazakhstan to get acquainted with
the culture of all ethnic groups.

In addition to these authors, there are
many more approaches to defining the con-
cept of an ethnos and its essence, howev-
er, we will take the following definition as a
«working» one: «An ethnos is a specific natu-
ral social and anthropological community of
people that arose and develops on the basis
of the unity of natural and landscape con-
ditions, consanguinity, language, features of
appearance, common culture and religion.
An ethnos is characterized by the presence
of a stable self-awareness and self-designa-
tion (ethnonym), which is transformed in the
languages of other peoples, and self-aware-
ness develops through the antithesis of «we
are them». Next, leb>s turn to the concept of
ethnic identity. In modern science, this cate-
gory denotes the presence of a certain set of
characteristics that functionally distinguish
ethnic groups with a certain set of traits from
each other. Different researchers put forward
as such characteristics: the territory of resi-
dence and settlement, historical roots and
anthropological signs, cultural character-
istics, religion and language, but one thing
remains the main and unchanged in all theo-
ries —one>s own awareness of ethnicity. Thus,
Max Weber also defined an ethnic group as
a community whose members have faith in
the community of their origin due to exter-
nal physical similarity. Ethnic self-identifica-
tion and self-awareness serve as the basis
for the formation of an integral culture of an
ethnic group, its values and norms. The com-
plexity of the development of ethnos and
ethnic identity determines the importance of
continuity of patterns of self-determination
and identity, which develops in such systems
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as traditions, customs and language [8].

The driving forces of globalization are
not so much the political ambitions and
claims of individual states to establish
hegemony, as transnational corporations
and banks, a unified worldwide system of
electronic communications and informa-
tion, modern transport networks, mass art,
and large-scale migration of the popula-
tion. Globalization is being pushed by the
presence of a number of global problems,
primarily related to weapons of mass de-
struction, environmental and demographic
situations that require joint efforts in the
name of saving humanity as such.

Projects of cultural and ideological sup-
port for human unity through the develop-
ment of a system of universal human val-
ues, absolute ideals and moral principles
become a natural reaction to objective
trends in world development.

According to the English political scien-
tist, «cultural cosmopolitanism» highlights
the potential of the variability of individual
identity — the amazing ability of people to
create new identities using materials from
different cultural sources. The problem of
national identity in society in the context
of globalization a crucial role in ensuring
the sustainable development of the state.
In conditions of fundamental uncertainty
in the process of forming national identi-
ty, the likelihood of a crisis within society
increases. One of the factors in the forma-
tion of national identity is an inherently es-
tablished society, with such development,
the formation of a state resistant to exter-
nal challenges takes place.

Preserving identity in the context of
globalization, this is an important problem
of a constantly integrated world. The con-
cept of identity develops when:

» Expanding the horizon of national
consciousness.

 Changing a number of its characteris-
tics, while maintaining the core of tradition-
al values characteristic of a particular nation.

To date, these two directions are clearly
defined in the Republic of Kazakhstan. Na-
tional identity presupposes that a person
belongs to a certain nation, country, or cul-
tural space.

Moreover, the ethnic, cultural and
other affiliation of a person does not mat-
ter for the citizenship of Kazakhstan.
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The inclusive nature of citizenship cre-
ates legal prerequisites for a civil model of
nation-building in Kazakhstan, the result of
which should be a united Kazakh nation.
Civic identity as a way of forming a nation
based on citizenship, regardless of the eth-
nicity, race or other affiliation of its mem-
bers, is accepted all over the world today.
Kazakhstan, as a modern-type state, actively
involved in globalization processes involv-
ing broad ties with state and non-state ac-
tors in international relations, also builds its
national identity on the basis of citizenship.
The Constitution of the Republic of Kazakh-
stan, proclaiming Kazakhstan a democratic,
secular, legal, social state, defines citizen-
ship as the basis of its relationship with the
population living on its territory, with each
a separate representative of it.

A nation formed on the basis of civic
identity includes all citizens of the State,
regardless of their ethnic, religious, racial
or other affiliation. Citizenship equalizes
all residents living in the territory of the
State, taking their cultural, ethnic and oth-
er social differences into the background.
As citizens of their state, all its inhabitants
constitute a socio-political unity, an inte-
gral community, which has been called a
civic nation in literature.

The wisdom of Abai, the wisdom of
Auezov, the songs of Zhambyl and kuis of
Kurmangazy, the sound of ancestors from
the depths of centuries are a common part
of our spiritual culture, uniting us together.

The unifying factor is increasingly becom-
ing art, which plays a huge role in shaping
the cultural basis of Kazakhstan's identity.
Theaters have mastered all the mechanisms
that allow them to find their way to their
audience. New innovative projects, fresh
ideas and a new wave of young actors and
directors have brought their own perspec-
tive to art. The absence of borders in art is
evidenced by creative teams that have be-
gun to visit the international art scene more
often. The original cultural heritage accumu-
lated over the history of Kazakhstan's devel-
opment, integrated by various cultures de-
veloping within the framework of the Kazakh
culture, fascinates the world community.

Of course, language is an important uni-
fying factor for the development of Kazakh
identity. The formation of Kazakh identity in
a multicultural society takes place in the de-
velopment of the Kazakh language, which
will become the fundamental language
uniting representatives of various ethnic
groups, will allow overcoming stereotypes
and prejudices in the process of perception
and understanding of each other.

So, the Kazakh language
is the language of the largest ethnic group in
Kazakhstan (more than 92 % of the popula-
tion are active users) and the most common
means of socio—political communication in
modern Kazakh society. At the present stage
of development of Kazakhstan, the Kazakh
language, along with the Russian language,
also acts as a factor of interethnic integra-
tion, linguistic consolidation and as a means
of forming a common Kazakh identity [9].

These two concepts contain interrelated
and mutually repulsive factors, the coor-
dination of which is connected with the
choice of the main direction of the state's
foreign policy.

A successful and large-scale solution to
this problem of development will undoubt-
edly favor overcoming the military-politi-
cal confrontation, one of the most import-
ant zones of which is precisely the area of
the Muslim world [2, p. 241]. In connection
with this problem, it seems useful to single
out from the experience of trade and eco-
nomic Kazakhstan's cooperation with the
countries of the Muslim world is the next
aspect. This refers to the fact that many
researchers on international relations note
that Kazakhstan, as well as a number of
other countries following it, have radical-
ly changed their approach to trade and
economic relations, for example, with Iran.
Turkey, Saudi Arabia and other countries
of the Muslim East. In other words, they
demonstrated a new understanding of the
subordinate place of intersystem differ-
ences in another, and, moreover, extreme-
ly difficult for them area of international
relations. It would be logical to expect that
Muslim countries and the whole world, in
turn, will be guided in their relations with
Kazakhstan by their own economic inter-
ests, and not by the falsely understood
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principle of solidarity within the so-called
Islamic world.

It is very encouraging for the process of
improving the situation in the countries of
the Muslim world that the normalization of
trade and economic relations between Ka-
zakhstan and the countries of the Islamic
world is positively perceived by the Central
Asian states. The experience of a phased
solution of a complex tangle of contradic-
tions that caused a prolonged aggravation
of international relations, the disclosure
and enrichment of the concept of good
neighborliness as a fundamental category
of international relations themselves, an
example of the real contribution of coun-
tries to the formation of a new system of
international relations in the system of a
multipolar world order [3, p. 81].

The relevance of research. At present,
in the Republic of Kazakhstan, in the con-
ditions of independence, significant so-
cio-economic and political changes con-
tinue, the need for which is dictated by life
itself. Simultaneously with the implemen-
tation of reforms, a process of reassess-
ment of both domestic and foreign poli-
cy is taking place, which is undoubtedly a
natural phenomenon. And this requires a
deep study based on various theories and
concepts, an integrated and interdisciplin-
ary approach. Taking into account the fact
that the coronovirus pandemic has sharply
negatively affected the foreign economic
activity of many countries of the world. The
protective measures taken could not pre-
vent large human and material losses.

Justification of the choice of article goal
and objectives. The purpose of this study
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is to reveal in the new conditions the pro-
cess of development of trade and eco-
nomic relations between Kazakhstan and
the countries of the Middle East. The tasks
are defined in identifying the features of
trade and economic relations, their devel-
opment, the specifics of the manifestation
of the process in question in Kazakhstan
and other countries of the Muslim East. In
addition, the task is to analyze and reveal
the changes that occurred during their
transition to a new socio-economic and
political system.

Literature review. The dynamics of the
economic development of Kazakhstan,
its foreign policy initiatives, as well as the
strengthening of security are of great interest
in the countries of the Muslim East, chang-
ing ideas about the geopolitical situation
around the world. They are reflected in scien-
tific publications, especially since the current
problems of international relations are mak-
ing adjustments to economic cooperation
with the countries of the Islamic world.

Intensive study of trade and economic
cooperation with the countries of the Is-
lamic world began mainly in the first half
of the 2000s, which was associated with
attempts to expand the field of research
in the field of international relations. At
the same time, this process was in many
respects an echo of the international com-
munity’s close attention to the global fi-
nancial crisis, to the events in the Near and
Middle East, South Asia and North Africa.
This issue has not lost its relevance in our
time. It is covered in the works of such
Kazakh researchers as B.K. Sultanov, M.T.
Laumulin, Zh.M. Medeubayeva, A.A. Amre-
baev, B.A. Auelbaev, A.Kh. Arystanbekova,
S.K. Kushkumbaev, R. Nesipbai and others.

In accordance with the logic of the
scientific approach, the development of
research by Kazakh authors went in the
same direction as abroad. In foreign stud-
ies, the problem under consideration was
analyzed in publications: W.M. Watt, L.

The problems of socio-economic and
socio-political development of Muslim

countries, as well as issues of relations
between the Western and Islamic worlds,

R. Humphres, A. Corbin, K. Girtz, A. Khalid,
Abdal- Raziq, Ali.

Research Methodology

The theoretical and methodological ba-
sis of the study in studying the features of
the development of cooperation between
Kazakhstan and the countries of the Mus-
lim East and security were chosen theoret-
ical concepts that had a great influence on
the study of trade and economic coopera-
tion between the member countries of the
Organization of Islamic Cooperation, as
well as an integrated approach that allows
to identify the common and special in the
evolution of foreign policy Kazakhstan in
different historical periods.

The work also used such methods of sci-
entific knowledge as comparative historical,
comparative and structural analysis, derived
by us on the basis of the analysis, which
made it possible to take a deeper look at
trade and economic ties between Kazakh-
stan and various Muslim countries, as well
as explore the functions of the state as a
subject that systematizes and regulating
foreign policy in the context of the global-
ization of the world economy and the trans-
formation of the foreign economic strategy
of the countries of the Muslim East.

Questions and hypotheses. In order to
deeply understand the modern directions
of trade and economic cooperation of Ka-
zakhstan, various areas of its interaction
with the countries of the Muslim world,
meetings of the heads of state on various
problems of international relations are of
great importance. The question is that how
does the wave of internal political crisis in
the countries of the Muslim East capture
other countries in this crisis? The hypoth-
esis is to create a process out of the cur-
rent situation, which is seen in the imple-
mentation of a large-scale program of a
socio-economic and humanitarian nature,
today Kazakhstan clearly declares its readi-
ness to assist in its preparation, structuring
and detailing.
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Results and Discussion

Today, the geo-economic, socio-politi-
cal situation in the regions of the Muslim
world has once again highlighted the prob-
lem associated with the quality of decisions
made regarding the sphere of international
relations, which served as the basis for con-
ducting a study based on a new conceptual
approach and new materials, and shows
the dynamics of the development of trade
and economic relations of Kazakhstan with
the countries of the Muslim world [3, p.
85]. The issues of development of coop-
eration in the energy, humanitarian, food
spheres, management of mineral and wa-
ter resources have been studied, which will
contribute to the activation of regional ties
between the countries of the Muslim world.
The results are important for creating a sci-
entific and practical base that promotes in-
tegration and close cooperation within the
framework of joint projects, the formation
of friendly and interregional economic re-
lations between the countries of the Mus-
lim East and Kazakhstan, which, in general,
will contribute to the development of the
region as a single economic, historical and
cultural complex, integrated into global
processes. If we talk about its prospects,
then it is impossible without appropriate
adjustments to the legal policy, taking into
account a full-fledged security system, and
the national interests of the Republic of Ka-
zakhstan [1, p. 23]. In our opinion, despite
the fact that the Foreign Policy Concept
has been developed and adopted, it is nec-
essary to further improve and strengthen
the provision of legal foundations in the
field of trade and economic cooperation.
The results of the work can form the ba-
sis of the «Conceptual Foundations of For-
eign Policy» - a document that defines the
mechanism for implementing state policy
aimed at protecting the national interests
of the state, its citizens and national secu-
rity as a whole. The implementation of the
Concept will contribute to:

- formation of a favorable external
environment, strengthening of friendly,
equal and mutually beneficial political and
economic relations of Kazakhstan with all
countries of the Muslim world;
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- achieving a higher level of trade and
economic cooperation between Kazakh-
stan and OIC member countries based on
the diversification and digitalization of the
national economy;

- increasing the level of information
content of the general public of Kazakh-
stan and foreign countries about long-
term priorities, practical steps and specific
results of the state’s foreign policy;

- receipt by the state, private entrepre-
neurship and the people of the Republic
of Kazakhstan of specific benefits from for-
eign policy activities.

The experience of a phased solution
of a complex tangle of contradictions that
caused a prolonged aggravation of inter-
national relations, the disclosure and en-
richment of the concept of good neigh-
borliness as a fundamental category of
international relations themselves, an ex-
ample of the real contribution of the two
countries to the formation of a new sys-
tem of international relations [4, p. 5-7].
This experience is a vivid example of the
search for constructive ways to resolve still
remaining conflict situations, eliminate ex-
isting ones in various parts of the countries
of the Muslim East.

Undoubtedly, overcoming these dis-
agreements on the basis of a balance of
interests of the parties involved in the con-
flict will be an additional constructive fac-
tor in the restoration of a normal interna-
tional situation in the countries of the Near
and Middle East, North Africa as a whole
[5, p. 176 1.

However, apparently, one should not re-
duce the whole matter of improving the sit-
uation in these regions to the impact of im-
proving relations between Kazakhstan and
the Islamic world. Market-oriented econo-
my, began to acutely feel the disadvantag-
es of such a situation, in which Afghanistan,
large and rich in resources, actually fell out
of the general process of economic devel-
opment of the OIC countries [6, p. 8]. Obvi-
ously, one cannot ignore the fact that over
time the balance of pluses and minuses for
other forces, previously very interested in
warming up the military-political confron-
tation in the above regions, also began to
acquire a mostly negative character. The
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political dividends from the “hard line of
conflict” have generally decreased signifi-
cantly, but the prestige of positions and ac-
tions that help reduce local and global con-
frontation has sharply increased [5, p. 176].

It is extremely important that the devel-
opment of trade and economic relations
between the Republic of Kazakhstan and
the countries of the Muslim East as a whole
has opened up prospects for the develop-
ment of multilateral economic cooperation
in Central Asia, which can cover its respec-
tive republics. At the same time, measures
to reduce their armed forces, the determi-
nation of the parties to develop their inter-
national relations on the basis of a balance
of interests - all this cannot but have a pos-
itive impact on the socio-political situation
in the Middle East and North Africa. There
is reason to believe that this influence will
spread in a number of ways:

- it will be easier to raise and resolve
issues of confidence-building measures
between the countries of the region, un-
derstood in the broadest sense, and not
only in the military sense;

- Normalized international relations
will undoubtedly increase the craving of
Muslim and non-Muslim countries for all-
round cooperation with Kazakhstan and
other republics of Central Asia, which are
now widely open to the outside world [5, p.
176]. And this, ultimately, will help to weak-
en the influence of political confrontation
on economic and humanitarian coopera-
tion between East and West within the re-
gion, and will give a universal character to
economic integration processes here.

Finally, economic and political normal-
ization will create favorable conditions for
the settlement of local conflicts in Asia,
which are an extremely dangerous mani-
festation of the confrontational nature of
international relations.

As we can see, against the backdrop of
the existence of traditional security threats,
new threats have risen sharply. The main
one, of course, is the armed conflicts in the
countries of the Islamic world, for example,
Afghanistan [7, p. 17-18]. Rapidly expand-
ing their range, using a variety of methods
of struggle, they pose a real threat of de-
stabilization in the world community, the

Central Asian region. Therefore, Kazakh-
stan is among the most interested partic-
ipants in the process of eliminating con-
flicts and confrontations. However, how to
achieve the goal, if the wave of internal po-
litical crisis in the countries of the Muslim
East is increasingly catching other coun-
tries in its maelstrom of systemic crisis
and the specter of destabilization is hovers
more and more clearly over some post-So-
viet republics? The way out of this situation
is seen in the implementation of a large-
scale program of a socio-economic and
humanitarian nature. Today, Kazakhstan
clearly declares its readiness to assist in its
preparation, structuring and detailing.

Actively interacting with the Islamic
world, which occupies a vast area on the
southern and southwestern borders of
the republic with a population of more
than a billion people, and having its own
more than 70 percent Muslim population,
Kazakhstan naturally cannot but take into
account the importance of the «Muslim
aspect» of its foreign policy and rational
use of membership in the Organization of
Islamic Cooperation [8, p. 67].

One of the weaknesses of this organi-
zation is that its member countries have
different socio-economic and cultural lev-
els of development. According to the Cen-
ter for Statistical, Economic and Social Re-
search at the OIC, only 10 countries of the
Islamic world produce 80% of products.
"This state of affairs, | think, is unaccept-
able. It is necessary to increase the com-
petitiveness of each member state of our
organization individually and the Ummah
as a whole”, said the First President of Ka-
zakhstan N.A. Nazarbaev [9].

