Formation of the Kazakh Enlightenment and Spiritual Continuation in its Development:
A. Kunanbayev and S. Toraigyrov

Abstract. The article analyzes some of the features and origins of the formation of the Kazakh
educational teaching. The authors, defining the features and patterns of formation of the Kazakh
enlightenment of the second half of the XIX century, point to its ideological connection with the
Russian and European Enlightenment.

The evolution and further development of the Kazakh enlightenment is considered in the light
of the changes taking place in the social life of the steppe, and some of its characteristic features
at the beginning of the XX century are noted.

Defining the range of the main social and general philosophical problems of the philosophy
of enlightenment in Kazakhstan, the authors try to use the example of one of the main problems
of enlightenment - the problems of social progress to determine the features of its analysis at
different stages of the development of the Kazakh enlightenment.

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THE EVOLUTION OF CONSCIOUSNESS FROM THE POINT

ABSTRACT

The question of the nature of the evolution of consciousness is
considered. It is shown that the answer to this question can be
given by considering the evolution of intelligence as one of the
components of the complex structure of personality. It is proved
that the evolution of intelligence is an objective process that con-
tinues and even accelerates at the present time. The basis for the
proof is the theory of the formation of the transpersonal level of
information processing, according to which interpersonal com-
munication is interpreted as the exchange of signals between
neurons located in different brains. As a result, a common neural
network arises, and different transpersonal information objects
are formed in it. The existence of a transpersonal level of infor-
mation processing leads to the fact that the intellect of a person
has a dual nature. It simultaneously has both an individual and a
collective component. The fact, in particular, makes it possible to
establish the nature of the collective unconscious. The collective
component of intelligence is being transformed due to changes in
the communication environment, including due to the rapid de-

Introduction

The question of whether a person and
human consciousness is evolving is be-
coming increasingly relevant in connection
with discussions regarding the concept of
transhumanism and posthumanism, which
is currently being actively discussed both
in journalistic and scientific literature [1-
3]. As a rule, the attention of the authors
focuses on the transformation of a human
with the help of means, most of which were
listed in [4]. These are, firstly, technologies
for manipulating the human brain, which
ensure the transformation of his behavior;
secondly, neuropharmacological effects;
thirdly, a variety of technologies aimed at
significantly extending human life; fourth-
ly, genetic engineering technologies,
which in the future are capable of pro-
viding a radical “remake” of a person. The
expected results, in general terms, remain
close to those indicated by Huxley [5], who
first used the term “transhumanism”. This:

— the gradual endowment of a person
with more and more new abilities, includ-
ing intellectual ones;

—overcoming the limitations that are set
by the biological nature of man, in particu-
lar, a significant increase in life expectancy;

—achieving complete control over one’s
personality and individuality;

— gaining the ability to leave your plan-
et, etc.

In the long term, in accordance with the
ideas of [5], it is assumed that a person will
control evolutionary processes not only on
a planetary, but also on a cosmic scale, and
will also achieve individual immortality.

This concept faces very sharp criticism,
mainly affecting the humanitarian, in par-
ticular, ethical aspects of the concept of
transhumanism. Thus, in [6] Christian an-

thropology is opposed to transhumanist
anthropology, and the very concept of
transhumanism is interpreted as “A New
Kind of Promethean Hubris". Questions of
this kind, obviously, are actualized due to
the fact that various kinds of organizations
arise on the basis of the ideas of transhu-
manism, which can be called quasi-reli-
gious [7].

The humanitarian and ethical aspect of
the issue under consideration is obviously
more than important [8-10], especially if
we take into account that many supporters
of the concept of transhumanism [11] be-
lieve that new technologies are capable of
changing the world over the next centuries
so much that our descendants will in many
ways will no longer be human in usual un-
derstanding of this word.

Also important is the value aspect of
the implementation and promising tech-
nologies that meet the ideas of transhu-
manism. Moreover, technologies have al-
ready become widespread, which in one
way or another modify, if not a person as
such, then his biological behavior. So, the
Russian futurologist S.B. Pereslegin [12]
noted that improving the quality of infant
formula already largely allows considering
breastfeeding as a “biological prejudice”.
From a similar position, he considers the
technology of in vitro fertilization — as a
definite step to overcome such a “biologi-
cal prejudice” as placental pregnancy.

At the same time, it should be noted
that many aspects of the concept of trans-
humanism are obviously attractive, in par-
ticular, this refers to the multiple increase
in the intellectual abilities of a person.

More precisely, the concept of transhu-
manism is characterized by a very definite
duality inherent in its basic ideas, which can
be traced back to the fundamental works
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of J. Huxley [5, 13]. In terms of value, it can
be interpreted both as a continuation and
development of the traditions of humanism
(based on the assumption that a person re-
mains a person), and as a kind of “overcom-
ing” of the traditional form of humanism
(based on the assumption that the imple-
mentation of appropriate technologies will
lead to a deep modernization of a person).

The work [14] emphasizes that the
philosophical aspect of transhumanism is
inseparable from the question of what is
a "posthuman”. However, one cannot fail
to notice that the answer to it cannot be
obtained without having an answer to the
question of what constitutes a person as
such. Similarly, the question of what can
and cannot be considered artificial intelli-
gence cannot be answered until it is clear
what exactly is intelligence [15].

The fundamental questions raised in the
literature cited above show that the question
of human biological transformations realized
through the achievements of science and
technology is, in essence, secondary.

The primary question is whether his
fundamental essence, which is connected
with his humanity itself, is unchangeable.
Let's consider this question from the point
of view of information theory, which, in our
opinion, will answer the question about
the mechanisms of the evolution of con-
sciousness.

The reasons for this are as follows. All
components of the personality (mind, in-
tellect, consciousness, etc.) are objects of
informational nature, which is important,
among other things, from the point of view
of the philosophical aspect of the issue un-
der consideration [16]. Therefore, the key
issue of the concept of transhumanism is
the question of the evolution of just such
objects.

In an extremely simplified formulation,
it sounds like this: How can human con-
sciousness evolve in the foreseeable fu-
ture? And, if so, in what direction?

Obviously, there can be no doubt that it
evolved in previous historical periods.

We emphasize that this is indeed a sim-
plification, and a rather serious one, since
in the ultimate ontological sense we are
talking about the exact essence of human.
Attempts to reveal the essence of human
have been made by philosophers and
theologians for many centuries. It is unlike-
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ly that a generally accepted interpretation
will appear in the foreseeable future.

But, if we concentrate on a narrower
formulation of the question, i.e. on the
evolution of the intellect and / or con-
sciousness of a person, then verifiable re-
sults can be obtained.

Accordingly, the purpose of this work
is to describe the possible mechanisms of
the evolution of human intelligence.

Methodology

The basis of the methodology of this
report is the theory of the formation of
transpersonal information structures, re-
flected, in particular, in [17, 18]. This the-
ory is based on the obvious fact that in-
terpersonal communication is actually
an exchange of signals between neurons
placed within the brain of communicating
individuals. It is customary to say that in
the process of communication individuals
exchange information with each other, but
this is nothing more than an approxima-
tion. The exchange of information occurs
only through the exchange of signals be-
tween neurons, although they belong to
different brains. Information cannot be
transmitted without a carrier, which is op-
tical (vision) and acoustic (hearing) waves.
Signals transmitted through acoustic and
optical channels unite neurons located in
different heads into a common network.

Further, as the current practice of creat-
ing artificial neural networks (ANN) shows,
their ability to process information non-lin-
early depends on the number of network
elements. Otherwise, there would be no
need to synthesize neural networks with
an increasing number of elements (as the
tasks being solved become more complex
[19, 20]). This conclusion is also confirmed
by the results obtained in the theory of neu-
ral networks [21] using an analogy with the
methods of error-correcting coding [22].

Therefore, we can conclude that during
the formation of a common neural network
that occurs when several individuals com-
municate, a new quality may appear. Such a
neural network obviously has greater infor-
mation processing capabilities than the to-
tality of neural networks that correspond to
individual human brains, taken separately.

This new quality is closely connected
with the formation of transpersonal infor-
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mation structures and objects. The nature
of these objects is similar to the nature of
human consciousness and intellect. These
information objects are generated by the
exchange of signals between neurons
concentrated within the brain of an indi-
vidual. Similarly, transpersonal information
objects are formed by the exchange of
signals between neurons of the common
neural network collectively formed by a
particular ethnic or social group. In the
limiting case, a global neural network is
formed, which can be identified with the
noosphere understanding in accordance
with V.I. Vernadsky's ideas [23]. The noo-
sphere is complexly structured, it is a sys-
tem of interpenetrating neural networks,
each of which, generally speaking, can cor-
respond to its own specific transpersonal
information objects (for example, generat-
ed by professional activity).

We emphasize that this conclusion is
also confirmed by quite obvious consider-
ations. Thus, as it was shown in [24] any
voting body (for example, a dissertation
defense council) is converted into a direct
analogue of the Hopfield neuroprocessor
if system of horizontal connections is suffi-
ciently branched. This, in particular, means
that the decision on the issue put to the
vote is actually made not by the members
of the council, but by the analogue of the
neural network formed by them. A similar
conclusion is also valid when considering
the university as a system integrity [25].

The methodology used is also based on
the fact that personality has a very complex
structure. This is recognized by almost all
psychological scientific schools, although
personality structure schemes proposed
by various researchers are highly variable
[26-28].

Note that the conclusion about the
complex structure of personality correlates
with the conclusion that the intellect, mind
and consciousness of a person are not
identical concepts, which follows from
philosophical judgments.

For the purposes of this work, this fact
is also of considerable interest. Indeed, es-
sence of a person (with all the ambiguity
of existing interpretations) is able to trans-
form if only one of the components that
make up the personality (for example, in-
telligence) evolves.

Provided that the human intellect
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evolves for objective reasons, the vast ma-
jority of issues related to the humanitarian
(including ethical) aspects of the problems
of transhumanism should be transferred to
a different plane — the plane of objective
scientific research.

We will show that the human intellect
has evolved and continues to evolve re-
gardless of the change in the biological
nature of man.

Results and discussion

The dual nature of human nature as a
rational being.

The theory of the formation of tran-
spersonal information structures allows,
among other things, to give a consistent
interpretation of the concept of the collec-
tive unconscious, as well as related con-
cepts widely used in analytical psychology
[29, 30]. Recall that K. Jung and his follow-
ers come to the conclusion about the ex-
istence of the collective unconscious on a
purely empirical basis. The mechanism of
its formation in analytical psychology re-
mains undiscovered.

The neural network approach to the con-
sideration of society (and the noosphere) as
a system integrity allows us to overcome this
difficulty. Indeed, only a local fragment of
the global neural network is formed in the
human brain, which can be identified with
the noosphere. This, among other things,
means that the nature of human conscious-
ness and intellect is dual. They have both col-
lective and individual components.

This conclusion, among other things,
forces us to reconsider the personality
structure scheme proposed by K. Jung and
used by his followers at the present time
[26]. Indeed, the collective unconscious
obviously cannot be included in the struc-
ture of an individual. This is, by definition,
a collective effect. At the same time, the
very existence of the collective uncon-
scious (which has been empirically proven)
serves as an additional argument in favor
of the conclusion about the dual nature of
the intellect and consciousness of a person
(more precisely, about the dual nature of a
person as a rational being).

We assume that, along with the collec-
tive unconscious, there is also a collective
conscious, which also belongs to the tran-
spersonal level of information processing
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(Fig. 1). As an example of an object be-
longing to the collective conscious, any
highly developed scientific theory can be
considered [17]. Indeed, such a theory is
actually fixed not in the memory of individ-
uals, but in the communication space as a
system integrity. Individual carriers of the
theory are passing away from time to time,
but others take their place. In addition,
it should be taken into account that not
a single person possesses the fullness of
knowledge even in a relatively narrow area,
therefore, theory as an information object
can really exist only in communication and
due to communication. Similar conclusions
are valid for any of the natural languages
considered as a system integrity.

There is no clear boundary between the
collective conscious and the collective un-
conscious. This follows, in particular, from
the existence of a professional collective
unconscious (Fig. 1).

Each type of communication generates
a certain subnet, more precisely, as noted
above, the noosphere (global neural net-
work) is a complex system of interpene-
trating subnets. Different social relations
correspond to different subnets of the
global neural network. In each of these
subnets, specific transpersonal informa-
tion objects can arise, which, among other
things, determines the structuring of the
collective unconscious [31].

Since professional activity generates
one of the main types of communication in
society, there is also a segment of the col-
lective unconscious associated specifically
with professional activity - the professional
collective unconscious [31].

There is every reason to believe that
namely professional collective uncon-
scious is responsible for the highest levels

of professionalism - for the presence of
professional intuition, for bursts of creative
activity, the so-called «insights», etc. At the
very least, the conclusion about the con-
nection between intuition and the collec-
tive unconscious can now be considered
quite reasonable [32, 33].

Moreover, there is every reason to be-
lieve that the persons calling geniuses have
not quite clearly secured for themselves
some kind of contact with transpersonal
information objects. They showed not just
intuition, but intuition that provides fore-
casting (in their areas of professional activ-
ity) for decades to come.

Consideration of the professional col-
lective unconscious reveals important
differences between the concept of “in-
telligence” and the concept of “conscious-
ness”, which are by no means identical.

