Chokan Valikhanov on the Nature and Causes of Social Conflict

Abstract. Traditionally, the works of Chokan Valikhanov have been perceived as a valuable
source of historical, ethnographic, geographical, and economic knowledge, as well as information
about the everyday life and spiritual culture of the Kazakhs and other Oriental nations. In this
regard, the great methodological significance of his works that studied social phenomena and
their underlying causes - in particular, social conflicts and tension - is not always clearly understood
or prominently featured.

The methodological approach applied by the Valikhanov allows for a more profound and
scientific analysis of the phenomenon under review. According to Valikhanov, the root cause of
social conflict, of popular uprisings and protests is the unity of objective and subjective factors.
Only in the presence of objective factors such as real discontent of the people, triggered by difficult
economic living conditions and political injustice, combined with a subjective factor in the form of
leaders capable of expressing popular discontent and leading the people, do social conflicts flare

up and popular uprisings arise as a solution to objective social tension.

Antique and Asia: Gender Parallel

Abstract. The purpose of this article is to reveal the general panorama of the transformation of
the status of women in a general historical context, based on a comparative analysis of the status
of women in ancient Greece and nomadic societies. The article analyzes the views of the classics
of philosophy on the nature and social status of women, reveals the historical, genetic and socio-
cultural origins of the idea of gender equality. Plato’s arguments in favor of the idea of women'’s
equality and ways to emancipate them in the project of an ideal state are considered. The analysis
of Aristotle’s views on class and gender slavery is given, the problem of marriage in the patriarchal
ancient culture is revealed. The socio-cultural mechanisms of Sparta and Athens were revealed,
which served as the basis for two opposing opinions on the women's issue among two classics of
antiquity: on the one hand, Plato, on the other, Aristotle.

The status of women in the ancient Turkic society is analyzed. On the basis of written materials,
the observations of researchers on the status of the fairer sex in the society of nomads of the
6th—10th centuries are detailed. It was revealed that the position of women in ancient Kazakhstan,
as well as in Sparta, was determined by the greater democratic nature of social orders, the
less developed cults of beliefs and commodity-money relations, forms of ownership, and the
requirements for a high degree of consolidation of free citizens in the face of danger from external
attacks. The general historical panorama of changes in the status of a woman in Kazakh society
is revealed in accordance with historical, social, political and economic transformations. In the
process of research, the historical-genetic approach, the principles of comparative analysis and
hermeneutic dialectics were applied.

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THE PHILOSOPHY OF WORK: UNDERSTANDING THE
MEANING AND VALUE OF WORK

ABSTRACT

This article presents a comprehensive study on the philosophy of
work, with an emphasis on the meaning and values of work in a
modern context. Within the framework of the work, an in-depth
literary review was conducted, which allows us to track historical
changes in the perception of work from antiquity to the present
day. Further, using a sociological survey of 50 respondents, mod-
ern trends and people’s attitude to labor activity were revealed.
The survey results demonstrate the growing value of work as a
means of self-realization and personal growth, reflecting a shift
in emphasis from material aspects to psychological ones. Focus
groups were also organized as part of the study, where partici-
pants discussed current needs in the context of their work.

As a result, it is revealed that modern technological innovations
and socio-cultural changes lead to a rethinking of the role of
work in human life, focusing on the quality of the working envi-
ronment, flexibility of schedules and opportunities for continu-
ous learning. In conclusion, the article emphasizes the need for
further research in this area to adapt educational and organiza-
tional structures to the changing needs of the labor market.

Introduction

Work has always occupied a key place
in human life, being the basis of social re-
lations, culture and economy. In the world
of globalization and rapid technological
development, issues related to the mean-
ing and value of work are becoming espe-
cially relevant. Historically, philosophers of
different eras, from Aristotle to Marx, have
paid attention to the versatility and com-
plexity of the phenomenon of labor. For
some, labor was a natural human need for
self-realization, for others it was a means of
exploitation and subordination [1, p. 160].

Modern circumstances of the world,
such as automation, digitalization and
globalization, lead to a rethinking of tradi-
tional ideas about work. While manual la-
bor is increasingly giving way to automat-
ed processes, the intellectual and creative
component are becoming dominant in
the professional activities of many people.
This raises questions about the meaning
and value of work in the life of a modern
person, about his role in self-identification
and self-affirmation [2, p. 3].

In the modern world, many are begin-
ning to wonder whether a person will be-
come redundant in his own professional
field in the near future due to the growth of
artificial intelligence and machine learning
capabilities. On the one hand, this may lead
to the loss of traditional jobs, on the other —
to the emergence of new forms of work and
new professions [3, p. 5]. Thus, the philoso-
phy of work in the modern context requires
a deep and comprehensive analysis. It is
necessary to understand that work is not
only a way of earning money, but also a key
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element of culture, socialization, the forma-
tion of a human personality and society as
a whole. It is important to be aware of and
appreciate work in all its manifestations,
to seek a balance between technological
progress and human needs, while maintain-
ing the social significance and value of work
for each individual [4, p. 16].

Relevance. In the context of globaliza-
tion, rapid technological development and
socio-cultural transformations, the role
and importance of labor in human life and
society is undergoing significant changes.
This focuses on the issues of understand-
ing the value and meaning of work in the
modern world.

Problem. Despite the centuries-old un-
derstanding of labor in philosophy and so-
ciology, modern challenges (automation,
unemployment risk, changing the nature
of labor) require a new approach to its un-
derstanding.

Objective. A deep study of the modern
understanding of the meaning and value
of work, as well as the identification of fac-
tors determining this understanding in the
context of modern socio-cultural and tech-
nological changes.

Tasks:

- To analyze the historical context of the
perception of the phenomenon of labor;

- To investigate the impact of techno-
logical innovations on the nature and per-
ception of work;

- To assess the current trends in labor
activity and their social consequences;

- To identify the needs of a modern per-
son in the context of his work.

Literary review.

Aristotle in his work «Politics» considers
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labor in the context of the social structure
of the city-state, emphasizing the differ-
ence between manual labor and intellectu-
al activity. Aristotle believed that there is a
natural division of labor, while he put intel-
lectual activity above manual labor. Slave
labor, from his point of view, served to
liberate the aristocracy to engage in more
«exalted» activities [5, p. 34]. Karl Marx in
his work «Capital» believes that labor is
one of the most famous analyses of labor
in the context of the capitalist system. Marx
discusses the idea of «alienated labor» and
the role of labor in the system of commod-
ity production. Emile Durkheim in his work
«On the division of social labor» analyzes
the functions of labor in society and its role
in social integration [6, p. 215]. Durkheim
saw the division of labor as a tool for so-
cial integration, but also a potential source
of social imbalance if professional special-
ization interferes with general social har-
mony. Hannah Arendt considers work as
one of the key human activities along with
work and action [7, p.282]. Arendt divides
human activity into labor, work and action,
while labor is associated with the biologi-
cal survival of a person. Richard Sennett in
the work «The Man who Works» focuses
on work ethics, exploring how changes in
the modern labor process affect the hu-
man personality. Hegel considers labor as
a moment of manifestation of human free-
dom, through which an individual realizes
his personal identity [8, p.46]. Max Weber
analyzes the correlation between the Prot-
estant work ethic and the development of
capitalism, emphasizing the role of labor
in the formation of cultural values. Michel
Foucault considers labor in the context of
the modernization of society and the for-
mation of biopolitical management tech-
nologies [9, p. 2905].

Jean-Paul Sartre analyzes human exis-
tence through the prism of work and ex-
amines how work affects the formation of
human freedom. In his analysis of women's
experience, de Beauvoir also examines the
topic of work, emphasizing its role in the
formation of social relations and gender
hierarchy. Herbert Marcuse criticizes the
modern consumer society and examines
how standardized labor affects human con-
sciousness and spiritual needs [10, p. 41].

Richard Sennett, in his famous work
“The Craftsman”, explores the ethics of
work, analyzing how changes in the mod-
ern labor process affect the human person-
ality. In his work, special attention is paid
to the impact of constant technological
progress on the work skills and profession-
al development of an individual. Sennett
emphasizes the importance of craft and
skill, arguing that in the process of work, a
person can find not only a livelihood, but
also personal satisfaction [11, p. 507].

Emile Durkheim, in his book On the Di-
vision of Social Labor, analyzes the func-
tions of labor in society and its role in social
integration. Durkheim sees in the division
of labor not only an economic process, but
also an important mechanism of social or-
ganization and solidarity. However, he also
warns of potential problems such as ano-
mie and alienation that can arise if profes-
sional specialization interferes with social
harmony [12, p. 15].

Hannah Arendt in her work “The Human
Condition” distinguishes three main forms
of human activity: work, work and action.
She considers work as an activity related
to human biological survival and analyzes
how these various forms of activity affect
society and politics [13, p.15].

Max Weber, in his famous work “Prot-
estant Ethics and the Spirit of Capitalism,”
explores the relationship between religious
beliefs and economic systems. He argues
that Protestant ethics contributed to the
development of capitalism, emphasizing
the role of labor in shaping cultural values
and economic development [14, p.5].

Karl Marx in his work "Capital” presents
one of the most famous analyses of la-
bor in the context of the capitalist system.
Marx discusses the idea of “alienated la-
bor” and the role of labor in the system of
commodity production. He criticizes capi-
talism for exploiting the working class and
argues that the capitalist system leads to
the alienation of workers from the prod-
ucts of their labor [15, p. 145].