In most Arab countries, there was a
decrease in the inflow of foreign invest-
ment. Particularly noticeable for the states
of the region was the decline in the inflow
of foreign investment from the GCC mem-
ber countries. The volume of international
trade decreased, according to preliminary
calculations, by 9.7% [10, p. 5].

According to the World Bank estimates,
the recovery of growth rates for the econo-
mies of the Middle East region should have
begun as early as 2011. Experts predicted
growth at the level of 4%. However, due to
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the complications of the socio-political sit-
uation in the countries of the Middle East
and North Africa, these forecasts were not
destined to come true [11, p. 98].

If we proceed from the presence of a
geo-economic factor, then the coopera-
tion of Kazakhstan with the countries of
the Islamic world, as it is very important,
is determined by the modern structure
of the world economy, the content of the
processes of globalization and regional-
ization, competition between international
economic centers, increased struggle for
the market, including for financial, scientif-
ic -technical and natural resources.

Specialists in the world economy sub-
stantiate the changes in the political and
economic situations in the world over the
past 20 years by the interdependence of
population growth on the planet with an
increase in consumption and a growing
shortage (mainly in industrialized coun-
tries) of natural, including mineral resourc-
es [12, p. 147].

According to foreign and domestic
statistics, over the past 20 years, the con-
sumption on the planet per year of all types
of mineral raw materials has increased sig-
nificantly: oil - 1.8 times; gas - 2.7; coal - 2;
iron ore - 3; aluminum - 3; copper - 2.3;
nickel - 2.4; tin - 1.8; gold - 2.5; phosphates
- 8.4 times, etc. [13, p. 321].

The mineral resources of the OIC states
are different in many natural indicators
and features, since they have some geo-
logical and historical relationships and
are divided simultaneously with the con-
tinents. Consequently, they differ not only
in geological parameters and the degree
of scientific study of their territories, but
also in geographical remoteness. The re-
duction of explored reserves is observed
in many minerals: oil, gas, coal, uranium,
iron, aluminum, nickel, lead, potassium
salts, etc[14]. In Kazakhstan, Uzbekistan,
Turkmenistan, a significant increase in hy-
drocarbon production is seen, mainly to
increase their export volumes.

The Ministry of Ecology, Geology and
Natural Resources announced the forecast
volumes of mineral reserves in Kazakh-
stan, Tengrinews.kz reports. The estimated
resources of gold are 2.3 thousand tons,
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copper - 33 million tons, polymetals - 35.6
million tons, 500 thousand tons of rare met-
als: tin, tungsten, as well as resources of lith-
ium and rare earth elements [15, p. 89]. In
Kazakhstan, there is a high potential for dis-
covering new deposits.

In addition to Kazakhstan, only a few
OIC countries, Uzbekistan, Turkmenistan
- gas, etc, have large deposits of some
minerals), the rest do not have the neces-
sary mineral resources that are profitable
for exploitation, or have reserves of only
some types of minerals [16]. In this regard,
at present, the problems of developing
the mineral resource base of the countries
included in the OIC and its use are tradi-
tionally - the development of partnerships
between mining, metallurgical, industrial
enterprises of the OIC countries, provid-
ing access to scarce types of mineral raw
materials: manganese ores of unique de-
posits; nickel, chromium, iron, phosphorite
ores of Kazakhstan deposits; copper, poly-
metallic, uranium and other deposits of
the OIC countries [17, p. 82].

At the beginning of the third millenni-
um, the world community and especially
the countries of the Muslim world felt the
need to revise the world mineral resource
policy. The beginning of this process was
laid on the Eurasian continent as a result
of the contradictions that have arisen in
the use of mineral resources in the context
of globalization. Among the largest OIC
countries, there is an opposite trend in the
consumption of natural resources, includ-
ing mineral resources [18, p. 50-51]. Ev-
ery year, Kazakhstan increases the export
of energy types of mineral raw materials,
ferrous, non-ferrous metals, etc. increases
their imports. But today it has become ob-
vious that a competitive mineral resource
base cannot be formed independently. It
is necessary to defend our state interests
in the competitive struggle of internation-
al trade and form economically beneficial
international cooperation.

The potential of the Islamic world, its
significance in assessing the modern world
order and the prospects for its develop-
ment. In our opinion, it would be more
convenient for the Islamic world to use
the following definition based on demo-
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graphic criteria: the Islamic world is a set
of states in which the majority of the popu-
lation is Muslim. It should be noted that in
order to simplify the study, this definition
in this article does not cover, in particular,
large Muslim diasporas in Western coun-
tries, which, nevertheless, are mentioned
by us as part of the Islamic world.

Thus, the Islamic world has more than
2/3 of all world oil reserves and more than
1/2 of all proven reserves of natural gas,
which, in the short term of human devel-
opment, and also taking into account the
extreme dependence of the West on these
energy resources, gives this subject of in-
ternational relations a special role and im-
portance[19, p. 74]. The development of al-
ternative energy sources could not lead to
a significant change in the current situation,
which is confirmed, among other things, by
the current global financial and economic
crisis, largely due to the preceding ava-
lanche-like increase in energy prices [20, p.
5]. Impressive natural resources can only be
compared with the demographic potential
of the countries of the Muslim world.

When analyzing the economic situation
of the Islamic world, it is necessary to pay
attention to their geostrategic multidirec-
tionality. As an example, the activation of
trade and economic activity of Iran in Ka-
zakhstan in the Central Asian direction can
serve. By the way, this is one of the rea-
sons for the low probability of implement-
ing major economic programs that are so
important for the development of the real
sector of the economy.

Now there are 160 joint Kazakh-Ira-
nian enterprises operating in Kazakhstan,
operating in various sectors of the econ-
omy. The demand in the country is large
and imports account for about 75% of the
entire market, more than 1.5 million tons
of oilseeds and their derivatives. At the
moment, the company is negotiating the
supply of oils [20, p. 8-9].

In 2020, the trade turnover between
Kazakhstan and Iran amounted to $237
million, which is 37.2% lower than the pre-
vious year's figure ($377.4 million) [15, p.
94]. This was reported by the press service
of the Ministry of Trade and Integration of
the Republic of Kazakhstan. Export from

Kazakhstan to Iran in 2020 amounted to
$129 million, which is 56.4% lower than
the previous year - $295.9 million [15, p.
90]. Imports to Kazakhstan from Iran in
2020 increased by 32.5% and amounted to
$108.1 million. In 2019, this figure was at
the level of $81.5 million [13, p. 287].

Iran has reduced duties on such goods
as beef and mutton meat (duty reduction
from 26% to 5-10%), legumes (from 55%
to 5-10%), vegetable oils (from 20% to
10%), pasta and confectionery (from 55%
to 14-20%), rolled steel (from 20% to 15%),
rails (from 5% to 4%), batteries (from 32-
55% to 10%), fittings, pipes ( from 32% to
4%), etc [13, p. 292]. In general, for agri-
cultural goods, Iran’s import duties for the
EAEU countries, including Kazakhstan, de-
creased from 32.2% to 13.2%, and for in-
dustrial goods, the average level of import
duty rates decreased from 22.4% to 15.4%
[15, p. 90].

Undoubtedly, overcoming these differ-
ences on the basis of a balance of inter-
ests of the parties involved in the conflict
will be an additional constructive factor in
recreating a normal international situation
in the countries of the Middle East and
North Africa as a whole. However, appar-
ently, the whole matter of improving the
situation in these areas should not be re-
duced to the impact of improving relations
between Kazakhstan and the Islamic world.
These changes have become particularly
effective in no small measure because the
countries of the Organization of Islamic
Cooperation, which have successfully de-
veloped their export-oriented economies
in recent decades, have begun to acutely
feel the disadvantages of such a situation,
in which Afghanistan, large and rich in re-
sources, has actually fallen out of the gen-
eral process [21, p. 7].

Obviously, one cannot ignore the fact
that over time the balance of pluses and
minuses for other forces, previously very
interested in warming up the military-polit-
ical confrontation in the above regions, also
began to acquire a mostly negative charac-
terx[22,73p.]. The political dividends from
the "hard line of conflict” have generally
decreased significantly, but the prestige of
positions and actions that contribute to the
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reduction of local and global confrontation
has sharply increased [23, p. 145].

It is extremely important that the devel-
opment of trade and economic relations
between Kazakhstan and the countries of
the Muslim East as a whole opened up
prospects for the development of multilat-
eral economic cooperation in Central Asia.
There is reason to believe that this influ-
ence will spread in a number of directions.

Trade and Economic Relations: Causes
of Stagnation in the 1990s

The transition to stagnation - this is how
one can briefly characterize the changes
in economic relations in the mid-1990s.
The deterioration of the international sit-
uation, primarily the aggravated confron-
tation between the countries of the West
and the East, to a large extent hindered
the progressive development of econom-
ic relations between Kazakhstan and the
countries of the Muslim world [24, p. 87].
In other words, they were carried out in
an unstable environment, and the political
factor had a significant psychological influ-
ence on its development [24, p. 5].

In addition, the problems associated
with the difficulties of conducting a po-
litical dialogue due to differences in the
positions of the parties have aggravated.
Kazakhstan sought to build foreign trade
with an emphasis on the economy, being
extremely interested in using the econom-
ic, industrial and technical potential of the
countries of the Muslim East. The leading
countries, for their part, proceeded from
the principle of “non-separation of politics,
religion and economics”, with the priority
task of strengthening national economies
[25, p. 35]. The development of trade was
also hindered by economic and commer-
cial factors. This is, first of all, a significant
decrease in the interest of foreign business
circles in cooperation with Kazakhstan in
the development of new deposits of raw
materials, which was caused by a change
in the structure of Kazakhstan's industry,
which experienced two energy crises, as
well as an equalization of supply and de-
mand in the world markets for raw materi-
als and fuel in the 90s. e years.
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Along with this, there were no major
contracts deserving special attention for
the supply of complete equipment to the
countries of the Near and Middle East,
North and South Asia. In other words, al-
most all the factors that contributed to the
expansion of Kazakh exports to the coun-
tries of the Islamic world in the second half
of the 1990s disappeared, and trade could
not but stagnate [26, p. 78]. The reduction
of Kazakhstan'’s ability to secure the inflow
of hard currency through the export of oil,
the prices for which on the world market
have fallen significantly, also had a nega-
tive impact. The trend that emerged in the
2000s in the structure of Kazakh imports
from Kazakhstan was an increase in the
share of oil, rare metals, and also wheat.
which is still in place today.

East-West: the Revival of Detente and
the Strengthening of Economic Ties

In the 2000s both sides began to be af-
fected by factors contributing to the revival
of the course towards detente of internation-
al tension in relations between the East and
the West. And if you look at it from the point
of view of the development of trade between
Kazakhstan and the countries of the Muslim
East and, in particular, from the point of view
of the Kazakh-Iranian trade, then the politi-
cal confrontation between the two systems,
which was a strong deterrent to trade in the
first half and in the middle of 2000- th years,
although it did not disappear completely, but
significantly weakened [27, p. 23].

However, in the long term, there was a
tendency to soften. In Kazakhstan, it was be-
lieved that, subject to the principled line, it is
necessary to cancel numerous obsolete re-
strictions, when every day, every month new
achievements of technical progress appear
[28, p. 43-44]. Gradually, with the revival of
detente in relations between the East and the
West, the mood for dialogue also strength-
ened in trade and economic relations.

Kazakhstan took the position of
«non-separation of politics and econom-
ics», but it needed to reconsider the fact
that partners from the Muslim world are
paying close attention to Kazakhstan's
economic potential [27, p. 23].
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One of the reasons for the increased
attention on the part of Kazakhstan to the
development of trade and economic co-
operation with the countries of the Muslim
East was the full realization that the center
of the world economy will gradually shift
to the countries of the East and that in the
future this trend will gain more and more
strength. With this in mind, Kazakhstan
declared that it is also one of the Mus-
lim countries, and began to take practical
steps for a real entry into the membership
of the Organization of Islamic Coopera-
tion (OIC) [29, p. 29]. On the other hand,
many OIC countries are beginning to ex-
pand economic and foreign trade contacts
with Kazakhstan. In this regard, trade and
economic relations between Kazakhstan
and Turkey are of great interest. Tirkiye is
among the top ten trade partners of Ka-
zakhstan. The trade turnover between our
countries in 2017 increased by 27% and
amounted to almost 2 billion US dollars
[15, p. 92]. Turkey has invested more than
3 billion US dollars in Kazakhstan since
its independence, today there are about
2,000 enterprises with Turkish capital op-
erating in the country.

In 2012, Kazakhstan and Turkey adopt-
ed the New Synergy joint economic pro-
gram aimed at supporting entrepreneurs,
which made a significant contribution to
the development of relations between the
countries. As the Head of State empha-
sized, 23 projects worth $800 million were
launched under this program [24, p. 78].

Turkey has invested more than 3 billion
US dollars in Kazakhstan since its indepen-
dence, today there are about 2,000 enter-
prises with Turkish capital operating in the
country [28, p. 45].

In 2012, Kazakhstan and Turkey adopt-
ed the New Synergy joint economic pro-
gram aimed at supporting entrepreneurs,
which made a significant contribution to
the development of relations between the
countries. As the Head of State empha-
sized, 23 projects worth $800 million were
launched under this program.

These changes in the situation should be
welcomed at least from the point of view of
ensuring security in the Middle East, North
Africa, and Kazakhstan should have treated

them positively. It seems that he could, tak-
ing on the role of the initiator, contribute to
the expansion of trade and economic co-
operation in these regions. The countries of
these regions attached the greatest impor-
tance to the economic, industrial, technical
and financial potential of Kazakhstan, and
they wanted to attract its resources in any
way to develop their economies.

Opportunities were expanded for the
concrete implementation, first of all, of
projects for the development and devel-
opment of natural resources, for establish-
ing not only bilateral, but also trilateral and
multilateral cooperation in the creation of
joint ventures, the conclusion of compen-
sation agreements, etc [30, p. 87].

The realism of such cooperation stems
from Kazakhstan's experience accumulat-
ed in the course of the implementation
of previous interstate projects, from the
course towards intensifying trade and eco-
nomic relations.

It is expected that in the near future the
issue of putting into practice the concept
of creating special economic zones and
developing resort areas put forward by the
leadership of Kazakhstan will be put on the
agenda. If these plans are put into practice,
then most likely they will be associated with
large-scale projects of multilateral cooper-
ation, and, of course, bilateral cooperation
with the countries of the Muslim East.

Importance of Mini-Projects
and Cross-Border Trade

We would like to emphasize that one
should not throw all efforts into large-
scale cooperation projects. It is necessary
to undertake the implementation of a
large number of small-scale projects that
can be implemented in a short time. In the
past, there has been a tendency for Ka-
zakhstan and other countries of the East
to aim for the successful implementation
of large-scale projects and promote this as
evidence of strengthening bilateral coop-
eration. However, that era is over.

Currently, they are discussing coopera-
tion projects for the development of such
natural resources as oil, natural gas, coal,
timber, iron ore, asbestos and others, proj-
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ects for the construction of metallurgical
enterprises using continuous processes,
ports, timber processing plants and other
objects. The implementation of those proj-
ects where the interests of both parties
coincide, for example, the development of
coal deposits, has already begun.

At the same time, it became clear that
cooperation should be extended to a wider
range of industries than before and carried
out within the framework of mini-projects.

A careful consideration of the course
towards intensifying measures for the
development of oil and gas fields in Ka-
zakhstan shows that this development is
largely associated with the development
of economic ties between the countries
of the Muslim East, and this inspires hope.
However, the current course for the prior-
ity development of industry put forward
by the Kazakh leadership aims to promote
the development of various sectors of the
economy and tourism with full consider-
ation of the specifics of economic con-
ditions. Such industries include agricul-
ture, fisheries, fuel and energy comple,
non-ferrous metallurgy, the creation of in-
frastructure, including railways and roads,
ports and other facilities, maritime trans-
port, machine tool building (to expand
the industrial capacity of the region), food
industry, fertilizer production and others
[31, p. 18]. In this regard, there is a search
for approaches that allow developing new
forms of foreign economic relations with
the inclusion in them, joint ventures. to
create export bases.

There were also hopes for the expan-
sion of coastal trade. The turnover of coast-
al and border trade, which is mainly the
exchange of excess commodity resources
between Kazakhstan and other countries
of the Muslim world. And to be honest,
in recent years, border and coastal trade
between them has been sluggish, and the
prospects for its development in the future
could not be called favorable for various
reasons, for example, because of the ossi-
fied commodity structure and competition
from other participants in trade relations.

Coastal and border trade, by its nature,
from the very beginning, pursued the goal
of raising the standard of living of the in-
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habitants of Kazakhstan. And so it is natu-
ral that more attention should be paid to it.

Promising Areas and Conditions
for Joint Ventures

Industries that have good prospects in
terms of project implementation are, first
of all, the oil refining and gas industries.
The development of forest resources and
fishing with subsequent processing of
marine products are the most important
sectors of the economy of the Far Eastern
regions, besides, they are also export in-
dustries. The Kazakh leadership, in its policy
of stimulating the economic development
of the country, gives the highest priority to
strengthening these two industries, and it
is natural that they are promising in terms
of organizing joint ventures here.

If we compare the tourism industry in
Kazakhstan and in developed Western coun-
tries, we can see that in Kazakhstan the de-
velopment of this industry has significantly
lagged behind in many respects - both in
terms of the number of recreation facili-
ties (hotels, etc.), and in the organization of
transport, and in terms of serving tourists,
and organizing entertainment [32, p. 5].

Against the backdrop of a real increase in
people’s living standards, spending free time
is becoming an increasingly important prob-
lem from a socio-economic point of view,
and tourism is becoming widespread. In this
regard, the country’s leadership is trying to
urgently take measures to meet the rapidly
growing demand for tourism services.

Along with this, it is necessary to fulfill
the task of expanding the inflow of for-
eign exchange earnings from tourists from
Western countries. That is why tourism in
a broad sense and related industries are
considered as a promising area of activity
for joint ventures.