Intelligence as a product of the collective
conscious.

The intellect, in accordance with what
has been said above, obviously represents
that part of the structure of personality
that most closely adjoins the collective
conscious. Moreover, there is every reason
to believe that the intellect as an informa-
tion object of a dual nature is in many re-
spects a kind of projection of the collective
conscious onto the individual.

This thesis can be conveniently illustrat-
ed by considering education from the point
of view of the conclusion about the dual na-
ture of the intellect and human conscious-
ness. From this point of view, the collective
conscious is the link between transperson-
al information objects and the intellect of
individuals. More precisely, information
objects are formed at the level of the col-
lective conscious, which, on the one hand,
belong to the transpersonal level of infor-
mation processing, and, on the other hand,
to the personal level. An example of such an
object is any developed scientific theory. In
such a formulation of the question, educa-
tion should be interpreted as the projection
of a certain set of transpersonal information
objects onto the personal level of informa-
tion processing. Let's show it.

Theoretical pedagogy has long and
reasonably argued that education cannot
be reduced to the assimilation of a cer-
tain set of information. It has long been
recognized that the task of higher educa-
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tion is to form a certain style and culture
of thinking, i.e. to teach a person to think
like a professional thinks. These theses im-
plicitly assume the transformation of the
student’s intellect. Moreover, it is easy to
show that such a transformation proceeds
in leaps and bounds.

There is such a thing as functional illitera-
cy. A functionally illiterate person knows the
letters of the alphabet, can put words out of
them, but this requires him to exert all his
mental and sometimes physical strength. In
the opposite case, there is a certain qualita-
tive leap, as a result of which the ability to
read — and to enjoy reading — becomes an
integral part of this particular person.

The situation is similar with the subse-
quent stages in education. Thus, the ability
to use the integral or variational calculus is
also easily classified according to the cri-
terion of functional “literacy” — functional
“illiteracy”. In one case, the individual au-
tomatically uses the basic provisions of the
variational calculus, for example, to under-
stand the principles of “maximum and min-
imum” used by various disciplines, in the
other, he can, referring to reference books
and other manuals, recreate the course of
reasoning of the author of the text being
read, but this will require him to more than
serious work, again connected with the ten-
sion of both mental and physical strength. It
can be argued that mastering the apparatus
of integral or variational calculus is impossi-
ble without its “embedding” in the structure
of personality. In any case, a person who
has mastered the specified mathematical
apparatus at a truly professional level will
apply it almost unconsciously.

A person who has really mastered a
certain system of concepts begins to think
differently, in other categories, qualitative-
ly differently. De facto there is a change in
his intellect. Professionalization as such is
inevitably associated with certain structur-
al changes in what is called intelligence.

Such changes will manifest themselves
in everything, and first of all — when read-
ing texts written on professional topics. In
any case, it is impossible to argue with the
fact that any professional easily and quick-
ly learns a text written in his own specialty.

Thus, any education is a certain sequence
of transitions from quantity to quality.

Problem solving, the assimilation of
specific material and all other components
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of university programs are nothing more
than a set of empirically worked out infor-
mational influences, which — by a currently
unknown mechanism — ensures the transi-
tion to the next level of “literacy”.

The next — in relation to the “simply
professional” — the level of competence
also requires a well-defined (and much
deeper) restructuring of the intellect. It
is at this level that persons operate, for
whom inventive and other creative activi-
ties are everyday professional work.

The above considerations can be inter-
preted from the point of view of the forma-
tion of transpersonal information structures
in the global infocommunication space
(noosphere), which were discussed above.

Namely, the qualitative transitions that
make up the true content of what is called
"education” can be considered from the
point of view of “connecting” an individual
to ever higher information structures that
develop at the transpersonal level of infor-
mation processing.

The human intellect, moving from one
level to another, is able to perceive huge
amounts of information in the most com-
pact form. (These mechanisms are practi-
cally not studied.) In ordinary language, this
is interpreted as professional intuition, the
ability to make decisions quickly, find the
right path with a minimum amount of initial
data, and, finally, genius. Geniuses have felt
this from time immemorial: “Inspiration is
the disposition of the soul towards the live-
liest acceptance of impressions and con-
sideration of concepts, and, consequently,
their explanation. Inspiration is needed in
geometry, as in poetry» [34].

We can formulate the following prelim-
inary conclusion. If transpersonal informa-
tion structures evolve (even if only due to
the development of science and technolo-
gy), and a person'’s intellect is determined
by their projection onto the personal level
of information processing, then intellect
as such must also evolve. Accordingly, the
question arises as to whether this evolu-
tion can be made controllable, especially
if we take into account that the considered
mechanisms are in no way connected with
the biological evolution of man.

Let us consider the question of the
non-biological mechanism of the evolu-
tion of intellect and consciousness from
the most general positions.
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The nature of the evolution of intelli-
gence and consciousness.

The dominant point of view on the
question of the mechanisms of evolution
of systems of various nature goes back
to the theory of the origin of species by
Charles Darwin. In accordance with it, the
driving force of evolution is random fluc-
tuations / mutations, the result of which is
fixed if it corresponds to the appearance
of a favorable trait. This point of view does
not answer many questions, in any case,
the problem of the origin of life still re-
mains unresolved.

As emphasized, in particular, in [35], the
Darwinian point of view satisfactorily de-
scribes those stages of evolution at which
already emerged species master new eco-
logical niches and adapt to them. Howev-
er, real evolution also knows other stages
(great leaps or aromorphoses [35]), when
new species arose with fundamentally
different functions. One of these leaps is
associated with the emergence of photo-
synthetic organisms that can decompose
water and absorb sunlight.

The appearance of such organisms,
however, cannot be interpreted from the
standpoint of the mutational mechanisms
of evolution. The absorption of light and
the subsequent utilization of its energy re-
quires a very complex sequence of opera-
tions, each of which is carried out by specif-
ic proteins. The emergence of each of these
proteins separately does not provide any
evolutionary advantages [35]. Benefits arise
only when the system evolves as a whole.

Considering the noosphere as a glob-
al neural network makes it possible to re-
move contradictions of this kind (at least

in relation to the question of the origin of
mind and consciousness). On this basis, it is
possible to propose a mechanism of evo-
lution that is fundamentally different from
the mutational mechanism considered in
[36] using the example of macromolecular
systems. This mechanism is implemented
under conditions when the system un-
der consideration is a neural network or
its analogue. When implementing such a
mechanism, at the first stage, the proper-
ties of the elements of the system remain
unchanged. Only the neural network itself
evolves, which is physically expressed in
the transformation of the architecture of
connections between its elements and/or
the nature of signal exchange. At the sec-
ond stage, those elements that correspond
to the new state of the system receive ben-
efits. As a result, they crowd out the rest,
gradually occupying a dominant position.

The difference from the Darwinian
mechanism of evolution is obvious. In one
case, selection is controlled by purely ran-
dom factors, in the other case, it is deter-
mined by the nature of the evolution of the
system as a whole.

The application of this mechanism to
the description of the evolution of con-
sciousness leads to the conclusion that
at the first stages of its formation, the
collective component should have dom-
inated. The manifestations of the collec-
tive principle can be quite easily traced in
practice in societies where traditions are
expressed, coming from the tribal system.
Indirect evidence of this is the structure of
the mythology of the cultural peoples of
the Ancient World (Fig.2). From the point
of view of the theory of transpersonal

informational structures, the ancient gods
are a deformed reflection of transpersonal
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informational objects responsible for the
appearance of Nous.
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In the early stages of the development
of civilization, when the individual com-
ponent of the mind was not expressed,
collective actions were determined not by
conscious obedience to certain norms, but
by signals generated by a common neural
network. These signals were personified in
the images of ancient deities, the spirits of
ancestors, etc. Such a view of the mythol-
ogy of antiquity suggests that the individ-
ual component of consciousness began to
dominate only at the later stages of the
evolution of consciousness. Indeed, if an-
cient deities are the result of interaction
with transpersonal information structures,
then during the formation of mythology,
interaction with such structures should
have been quite effective. Consequently,
the historical period in which mytholo-
gy was formed must meet the conditions
when there was a certain balance between
the collective and individual components
of consciousness.

Note that the study of the collective
component of the mind, due to the forma-
tion of a global neural network, at modern
historical stage deserves the closest atten-
tion. There is every reason to believe that
the rapid development of telecommunica-
tion technologies significantly enhances
the collective component of the human
mind — only due to more intense inter-
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personal communication, taking place, for
example, in social online networks. This
factor significantly transforms the very
structure of the communication space, for
example, due to the possibility of close
communication between residents of dif-
ferent countries. Already at this historical
stage, the noosphere has actually been
converted into a human-machine system.

Further, there is no doubt that the hu-
man intellect is formed by speech (more
precisely, by the second signaling system
understanding from |.P. Pavlov's point of
view [37]). It is also obvious that speech is
associated with a well-defined channel for
transmitting information — acoustic. Writ-
ing is a derivative of the speech apparatus.

In modern conditions, when it becomes
possible to easily synthesize various com-
puter graphics, the nature of interpersonal
communication is also changing in many
respects. Gradually, easily perceived visu-
al information begins to dominate, which
cannot but affect the nature of the forma-
tion of intelligence.

Consequently, the evolution of intellect
is an objectively established process that
took place earlier and is already taking
place almost in real time (Fig. 3). We em-
phasize that the evolution of intelligence
is already taking place, regardless of the
judgments made on this matter.

We also emphasize that we are focus-
ing our attention on the evolution of in-
telligence, since it is the easiest to follow.
However, since the intellect is a very signif-
icant component of the personality, then
its changes — if they become sufficiently
pronounced — will also lead to a change in
human nature. An obvious question arises
about the controllability of evolutionary

processes leading to transformations of the
intellect.

Further evolution of intelligence as an
objectively emerging need.

The further development of civilization
is not just a need, but an objective factor
in the survival of mankind. This applies
to almost all aspects of life, including the
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economy. Stagnation, which follows from
the most general considerations, will inev-
itably lead to degradation, which, in turn,
leads to more than serious risks, and the
corresponding trends are already visible.

At the same time, it already seems ob-
vious that the further development of civ-
ilization requires, among other things, a
significant modernization of the forms of
scientific and technical activity and the
forms of training highly qualified personnel.

Even more than half a century ago, one of
the founders of quantum physics, E. Wigner,
spoke on this subject in the following way.

“If science ... grows so much that the
human mind will not be able to grasp it
and human life will not be enough to get
to the frontier of the known, could not sev-
eral people unite in a group and joint effort
to achieve what cannot be achieved alone?
Couldn't, instead of following Shaw back
to Methuselah, find a new way to increase
the capacity of the human mind - by super-
imposing several individual minds, rather
than «stretching» one individual mind?
This possibility has been studied so little
that any statements about it are purely
speculative ... At the same time, the possi-
bilities of joint research should be studied
much more widely than has been done so
far, because in them we see the only hope
of extending the life of science after how
the scope of science becomes too large for
an individual» [38].

It follows from the theory of the for-
mation of transpersonal information struc-
tures that the problem posed by E. Wigner
actually boils down to the creation of tools
aimed at using the resources of the pro-
fessional collective unconscious. Note that
attempts to use it (albeit based on heuris-
tic considerations) are well known. These
are brainstorming technologies [39] and
various modifications.

The need to create tools of this type is
indeed becoming more acute. The amount
of information that a person must learn in
order to successfully engage in scientific ac-
tivities is growing year by year. This leads to
the fact that he receives a real qualification
at an increasingly mature age. This, among
other things, leads to an outflow of person-
nel from science: the path to a position that
provides an appropriate standard of living
and independence becomes too long and
difficult. There are many other factors of
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this kind that raise the question of using the
hidden resources of the intellect, in particu-
lar, this applies to brainstorming technolo-
gies using electronic resources [40, 41].

In addition, similar problems arise in
the training of managerial personnel, as
well as in daily organizational activities, the
successful implementation of which re-
quires an increasing level of competencies
and versatile knowledge.

This returns to the question discussed
above about the “connection” of the in-
dividual to various kinds of transperson-
al information structures. Considerable
hopes in this regard are placed on artifi-
cial intelligence (Al), aimed at use in ed-
ucation [42, 43]. From our point of view,
Al can become not only an assistant to a
person, but also a kind of “intermediary”
between the personal and transpersonal
levels of information processing. This ful-
ly corresponds to the emerging trends,
in particular, the observed convergence
of telecommunications and information
technologies (a modern smartphone is
equally a computing device and a means
of communication). Being immersed in the
telecommunications environment, Al sys-
tems may well provide contact with tran-
spersonal information structures, especial-
ly if we take into account the conclusions
made in [44]. Some individual components
of intellectual activity can be transferred
to a non-biological carrier already at this
stage. For example, a neural network can
be trained to conduct classes using a con-
crete teacher as a prototype, and there is
every opportunity to significantly improve
such technologies.

However, there are simpler examples of
technologies that can modernize the edu-
cational process. Thus, it is known that the
emotional state of the student can signifi-
cantly increase the effectiveness of learn-
ing [45,46], the relevant technologies are
already being developed in practice. From
our point of view, it is appropriate to draw
an analogy here with the mysteries used in
the Ancient World to introduce adherents
to such religious cults as the cult of Mithra
[47]. In fact, the mysteries were a theatrical
educational performance, the high efficien-
cy of which was determined by the fact that
the impact was on all the senses at the same
time, creating, among other things, an ap-
propriate emotional mood. It is acceptable
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to assume that this form of education was
born in the historical period there was a
balance between the collective and individ-
ual components of consciousness.