Each of these philosophers brings a
unique perspective on the phenomenon of
labor, considering it through the prism of
the social, economic, cultural and ethical
contexts of his time.
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Methodology

1. Analysis of the historical context of the
perception of the phenomenon of labor:

- A literary review: The study of philo-
sophical, historical and sociological sources
to understand how the perception of labor
has changed in different historical periods.

- Comparative analysis: Comparison of
various historical and cultural approaches
to work to identify key trends and changes.

2. Research of the impact of technolog-
ical innovations on the nature and percep-
tion of work:

- Analysis of specific examples of tech-
nological innovations and their impact on
labor activity.

3. Assessment of current trends in labor
activity and their social consequences:

- Sociological survey: Development and
conduct of a survey among different social
groups to assess their attitude to current
trends in labor activity.

- Quantitative analysis: Application of
statistical methods to analyze the data ob-
tained and identify general trends.

4. ldentification of the needs of a mod-
ern person in the context of his work:

- Focus groups: Organization of dis-
cussion groups with the participation of
representatives of different professions to
discuss their needs and expectations in the
context of work.

Main part

1. Philosophical, historical and sociological
sources were studied to understand how the
perception of work changed in different his-
torical periods. In ancient societies, labor was
perceived as a necessary condition for survival.
Religious texts often spoke of labor as a divine
punishment or trial. In the Greco-Roman cul-
ture, there was a division of labor: slave labor
and free citizens. Slave labor was considered
pejorative, while intellectual work was valued.
In medieval Europe, the work of monks and
artisans was perceived as a path to spiritual
perfection. Nevertheless, the physical labor
of the peasants was not appreciated. In the
age of Enlightenment, philosophers began
to consider work as a means of self-improve-
ment and human liberation. Labor became
associated with progress. In the Industrial

Revolution, labor activity became mass and
organized. This gave rise to the ideas of so-
cialism and communism, where the issues of
equality in work became key. In the history of
mankind, work has always played an import-
ant role, but its value and perception have
constantly changed. Cultural, economic and
social changes have influenced the percep-
tion of work in different eras. Over time, work
began to be considered not only as a physical
necessity, but also as an intellectual and spir-
itual activity.

Issues related to equality, rights and
the value of work have become particular-
ly relevant in modern society, which makes
this study especially important for under-
standing current socio-cultural trends.

2. Based on the analysis of specific ex-
amples of technological innovations, the
following was established:

- Automation of production has led
to a reduction in manual labor, especially
in heavy industry, which has reduced the
number of workers and raised qualification
requirements.

- The introduction of IT technologies
has significantly changed the nature of of-
fice work: increased efficiency, simplified
communication, but also increased the
amount of information that needs to be
processed.

- Telecommunications innovations, such
as high-speed Internet and videoconferenc-
ing programs, have allowed the develop-
ment of remote and flexible forms of work.

- Artificial intelligence and machine
learning are beginning to be actively im-
plemented in many areas, which can lead
to job cuts related to data analysis and de-
cision-making (Figure 1).
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Technological innovations have had a
significant impact on the nature and percep-
tion of work. In many industries, there have
been job cuts due to automation, but new
specialized vacancies have appeared that re-
quire high qualifications. While technology
simplifies many processes, it also increases
the amount of information to process and
increases the requirements for multitasking.
Technological innovations, of course, bring a
number of advantages for modern society,
including optimization of work processes,
improvement of the quality of products and
services, as well as the ability to quickly and
efficiently solve complex tasks.

Age categories: 18-25 years (10
people), 26-35 years (15 people), 36-45
years (15 people), 46-60 years (10 people).
Various professional fields: IT, medicine, ed-
ucation, manufacturing, services and oth-
ers. Purpose of the survey: To assess current
trends in labor activity and understand their
social consequences among various demo-
graphic and professional groups.

The survey was conducted online,
which made it possible to quickly collect
and analyze data. Anonymous participa-
tion was provided, which contributed to
more candid responses from respondents.

Survey results: 60% of respondents
prefer flexible working hours. The main
reasons: greater autonomy, a better work-
life balance and the ability to plan your
day. 40% remain committed to the tradi-
tional work schedule due to the structure
and regularity. 70% of respondents have
worked remotely over the past year and
note the positive aspects: saving time on
the road, comfort at home and reducing
stress. 30% found remote work less pro-
ductive or socially isolating. 55% of re-
spondents devote 2-4 hours a week to
their professional development, preferring
online courses. 25% of respondents active-
ly attend seminars and workshops. 20% do
not pay attention to additional education.
65% of respondents consider health in-
surance the most important social bonus.
35% of respondents indicated inadequate
social benefits from the current employer.

Current trends in work reflect the desire
of employees for greater autonomy, flexibil-
ity and balance between work and personal
life. They also highlight the growing impor-
tance of lifelong learning in a rapidly chang-
ing technological landscape. However, at the
same time, remote work can contribute to
a sense of isolation and alienation, and can
also create problems with the differentiation
of working and personal time. The social con-
sequences of these trends include changing
the structure of the working day, the increas-
ing role of technology in everyday life and
the need for constant self-improvement for
competitiveness in the labor market.

Modern trends in labor activity are push-
ing society to revise traditional approaches
to labor organization.

4. The participants of the social survey
were gathered into one focus group. A dis-
cussion was held to discuss their needs and
expectations in the context of work activ-
ities. Based on the focus groups conduct-
ed, the following key needs of modern man
were identified (Table 1):

5 | Technological equipment

Availability of modern technologies and programs that simplify the work-
flow and make it more productive

Modern labor needs differ significant-
ly from traditional ones. The main focus is
shifted from simple material benefits to a set
of conditions that ensure personal and pro-
fessional development, as well as comfort in
the work process. This indicates increased
demands on the quality of working life and
awareness of the choice of a place of work.
To attract and retain employees, employ-
ers should pay attention not only to the size
of the salary, but also to the quality of the
working environment, opportunities for pro-
fessional development and social packages.
Modern man prioritizes his psychological sta-
bility and well-being, which makes the task of
creating corporate programs for the support
and development of employees urgent. Tech-
nological support is one of the key factors af-
fecting productivity and job satisfaction.

Discussion

These studies have led to a number of
interesting and relevant conclusions on the
topic of the philosophy of work and its per-
ception by modern man. Consideration of
the historical context has shown that the per-
ception of work has constantly evolved and
changed depending on the socio-economic
and cultural characteristics of the era. In the
era of the technological revolution and the
introduction of artificial intelligence in many
fields of activity, special attention is paid not
so much to the fact of work itself, as to its
quality, meaning and influence on personal-
ity.

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ABSTRACT

This article analyses the changes in the relationship between
politics and bureaucracy in post-war Japan from the perspective
of administrative organisations and the associated public law
system. Abrupt changes in the legal system or legal reform
can sometimes undermine the true purpose of policy and its
implementation. Thus, it cannot be unequivocally said that
bringing political leadership into administrative decision-making
bodies is the best or the worst. However, the way in which
political leadership is exercised varies from country to country.
In considering the style of power distribution required in Japan,
we need to understand how to avoid the abuse of power. In this
regard, creating a stable bureaucratic system and maintaining
and providing administrative expertise in governance have been
ways to stop the abuse of administrative and executive power in
Japan. Through analysing these developments, the institutional
basis of the current phenomenon of increasing enforcement
and administrative power is presented. In conclusion, this
article examines the requirement of power sharing in Japan and
possible ways to address the increasing influence of political
leadership on administrative power. At the same time, it can
be concluded that the cadre organisation should maintain its
independence, not to implement the rigid policy of the prime
minister and not to restrict the executive power.

The
manner in which power is exercised has
also undergone change, but the specific
forms of political leadership employed
may differ from one country to another. In
contemplating the optimal configuration
of the separation of powers in Japan, it is
imperative to refrain from the exploitation
of authority. The establishment of a stable
bureaucratic system and the provision of
administrative expertise have been identified
as methods of preventing such abuse. It is
essential to assess the impact of the shift
in political leadership on the distribution of
administrative power in the post-war era.

Itis of the utmostimportance that thereis
transparency in theimplementation of policy
in a democratic government. Bureaucrats
are instrumental in effective governance
when they possess a comprehensive
grasp of the prevailing circumstances and
the capacity to implement public policy.
In Japan, the civil service is traditionally
recruited through a merit-based evaluation
system, which serves to ensure political
neutrality. The limited influence of the
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cabinet in the parliamentary cabinet
system, particularly under the one-party
dominance of the Liberal Democratic Party,
has permitted the exercise of administrative
power by the bureaucracy.

This article examines the historical
changesin the relationship between politics
and the bureaucracy in Japan, focusing on
administrative organisations and public
law systems. It also analyses the current
situation and the impact of legal reforms
on the implementation of policies. The
article explores the country’s bureaucratic
system in its historical context, discussing
the institutional framework that has led to
the expansion of administrative power. It
highlights the constraints and challenges
of democratic legitimacy in policy making,
political leadership coordination, and the
provision of administrative expertise.