The conditions for agriculture in Mus-
lim countries are very harsh, and at pres-
ent the degree of self-sufficiency of some
of these countries with food is less than
50%. The remaining 50% come from other
countries, overcoming long distances by
rail, sea and air [33, p. 78]. Naturally, un-
der these conditions, improving the food
situation is an important task. Therefore,
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Kazakhstan proposes to cooperate in rice
growing and other areas of agriculture,
proposes to create appropriate joint ven-
tures, pay attention to food security.

The Kazakh government has relaxed
conditions governing joint ventures, eco-
nomic and industrial zones in response to
repeated requests from foreign compa-
nies. Nevertheless, despite the measures
taken, if we are to seriously think about
future economic cooperation and the cre-
ation of joint ventures, we need even more
easing of regulation.

Specialists in the world economy sub-
stantiate the changes in the political and
economic situations in the world over the
past 20 years by the interdependence of
population growth on the planet with an
increase in consumption and a growing
shortage (mainly in industrialized coun-
tries) of natural, including mineral resourc-
es [34, p. 445].

The mineral resources of the states of
the Muslim world are different in many nat-
ural indicators and features, since they have
some geological and historical relation-
ships and are divided simultaneously with
the continents. Consequently, they differ
not only in geological parameters and the
degree of scientific study of their territories,
but also in geographical remoteness.

For the CIS, a comparison of only some
indicators for minerals as of 1997 and 2011
indicates an increase in proven reserves
only for oil in Kazakhstan, gas in Azerbaijan,
Turkmenistan. The reduction of explored re-
serves is observed in many minerals: oil, gas,
coal, uranium, iron, aluminum, nickel, lead,
potassium salts, etc. In Kazakhstan, Uzbeki-
stan, Turkmenistan, a significant increase in
hydrocarbon production is seen, mainly to
increase their export volumes [ 35, p. 7].

The Ministry of Ecology, Geology and
Natural Resources announced the forecast
volumes of mineral reserves in Kazakhstan,
according toits data, as a result of geological
research in almost all regions of the repub-
lic, promising objects have been identified
for the identification of minerals. Estimated
estimated resources of gold - 2.3 thousand
tons, copper - 33 million tons, polymetals -
35.6 million tons, 500 thousand tons of rare
metals: tin, tungsten, as well as resources of

lithium and rare earth elements [36, p. 15].
In Kazakhstan, there is a high potential for
discovering new deposits.

In addition to Kazakhstan, only a few
countries of the Muslim world (Uzbekistan,
Turkmenistan - gas, etc.) have large depos-
its of some minerals, the rest do not have
the necessary mineral resources that are
profitable for exploitation, or they have re-
serves of only some types of minerals [31,
p. 289]. In this regard, at present, the prob-
lems of developing the mineral resource
base of the countries included in the OIC
and its use are traditionally - the devel-
opment of partnerships between mining,
metallurgical, industrial enterprises of the
OIC countries, providing access to scarce
types of mineral raw materials: manganese
ores of unique deposits; nickel, chromium,
iron, phosphorite ores of Kazakhstan de-
posits; copper, polymetallic, uranium and
other deposits of OIC countries [38, p. 85]

At the beginning of the third millenni-
um, the world community and especially
the countries of the Muslim world felt the
need to revise the world mineral resource
policy. The beginning of this process was
laid on the Eurasian continent as a result of
the contradictions that arose in the use of
mineral resources in the context of global-
ization [35, p.10]. Among the largest OIC
countries, there is an opposite trend in the
consumption of natural resources, includ-
ing mineral resources. Every year, Kazakh-
stan increases the export of energy types
of mineral raw materials, ferrous, non-fer-
rous metals, etc. increases their imports.
But today it has become obvious that a
competitive mineral resource base cannot
be formed independently. It is necessary
to defend our state interests in the com-
petitive struggle of international trade and
form economically beneficial international
cooperation [36, p. 157]. Currently, do-
mestic and foreign experts are considering
invariantly the prospects for the develop-
ment of the mineral resource complex of
the countries of the Muslim East. The state
policy of the Republic of Kazakhstan in the
field of study and use of subsoil is formu-
lated from the general to the particular, i.e.
from global to regional levels, on the basis
of balance and compromises of interests.
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The active construction of railways in Iran,
the emergence of a new branch in Afghani-
stan, the expansion of ports will undoubted-
ly contribute to a more intensive entry into
distant markets. Thus, the construction of
a railway from Aktau to Turkmenistan and
further to the Iranian border will allow it to
connect with new trans-Iranian highways
leading to the Persian Gulf, Pakistan, Iraq and
further to Saudi Arabia, Jordan, and the Af-
rican continent. For Kazakhstan, as a country
that does not have direct access to large sea
areas, the issues of transporting goods to
foreign markets occupy a special place. This
was discussed, in particular, at the meeting
of the President of the Republic of Kazakh-
stan Kassym-JomartTokayev with the Presi-
dent of the Islamic Republic of Iran lbrahim
Raisi. It noted that Iran is our close neighbor
in the Caspian region and a close partner in
the Islamic world. Both sides stated that the
parties would continue to build up ties in the
areas of transport, logistics, agriculture, and
investment.

Conclusion

With the current integration of Kazakh-
stan into the world economy, the impor-
tance for the republic of Muslim countries
is significantly increasing, which in the fu-
ture may constitute, together with Kazakh-
stan, a common economic space, a com-
mon market for goods and services, as well
as a common transport communication.
The realities of today and the prospects for
the development of the global and region-
al division of labor will certainly require the
coordination of economic ties with these
countries [38, p. 87]. The development of
comprehensive ties with the countries of
the Islamic world and their institutions is
fully aligned with the tasks of developing
additional trade and economic space and
the goals of financial and economic sup-
port for innovative breakthrough projects
in Kazakhstan [39, p. 91]. An analysis of the
potential, resources, initiatives and inter-
ests for the development of cooperation
between Kazakhstan and the countries of
the Islamic world allows us to make the fol-
lowing proposals for the implementation
of recommendations:
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- in order to integrate Kazakhstan into
international transport and communica-
tion flows, to study the prospects for cre-
ating a multimodal transport corridor, the
formation of logistics supply chains and
the creation of consolidation points for
transit and export cargo flows in ports and
rail transport.

- the responsibility of national bud-
gets for conducting advanced economic
research on forecasting, identifying and
evaluating natural and human resources,
creating a search reserve for their future
reproduction of reserves;

-creation of a united trade and eco-
nomic, and in the future, economic and
political space.

- entry of Kazakhstan into the structure
of economic and political relations. In such
work, the development of the economy
provides for the introduction into practice
of the results of scientific achievements,
especially those related to national inter-
ests and benefits from interaction with the
countries of the Islamic world;

- following the recently developed for-
eign policy line, supported by serious eco-
nomic levers, and at the same time strive
to gain confidence not only at the level of
the leadership of Islamic states.

- strengthening economic coopera-
tion through the launch of joint projects
in the Arab countries, Kazakhstan will be
able to contribute to solving the pressing
socio-economic problems of the region,
which, as was repeatedly rightly noted
during meetings of heads of state, are one
of the main sources of poverty and, as a
result, the emergence dangerous extremist
movements.

Some of the benefits of interacting with
the Islamic world:

1. Access to new markets An increase in
trade in itself has an impact on economic
growth. According to some experts, a 10%
increase in trade increases the economic
growth of individual states by an average
of 0.5%.

2. Additional investment opportunities,
for example, in the field of industry and en-
vironmental protection, directly improving
the quality of life, as well as increasing the
role of Kazakhstan in international politics.
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3. The modernization taking place in
Muslim countries increases the need for
imports, primarily in relation to investment
goods, the revaluation of national curren-
cies increases the purchasing power of the
population, therefore, there is an addition-
al increase in demand.

4. Active interaction with the OIC coun-
tries increases both the weight and influence
of Kazakhstan in the international arena.

World Outlook in the System of Culture

Abstract. The article is devoted to the analysis of worldview and its place in culture. Since
worldview is a phenomenon of consciousness, an analysis of consciousness is given. If in the West
the subject of research is individual consciousness, then in the former Soviet philosophy (more
specifically, in historical materialism) social consciousness was also studied, which is not a simple
sum of individual consciousnesses. Worldview is precisely the form and level of social consciousness.
This was the virtue of historical materialism. The article critically analyzes the interpretation of
the essence and structure of social consciousness in historical materialism. It is shown that this
structure is depicted inadequately, and in addition, it contains a number of absurdities. For
example, the structure of social consciousness includes art, religion and science. This is despite
the fact that the same science, especially natural science, is impossible without special equipment,
instruments, etc. The same is true for art and religion. Art, for example, without works of art (and
the latter without the means of creating them), art only as the content and form of consciousness
is something that cannot be fixed. The article shows that worldview is the highest level of social
and individual consciousness and does not reduce to knowledge, as it is sometimes interpreted,
but synthesizes the content of all forms of social consciousness at the level of universality. The
relationship between the worldview and the picture of the world (in other words, the model of the
world) is analyzed. It is noted that the picture of the world is a visual duplicate of the worldview
and serves as a reliable guide for most people. Attention is also paid to the cultural and historical
nature of the worldview. The question is also raised about the relationship between worldview and
philosophy. The latter is defined as a product of reflection on the worldview.

Introduction

The well-being of our civilization today
is impossible without the consumption of
natural resources, and the consumption of
natural resources on a huge scale will lead
to the depletion of the bowels of our plan-
et. In this regard, at present, the general
state of the environment remains tense,
and environmental problems are one of
the most important problems of humanity.

All the unfavorable aspects of the mod-
ern ecological situation are connected
with the traditional human culture. There-
fore, the harmonization of the relationship
between society and nature must begin
with the greening of the moral image of
the person himself. Society will not survive
without ecological consciousness. This
consciousness must penetrate all areas of
science, technology and production and
change them so that they contribute to the
survival of humanity, not its destruction.
The essence of ecological consciousness is
a reflection of the real practical relations
of society. Society needs to know environ-
mental norms, and rules of conduct, and
have a high level of environmental culture
[1, p. 11-19].

In the context of globalization of so-
cio-cultural processes associated with
changes in the public consciousness, the
problems of the formation of new ideals,
including environmental ones, become
urgent. Modern society needs the deploy-
ment of the entire complex of forms and
means adaptive to ideological transforma-
tions. One of the potential means is a new
ecocentricideology, the formation of which
requires a scientific analysis of the feasibil-
ity and grounds for taking the necessary
measures to eliminate risky situations cre-
ated by environmental crisis phenomena.
Such a potential is designed to mitigate
the consequences of the transformation
of the consumer priorities of society and
become the most important component
of the emerging foundations of civil soci-
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ety. The tool that can satisfy this need is an
ecological consciousness formed based on
cultural and environmental norms.

Methodology

An important problem of studying eco-
logical consciousness and activity is their
typologization. Based ontypologization, the
subjects are grouped into different types of
ecological culture, according to their level
of formation of ecological consciousness
and ecological activity. We used the ap-
proach proposed by Russian scientist N.A.
Bykanova in the typology of ecological cul-
ture. At the heart of this approach is peo-
ple’s conscious concern about the adverse
environmental situation and their environ-
mental behavior. As a result, based on the
conducted sociological surveys, the group-
ing of all objects into three types is deter-
mined: “Ecological conscious and active
type”, “Intermediate type” and “Ecological
non-conscious passive type”.

Main part

The task is to ensure that environmen-
tal awareness penetrates all spheres of
human activity. Based on this approach, in
the process of educational work, the for-
mation of ecological consciousness, with-
out which it is impossible to competently
solve environmental issues, is carried out
in our experimental work in three main di-
rections: so that the idea that not only our
habitat, but the whole planet is our home
is reflected in the ecological consciousness
of students; greening ecologization of the
educational process is provided based on
systematic, interdisciplinary environmental
education and upbringing; ecological con-
sciousness is formed and developed in the
process of training, education and practi-
cal creation of environmental well-being of
industrial activity [2].

A sense of responsibility is extreme-
ly important because it implies the ability
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to be responsible for the assigned task,
for the commitments made, and for the
work done. The presence of a sense of
responsibility presupposes the presence
of consciousness and will as the ability to
manage their actions, to be responsible for
their consequences, as well as the pres-
ence of activity, initiative, and dedication.
At the same time, responsibility is one of
the most significant personal qualities that
determine the measure of her moral atti-
tude towards other people and the world
as a whole.

Developing a sense of responsibility
for the qualitative state of the natural en-
vironment, not allowing shifting respon-
sibility to other members of society, will
help overcome the “phenomenon of hope
for others” manifested in the field of envi-
ronmental protection. A developed sense
of responsibility to society is associated
with the spiritual development of social
values, and their transformation into ac-
tivity attitudes and life guidelines. After all,
a person can accept only those ideas that
correspond to his personal needs and in-
terests. A person should have a clear idea
of what will come out of what he does, and
this is possible provided that the expected
results are correlated with his action plan.

Adaptation to an extreme environment
is possible not only through physical la-
bor but also by improving the intellectual
qualities of a person, such as observation,
analytical and flexible mind, spatial imagi-
nation, etc. As can be seen, environmental
knowledge includes knowledge about spe-
cific objects and phenomena of nature, the
relationships between objects and phe-
nomena of nature, man and nature, and
knowledge about measures of rational na-
ture management and nature protection.
But they do not guarantee the existence of
an ecological culture.

The elementary level of consciousness
is formed already at preschool age, mainly
in the process of play activities and com-
munication with adults. At school age,
consciousness develops based on educa-
tional, social, and work activities, under the
determining attention of the increasing
demands of life, the collective, and society.
It is the school that provides a purposeful,
systematic, planned, versatile, and mean-
ingful socialimpact on children. At the

same time, the child is greatly influenced
by the family, as well as literature, radio,
theater and cinema [3, p. 132-142].

Along with environmental education,
environmental education is also carried
out at school, i.e., the formation of environ-
mentally appropriate needs for communi-
cation with the environment, saving it from
destruction and pollution. In this perspec-
tive, we find the experience of V.A. Sukh-
omlinsky valuable, where the main thing in
it was to teach the child the ability to see
nature. From our many years of practice,
along with the ability to see nature, we also
consider the ability to communicate with it
important. All this requires the use of types
and forms of work aimed at independent
search, practice-oriented and environmen-
tal activities of students [4, p. 30-35].

Environmental education is a process
aimed at the formation of a humane, emo-
tional, moral and careful attitude to nature.
Currently, environmental education cannot
be considered only as an integral part of
the environmental protection system - it
is a necessary component of the forma-
tion of a personality capable of solving the
tasks of future social development. It is for
this reason that environmental education
and upbringing are given special impor-
tance [5].

So, the whole system of environmental
education and environmental education is
aimed at preserving a thinking, hardwork-
ing, thrifty son of the universe.The solu-
tion to environmental problems cannot be
provided by the efforts of specialists alone
— environmentalists, managers, lawyers,
engineers, legislators — or by the power in-
stitutions of society. To effectively achieve
the goal of improving environmental safe-
ty, the active participation of all people, re-
gardless of their social or cultural status, is
necessary.Environmental education allows
people to understand that the world in
which they live is much more complicated
than their superficial perception, and that
the judgments that are obvious to them
are not at all unconditional.

One of the most important tools for
ensuring environmental protection and
rational use of natural resources is to raise
awareness of all population groups through
environmental education, which promotes
the assimilation of some environmental and
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ethical norms, values, and professional skills
that are required to ensure sustainable de-
velopment. Ecological education consists
of the formation of the ecological culture
of the individual and society as a set of
spiritual experiences of human interaction
with nature; it is interpreted as a continu-
ous process of self-education and personal
development aimed at the formation and
acquisition of special knowledge on envi-
ronmental protection [6].

An important role in the formation of
ecological consciousness belongs to vari-
ous environmental activities, movements,
and initiatives. By contributing to the dis-
semination of environmental knowledge,
they attract public attention to environ-
mental problems, make it possible to solve
some of them in practice, and on this basis,
they form confidence in the solvability of
environmental problems and in the use-
lessness of environmental protection ac-
tivities. Nature protection movements and
the results of their activities demonstrate
the ability of public opinion to influence
the state of affairs in the field of ecology.
Collecting signatures, rallies, packages,
demonstrations — all these forms of ex-
pression of public opinion are effective
ways to implement environmental protec-
tion activities.

The ecological culture of a person is
formed and developed under the objec-
tive laws of the civilization that determines
the formation and functioning of cultural
values. In contrast to Western civilization,
where the pathos of nature protection pre-
vails, the civilization of the Kazakh people,
where the reproduction of the way of life
according to the experience of ancestors
and mythological representations as part
of the worldview prevail [7, p. 6].

The veneration and protection of nature
is a cultural tradition of the Kazakh peo-
ple. Kazakhs, who led a nomadic lifestyle,
deeply learned the mystery of nature, and
their knowledge of nature was versatile.
The traditional culture of the Kazakhs tes-
tifies to the existence of a close connection
between nature and man, as well as their
inseparable existence. Kazakhs did not pull
out plants anddid not break young shoots.
Since any young life was considered the
beginning of happiness and the source of
existence of everything. They believed that
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if you pluck a plant like this plant and you
die, you will be cursed. Kazakh children
do not pollute springs and springs. These
springs seemed to be the source of exis-
tence of everything. Kazakhs did not dig or
dig the ground for no reason. This was re-
garded as a wrong act, linking the digging
of the earth with death, death was consid-
ered a bad omen.

In the nomadic Kazakh society, nature
was considered not only as an object of
worship and faith, but at the same time na-
ture performed the function of a socio-cul-
tural regulator. Nomads considered nature
alive and intelligent.In the nomadic culture
of the Kazakhs, the role of the concepts of
“sin” and “benevolence” as moral regula-
tors were high. These concepts have come
out of the field of religious content [8].