Thus, the objective needs to maintain
the required level of progress in the fore-
seeable future will force the higher school
to use various kinds of non-trivial teaching
methods, which, to one degree or another,
will involve the use of the resources of the
professional collective unconscious (i.e.,
provide a “connection” of the student to
transpersonal information structures). This
cannot but lead to the evolution of intelli-
gence as such, and it will not affect the bi-
ological characteristics of a person, at least
at the first stage.

It seems to us that namely educational
organizations, for objective reasons, will be
the driver of transformations under consid-
eration in the foreseeable future. We em-
phasize once again that there are objective
needs for this, and of a complex nature. In
particular, in [48] it is clearly demonstrated
that the condition for the stable existence
of the economy in its modern form is con-
tinuous expansion to more and more new
markets. Nanotechnology from this point
of view can be viewed as an expansion to
the lower levels of the structure of matter.
Another direction of expansion is the tran-
spersonal level of information processing.

The fact that it is the higher school
(more broadly, the education system) that,
for objective reasons, becomes the driver
of the transformations of the intellect is ex-
tremely important from the point of view
of ensuring the value and ethical compo-
nents of these transformations. Appropri-
ate views can and should be incorporated
into the developed methods.

Conclusion

Thus, the dual nature of human intelli-
gence (both collective and individual com-
ponents are present in it at the same time)
determines the possibility of implementing
non-trivial mechanisms of its evolution.
Moreover, the human intellect is a kind of
projection of transpersonal information
objects on the personal level of informa-
tion processing. Transpersonal information
objects have a different nature, including
some of them are directly related to the
collective conscious. These objects are cur-
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rently evolving very rapidly due to the rapid
development of telecommunications and
information technologies, artificial intelli-
gence, etc.

Further, intelligence is a significant part
of the personality structure. Consequently,
its evolution cannot but lead to the evo-
lution of consciousness, which makes, in
particular, to look at the concepts of trans-
humanism from a slightly different angle.
The evolution of human consciousness is
an objective process that does not depend
on existing points of view on this matter.

It is essential that the establishment of
the laws of the evolution of intelligence in
the future will make this process manage-
able, and the driver in this respect should
necessarily be higher education. Namely,
there has already been an objective need
to use the hidden resources of the intellect,
including those determined by the poten-
tial contact of the individual with the tran-
spersonal level of information processing.

Interconnection and Interdependence of the State, Democracy and Justice

Abstract. The article provides an analysis of the interaction of the state, democratic processes,
their mutual influence, which ultimately is the basis for ensuring law and justice in all spheres
of life, both economic and socio-political. Democracy is one of the most important institutions
formed in modern society and the provision of justice is stimulated in the state by various legal
and political mechanisms.

The current situation and prospects for the further political development of each country
are directly proportional to the mass political consciousness of its citizens. It is also shown that
ensuring justice is one of the primary issues of the state policy at this stage of the Kazakhstan
society development. A similar conclusion follows from studying the experience of Western and
Eastern countries.

The interests of various social groups have been analyzed on the basis of foreign experience
and their manifestation in the activities of political institutions is demonstrated as well as their
relationship with the political will that is indicated in a number of concepts. It has been shown to
be compatible with the interest of various social groups in practice.

The western countries, where the democratic regime demonstrated stability and sustainable
development in its historical development, have gone the way of including the expression of
the will of various social groups and the protection of their interests in the process of state-
building and the development of political principles based on a consensus that can be reached
in compliance with the rules of the political game and the use of appropriate political means and
the implementation of the right political actions. Thus, the trend towards justice has caused the
emergence of a welfare state in the Western world.

The division of society according to religious, ethnic, regional and other characteristics in the
absence of consensus on political, economic and cultural issues is observed in some countries of
the East, which causes conflicts regarding equality of rights, distribution of resources and other
privileges, thereby proving the lack of fair treatment of citizens. Such conflicts have been observed
in these countries for a long time.

ABSTRACT

The article presents the results of a field study conducted among
women of the Tajik ethnic group of the Turkestan region based
on the project «Women of ethnic communities of Kazakhstan
as a channel for reproduction and formation of civic and ethnic
identity (using the example of the Turkestan region and the city
of Shymkent)».

The research methodology was based on a qualitative approach.
Considering that women of the Tajik ethnic group of Kazakhstan
had not previously been studied within the framework of
identity, methods of narrative interview and observation were
used to analyze their identity and daily life.

The article not only presents the identity of Tajik women and
the channels of its transmission in their interpretation, but
also presents the concepts of «identity», «civic identity»,
«ethnic identity», the rules of the narrative interview method,
its disadvantages. The advantages and difficulties faced by the
researchers during the field period of the study were described.

Society is an integrated system where
elements are closely related and influence
each other. In the same way, the formation of
personal identity is invariably shaped by the
influence of societal members and structures.

The formation of personal identity is
significantly influenced by the perceptions
of others, their lifestyles, patterns of expe-
rience, methods of self-development, de-
cision-making experiences, and individual
journeys in understanding life [1].

Representatives of symbolic interac-
tionism (Mead J., Cooley K.) observed that
children begin to form their worldview
within the primary group, typically their
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ory, which emphasizes that a child’s early
social experiences within the family shape
their initial sense of group identity [2].
The project “Women of ethnic com-

Based on the findings of the secondary
analysis, the primary focus of this research
project centered on elucidating the role of
women in childrearing, their contribution
to civic and ethnic identity formation with-
in their ethnic communities, as well as ex-
ploring the role, position, status, and iden-
tity of women within these ethnic groups.

Also, the qualitative approach is important
when researching issues that are new, have
never been studied, and cannot be applied
to clear theories about specific groups and
samples [3]. At the same time, another rea-
son for using qualitative research is that
there is a limitation of the possibility of re-
search within the framework of its general
set [4]. That is, when the object of research
consists of subgroups and it is impossible
to extract detailed information about their
gender, age and place of residence from
the general population, it is decided to use
a qualitative approach.

Taking into account the fact that the
subject of the proposed research has not
been fully and systematically reviewed in
Kazakhstan, as well as the compact loca-

tion of the research objects and their small
volume, it was decided to use the quali-
tative research method in this field study.
In addition, the fact that the problem of
women in Kazakh ethnic groups has not
been studied as a separate group and their
place and role in the formation of identi-
ty has not been considered at all was the
main reason for undertaking this research
project.

This project uses a qualitative meth-
od of narrative research and participant
observation. The word «narrative» can be
understood as a report/story from the be-
ginning to the end about the experience
of the informant and a conclusion drawn
from it [5].

Narrative interviews are characterized
by unstructured, in-depth tools with deep
features arising from the respondent’s life
stories and cross-analysis of the situation-
al context. This type of interview aims to
encourage the interviewer to tell about
important events in the informant’s life
and social context. In this method, based
on the idea of reconstructing social events
based on the perspective of informants,
the influence of the interviewer on the
conversation is minimal [6].

Women of Tajik ethnic group in Turke-
stan region with experience in raising chil-
dren over 18 years of age were identified
as the object of the research.

A key principle that distinguishes qual-
itative research from quantitative research
is that it is not based on a specific sample.
In a qualitative approach, the researcher is
concerned with the completeness of the
information rather than the retention of
a specific, predetermined sample. In this
study, priority was given not to sampling,
but to full collection of information. That
is, the researcher decided to stop the re-
search only when all the information was
gathered, the same answers were given to
the questions, and new ideas and thoughts
began to be repeated.

More than 30 respondents participated
in this study. In the course of the research,
attention was paid to socio-demographic
characteristics, education levels, and so-
cial categories of interviewees in order to
ensure the comprehensiveness of public
opinion, as well as to listen to the opin-
ions of all categories of the population.
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Additionally, the study focused on the set-
tlement patterns of ethnic groups. Thus,
the village of Al-Farabi, in which Kazakhs
and Tajiks live together, was chosen as a
multi-ethnic settlement; the village of Fir-
dausi was chosen as a mono-ethnic settle-
ment, where exclusively Tajiks live.

Piotr Sztompka in his work «Visual
Sociology» notes that visual symbols de-
scribe social life and the reality of the so-
ciety, therefore any visual information is
important for the analysis of social phe-
nomena [7]. Therefore, in this study, the
main method - narrative interview, along
with participant observation method was
used. During the observation, the atten-
tion of the researchers was directed to
the external attributes of the informants.
Public places (shops, restaurants, schools,
streets, markets, etc.) were selected as
control areas. During observation, diaries
and cameras also recorded any visual as-
pects of the social world that needed to be
analyzed, such as women'’s clothing, their
actions in any situation, the style of com-
munication with each other and with other
ethnic groups, and the visual representa-
tion of behavior patterns.

Main part

There are differences in the interpreta-
tion of the main concepts of the domes-
tic sociological tradition, such as «nation»
and «ethnos» and the works derived from
them [8, 9]. Debates about the relation-
ship between the terms «ethnicity» and
«nationality», «ethnic identity», «national
identity» and «citizen identity» are still on-
going. The categories «ethnicity» and «na-
tionality» are often used interchangeably,
that is, they are considered synonymous.

In fact, it is important to understand
the complexity and multiplicity of the term
«identity» in modern society. Identity reflects
a person’s consciousness, feeling as a mem-
ber of a certain group, as well as socio-cul-
tural and historical aspects of their life. The
term «identity» is one of the most widely
used terms in the social arts and humanities.
It increased the importance of the concept
of identity in the social self-determination
of a person and made it possible to under-
stand the external social reality as a result of
the internal social structure. On the meth-
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odological basis, it led to the priority of the
subjective-actional convenience instead of
the structural-functional convenience.

According to Erikson, the formation of
identity is one of the main tasks in per-
sonality formation and development. The
formation of identity is explained not only
as a person’s spatial identity, but also as
a group identity. The process of formation
of identity is based on individual and so-
cio-cultural basis. From the point of view of
psychology, the formation of identity is the
simultaneous implementation of reflection
and control processes, which occur at all
psychological levels. During the process,
the individual evaluates himself accord-
ing to the evaluation of others. Thus, for
Erikson, identity is a complex, multi-level
structure, the main condition for the effec-
tive functioning of a person and an indica-
tor of psychological stability [10].

The works of a certain number of au-
thors also consider one of the types of
identity - ethnic identity. As for ethnic
identity, through this type of identity an
individual forms a sense of belonging to
an ethnic community or group. Its import-
ant elements are territory («native land»),
language («mother tongue»), religion
(«correct», «true»), ethnohistory, cultural
traditions, as well as symbolic representa-
tions of ethnonym. Ethnic identity is dis-
tinguished by ethnocentrism, as well as
manifestations characteristic of group and
individual behavior [11, 12].

Ethnic identity has been comprehen-
sively studied in social science by anthol-
ogist T. Eriksen [13], sociologists D. Mason
[14] and J. Rex [15] and social psycholo-
gists Phinney [16], M. Verkuyten [17]. Most
of the researchers agree that ethnic iden-
tity is not a biological phenomenon, but
a specially constructed one [18]. Ethnic
identity is conceptualized as an expression
of the relationship between two or more
groups, which are considered to be carriers
of «cultural differences». N. Hutnik and R.
Street show that people in an ethnic com-
munity may imitate the ethnic groups they
belong to in order to define their ethnic
identity [19].

As for civic identity, it was considered as
self-identification of a person as a citizen
of the state, understanding of the image
of the state, the «We» country, coopera-
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tion, unity, sense of responsibility when it
comes to national issues [20]. According to
L.M.Drobizheva, the unity that distinguish-
es civic identity from other forms of identi-
ty is its nature of action [21]. Action-based
identity is not only loyalty to the state or
its norms, but also unity with the country’s
citizens, its desire to participate in making
political decisions, to take responsibility
for the country’s problems.

The sense of citizenship is taken as the
main measure of civic identity, that is, it
means a sense of solidarity that eliminates
individual differences. It can also be used
as a resource for the development of a
mono-ethnic society, because division
and «tribalization» are not only based on
ethnic characteristics (ethnic and religious
divisions are evident), but also social, val-
ue, ideological, property-based, etc. types
[22].

The results of the study. Tajiks are a Cen-
tral Asian people who inhabited the Kazakh
lands during the times of Tsarist Russia.
According to the All-Russian Population
Census, in 1897, 987 representatives of
the Tajik ethnic group lived in Kazakhstan.
Like the Kazakhs, they adhere to the Sunni
branch of the Islamic religion and live in
a geographical environment with similar
natural conditions [23]. In the twentieth
century (1930-1966), Tajiks settled in the
regions of the South Kazakhstan region:
Zhetisai, Saryagash, Maktaaral, Shardara.
Since 1934, Tajiks from the Republic of Uz-
bekistan began to come to the Maktaaral
region. In 1930-1940, settlers from Gorny
Maschto came to the “New Path” farm in
the village of Firdousi. In 1955, after Bo-
standyk was transferred to the territory of
Uzbekistan, settlers immediately began to
move to the Saryagash region. In the 30s
of the 20th century, Tajiks from the villages
of Porasht, Arsaf, Hayat, Ukhm, Mocharm,
Sintab, Sob and Echi of the Forish region
began to move to the village of Makta-
aral. The main reason for the resettlement
of the people, on the one hand, is the low
standard of living, lack of irrigated land,
disagreement between family ties, and on
the other hand, the lack of labor in the re-
cently built Maktaaral state farm [24].