In conclusion, the paper discusses
the need for separation of powers in
Japan and proposes possible solutions
to address the influence of political
leadership on administrative power. The
establishment of a stable bureaucratic
system and transparency in policy
implementation are key factors in ensuring
effective governance and preventing the
abuse of power. By analysing the changes
in administrative power over time, this
article provides valuable insights into the
contemporary situation and the challenges
faced by the Japanese political system.
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Methodology

This work is based on qualitative
research methods using various tools.
The study employs document analysis
and expert interviews as the primary
method of data collection and analysis. In
particular, to examine the most effective
international experience in the field of
public service system development, data
from open sources were analyzed. The
study analyzed a comprehensive range of
data from scholarly articles on research
topics in Japan.

A variety of scientific and real-world
problem-solving methods were employed
to analyze data from recent studies.
The research involved a comparative
analysis of different concepts and
notions. Additionally, the research utilized
observation, analysis, and comparison
methods. This analysis facilitates the
understanding of complex socio-economic
and political phenomena and enables the
prediction of subsequent processes.

The formation and issues of the civil
service

The formation and issues of the
Japanese civil service are addressed in
Article 15 of the Japanese Constitution,
which states, «The people have the right
to elect and remove their public officials.
All public officials are servants not of any
group but of the whole society». This
constitutional principle also encompasses
two key concepts: (1) popular sovereignty,
which refers to the principle of democratic
control over public officials, and (2) the
conformity of public officials to the role of
«servants of the whole society».

The Japanese bureaucracy is regarded
as a continuation of the civil service system
that existed prior to the war. Firstly, with
the establishment of the cabinet system
prior to the war, the system of appointing
civil servants was replaced by the official
system[1, p. 368]. The «General Regulations
for Each Ministry of Government,» enacted
in 1886, delineated the organizational
structure and authority of each ministry,
while also establishing the roles and
responsibilities of civil servants. The

content of these Regulations constituted
the foundation for the employment
examinations, as well as the unspecified
obligations of discipline and integrity
among civil servants. Subsequently, in
1893, the Civil Service Appointment and
Civil Service Examination Rules were
established,  effectively  transforming
the civil service hiring process into a
modern competitive examination system.
This marked a significant shift from the
previous system, which had granted
certain advantages and preferences to
graduates of Tokyo Imperial University.
Until this reform, graduates of the Imperial
University could secure employment
without examination on favorable terms.

One of the defining characteristics of
the civil service system that existed prior to
the war was that its officials were referred
to as «civil servants of the emperor», a
concept that was formally enshrined in the
Meiji Constitution.

Prior to the war, no ministry was tasked
with the centralized management of
personnel. The system was structured in a
manner that facilitated the separation and
processing of personnel according to their
respective administrative expertise, with
the legal bureau assuming responsibility
for its overall management. The Ministry
of Finance was responsible for the
administration of salaries, the Examination
Commission for the organisation of
qualification  examinations, and the
Restriction Commission for the dismissal
of employees.

In the aftermath of Japan's defeat in
1945, the General Staff (General Staff,
Supreme Commander of the Allied Powers)
initiated a series of institutional reforms.
The reforms pertaining to the civil service
and the civil servant system gave rise to a
substantial alteration in the institutional
framework. The General Staff introduced a
system designated as ‘indirect rule’, which
resulted in the dissolution of the military
government and zaibatsu (large Japanese
business conglomerates). However, the
bureaucracy remained intact, assuming the
role of primary implementer of postwar
reform. The most significant distinction
between the pre- and post-World War |
bureaucratic systems was the transition of
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the civil service's foundation from imperial
decree to National Assembly legislation.
This shift was formalised in 1947 with the
enactment of the National Civil Service Act.

In 1948, the National Civil Service Act was
revised, resulting in the Personnel Committee
becoming a distinct entity responsible for
personnel  administration.  Furthermore,
Secretaries to Ministers were appointed to
general posts, rather than being classified
according to the volume, complexity and
experience of duties, as provided for in the
earlier Act on the post classification plan.
Furthermore, the legislation was amended
to remove the provision that permitted the
impeachment of civil servants. The same
advisory group recommended that job
classifications be selected on the basis of
comprehensive job descriptions. Despite
the recommendation of the advisory panel,
the labour law provision was never enforced
for over half a century and was ultimately
repealed in 2007.

By 1948, a basic foundation of civil
servants had been established in the
aftermath of the war. The structure
remained largely unchanged for over sixty
years. The primary transformation from the
pre-war period to the post-war period was
the democratisation of the bureaucracy,
which entailed civil servants aligning with
political decisions.

The work of officials is contingent upon
the National Personnel Administration
maintaining a high level of independence.
The National Personnel Administration
is tasked with ensuring the fairness and
impartiality of personnel administration
in a range of areas, including employment
tests, salary recommendations that strike
a balance between the public and private
sectors, civil service training, accident
compensation, impartial examinations,
and, since 2000, civil service ethics, with
appropriate review bodies.

The actual appointment of personnel
was left to the discretion of each ministry,
and the involvement of the National
Personnel Administration in individual
personnel matters was limited. Furthermore,
the authority to oversee a fixed number of
officials within each ministry was granted
to an administrative body (i.e., the Ministry
of Internal Affairs and Communications) as
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opposed to a personnel committee (i.e., the
National Personnel Administration). The
National Personnel Administration saw its
control over personnel matters across the
country erode, with the human resources
of civil servants being transferred to the
structural units of each ministry.

Given that the reform of the civil service
system was undertaken relatively recently,
it can be said that the universal bureaucracy
was preserved for a considerable length of
time [2, p. 38].

Analysing the system of limiting political
appointments and administrative reform
efforts employed by the Liberal Democratic
Party (LDP). Following the Second World
War, Japan appeared to become a fully
democratic state, based on the principles of
constitutionalism, democracy and the rule
of law. Nevertheless, the LDP-dominated
one-party system endured for an extended
period. In terms of legitimacy, legal and
judicial powers, as well as administrative
management capabilities, were frequently
employed by the bureaucracy. The scope of
administrative functions was broadened in
order to facilitate post-war reconstruction
and economic growth.

The relationship between the ruling
party and the cabinet in the policymaking
process in Japan is reflected in the structure
of dual power. Under the LDP’s one-
party system, the Cabinet was required
to obtain the approval of the ruling party
before giving its personal endorsement.
Concurrently, through dual power, the
administrative bureaucracy was able to
effectively suppress the political efforts of
the ruling party, thereby ensuring that the
Cabinet remained a mere follower of party
and bureaucratic policies.

The National Personnel Administration
granted each ministry and agency the
authority to select personnel within their
respective organisations. The political
appointments of the bureaucracy were
subject to significant restrictions until
the post-war reforms of the political
system and the LDP's lengthy period of
political dominance up until the 1990s.
The appointment of senior bureaucrats
on the basis of the National Personnel
Act was regarded as a distinct exception.
Furthermore, it was uncommon for the
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minister to select officials or appoint
individuals as political officials.

The responsibility for personnel matters
was borne by each ministry, and the issue of
re-employment in the private sector after
retirement was included in the personnel
file of each ministry. Furthermore, the
rate of staff turnover between different
ministries and departments has been
reduced. Nevertheless, as each political
party has hitherto supported a Cabinet that
centralises personnel matters, a Cabinet
Personnel Office was established in 2014.

Attempts at bureaucratic reform were
made on several occasions during the post-
war period [3, p. 67]. The reforms that were
implemented following the amendments to
the Constitution introduced a parliamentary
cabinet system, a civil service system and a
system of local autonomous governance.
However, the bureaucratic system itself was
not significantly affected by the involvement
of bureaucrats in the process of its reform.

In the course of the reform, changes
were aimed at ensuring that the National
Parliament adopted a requirement for
strict compliance with civil service rules.
Following the initial success of this
initiative, the subsequent focus was on
enhancing the influence of the cabinet and
the prime minister.

In 1962, a special research organisation
was established under the Cabinet, under
the leadership of lkeda, to address the
issue of responding to new administrative
requirements, including those related to
water source development and mega-city
development. As part of the administrative
reform, the aforementioned institution put
forth a proposal to enhance the role of
the Cabinet, transfer budget formulation
authority from the Ministry of Finance to
the Cabinet Office, establish a Management
and Coordination Agency, and regulate
coordination, competition, and other
pertinent matters. Among these issues, it
was recommended that overall civil servant
management be improved. However, there
were no personnel transfers or pay cuts,
and the decentralised personnel system of
ministries and agencies was maintained. At
this time, Japan, which was experiencing
high economic growth, recognised the
need to support such a bureaucratic system.

Following the year 1980, a special
research organisation published a baseline
reportthatidentified areas of changeinorder
to respond to change, facilitate and improve
efficiency, and ensure reliability. This was in
relation to the issues encountered by public
officials. Nevertheless, the implementation
of bureaucratic and personnel reform was
not a significant undertaking until the late
1990s [4, p. 21].

This is not to suggest that no efforts
were made to reform the civil service. In
the 1980s, a number of reform initiatives
were proposed by special research
organisations, and attempts were made by
politicians to implement such initiatives.
However, the public service system
demonstrated internal resistance toreforms
such as privatisation, reorganisation,
decentralisation and disclosure.

The implementation of reforms was
challenging due to the lack of consensus
among government officials and the difficulty
in planning and executing reform initiatives.
Furthermore, a meritocratic bureaucratic
system was dependent on the decisions
of elected politicians, which were legally
binding. Following public criticism of the
law on civil servants’ ethics, its reinstatement
demonstrated that the political authorities
had substantial public support.