Information on this issue can be found
in the sketch of the Polish traveler B. Za-
lessky, who thoroughly knew the Kazakh
steppe, entitled “The Sacred Tree of the
Kazakhs”. According to his description,
when the Kazakhs passed near the sacred
tree, they put camels on their knees, cov-
ered the horses with a blanket, sat on their
knees or tucked their crossed legs under
them and read a prayer. After that, the
Kazakhs tied scraps of their clothes to the
branches of trees as a sacrificial thing, or
small scraps of sheep skin, and in extreme
cases, hair from the tail of a horse. In their
opinion, tying a sacrificial thing to a sacred
tree brings happiness, protects against dis-
eases, and prolongs life. Therefore, sacri-
ficial items should be tied not only to tall
trees but also to short bushes found on the
road in the arid steppe.

For the Kazakhs, felling such a tree was
considered the gravest sin, so there were
no those who would break even the dri-
est branch. | saw several ancient religious
apricot trees growing in the plain near the
Mugalzhar Mountains, no one dared even
touch the very stunted large branches.
There is nothing to support the multitude
of hung-up pieces of cloth and sheepskin,
and the golden eagle’s nest at the top of
the tree has not been harmed by humans,
since the nest built on a sacred tree is itself
sacred” [9, p. 65].

At the same time, Kazakhs considered
such birds as swans and swallows sacred, it
was forbidden to disturb them and shoot
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them. This testifies to the respectful, caring
and careful attitude to the nature of our
ancestors. There are many proverbs con-
cerning nature. For example, “cut down
one tree, plant ten instead”, "do not spit
into the well from which you drink”, “saw
a spring, let this spring breakthrough”, “do
not pull out plants” and others. In the tra-
ditional culture of the Kazakhs, it was con-
sidered a duty to protect water. Water is
the source of everything. If it is not there,
there will be no harvest, the whole world
of plants. Water sources were equated with
living organisms, and it was believed that
various spirits and the lord of water Sulei-
man lived in them.

There is a belated formation of ecologi-
cal consciousness. During the past socialist
era, in the current transitional (to a civilized
society) period, environmental knowledge
has not yet been fully disseminated. Today,
the steppe, the city, animals, and people in
search of sources of profit are turning into
victims of entrepreneurs. In this regard, in
order to preserve nature, the importance
of awakening ecological consciousness in
every society is becoming more and more
urgent every day.

Adapting to natural conditions, man, as
a supreme being, sought to win his place
in it by interacting rationally with it. In the
process of further development of tech-
nical civilization in the subconscious of
man, nature turns from the basis of life, as
it were, into a source of obstacles on the
way to achieving well-being. It is impos-
sible to explain the developing adequate
attitude of man to nature in the process of
production activity in any other way. And
the result of this approach was not long
in coming. Nature is dying under the influ-
ence of anthropogenic factors harmful to it
as a result of the development of industry,
the technogenic revolution. The develop-
ment of man-made civilization violates the
natural unity of man and nature, as a re-
sult of which ecological morality is pushed
deep into the subconscious [10, p. 42-80].

Human consciousness will include the
totality of knowledge about the world
around us. Thus, the structure of con-
sciousness includes the most important
cognitive processes through which a per-
son constantly enriches his knowledge.
Knowledge is the core of consciousness.

Sensations, perceptions, and representa-
tions are the levels of sensory conscious-
ness. To form the ecological culture of
schoolchildren, developing technologies
are needed, consisting of a target, search,
and reflexive educational space. And its
creation, where the upbringing of a per-
son with a high ecological culture is carried
out, is one of the most important tasks. En-
vironmental education as a whole carries
scientific, value, and normative activity as-
pects of the interaction of society with na-
ture. Ecological culture includes the culture
of cognitive activity of students to master
the experience of humanity in relation to
nature as a source of material values, the
basis of environmental living conditions.

Thus, the greening of the consciousness
of society is how the transformation of the
worldview and worldview will take place.
Another important component, the “sup-
porting” structure of ecological culture is
ecological activity.Environmental activity is
understood as a set of behavioral practices,
and actions of an individual, directly, or in-
directly related to his impact on his environ-
ment. The main property of environmental
activity is goal oriented. The presence of a
goal distinguishes ecological activity from
a more general concept - ecological inter-
vention, that is, a form of human interaction
with the external environment in which the
very inclusion of a person in the ecological
system, regardless of his goals and objec-
tives, leads to a change in this system. In
this regard, by environmental activity we
will understand the conscious, targeted
activity of subjects aimed at objects, pro-
cesses, or phenomena of the external en-
vironment with which the subject interacts
or plans to interact. Depending on the di-
rection of this activity, we will distinguish
between the pro-ecological activity of the
subject (a set of behavioral practices, ac-
tions of an individual aimed at protecting
the environment, protecting the population
from the negative effects of adverse envi-
ronmental factors), or the anti-ecological
activity of the subject (a set of behavioral
practices, actions of an individual aimed at
the theft of natural resources, irrational na-
ture management).

The criteria for the formation of eco-cul-
ture can be considered the transformation
of environmental attitudes and guidelines
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into activity imperatives. This raises an im-
portant question for us about the nature
and direction of the links between environ-
mental consciousness and environmental
activity [11, p. 311]. Thus, one group of
scientists, mainly American social ecolo-
gists, in the conceptual tandem “ecological
consciousness - ecological activity” gives a
leading role to ecological activity, which,
in their opinion, forms and determines the
ecological consciousness of the subject. In
their research, they rely on the theory of
self-perception, according to which peo-
ple form their attitudes based on their past
behavior. In situations when ecological in-
stallations are hastily constructed, or when
existing installations regarding the envi-
ronment are absent or poorly articulated,
subjects form their installations in relation
to the environment, based on the frequen-
cy of inclusion in environmental behavior
in the past [12, p. 120].

Another school of researchers, ear-
ly American social ecologists, adhere to
the opinion that through ecological con-
sciousness (knowledge) the formation of
ecological behavior occurs. This school in-
cludes the earliest models explaining the
environmental activities of subjects based
on the formation of ecological conscious-
ness. Ecological activity is determined by
the consciousness of a social subject, a set
of ecologically colored attitudes, orienta-
tions, a certain level of ecological knowl-
edge, etc. [13, p.120].

In the content of this typology, the main
components of the environmental con-
sciousness of the subject are synthesized,
such as environmental knowledge, envi-
ronmental awareness, and the presence of
post-material values and attitudes. The first
block of questions relates to the manifesta-
tion of environmental concern, the second
block of questions relates to the identifica-
tion of environmental knowledge, and the
third block relates to the manifestation of
environmental behavior. To determine the
ecotypes of the groups, 100 subjects aged
21 to 45 years were interviewed. The results
showed that different models of ecolog-
ical consciousness are represented in the
samples. 44.8% of respondents belong to
the “Environmentally conscious and active
type”,while 21.2% of respondents, on the
contrary, belong to the “Environmentally
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unconscious passive type” and 34% belong
to the "Intermediate type”.

An "environmentally conscious type” is
a subject with a high concern for the ex-
isting environmental situation, and devel-
oped ecological knowledge. He is ready
to give part of the funds for environmen-
tal protection, he is ready to invest glass,
paper, plastic, etc. separately. in garbage
blocks, ready to ride a bike around the city
instead of cars, and also ready to always
participate in environmental actions.

An “ecologically unconscious type” is
a subject who is not concerned about the
environmental situation and has a low lev-
el of environmental knowledge. He is not
at all concerned about the ecological situ-
ation of his region, he does not intend to
give part of the funds for environmental
protection, even if he is sure that this mon-
ey will be used for its intended purpose.
This type shows less formed indicators for
all types of environmental awareness.

The “intermediate type” is a subject with
minor concern about the environmental
situation, an average level of environmen-
tal knowledge and it has mixed indicators
characteristic of the rest of both groups. At
the same time, there were subjects among
the groups who have developed envi-
ronmental knowledge and are concerned
about the environmental situations of their
region, but they are not active in environ-
mental actions.

Conclusion

Despite the existing scientific dispute
between scientists’ "ecological conscious-
ness - ecological activity”, it seems to us
important to consider the same probabil-
ity of the influence of both components
on the ecological culture of the individual.
Thus, ecological consciousness and eco-
logical activity are interconnected compo-
nents and two different forms of manifes-
tation of ecological culture. High concern
about the state of the environment leads
to awareness of the need for practical par-
ticipation in environmental activities. Con-
versely, practical environmental activities
contribute to the development of motiva-
tion to deepen environmental knowledge,
and the development of environmental
consciousness of the subject.
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Social life has a huge impact on the for-
mation of consciousness. The formation of
human consciousness is associated with
the emergence of social relations that re-
quire the subordination of the individual
to a fixed system of needs, responsibilities,
and discipline of behavior, expressed and
regulated by language, historically estab-
lished customs and mores. During life,
every person is affected by objects and
phenomena, events and other people who
make up his world. But a person, being
influenced by the external world, some-
how influences him: he uses something to
satisfy his needs, seeks to evade some in-
fluences, opposes something, and creates
something. A person does not only relate
to objective reality in a certain way. Unlike
an animal, it definitely refers to its vital ac-
tivity. That is, to his attitude, objectively di-
rected at the world around him. This is also
an indicator that a person’s life activity is
conscious.

Thus, ecological consciousness and
ecological activity, as forms of manifes-
tation of ecological culture, are complex
sociological constructs. By ecological
consciousness we mean a certain level of
concern of the population about the state
of the environment, the formation of eco-
logical knowledge, and the presence of a
set of post-material values and attitudes in
the subject. Environmental activity is con-
sidered as a conscious, targeted process
aimed at objects, processes, or phenome-
na of the external environment with which
the subject interacts or plans to interact.
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AN ANALYSIS OF CONTRIBUTION OF JADID MOVEMENT
IN MODERNISATION AND REFORM OF EDUCATION

IN CENTRAL ASIA

ABSTRACT

Throughout the research it has been demonstrated that the Ja-
didism as a religious-cultural and political movement has man-
aged to succeed in reestablishing the state order of Central Asia
by contesting with the conservative system and the traditional
ulema in battling the ignorance through new-method schools,
meanwhile retaining the Islamic religion. This study has found
out that the cultural transformation and the modernization of
the indigenous community through the transformation of the
societal order attained via the reformation of the conventional
patterns of education was aspired by the Jadids. In this sense,
the Jadids have pursued the new Muslim intellectual cohort who
would be more inclined towards the secular sciences than with
religious studies. In this revivalist sense, the Jadids called for a
reform that was entrenched in a rigorist discourse on correcting
Muslim practice. The first chapter of this work will be dedicated
to reviewing the Qadimist (conservative Islam) movement by an-
swering questions such as what was the Qadimist, traditional Is-
lam movement, and why did they oppose the reform ideas pro-
posed by Jadids? Subsequently, the second chapter will examine
the formation of ‘new-method’ schools and their proliferation
across Central Asia and corroborate with archival documents.
The final chapter will explore the methodological content of the
new-method schools by dealing with the question of what kind
of subjects their curriculum and programs contained.

Introduction

The end of the nineteenth century
witnessed the appearance of the cultural
enlightenment movement of Jadidism in
Central Asia. This movement, instigated
by the Jadids, sought to improve the lives
of those living in the Turkestan area by
improving literacy and reducing stagnation
and other hindrances. However, they
encountered obstacles in achieving their
aims of reform and progress. For Khalid,
organisation of the Jadid movement
was impeccable, evidenced by the way
they structured educational reform, their
systematic development of curricula, and
their weekly newspaper publications. What
was novel among the Jadids, however,
was their particular context in a historical
sense, as well as the influence of European
thinking. This was then enhanced by the
superiority of the Russian Empire’s military,
technological, and economic capabilities
over those of Central Asian communities,
and due to this, the Jadids were great
advocates of modernising language,
simplifying script, and reforming education
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to make it more accessible for people in
their communities. The abovementioned
scholarly overview suggests that there is a
need to explore the intellectual history of
Central Asia fromits religious, sociocultural,
and political perspectives. Therefore, in
order to achieve this objective, this paper
intends to critically analyse the role of the
modernist movement in reforming the
region through 'new-method’ schooling.
Methodology

Regarding the methods applied
in this research, the theoretical and
methodological basis of this thesis
relies upon the work of history scholars
and their achievements to date. During
the research, a comparative historical-
interpretive and explanatory approach is
applied in order to classify the content and
nature of the Jadid movement as a socio-
historical phenomenon. In the assessment
of the socio-political history of Jadidism,
the author will adhere to the principle
of objectivity. This research utilises
comparative historical and chronological
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methods when examining the documents
and materials related to the Jadids given
in Kydyraliyev's dissertation, along with
the research of Western scholar Khalid and
these will be synthesised.

The Old Method of Learning: Qadimist
Traditional Islamic Education

Conventional (Qadimist) Islamic
education was prevalent across the region
in the nineteenth century, particularly in
the more settled regions of Central Asia [1,
p. 12]. This structure entailed mosque
schools, intently concentrated on reading
the Quran, and several Islamic primary
schools (maktabs) and secondary or higher
schools (madrasas) as well [2, p. 165].
These establishments made a contribution
to a pattern of wide-ranging but narrow
literacy, with official schooling in Arabic,
but little or no maintenance for
coeducation, particularly beyond the
primary level [3, p. 158] indicating that the
old-method schooling educated the
student to think according to the classical
Arabic system, without articulating these
in the native language of students.
Although there were native language
teaching courses, they did not provide a
comparative linguistic basis through which
the student would acquire a better
comprehension of Arabic and instead,
Arabic remained on its own and
necessitated intense memorisation and
internalisation [4, p. 263]. For example, [5,
p. 17] states that his teacher, despite all of
his years spent learning Arabic grammar,
remained unable to speak it fluently.
Through the use of a phonetic transcript of
standard Arabic mispronunciations, Fitrat
would highlight the poor Arabic of the
teacher (mudarris). In contrast, the
European, who studied Arabic via new-
method schooling, spoke it fluently and
was able to correct his conversational
language in many places. Sharp criticism of
traditional Muslim education and the state
of science and culture in Central Asia in the
nineteenth century is possibly the one
thing on which the Jadids and every other
observer, scientist and official agreed. For
example, according to Khalid, the most