In 1924-1925, residents of the For-
ish region leased new lands of Maktaaral
and worked seasonally. In the 1940s, the

number of migrants grew to 3,000 fam-
ilies. In 1930-1940, Tajiks from the Gor-
no-Machinsky region of Tajikistan moved
to the village of Rokhi Nav, which was later
renamed into the village of Ferdowsi. On
November 27, 1956, in order to irrigate the
Dilvarzinsky massif, by order of the Presid-
ium of the Supreme Council of Tajikistan,
the residents of the Machinsky region were
resettled to this land. And some of them, in
search of their relatives, came to the Zheti-
sai region of the South Kazakhstan region.

The resettlement of Tajiks to Kazakh-
stan continued until the 60s. A few years
later, a small group returned to Tajikistan;
for others, Kazakhstan became their home.
The village of Firdausi is called “little Tajiki-
stan” in Kazakhstan.

There are currently 50,121 Tajiks living in
Kazakhstan, which makes 0.27% of the total
population of the republic. In the Turkes-
tan region their number is 37,640 people.
Most of them inhabit the Maktaaral (15,228
people), Zhetysai (12,410 people) and
Saryagash (9,491 people) regions [25]. The
bulk of Tajiks live separately in the village of
Bostandyk, Saryagash region, in the village
of Firdousi, Maktaaral region, as well as in
the village of Al-Farabi, Zhetysai region.

Social portrait of Tajik women. Based on
the narrative interview results, half of the in-
formants, irrespective of their residency, have
five or more children. Tajiks in Kazakhstan are
known for having many children, highlight-
ing that large families are not unique to spe-
cific ethnic groups but are common across
various ethnicities in the southern regions.

Most Tajik women have secondary ed-
ucation; higher education is noted only in
a small number of informants. This reflects
the typical life trajectory of all Tajik women,
who share similar experiences, that is, they
raise girls from childhood for a future fam-
ily, teach them everyday life, how to run
a household, be a mother, without much
consideration for their education beyond
high school graduation. This explains the
fact that even if Tajiks send their daughters
to study, then only in fields deemed ben-
eficial for their future roles as wives and
mothers, such as teaching and healthcare
professions. In a traditionally structured
patriarchal family/household, men help lit-
tle in “"women’s” affairs, and women have
to do everything themselves. This char-
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acterizes the pronounced traditional ap-
proach to raising Tajik girls.

The issue of higher education for wom-
en in the Tajik ethnic group of the Turke-
stan region deserves particular consid-
eration. It is especially worth noting the
mono-ethnic settlement, in which receiv-
ing religious education in a madrasah is
considered preferable to obtaining higher
education. There were cases in which fami-
lies, especially elders, were against educat-
ing women. At the same time, despite all
the prohibitions, violating their internal or-
ders and traditions, there are Tajik women
who plan to educate their children.

In a multi-ethnic settlement, women are
encouraged to receive higher education.
However, obtaining a higher education does
not guarantee them employment, since the
main problem in the village is unemploy-
ment. If we take into account the fact that
unmarried young Tajik girls do not receive
support from family and society when mov-
ing to other regions of Kazakhstan or near-
by settlements of the region for employ-
ment, then it is foreseeable that their future
will predominantly revolve around starting
a family and managing household.

Another important factor influencing
the lifestyle of Tajik women is the religion of
Islam. According to the results of observa-
tions, the most devout Tajiks live in the vil-
lage of Firdousi. These villagers base their
daily lives on Islamic law and rely on Sha-
ria law when making decisions. Residents
of the village of Al-Farabi do not perform
basic religious rituals, sometimes they per-
form some rituals, they perceive religion as
culture. Tajiks annually celebrate holidays
such as Nauryz (the first day of spring) and
Eid al-Fitr (the end of Ramadan).

Role in raising children. For a Tajik wom-
an, the most valuable thing in their life,
and the goal of life in itself, is their chil-
dren. In a Tajik family, family functions are
strictly distributed. Basically, the woman is
involved in everyday life, raising children,
and the father is the unquestioned author-
ity, the breadwinner of the family. It turns
out that a woman fulfills the primary needs
of children: feeding, bathing, taking them
to activities clubs, buying them clothes,
preparing for school. At the same time,
women tend to underestimate their large
role in education. However, if even a little,
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there are families where the father tries to
find time for the children, spend time with
them, particularly since many Tajik women
lack adequate education, resulting in fa-
thers often assisting with homework. But
mostly the mother or children help each
other, the older children help the younger
ones. If a dispute arises between spouses,
women said that the spouse is not happy
with the mother protecting the children,
taking their side, and hiding mistakes.

It is worth noting that the permanent
authority in upbringing remains with the
father. The foundations of the traditional
type of family have been preserved, where
women “raise” children, frightening their
father, “If you don't listen, I'll tell your fa-
ther!" This is also the reason why children
go to their mother for advice; not everyone
dares to turn to their father.

Identity. The daily life of Tajik women
is also monotonous. They generally begin
to get involved in household chores in the
morning, take care of children, and only in
spring and summer do they have the op-
portunity to earn money in the fields. It
is worth noting that the main income for
women consists of TSA (Targeted Social
Assistance) received from the state.

When asked how culturally active they
are, Tajik women answered that they do
not go out to cultural events much, but
they do not miss events related to chil-
dren, such as competitions and concerts
where they participate. They are not keen
on reading books, do not follow the news
happening in Kazakhstan and the world,
they are more interested in the news of
their village, which can certainly affect
them, and other socio-political, socio-cul-
tural issues of their region or country are
not a subject of interest for them.

Both settlements exhibit characteristics
of collective consciousness and collective
behavior, so in them women are more
subordinate to the authoritarian opinion
of men and live according to the rules
established by the older generation. For
most women, the laws of their village, their
community, are more influential than the
state ones. This could be attributed to their
lack of familiarity with these them.

When analyzing Tajiks from the point
of view of identity, it is worth taking into
account their regional characteristics. For
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example, among the Tajiks from the village
of Al-Farabi self-awareness is dominated
by local ethnic identity, while among Tajiks
from the village of Ferdowsi — ethnic with a
pronounced religious component.

The main components of ethnic identi-
ty among Tajiks are the Tajik language, the
history of the people, identification with
their ethnic group, and a sense of pride
in their people, which has deep historical
roots from Persian culture.

It is worth noting that women do not
invest purposeful effort in the reproduction
and formation of any type of identity in chil-
dren. They do not talk with their children on
topics related to such important areas of
society as history, culture, law, etc., there-
fore they do not play a special role in the
formation of legal and civic literacy of chil-
dren. However, they do their part to devel-
op children’s religious knowledge and love
for their ethnicity by teaching them their
mother tongue, religious knowledge and
preservation of traditions. Another issue is
that Tajik women stated that although this
is not achieved by disseminating certain
knowledge in shaping the identity of the fu-
ture generation, they shape it through their
experiences and their own examples.

Many Tajik families are extended, which
means that several generations live under
one roof. Elders ensure that family and
cultural traditions are observed. Moreover
in this society there are public institutions
like the Council of Elders and the Council
of Mothers, which take part of the respon-
sibility for raising the generation. In such
a society, it is logical that women have to
share their functions of raising children not
only with the elders of their family, but also
with public institutions.

Conclusion

As history shows, the existence and sta-
ble development of a multi-ethnic state like
Kazakhstan was impossible without the for-
mation of a unified civil nation and the cor-
responding national consciousness. The for-
mation of national identity today is based on
the recognition of the need for citizenship.

During the XXXII session of the Assem-
bly of the People of Kazakhstan President
Kassym-Jomart Tokayev noted that a new
national identity has been formed in Ka-

zakhstan during the years of indepen-
dence. According to him, the blue passport
and the blue flag are real symbols of our
identity [26]. The President considers our
society to be a union of free and responsi-
ble citizens united by common ideals and
values. This is another bright manifestation
of our national identity. According to the
President, today all citizens can feel them-
selves as members of one big and unit-
ed Kazakh family and nation. In addition,
Kassym-Jomart Tokaev noted the import-
ant role of preserving national identity,
and in this regard, it is necessary to care-
fully consider issues of ethnopolitics.

Since woman is the main actor of so-
cialization in the family, the role of women
in the formation of social identity is im-
portant. Recently, the conflicts and intol-
erance observed in the youth environment
raise the question of the role of women in
the formation of the civic identity of the
new generation of Kazakhstanis and how
this process is combined with the forma-
tion of ethnic identity. The events of Jan-
uary 2022 raised the issue of education of
tolerance and citizenship in new situations.
The role and potential of women in this
socially important process is important,
because nowadays social media and the
environment are powerful actors in influ-
encing children and young people.

Due to the fact that women in ethnic
groups of Kazakhstan have not been stud-
ied before, the study of women is relevant
and necessary today. For the science of Ka-
zakhstan, the features of women'’s lifestyle,
their status and position in society, and their
role in shaping the life orientations of young
people are still unknown. Also, there are
no empirical data worthy of analysis about
their role in the construction and formation
of identity. Observations show that women
in ethnic communities «communicate» with
society through men, that is, men carry out
external communication, and women make
internal connections and relationships.

The results of the study show that Tajik
women'’s roles in the family continue to be
overshadowed by men, who shape their
views and life positions. Based on the re-
search data, women can be represented as
a channel that transmits established tradi-
tions and norms in society to new gener-
ations. Since they have not received mass
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higher education and have not established
close sociocultural relations with the ex-
ternal environment, they tend uphold and
perpetuate existing societal identities.

The results of the study among wom-
en of the Tajik ethnic group of the Turkes-
tan region show that in order to form and
strengthen civic identity in a given society,
it is necessary, first of all, to strengthen the
position and role of women in it, to update
their current social portrait. To do this, it is
important, primarily, to direct the activities
of public institutions of a given society to
motivate young women to obtain higher
education and modernize the conscious-
ness and views of women in accordance
with the requirements of modern times.

The Religious Factor in Political Processes of the Countries of Central Asia and the Middle East

Abstract. This article attempts to analyze political processes taking into account the religious
factor in the countries of Central Asia and the Middle East. The current religious and political situation
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in Syria was analyzed to prevent various processes that could affect the stability and security of
Kazakhstani society. The scientific and expert community is still most interested in such problematic
issues as: models of modernization transformations, democratization and liberalization of the
countries of the region, and the implementation of political and economic reforms in them. Systems,
procedures, mechanisms, ways and means of development within the framework of these issues are
fundamental markers for identifying the causes of destabilization of society, which are well known
not only for the Central Asian region, but also for the countries of the Middle East.

The purpose of the study is to identify common features and differences, to shed light on how
geopolitical strategies, religious and cultural factors intersect, stimulating the destabilization of
society. Specific recommendations are provided for Kazakhstan, taking into account the analysis

of the Syrian experience in the religious sphere.

Activities and Role of Dervishes in Diplomatic Relations on the Great Silk Road

Abstract. In this study, since ancient times, the Great Silk Road has been a powerful channel
not only in the economic sphere but also in spiritual and cultural exchange, connecting many
countries and peoples of the Eurasian continent. In addition, the Islamic factor played an important
role in these processes both in the past and present. According to medieval sources, in the
9th-10th centuries, the main Muslim region passed along these roads - from the Middle East
to Northern China. Throughout this vast territory, contacts were established between Muslim
scientists, theologians, and jurists. The Great Silk Road was the way of international diplomatic
relations ambassadors, and preachers of religion (missionaries). Sufis and dervishes, in the spirit
of asceticism, self-restraint, and wandering, armed with the idea of spiritual travel as a religious
end in itself, “brought Islam on their shoulders,” conquering half the world with their soft power.
Thus, the system of religious ideas of early Sufism laid the foundation for the subsequent more
dynamic spread of Islam in remote corners of the planet. In addition, historical records of scientists,
ambassadors, Sufi poets of the Turkic peoples, and great figures (khans) about diplomatic relations
and the procedure for receiving ambassadors are considered. Analysis of primary sources testifies
and proves that Sufi dervishes made an invaluable contribution not only to the spread of religion,
but at the same time contributed to the strengthening and development of dialogue between
different cultures, which in turn led to the strengthening of spiritual ties, stability, permanence, and
growth all spheres of society of a given period.

In the study, all efforts will be directed at finding answers to
the main three questions: a description of the main features of
the Meccan surahs in the Qur'an, which give spiritual support to

early Muslims and inspire the Prophet Muhammad; a compari-
son of how the characteristics of motivation changed over time;
an analysis of the motivational methods of the Qur'an in the
period of early Muslims. The historical and comparative study
was conducted using the hermeneutical method. In the course
of the study, it can be noted that the motivational direction and
method of the Qur'an in the above periods changed with the
emergence of changes in social, religious, and political relations.
Despite the differences in the motivational directions of the
Ayats of these two periods, there were also similar sides.

The authors of the article highlight the importance of studying
the issues that can currently serve as a crucial basis for Muslim
society, in a deep knowledge of the significance of the Qur'an in
society and an understanding of religious phenomena.