Upon the formation of the Hosokawa
Cabinet in August 1993, the Third Interim
Administrative Reform Support Council
sought to enhance the capabilities of the
cabinet secretariat, establishing a special
agency in the capacity of an assistant
(consultant).

The proposal of the Prime Minister's
assistant system gave rise to impassioned
debate and controversy concerning the
extent of its authority. Presently, the official
assistant system has been established in a
manner that equates the post of assistant
with that of chief cabinet secretary.

It is evident that the present assistant
system is markedly distinct from that which
was previously implemented. To illustrate,
a Member of Parliament may opt to utilise
the aide system in the course of their duties.
Concurrently, the selection of assistants
serves to establish the equilibrium of power
between the factions within the political party.
Concurrently, the Cabinet has no intention of
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modifying the system of secretary general,
deputy secretary and secretariat with the
implementation of this system.

The final report of the Administrative
Reform Council (3 December 1997), which
formed the basis of the Central Government
Reform Act, was designed to streamline
the civil service system. In a review of the
‘fragmented public administration’, the
number of ministries and departments
was significantly reduced. The powers of
the Prime Minister were strengthened
and the discretionary (ad hoc) powers of
the bureaucracy were reduced. The Prime
Minister's reputation was enhanced by the
reorganisation of ministries and agencies.

The administration of Junichiro Koizumi,
which commenced in 2001, served to
reinforce the role of the prime minister.
This was influenced by alterations to the
electoral system that were implemented
in 1996. These changes introduced a
combination of single-member districts
and proportional representation. This
system proved an effective one for the
major political parties. The administrative
reforms that were adopted in 2001 were
reflected in the general postal elections
that took place in 2005.

Meanwhile, the Koizumi administration
facilitated coordination with bureaucrats by
appointing ministry officials to the cabinet
secretariat. Nevertheless, the Koizumi
administration has made only limited
progress in reforming the bureaucracy itself.

The legislative amendments introduced
during the Koizumi  administration
reinforced the political authority of the
cabinet. In 2008, a bill to revise the Civil
Service Law was enacted. The objective was
to reinforce the authority of the political
leadership through the implementation
of political appointments, the selection
of political officials, and the provision
of support for the exchange of public
and private personnel. The proposed
legislation sought to establish the Cabinet
of Ministers’ Personnel Department as
the primary administrative body for the
management of senior officials.

The subsequent reform of the civil service
system, initiated in 2013. Following two
changes of political leadership, the National
Staff document, entitled ‘On Reforming
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the Civil Service System in the Future’, was
published on 28 June 2013. The document
should rectify the deficiencies in political
leadership and elucidate the functions of
«politics» and «bureaucracy.» It should also
delineate the concept of political leadership
in general terms. In addition, the specific
reforms proposed were as follows: (a)
unified management of the appointment
of top officials; (b) the process of training
candidates for leadership positions; (c)
establishment of a cabinet for personnel
matters; and (d) development of a system
related to national strategic personnel and
political personnel.

Conclusion

HaTThe enhancement of the bureaucratic
system did not result in the enactment of
several legislative documents, including
those pertaining to the formation of
political leadership. During Abe's second
term, the cabinet was subject to the
influence of the political leadership of the
Prime Minister's Office.

It appears that the influence of the
bureaucracy and the tendency to exercise
political leadership or administrative law
are particularly pronounced. The expansion
in the number of individuals involved in
the policy-making process at any given
meeting has resulted in an increase in the
number of political workers. Concurrently,
the bureaucratic leadership is no longer
able to shape its policies through the
ministries. This is due to the fact that the
Bureau of Personnel of the Cabinet is
responsible for approximately six hundred
senior positions. Those officials who aspire
to successfully complete their tenure and
advance their careers find it advantageous
to be under the direction of the Prime
Minister’s Office.

In Japan, those employed in the civil
service in ministries and agencies are
engaged in the preparation of responses to
questions posed in parliament. A significant
number of officials are responsible
for drafting legislation for a variety of
ministries. This practice has remained
unchanged [5, p. 234]. The deputy minister
and the parliamentary secretary may
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attend meetings held in ministries, such as
councils. These meetings are considered to
be influential in the policy-making process
within a democratic system.

Empowering the executive may be
a necessary change that partly justifies
a sense of control by the bureaucratic
organisation. However, sometimes it is
necessary to suppress executive power from
an institutional point of view, especially
in cases of abuse of power, this measure
should be used. The state system should
support the competence and autonomy of
bureaucratic organisations. Thus, clear rules
and decision-making process on personnel
matters should be defined.

As mentioned above, the organisation
of policy-making meetings close to the
cabinets where specific policy decisions
are made can be described as an important
aspect of political leadership in recent
years. This can be appreciated as a move
away from ‘unfair decision-making’ and
‘bureaucracy from unreasonable decision-
making'.

With this in mind, an organisational
mechanism that respects the freedom of
action and expression of administrative
officials needs to be established, and
expertise needs to be institutionalised in the
balance between bureaucracy and political

power. Also, the personnel organisation
should maintain its independence, should
not pursue a rigid prime ministerial policy,
should not limit the executive’s capabilities,
and its personnel requirements should be
reviewed.

The Features of Political Communication Between the Authorities and Society
in Kazakhstan in the Conditions of Digitalization

Abstract. As a result of the development of modern technologies, the interaction between
the government and society is moving into a digital format. There are more opportunities for
feedback, more varieties of online citizen participation forms, and the influence of modern mass
media and social networks is increasing. This leads to changes in the image of power and the
quality of political communication. Therefore, the research question of the article is how digital
opportunities affect the political perception of Kazakhstanis. Theoretical works and applied
research on political communication were studied, the introduction of digital tools of political
communication was analyzed, the role of trust in traditional and modern mass media in shaping
public opinion and political involvement was presented. The research is based on the method
of analysis and interpretation of quantitative and qualitative secondary data. The conducted
study reflects the information needs and values of citizens: easy access to objective information,
including that related to government; prompt receipt of information about events in a convenient
format; building democratic «horizontal» communication links; expanding opportunities for voting
on the Internet and expressing one’s opinion; effective use of fact-checking.

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The Concept of Political Culture and its Theoretical and Conceptual Aspect

Abstract. Political culture occupies an important place in the analysis of the political system of
society, since it reflects the basic values, norms and beliefs that influence political interaction. This
study examines the concept of political culture based on its theoretical and conceptual aspects.
In political science, an explanation of the theory of “political culture” is given, presented on the
basis of the research work of scientists. To define modern concepts of political culture, a review
of the works of foreign scientists is conducted. For a deeper understanding of the formation and
dynamics of political culture, the main theoretical approaches are studied: cultural, structural-
functional and ideological. The article analyzes the influence of political culture on the institutional
aspects of the political system, as well as its role in the legalization of political power and the
socialization of citizens. In the process of work, general scientific and special methods, as well as
system-structural and retrospective analysis, methods of comparative and expert generalization
are used to conduct theoretical analysis, as well as conceptual analysis of modern concepts of
political culture. A model of a thorough analysis of the modern concept of political culture is
proposed and studied. In addition, the importance of studying political culture is emphasized in
order to optimize governance and achieve social stability and harmony.

Features of Kazakhstan's Transition to the Information Society:
a Comparative and Interdisciplinary Approach

Abstract. This article examines the features of Kazakhstan's transition to an information society
using comparative and interdisciplinary approaches. The relevance of the topic is due to the rapid
development of information and communication technologies and the need to introduce them into
all spheres of society to build an information society. The comparative approach makes it possible
to conduct a comparative analysis of the informatization processes in Kazakhstan and other
countries, identify common trends and draw lessons from successful practices. An interdisciplinary
approach is necessary for a comprehensive study of the complex interrelationships between the
economic, social, cultural, political, technological and environmental aspects of the transition to
an information society. Within the framework of this study, key aspects such as the development
of ICT infrastructure, digitalization of the economy, the formation of information culture and
competencies, the role of the state and institutional transformations, the impact of globalization
and international cooperation, as well as issues of cybersecurity and personal data protection
will be considered. The results of the study are intended to contribute to the development of an
effective strategy and policy that contributes to the successful transition of Kazakhstan to the
information society, considering its specific features and challenges. In addition, they can be useful
for other countries at a similar stage of development, as well as for international organizations
involved in building an information society.

Political Participation of Modern Youth in Kazakhstan: the Role of Ict and Social Media

Abstract. The aim of this study is to analyze the relationship between the use of information
technologies and social media with the political activity of the youth of Kazakhstan. The study
is based on the data from the analytical report “Youth of Kazakhstan” 2023, conducted by the
methods of mass republican and expert surveys commissioned by the Ministry of Information
and Social Development of the Republic of Kazakhstan. The survey involved 2000 young people
aged 18 to 35 from various regions of the country. Data analysis was performed using quantitative
methods, including descriptive statistics and inferential analysis.

The results show that a significant portion of the youth actively uses social media to obtain
political information and participate in political discussions. However, alongside the opportunities
that information technologies provide for participation in political life, there are certain risks, such
as the spread of misinformation and manipulation of public opinion. Based on the results of the
study, recommendations were made to develop educational programs on media literacy and
create platforms for the active participation of youth in political processes. The study emphasizes
the need for further analysis of the impact of social media on the political activity of youth and the

development of measures to minimize political risks.