obvious signs of the region’s stagnation
were seen in the madrasas and maktabs as
these establishments were limited with
only religious subjects, and they were
based entirely on the old methods and
were deemed ineffective because they did
not have any secular worldly subjects.
Muslim  educational traditions  that
emerged in Central Asia's maktabs and
madrasas later formed the basis of
education in many Muslim societies of the
mid-nineteenth century [4, p. 264]. There
were two primary concerns here — namely
transferring knowledge, and developing
appropriate etiquette. According to [6, p.
490], the major driver was to preserve and
transmit the truths revealed by God in the
Quran to the younger generations, often
using strict traditional means such as
corporal punishment and necessitating
memorisation without explaining why or
facilitating understanding. Understanding,
or fahm, in this approach to education was
not emphasised and there was no
measurement of a child’s ability to explain
Quranic verses; rather, their ability to use a
specific verse at an appropriate time was
the supposed evidence of their
comprehension [6, p. 491]. His suggestion
indicates that the method that the old
school had was inefficient in conveying
education as it was based on cramming
rather than comprehension. According to
Khalid, in the works of Sadriddin Ainiy, the
last generation of Central Asians who
received a traditional education and at the
same time was an outstanding Jadid, he
states by recalling his experience in the
maktab: “When my father left, the teacher
sat me down next to him and ordered one
of the older students to work with me. This
student asked me to look at my board
when he said out loud: "Alif, be, te, se”, |
imitated him and repeated the names of
these letters. Having taught me to
pronounce them, the student moved on to
other children and began to teach them.
The children called him halfa”. In this
situation, the student had become involved
in a social hierarchy; he not only obtained
knowledge from the teacher, but also
acquired etiquette adab. There were no
formal structures to the classes in the
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maktab and children did not sit
examinations. [7, p. 65]. The student was
able to move through his schooling at his
own speed, and his abilities were measured
by the number of books he had memorised.
Having memorised the letters of the
alphabet, the student became acquainted
with the vowels, which he again learned by
memorisation. To memorise the haftiyak,
the student was given the name kitabhon
(‘'reader of the book’). Then he moved on
to Char Kitab (fourth book) — a collection
of writings containing information on
Muslim prayers and rituals. Four pieces of
writing were included in the anthology:
Nam-i Hakk (the book of truth), a treatise
in verse by Sharifuddin Bukhari (religious
and public figure) concerning the rules for
carrying out rituals including praying,
fasting, and purifying. After completing
the Char Kitab, the student studied poetry
in both Persian and Turkic languages, Hafiz,
Sufi Allah Yar, Fuzuli, Bedil, Nawai and Attar.
These poems were important as they were
perceived to be the main canon of the
literature of the region, and if an individual
was familiar with them and could
understand and recite them from memory
at the right time, they were considered to
have the required etiquette of an educated
person. However, Jadids' denunciation of
the maktab exceeded its ineffectiveness
and disorder and examined the
appropriateness of its texts for young
children. For example, Abdullah Awlani
resonated Munawwar Qari when he wrote
about how most people were aware that
the books used in Islamic schools in Central
Asia were of poetry. He said that many of
the books dealt with common issues of
practice and/or creed, but as most of the
books were written in Persian, many young
children found them hard to understand.
Awlani did not see how children would
benefit from the content of these poems,
even if they did understand them. This is
because some of the poems were romantic
in nature, it was felt this type of content
may be morally inappropriate for young
children and could lead to indecency. The
Jadids also criticized the use of Persian in
education. For example, century [4, p. 270]
claims that one of the criticisms of the
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Jadids from the old maktab was that an
increasing number of writings utilised were
in the Persian language and the children
had trouble comprehending it. The
necessity for primers presented in
indigenous languages resulted in the
explanation of a modern literary Central
Asian Turkic language, indicating that if
efficient literacy was a pursued aim, only
the child’s native language should be used.
It thus seems that the Jadids reviled the
conventional maktab due to its ineffective
methods and disrespect towards the native
language, and therefore it seems that the
Jadids probably sought to substitute it
with their new-method schools that would
not merely be discerned by a systematic
curriculum, yet be part of a structured
network of schools as well [1, p. 14].
Another issue that the old school had was
that education until the end of the
nineteenth century was completely oral.
While written texts were used sometimes,
these were mainly for visual use only. After
finishing Haftiyak, Char-Kitab and the
Quran, Ainiy said that “I still couldn’t read
anything except what | read with the
teacher. For example, | could always read
those poems of Hafiz that | read at school,
regardless of whose hand they were. But |
could not read others that | had not read, |
was illiterate! | couldn't write at all”. Writing
was a skill that was not considered
fundamental in education of that time, and
most teachers did not include it in their
curricula. Students were generally expected
to master their native language in their
own time, and learning in the maktabs was
conducted in Arabic and Persian languages.
Students had to master writing skills
themselves, and only calligraphy was
taught in the maktab [7, p. 66]. Thus,
professional proficiency in the art of
calligraphy was similar to being able to
recite poetry as one of the signs of an
educated person. In the same way as
reading, repetition was used to teach and
acquire calligraphy skills. While students
were taught and could recite the alphabet,
the aim of education at the maktab was
not to impart functional literacy. The
junction of literacy and orality at which the
maktab functioned provided efficient
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literacy at lower levels than was required.
Now that functional literacy was
acknowledged as being an extremely
valuable skill, and the nonexistence of
education specifically geared towards
literacy became the maktab's principal
failure. In addition, the constant criticism
that children squandered many years of
childhood in schools that failed to provide
them with even the basics of literacy
adapted to a recent sense of efficacy. For
example, Gasprinskii, regarding the old-
method school system, asserted that the
rigorous revision of this issue revealed to
him that the knowledge imparted in the
maktab over a six-year period could be
achieved in only two vyears, providing
special order was maintained that teachers
used clear, systematised guidelines for
teaching how to write and read [4, p. 272].
The years that would consequently be
saved could then be dedicated to teaching
the Russian language in schools without
contravening the Muslim way of life.
Therefore, for him, it became crucial to
promote new-method schooling so that
the same teacher may teach Russian,
Arabic, and Turkish. His assertion suggests
that the old method of teaching lacked a
systematised methodology and thus
yielded fewer results, yet the solution of
this issue, according to Gasprinskii, lay in
the formation of “higher madrasas” — that
is, modernised school madrasa, where the
language and laws of Russia would be
taught. It goes without saying that the
whole course of, for example, grammar
entailed several years, particularly given
the unstable educational organisation in
old-style madrasas [7, p. 67]. The
abovementioned facts and historical
evidence suggest that the Jadids did not
aim to oppose the Qadimist or any
traditional Islamic religious establishments,
but they intended to reform society by
bringing about a more modern system of
education in order to enlighten the Muslim
children so that they could catch up with
their Western civilized and educated peers
[8, p. 196]. Algar maintains that the cause
of the low rates of literacy among the
indigenous population were that Arabic
was difficult to learn, and the methods of
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teaching were ineffective [9, p. 89].
According to Khalid, the madrasa was the
place for reproducing Islamic knowledge
intermediated through several tiers of
interpretations and commentaries, in
which the performances became a mass of
fatuity and dogmatism. Now, meanwhile,
real knowledge can be found in the divine
sources of Islam. This new liberal outlook
of Islam challenged the interpretative
practice which had been the bedrock of
Bukhara madrasas, and hence led to a new
comprehension of Islam [8, p. 1128]. The
objective was to obtain true knowledge
from the original scriptural sources of
Islam, circumventing the commentaries
and interpretations, that subsequently
came to be observed as merely hundreds
of years’ worth of corrupt behaviour and a
cause of social and moral degeneration.
Moreover, Chatterjee citing the evidence
provided by Aini, a leading Jadid, states
that despite the famous madrasas such as
Mir Arab and Zahid Khoja producing
extraordinary students, these diligent
students with nineteen years of laborious
training in the madrasa were not always
admitted as members of religious
establishments. The old-maktab strictly
adhered to the taqglid principle, which
according to traditional ulema, restricted
the reinterpretation of scriptures and thus
obtaining other worldly occupations was
more likely to be contradictory to Islam [9,
p. 89]. In this sense, the madrasa was the
place that generated such notions that
were obstacles to the attainment of secular
subjects such as medicine and geography
which were necessary for the growth of the
Muslim community, both economically
and culturally. However, the new-method
school believed that the study of modern
subjects was needed and even encouraged;
thus, by reinterpreting the scriptures in
accordance with the time, they argued that
unless the maktab system was reformed
and the scriptures interpreted according to
the needs of the time, Central Asian
countries would remain backward and
ignorant, and as result become dependent
on more developed countries.
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Formation and Development
of Usuli Jadid New-Method Schools
in Central Asia

The perception of knowledge as being
the solution to all problems, both socially
and individually, and as a source of
affluence and growth, underlined the
objective of all Jadid rationale. However, it
was obvious that the maktabs and
madrasas were not able to generate such
knowledge [8, p. 1129]. Therefore, the
reform was to start with children’s
education, with the most central
characteristic being the acceptance of the
new method of teaching the alphabet. The
formation of such schools designed to
educate using the new method became
the focus of Jadid reform and it was this
that gave the movement its name. The
Jadid schools that began to open and
spread at the end of nineteenth century
impacted on the level of literacy of the
indigenous population [10, p. 52]. The first
school in Turkestan based on the new
methodology was established by local
factory owner Sultan Murad-bay in the city
of Andijan, with a Tatar teacher employed
to teach the children of those working in
his cotton cleaning factory. In 1901 in
Tashkent, Munawwar Qari, a leading Jadid,
founded the first new-method school in
the city, and by late 1903 it was reported
that the city had more than twenty such
schools “Turkestanskie Vedomosti”, 2
November 1903, demonstrating the rapid
increase of new-method schools in Central
Asia. Determining the concrete numbers of
these schools is problematic, however,
since compulsory registering started only
in 1912, and even then an increasing
number of schools avoided the state’s
notice [11, p. 228]. The great variation in
the number of schools reported in
governmental correspondence shows that
the  administrative  system  lacked
knowledge of the precise number of
functioning schools [11, p. 228]. However,
according to official data, 13 schools were
functioning in the old city of Tashkent and
the same number in Kokand, each with
1,100 students enrolled [12, p. 57]. A local
inspector reported that in the early part of
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1910, 23 new-method schools were
registered in his area of Ferghana province,
yet three years later it was noted that there
were "about 20" schools, pointing to a
reduction in  number of schools.
Nonetheless, according to the “Oyina”
magazine, 31 schools with 3000 students
operated in Kokand then, making it the
leading city in Turkestan. These estimates,
likewise, seem to downplay the number of
functioning schools, for the current press
indicates that new schools were being
established regularly. According to archival
data provided in the research of Kydyraliyey,
in 1902-1903 in the Fergana Valley, with
the consent of the Kokand and Old
Margilansky Judge, the following new-
method schools were opened: Maktab Sufi
Badal Ishan, where 140 pupils of this school
were taught by four teachers; Maktab
Kasymbay, where 145 students were taught
by one teacher with three assistants; and
Maktab Mashrab, where 50 students
studied under the guidance of one teacher
with three assistants [7, p. 69]. The Fergana
governor in February 1910 reported to the
governor-general’s office that depending
on the size of the premises, each such
maktab trains from 25 to 100 and up to
120 students [11, p. 229]. Then in Kokand,
an inspector of public schools found seven
new-method schools, of which there were
145 students in Kasymbayev's school, 80
students in Khalifa Tillo-Khodja's school,
and 85 students in Umartiev's school. Thus,
according to Khalid, the new-method
school Usuli Jadid began to supersede the
old maktabs and threaten the existence of
Russian-native schools. So if, according to
Barthold, in Kokand in 1911 there were
eight new-method schools with 530
students, then according to “Oyina”
magazine, by the beginning of 1914 in this
leading educational city of Turkestan, there
were 31 Jadid schools with 3000 students
[7, p. 70]. These archival figures indicate
that the Jadid schools saw a quick
proliferation across the regions, increasing
in numbers each year. This increase
suggests that owing to their efficiency,
new-method schools began to supplant
the old method schools; meanwhile, this
disturbed the Soviet administration that
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was the conservative protectionist. For
example, Benningsen and Quelquejay [13,
p. 159] maintain that the Soviet
administration attempted to conserve the
archaic form of Islam and culture with
regards to religious and educational policy
suggesting that these acts aimed at
weakening  the reform  movement
presented by Jadids by favoring the
conservative schools. The first national
private school of a new type was established
in  Nukus, and later education was
conducted in Russian, indicating the
intervention of the Soviet authority on the
new-method  school activities and
consequently transforming the national
schools into Russia-native schools with the
intention of indigenisation of local people.
Besides, Khalid provides historical evidence
demonstrating that under the chairmanship
of the aksakal leader of the city of Mirza
Bahadur, a meeting was held in which
honorary citizens of the city took part,
including Khojikhon Tura, Hakimkhon Tura,
Eshon Bobohon, Mirza Saidkodir, and
Mullo Aliboy, consequently making a
decision to open another new-method
school in Khujand. He further shows that
the eminent figure of the city, Mirzo
Bahadur, pledged to contribute 300 rubles
to the school fund from his savings. One
caneasilydeduce fromtheabovementioned
evidence that leading members of society
were willing to support the new-method
schools, contributing to the establishment
of the school at their own expense.
Moreover, it should be noted that while at
the end of the nineteenth century new-
method schools in the Turkestan Territory
were a very rare phenomenon, by 1911 the
number of schools of this type reached at
least 63 with 4,106 children were enrolled
in them. Although the Palen Auditing
Commission could not establish exactly
how many new-method schools there
were in the Turkestan territory due to the
lack of registration of these schools,
according to the report, "the indigenous
population willingly sent their children to
these new-method schools, motivated not
so much by political considerations, but a
desire to give the younger generation an
education more in line with the real needs
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of modern life than the scholasticism of
confessional school. This record suggests
that the local population was satisfied with
the teaching of schools in line with
modernism as opposed to old-method
schooling, which by then was thought to
be outdated [4, p. 298]. As an illustration,
according to the commission reports, more
than 200 children studied in four new-
method schools in Samarkand, and 230 in
five schools in Andijan, compared to the
old-method schools, where on average 10-
15 children studied - indicating that,
indeed, many students were enrolled in
the new-method schools [7, p. 75]. This is
supported by Bazarbayev et, all (2013)
who assert that there were 5892 schools
and 353 madrasas at the beginning of the
twentieth century. This archival evidence
cited in Bazarbayev et., all suggests that
the Jadids were successful in spreading the
schools quickly, indicating that their
method of teaching was most likely
welcomed by the native people choosing
them instead of the old-style madrasa.
When looking at the numbers, there is a
wide gap between the numbers of schools.
It is surprising that they were so
immediately prosperous which spread so
quickly and attracted many students [1, p.
12]. Even the tsarist administration found
out that there were increased levels of
literacy among the native population. For
instance, in March of 1919, Mischenko, the
then-governor of Turkestan, sent a report
to the Russian Minister of Education
explaining this increase in literacy levels,
especially among those living in central
oblasts such as Ferghana, Syrdarya, and
Samarkand. He remarked that the literacy
of these people was greater than in
European Russia [11, p. 230]. Therefore,
this educational establishment started to
be more tightly controlled by the Soviet
government, implying that the Soviet
colonial authority was anxious about
national schools — that is, Jadid schools -
assuming that their activities might
instigate the anti-colonial conflict [10, p.
325]. Thus, the tsarist administration,
investigating  the  issue  rigorously,
established certain commissions within the
educational administration department.
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These commissions were designed to
tighten up the control over schools in the
country and to introduce regulatory
legislation covering new-method schools.
In early 1912, the laws were ratified by the
governor-general A. I. Semenoy, declaring
that permission had to be granted to open
new-method secondary schools by public
school inspectors. This compelled the new-
method schools to introduce the Russian
language into the curriculum as an
obligatory subject that ought to be studied.
This evidence indicates that the Soviet
authority was fearful of the Jadid schools’
success, as most subjects were taught in the
native language and Turkish was given
precedence over Russian. With the Soviet
regime being anxious, they sought to keep
it under control, and consequently they
forced the Russian language into the
curriculum.  For example, on 22nd
September 1913, the interior Ministry that
attached special significance to the Jadid
schools as a political entity delivered a
special letter to the Turkestan governor-
general, which said: “New-method schools
educating in a Turkic language are
campaigning for the Muslim’s unity, and the
school reformers, by uniting all Muslims
with the emphasis on the religious and
national identity, intend to damage the
interests of the Soviet government” [11, p.
230]. These two documents, according to
Bazarbayev et al., probably served as the
basis for the colonial authority to hinder the
movement. It seems that the earlier tsarist
administration ensured that the new-
method schools had external connections
with several political organisations of Turkey
and Muslim India [10, p. 325]. This is
evidenced by the fact that in 1909, the new
Governor-General, A.V. Samsonov, reported
to the Minister of Education Schwartz that
the advanced part of the native Muslims,
under the influence of the Volga and
Crimean Tatar intellectuals, as well as Turkish
campaigners penetrating into the region,
realised the deviation of the education in
native schools and therefore, exerted
considerable effort to propagate the so-
called new-method schools. The report
further says that the schools taught using
the sound method and taught subjects
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about which the maktabs and madrassas
had no knowledge, for example modern
geography, history, and arithmetic using
textbooks compiled in Kazan-Tatar, Tajik,
and even in Ottoman dialects [13, p. 159].
Moreover, some reports stated that even
ideas of a clearly separatist and national
character were being implanted, and if such
schools were left to their own ways, then in
the future they would become breeding
grounds not only for Pan-Islamism, but also
for Pan-Turkism or Pan-Asianism [10, p. 13].
As the tsarist administration persecuted the
organisers of the new-method schools,
many of these schools existed in secret, so it
must be acknowledged that there were
more of them than records indicate [15, p.
197]. The general picture of the development
of a network of new-method schools in the
Turkestan Territory is drawn as follows:
before 1905: slow growth; in 1905-1910:
fast growth; in 1911: temporary decline; in
1912-1914: resumption of growth; after
1914: decline. Thus, in the late nineteenth to
early twentieth century, in different parts of
Turkestan, mainly in large cities, a movement
of Jadids developed for the transformation
of Muslim schools, which became a constant
feature of the urban life of the region.

Organisational and Methodological
Content of New-Method Schools

The establishment of impeccably
organised schools that would maintain a
disciplined, standardised education, offering
worldly as well as religious education to
the children of Central Asian society, was
the main goal and concern of Jadidism
[4, p. 368). Therefore, the new methodical
movement of the Jadids supported renewal
of conservative religious schools which,
according to Khalid, did not meet the
requirements of modernism, by introducing
secular subjects into the curriculum, in
order to improve the organisational and
methodological content of the curriculum.
In order to reform the traditional religious
schools, the Jadids proposed the following:
conducting classes in Muslim schools
according to a single curriculum, which
included — as per new methods — religious
subjects and secular disciplines such as
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arithmetic, natural science, geography,
history, Russian, and native languages.
For example, Shorish asserts that the
educational system of the Jadid movement
had its curricular roots from the Samanids of
the 10" century and the technological and
scientific sciences of the twentieth century
in order to create a free and decent society
in Central Asia. In other words, the intention
of the Jadid movement was to rid Islam of
its anti-progressive features and to resort
to the rationalistic and scientific traditions
of its Golden Age (Weller, 2014). When
looking at the history of Central Asia, the
region’s Golden Age was of course part of
the broader Islamic Golden Age of the 8" to
13t centuries, originating from cities such
as Bagdad, Samarkand, and Kordoba [16, p.
345]. This indicates that the Jadid movement
wanted to stop taglid (imitation) and
reinterpret the scriptural texts according to
the time by returning to original sources of
Islam and to an appreciation of science that
existed in Islamic civilisation until the 13"
century CE [4, p. 301]. During this extensive
process, intellectuals from the Central Asia
region including al-Biruni, al-Farabi, al-
Khaurazmi, and ibn-Sina (Avicenna), along
with many other collaborators, contributed

significantly towards the progression of
their own fields as well as the entire Islamic,
Western, and Russian communities [2, p.
162]. As Khalid explains, the Jadid movement
not only borrowed ideas and perspectives
from the modern Western world, but
also from much older periods in history,
including from its own heritage. For this
reason, the Jadids, seeing the scientific and
technological achievements of the Western
countries that Muslim countries once
had, and borrowing the science from the
Western world, exerted considerable effort
to combine religious education with secular
subjects. For example, Weller provides an
overview of the new Jadid curriculum (Table
1), arguing that they attempted to add to
their curriculum new modern subjects, thus
reducing the number or hours spent on
religious subjects. This suggests that the
main concern of the Jadids was the reform
of formal education and Islam. Although
Islam would function in the curriculum
for moral guidance, it would no longer
predominate, as overriding significance
was now to be placed on science, foreign
languages, mathematics, history and an
entire spectrum of practical subjects such
as writing [8, p. 1128].