Introduction

The work of a highly motivated person
will always be fruitful. Therefore, now such
a concept expands the use of motivational
conclusions, thereby turning it into a trend.
Accordingly, the number of participants
(young people) in motivational training is
growing day by day. Adding to this, we can
say that some motivational conclusions
may have religious content. Motivational
texts are often found in religious literature
to raise the mood and maintain actions,
as well as increase the activity of believ-
ers. Therefore, it can be argued that reli-
gious texts have a motivational influence
on young people. In particular, such an
influence can be seen in Muslim countries
with a high level of demography. At the
moment, being the world religion, Islam is
followed by a quarter of the world's popu-
lation. The Quran is the holy text of Islam
and the book that guides a Muslim on the
right path. The Qur'an forms the religious
and everyday relationships of a Muslim.
At the same time, it affects a person’s life
and spiritual views. Motivates a Muslim for
some actions, and at the same time pro-
hibits others from performing. It enhances
the importance of a certain cause, thereby
increasing the activity of a Muslim. For this
reason, the Qur'an is a motivational source
for adherents of Islam.

The Qur'an consists of the Meccan and
Medina Ayats. This division is connected
with the events and methods of preach-

ing religion that took place in Mecca and
Medina by the Prophet Muhammad. De-
spite the division of the Ayats into Meccan
and Medina, the Ayats in these two peri-
ods have not yet been sufficiently studied
from the motivational side. Therefore, the
study of the motivational aspects of the
Meccan and Medina Ayats of the Qur'an is
original in the field of religious studies. It
should be noted that the authors of these
studies understand the study of the Mec-
can and Medina Ayats from the point of
view of motivation. Motivation is a guiding
and controlling set of forces that leads a
person in one particular way. This means
that motivation stimulates and can direct
a person'’s efforts to a certain action [1, p.
1]. Everyone knows that the Quran is the
holy scripture of the religion of Islam, and
the Ayats are separate parts of the Qur'an.
The Meccan Ayats are those Ayats that de-
scended during the period of the Prophet
Muhammad's residence in the city of Mec-
ca, and the Ayats that were sent down after
moving to Medina are called Medina.

The main objectives of the study:

1. Describing the main differences in
the spiritual treatment of Muslims and the
inspiration of the Prophet Muhammad in
the Meccan surahs of the Qur'an

2. Comparative analysis of changes in
motivation characteristics after some time

3. Analysis of motivational methods of
the Qur'an in the society of early Muslims

The authors of the article note that the
study of these issues, and a deep under-
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standing of religious phenomena shows
the importance of the Qur'an in Muslim
society. Bukhari Abdul Shomad and his
colleagues say: “"For the Muslim commu-
nity, the Qur'an is a mother of all resourc-
es, not only in the ritual aspect but also in
another aspect of Muslim life” [2, p. 314].
Accordingly, the influence of the Meccan
and Medina texts of the Qur'an on daily
actions and social relations in the present
time may be the same as in the days of
early Muslims.

Methodology

This study requires a comparative anal-
ysis in considering the Meccan and Medi-
na Ayats. Especially, the main differences
in motivating Muslims in the two groups
of Ayats. How did the ways of motivation
in the Qur'an change during the migration
of the Prophet Muhammad and early Mus-
lims from Mecca to Medina? How did the
Prophet Muhammad increase interest and
zeal in the religious path of Muslims and
how did it differ in Mecca and Medina?
The study has made efforts to address the
above issues. To fully disclose the topic,
the authors used a hermeneutic research
method. The hermeneutical approach
to research gives the authors an under-
standing of the meaning of sacred texts.
Also, various conclusions and conclusions
of Qur'anic studies were compared. The
study belongs to the qualitative type.

Main part
Motivation in the Meccan Ayats

In Islamic sources, the years 610-622
are known as the Meccan period. It was at
this time that the society of early Muslims
was formed. The representatives of new
religious groups formed later were subject
to pressure from the Meccan aristocracy.
For this reason, the Meccan period was full
of difficulties. In turn, this burden required
the Prophet Muhammad and his compan-
ions to persevere on the religious path.
Enver Bayram divides the Meccan period
into the missionary hidden “da‘wah” (Gizli
Davet Dénemi) and the open missionary
period (Agiktan Davet Donemi) [3, p. 134].
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According to the research of Gustav Weil:
Suras of the First Meccan Period (610-615),
Suras of the Second Meccan Period (615-
620) »aHe Suras of the Third Meccan Peri-
od (620-622) [4, p. 350-357].

The contents of the early revealed Ayats
show Muhammad that he is the messen-
ger of God and his duties, and also teaches
that Allah is the Creator. For example, in
the 1,3 Surah of one of the early Ayats in
the surah "Mudassir,” it is written «O you
covered!... Revere your Lord», thereby con-
firming the confessions of the Almighty
[574:1,3]. The second name of the hidden
missionary period is “the period of personal
preaching”. After the Prophet Muhammad
recognized his Rasul duties, the mission of
calling to Islam was aimed at individuals,
his relatives, and the wealthy people of
Mecca. However, the number of people
who followed this path was not that many.
On the contrary, some denied the Prophet
Muhammad, calling him a “sorcerer” and a
“madman”, thereby refusing to recognize
the Ayats of the Qur'an. In turn, such denial
and non-recognition caused bad emotions
in the prophet, for this reason, he directed
all his forces to strengthen the doubts of
the “prophetic mission”. In the 2-4 Ayats
of the surah “Kalam” it is written that the
Prophet Muhammad is on the right path
and he will be honored with a valuable gift
from the Creator «By the grace of your Lord,
you are not insane. You will certainly have
a never-ending reward. And you are truly
(@ man) of outstanding character» (68:2-4)
[5]. It is written in verse 33 of Surah ‘An’am:
«We certainly know that what they say
grieves you "O Prophet’. It is not your hon-
esty they question - it is Allah’s signs that
the wrongdoers deny» (6:33) [5]. Ibn Kasir
said the following about this Ayat: “Allah
Almighty comforts His Prophet (peace and
blessings of Allah be upon him) about the
disbelief of his people and disobedience
to him,” thus the Ayat called on Prophet
Muhammad in his “prophetic mission” to
strengthen faith in himself. In turn, these
Ayats are texts based on holy scripture, ar-
guing for the prophecy of Muhammad in
the period of early Muslims and increasing
religious interest. Another surah with mo-
tivational content is 3-5 Ayats, the surah of
the "Spirit”, it says: «Your Lord (O Prophet)
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has not abandoned you, nor has He be-
come hateful (of you). And the next life is
certainly far better for you than this one.
And (surely) your Lord will give so much to
you that you will be pleased» (93:3-5) [5].
It says here that Allah is with the Muslims
and the Prophet. The content of this Ayat
was given as an answer to the mushriks.
Until the moment of the revelation of this
Ayat, regarding the lateness of aki, the pa-
gans began to recognize it as a lie that the
Prophet Muhammad is the Messenger of
Allah (93:3-5) [6]. The Ayats of “Ash-Sharh”
tell about the fact that the difficulties in the
Meccan period are temporary, and relief
will surely come for the Prophet Muham-
mad and Muslims “Have We not uplifted
your heart for you (Prophet) relieved you
of the burden which weighed so heavily on
your back, and elevated your renown for
you? So, surely with hardship comes ease»
(94:3) [5]. Imam Maturidi explains the word
“heavy” in the 3rd Ayat as a burden of
prophecy (94:3) [6].

Thus, for the first three years of the
Meccan period, the Prophet Muhammad
was engaged in secret missionary activity.
He tried as much as possible not to con-
tradict the Mexican people and did da‘wah
for this. According to this, the Ayats of the
Qur'an also did not reproach the Mushriks
for their faith and misdeeds. The purpose
of this is to increase the number of follow-
ers of the Prophet Muhammad and stimu-
late perseverance on the religious path [3,
p. 134-135].

The second wave of the Meccan period
is distinguished by open missionary activi-
ty. 94-95 Ayats of Surah “Al-Hijr" «So pro-
claim what you have been commanded,
and turn away from the polytheists. Surely
We will be sufficient for you against the
mockers» (15:94-95) [5], 158 Ayat of Surah
Al-Araf «Say, (O Prophet) «<O humanity! |
am Allah’s Messenger to you all. To Him
(alone) belongs the kingdom of the heav-
ens and the earth. There is no god except
Him. He gives life and causes death» So
believe in Allah and His Messenger, the un-
lettered Prophet, who believes in Allah and
His revelations» (7:58) [5]. In these Ayats,
it is written that the Prophet Muhammad
began open missionary activity and freely
united Islam (7:58) [6]. In the Ayats of this

period, it was allowed to be discussed with
the Mexican people. But there were no
texts about an open clash in that period.
On the contrary, there was a call for calm
and patience. «So endure patiently, as did
the Messengers of Firm Resolve.1 And do
not "seek to” hasten "the torment” for the
deniers. On the Day they see what they
have been threatened with, it will be as if
they had only stayed in this world for an
hour of a day. "This is™ a "sufficient” warn-
ing! Then, will anyone be destroyed except
the rebellious people?» (46:35) [5]. It is
here, in the Ayats of the Qur‘an, that it is
suggested to look with patience at strong
pressure and belittlement and to con-
duct a dialogue. The Meccan people were
against the open da‘wabh. In particular, be-
cause of the small number of supporters,
the poor and slaves suffered physical and
moral harm. Consequently, these chang-
es required even more patience from the
prophet and his companions. An example
from the Qur'an «Whoever disbelieves in
Allah after their belief - not those who are
forced while their hearts are firm in faith,1
but those who embrace disbelief whole-
heartedly -they will be condemned by Al-
lah and suffer a tremendous punishment»
(16:106) [5]. The reason for the revelation
of this Ayat is related to ‘Ammar ibn Yasir.
The inhabitants of Mecca accused ‘Ammar
ibn Yasir, thereby calling for the rejection
of Islam. Having failed the tests, ‘"Ammar
ibn Yasir will say that he renounced Islam.
Then ‘Ammar ibn Yasir will tell the Prophet
Muhammad that his choice was due to co-
ercion, in fact he did not refuse. Then the
Qur'an will show that he is still a Muslim
and will give him support. To inspire the
oppressed Muslims, the Meccan Ayats
say a lot about ahiret, about heaven and
hell. One of the pillars of Islam is the be-
lief that after death everyone will be ac-
countable to Allah and then will be grant-
ed. Heaven is the greatest gift, and hell is
the most painful punishment. Muslims are
obliged to do good deeds in order to get
to heaven, and to refrain from bad things
in order not to get to hell. Plus, the Ayats
about paradise teach and motivate you to
be persistent and active on your religious
path. And the Ayats about hell in the minds
of Muslims influence to fear Allah, but not
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to be afraid of life's difficulties. According
to the thoughts of Al Hosani: «For Mus-
lims, the concept of hell and heaven is a
motivator, and it is the promise of Allah Al-
mighty for those who do as commanded.
This is a positive motivation for Muslims
since it contains the bounties and prom-
ises of a good life in the hereafter» [7, p.
153]. In the 25.26 Ayats of Surah Yunus it
is said: «Those who do good will have the
finest reward1 and (even) more.2 Neither
gloom nor disgrace will cover their fac-
es. It is they who will be the residents of
Paradise. They will be there forever. As for
those who commit evil, the reward of an
evil deed is its equivalent. Humiliation will
cover them—with no one to protect them
from Allah—as if their faces were covered
with patches of the night's deep darkness.
It is they who will be the residents of the
Fire. They will be there forever.» (10:25-26)
[5].

During the preaching of Islam, ear-
ly Muslims had a fear that they would be
subject to punishment by the Meccan aris-
tocracy. The Ayats of the Qur'an are aimed
at telling about the steadfastness of the
prophets, to spiritualize Muslims. An ex-
ample is the surah “ash-Shuara” and its
10-11 Ayats: «when your Lord called out
to Moses, «Go to the wrongdoing people
the people of Pharaoh. Will they not fear
(Allah)?» and 14-15 Ayats «Also, they have
a charge against me, so | fear they may kill
me. Allah responded, «Certainly not! So
go, both of you, with Our signs. We will
be with you, listening» (26:10-11) [5]. It is
told here that the Prophet Musa preached
religion to Pharaoh with great boldness,
and Allah assisted him. It means that the
Prophet and his companions were inspired
by the kissings of Musa. In the words of
Muhammad Tahara men Salih Yucel, it is
said: «Storytelling is a unique technique
used to promote understanding, inspira-
tion, and appreciation. Mostly, the Prophet
(pbuh) used to narrate the stories of pre-
vious nations to inspire and motivate his
companions for sincere brotherly cooper-
ation goodness, and religion... By narrating
the past stories, the Prophet (pbuh) would
motivate them to listen carefully and then
get a lesson or lessons» [8, p. 78]. In gener-
al, the method of storytelling is still there.
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It is used to increase engagement. This
method is reflected in the stories about the
life path of the prophets. The word “Ta'sia”
according to Sengill and Gediik, in Arabic
is denoted in this direction. In the Qur'an,
"Ta'siya” is used in the meaning to ease the
sadness of another person, to help cope
with grief [9, p. 11]. That is, we can say that
stories about the difficulties and achieve-
ments of the prophets on the religious
path are told for the purpose of admiration
and delight. In turn, the formation of such
a mood increases the motivation for any
action of religious people.