Transformation of Political Institutions of the Society in the Context of Digitalization

Abstract. The relevance of this study lies in the fact that the intensive process of digitalization,
which is actively being implemented in all modern societies, has affected all fundamental
institutions of society: politics, economics, family, education, medicine, etc., which raises questions
about the consequences of this process. The article examines the process of digitalization of
political institutions, which affects such areas as the political participation of citizens, platforms of
civil initiatives, social networks and their impact on the electoral process and the existing digital
divide. The impact of the digitalization process on the political sphere is still a poorly studied area
of knowledge with mixed research results.

The authors believe that the active digitalization of all spheres of society raises important
questions about the consequences of this process, including its impact on political institutions.
Despite the mixed results of research, the authors highlight two contradictory aspects of the
digitalization of politics: the opportunity to increase transparency and citizen participation, as well
as the threat of manipulation and the formation of a new class of “digital bureaucrats.” In this
regard, the article calls for understanding current trends and developing your own digitalization
strategy in the political sphere. The purpose and novelty of this research is as follows: 1. On the
one hand, the digitalization process makes government bodies transparent, democratizes political
discussion, opens access to information and creates conditions for the digital participation of
civil society in political activities. 2. On the other hand, digitalization creates conditions for the
fabrication of data, manipulation of the opinions of citizens and their political values, attitudes and
behavior, and creates a new class of “digital bureaucrats”. This situation requires understanding
digitalization trends in the political sphere and developing one’s own state digitalization strategy.

The Concept of “Ahliya” in Islamic Sharia

Abstract. This article examines the concept of “ahliya” in the context of Islamic Sharia,
clarifying its meanings and types, as well as establishing requirements for recognizing a person as
incompetent or partially capable. In the Islamic legal system, right capacity and deed capacity mean
the ability of an individual to perform legally significant actions, bear responsibility and participate
in legal relations. Islamic Shariah approaches this issue by taking into account a person'’s ability
to understand and fulfill his duties. The analysis includes consideration of various characteristics,
such as intelligence, psyche, age, as well as the study of temporary factors affecting deed capacity.
The ability of mentally retarded, insane persons or children of reasonable age tamiiz (7 years) is
determined. A decision regarding a person’s incapacity or limited capacity status may be made
by a court or made by the person based on their abilities. Restrictions may arise due to random
circumstances beyond the control of a person, or they may be acquired by the person himself.
The fact that right capacity comes to a person at birth, and deed capacity comes at the time of
intellectual maturity or puberty, indicates that the rights and responsibilities of a person change
over time. Scholars of jurisprudence establish rules governing the human condition from birth
to death, demonstrating the importance of this issue in Islamic Sharia. The authors of the article
adhere to the point of view according to which a person’s ability is influenced by both mental and
physical state, these changes are observed at every stage of his life. It is noted that the fact that
rights and deed capacity do not appear immediately, but gradually increase, indicates the need
to take into account not only the intellect and condition of a person, but also his age, intelligence
and human character.

The Spiritual and Moral Foundations of Consumer Attitudes to the World Around Them

Abstract. Addressing the content of the "halal” principle, especially its moral and spiritual
content, allows us to see its regulatory role in a broader sense than is only allowed in Islam. This
principle could form the basis of the practical behavior of modern man in many areas of his life.
In the nearest way, the halal principle could balance the “needs—consumption” relationship, which
today is extremely distorted in favor of unrestrained material consumption. This distortion became
possible due to the decline in the level of spirituality in the modern world, while almost all the
processes of modernity become spiritless; and a person sees only their material content. In turn,
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the emphasis on the material, for example, on material consumption, eliminates the remnants
of spirituality in human life; thus, unrestrained material consumption, as one of the ideological
paradigms of modernity, acts as an aggressive and effective form of secularization.

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THE GLOBAL ROLE OF WOMEN IN THE MODERNIZATION
AND INTERPRETATION OF ISLAM

ABSTRACT

The history of feminism in the USSR is marked by a paradox: while
the Soviet state officially championed gender equality, women's
roles were largely confined to traditional domains like motherhood
and domestic labor, all under the guise of political rhetoric about
liberation. Independent feminist movements were discouraged, as
the state claimed to have resolved gender issues. This fostered a cul-
ture of sexism that persisted into the post-Soviet era, where feminist
discourse remains marginalized, particularly in Kazakhstan and other
former Soviet countries. Globally, the conversation about women'’s
roles in modernizing and interpreting Islam gained momentum in
the 1990s, especially in Muslim-majority nations such as Turkey, Ma-
laysia, Iran, and the United States. However, this movement largely
bypassed Muslim women in post-Soviet states. Muslim feminism
emerged as a response to modernization, striving to reinterpret re-
ligious teachings in line with contemporary ideals of equality and
democracy. Feminists highlight that the Quran does not prohib-
it women from praying during menstruation, becoming imams, or
leading prayers, and they reject interpretations that justify violence
against women. In Kazakhstan and other former Soviet Muslim na-
tions, however, these feminist reinterpretations have had limited in-
fluence. Many see feminism as outdated or irrelevant, viewing it as a
competition between men and women that has already been “won”
by women. Furthermore, the socialist past, which suppressed reli-
gious discussions, has stunted conversations about the intersection
of Islam and feminism. As global movements push for a rethinking
of women's roles, women in Kazakhstan often gravitate toward more
traditional interpretations of Islam, leaving the country on the pe-
riphery of these broader feminist developments. This highlights the
pressing need for open, inclusive dialogue on gender issues, which
remains critically underdeveloped in these contexts.

Introduction

Feminism is not merely a move-
ment aimed at liberating women from a
male-dominated system, as it is often per-
ceived in various segments of society. Rath-
er, feminism envisions profound changes in
social life, seeking to free both women and
men from the burdens of a competitive sys-
tem while promoting a new lifestyle at both
individual and societal levels. It is widely
understood that men, who tend to live an
average of ten years less than women, often
neglect their emotional and physical health.
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They suffer from significantly higher rates
of risky behaviors, alcohol, and substance
abuse, making them victims of the patriar-
chal system just as much as women are.

In post-Soviet countries, feminism is
frequently viewed, similar to its percep-
tion in Turkey, as a form of male antag-
onism imported from the West. A centu-
ry ago, Nimet Cemil from the Ottoman
women's movement observed that terms
like “"telegraph”, "automobile”, and “fer-
ry” were also Western inventions, thus
she opted to use the term “feminism” as
it was. However, today’s Islamic feminists,
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akin to female activists from the USSR and
former Soviet states, often tend to avoid
this term. According to historian Pushkare-
va, all Western terms, except for feminism,
have smoothly integrated into the Russian
language. Similarly, the lack of diversity
in interpreting both Islam and feminism
in post-Soviet countries has hindered the
development of Islamic feminism and the
discourse on gender equality.

Methodology

This article employs qualitative analysis
methods to study contemporary trends in
Islamic feminism. The research data were
collected through a sociological survey us-
ing semi-structured interviews. A total of
twenty-one women from Kazakhstan were
interviewed. Interviews were also conduct-
ed with representatives of Islamic femi-
nism in Turkey.

Additionally, the following methods
were used for analysis: The works, public
speeches, and videos of feminists and ac-
tivists were examined. The analysis focuses
on approaches to gender equality issues
and solutions to women'’s problems within
Muslim society.

The Impact of Sovietization
on Muslim Women

Under the Soviet government’s “East-
ern Women" project, policies aimed at lib-
erating women presumed that all women
formed a homogenous group and expe-
rienced oppression in the same way. For
example, Uzbek and Tajik women wore
the veil, while Kyrgyz and Kazakh women
did not. However, despite this difference,
Kyrgyz and Kazakh women were subjected
to the same anti-veil policies. This project
extended to women in Georgia, Armenia,
Azerbaijan, Dagestan, Kabardino-Balkaria,
Adyghe Republic, Karachay-Cherkessia,
Chechen Republic, Uzbekistan, Turkmen-
istan, Karakalpakstan, Kyrgyzstan, Bash-
kortostan, Tatarstan, as well as the Kalmyk,
Buryat, and Sakha (Yakutia) Republics.
Shurko [1] noted that the entire region was
unified under the term “Soviet East,” dis-
regarding the varying religious and cultur-
al statuses of women, whether Christian,
Buddhist, Shamanist, or Muslim.

Even among Uzbek and Kyrgyz wom-
en in Central Asia, differences existed. It is
evident that the “liberation” and “rescue”
projects implemented for Eastern women
affected Muslim women differently than
their Slavic counterparts. The so-called
"Women's Question”, which the communist
regime claimed to have resolved, had vary-
ing impacts on Muslim and Slavic women,
imposing new forms of pressure on Mus-
lim women. Although the Soviet approach
to women's issues made some progress in
the public sphere under the framework of
socialist paternalism, the overall liberation
of Soviet women remained incomplete.

The Soviet regime trained Muslim wom-
en — Tatar, Kazakh, Uzbek, Kyrgyz, Turk-
men, Chechen, and Tajik - and organized
labor laws to enable their participation in
the workforce. Free education was provid-
ed universally, with compulsory eight-year
education up to high school. However, Mi-
tra Raheb [2] argued that seventy years of
Sovietization were insufficient to disman-
tle the patriarchal structures within Muslim
societies.