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This table, highlighting the high
emphasis placed by the Jadids on
formal education via the new method
by incorporating secular subjects with
religious teachings, suggests that Jadids
aspired to return to Golden Age Islam
which, according to [4, p. 352], was
compatible with modernism by bringing
about reform to schools’ curriculum
content. Traditional Islamic education, as
Shorish asserts, was thoroughly theological
and would not help the Muslim countries
to grow scientifically and economically. This
indicates that the aim of the Jadids, within
the context of Islam, was to modernise
the content of the school curriculum by
incorporating both religious and secular
subjects, meaning that they appear to
attach great importance to the secular
subjects as without them, the material
wellbeing, economic achievements, and
liberation from Soviet authority would
not be possible. However, the curriculum
provided by Shorish illustrates that the
Russian language was the most taught
secular subject, accounting for 68 hours
in total and 12 hours a week, which is
the highest among all other subjects.
According to Bazarbayev et al. (2013),
studying the Russian language became
compulsory after the interference of the
Soviet authority in the affairs of new-
method schooling, and if it was not taught,
permission for opening the school would
not be granted. In the same vein, Khalid
states that the new procedures held sway
over the new-method schools, such as
obtaining permission to open the school
from the inspector of education in Tashkent
[4, p. 353]. Despite providing evidence
regarding the teaching of Russian, Khalid
later asserts that teaching Russian was the
exception and it was not forced from the
top; rather, due to the lack of proficient
teachers, Russian was not taught in many
cases [4, p. 354]. As an example, in 1911
Munawwar Qari, a leading Jadid, began
teaching Russian to his students, and
within four years it was being taught by
a Russian teacher up to twelve hours per
week. This indicates that teaching Russian
was not compulsory, but it was supported
by Jadids themselves. This is supported
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by Weller [16, p. 353], who, reflecting the
modernist approach of Abai Kunanbaev
(1845-1904), a well-known Kazakh Jadid
who wrote in the early 1900s, cites the
following excerpt:

"One should study Russian... In order
to avoid their harmful ways, yet partake
of their profits, one must know their
language, studies and scholarship. If you
study their language, your inner eyes will
be enlightened. The person who knows
the language and skills of somebody else
will, with that, have the same opportunities
they have, he will not have to plead for help
and be debased with exceeding shame.
Russian learning and culture are the keys
to the world".

This passage leads one to assume
that learning of the Russian language
was emphasised as a means of cultural
achievement and for achieving worldly
success, since Russia had reached cultural
and civilizational achievement. Although
the history of Islam was taught only eight
hours a week, it was considered to be of
major importance. For example, according
to Khalid (1998), the history of Islam was
underscored by the Jadids in presenting
visual evolutionary history in which the
progress of humanity is narrated, beginning
with Adam and leading up to today. This
implies that the Jadids aimed at teaching
students that progress is compatible with
Islam by illustrating the case studies of
Prophets who mastered crafting skills
and invented new objects which is again
indicative of the advantage of history as a
subject. Moreover, according to Khalid, the
stories of the Prophets (gisasul-anbiya) were
introduced into the curriculum inspired by
schools in Russia whose curriculum had
always involved sacred history. He further
maintains that the Jadids tried to produce
their own Muslim version of this approach.
All religious nations teach their children
about their particular prophets and
customs, giving guidance and historical
accounts according to their faith [4, p.
357]. This suggests that by teaching the
history of Islam the Jadids were willing
to inculcate religious enthusiasm and
national sentiment. Therefore, it was
claimed that Muslim students should know
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more about the origins of their religion.
Besides, geography was considered to be
a significant subject in the minds of Jadids,
as it fostered a visual appreciation of the
modern world [4, p. 358]. As Behbudi (1909)
states, the world had been conquered by
the Europeans who knew the world, and
likewise, conquered countries must also
know the world. For example, Behbudi
published a four-colour wall map of Central
Asia engraved in Turkic, and his bookstore
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contained many maps and atlases, especially
of Ottoman origin [18, p. 274], suggesting
that the terms ‘nations’ and ‘conquest’, and
the special emphasis on Turkic language,
seem to imply that along with reform of
education, the awakening of nationalistic
sentiment seems to have possibly been one
of the main goal of the Jadids in obtaining
independence from the Soviet state and
establishing the Islamic state based on the
system of the Golden Age.

Table 2 shows that the hours dedicated
to studying Islamic subjects were reduced,
and less time was spent on these
compared to secular subjects. Among the
religious subjects were the ‘rules of morals’
which accounted for three hours a week,
these lessons were intended to inculcate
morality which was probably different
from the moral training delivered in the
old school maktab that typically used
corporal punishment [4, p. 359]. However,
[19, p. 45], in his analysis regarding the
morality, claims that moral education
cannot be different whether it is delivered
in ‘religious’ or ‘secular’ content. His claim
suggests that since moral education
primarily entails the instructions of proper
conduct and behaviour of an individual,
it involves the instructions to follow the
norms. In this sense, it can be stated that
the moral education of new method school
could not be delivered differently from the
old method maktab. Here, the author of
this paper is in total agreement with the

argument of Karimullah (2013) regarding
the deliverance of moral education. The
difference mentioned above implied the
method or way of inculcating it. In other
words, while old method school often
used the method of corporal punishment
in inculcating morality, in new method
school, the method of instilling morality
was based on explanation. For example,
the phrase “the flesh is yours, the bones
are mine”, was popular expression
upon the admission to the maktab and
madrasah of pupils, which means, when
the student was firstly admitted to the
maktab, parents would give consent to the
physical punishment incurred by teachers
mudarris, when students did not study and
did not behave properly [20, p, 195]. This
suggests that the corporal punishment was
prevalent in old school when imparting
knowledge and inculcating adab, that is
moral education. With regards to religious
subjects, they were taught to students
not through imitative practice, but via
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specifically designed primers in the native
language and, dissimilar to the old method,
the comprehension of the meaning of
these religious subjects were emphasised
[1, p. 12]. While in the maktab, all Islamic
knowledge was sacral and doctrines of
Islam permeated all teaching, the new-
method schools viewed the Muslim faith
as something that could be researched -
in other words, Islamic knowledge might
be obtained in the same manner as other
types of knowledge [4, p. 196]. In general,
teaching using the sound method was
more effective than the ‘cramming’ of old-
method schooling, and teaching itself was
carried out more consciously [2, p. 168].
It should be noted that the programmes
used in the Jadid schools, unlike the usual
old-method maktabs, provided for not
only mastering of the basics of literacy by
children using the sound method, but also
the study of subjects such as mathematics,
geography, natural science (solids, gas, air,
heat, cold), the basics of natural science
including mineralogy, and even anatomy
[16, p. 361]. Apart from this, Kydyraliyev
provides a good illustration of the concept
of tolerance that played a key role in the
Jadid schools. For example, during an
examination by members of the audit
commission K.K. Palen in 1908, in one
of the wsuli jadid schools the following
incident occurred: the students were asked
how many of them were Shiites and how
many were Sunnis (both sects within Islam).
Why do you need to know this? We are all
Shiites and Sunnis — barobars (equal). We
have neither Sunnis nor Shiites, was the
answer. Based on this answer the auditors
concluded that “in the new methodological
schools, they educate the young
generation in the concepts of brotherhood
and love of all Muslims, regardless of
confessional shades”. Thus, Jadidism made
some improvements in the organisation,
content, and methods of work of Muslim
schools in Central Asia on the basis of the
didactic principles of pedagogy. The Jadid
schools began to use teaching methods
that weakened the old system of drilling
and cramming. The content of education
changed: real general education subjects
were introduced into the curricula of these
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schools —reading and writing in their native
language, arithmetic, history, geography,
natural sciences and the Russian language,
but with the indispensable preservation of
the leading role of religious disciplines [20,
p. 198].

Conclusion

The research has shown that the call
for organized schools had reflected the
central problem of the Jadids and the
creation of a well-organized school system
that offered a standardized, disciplined
education that would provide both
religious and secular instruction for future
generations of society. This has suggested
the only way of overcoming the ignorance
and comprehending the genuine meaning
of Islam. As Kydyraliyev asserts that the
understanding the central role of faith
in both knowledge and society provides
a critical understanding of the nature of
Jadidism, therefore the Jadids' belief in the
ability of the human intellect to solve the
problems of the world was intertwined with
the concept of progress, which contributed
to the desacralization of their worldview
suggesting that there was no contradiction
between the concept of progress and their
belief in Islam. According to Jadids, Khalid
argues that only knowledge could allow
Muslims to understand Islam correctly,
and Islam itself was the best guarantee
of progress and thus new concepts and
knowledge about religion, history and
politics underlie the Jadid criticism of
society at that time. For example, maktab
was disorganized, unhygienic and run by
illiterate teachers with no pedagogical
education, there was no system to check
schools, there were no organizations to
set up schools, and primarily the maktab
and madrasa lacked secular subjects and
did not pay any attention to them without
them the economic and cultural prosperity
and more importantly the liberation from
the colonial power, according to Jadids,
would be impossible. This study has
found out that the new concepts of time
and space were reflected in the Jadids'
emphasis on history and geography and
this allowed the study of world history,
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which gave rise to new, rationalistic
understandings of Islam. Throughout the
research it has been demonstrated that at
the heart of the discourse on the traditions
of reform, a new kind of knowledge was
developed, created and transmitted in a
fundamentally new context. This study has
shown that the Jadids' efforts to overcome
this crisis in society has been a central
feature of their reformist project and their
belief in the effectiveness of organization
and order, portrays the Jadids as reformers
with a modern vision.

Political Islam: From Islamism to Post-Islamism

Abstract. Islamism is one of the most complex social phenomena of our time; it is a multifaceted,
volatile and heterogeneous movement in which there is a very intense ideological and political
struggle. The distinctive feature of the idea of post-Islamism is their combination with the principles
of democracy in a globalizing world. Unlike Islamism, post-Islamism emphasizes human rights over
human responsibilities. However, these progressive ideas could not be a complete substitute for
Islamism, as its decline in popularity was temporary in the late 19th century. The success of a
number of Islamist parties in the parliamentary elections of the early twentieth century testifies to
this. The article defines Islamism and post-Islamism and analyzes its main currents, characteristics
and manifestations. The aim of the work is to analyze and examine the specific concepts identified
in Islamism and post-Islamist discourse, to analyze the nature of the transition from the Islamist
point of view to the post-Islamist one. The main methodology of the article is a content analysis
of printed publications and electronic articles. The study was also analyzed on the basis of the
latest data on Islamic dogma. The deductive method was used to determine the inductive method
explaining the research work, the main content of Islamism and post-Islamism. In the course of the
study, the author also refers to the works of experts in Islamic thought.

Cult of Education and «Saints» in Islam

Abstract. The formation of Muslim civilization is directly related to the emergence and
development of the Arab Caliphate. The monotheistic religion of Islam, which originated in the
12th century, spread from the Middle Volga region in the north to Madagascar in the south, from
the Atlantic coast of Africa in the west to the Pacific coast of Asia in the east. After the era of
Alexander the Great, which united the Hellenic lands and the Mediterranean Sea with the Indo-
Iranian world, the Arab Caliphate was the material, scientific and philosophical center of world
civilization for more than five centuries.The Mongol invasion of 1258 led to the fall of Baghdad and
the destruction of the Abbasid Caliphate, and subsequently the collapse of Islamic civilization. The
common cultural space that existed at that time was divided into Arab, Iranian, Turkish and other
areas. However, such ideals of Islam as peacefulness and solidarity, despite political, ethnic and
cultural separatism, formed their spiritual unity.

The author notes that Islam spread to territories where religious systems that had formed
before it previously existed. Therefore, for a long time, Islam was not the dominant religion in these
regions and was forced to “integrate” into the spiritual nature of the peoples inhabiting these
lands. For this reason, in some regions, along with purely religious cults, according to the canons
of pre-Islamic beliefs, the graves and mazars of saints are considered shrines.

However, the place and role of such components was not the same in the religious consciousness
of Muslims in different regions.

From a reformist-modernist point of view, the article defines and analyzes the values of Islam
and institutions related to the basic aspects of the classical period of Muslim civilization. The
problem of the cult of saints and the attitude towards holy places in post-classical Islam is also
considered.

ABSTRACT

The Islamic religion occupies a special place in the development
of moral values, determining the embodiment of cultural, spir-
itual, and moral qualities that form the basis for the education-
al capabilities of the individual in Kazakhstan. The purpose of
the study is to analyse the religious and cultural features of the
moral values and capabilities of Islam in the process of the indi-
vidual's educational development. The following methods were
used to achieve the research objectives: generalisation, survey,
and comparative. The study results have determined that the
important aspects of the culture-building paradigm of the edu-
cational process are to consider the cultural and religious char-
acteristics of the modern environment in which learning takes
place. In educational institutions, Islam is based on the principles
of morality and ethics, which are the basis of a person’s spiritual
and moral development, paying attention to a wide range of
related factors that affect this process. According to the survey,
students who study the Islamic religion, one way or another, use
the instilled values in everyday life. Among the main spiritual
and moral qualities that are associated with national and cultural
identity, it is worth highlighting: respect for elders, traditional
customs and rituals, language, and literature. Although there are
different spiritual movements represented in educational insti-
tutions in Kazakhstan, nevertheless, the content of the Islamic
religion converges in its vision of educating a person as an ed-
ucated, honest, kind, tolerant, and merciful person. However, it
is worth bearing in mind that for the productive development
of educational potential, it is important to consider the modern
values and principles of the culture of a post-secular society. The
practical significance lies in the use of the study results by aca-
demics, by specialists in religious studies and spiritual education.

The social role of Islamic culture and
morality is to standardise and coordinate

various social relations and contradictions
involving the connection of people and so-
ciety as a whole. The coordination of the
Islamic society is carried out in conditions
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restrict people’s actions. Islam pays great
attention to the connotation of ethical and
moral self-improvement, while promoting
the ideological and religious development
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of the individual in line with goodness and
beauty. The doctrine of Islamic ethics and
morality has an important mission in the
development of a personal spiritual and
moral component that regulates the daily
life of people [1]. The educational func-
tions of Islam attach special importance to
the social nature of religion and the for-
mulation of laws regulating the behaviour
of believers and their relations with each
other. Researchers M.Z. Mohd Yusoff, A.
Hamza and N. A. Aminnuddin investigated
the influence of spiritual and social norms
on the Islamic upbringing of the individual
within the framework of religious educa-
tion [2, 3]. However, the authors have not
fully considered and disclosed the moral
and ethical qualities of Islam through the
prism of a cultural approach.

The role of Islamic spiritual and moral
education is crucial for the coordination
of the spirit, which is the inner essence of
a person, and also occupies an important
place in the cultural structure of the individ-
ual and is an organic combination of will,
reason, and emotions. Morality and values,
personal ideals, social norms, mechanisms
for choice and judgments are the funda-
mental components of Islamic education.
The humane role of Islamic ethics in the
field of social education enhances the
reputation of this religion in a post-secular
society. In social practice, religious beliefs,
ethics, and morals are assimilated into the
code of conduct of Muslims, so that their
function of interethnic coordination has
practical value. Every Muslim is born in es-
tablished ethical and moral relationships,
which manifest themselves in activities be-
tween individual, collective, and social in-
terests, showing the motivation, ideas, and
conscience of people. Moral improvement
is a process of activity in which Muslims
not only transform the external objective
environment, but also their own mind. S.
Anam, I. N. S. Degeng, N. Murtadho, Yu.
Khan and G. Carlo in their studies consid-
er aspects of moral education and inter-
nationalisation of the moral values of Islam,
considering the links between religiosity
and social behaviour [4, 5]. Nevertheless,
the researchers have not considered the
cultural paradigms of the establishment of

spiritual and moral education in the Islamic
religion.

The ethical and moral functions of the
Islamic religion show advantages that can
not only regulate social contradictions, but
also become the cradle of the upbringing
of the spiritual quality of Muslims. Moral-
ity, as a criterion of value judgment, plays
an important role in the daily life of the
Islamic religion from the standpoint of its
social nature. In the process of transition
from a traditional society to a modern one,
the Islamic educational aspect persistently
continues to develop and update, empha-
sising the trends of the social order that go
in hand with the times. The spiritual and
cultural coherence of faith stimulate the
integration and penetration of morality
into modern society and law, thereby dem-
onstrating the trend of moral legalisation
and social reality. The most prominent fea-
ture of Islamic culture is the recognition of
the Lord. First of all, Islamic ethics has the
principle of holiness, that is, fear of Allah,
which is the criterion for regulating human
behaviour. Islamic ethics and morality are
closely combined with religious theory. S.
Kaur, A. K. Willard, A. Baimel and H. Turpin
investigated the tools for creating moral
norms and religious identity of Islam [6, 7].
However, the authors have not considered
the elements of the development of the
educational potential of the individual and
the spiritual and moral knowledge of Islam
in the Republic of Kazakhstan.

The purpose of the study is to consid-
er the principles of the cultural and moral
qualities of the Islamic religion within the
educational capabilities of individuals.

Methodology

The following methods were used to
achieve the research objectives: gener-
alisation, survey, and comparative. The
method of generalisation at the stage of
consideration of the educational struc-
ture of Islam determined the elements of
cultural, spiritual, and moral development
of an individual within the framework of
the religious component. It helped char-
acterise the basic principles and charac-
teristics of Islamic education, considering
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modern society and the digital perception
of the world. Its elements determined the
recognition of the corresponding cultur-
al paradigms that form the basis of the
educational process. This method allowed
identified important mechanisms of spirit-
ual culture that form the moral potential
of a person in Islamic society in determin-
ing moral values and attitudes. It helped
emphasise the tools of personal awareness
that the educational component of Islam
translates, and elements of certain rules
of life that interpret justice, kindness, and
honesty. The generalisation determined
the identification of an individual's behav-
iour in the context of spiritual and cultural
development, during which the knowledge
of moral values and qualities occurs, which
create the foundation for the educational
potential of Islamic educational institu-
tions and organisations.

The survey method at the stage of col-
lecting information determined the main
spiritual and moral qualities and values that
the educational system of Islamic religious
institutions and organisations uses to de-
velop the moral and legal components of
a person. During February 2023, a survey
was conducted in the city of Astana of 217
students of various educational institutions,
such as the Khazret Sultan Mosque and
the Husamuddin al-Syganaki Islamic Insti-
tute, with the help of which the main cul-
ture-forming elements were identified in the
implementation of the spiritual and moral
values of individuals. The respondents were
students of Islamic spiritual faculties aged
19-32 years. The survey was conducted in
two stages, including the collection of infor-
mation and the processing, analysis, and in-
terpretation of data to obtain qualitative re-
sults. It helped characterise the mechanisms
and ways of expanding the spiritual needs
and strengths of an individual in the context
of a post-secular society, where rationalism
of religious values and cultures prevails.
This method allowed forming hypotheses
about the educational aspect of religious
institutions that consider the spiritual, cul-
tural, and moral qualities of a person in a
single context.