The beginning of the open da‘'wah sub-
jected Muslims to economic pressure. Poor
Muslims suffered mainly from economic
pressure. For this reason, there are Ayats
of interest in the Qur'an about helping and
providing material support to poor Mus-
lims. In the 5,6-th Ayats of the Surah “al-
Layl” it says: «As for the one who is charita-
ble, mindful (of Allah) and (firmly) believes
in the finest reward», this is also described
in 19,20 Ayats of the same surah: «not in
return for someone’s favours, but seeking
the pleasure of their Lord, the Most High»
[5]. Rich Muslims used these Ayats for mo-
tivation when they helped the poor. A close
friend of the Prophet Muhammad, also the
first Caliph Abu Bakr, bought the slave Bi-
lal, who was in captivity of the Mushriks,
for a lot of money and will free him from
slavery. At the same time, he will extend
a helping hand to other Muslims. At that
time, Abu Bakr's father, on the contrary,
helped strong, successful people, and not
the poor, thereby increasing the number
of supporters. However, Abu Bakr will ex-
plain his actions with the Ayats of Surah
“al-Layl» [10, p. 130].

In general, motivational tales about
material benefits and successes are not so
common in the Meccan surahs. Neverthe-
less, the Ayat of the Qur‘an speaks about
the importance of obtaining an honest
income: «O messengers! Eat from what is
good and lawful, and act righteously. In-
deed, | fully know what you do» (23:51) [5].
In the interpretation of Ibn Qasir, based
on hadith, it is said: “This Ayat indicates
that the consumption of permissible food
contributes to the performance of righ-
teous deeds... In Sahih al-Bukhari (2262)
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The Messenger of Allah said, “There was
no prophet who did not feed sheep.” His
companions asked: “And you?” and he
said, “Yes, and | was grazing them for the
Meccans for a few carats.” The Sahih also
provides: “Daud ate from earning with his
own hands” (23:51) [11]. Muslim scholars
have noted that these Ayats say that one
should move in accordance with Sharia in
achieving material values. In turn, the ayat
can serve as a motivation for understand-
ing halal income in the mind of a religious
person.

Analyzing the motivational aspect of
the Meccan Ayats, it becomes clear that
this is directly related to the missionary ac-
tivity of the Prophet Muhammad in Mecca.
The fact that Islam was alien to the Meccan
society in the early years of its spread, as
a result, showed the need for motivational
Ayats caused by the moral and econom-
ic pressure of Muslims and the immediate
threat to their lives. Based on these excep-
tions, the Ayats of the Qur'an distinguished
motivational texts in several directions:

- legends aimed at strengthening the
religious faith of early Muslims and state-
ments reflecting the accusations of the
Meccans regarding the canons of Islam.
Motivational Ayats aimed at dispelling
doubts that early Muslims may have about
the Islamic faith as a result of the ideolog-
ical attack of the Meccans;

- Ayats aimed at increasing the patience
of Muslims who have been subjected to
bodily injury or punishment for accepting
Islam;

- Ayats that encourage Muslims who
find themselves under material pressure
based on the sanctions of the Meccans to
help each other;

- Ayats encouraged not to be afraid of
punishment for missionary activity and to
take bold steps.

Motivation in medical Ayats

The Medina period is considered the
most important in Islamic history. The
Prophet Muhammad and the Muslims
who were next to him with the help of re-
settlement from Mecca to Medina were
freed from the pressure of the Meccans
and achieved the free spread of religion

in the new state. However, the early Mus-
lims also had difficulties and unsolvable
issues during this period. According to M.
Amazhun, the da‘wah of the prophet in the
Medina period is aimed at the develop-
ment of the “muakhah” (brotherhood) sys-
tem [12, p. 328]. According to this system, it
was important to unite the Muhajirs (Mus-
lims who migrated from Mecca to Medina)
and the Ansars (the indigenous inhabitants
of Medina), to improve relations between
Muslims and the residents of Medina. But
it is worth noting something else — this is
the relevance of the opposition of Muslims
to the attacks of the Meccans. For this rea-
son, motivational legends, in the medical
Ayats of the Qur'an, make efforts to solve
these problems. By M. The Medinan Ayats
differ from the Meccan ones in the follow-
ing features: long Ayats, beginning with
the words “laa ayah al-amanu”, detailed
proofs and arguments, military sentences,
had (punishment) and Ayats about inher-
itance, consideration of munafiq (duplici-
tous), dialogue with representatives of Ahli
Kitab (Christians and Jews), administrative
positions, clarification of rituals of worship
and Muamalat, commitment to submission
to the prophet, the promise of the proph-
et's life and the promise of victory [13, p.
321-330].

Muslims who migrated from Mecca to
Medina are called "muhajir”, and the in-
digenous inhabitants of Medina are called
“Ansar”. Muhajir is used in the sense of an
immigrant, and ansar in the sense of an
accomplice of those immigrants. These
designations are directly related to the
economic situation of Muslims and the
Ayats of the Qur'an. The Muhajirs, because
of their escape from Mecca, were forced
to leave their possessions in Mecca. And
upon arrival in Medina, they needed mate-
rial needs. For this reason, the Ayats of the
Qur'an gave the degree of “Ansar” to local
residents, and urged them to help muha-
jirs. Of course, it will not be easy for any-
one to give away their property. Therefore,
there are Ayats in the Qur'an that motivate
the Ansars to help. The Quran says: «As for
the foremost—the first of the Emigrants
and the Helpers - and those who follow
them in goodness, Allah is pleased with
them and they are pleased with Him. And
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He has prepared for them Gardens under
which rivers flow, to stay there for ever and
ever. That is the ultimate triumph» [59:100].
In another verse: «As for the disbelievers,
they are guardians of one another. And un-
less you "believers™ act likewise, there will
be great oppression and corruption in the
land» [58:73].

As the number of followers of Islam in-
creased, people with a low level of religious
faith began to appear among Muslims. Fol-
lowers of this category are called “munafiq”
in the Qur'an. Legends about “munafigs”
are found in the Medina Ayats [14, p. 166].
In the Meccan period, “munafiqun” was
not a problem. Because the difficult Mec-
can period singled out only true believers
this did not cause the need for false ad-
herence to Islam. And the military, political
force in Medina, led to the fact that some
influential residents of Medina converted
to Islam in absentia and internally resisted
the prophet to preserve their status and
property. For example, among Muslim re-
searchers, Abdullah Bin Uboot Bin Talal be-
longed to this group [15, p. 368]. Abdullah
Bin Uboot Bin Talal was the most influential
in Medina before the arrival of the righ-
teous of Islam. However, after the spread
of Islam, many Medina residents began to
accept the religion of Islam and recognize
the leadership of the Prophet Muhammad.
“Before the battle of Uhud, Abdullah ibn
Ubay led his 300-man detachment away,
being afraid of the numerous army of the
Meccan pagans, thereby predetermining
the defeat of the Muslims” [16, p. 45]. The
surah ” Al-Munafiqun” of the Qur'an says:
«When the hypocrites come to you "O
Prophet’, they say, “We bear witness that
you are certainly the Messenger of Allah”
— and surely Allah knows that you are His
Messenger — but Allah bears witness that
the hypocrites are truly liars» (63:1) [5]. In
this regard, the Ayats of the Qur'an are
aimed at strengthening the internal reli-
gious faith of Muslims. For this, there were
Ayats in the Qur'an about the punishment
of the munafig by Allah. In the Qur'an it is
written: «<Some of the nomads around you
"believers™ are hypocrites, as are some of
the people of Medina. They have mastered
hypocrisy. They are not known to you "O
Prophet’; they are known to Us. We will
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punish them twice "in this world,1 then
they will be brought back "to their Lord"
for a tremendous punishment» (9:101) [5],
and «Allah has promised the hypocrites,
both men and women and the disbelievers
an everlasting stay in the Fire of Hell—it is
sufficient for them. Allah has condemned
them, and they will suffer a never-ending
punishment» (9:68) [5]. Ayats of this nature
explained to Muslims that hypocrisy is a
very grave sin thereby forming feelings of
hatred towards the munafigs. At the same
time, Muslims with weak beliefs had a high
probability of joining the "munafigs” and
this caused great fear. During the period
when the Prophet Muhammad went to war
under the name "Tabuk”, some companions
refused to go to battle together. However,
when the Ayats of the Qur'an describe that
the munafiq avoid obeying the prophet
and participating in the war, they will re-
pent that they did not follow Muhammad.
In Surah at-Tauba it is written: «<Some oth-
ers have confessed their wrongdoing: they
have mixed goodness with evil. It is right to
hope that Allah will turn to them in mercy.
Surely Allah is All-Forgiving, Most Merciful»
(9:102) [5]. From this, it can be understood
that their repentance can be accepted by
Allah. The interpretation of Imam al-Razi
explains: “These are Muslims who did not
participate in the battle of Tabuk not be-
cause of hypocrisy, but because of lazi-
ness, and then regretted what they had
done and repented,” and in al-Jalalayn: "It
was revealed about Abu Lubab and those
who tied themselves to the pillars mosques
when they heard what was revealed about
those who did not participate in the battle.
And they swore that no one would untie
them except the Prophet (peace and bless-
ings of Allaah be upon him). And this Ayat
was revealed” (9:102) [6]. It means that this
Ayat of Surah at-Taub had an active moti-
vational influence on ensuring the religious
fidelity of Muslims.

In Islam, the difference between a Mus-
lim and a munafiq is directly related to re-
ligious rituals and responsibility for their
believing brothers. For this reason, there
were many legends in the Medina period
that increased interest in religious rituals.
In the Qur'an: «And seek help through pa-
tience and prayer. Indeed, it is a burden ex-
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cept for the humble» (2:45) [5]. The word
"humble” in this surah is a translation of
the Arabic word "khashi'un”. The "Hashi'un”
group includes Muslims with high motiva-
tion and a great desire for worship. «The
term “khushu” etymologically refers to
calmness, submission, full of concentration,
eagerness and humbleness» [17, p. 8]. In
another medical Ayat: «Has the time not
yet come for believers’ hearts to be hum-
bled at the remembrance of Allah and what
has been revealed of the truth, and not
be like those given the Scripture before —
"those” who were spoiled for so long that
their hearts became hardened. And many
of them are ‘still” rebellious» (57:1) [5].
Mahmoud al-Alusi al-Hanafi interpreted
the above Ayat: "Allah Almighty reproaches
here those believers who show laziness and
negligence in worshipping Allah. Ibn Abbas
reports that such appeared among Mus-
lims, and the Almighty sent down this Ayat
about them. A'mash said that after moving
to Medina, Muslims began to live in com-
fort and prosperity, because of this, some
of them began to show less zeal for good
deeds than before the Hijra.”( 57:16) [6].

Conclusion

As noted in the two main parts above,
the Meccan and Madinah Ayats have moti-
vational content. Motivational approaches
and the orientation of the Ayats changed
in direct connection with the number of
Muslims and the political and social events
of that time. Motivational statements were
also used depending on the level of reli-
gious knowledge and faith of Muslims.

During the “secret da‘wah"” of the Mec-
can period, Muslims did not experience
much pressure due to the fact that they did
not engage in open confrontation with the
Mushriks. But the Meccan pagans are mak-
ing efforts to question the religious can-
ons of Islam. Therefore, the content of the
Ayats is aimed at preventing the religious
conversion of Muslims. Along with this, en-
couraging Ayats are included to fulfill the
holy mission of the Prophet Muhammad.
The motivational teaching of the Meccan
Ayats is closely connected with the con-
duct of the "open da‘wah”. The open mis-
sionary activity of Muslims led to the fact

that the Meccan mushriks kept them under
economic, physical and moral pressure. In
this regard, in the Meccan Ayats, the con-
tent of the texts was stimulating to mate-
rial and spiritual assistance to each other.
The legends related to the fact that Allah
is with them and that it is worth being pa-
tient with difficulties will also be sanctified.
Of course, the stories about the incentive
are more often found in the words “about
that world” of Allah, about the reward in
the form of paradise and punishment in
the form of hell. Another motivational as-
pect of the Meccan Ayats is the desire of
the past prophets to inspire Muslims by
expounding their perseverance and cour-
age on the path of religion.

During the Medina period, Muslims
managed to gain political freedom, and
the emergence of problems in the new city
gave rise to Ayats and motivational state-
ments in this direction. The migration of
Muslims to Medina created the threat of an
invasion of the Meccans in Medina. For this
reason, it was during this period that mo-
tivational statements were required, which
would increase the feelings of heroism
and unity among Muslims. Believers in the
category under the meaning of hypocrites
“Munafiqun” are strongly condemned by
the Quran. “Munafiqun” is outwardly de-
scribed as a passive and representative
of an anti-Islamic group, thereby causing
hatred towards him among Muslims. Mu-
nafigi are very passive in performing reli-
gious rites and during military operations.
As a result, Muslims tend to be active and
motivated to avoid the characteristics of
munafiqun. Such motivational statements
in the Medina Ayats were also used to
avoid the problem of laziness among Mus-
lims. The fact is that the Muslims who saw
the pressure in Mecca, after replacing their
lives with a comfortable one, began to de-
crease religious motivation and from this
the number of people with a low level of
religious faith began to increase.