During the Soviet era, women primar-
ily held secondary roles in the health and
education sectors, although some also
worked in physically demanding jobs. Even
today, in post-Soviet countries, it is not un-
common to see women operating heavy
machinery, driving tractors, or working as
tram drivers. Social pressure was signifi-
cant for those not engaged in public work;
those who did not work were labeled as
"tuniadets” (lazy, parasitic). Women were
expected to contribute to the household
income by performing the same tasks as
men outside the home, but household
chores and childcare remained their re-
sponsibility. The kitchen was traditionally
seen as a woman's domain, and men only
entered it to eat. Women were granted
up to three years of maternity leave, yet
they were also expected to return to work
by placing their children in state childcare
facilities. Overall, the mother was seen as
responsible for her children’s homework
and development, while the role of fathers
was minimized, as men were expected to
focus on being productive Communist Par-
ty members.

In the early days of Soviet rule, Muslim
communities resisted for up to ten years.
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Despite their strong opposition to women
working with uncovered heads, they reluc-
tantly complied with the laws they were
obligated to follow. Women who went to
work were perceived as agents of the secu-
lar government and were often blamed for
collaborating. Men, feeling they had lost
control over their wives' and daughters’
attire, imposed additional pressures on
women. As a result, Soviet Muslim women
were forced to appear content with being
secular in public while showing satisfaction
with the patriarchal order at home. Those
who rejected this duality were harshly pun-
ished as traitors to their traditions and an-
cestral religion [3].

Karakeeva's research in 1925 high-
lights [1] that although the Soviet govern-
ment banned bride prices in 1921 and set
the minimum marriage age at sixteen for
women and eighteen for men, child brides
in exchange for bride prices remained
common, even among Communist Party
members. For example, in the 1926 census
of Kyrgyzstan, 29.2% of girls aged fifteen
and 60% of girls aged sixteen were already
married. This underscores the difficult po-
sition of Central Asian women caught be-
tween state laws and local customs.

Thus, although Soviet women were giv-
en dual responsibilities, Muslim women
bore an additional burden. While Slavic
women faced the "double burden”, they
were not tasked with the transmission of
forbidden ethnic and religious traditions
from generation to generation. Muslim
women, as mothers, were pressured to take
on the responsibility of instilling national
values and preserving cultural identity in
future generations. Women were seen as
central figures in the construction of ethnic
identities among new generations familiar
with their religion and language. Efforts by
the atheist government to eradicate Islam-
ic traditions, equating Muslim culture with
the Islamic religion, targeted both pre-Is-
lamic beliefs (such as Tengriism and Sha-
manism) and Islamic customs, further in-
creasing the burden on Muslim women [3].

Since there were no mechanisms
during the Soviet era to preserve the lan-
guages and cultures of Muslim commu-
nities, Muslim women were expected to
carry out this responsibility covertly. Slavic
women did not face the same pressures.
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As Mitra Raheb [2] pointed out, "Muslim
women from Central Asia and Azerbai-
jan found themselves in a new world of
conflicting demands, facing both political
and social pressures”. For example, a Ka-
zakh woman was required to be a “Soviet
woman" according to Soviet law, while her
first identity was expected to be a “Kazakh
woman” according to Kazakh social law.
Non-Muslim women did not experience a
conflict between their cultural surround-
ings and the regime because the regime it-
self was “Slavic”. Muslim women, however,
had to answer to their families, the regime,
and society. Families enforcing social laws
viewed collaboration with the Soviet re-
gime as betrayal, and thousands of Muslim
women were killed for this reason. The re-
gime, on the other hand, humiliated wom-
en who adhered to their social customs.
For example, the Kazakh practice of read-
ing the Quran and distributing “Jetinan”
bread after funerals had to be conducted
in secret. If discovered, those continuing
such customs were accused of tribalism
and labeled as reactionaries. In contrast,
efforts to eliminate the Christian religion
among Slavs did not extend to their ev-
eryday cultural practices because the So-
viet government was itself Slavic. However,
when it came to the Muslim population,
religion and culture were intertwined, so
both had to be eradicated. Harsh mea-
sures were taken against any religious or
cultural inclinations [2].

Although many researchers acknowl-
edge that Slavic women were also op-
pressed by the Soviet regime, the distinc-
tion between the responsibilities of Slavic
and Muslim women remains significant,
despite challenges to Raheb’s conclusions.

The Absence of Feminism in Soviet
Gender Policies: Liberation or Coercion?

In her article from September 2020,
Russian activist Olga Kharitonova com-
pares feminism to a tree. She describes the
“roots” as the worldviews of women from
different periods in history, the “trunk”
as a socio-political movement, and the
“branches” as representing various ideol-
ogies and theories. Using this metaphor,
Kharitonova explores whether feminism
existed in the Soviet Union and, if so, what
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form it took [4]. In the USSR, where Marx-
ist-Leninist ideology prevailed, “classical”
feminism was deemed "bourgeois”. The
individualism central to feminist liberation
was replaced by the collective struggle of
women for the proletariat cause.

While the Bolsheviks granted women all
civil rights and freedoms through decrees
adopted in December 1917, legally equat-
ing women with men, they simultaneous-
ly shifted focus from individual women to
the masses. As a result, the “woman ques-
tion” was deprioritized, and women were
primarily viewed through the lens of the
working-class struggle rather than as indi-
viduals. In the Soviet version of feminism,
the concept of “private life” disappeared,
and the notion of the family as a unit that
perpetuated social inequality and limited
women's freedom was dismantled.

As Aivazova describes in her work
Women in the Labyrinth of Equality, “Just
one month after the October Revolution,
Russian women were freed from all re-
strictions regarding children and property
through the right to divorce. They gained
the freedom to choose their profession,
residence, and access to education, and
they achieved wage parity with men. The
first Soviet Constitution, adopted in July
1918, further strengthened the political
and civil equality of men and women, and
in 1920, women were granted the legal
right to abortion” [4].

After World War Il, Russia’s birth rate
remained at 3-4 children per woman [5].
Soviet women took on many heavy labor
roles, such as road construction, paving,
and driving tractors, while professions like
hairdressing, nursing, and retail became
largely feminized. It was also common to
see women working as tram drivers.

Olga Isupova’'s research on mother-
hood in Russia shows a significant decline
in birth rates — from an average of seven
children per woman in the 18th century to
five by 1890. After the October Revolution,
abortion rates surged, particularly among
educated women.

Despite its emphasis on liberation, the
Soviet state struggled to control its in-
creasingly independent female population.
Complete gender equality conflicted with
state goals, and by the late 1920s, the gov-
ernment shifted its approach. As industri-

alization and collectivization progressed,
the regime relied heavily on women as a
cheap labor force for its grand socialist
projects.

The weakening of the family structure
contributed to declining birth rates, which
posed a demographic threat. In response,
the state banned abortion in 1936 and
reinforced the family as society's core
unit. Soviet women were burdened with
a dual role as both workers and mothers,
a mandate that persisted throughout the
regime [6].

Kharitonova's analogy of the “tree”, as
mentioned earlier, revealed that there was
no “trunk” for the feminist movement in
the USSR as a grassroots social and polit-
ical force. This was because, in the Soviet
Union, neither men nor women had the
right to express political views. Apart from
a few female party members like the fem-
inist Kollontay, the absence of feminism
in terms of ideology meant there were no
“branches” of the feminist movement. Al-
though it is said that feminism, as a social
movement and ideology, did not exist in
the USSR, an emancipatory consciousness
managed to develop despite the pres-
sure of communist ideology. Independent
women's associations emerged in all for-
mer Soviet Republics, and feminism began
to mature once again [4].

In the early 1980s, the first Russian fem-
inists — Tatyana Goricheva, Yuliya Vozne-
senskaya, and Natalya Malakhovskaya —
published articles about Soviet women's
issues in the magazine Zhenshina i Rossia
(Women and Russia). These feminists be-
lieved that the policies pursued under the
name “Zhenski Vopros” (Women'’s Issues)
after the October Revolution were unsuc-
cessful and had not truly solved women's
problems. They argued that Soviet wom-
en had been alienated from their “female
nature” and had become beings more like
men, emphasizing Christian piety. They
also addressed many unseen problems,
such as the challenges women faced in
maternity hospitals. This was the first fem-
inist movement in the USSR, which the
government considered dangerous and
subsequently banned. Most of its mem-
bers were arrested and exiled. Thus, in the
1980s, the Soviet Union viewed its first
women’s movement as a threat [7].
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Although they raised issues from a fem-
inist agenda, these Soviet feminists offered
solutions that differed from those of West-
ern feminist organizations. They opposed
the idea of “equality” that demanded So-
viet “superwomen” work both at home
and in the workforce, rejecting the notion
that brave men and feminine women be-
longed to the past [8]. Western feminists
struggled to understand the concerns of
these Soviet feminists who had been ex-
iled from the USSR. Soviet feminists, who
opposed women'’s forced participation in
the workforce by referencing Christian re-
ligion and female nature, did not engage
in feminist work in the Western countries
where they lived. This was because the two
feminist perspectives arose from different
cultural and historical contexts. For exam-
ple, during the second wave of feminism,
U.S. feminists supported the idea that
women should abandon their dreams of
being housewives and join the workforce
[19]. In contrast, Soviet Christian feminists’
desire to remain at home was difficult to
understand, as they criticized the fact that
Soviet women could not stay at home.
Additionally, in the 1970s, communist lib-
eration and socialism experiments were
seen as an ideal goal by some Western in-
tellectuals, so these Soviet feminists, who
"complained” about gender equality in the
USSR, were not understood by Western
communities [10].