The comparative method at the stage
of consideration of the Islamic education-
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al potential of the relevant institutions
established general trends and patterns
of functioning of the religious context in
the context of spiritual and moral qual-
ities, and highlighted the features and
differences of spiritual currents that per-
form their functions in modern society. It
helped identify various factors and causes
that characterise the manifestation of Is-
lamic moral concepts integrated into the
relationship between faith and individual-
ity. Its elements determined the allocation
of the framework for the functioning of
Islamic organisations in Kazakhstan, con-
sidering globalisation and the integration
of society into interethnic processes. This
method helped determine the basic princi-
ples of upbringing and teaching the spirit-
ual culture of the Islamic religion, while
emphasising the irreplaceable element of
the moral position of the individual. It al-
lowed determining a deep understanding
of spiritual objects and phenomena that
become the fundamental foundations of
the moral values of the individual in the
Islamic religion. The comparison helped
identify the diversity of teaching traditions,
religion and social structures that form the
cultural paradigm of educational potential.

Importance of the Islamic religion
in the upbringing and development
of the youth of Kazakhstan

Islam came to the territory of Kazakh-
stan in the 7th century, and was established
as the main religion of the Kazakhs in the
13th century [8]. From that moment to the
present, Islam remains one of the main re-
ligions of the country. There are many Is-
lamic organisations and educational insti-
tutions in Kazakhstan that promote their
ideas and principles [9]. The most common
movement is Sunnism, which refers to the
majority of Muslims in this region. Within
the framework of Sunnism, there are several
movements, including Hanafi, Maliki, Shafi'i,
and Hanbali [10]. Islamic spiritual courses
and institutions summarise the main val-
ues of religious propaganda formed on the
basis of classical descriptions of the Quran
and Hadith [11]. Undoubtedly, these values
are not all cultural and spiritual and moral
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qualities, but they represent the essence of
Islam. At the same time, moral character-
istics in the educational context have both
identity and pluralism. On the one hand, all
the peoples who preach Islam believe in
the same God, the classics and have a lot
of common understanding, so their values
are largely the same. On the other hand,
the values of the Islamic world demonstrate
many characteristics and are reflected at
various cultural and social levels.

Teaching the Islamic religion in Kazakh-
stan is one of the important components
of the upbringing and development of
the country’'s young generation. It is car-
ried out through a wide network of spirit-
ual educational institutions that provide
students with not only knowledge about
Islam, but also practical skills necessary
for life in accordance with the spiritual
and moral principles of religion. There are
many educational institutions in Kazakh-
stan where one can get an education in
the Islamic religion, ranging from mekta-
bas and madrasahs, ending with universi-
ties that offer specialised programmes for
the study of theology, the history of Islam,
the Quran, Hadith, and other important
aspects that form the educational basis
for the knowledge of spiritual and moral
principles. Spiritual and moral aspects are
an important part of teaching Islam in Kaz-
akhstan. These principles include mutual
respect, charity, honesty, responsibility,
respect for elders and traditional customs,
which help students become conscious
citizens who contribute to public life [12].
In addition, educational institutions pay
great attention to interreligious dialogue
and tolerance, which allow individuals to
understand and respect different faiths and
cultures, and also contribute to peace and
mutual understanding in society, given the
characteristics of a post-secular society.

Personal education in Islam is based on
traditional principles such as spirituality,
morality, justice, tolerance, and respect for
elders and people of other faiths. However,
in the modern world, these principles can
be influenced by various cultural factors
and cause ambiguous reactions in society.
Therefore, Islamic educational trends in
Kazakhstan strive to have respect for this

complexity and offer innovative approach-
es to personal education, which are based
on the use of a cultural element that al-
lows assessing socio-cultural factors and
the impact of modern technologies on
personal development [13]. The cultural
approach to the study of the educational
potential of the individual in Islam involves
not only participation in traditional Islamic
rituals, but also the mastering of new mor-
al qualities for the development of creative
abilities and humanism. Islamic education-
al movements in Kazakhstan also pay spe-
cial attention to issues of tolerance and in-
terethnic dialogue. Students of theological
schools receive knowledge not only about
Islamic culture, but also about the cultures
of other peoples, which contributes to the
development of interethnic understanding
and strengthening social peace.

However, the Islamic educational com-
ponent in all its diversity manifests itself as
a place of hybridisation of various mod-
els, such as “Kalam”, “Adab”, “Sufism” and
“falsafa” [14]. Educational movements in
Kazakhstan reflect the diversity of Islam-
ic theology and the culture of the state.
Educational institutions that represent Is-
lamic movements in Kazakhstan include
mosques, Islamic universities and schools,
centres of Islamic studies, which offer a
wide range of courses on Islamic theol-
ogy, philosophy, history, Arabic language,
and other topics that perfectly fit into the
rhythms of modern society [15]. But, never-
theless, despite the differences in content
and teaching, institutions converge in their
vision of the education of individuals, acting
as a tool for expanding human capabilities
for rational functioning among an integrat-
ed society. The variety of types and con-
tent of education is accompanied, in fact,
by a difference in the currents with which
schools or universities are identified [16].
The educational potential of the individual
in the context of spiritual and moral know-
ledge in Islam not only preaches the desire
for understanding, but also emphasises that
there is no contradiction between faith and
reason [17]. It also encourages believers to
combine knowledge and use reason for a
vast concept of the universe.
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Analysis of the survey results

During February 2023, a survey was
conducted in the city of Astana of 217
students of various educational institu-
tions, such as the Khazret Sultan Mosque
and the Husamuddin al-Syganaki Islamic
Institute, with the help of which the main

culture-forming elements were identi-

fied in the implementation of the spiritual
and moral values of individuals. Thus, it
was determined that the most advancing
moral and cultural qualities in the study of
Islamic theology, philosophy, history, law,
and social sciences are charity and honesty
(Figure 1).

Accordingly, it can be emphasised that
Islamic institutions in Kazakhstan have sig-
nificant educational and spiritual potential,
which helps students become more eth-
ical, respectful, and responsible members
of society. Through various educational
programmes, they help develop inner har-
mony and spirituality. Thus, 83% of the
surveyed students can teach and practice
meditation techniques, actively promote
the reading of the Quran and dhikrs. These
practices help individuals to find inner har-
mony and tranquillity. In general, Islam in
the Republic of Kazakhstan has a signifi-
cant educational potential that can help
people become more ethical, respectful
and harmonious in society. Islamic educa-
tion is aimed at both the expansion of the
soul and the acquisition of cultural know-
ledge, with the aim of forming a person
subordinate to God and his laws. 94% of
respondents indicated that they constant-
ly use the spiritual and moral knowledge
acquired in institutions in society. The full
manifestation of Islamic moral concepts in
society shows the constant integration of

the relationship between individuality and
faith. As for religious affiliation, due to the
institutionalisation of Islam, personal be-
liefs are often concretised, thereby form-
ing a stable system.

Therefore, the sphere of moral
improvement is a large-scale issue and
refers to the degree of moral conscious-
ness. The achievement of the spiritual
and moral component is a symbol of the
internationalisation of moral norms. Is-
lamic theological theory is an ideological
and theoretical resource for building social
norms and order. Subjective and conscious
moral behaviour becomes an objective so-
cial normative force that provides a widely
used and orderly model of behaviour for
Islamic society not only in religious in-
stitutions, but also society as a whole. In
addition, the survey showed that 95% of
spiritual and moral qualities are associat-
ed with the national and cultural identity
of Kazakhstan. Among them, respect for
elders and traditional customs were the
most socially applicable (Figure 2).

Thus, according to the survey, students
believe that they can actively apply the
knowledge gained during the course and
the values of the Islamic religion instilled in
them in everyday life, while positively influ-
encing society. Accordingly, it can be em-
phasised that Islam pays special attention
to the importance of personal education
and the development of moral values from
early childhood. Education in this religion
is based on the principles of faith, know-
ledge, behaviour, and examples established
by the Holy Quran and the Sunnah of the
Prophet Muhammad [18]. One of the basic
principles of Islam, intertwined with the
cultural paradigm of education, is respect
for elders. In the Islamic faith, it is believed
that the upbringing of a person begins
with the establishment of faith in one God
and the acceptance of the Quran as Holy
Scripture [19]. This helps a person become
more conscious and responsible, seek a
spiritual direction in life, and follow moral
principles. Personal education, according to
Muslim canons, is a process that continues
throughout life. It includes self-improve-
ment, respect for other people, helping
those who need help, and constant learning
and updating of knowledge.

Moreover, the results of the study em-
phasise that 83% of respondents claim that
one of the main spiritual values that individ-
uals acquire when studying Islam is faith in
one God and acceptance of his sovereign-
ty and will. This faith allows a person realise
their smallness in front of the universe and

accept their place in it. It also helps remain
submissive and humble, and to accept all
the trials and difficulties that God sends. An
equally important quality of the spiritual and
moral aspect is caring for neighbours, the
weak, and the needy. 76% of the students
surveyed believe that this value is very im-
portant for creating a harmonious society
in which everyone feels safe and secure.
Another spiritual value that a person who
turns to Islam acquires is a constant striving
for improvement, which determines both
educational and internal spiritual compon-
ents that create an integral figure of society.
Islam encourages its followers to continually
improve their lives and to develop spiritually
and morally. 89% of respondents empha-
sise that this skill helps maintain their mo-
tivation, find new ways and opportunities
for development and overcome difficulties.
Accordingly, the spiritual and moral qualities
that Islam offers are very important for creat-
ing a harmonious and just society filled with
humane and moral qualities, given the con-
stant continuous learning both within the
inner and outer worlds.

Thus, the overall results of the survey
helped comprehend how students of reli-
gious institutions in Kazakhstan understand
and apply spiritual, moral, and cultural val-
ues in their lives and society as a whole. In
turn, the cultural approach to the study of
the educational potential of the individual
in Islam is an effective way of educating a
harmonious, tolerant, and ethically con-
scious personality in the modern world. It
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opens up new opportunities for the appli-
cation of traditional Islamic principles in
accordance with the modern socio-cultur-
al realities of post-secular society. Islamic
trends in Kazakhstan continue to develop
and improve, preserving their traditional
values, but at the same time, adapting to
modern realities and challenges of the time.
Islamic knowledge and education play an
important role in the development of moral
values by spiritual and educational institu-
tions. Teaching Islam includes not only the
study of dogmatic and religious teachings,
but also the principles of behaviour and
ethics, which are important for personal de-
velopment. One of the main moral values
that students receive when studying Islam
is the fear of God. In Islam, God occupies a
central place, and believers adhere to the
principle of reverence and reverence for a
higher power. This leads to the develop-
ment of students’ spiritual qualities such as
modesty, humility, tolerance, and respect
for other people, which form the basis of
the cultural paradigm for the development
of educational potential.

Comparison of the obtained results
with the results of other
scientists — discussion

The development of Islamic educational
potential in the context of spiritual and mor-
al qualities of a person plays an important
and leading role in regulating the real social
order, since only a society with common
moral values and behaviour can humanely
function in the modern world. According to
A. D. A. Prabowo and H. llyas, the cultural
element, as an objective social mechanism
of religion, emphasises that moral norms
and their principles are products of spiritual
and material conditions [20]. Therefore, the
Islamic moral model is not only law, but also
self-discipline. It turns the inner component
of the personality into a solid foundation
for social development. Due to the need
for group coexistence, religious institutions
and organisations should timely adjust the
relationship between the various elements
in the social structure. As the main ideology
of society, Islamic ethics and morality are
widely used in public life to create a har-
monious humanistic environment. At the
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same time, it is endowed with cultural and
spiritual connotations, and its values are
widely respected by Muslims. Regardless of
whether the moral superiority or inferiority
of people can be assessed by society, fixed
moral norms reflect a specific scale and ac-
cept good and evil, right or wrong, while
forming a comprehensive educational pro-
cess that considers spiritual, cultural, social,
and moral aspects. Thus, it can be empha-
sised that the hypotheses of the researchers
under consideration echo the results ob-
tained, determining the irreplaceable role
of Islamic education within the framework
of universal spiritual and moral knowledge
in the religious educational process.

D. Ilham suggests that in the process
of Islamic acquisition of spiritual and mor-
al knowledge, there is a clear dividing line
between good and evil, where a conno-
tation of a moral scale can be cultivated
and formed into an ideological conscious-
ness [21]. Therefore, moral consciousness,
ideals, judgments, and qualities should
have strong Islamic moral standards and
guidance within the cultural paradigm.
Moral attitudes and practices are reflected
in the system of social customs and norms
that promote that the development of in-
dividual spirituality can improve the moral
level of the whole society, complementing
each other. The entire Islamic social sys-
tem is built based on relevant teachings,
the foundations of which are: the unity of
politics and religion, the unity of religion
and social ethics and morality, the unity of
theocracy and secularism, where the secu-
lar world is not divided. Accordingly, the
Islamic educational component is covered
by public life, where traditional thinking
influences people’s judgment about most
things. The psychological pressure exerted
by public opinion has an incomparable
power to regulate the behaviour of a per-
son in the process of mastering spiritual
and moral qualities and values. In a soci-
ety where Islamic ethics and values are the
main consciousness of society, morality
acts as a spiritual pillar of the law, and the
law is the mainstay of the power of mor-
ality. In turn, the law is the result of coer-
cion, culture, and institutionalisation of the
basic principles of society, while morality
is the conscious actions of individuals. The
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conclusions of the researcher coincide with
the findings of this study, which charac-
terise the process of developing the edu-
cational potential of the Islamic religion
as a generally accepted practice, which is
based on spiritual and cultural norms that
complement each other.

According to S. J. Thoma and D. I. Walk-
er, much of the teaching of the inner will
of Muslims is based on aspects of law and
values and the binding force of law and
morality [22]. A stable Islamic ethical and
moral order has always played a vital role
in coordinating various social relations,
which helps maintain the security of pol-
itical, and spiritual and cultural systems.
Such systems, to a large extent, support
and strengthen the viability of religion
and exist as a psychological definition of
the survival of Muslims. The cultural com-
ponent of education is an important factor
of social stability and progress, which can
ensure the humane functioning of public
life and have a positive value for society
as a whole. The historical construction of
Islam and its traditional self-image, which
is still of great importance to a huge num-
ber of believers, still allows perpetuating
the prejudice that this religion is a “law of
God"” that transcends human discourse.
The authors propose to consider the cul-
ture-forming context of spiritual and moral
knowledge as a comprehensive conceptual
vision of various dimensions of a person,
defining personal qualities as a system of
ideas and values centred around the de-
velopment of a new type of person based
on dignity, freedom, education, reason,
justice, kindness, and respect in accord-
ance with a certain ideal of a post-secu-
lar society. Thus, when analysing the data,
it is emphasised that the development of
educational potential, one way or another,
depends on the functioning of political,
social, personal, and cultural structures
that determine the factors of the further
development of the Islamic religion.

According to I. Becci and J. Koehrsen,
the problem of values in the process of
developing educational potential is es-
sential both for religious Islamic discipline
and for society as a whole [23]. The exist-
ence and operation of spiritual and moral
qualities support social cohesion, provide

clarity of behaviour, and create a common
spirit that characterises confidence in an
individual’'s daily life. Values in the context
of faith are the product of changes and
transformations throughout the history
of Islam. They arise with a special mean-
ing and change or disappear at different
times. Cultural principles are present in
almost all social processes of personality
development and assume a central role in
building and maintaining the identity of
people and groups. An individual, accord-
ing to Islamic knowledge, who is aware of
their values, can easily find a place in the
world, have self-confidence, interpret and
evaluate their social environment. Spirit-
ual and moral knowledge occupies an
intermediate position between individual
and collective reality, while conditioning
the corresponding cultural and tradition-
al mechanisms of educational potential,
which are used by religious institutions
and educational organisations. Thus, mor-
al values form attitudes and contribute to
the maintenance and regulation of society,
since they interpret the legitimacy of the
social order, the validity of laws and the
practice of Islamic control in the context of
moral and value knowledge. These state-
ments intersect with the results obtained,
which emphasise the special role of the
cultural paradigm, which lays the right
value basis for expanding the educational
orientation in Kazakh society.

Thus, the analysis of the cultural ele-
ments of the educational potential of the
individual determined that Islamic values
are a very complex system that not only
contains many wonderful traditions and
valuable qualities, but also has a large num-
ber of diverse cultural concepts that limit
social progress. Therefore, spiritual institu-
tions in the Republic of Kazakhstan need to
restore a new culture and new values that
meet the requirements of modern times,
based on the existing ideology and moral-
ity. Accordingly, as the survey shows, it is
only by integrating the essence of Eastern
and Western cultures that it is possible to
create an appropriate spiritual and moral
component of the Islamic religion. The cur-
rent process of developing the educational
potential of Islam in Central Asian coun-
tries, in particular, in the Republic of Kaz-
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akhstan, is inseparable from the historical,
religious, cultural, and social influences of
the region. The concept of harmony ad-
vocated by Islamic ethics and morality re-
mains unchanged, and its important role is
to stabilise society. The states promoting
Islamic knowledge need the driving force of
moral components and social transforma-
tions, where the Islamic spirit plays a very
important role in uniting the unity of the
people. The development of the system of
Islamic civilisation should finally begin with
its own history, religious beliefs and nation-
al attributes, while formulating the guiding
principles of national reinterpretation. In ac-
cordance with the spiritual and cultural in-
terests of post-secular society, educational
institutions need to consider lifelong learn-
ing and religious development within the
framework of educational potential.