In the course of the study, in the two
periods, despite the differences, similar
moments were noted. For example, both in
the Meccan and Medina periods, the issue
of tolerance and tranquility was relevant.
During the Meccan period, efforts were
made to increase the economic pressure
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and the resilience of Muslims to various
difficulties. And during the Medina war,
there was a call for patience in difficult
moments and fortitude in military torture.
Texts were motivating the Madinah ansars
to help, muhajirs who moved from Mec-
ca In two periods to form fortitude and
patience and translated texts about the
greatness of paradise and the tortures of
hell. At the same time, there are Ayats in
two periods that encourage Muslims to
help each other financially, due to the fact
that the economic situation of Muslims is
becoming relevant.

Religious Nationalism: Research by Scientists in the Post-Soviet Space

Abstract. Religious nationalism is a political ideology that seeks to establish and maintain a
close alignment between religious identity and national identity within a particular geographic
area and community. Religious nationalism is characterized by the belief that a specific religion
and religious tradition is not only integral to the cultural and historical identity of a nation but also
serves as the fundamental basis for defining and organizing the nation-state. In accordance with
these findings, this article focuses on the research of post-Soviet scientists regarding the concept
of religious nationalism. The concept of religious nationalism as a whole has been little studied, not
only by domestic researchers but also by scientists in the post-Soviet space. When searching for the
keyword “religious nationalism” in the Web of Science Core Collection, we could not find studies
conducted by domestic scientists. We found nine scientific works in which this concept was used
among post-Soviet scientists. The first section of the main part of the article describes the research
of Russian scientists. The second section analyzes the views of Armenian and Lithuanian scientists.
As a result, among the joint author's works with authors from one country and scientists from
other countries, we paid special attention to the research of six Russian scientists, two Lithuanian
scientists, and one Armenian scientist. Russian scientists pay attention to the problems of religious
nationalism in their country in 4 articles; Armenian scientists in 1 article. Lithuanian scientists
analyze the problems of Eastern and Central Europe. The article identifies several reasons why
scientists in the post-Soviet space rarely study religious nationalism. We have touched on some
pressing issues in understanding religious nationalism. In addition, in the process of systematizing
the research of scientists, it was found that there are several common points of view.

ABSTRACT

Religious fundamentalismis arelevant subject of study that requires
in-depth analysis for a more comprehensive understanding of its
origins, development and global consequences.

Introduction

Since the beginning of the 21st centu-
ry, it has been observed that interest in the
phenomenon of Islamic fundamentalism
has increased in world politics and society.
This complex and multifaceted phenome-
non represents a current area of research
that requires in-depth analysis and under-
standing. Islamic fundamentalism not only
poses new challenges to global security,
but also questions fundamental principles
of religious tolerance and cultural diver-
sity. The validity of this work is reinforced
not only by geopolitical contradictions, but
also by the internal social and religious dy-
namics of the Muslim world. Developments
related to Islamic fundamentalism are hav-
ing a significant impact on the world stage,
raising concerns about security and stability
in many regions.

The aim of this study is to systematically
analyze and understand the roots, dynam-
ics and consequences of Islamic funda-
mentalism. We aim to identify the factors
underlying the formation and spread of
this phenomenon, analyze its impact on
political and sociocultural spheres, and
provide opportunities to develop strate-
gies to counter and prevent radicalization.

During the study, we will pay attention
to various aspects of Islamic fundamental-
ism, from its historical roots to its conse-
quences for modern international society.
The analysis of various forms of Islamic
fundamentalism in different regions and
its relationship with global trends consti-
tute the main aspects of our work.

Therefore, this study aims to contribute
to a deeper understanding of Islamic fun-
damentalism and to suggest constructive
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approaches to the challenges it brings to
the modern world.

Methodology

The methodology used in this scientific
article is based on an interdisciplinary ap-
proach combining historical, sociological
and political research methods. The first
focus is to analyze the historical context
of the formation of Islamic fundamental-
ism, covering the period from its origins to
the present day. This analysis allows us to
highlight important events and trends un-
derlying this phenomenon.

The second phase of the methodology
involves a sociological approach, the aim
of which is to investigate the social and
economic factors that contribute to the
spread of Islamic fundamentalism. Empir-
ical data obtained through the analysis of
social and economic indicators in various
regions allow us to identify trends and re-
lationships between social conditions and
the level of religious radicalization.

The third aspect of our methodology
is political analysis, covering the role of Is-
lamic fundamentalism in political process-
es and its impact on international relations.
This allows us to assess the impact of fun-
damentalism on geopolitical dynamics and
develop counter strategies at the level of
states and the world community.

The novelty of this article lies in the sys-
tematic approach to the study of Islamic
fundamentalism that includes both histor-
ical, social and political dimensions. This
approach allows us to provide a compre-
hensive understanding of the subject and
contribute to the existing body of knowl-
edge regarding fundamentalism in Islam.
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The Nature of fundamentalism

It can be seen that the concept of fun-
damentalism, which comes from the word
"Fundamentum”, in Latin means basis,
support and root. The term “fundamen-
talism” first entered the dictionary in the
1920s to describe radical movements with-
in American Protestantism. The emergence
of Protestant fundamentalism is largely
explained by turning points in the history
of American secularization. In this context,
Casanova speaks of three processes of
rupture. The first of these is the process of
constitutional rupture separating Protes-
tant churches and the state. This process,
according to Casanova, was deepened by
the secularization of the higher education
system and the elimination of Protestant
cultural influence from public life. The third
process of rupture was the total seculariza-
tion of life, the exclusion of the Protestant
ethic and the adoption of a pluralistic un-
derstanding of civil society [1, p. 135].

The emergence of a fundamentalist
reaction is explained by the fact that reli-
gion with all its institutions in the process
of modernization was perceived as an ex-
treme and marginal identity. It is a com-
mon view in sociology that the process of
secularization always produces reactionary
militancy and that the main distinguishing
feature of religious fundamentalism is the
reactivity resulting from the erosion of re-
ligion and its loss of a dominant role in so-
ciety. . In fact, the desire of fundamentalist
groups to dominate the state with the aim
of reconsecrating state and social life or
ending its secular character is one of their
main distinguishing features. However, it is
not yet enough to explain such a reaction
solely by anti-secularism. Sometimes this
occurs as a reaction to ethnic or religious
pluralism, as in the case of Hindu funda-
mentalism against Muslims in India, or in
opposition to competing national ideolo-
gies, as in the case of Buddhist fundamen-
talism against Tamil Hindus in Sri Lanka.
Political threats from other religious and
ethnic groups not only reject the secular
world, but also allow religious identity to
be framed in radical terms. In a vicious cy-
cle of violence-response-violence or “pres-
sure-reaction-pressure,”  fundamentalist
movements tend to legitimize political is-

sues around ethnicity and land within the
framework of sacred relativity.

Religious fundamentalism has been one
of the most debated issues in politics and
the media since the early 1980s. In fact, the
concept of fundamentalism, derived from
Protestant fundamentalism that emerged in
America in the 1920s, has been used to de-
scribe political and social movements that
have been widespread in many third world
countries over the past twenty years and
have their origins in Islam. But as a concept,
religious fundamentalism arose on a com-
pletely different continent and in a country
that is today considered its sworn enemy.
Although religious fundamentalism is an
issue that has been debated for almost a
century and is still being explained in var-
ious ways in the West, it has also become
the subject of heated debate in the Islamic
world, especially since the mid-1990s.

When presented as a set of characteris-
tics, religious fundamentalism appears as a
religious stance that primarily contains the
following characteristics.

a) interpretation of religion as a rigid
system as the final moral and legal code
that answers all questions of life;

(b) the tendency to take sacred texts
literally and generally move from ideolog-
ical assumptions/leaders to religious texts
rather than from religion to life;

(c) belief in a fundamental “golden age”
when religious truths were “perfectly” prac-
ticed, and a great desire to restore such an age;

(d) the use of violence, if necessary, to
achieve this desire;

(e) suspicion not only of believers of
other religions, but also of their fellow
believers, who are considered hypocrites,
sometimes completely alienating them
and even using violence against them;

() incompatibility with modern secular
society, and in some cases even a complete
rejection of secular values; In this context, do
not make harsh comments on issues such as
politics, education, law and women. Howev-
er, with a pragmatic attitude towards moder-
nity, using every useful concept and product;

(9) sanctification of history, events and
characters by esoteric understanding; In
the battle between the divine and the de-
monic - understanding the ultimate savior;
the adoption of a millenarian and machin-
ist ideology of salvation;
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(h) refusal to negotiate and the search
for harmony with idealism, fueled by a firm
belief in salvation even in the most lost
place on this line [2, pp. 261-263].

Of course, the most discussed issue to-
day is Islamic fundamentalism. From the
second half of the 70s of the 20th century,
large-scale penetration into political prac-
tice of fundamentalist ideas began, aimed
at re-establishing Islam as the basis of na-
tional identity. Fundamentalists are based on
the belief that the Islamic world is in a state
of decline and that this is due to departure
from the direct path of Islam. Islamic polit-
ical activists view Islam as a holistic way of
life based on the teachings of the Quran, the
life of Muhammad, and the nature of the
early Muslim community and fully embod-
ied in sharia as the law revealed to humans
by God. They demand a return to Islamic
law and the creation of a state and society
project guided by Islam and based on social
justice. The process of globalization plays
an important role in strengthening funda-
mentalist tendencies in Islam. The rapid at-
tack on Islam and the Islamic way of life by
Western standards, consumer ideology and
mass culture, the disintegration of previous
social roles, restrictions, statuses, rights and
responsibilities, is perceived by many Mus-
lim believers as a spiritual and social disaster.
All this leads to the rapid fragmentation of
traditional Muslim society, which inevitably
leads to tension in social relations. At the
same time, Islamic fundamentalism is not
necessarily equivalent to political radicalism
and extremism and is not a direct cause of
terrorism. “Fundamentalism (Salafism) is
indeed the basis of Islamism, but only par-
tially. The slogan "Al-Islam hua’l hal” ("Islam
is the solution”) means “establishing order”
in the Islamic world, eliminating social injus-
tice, immorality and corruption, eliminating
“unfair rulers”. In order to be protected from
the harmful effects of the West's foreign cul-
tural and behavioral models, it is necessary
to first purify Islam itself from harmful layers
and return to the uncomplicated roots of this
religion.” Fundamentalist tendencies are also
seen in Hinduism and Confucianism [3, p.78].

Political Islam or Islamic Fundamentalism

Terms such as moderate, political, mil-
itant or radical Islam often appear in gen-
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eral discussions of religious fundamental-
ism, although there are of course subtle
and important differences between them.
Specific equivalents of these concepts are
the Muslim Brotherhood in Egypt, Jamaat
al-Islami in Pakistan and Jamat al-Islami in
other countries, Hamas and Islamic Jihad in
Palestine, Hezbollah in Lebanon, and with
some Western countries, there may be Hiz-
buttahrir in Tajikistan and Kyrgyzstan, the
Islamic Salvation Front in Algeria, there
may be Al-Qaeda in Afghanistan, Irag, Su-
dan, Yemen or another region, and ISIS in
Syria and Irag. The main axis of the de-
bate on Muslim fundamentalism is jihad-
ist and takfiri Salafism, represented mainly
by al-Qaeda and, more recently, Daesh,
as well as radical elements of the Muslim
Brotherhood and Jamaat-e Islami as insti-
tutional movements. Although Wahhabism
combined with Salafism is seen as one of
the intellectual infrastructures of religious
fundamentalism, the harmonious and obe-
dient Wahhabism represented by the cler-
gy associated with the Saudi regime and
the personality of Osama bin Laden, who
declared war not only on the Saudi regime,
but also on the United States and the West,
is seen that there are differences between
the “Salafi-Jihadist-Wahhabi composition”.
Again, within the Shia Islamic tradition, the
line of Ayatollah Khomeini, which became
concrete with the Islamic Revolution in
Iran, and Hezbollah, which is presented as
a concrete indicator of this line and serves
as an outpost of Iran, are also involved in
religious activities and have occasional dis-
cussions about fundamentalism.

Another important approach that has
left its mark on discussions of political Islam
defines Islamist movements as anti-mod-
ernist and reflects on how these move-
ments developed so quickly and were po-
litically active in the last quarter of the 20th
century. Accordingly, Islamist movements
are groups belonging to the past, reaction-
ary, fanatical and rejecting modernization
and the Western way of life. According to
Abrahamian [4, p.102], the key word of this
approach is the rejection of modernity by
these movements: “In the minds of radical
writers about Islamist movements there is
an image: theological reactionism, political
regression, rejection of science, modernity,
enlightenment philosophy and the indus-
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trial revolution”. The group’s authors argue
that Islamist movements «reject moderni-
ty» and take their core principles from the
holy book (the Qoran). In other words, the
ideological roots of these movements go
back only to the seventh century.