At this point, Sandra Bem's 2004 com-
ment comes to mind. Bem suggested that
states and governments cannot significant-
ly impact deep-rooted patriarchal attitudes
in society over many generations [11].

In 2002, Larissa Upraviteleva studied
statistics on Russian men and women.
Comparing Soviet men and women, she
did not believe in the liberation of Russian
women according to Western concepts.
She wrote that the discourse on gender
equality in the post-Soviet world should
differ from Western discourses. Based on
her analysis of statistics, she stated that
the women in this society had “won” in the
competition with men and said the follow-
ing: The average Russian man, compared
to the Russian woman, is someone who
lives worse, is uneducated, dehumanized,
unemployed, aggressive, and dependent
on alcohol and drugs, often starting his life
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in prison. In cases of divorce, it is generally
the man who is removed from his children.
Russian men live, on average, eleven years
less than Russian women, yet they hold a
patriarchal worldview. 73% of Russian men
believe that a man should have power in
the family and society. On the other hand,
the educated Russian woman, employed
in a female-dominated sector like social
work, healthcare, teaching, or library ser-
vices, is unable to escape financial depen-
dence on men despite how hard she works.
Thousands of educated, healthy, sensible,
and beautiful women in Russia dream of
marriage, starting traditional families, and
raising children with their husbands. Once
they marry and have children, these wom-
en carry not only the responsibilities of
their families and children but also endure
the burden of weak husbands — men who
are abusive, irresponsible, and often alco-
holics [12].

As an indicator of the significant losses
suffered by men in the deeply entrenched
patriarchal structure of the former Soviet
Union, issues like men’s alienation from
their emotions and bodies, risky behavior
due to competitive stress, and substance
abuse became defining features of Soviet
masculinity. Upravateleva's central argu-
ment is that Russian women are already
so strong that they don't need Western
feminism. She highlighted that feminism
in Russia has often been perceived as
merely a movement to support women
or fuel competition between men and
women. Instead of focusing on cultivating
strong and independent Russian women,
Upravateleva argues that attention should
now be directed toward supporting Rus-
sian men.

This view reflects a broader perception
of feminism across post-Soviet countries,
where many believe that gender equality
was already achieved under the USSR. The
expression “Women have long surpassed
men” is frequently used but often distorts
the reality, diverting attention away from
the true essence of feminism. After the
1990s, feminism became largely irrelevant
or seen as outdated by many, yet feminism
is not about a competition between men
and women; it is about liberating all mem-
bers of society, including men, from patri-
archal oppression.
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While in the West, many men actively
support feminism, in post-Soviet coun-
tries, even women often show little inter-
est in the movement and fail to see its
potential for societal transformation. The
Soviet model of women's liberalization,
unfortunately, fostered resistance to fem-
inism, leading many to believe that equal-
ity had already been achieved. However,
even in the 1970s, the patriarchal system
and issues of gender equality in the USSR
remained unresolved, despite communist
rhetoric to the contrary.

In contemporary Kazakhstan, the prog-
ress of feminism and gender equality re-
mains slow, with Islamic feminism, one
strand of the movement, being virtual-
ly unknown to post-Soviet women from
Muslim-majority countries. The lack of
awareness and engagement with feminist
ideas highlights the ongoing struggle for
genuine gender equality in the region.

Women Typology in
Svetlana Shakirova’s Research

Svetlana Shakirova is a faculty member
teaching gender studies at the Kazakh Na-
tional Women'’s Pedagogical University in
Almaty, Kazakhstan. Established in 1944,
towards the end of World War I, this uni-
versity was created solely for the educa-
tion of women. During the Soviet era, it
aimed to provide education for girls com-
ing from rural areas and villages around
Almaty. Even today, 80% of the students
at this university are women, primarily in
pedagogical fields. The university’s home-
page features a quote from Nursultan
Nazarbayev, Kazakhstan's first president,
who aimed to shape the Kazakh people
by educating Kazakh women. He stated,
"Educating a girl is equivalent to educat-
ing the entire nation.” The ‘Institute for
Gender and Social Research,’ founded in
the 2000s within the university, is led by
Shakirova.

Shakirova divides the history of Ka-
zakhstan, which influences the shaping of
women'’s identity, into three main periods:
the feudal-nomadic period before 1917,
the socialist industrial-agricultural Soviet
period from 1917 to 1991, and the market
economy transition period from 1991 to
the present [13].

In her analysis, Shakirova categorizes
Kazakh women post-USSR into three main
groups: Traditional women, Soviet women,
and Modern women. She describes tradi-
tional women as those who comply with
absolute paternalism and male authority.
In contrast, Soviet women, positioned be-
tween the traditional and modern groups,
tend to seek a peaceful life while preserv-
ing their familial ties. Modern women, on
the other hand, pursue partnership be-
tween men and women. Shakirova com-
pares her research to that of women voters
in the United States, identifying three main
groups: Non-feminists (equivalent to tra-
ditional women in our research), potential
feminists (Soviet women), and feminists
(modern women). The political behav-
iors of these groups, especially regarding
abortion, show significant differences. Ac-
cording to surveys conducted in 1992, the
proportions of women's groups in the U.S.
were as follows: Non-feminists 30%, po-
tential feminists 40%, feminists 30%. It can
be inferred that the proportions of tradi-
tional, Soviet, and modern women in Ka-
zakhstan are likely similar.

In contemporary Kazakhstan, many
people nostalgically remember the So-
viet era, considering the phenomenon of
the “Soviet woman” to have become an
irreversible part of history. Biographical
interviews were conducted with grand-
mothers and mothers who contributed to
rebuilding the country after the war. Soviet
working women worked under the most
challenging conditions and demonstrat-
ed unique sacrifices for their country. The
lives of these women coincide with what
are considered the best years of the coun-
try’s socialist history, and in the last twenty
years of the life cycle, the collapse of so-
cialism has been recorded with all its dra-
ma and pain during interviews. Through
these discussions, Shakirova ensured that
the feelings, experiences, and stories of the
Soviet female generation would endure for
future generations.

The Soviet women's group can also be
considered a “moderate” transitional group
between traditional and modern women.
Shakirova attributes the placement of So-
viet women between traditional and mod-
ern women to what Deniz Kandiyoti de-
scribes as the ‘Soviet paradox,’ noting that
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these women were "neither modern nor
exploited” [14]. While their participation
in the workforce as educated profession-
als and their visibility might present them
as modern, these women were simultane-
ously compelled by the Soviet system to
take on household chores, childcare, and
motherhood alone. Consequently, with
the support of the Soviet system, they had
no options like remaining single, as they
were expected to undertake double du-
ties throughout their lives. These women
witnessed the communists’ approach to
women'’s issues, and now even the young-
est among them is over fifty. Most of these
women hold deep respect for traditions
and Soviet values, never discussing sex-
uality, and, like today’s traditional wom-
en, they condemn divorce and premarital
sexuality. However, similar to the modern
women'’s group, they also oppose polyg-
amy, headscarves, and bride price, placing
them between the two extreme groups of
women [13].

The construction of the Soviet wom-
an was accomplished through literature,
art, media, cinema, and painting, similar
to the multifaceted model of a woman
in post-Republic Turkey, presented as a
non-traditional, secular, strong, productive
figure managing the family.