Conclusions

As a result of the study, it was found
that religious principles and moral values
in the learning process form the basis of
the educational practice of the Islamic re-
ligion. Various Islamic trends represented
in the Republic of Kazakhstan are devel-
oping and improving due to the adapta-
tion of cultural and value aspects to the
modern post-secular society. The concepts
of behaviour and ethics are important for
self-improvement and spiritual and moral
development of the individual within the
framework of the Islamic faith. Thus, ac-
cording to the survey, it was determined
that the most advanced moral and cul-
tural qualities of Islamic educational in-
stitutions are the following values: mercy,
honesty, tolerance, respect, and kindness.
In addition, one of the basic principles of
Islam, intertwined with the cultural Kazakh
paradigm of education, are respect for
elders, customs, language, and literature.
Thus, 89% of respondents noticed that
self-improvement is an important spirit-
ual value that they acquire when studying
Islam, 83% — faith in one God, 76% — caring
for neighbours and the weak. Accordingly,
it can be emphasised that the Islamic re-
ligion pays decisive attention to the im-
portance of personal education and the
development of moral values, where edu-
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cation is based on the principles of faith,
knowledge, kindness, and tolerance.

It was also determined that the spirit-
ual and moral qualities that Islam offers
are very important for creating a harmoni-
ous and humane post-secular society filled
with modified cultural and religious values.
As part of the cultural approach, it is worth
considering that Islam causes a constant
desire for improvement, constant improve-
ment of life, spiritual and moral develop-
ment. The survey revealed that the acquired
moral qualities in the learning process are
actively used by students of Islamic insti-
tutions in the conditions of society, while
forming a humane and educated Kazakh
society. However, to actively promote the
process of developing educational poten-
tial in the context of spiritual and moral
values of the individual, institutions need to
integrate the essence of Eastern and West-
ern cultures into a single system. This would
allow creating an appropriate spiritual and
moral component of the Islamic religion in
Kazakhstan, considering modern canons
and cultural elements of society. Accord-
ingly, it can be concluded that the purpose
of the study has been achieved. However,
additional research is needed to further
emphasise the connection between the
political, social, spiritual, and cultural com-
ponents that form the educational potential
of Islam in a post-secular society.
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ABSTRACT

The article examines the phenomenon of Islamic tolerance in
the context of the value-based cultural paradigm of Islam. Based
on sociological studies of the Arab Barometer of Public Opinion
of Muslims living in the countries of the Islamic world, the
interpretation of tolerance as a key value is given. The authors
provide respondents’ opinions on problematic issues related to
Islamic identity and gender issues. The authors believe that Islamic
tolerance is a multifaceted phenomenon that includes spirituality,
moral imperatives, and a philosophy of mutual understanding.
The article reveals the importance of tolerance for developing
dialogue in interfaith relations. The Arab Barometer is a marker of
the level of Islamic tolerance. The significance of Islamic tolerance
lies in its formation of ideological and tolerant attitudes.

Introduction

The politicisation of the Islamic tradition
in recent decades has contributed to the
promotion of the ideology of tolerance and
intolerance. Tolerance as a concept that
took shape in the discourse of the Western
Enlightenment from the famous work of
John Locke began to be correlated with
religious tolerance or religious tolerance.
It should be noted, however, that the
patience of faith and patience in faith have
been fundamental principles in all religious
traditions, beginning with Buddhism.
In Abrahamic religious traditions, faith
acquisition could be accomplished with
respect and patience with one's loved
one. For example, the historically multi-
confessional and multicultural landscape
in the Islamic world during the Arab
Caliphate period was maintained through
the practice of tolerance.

In the Islamic tradition, tolerance is
associated with “sabr” and “tasamukh.”

The foundations of Islamic tolerance
were basic in theological and philosophical
discourses. For example, the tafsirs of al-
Bukhari [1], Muslims, Abu Dawud and other
famous theologians of the Islamic world
were particularly important. The modern
discourse of Islamic tolerance in the works
of D. Esposito [2], T. Assad [3], Hanafi H.
[4], lbrahim T. [5] and others shows the
need to reveal modern problems that arise
in interfaith and intercultural interaction
between the Islamic and Western worlds.

The reconstruction of the experience
of Islamic tolerance, which contributes to

overcoming fanaticism, extremism and
all kinds of manifestations of religious
phobias, should be carried out objectively.
Literalism and the formal abstract
interpretation of the Islamic tradition of
tolerance have been emphasised in some
studies by scholars such as Khaled Abu
el-Fadl [6] and Mustafa Akyol [7]. They
believe that a large number of problems
in the construction of dialogue and mutual
understanding are contained in the
abstract interpretive practice of concepts,
contexts, eventfulness, and chronotopes of
time.

The study of Islamic tolerance in
connection with the transformation of
religious, political and cultural processes
should be relevant to the present and
reflect the demands of both the Muslim
and European communities for coexistence
and dialogue.

Coercion to tolerance, like “coercion
in religion,” is not a modern frame since
the demand for freedom and the right
to pluralism determine and shape public
consciousness.

Calls for tolerance will remain just
appeals if the policy of tolerance does
not become the basis for the formation of
culture, science, and art.

Methodology

This article employs the methods of
historical reconstruction and sociological
interpretation, using the Arab Barometer
as a key tool. These methods have allowed
us to uncover the integration potential of
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Islamic tolerance and the societal need
for its implementation. The axiological
interpretation  of  Islamic  tolerance
reveals its levels in the modern public
consciousness, providing insights into
the limits and possibilities of tolerance.
These findings have practical implications
for policymakers interested in fostering
interfaith dialogue and understanding.

Main part

Islamic tolerance in sociocultural
reality

A just society, which is being formed in
the realities of Kazakhstan [8], should be
carried out based on spiritual, humanistic
traditional experience; one of the critical
traditions is the Islamic tradition of
tolerance, which has made it possible to
preserve the intercultural and interfaith
diversity of Kazakhstan.

The conceptualisation of tolerance in
post-familiar times is no longer only related
to the content of patience and tolerance
but also to such phenomena as spirituality,
morality, and mercy.

On the territory of Kazakhstan,
tolerance had its traditions, since the
multicultural landscape was a territory of
comfortable coexistence of the traditions
of Zoroastrianism, Buddhism, Tengrism,
Manichaeism, and early Christianity.
For example, the found and interpreted

manuscripts  in  different  languages
(Parthian, Sogdian, Kipchak, Uighur)
demonstrate the presence of other

religious traditions in this region and the
"presence” of patronage on the part of
rulers and societies.

With the advent of Islam, tolerance
became a multifaceted phenomenon,
the meaning of which, first of all, was
associated with a respectful attitude to
other religious traditions and religious
rituals. This attitude was especially evident
in Transoxiana and Muslim Spain. The
tradition of tolerance in Muslim Spain
was maintained by all strata of society,
influencing consolidation. It is necessary
to note in the construction of tolerance
philosophical, theological treatises such
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scholars as Raymond Lully. His well-known
work “Conversations of the Three Wise
Men"” reveals the complementarity of
the three Abrahamic religions: Judaism,
Christianity and Islam, which coexisted in
the space of Islamic Spain. An extended
tolerance period contributed to developing
the sciences, philosophy, arts, and classical
rational theology. The discourse, for
example, of Islamic philosophy in Muslim
Spain in the works of Ibn Rushd, lbn Tufail,
Ibn Massara, and lbn Bajji influenced the
formation of a culture of tolerance.

In many ways, the tolerant experience
of the Islamic world was based on the
fundamental  principles included in
the Constitution of Medina (622) and
the Treaty of Hudaybiyya (628). The
Medina Constitution proclaimed the
rights to freedom of religion and the
legal regulation of relations between
Muslims and non-Muslims. This Treaty
(Constitution) constructed the rights to
cultural and religious sovereignty of the
religious communities living in Medina.
The Khudaybiyya Treaty also opened up
prospects for the tolerance of relations in
society and the strengthening of ties.

Modern agreements and declarations
on tolerance in the Islamic world meet
society’s needs. For example, the famous
Amman Declaration of 2004 outlined the
algorithms for the formation of tolerance,
answering five essential questions:
Islamic identity, Islamic pluralism, Islamic
education, enlightenment, Islamic
tolerance, and cooperation [9].

Unlike the Cairo Declaration on Human
Rights in Islam, the Amman Declaration
has not been criticized; on the contrary,
it is understood as a frame message for
dialogue and mutual understanding.

Declarations of tolerance play an
essential role in forming a culture of
tolerance in society. In the Islamic world,
declarations of tolerance play the same
role as fatwas. The polysemantic and, at
the same time, the holistic meaning of
tolerance in Islam is manifested in legal
practice, especially in ijtihad, philosophical
teachings, and art, in which the continuity
and acceptance of different styles and
traditions that do not contradict ethical
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Islamic norms have been realised.

Tolerance as a communicative practice
has been very effective. A particular state’s
internal political processes facilitated its
periodic deconstruction. For example, in
Spain, with the advent of the Inquisition,
tolerance no longer became a principle of
life but a form of protest, a discourse of
resistance in defending the right to religion
and individual freedom.

An analysis of public opinion in the
countries of the Islamic world shows that
tolerance is one of the stable components
of traditional societies and cultures. As a
rule, tolerance as a phenomenon appears
in the historical and cultural landscape with
a pronounced multicultural or multicultural
component. For example, in Kazakhstan,
tolerance has been implemented in the
sphere of socio-cultural and political
life. Sociological studies of tolerance in
Kazakhstan demonstrate a high tolerance
index in society's cultural, communicative
and confessional interactions.

Sociological  research  of  Arab
Barometer, based on surveys and
interviews in the countries of the Islamic
world, are markers for identifying socio-
cultural and political situations and the
mood called socio-cultural tension,
which determines the boundaries of trust
in society, confrontations and conflict-
prone situations. Socio-cultural tensions
include concepts such as religious tension,
interfaith tension, and intrafaith tension.
All of these types of religious tension
contribute to the creation of religious
hostility, religious intolerance, and religious
conflicts in society

The interpretation of religious tensions
is often related to the problems of interfaith
conflicts. In this context, it is necessary to
identify the level of religious tolerance in
society, focusing on the issue of interaction
between religious confessions and their
dialogue. The dialogue of religions is
the most difficult since it is a dialogue of
religious values, traditions, and, finally,
different paradigms united by the spiritual
factor. It is assumed that in the dialogue of
religions, the removal of tension is carried
out through understanding and constant
renewal of the conditions of dialogue.

Traditional and non-traditional religions,
intolerant coexistence, can also produce
conditions for tolerance.

The problem of tolerance in Islamic
societies is historical and contemporary,
and at present, studies of the Religious
Tolerance Index show a noticeable increase
in tolerance in relations between people.

The Arab Barometer has not conducted
a separate study of religious (Islamic)
tolerance, but a sociological study of public
opinion on gender equality and relations
between non-religious and religious people
shows the level of tolerance concerning
these problems. For example, an analysis
of public views conducted by the Arab
Barometer over the past five years (2019-
2023) in the Middle East and North Africa
on women'’s rights and freedoms, attitudes
towards migration processes, and sexual
minorities showed that attitudes towards
non-religiosity and religious societies
have changed, this attitude has become
tolerant; moreover, the number of people
who consider themselves non-religious
has increased to 13% [9].

The issue of women's rights and
gender equality was the most “tolerated”:
respondents (about 50%) expressed the
opinion that women can take part in
public administration [10]. Concerning
the adoption of queer identities, the
position of the majority is still intolerant,
even in Lebanon, only 6% of respondents
expressed their tolerance towards queer
communities [10].

The attitude to the problem of
emigration and democracy is interesting.
Most respondents are optimistic about
emigration due to social, political,
and economic issues; for example, in
connection with leaving the country, every
fifth of the respondents agreed to accept
and understand the cultural traditions
of another country. The attitude towards
democratic values is positive; moreover,
respondents accept emigration as a choice
because of the threat of totalitarian and
dictatorial regimes [10].

The Arab Barometer's studies, which
are highly appreciated by the scientific
community, are a reliable and important
source, especially for analyzing a number
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of issues related to the Middle East
countries. Based on data published by
the Arab Barometer, the present report
analyses a number of issues related to
education, religion, discrimination, and
gender studies in the Middle East.

According to the Arab Barometer
report (December 19, 2022) [11], in Jordan,
the study identified the most critical
areas for improving public education:
teacher training, reducing class sizes,
and improving technology in education.
Similarly, in Kuwait, the focus is on teacher
training and curriculum renewal. The
study also highlights the most pressing
problems of the school system, such
as overcrowding in classrooms, lack of
qualified teachers, outdated technology,
crumbling infrastructure and outdated
curricula, highlighting the need for public
education policy reforms in both Kuwait
and Jordan.

Another critical issue is gender
equality in education. According to the
Arab Barometer report (January 5, 2023)
[12], a quarter of Moroccans believe that
university education is more important
for men than for women. Interestingly,
less than one in five women agree with
this statement, compared to three in ten
men. Kuwaitis fully agree that higher
education is more important for men than
for women. The answer to the question of
whether a man should have the final say
in all decisions concerning the family is
traditional in Kuwait.

According to the Arab Barometer report
(February 20, 2023) [13], nearly two-thirds
of Kuwaitis strongly believe that men
are better suited for political leadership
positions. Although most Tunisians favour
quotas for women in the cabinet and
parliament, about half still believe that
men are better at political leadership than
women.

While women'’s economic
empowerment in Morocco is an essential
factor in the increasing number of women
in employment, the treatment of women
in Tunisia has harmed their employability.

In2022, only aboutaquarterofwomenin
Tunisia worked, with five of them indicating
that women face widespread challenges
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on their way to employment. Tunisian
responses suggest that the obstacles to
increasing women's employment are many
and multifaceted. About one in ten women
talk about low wages and discriminatory
attitudes towards women. Harassment was
another serious problem affecting women
in many countries, and Tunisia was one
of them. About three-quarters of those
surveyed say that harassment of women in
the workplace is very widespread. This is
not just the perception of Tunisian women;
men and women are equally inclined to
hold this opinion. Moreover, it has been
found that women are often prone to
harassment on the street. Again, there are
no significant differences between male
and female survey results in Tunisia on
this issue. Finally, there is a consensus that
women face almost no domestic violence,
with only 14 per cent of Tunisians believing
that this is not the case.

First, Moroccans were asked if they
agreed that a man should have the final
say on all family decisions, and more than
half of citizens strongly agreed or agreed
with this statement, six points more than in
2018. Strikingly, Moroccan men are 30 per
cent more likely to say that a man should
have the last word at home than a woman.
Secondly, the Arab Barometer conducted
a survey of Moroccans about various tasks
in the household, such as helping children
with their studies, budgeting for the
household, and who should be responsible
for them. At the same time, they are
more likely to say that men should be
accountable for budgeting and household
expenses.

Only 4 per cent of Kuwaiti citizens
believe that the preparation of the
family budget and the satisfaction of the
family’s needs is the sole responsibility
of the mother. In Lebanon, the majority
of people believe that the family budget
and household needs are solely the
responsibility of the father, and more than
a third of those surveyed believe that
home surveys should be shared between
the mother and father.

Another important question that opens
up the understanding of critical social
positions is whether a woman married
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to a foreigner can transmit nationality
to her children. Almost half of Kuwaitis
strongly agree that women married to
foreigners should be able to pass on their
nationality to their children. According to
the Arab Barometer report (26 February
2024; 8 September 2022) [14, 15], almost
all Tunisians agree that men and women
should have equal rights in deciding whom
to marry.

According to the Arab Barometer
report (December 19, 2019) [16], nearly a
quarter of Yemenis aged 18 to 29 identify
as religious, compared to 34 per cent of
those aged 60 and older who identify as
spiritual. Surprisingly, people with a high
school education are somewhat less likely
to define themselves as religious. Less
than half of Yemenis believe that religious
leaders should influence government
decisions, lower than in all previous Arab
Barometer polls in the country. Seventy-
one per cent believe religious leaders
should not influence voters, down 20
percentage points from 2010. Meanwhile,
77 per cent of older generations believe
religious leaders should not interfere in the
affairs of voters, compared to 71 per cent
among younger generations. Notably, the
level of education is not so closely related
to whether religious leaders should be
able to influence voters, as roughly the
same number of people hold this view with
a basic level of education and those with a
higher level.

According to the Arab Barometer report
(November 14, 2019) [17], In Lebanon,
three-quarters of those surveyed believe
that religion is a private matter that should
be separated from public life, down 13
per cent from 2012. In addition, two in 10
Muslims believe that non-Muslims should
have reduced rights in a Muslim-majority
country, up 12 per cent from 2010.
Seventy-one per cent believe religious
leaders should not influence voters, down
20 percentage points from 2010. Only 20
per cent believe religious leaders should
influence government decisions, but this
level is 11 points higher than in 2012. In
addition, two in 10 Muslims believe that
non-Muslims should have fewer rights in a
Muslim-majority country, up 12 percentage

points from 2010.

The foregoing helps to understand the
root causes of the problems in the Middle
East.

Sociological studies of tolerance in
secular and religious societies show the
same answer to the question of what
tolerance is. As a rule, most respondents
understand tolerance concerning another
system of values: worldview, religion,
traditions, and customs. The issue of
the need to form tolerance in society is
significant.

With historical foundations, tolerance
in Kazakh society is a value in the value
worldview paradigm.

Conclusion

Islamic tolerance is a critical value in the
axiological scale of Islamic culture. Studies
of public opinion in Islamic societies (on
the examples of individual countries of the
Islamic world) on several issues such as
gender equality, democracy, and education
have shown that Muslims express their
tolerant attitude on these issues. Gender
equality and equal access to education
are markers of tolerance for the majority
of respondents, and the recognition of the
plurality of the world is considered through
the context of the diversity of cultural and
religious traditions.
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