One of the important root causes of the
phenomenon defined as Islamic revivalism
or fundamentalism is the defeat of Muslim
identity in the war for world power. It can
be seen that depending on this main rea-
son, other political, economic or social rea-
sons develop. Because it is believed that
when Muslim societies regain the power
they had in ancient times, economic, polit-
ical and social problems will automatically
disappear. Thus, the phenomenon defined
by Western literature as revival or radical-
ism is in many ways a struggle for power.
Islamic groups that consider themselves
to be the opposition in this struggle are
taking various actions in accordance with
the demands of the opposition position. It
is inevitable that everyone who considers
himself a Muslim, from the most moderate
to the most radical, is some kind of fun-
damentalist. The problem is not whether
Muslims are fundamentalists or not, but
the method they follow in the struggle for
the identity, culture and power that they
define within Islam. This is why distinc-
tions such as radicalism, extremism, mod-
eration or traditionalism matter. However,
the attempt to classify all movements as
fundamentalist, ignoring the differences
between the accepted methods, can be
perceived as an attempt to make people
forget about the current problems of our
time. In this way, the existing power struc-
tures in Islamic countries from the colonial
period will be preserved and world peace
and stability will be maintained in accor-
dance with Western priorities.

Researchers writing about fundamen-
talism argue that it began as a reaction to
modernity. Indeed, the most fundamental
feature of fundamentalism is revealed in its
relationship with modern culture. In other
words, we can say that almost all forms of
fundamentalism arose as a result of oppo-
sition to modernization [5, p. 108].

Therefore, the likelihood of fundamen-
talist tendencies arising in cultures not in-
fluenced by the modern world is extremely
small. It can be said that this is mainly due to

the encounter with modernism and the in-
ability to cope with it. In this sense, it is quite
understandable that the first fundamentalist
tendencies arose in Western societies that
were the first to experience modernity. Be-
cause a certain part of the people, emphasiz-
ing their religious sensitivity, were concerned
about the development of secularization that
occurs with modernization in society. Fears
and anxieties about the rejection of God and
the existence of different ideas about the
divine had negative consequences. Howev-
er, it has been observed that Western soci-
eties have entered into a very rapid process
of adaptation to modernism. New areas of
opportunity arising from social change are
another factor that creates an extremely
favorable environment for such trends. Ac-
cording to “resource mobilization theory,”
one of the factors that determines whether
fundamentalist movements succeed or not
is the extent to which they mobilize avail-
able resources. Movement capabilities are
extremely important in this regard [6, p. 127].

There are certain reasons why the term
Islamic fundamentalism emerged. We will
explain these as follows.

a. External Factor. It is also argued that
due to the siege of imperialism, social and
cultural values based on Islam have come
under attack from secular, Western and
Christian interpretations and this has cre-
ated crises at various levels in Muslim so-
cieties [7, p. 275]. The goal of the Islamist
revival that has arisen in Muslim societies
facing such a threat is to save Islam and
Muslims from this danger in all respects.
In this context, thinkers of the Islamist re-
vival focused on principles of Islam that
were contrary to foreign values. The exter-
nal factor that the Islamic world is in de-
cline and today’'s West is responsible for
this opens the way for Islam to become
the center of power in today’'s world pol-
itics. In this context, the way is opened for
movements seeking to restore Islam to a
dominant position to define strategies in
accordance with today's political demands.
On the other hand, it is also argued that
Islamic fundamentalism is a by-product of
the globalization process.

b. Attempts at secularization. It is
argued that the modernization reforms
that were carried out in countries such as
Iran, Turkey and Egypt in the early twenti-
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eth century were not effective in rural ar-
eas. For example, Dekmajian argues that
Ataturk’s efforts to legitimize the new or-
der stemmed from his own charisma, the
strength of Turkish nationalism, and the
secular reforms adopted by the bureaucrat-
ic elite, intellectuals, and the military [8, p.
4]. It is argued that in such an environment,
the traditional and pious tendencies of rural
areas have not changed despite the govern-
ment's efforts to promote secular values. It
is argued that Islamic fundamentalism does
not recognize the distinction between the
secular and religious spheres. Because it is
generally accepted that the Qur'an covers
the whole of life. Although it is generally ac-
cepted that the general view of Islam and
Muslims, that religion and world affairs can-
not be separated from each other, reflects
the classical Orientalist view, this view has
become a general rule in Western literature
on Islam and Muslims.

c. Changing social space. The shift in
social base from rural to urban areas in the
twentieth century paved the way for the
emergence of Islamic movements in vari-
ous forms. On the other hand, the reason
why radical comments are more common
in cities is that there the modern way of
life and the secular policies of the state
are most exposed. Moreover, the fact that
newly arrived rural residents were forced
to live in slums made the contrast be-
tween secular modernity and Islam more
apparent. Therefore, people in the slums
believed that they were deprived of both
economic prosperity and political partici-
pation, and that the cure for this was con-
version to Islam. On the other hand, in the
process of economic and social develop-
ment, Muslims began to use traditional
symbols to express their identity, and reli-
gion forms an important part of tradition.
Organization and self-expression have be-
come easier due to faster communication
and rapid dissemination of information
due to development [9, p. 27].

d. Legitimacy. One of the important
reasons for Islamic fundamentalism is the
problem of the legitimacy of political re-
gimes in Islamic countries. Itis argued that in
traditional political orders of Muslim societ-
ies, political forces have religious legitimacy,
while modern regimes lack such legitimacy.
Because modernity is an external develop-
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ment for Muslims, and modern values and
political processes are alien to the Muslim
masses [8, p. 3]. The crisis of legitimacy has
clearly manifested itself in the failure of
political governments in Islamic countries
to provide development and social justice.
However, it is not true that political power
in Muslim societies was legitimized by reli-
gion in the pre-modern period, but modern
regimes lack this. Because today religion is
still a phenomenon used by political forces
in Islamic countries to achieve legitimacy.
By the same method, the ground is pre-
pared to question the legitimacy of regimes
that do not deny the legitimizing function
of religion [9, p. 31]. Thus, Islam continued
to serve as a guide both for legitimizing
existing regimes and for questioning their
legitimacy. At this stage, it must be recog-
nized that the relationship between religion
and political power has not changed much
in the modern period.

The revival of Islam at the present stage
is generally attributed to the Prophet Mu-
hammad. It is associated with the concept
of Islamic fundamentalism, seen as a return
to the religious, social and political experi-
ence of early Islam since the time of Mu-
hammad [10, p. 425]. The beginning of the
development of Islamic fundamentalism in
the modern Middle East is associated with
the activities of the Muslim Brotherhood
organization, created by Hasan al-Banna
in Cairo in 1928 [11, p. 224].

Later, the ideas of fundamentalism were
developed and radicalized by another rep-
resentative of this organization, Sayyid Qutb
[10, p. 426]. Important turning points in the
development of fundamentalism were the
Arab-Israeli war of 1967 and the Islamic Rev-
olution in Iran in 1979, which accelerated the
process of radicalization of ideas among the
Shiite minority in non-Arab countries. The
spread of fundamentalism was also facilitat-
ed by the military operations carried out by
the United States and its allies in Iraq and Af-
ghanistan, which contributed to the unity of
religious fundamentalists in the fight against
a common enemy and greatly radicalized
their movements [12]

In recent years, we see that political
forces whose ideological basis is “Islamic
fundamentalism” have become increasingly
active. However, it should be noted that the
“fundamentalism” we see now is different
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from its original form. Muhammad al-Wah-
hab is considered the first Islamic funda-
mentalist to point out the inadmissibility
of transforming sharia and Islamic norms
in the 18th century. Followers continued
to spread the concepts put forward by
al-Wahhab. This is how “Wahhabism”, which
dominates today in Saudi Arabia, the cradle
of Islamic civilization, was born. Today, “Is-
lamic fundamentalism” is not only the pu-
rification of Islamic principles from the ef-
fects of the development of world society,
but also the creation of a powerful political
institution that can influence all spheres of
society. Islamists manage to get what they
want because there is an authoritative and
respected set of moral and legal norms of
Sharia, whose legitimacy is guaranteed by
the existence of the Quran, the highest le-
gal regulation among the entire Muslim
world [13, p. 156]. “Islamic fundamentalism”
acquired its modern appearance at the be-
ginning of the twentieth century after the
collapse of the Ottoman Empire and the
strengthening of Western influence in the
region. Under the influence of external fac-
tors, the formation of an Islamic political
doctrine began, the first outlines of which
emerged in “Nasserism”. Then the “Muslim
Brotherhood"” political club emerged, which
made it clear that the Islamic world had no
need for the West because its “foundation”
for state structure was in Islam.

Conclusion

In this work, we conducted an extensive
analysis of the phenomenon of Islamic fun-
damentalism, paying special attention to
its historical roots, sociocultural character-
istics, political consequences and influence
on modern society. The results obtained
highlight the complexity and versatility of
this phenomenon, which cannot be unam-
biguously defined and understood within
a narrow context.

In the course of our research, we have
revealed that Islamic fundamentalism is
a phenomenon that is not fundamentally
reducible to the narrow boundaries of reli-
gious teaching, but rather the result of the
interaction of various social, economic and
political factors. Religious traditions often
serve as a factor of mobilization, but the
main causes of fundamentalism are politi-

cal instability, social inequality and cultural
contradictions.

It should be noted that Islamic funda-
mentalism is far from homogeneous and
manifests itself in different forms in differ-
ent countries and regions. It may represent
a response to economic hardship, political
repression, or cultural change. It is im-
portant to recognize that the fight against
fundamentalism requires a comprehensive
approach, including not only political and
military measures, but also social, eco-
nomic and educational initiatives.

In addition, we highlight the influence
of media and education as key means of
combating the ideology of fundamental-
ism. The creation of alternative moral and
cultural norms, as well as the promotion of
tolerance and dialogue between different
communities, can help build strength to
resist radical movements.

In conclusion, our work highlights the
importance of understanding Islamic fun-
damentalism in its multifaceted context.
Continued research, education and global
collaboration will be the basis for devel-
oping effective strategies to prevent and
control this complex phenomenon.

During our research, we delved into the
depths of Islamic fundamentalism, trying
to decipher the multi-faceted factors that
underlie it. We have found that this phe-
nomenon cannot be adequately analyzed
by considering it only from the point of
view of religious doctrines. Rather, Islamic
fundamentalism is a complex cocktail that
includes political, social, economic and
cultural ingredients.

It is important to understand that many
of the roots of fundamentalism lie in the
historical and sociocultural characteristics
of the regions where it manifests itself. It is
not simply the result of a religious renais-
sance, but also a reaction to political re-
pression, economic inequality and cultural
change. Fundamentalism serves as a tool
for expressing discontent and searching
for identity in the modern world.

Our analysis highlights that Islamic
fundamentalism manifests itself in differ-
ent forms and degrees in different coun-
tries and regions. This means that there is
no universal solution to the problem, and
control strategies must take into account
the contextual features of each case. How-
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ever, there are several key elements that
can be identified to effectively counter the
spread of fundamentalism.

Education and information campaigns
are important aspects of the fight against
Islamic fundamentalism. Creating accessi-
ble, high-quality educational programs that
promote critical thinking and tolerance can
play a key role in countering radicalization.
In addition, there is a need to actively count-
er radical ideologies through the media by
providing alternative, peaceful moral norms.

There should also be an emphasis on
political reforms aimed at reducing social
inequality and strengthening the institu-
tions of civil society. This can help address
the roots of discontent that is often the
breeding ground for fundamentalism.

Finally, the importance of cooperation
at the global level must be emphasized.
Joint efforts by countries and international
organizations to develop and implement
comprehensive strategies will be more ef-
fective than isolated actions.

All these measures must be implement-
ed taking into account the specifics of each
specific context. The intervention must be
differentiated and adapted to the charac-
teristics of regional communities. An ex-
ceptionally comprehensive, flexible and
multidisciplinary approach will allow us to
successfully cope with the challenges of Is-
lamic fundamentalism in the modern world.

Role of Religion in Traditional Kazakh Society Based on
Mashkhur Zhusup Kopeev’'s Work Titled “Nauryznama”

Abstract. The article examines relationship and features of the Islamic laws and customs in
traditional Kazakh society. The authors emphasize a role and importance of eloquence in the court
of Kazakh biys. The legal system of the Kazakh steppe, level of implementation of Sharia law and
its impact on the judicial system are considered. In addition, a comparative analysis of the courts of
biys and court of Islamic law is performed. The comparison is made of the methods of reconciliation,
religious convertion, satisfying the Kazakh people and Sharia courts in the form of gadi, sulh and
taqim, as well as methods of their daily application and resolution of issues. The analogy is made
between election of the khan and his abdication, appointment of the caliph and his ghazals, religious
power and political power in the era of the Kazakh Khanate. Examples of religious or ethical rules
include comparisons of hospitality, crime, and punishment. The customary law and Sharia norms in
traditional Kazakh society are studied comparatively. In conclusion, it should be noted that, despite
the vast territory of the Kazakh steppe, some traditional legal norms and rules (including non-
essential rules) in Kazakh society are the same in all regions of the Kazakh steppe.

Islamic Studies Epistemology in Postnormal Times

Abstract. The modern world is experiencing an era of turbulent changes, which no aspect of
human society can avoid. Religion has no way to become an exception, even though, for centuries,
it was considered a “safe harbor” that can provide shelter among the waves of a turbulent world.
This situation, in turn, cannot but call for reciprocal actions in the research field. In postnormal times
characterized by complexity, contradictions, chaos, and instant changes, Religious Studies require
the use of a new epistemology and methodological apparatus. Taking Islamic Studies as an example,
the article suggests integrating traditional approaches with new ones borrowed from the Futures
Studies discipline. As a result of such an experiment, the article proposes a list of new topics for
Islamic Studies scholars and an analysis of possible futures scenarios, emphasizing their diversity.