From the biographies collected through
interviews, it is clear that this group of
women often grew up in families where
the father was deceased, facing difficult life
conditions. According to Soviet woman's
ideology, the mother's role in the family
within modern society is quite significant;
it is understood that women suffer from
inequality in the distribution of household
burdens since the economic weight of the
family rests on their shoulders. There is al-
most no sign of these women maintaining
ethnic or religious traditions in daily life. It
has been observed that the primary goal
in these women'’s lives is to raise their chil-
dren. Shakirova [13] asserts that the inde-
pendence of Soviet women encompasses
not only economic independence but also
psychological independence. Additionally,
Soviet women face psychological pressure
at work, sometimes physical violence at
home, and continue to commute to work
despite the fear of sexual abuse they might
encounter in public.
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Another group of women frequently
mentioned by Shakirova is the tradition-
al women’'s group. These women come
from father-dominated families, and in
many cases, their mothers are unhappy
in their personal lives because they have
dedicated themselves to serving their hus-
bands and children. They fail to recognize
their potential beyond being a mother
and wife and, at least within their city or
village, cannot become significant social
or political figures. Since there is very lit-
tle sexual interaction between mother and
father, daughters (traditional women) do
not receive the necessary sexual educa-
tion in their families. They suppress their
sexuality by shaming youthful emotional
experiences. Women in this group priori-
tize establishing a family first. Their pursuit
of a spouse, typically aimed at creating
a sacred family, often results in marrying
the first man they encounter. This group
of women values virginity highly, per-
ceives an inexperienced woman in sexual
relations as chaste, and views bride kid-
napping as a commonplace way to mar-
ry. Moreover, they are utterly opposed to
divorce, premarital sexual relations, and
having children outside of marriage. While
a traditional woman may wish to have
many children, the decision is generally
made by her mother-in-law or husband,
and under these circumstances, she eval-
uates herself as a happy mother and wife.
Her personal spending is negligible, and if
she earns income, she considers it family
money. She sees family harmony, prosper-
ity, and happiness as her primary concerns.
If she works, she is often dissatisfied with
her job and performs at a mediocre level.
The relatives in her trusted circle are her
family. These women perceive stability in
Soviet life, guaranteed employment, free
education and healthcare, social security,
and state support for families as a unified
strength, longing for the Soviet Union be-
cause the party played a significant role
in shaping a good life, guaranteed future,
and peaceful old age. According to the tra-
ditional woman, women in society are at
a lower level compared to men, but their
roles within the family are elevated. There-
fore, it is believed that working outside the
home does not bring much satisfaction
and happiness, as the family remains the
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place where they are most appreciated.
Divorce and extramarital relationships are
taboo and considered moral issues tied
to honor. The psychological comfort, con-
venience, and order of family members
at home grant the woman a significantly
elevated status within the family. This sit-
uation is contingent not only on her hus-
band’s economic income but also causes
women to depend psychologically on their
husbands and adult children. These women
sometimes experience physical violence.
The traditional women’s group believes
that women are respected in their commu-
nity, loves their people deeply, and prac-
tices the traditional customs and rituals
of a moderately religious populace. When
asked about customs and rituals during an
interview, a Kazakh woman living in the
Taldykorgan region responded as follows
[13]: "Our family has always been religious;
no one imposed it on us! In general, Islam
is very good. Our mother always made “jeti
nan” (a type of bread) on Fridays, and she
taught us how to make it. On religious hol-
idays, called "Ait", all the neighbors visit
each other, and the table is ready all day.
Washing on Fridays was prohibited, so |
would spend the day reading because my
mother wouldn’t even let me wash the di-
apers on that day. We also circumcised our
boys; they became Muslims. We preserve
all these traditions in this way".

The third group of women, shaped by
Shakirova's view of the Western model, is
the modern women’s group. She writes
that these women are often born into
families led by working mothers, who are
unhappy in their relationships with male
partners and have separated from them.
This woman understands the value of psy-
chological and emotional intimacy with
her partner at an early age, appreciates the
values of friendship, sincerity, trust, and
loyalty, and does not rush to marry while
always pursuing professional development
and self-actualization. She vehemently op-
poses polygamy and bride kidnapping but
does not reject the possibility of premar-
ital sexual relations, and she understands
divorce and remarriage. A modern woman
builds her marriage on love and spiritual
closeness with her partner. She feels dis-
appointed when she fails to find a good
relationship, which is rarely encountered.

According to them, a marital crisis primar-
ily arises from defining the boundaries of
the spouses’ personalities and does not
occur unless both parties compromise
equally. The personal happiness of this
woman is based on self-actualization and
understanding her loved ones. While she
sees problems in the social and economic
structure, she looks to the future with con-
fidence, believing that the state will pro-
vide peace, social security, and a minimum
pension at least in exchange for protecting
the country’s borders. The modern woman
believes that both men and women share
equal responsibilities in the family and are
equally responsible for family welfare, con-
sidering the woman'’s place to be digni-
fied both in the family and in society. This
group of women thinks that there is gen-
der inequality in Kazakhstan and express-
es that they are far from the Scandinavian
ideal of gender equality. They value per-
sonal independence not only in econom-
ic terms but also psychologically. Despite
seeing herself as independent and feeling
no economic, psychological, or physical
coercion, she is aware of the risk of en-
countering sexual violence in public and
on the street. Shakirova conveys the fol-
lowing from a conversation with a young
woman from the modern women's group
[13]: “I am still 17. But | believe that as a
future wife, a woman must lead a fulfilling
life; being a wife does not mean being a
housewife. A real woman should lead an
active life, have a good job, and still remain
a caring wife. If a woman has a job she
loves, having strong social relationships is
not enough for the “real woman”. Awoman
must first ensure that her home is tidy and
that her children and husband are well-fed;
the worst thing is for a woman not to have
a family. Because people are happy when
they are together in a family. In a family
with a woman, the responsibilities of men
and women are distributed according to
the situation. When the traditional family
type completely disappears, husbands will
do household chores and try to raise their
children equally with their wives".

For both traditional and Soviet women,
as well as modern women, family comes
first because this is a result of the resur-
gence of patriarchy in society, influenced
by the propaganda trails following the
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rebirth of Kazakh national culture in the
1990s. Shakirova [13] stated that among
the older and middle-aged women whose
youth coincided with the years of social-
ism, the ideology of Soviet equality still
prevails. However, she also pointed out
that traditional and modern women’s
groups do not have the experience of liv-
ing under socialism, and therefore these
young women are shaped by looking at
two main role models through the media.
In Kazakhstan, since the choice for wom-
en presents both the Western liberated
woman and the Eastern traditional woman
model, it can be said that the discourse of
"Western productivity”.

Conclusion

The inability of Islamic feminism to
develop in post-Soviet countries is close-
ly related to advocacy issues. Among the
devout minority who embrace Islam, it be-
comes nearly impossible to discuss gender
equality due to the varying interpretations
of Islam. After atheism, considerable ef-
forts are expended to demonstrate to eth-
nic Muslims — who often lack fundamental
knowledge - that peace and happiness
reside within Islam. Groups that reject Is-
lam present narratives elevating it, claim-
ing that they provide value to women by
emphasizing that paradise lies beneath a
mother's feet. Those who seek their rights
or voice deficiencies in such a beautifully
portrayed version of Islam are often la-
beled as traitors or enemies of religion.
Many ethnic Muslims in post-Soviet coun-
tries, describing their Soviet-era experienc-
es as "abnormal” and attributing them to a
tyrannical communist regime, have begun
searching for the “normal” that they be-
lieve existed before communism, clinging
to racist and patriarchal attitudes rooted in
national traditions.

In the 1990s, UK Prime Minister Mar-
garet Thatcher famously stated, "After the
collapse of the USSR, there is no such thing
as society, only individuals”. Individuals
have witnessed both economic collapse
and social trauma, while national and in-
ternational capitalist forces have greedily
plundered public resources. Many people
in post-Soviet countries, having lost faith
and hope, sought refuge in God or em-
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braced ethnic-nationalist ideologies in a
radical manner.

As nationalist oriented people returned
to ancestral traditions in the 1990s, they did
so without a critical examination, adopting
all customs in a packaged manner without
questioning their conformity to the norms
of the 21st century. A faction within these
societies marginalizes those who question
national traditions or voice concerns about
gender inequality. For Kazakhs, Kyrgyz, Uz-
beks, Turkmen, Azerbaijanis, and Caucasian
peoples, distinguishing patriarchal practices
from the ethnic-nationalist traditions that
significantly shape their national identities
is perceived as an assault on their collective
identity. As long as efforts to elevate wom-
en’s status and question their roles in tradi-
tions are seen as strikes against the essence
of these peoples, the issue of gender equal-
ity will persist.

Feminism critiques the Islamic or na-
tional culture shaped by patriarchal social
structures and advocates for the necessity
of creating a new culture and social struc-
ture that allows equal opportunities for
everyone, regardless of gender, sexuality,
race, culture, religion, physical health, abil-
ity, social class, nationality, or age. Howev-
er, this understanding of feminism has yet
to take root in post-Soviet countries. Ka-
zakh traditions known to negatively impact
women — such as the practice of marriage
for a bride price, polygamy, and violence
against women — continue to be observed
despite their adverse effects. While some
women may secure their marriages by
bearing male children to ensure the con-
tinuation of their husband'’s lineage, bow-
ing to their husband's relatives, and silently
serving as brides, they still reject feminism
despite their experiences of being married
off without consent, subjected to polyga-
my, or facing societal disdain for being sin-
gle or divorced.

Manifestations of Elements of the Zoroastrian Faith in
Today’s Customs and Traditions of our People

Abstract. In this article, along with the existing elements of religious beliefs, which are
partly accepted already as customs and traditions, descriptions of the main manifestations of
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Zoroastrianism are also considered. In particular, the rites of good and evil that originated in the
Avesta, in connection with the struggle of Ahura Mazda and Ankhra Mainyu, and in support of this,
the tradition of circumcision of the fetters is given, among other things, the game «Kyndyk-Sandyk»,
consonant with this motive, is also linked, and, accordingly, in the traditions of Zoroastrianism such
a concept as fire worship is given: «Do not extinguish the fire by blowing out», «<Do not step on the
ashes», «<Do not scatter fire and ashes», «Do not play with fire», «Do not cross the fire, do not spit
on the fire», etc. Along with this, the celebration of Nauryz and the observance of traditions are
linked now and also in the traditions of the Zoroastrian faith, as the available calculations are given.

And in the global information society in the current state of mass digitization,
issues from the clothes a woman wears to her freedom are being considered from a new perspective.

Kazakh society cannot stay out of these global changes. The attitude towards the status of
women fluctuates between traditional and Islamic interpretations, modern secular interpretations,
nationally homogeneous and pluralistic heterogeneous interpretations. That is why the new social
aspects of the gender issue are causing interest in research from the humanities, including religious

studies and Islamic studies.
