The Problem of Freedom and Self-Alienation of the Personality

Abstract. The article examines the problem of alienation, its contradiction with freedom as the essential
basis of human being, leading to a violation of integrity, destruction of the subject, expressed in a split
personality and splitting of the self. Freedom as reflection embraces the entire subject, his consciousness
and unconscious, ensuring his integrity. Freedom as creation by individuals of a variety of spiritual
meanings and corresponding ways of being, which become values when they choose and identify with
them, does not exclude the possibility of creation of values that contradict freedom itself in their content
and logic, no matter how paradoxical this may sound. This limits the subject, turning him from a goal into
a means of development of the objective world, and material structures of social existence. Freedom as
openness has a negative character. But precisely this kind of freedom means the non-predetermination of
man. Alienation as a certain way of being, chosen by a person, blocking his ontological freedom, leads
to the destruction of the subject, loss of his integrity: the doubling of a person into himself and his other
turns into a bifurcation, into a conflict of personal and impersonal values incompatible in content, one
of the sides of which as a result confrontation is repressed into the unconscious sphere of the psyche.
Since the author of alienated values is the person himself as a subject, therefore alienation is considered
as self-alienation of a person. Alienation reverses subject-object relationship, giving rise to irrational logic
and corresponding forms of being, which leads to a violation of the subjectivity, expressed in intrapsychic

So, as you see,
here either several extremely important layers of the social superstructure are linked to the essence of the
human “Self” per by default: etiquette, morality and, of course, legislation.

However, to say that such homomorphic images of the same object
can in total exist an infinite number - this, perhaps, would be the easiest here. That's why the author is willy-
nilly forced sometimes to turn in the mind's eye to the hierarchical evolution of natural systems (starting
from the primary monads) in the context of the progressive development of their psyche And as far as the
actuality around us is concerned, then final correct answer about the sought-for type of the mapping would,
obviously, depend here on the spatiotemporal parameters of the Universe and the comprehensive set of
quantum characteristics of 5 (at least) stable elementary particles that have lain at the origins of being.

ABSTRACT

The article considers philosophical theories and methodological
approaches to linguistic communication problems. An appeal to
special scientific and theoretical developments and philosophical
generalizations in the comprehension of fundamental problems
of human communication is a necessary basic for formation of
human communication pattern in the modern world. For a human,
belonging to global era, it is the path of free and open dialogue,
including a clash of views and beliefs, that has become the postulate
of managing the vital problems of a democratic society. The
philosophy of existentialism and personalism, which initially explored
communication problems from an individual perspective, now go
beyond the personal, exploring communication as a global object
of humanity as a whole. In this connection, the study of linguistic
problems of communication through the conduct of philosophical
discourse seems to be the most interesting and reasonable for
the modeling of information and communication practices and, in
particular for the correct understanding of communicative nature.

Introduction

For the emerging democratic societies,
such as Kazakhstan, the development of new
communicative practices is especially rele-
vant, which can be conventionally called "new
thinking”. The rational conduct of any type
of dialogue, including the dialogue of world-
views, forces to search for and introduce into
the norm new logical criteria of argumenta-
tion and communication, as well as the use of
concepts in semantically multidimensional so-
ciocultural contexts. The changes are creating
new demands for communication in mentality
associated with cultural multilingualism. At
the same time, the logical norms of rational
dialogue in the context of cultural multilin-
gualism should be considered as ethical: ra-
tional norms of thought behavior (manage-
ment of thought) are designed to guide joint
thinking towards mutual understanding and
joint problem-solving.

Various independent participants format
the modern information and communication
space of Kazakhstan. The experience of the
communication nature in the socio-philo-
sophical way became an important factor in
the modern civilization development, it can
help to adequately comprehend its essence.
Consequently, the study of various communi-
cation semiotic models through philosophical
analysis is significant in modern times.

Methodology

As a methodological basis, the article uses
the conceptual apparatus of socio-philosoph-
ical theories, which focus on the problems
of constructing social reality communication
processes, as well as the conceptual arsenal,
developed within the framework of structural
and the semiotic theories. The methodology
of philosophical analysis is important for this
study. Approaches to the analysis of linguistic
communication problem are also used as the-
oretical base.

A large part of the article is hold from
the perspective of social and philosophical
understanding of linguistic communication
problems by K.-O. Apel, J. Habermas, K. Jas-
pers and M. Scheler. Also, the author consid-
ered semantic triangle of Ch.K. Ogden and LA
Richards using dialectical and analytical meth-
ods through the linguistical interpretation of
L. Hjelmslev. The intertextuality aspect is ex-
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amined through the philosophical ideas of
J. Kristeva and literary works of U. Eco.

Main part

Language pragmatism by Karl Otto Apel

K.-O. Apel outlined the main points of his
ideal communicative community theory in the
fundamental research “Towards a Transfor-
mation of Philosophy” [1]. Edmund Husserl
solved the problem of truth on the basis of
“evidences” or execution of noematic acts [2];
yet there is no explanation, but assumption
that these “evidences” (for example, in the
case of language meanings) will be common
for different cultures representatives. K.-O.
Apel thought that E. Husserl couldn't over-
come the premises of methodological so-
lipsism despite his referring to the question
about “the Other Me". These premises lie in
the fact that the subject learns the world with-
in the framework of the subjective-objective
relationship. It is thereby implied that cogni-
tion is done by everyone equally and comes
from the perspective of some “absolute tran-
scendental consciousness” (E. Husserl) [3].
This perspective ignores the social and cultur-
al context of cognition (in particular, the pos-
sibility of fundamental misunderstanding be-
tween cultures) and does not allow the Other
to enter the process of cognition and an equal
participant in the dialogue, in general. It does
not provide a satisfactory explanation for the
process of transferring and sharing knowl-
edge. It does not consider that the disclosure
of an object is made in the dialogue about it,
in the object’s intersubjective interpretation
[1, p. 53-74].

According to K.-O. Apel solipsism can be
overcome, if language as the most important
mediator in the subjective and interpretation
will be included in the prospect of knowledge,
and the cognition formula is expanded: in-
stead of subject-object interaction a different
relation: subject-sign-object is taken. In this
case, the subject could initially be considered
as a participant in the interpretation process
alongside other subjects of interpretation.
The concept of language is central to the
transcendental pragmatics of K.-O. Apel. Lan-
guage in the philosophy of him is both a re-
al-historical relationship from which its partic-
ipants cannot leave, and an ideal relationship
of understanding in an ideal communicative
community. In this sense language plays the

role of a medium in enabling experiential and
transcendental intersubjectivity. It acts as an
organ of knowledge, a means of articulating
the results of knowledge and communicating
them to communication partners. It is the ba-
sis of all life practices, forms, institutions.

Thus, solipsism of consciousness philoso-
phy is overcome through language: cognition
itself is interpreted as an intersubjective com-
municative process, gaining its unity through
universal linguistic meanings. K.-O. Apel
proposes a way of transforming transcen-
dental philosophy in keeping with language
philosophy, the main result of which should
be the analysis of thinking from the point of
language use view, and therefore, from the
point of transcendental pragmatics view. The
subject of linguistic pragmatism is the analysis
of language use and everyday communication
between people.

In everyday life by pragmatism people un-
derstand the usefulness, practicality, efficien-
cy of an idea, concept, policy, method, etc.
as a criterion of their merits. Approaches to
achieving a particular result in business, pol-
itics or public relations are often called prag-
matic. In philosophy and psychology this term
was used in the meaning related to experi-
ence and activity. After the study of American
philosophers Ch. Peirce and Ch. Morris, prag-
matism began to be identified as the user's
attitude to the applied signs and the corre-
sponding section of semiotics.

The boundaries of pragmatism, as one of
the three parts of semiotics, were initially de-
fined by its proximity within this science to
semantics on the one hand and syntactics on
the other. Pragmatism has become very broad.
In everyday speech - the speaker’s attitude to
what and how he says: truth, objectivity, sup-
position of speech, its sincerity or insincerity,
its adaptability to the social environment and
to the social status of the listener etc.; interpre-
tation of speech by the listener - as true, objec-
tive, sincere or, on the contrary, false, dubious,
misleading; in artistic speech - the writer’s atti-
tude to reality and to what and how he depicts:
his acceptance and rejection, admiration, iro-
ny, disgust; the reader’s attitude towards the
text and, ultimately, to the work as a whole - its
interpretation as objective, sincere or, on the
contrary, as mystifying, ironic, parodic and so
on. Using the method of transcendental prag-
matism K.-O. Apel poses the task of creating
a modern philosophy which, having formed
the conditions for the possibility of communi-
cation, would be able to provide an adequate
response to the challenges of the time.

The involvement of language pragmatism
as a methodological basis of philosophy al-

lows, in the opinion of K.-O. Apel, for solving
many modern philosophy problems. First, as
the author has already noted above, it allows
to overcome the traditional solipsism of con-
sciousness in transcendental philosophy and
to find adequate justification for the principle
of intersubjectivity. By reflection of communi-
cation possibility conditions K.-O. Apel comes
to the substantiation of ideal communicative
community concept, which by its nature has
an intersubjective character. The rules and con-
ditions of communication that are important
within the communicative community form a
normative and heuristic structure, the study
of which is the main subject of philosophical
pragmatism. K.-O. Apel sees his merit espe-
cially in the discovery of this dimension of re-
flection. The consistent study of the pragmat-
ic dimension allows, in his view, to shed new
light on many philosophical problems, such as
the problem of justification, social action, eth-
ics. Pragmatism becomes a heuristic nucleus,
allowing philosophical analysis of all specific
spheres of human communication, and, above
all, social and ethical relations.

In accordance with K.-O. Apel's opinion,
thinking always deals with language and there-
fore with a priori language. The subject’s phi-
losophy does not grasp, and even distorts, this
a priori, because it comes from the individu-
al consciousness. K.-O. Apel emphasizes the
unconditional value of Ludwig Wittgenstein's
discovery of a “private language” impossibili-
ty: “only one and only once cannot follow the
rule” [1, p. 233]. Language is a system that ex-
ists solely within the framework of intersubjec-
tive use. Thus, only an intersubjective philoso-
phy, namely a philosophy, which explores the
use of language in transcendental pragmatism,
can give a correct interpretation of a priori,
with which thinking deals.

Since thinking in a language - at least in the
form of Platonic “conversation of the soul with
itself” - takes the logical form of argumentation,
it is argumentation and argumentative discourse
that represent a situation in which a priori of
thinking act in the most explicit form. Firstly, the
argumentator always presupposes that during
the discourse it is possible to achieve true results,
i.e. that there is truth. Secondly, he assumes that
his speaking partner is in principle able to under-
stand the truth, i.e. that he has communicative
competence. Thus, he implicitly recognizes both
the sanctity of reasoning rules and the partner as
an equal person.

Such a situation is a prerequisite and a priori
of any argumentation: it cannot be challenged
without calling into question own reasoned
competence. K.-O. Apel wrote: “It cannot be
said that logic logically implicates ethics, and
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yet it can be argued that logic, and with it all
science and technology, presupposes ethics
as a condition its own possibility. This can be
proved by the following reasoning. The logical
significance of arguments cannot be proven
unless, in principle, a thinker community capa-
ble of intersubjective understanding and con-
sensus-building is assumed. Even a lone think-
er can explain and prove his argument only to
the extent that he can in a critical conversation
with “the soul with itself” (Plato) interiorize the
dialogue of the potential argumentation com-
munity. It is clear here that the significance of
thinking alone fundamentally depends on the
justification of linguistic statements in the cur-
rent argumentation community” [1, p. 300].

Neither evil nor good is formulated by K.-
O. Apel as substantial entities, but both have
a "pragmatic” equivalent. Each argumentation
participant, by presenting true claims and
accepting the rules of argumentation, at the
same time appeals to the unlimited commu-
nicative community as an ideal goal. The idea
of “unlimited communicative community” is
only explicated in the most complete form
as a “totality” of all communication norms.
But viewed from a substantive perspective
as a preconceived world of intellectuals unit-
ed by common knowledge and will, this idea
appears to be some existential substrate and
teleological analogue of the metaphysical
"good”, which in Kantian philosophy corre-
sponds to the "kingdom of ends” concept. It's
a kind of intellectual fullness in which there
can be no impairment.

The aspiration to integration with the ideal
communicative community is inherent in the
intention of any "good” act, and “distance”
from it is inherent in the intension of “evil”. This
should not be confused with the distinction
between the “ideal communicative communi-
ty" by K.-O. Apel and the “real communicative
community”. The ideal norms suggested in the
argument are not materially realized in moral-
ity or law and can never be fully implemented
in real society. The real communicative com-
munity is a kind of similarity to the unlimited
communicative community and at the same
time the “public” substrate, i.e. the real social
context in which communication is carried out.
At the same time, the real communicative com-
munity reflects all the imperfections of com-
munication happening here and now.

Jiirgen Habermas and others about ex-
istential language

The essential question of transcendental
pragmatism is the relationship between its
two internal elements: the concepts of dis-
course and communicative action. Language
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expressions are always associated with extra-
linguistic actions or gestures.

J. Habermas expounded the multidimen-
sionality of the speech expression claims to
significance as follows: “While a grammatically
correct sentence fulfils the claim of compre-
hensibility, a successful expression must sat-
isfy three more claims of significance: it must
be considered as true by participants if it rep-
resents something in the world, it must be con-
sidered true, If it expresses the intention of the
speaker, and it must be considered correct, as
long as it corresponds to public expectations...
Three universal, pragmatic functions (by means
of some suggestion to display something, to
express the intention of the speaker and to
produce an interpersonal relationship between
the speaker and listener) are at the heart of all
those functions that can be expressed in pri-
vate contexts” [4, p. 111].

The threat of life disintegration and the
possibility of overcoming it offer an ethical
perspective for modernization. The evolution
of the social system itself, in the opinion of
J. Habermas, does not yet pose this threat
[5]. On the contrary, systemic integration up
to a certain point is a necessary addition to
the life-world evolution towards postconven-
tional morality. The communication channels
of the system create conditions for the devel-
opment of intersubjective communication. In-
sufficient systemic differentiation results only
in the construction of institutional boundar-
ies for free communication. Thus, the archaic
world stands out among others due to the full
harmony of life and the social system. But due
to the insufficient differentiation of the latter
there is no impulse for the development of
the former (incl., law and morality).

The whole European classical philosophical
tradition was based on the reality of the “think-
ing Self” (cogito). With cogito sum, Descartes
makes a bid to put philosophy on reliable
grounds. But Descartes and after him all philos-
ophy, leave in uncertainty the way of being a
“thinking thing” [6, p. 24]. This tradition misses
the main question: | am as thinking. The chal-
lenge of figuring out how cogito exists is an ex-
istential philosophy. It turns out that the whole
categorical system of philosophical thought
cannot grasp the ontology of "I am”.

The fact is that a human being is not at all
grasped categorically since the categories in
their sense serve to fit the being of one thing
into the more general order of another. There-
fore, existential philosophy proposes instead
the phenomenon of human presence in the
existential. For example, conscience as a prin-
ciple of ethics is not a category of a human be-
ing, it is simple evidence of the “ability of man
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to be himself”. The voice of conscience sounds
only “from within"” Being and, as such, it is im-
possible to fit into a more general category or
formally relate to another. Conscience is an
“existential phenomenon constituting human
presence (being) as open” [6, p. 270].

Thus, conscience belongs to the existen-
tial-ontological basis of human being, which
M. Scheler and after him all anthropological
direction characterizes as "human openness
to the world” [7]. The greatest merit of the
fundamental ontology of M. Heidegger lies in
the fact that the phenomenon of human ex-
istence is considered in it in infinite autono-
my, but in the end this phenomenon has no
basis, for Being and the structure of existence
are wholly completed by “Nothingness”. The
attempt to bring existential analysis closer to
real life experience should include that ver-
sion of this analysis, which is carried out by K.
Japers, who combines the development of a
person with personal experience of existential
communication. The world of communication
is at the same time so close to the ethical, that
it allows to translate the entire ethical dis-
course into existential language.

This outcome contains an immediate op-
portunity to move to a new ethical discourse,
laying in the basis of morality the immediate
understanding of people in the process of
communication, that is, to dialogue person-
alism and transcendental pragmatism. The
pragmatic dimension acts as a transcenden-
tal-hermeneutic dimension of intersubjective
understanding, which comes from the lan-
guage “"agreement of meaning in an ideal or
unlimited communicative community” (K.-O.
Apel, J. Habermas).

Rules and norms (morals, reasoning, com-
munication) are a transcendental fact, not in
the former metaphysical sense, but purely
pragmatic, that is, although they go beyond
human experience, but as an infinite perspec-
tive of the experience itself. Therefore, these
rules are "rooted in the structures of argumen-
tation itself and do not need to be introduced
as additional normative content” [8, p. 201].

The task of transcendental pragmatism is
ultimately to reflexively reconstruct the condi-
tions of the ideal communicative community
and its possibility of interpreters and simulta-
neously approve it during an argumentative
discourse. The ideas of K.-O. Apel, J. Haber-
mas, K. Jaspers and M. Scheler had a revolu-
tionary effect on the theoretical understand-
ing of the communication concept. In their
studies, for the first time, communication,
rather than institutions, structures, or systems,
was presented and analyzed as the founda-
tion of social theory.

Semantic triangle of Ch.K. Ogden and
I.A. Richards

Based on the analysis above, the meaning
of language during the construction of ideal
communicative community and initial com-
munication process is considered as one of
the most important by both K.-O. Apel and
J. Habermas.

The problem the correlation between of
words and things words and meanings, lan-
guage sign and meanings has given rise to a
lot of disputes and discussions. Here, as a suc-
cessful model representing the above-men-
tioned problem is a “semantic triangle” (Fig-
ure 1), proposed by the american semioticians
Ch.K. Ogden and I.A. Richards and widely used
in modern semiotics, linguistics and commu-
nication theory [9].

By denotation or referent means given in
sensations object of reality or a phenomenon
of the psychic world. By meaning, or concept,
is understood the mental image (psychological
representation) of the given object. The name
or word refers to the object name, raised in hu-
man society. This triangle also makes a distinc-
tion between the material and ideal side of the
sign (expression plan and content plan).

This distinction was first proposed by the
Danish linguist Louis Hjelmslev [9, p. 43]. L.
Hjelmslev proposed to distinguish the follew-
ing aspects in terms of communication content:

1. the substance of content plan - an
amorphous, uncovered design, mental image
of the future text;

2. the content form is the result imposed
on the amorphous structure design and
expressive capabilities of language.

L. Hjelmslev distinguished the follewing
aspects in the expression plan:

1. the substance of the expression plan
- sounds, images, mime and other material
carriers of messages;

2. the form of the expression plan -
phonetic composition of spoken language,
alphabet of writing, expressive means of
painting, music, dance, etc.

Thus, there are four levels of the semiot-
ic continuum, the fourth level of which is the
codes, and the third is their material carri-
ers. The second level is the text's superficial
meaning, which is the sum of the characters
meanings, forming the text; the first level is
the deep meaning, the author’s original de-
sign, which determines the choice of charac-
ters and coding methods.

The relationship between deep (moral)
and superficial meanings (storytelling) is dis-
tinctly delimited in fables, parables, riddles,
sayings. Any artistic and literary work has an
idea-aesthetic design, which is not limited by
the sum of the used signs. Literary critique is
about identifying the underlying, not the su-
perficial, meanings.

The source of meanings, as well as all
meanings, is the psychic world of a living
man, therefore every significance is the same
"psychic product” as the personal sense. The
semantic Ogden-Richards triangle is literally
the “semantic” triangle, not the value triangle.
Communication itself within the semantic-se-
miotic approach is defined as the movement
of the senses and meanings in social space
and time. The study of the senses movement
involves the selection of three types of inter-
related processes: their generation (produc-
tion) and meaning, functioning (the existence
of their iconic form in space-time dynamics)
and understanding (interpretation).

Generation processes mostly were consid-
ered within the framework of Gestalt psychol-
ogy, psychoanalysis and psychological anthro-
pology, structuralism, as well as in the works
of individual representatives of neo-positivistic
linguistic philosophy like the linguistic theories
by L. Wittgenstein. The understanding pro-
cesses received special illumination, primarily
in hermeneutics, as well as in directions that
developed communicative layers of culture
- symbolic interaction, phenomenological so-
ciology and ethnomethodology.

Intertextuality meaning

The author of the text interacts with other
texts, their authors, and other people through
the text he creates. J. Kristeva wrote: “We
will call intertextuality this textual interaction
that takes place within a single text. For the
cognitive subject, intertextuality is a concept
that will be a sign of the way in which the text
reads history and fits into it" [10, p. 30]. These
definitions are continued by I.P. Ilyin: “Under
the influence of structuralism and poststruc-
turalism theorists (like J. Derrida, etc.), defend-
ing the panlinguistic character of thinking, the
person’s consciousness was identified with
the written text as the supposedly only more
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or less reliable means of recording it. In the
end, as the text began to consider everything:
literature, culture, society, history, human be-
ing. The position that history and society are
what can be “read” as a text, has led to the
perception of human culture as a single “in-
tertext”, which serves as a pretext of any newly
appearing text. An important consequence of
assimilating the consciousness to text was the
“intertextual” dissolution of human sovereign
subjectivity in the texts-consciousness, consti-
tuting the “great intertext” of the cultural tra-
dition” [11, p. 226].

The problem of intertextuality in modern
semiotic literature is considered in two as-
pects: as a principled artistic technique and
as a method of reading any text. As an artistic
technique “intertextuality” today becomes very
fashionable since principled eclecticism and ci-
tation are the dominant features of the modern
cultural situation. The effect of intertextuality as
an artistic technique can be seen in the novels
of Umberto Eco, a famous Italian semiotician
and cultural scholar, a historian of medieval lit-
erature, a writer and critic who had a significant
influence on the development of modern aes-
thetics. In his novels (“The Name Of The Rose”,
“Foucault's Pendulum”) U. Eco pays particular
attention to the possibility of reviving the sto-
ry under the guise of quoting other plots, their
ironic reinterpretation, a combination of prob-
lem-making and excitement. The philosophical
works of U. Eco are devoted to the problems
of the creative recombination of collective aes-
thetic consciousness'’s stereotypes, allowing
not only to create a self-worth fantastic world
of postmodernism, but also to comprehend
the ways of the preceding development of cul-
ture, creating the ground for its renewal [12]. U.
Eco’s philosophy explores postmodernist arti-
facts - generators of interpretations, incentives
for intertextual reading of the past culture. The
dialogue between the new work and other pre-
viously created works, as well as between the
author and the ideal audience, testifies to the
open structure of U. Eco’s postmodern aesthet-
ics [13].

In the second aspect, intertextuality as a
method of reading any text is related to the
perception problem. If a work built on the en-
tire cultural experience of mankind is devoid of
individuality, then this individuality will always
be new because it can brought by any reader,
viewer, etc. In this case intertextuality becomes
the initial setting of the perceiver. Based on the
principle of such a reading, it can be argued
that the artistic text never coincides with the
written text, but is a broader area, touching
each new cultural field. For poststructuralists,
non-structured elements of the text, bringing
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it closer to other texts are not important (al-
though comparative analysis remains), but the
unique, unsystematic, and marginal elements
that are realized in the text as unconscious and
intuitive, that are substantial and crucial.

Discussions

In today's globalized world, the study of
communication problems cannot be con-
ducted, focusing only on certain theories of
it. It is necessary to synthesize theories and
approaches. The principles of the study of
linguistic communication problems in a phil-
osophical way, expressed in language prag-
matism and theory of ideal communicative
community by K.-O. Apel, existential language
research by J. Habermas, K. Jaspers and M.
Scheler, outside in intertextuality concept by J.
Kristeva and semantic triangle by Ch.K. Ogden
and L.A. Richards represent the same synthesis
of theories that promote the understanding of
communication nature.

Analysis of various philosophical approach-
es to the linguistic problems of communication
shows that communication is fruitful only if it
considers the deep-psychological, spiritual as-
pects of the human being. Consequently, the
primary task in communication is not to teach
“mechanics”, “techniques” of communication,
but to nurture true human feelings and rela-
tionships. With this approach, even errors in
the concrete practice of communication will
not be perceived too hard and will not become
an obstacle to further communication. In doing
so, disinterested interest in other person will
serve to solve the linguistic problems of com-
munication.

Conclusion

There are forms of communication that
have a purpose not in themselves, but out
themselves in society. They are a way of or-
ganizing and optimizing a particular type of
substantive activity, such as scientific activi-
ty. All participants in a common action need
communication as a necessary means of en-
suring its effectiveness. Based on the con-
ducted research and the ideas of regarded
philosophers, there is the one general point
among them. Linguistical problems of com-
munication are only a semantic expression of
the tension that takes place in the structure of
communication, and are not at all characteris-
tics of existence by itself.

From ancient times in ethics the so-called
virtues of communication were described as
rules, including friendship, comradeship, hu-
manity, love and mercy. All these virtues be-

long to the sphere of interpersonal contacts
and characterize the circle of human relations,
which can be called independent, self-con-
tained communication, since the goal of these
relations is the process of spiritual rapproche-
ment of people. People come together not
only for work, but also to satisfy the need for
communication, relieving the mental strain
caused by a state of loneliness and separation.

In the globalization era, the problems of
communication distortion and the destruc-
tive effects of these distortions are becoming
threatening. Destruction due to communica-
tive overload can be subjected not only to a
person, but also to a community and nation,
its spiritual culture. The author concludes that
the reviewed research topic must be consid-
ered as a foundation for more in-depth study
of communicative practices in the philosophi-
cal and cultural space.

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The philosophical foundations of sports traditions in the culture of the Turkic peoples

Abstract. This article analyzes the influence of the Turkic peoples’ traditional culture and religious beliefs
on the development of modern sports. The stages of national sports art formation are described: the pre-
requisites, the origins, the expansion of the process, the communication of the process, and mega data. In
a specially presented table analyzes the national spiritual roots of sports, such as myth, religious beliefs,
customs and traditions, and combat ideology. From a philosophical, and cultural position, combat ideology
is considered, which is presented in the form of the art of war, epic personality, defense of the country, etc.,
as well as its influence on modern sports. The article demonstrates that the formation of a heroic personal-
ity ultimately emphasizes the education of a physically hardened individual. The article analyzes the sports
competitions of Turkic peoples, which in most cases are associated with hand-to-hand combat, taking into
account the training grounds for sports practice. A comparative analysis is also conducted between the
martial arts training of heroes from Turkic epics and the preparation of modern athletes. The author notes
that national games, which are elements of customs and traditions, later transformed into national sports. It
is also concluded that the geographic environment and nomadic way of life became a kind of “experimental

Analysis of Momagan Aliyev's Manuscripts

Abstract. In this article, a significant collection of new materials related to Islamic culture in Kazakhstan
at the beginning of the 20th century, which have been incorporated into scholarly research, is presented. It
involves the analysis and study of Arabic manuscripts preserved in the personal archive and book collection
of the religious scholar, historian, writer, poet, and spiritual leader Momagan Aliyev, who lived in the city
of Kokshetau in modern Kazakhstan. The aim and primary ideas of this research are to draw attention of
the public and researchers to the scholarly legacy and works of Momagan Aliyev, as well as to his book
collection and writings for further academic investigation.

Various scientific methods and techniques were applied during the research, including heuristics,
paleography, codicology of manuscripts in Eastern languages, diplomatics, genealogy, and religious
studies. Valuable data and research findings were obtained as a result.

The article also discusses the content and stylistic features of Momaqgan Aliyev's writings, as well as
his objectives in creating the manuscripts. It underscores the significance of this research for the scholarly
community and presents a virtual catalog that facilitates access to materials and information in Momagan
Aliyev's manuscripts for researchers. The outcomes of this work contribute to a deeper understanding of
the spiritual and cultural heritage of Islamic culture in Kazakhstan, especially in the context of the new
history of religious studies in the country.

Furthermore, this research holds importance in identifying the influence of scholars and religious
leaders on the development of religious policies in Kazakhstan during the period of shaping new dynamics
in education and interfaith relations. The current success in the development of religious education and
science in Kazakhstan, as well as a more profound exploration of Islamic culture in the country, is impossible
without the systematic analysis of documents and research conducted based on the manuscripts and
books of Momagan Aliyev.

Some Aspects of the Russian an Anglo-American Vectors of the Formation
of Political Science: a Comparative Analysis

Abstract. Political science is of great importance for the education and formation of people’s
consciousness, their participation in the life of society. This explains the increased attention to the
development of this science both on a global scale and within individual states. Much attention is paid to
its origin. The paper shows the contribution to the formation of political science of Russian universities
established in the XVIII century. The primacy in creating the tradition of teaching political science belongs
to Moscow University, its founder M.V.Lomonosov. A number of scientists believe that political science
thought continued to develop in Russia, despite various difficulties, and before the approval in 1988 for the
first time in the Soviet Union of the nomenclature of specialties of scientists in political science.

The analysis of the works of Russian scientists contradicts the statements of English-speaking authors
that political science is an Anglo-American invention with the decisive influence of the American factor. Of
course, it is impossible to deny the contribution of scientists from these countries to the development of
political science, their achievements in this field. The reasons and conditions formulated by the supporters
of the Anglo-American version of the formation of political science that contributed to the formation of
such a situation deserve attention: the urgent need of society, the influence of science on politics, one of
the factors being the strengthening of US influence in Europe after World War II.

In our opinion, the subsequent development of political science, both theoretically and practically, is
possible with the constructive unification of the efforts of scientists and politicians from various countries.

FEMALE LEADERSHIP AS A TOOL FOR STRENGTHENING
POLITICAL AND CIVIL INSTITUTIONS IN KAZAKHSTAN

ABSTRACT

Female leadership is one of the tools for improving civic engage-
ment in governance. The aim of this article is to examine the factors
that hinder women's participation in political and civic institutions
and the development of female leadership in the Republic of Ka-
zakhstan. To this end, an analysis was conducted on the represen-
tation of women in representative, legislative, and executive bodies,
as well as in leadership and decision-making positions. The study
also analyzed the results of expert interviews conducted with women
from the North Kazakhstan Region regarding their perspectives on
the development of female leadership and existing gender barriers
to career advancement. The findings reveal relatively low female
representation in high-level political positions within the public ser-
vice, local councils, and Parliament. However, the high percentage
of women in public councils (42%) indicates the potential for further
development of female leadership in Kazakhstan. Key challenges re-
stricting women's access to leadership roles in government institu-
tions include societal stereotypes, the difficulty of balancing work
and family responsibilities, high workloads, and the specific demands
of leadership positions. Based on the research findings, several rec-
ommendations are made to improve policies that support female
leadership.

Introduction

The philosophy of gender equality and the
issue of female leadership have gained spe-
cial significance in the modern socio-political
context, where democratic processes demand
broad representation and the active participa-
tion of diverse social groups. Gender equality
and female leadership are interrelated issues
that exhibit a strong correlation. On the one
hand, women'’s pursuit of leadership positions
paves the way for the effective realization of
gender equality goals. On the other hand, the
promotion of gender equality issues brings
more female leaders into view.

Female leadership contributes to the cre-
ation of inclusive and sustainable institutions,
which is especially important for developing
countries aiming to strengthen political and
civic institutions. Numerous studies and prac-
tices today confirm that women's participa-
tion in politics and civic initiatives positively
affects the quality of governance, social jus-
tice, and economic stability, enhancing trust in
state institutions [1, 2, 3]. The concept of ac-
tively involving women in shaping civil society
emerged long ago, dating back to the end of
the 19th century. One ideological founder of
this philosophical school of thought was John
Stuart Mill, who highlighted past factors that
hindered women’s active roles in societies
based on strong hierarchical power [4].

In recent decades, the notion of women's
positive influence in parliament — leading to
more substantive and constructive decisions —
has gained popularity, as evidenced by numer-
ous international organization documents [5].
Leveraging women'’s talents in addressing the
complex problems of the modern world is an
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undeniable necessity in the age of globaliza-
tion. Women's representation in high govern-
mental positions introduces fresh perspectives
on the agenda and innovative approaches to
policy implementation. Maintaining a natural
gender balance in strategic decision-making
enhances the quality of implemented policies
and strengthens democracy, enabling timely
responses to global challenges under various
conditions.

Global perspectives on gender equali-
ty policies are reflected in such international
documents as the Convention on the Politi-
cal Rights of Women [6], the Convention on
the Elimination of All Forms of Discrimination
against Women [7], the Beijing Platform for
Action [8], and the Millennium Declaration
[9]. These documents serve as ideological and
methodological foundations for governments
worldwide to review and align local legisla-
tion, provided there is political will.

Relevance

A legislative review is essential to protect
women'’s rights, particularly in regions under-
going economic and political transformation
or recovering from conflicts. National gender
equality laws play a key role in securing wom-
en's rights and facilitating their active partici-
pation in the region’s political life. Kazakhstan,
being on a path of reform and modernization,
provides an intriguing case for analyzing the
role of female leadership in enhancing the ef-
fectiveness of political and civic institutions. As
a signatory to the United Nations Convention
on the Elimination of All Forms of Discrimina-
tion against Women, Kazakhstan has imple-
mented a series of measures to institutionalize
gender policy processes. The National Com-
mission on Women's Affairs and Family and
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Demographic Policy under the President of
the Republic of Kazakhstan plays a crucial role
in forming and implementing comprehensive
state policies aimed at achieving gender equal-
ity [10]. The Law on State Guarantees of Equal
Rights and Equal Opportunities for Men and
Women also supports this goal [11].

Problem

Despite positive trends in gender policy,
women in Kazakhstan still face barriers to
participating in governance. However, their
growing presence in state and public struc-
tures opens new perspectives for developing
a more inclusive and just governance system.

Objective

The goal of this article is to explore factors
that hinder women'’s participation in political and
civic institutions and the development of female
leadership in the Republic of Kazakhstan. To
achieve this goal, an analysis of the current gen-
der distribution within the executive and repre-
sentative bodies of Kazakhstan was conducted,
along with expert interviews with female leaders
from the North Kazakhstan Region. The findings
generated theoretical insights and recommen-
dations for improving gender policy.

Literature Review

An important avenue for female leadership
development is civic engagement. Women's
involvement in public organizations, NGOs,
and other civic initiatives is seen as a key fac-
tor in fostering social cohesion, justice, and
improved public administration quality. Unlike
political participation, women may be more
actively engaged in civil society participation.
For example, participation in NGOs plays a vital
role in expanding civil rights and opportunities
for women in countries where these are sig-
nificantly limited [12]. One stream of research
highlights gender quotas for women's repre-
sentation in local governments as potential
measures for improvement [13, 14]. However,
increased female participation is not always
feasible due to various structural issues, includ-
ing governmental reluctance and socio-cultur-
al factors [15].

The political participation of women and fe-
male leadership are subjects of numerous stud-
ies exploring the complexities of their influence
on democratic processes and the strengthening
of state institutions. In diverse countries and cul-
tures, women'’s political participation is viewed
as an indicator of the democracy and maturity of
the socio-political system, as well as an essential
factor in promoting social justice and improv-
ing governance quality. Researchers, in particu-
lar, focus on the role of women in politics [16],
their influence on decision-making and political
stability [17], and the barriers they encounter on
the path to leadership [18]. Several theoretical

approaches, such as feminist theory [19] and
the concept of inclusive governance [20], view
female leadership as essential for building more
inclusive political structures where diverse view-
points foster better understanding and meeting
of societal needs. Empirical studies indicate that
women'’s presence in leadership positions pos-
itively impacts the implementation of gender
equality policies, social climate improvement,
and increased trust in government institutions
while also reducing corruption [21].

In Kazakhstan, female leadership is attract-
ing increasing attention from both academic
and practical circles. Women's growing in-
volvement in various aspects of national life
and their influence on societal development
highlight the need for a deeper understand-
ing and examination of this issue. Studies on
women'’s political participation in Kazakh-
stan reveal positive trends [22] and analyze
the challenges women face in their efforts to
assume high positions in government, par-
liament, and other political institutions. Tra-
ditional views on gender role distribution re-
main one of these challenges [23].

The research relevance is underscored by
the increasing role of women in the contempo-
rary global context. Their involvement in various
leadership areas, including the political system,
offers an additional channel for their abilities
and potential, enabling greater influence on de-
cision-making and public policy development.
The extent of female leadership is also a marker
of political system quality, civil society develop-
ment, and democratic maturity.

Methodology

In this study, a comprehensive analysis was
conducted to examine the role of women in
the political, governmental, and civic institu-
tions of Kazakhstan. The research was carried
out in two phases.

In the first phase, an analysis of available
data on women'’s participation in various in-
stitutional structures across the country was
performed. This included reviewing official re-
ports and survey data accessible from public
sources. This approach enabled the identifi-
cation of existing trends and the quantitative
characterization of female leadership within
Kazakhstan's institutions.

The second phase employed a qualitative
research method through expert interviews con-
ducted in 2024 with women from the North Ka-
zakhstan region. Women who had participated in
a national information and educational program
were selected to gain a deeper understanding of
the barriers hindering female leadership in the
region. A total of 10 women participated in the
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interviews, during which they were asked the
following questions: (i) What obstacles prevent
women from demonstrating leadership qual-
ities and taking on managerial roles? (i) What
reasons do women give for avoiding leadership
positions? (iii) What measures do they believe
could enhance women'’s representation in senior
management roles?

The data obtained from these interviews
were analyzed to identify common themes
and typical barriers faced by women aspiring
to leadership positions in Kazakhstan's politi-
cal and governmental institutions.

Women'’s Participation in State Policy in
Kazakhstan

Leadership plays a crucial role in positioning
women across various fields, such as politics,
public administration, and civic institutions. It
empowers women to influence decision-mak-
ing processes, promote gender equality, and

initiate social change. In each of these areas,
leadership allows women to leverage their
skills and experiences to address challenges
and achieve common goals, while also serving
as role models for others, encouraging active
participation in public life and the pursuit of
leadership positions. Additionally, a female
leader can amplify the influence of other wom-
en in less powerful positions [25].

The expression of leadership can be seen
in the representation in positions that enable
decision-making and the oversight of the im-
plementation of those decisions. To assess the
prospects for the development of women'’s
leadership in Kazakhstan, it is essential first to
examine the current state of such represen-
tation.

Despite significant advancements in state
policy regarding the support of gender equal-
ity since the country’s independence, wom-
en’s participation in elected bodies remains at
a low level (see Table 1).

The representation of women in Kazakh-
stan’s highest representative bodies (the
Mazhilis and the Senate) is significantly be-
low global averages. On average, there is 1
woman for every 4 men, indicating systemic
barriers that hinder gender equality in the po-
litical sphere. The situation is slightly better in
maslikhats, local representative bodies, where
the percentage of women reached about one-
third in 2021-2022. However, these figures
still fall short compared to global practices.
Moreover, in 2023, there was a negative trend
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in women's representation in regional and city
maslikhats, which adversely affected the over-
all indicators (see Figure 1)

Regarding the executive bodies of govern-
ment, official statistical data indicate that the
share of women among all civil servants in the
Republic of Kazakhstan in 2023 was 55.4%,
which is more than half. However, only a small
portion of them are represented in the catego-
ry of political civil servants who make strategic
decisions (8%). Even lower are the representa-
tion figures for women in the subcategory of
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political civil servants — akims at all levels, who
also hold the status of political civil servants
(Figure 2). These figures highlight the weak po-
sitions of female leadership in the field of pub-
lic administration in Kazakhstan.
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One of the important institutions of civil
society in Kazakhstan is public councils. Spe-
cial attention is currently paid to the partici-
pation of women, among other categories of
citizens, as this ensures inclusivity and diversi-

ty in the exercise of public oversight and po-
litical discussions. However, there are no legal
provisions in Kazakhstan for special quotas
for women, youth, etc., in the formation of
the composition of public councils. Moreover,
there is expert opinion that in the context of
the activities of public councils, emphasizing
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gender issues is not relevant:

“..And as for gender policy, | wouldn't par-
ticularly highlight it. If its a woman and she
doesn't work, then this person is of no use. Or
the opposite. There are active individuals; the
most important thing is that this person cares
about the people, about improvements..” [27].

Official statistical data on the gender com-
position of participants in public councils
in Kazakhstan are not published. As a data
source, survey data conducted by the Public
Association “Civil Alliance of Kazakhstan” [28]
were used (Figure 3).

According to the survey results from 1,491
respondents, more than half of the members
of public councils (58%) are men, while 42%
are women. Considering that women in public
councils typically serve as opinion leaders or
represent specific organizations (associations,
unions, etc.), it can be said that these figures are
quite high compared to the situation in govern-
ment agencies.

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Although there is significant activity
among women leaders in Kazakhstan’'s civil
society, their advancement in the public sec-
tor remains limited. Many women who have
distinguished themselves as opinion leaders
and active participants in public organiza-
tions rarely transition to leadership positions
in government structures. This situation high-
lights the gap between opportunities for
women in civil society and the barriers they
face when attempting to occupy strategically
important positions in politics and public ad-
ministration. The study will further explore the
reasons that hinder this transition, as well as
the factors influencing the representation of
women in leadership positions.

Results of Expert Interviews:
Perspectives, Obstacles, and Necessary
Qualities of Women Leaders

For the analysis purposes of this research, the
results of a survey conducted among women in
the North Kazakhstan region who participated
in the Women's Leadership School training un-
der the concept of the republican information
and educational program «Tomiris» were stud-
ied. During the expert interviews, women were
asked about their vision for developing leader-
ship qualities. Additionally, a block of questions
focused on the barriers women face in obtain-
ing leadership positions.

Question 1: In your opinion, what prevents
women from demonstrating leadership quali-
ties, building careers, and occupying leadership
positions?

Based on the analysis of the respondents,
the following obstacles can be identified:

(a) Socio-cultural stereotypes.

This category of obstacles that hinder the
emergence of women leaders is related to so-
cietal expectations. Historically, in Kazakhstan,
as in many other countries, there are gender
roles according to which women should pri-
marily focus on raising children and household
duties. This is a significant limitation on wom-
en’s career advancement.

(b) Inequality in access to education and
professional training.

This factor is largely related to the broader
socio-cultural issue mentioned above. Society
tends to invest more in the education of boys
than girls, as it is viewed as a more profitable
investment.

(c) Discrimination in the workplace.

Women may face difficulties when searching
for jobs or advancing in their careers. Although
in public service, salary levels are not gender-de-
pendent, such issues can arise in the private sec-
tor. This, in turn, creates a barrier to leadership.
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(d) Work-life balance.

Due to the societal distribution of gender
roles, women find it more challenging to bal-
ance work and personal life. Numerous family
responsibilities can create difficulties regard-
ing career aspirations.

(e) Self-confidence.

Some women, due to inherent qualities as-
sociated with their gender, lack confidence in
their abilities and skills. This can hinder their
pursuit of leadership roles and career growth.

To overcome these barriers, it is necessary
to work on changing societal stereotypes, en-
suring access to educational and professional
resources, creating conditions for work-life
balance, and developing support and mento-
ring programs for women.

Question 2: In your opinion, what needs to
be done to help women demonstrate leader-
ship qualities, build careers, and occupy lead-
ership positions?

The responses from the interviewees to
this question were diverse. Summarizing
the data obtained, the suggestions can be
grouped into the following categories:

Firstly, the surveyed women believe that it
is necessary to implement legislative quotas
for women in various spheres of state man-
agement and decision-making.

Secondly, the introduction of mentorship
practices for women aspiring to careers (in the
form of regular meetings, seminars, and work-
shops for sharing experiences) is needed. Suc-
cessful women leaders could serve as mentors.

Thirdly, communications among like-mind-
ed women can bring practical benefits. This
suggests the organization of professional com-
munities, clubs, and networking meetings, mu-
tual assistance forums and conferences, and
business breakfasts for women ready to share
experiences, find partners, and discuss career
advancement opportunities.

Fourthly, a large-scale informational cam-
paign is necessary to change gender stereo-
types and raise public awareness of the im-
portance of gender equality.

Question 3: What are the reasons why
women do not pursue leadership positions?

Below are the main responses obtained
during the interviews:

(a) Fear and uncertainty about their abilities
in the face of increased responsibility.

"..Once | had the opportunity to take a lead-
ership position. It was a very responsible decision
that could impact my career. However, | sudden-
ly felt fear and uncertainty about my abilities. |
thought | wasn't ready for such serious challeng-
es and that | wouldn't be able to handle new re-
sponsibllities. These feelings made me refuse this
opportunity, and | certainly regretted that deci-
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sion later.” (Participant No. 1)

(b) Reluctance to leave the comfort zone.

"..When | was offered a leadership position, |
didn’t want to step out of my comfort zone. I felt
that my current role and responsibilities suited
me well, and that transitioning to a new, more
responsible position would bring too much un-
certainty and change. At that moment, | decided
to stick to the familiar and comfortable environ-
ment, declining the opportunity to become a
leader..” (Participant No. 2)

(c) Societal stereotypes.

“..When | was offered to head a department,
| felt some pressure. There were many people
around me who firmly believed that only men
should be leaders. | felt uncomfortable be-
cause | didn't fit these standards. Even if | were
to choose between a man and a woman for a
leadership position, | think | would vote for the
man..” (Participant No. 3)

(d) Conflicts within the team and a spirit of
competition.

“..Once, | decided to decline a promotion
offered to me because at that time, there was
a strong spirit of competition within our team.
Conflicts among colleagues and divisions into
functional blocks hindered normal interaction
and collaboration. If | had accepted the offer,
it would have exacerbated the situation..” (Par-
ticipant No. 4)

(e) High workload in government agencies.

Participants noted that due to the recent op-
timization of the government apparatus, some
departments were reorganized. Functional re-
sponsibilities were redistributed among the re-
maining departments. The increased workload
on employees led to significant stress and a
deterioration of the overall atmosphere with-
in the team. Consequently, the leader had to
combine work in their professional area with
learning new directions and responsibilities.

(f) Difficulty maintaining a work-life balance.

During the discussion, the difficulty of bal-
ancing work and family responsibilities was
highlighted. Dedicating oneself to work in a
leadership position requires effort and time,
which must be taken away from one's family.
Additionally, some are reluctant to go on long
business trips, which is also a reason for refus-
ing a leadership position.

The aforementioned aspects were prior-
ities for many participants in the expert in-
terviews, leading them to sacrifice career ad-
vancement in exchange for a more balanced
personal life.

Conclusion

Analysis of Women's Leadership in Ka-
zakhstan has revealed a high level of activity

among women in civil society but also high-
lighted their limited access to leadership po-
sitions in the public sector. Despite their sig-
nificant contributions to public organizations,
the transition of women into managerial roles
in politics and public administration remains
challenging. These barriers indicate the exist-
ing structural and cultural obstacles affecting
women'’s career advancement, reflecting the
gap between their opportunities in the civil
sector and government structures.

The political lessons of this research un-
derscore the need to eliminate obstacles that
limit women'’s representation in top positions
and call for targeted efforts to promote gen-
der equality. Implementing measures such as
legislative quotas, mentorship programs, and
expanding networks of professional support
can help overcome the existing inequalities.
An important task is also to change societal
stereotypes through informational campaigns
aimed at recognizing the value of women's
leadership. These steps can contribute to cre-
ating a more balanced and inclusive political
environment in Kazakhstan.

Regional Vector of Central Asia Development in a New Coordinate System

Abstract. The implementation of the main vectors of collective security and sustainable development
of the countries of Central Asia (CA) necessitates the deepening of foreign policy and economic relations
to enhance the development of promising trends in the strategic direction and tactical tasks in order
to increase mutually beneficial cooperation and long-term partnership. In our opinion, the regional
development track of the Central Asian space should be oriented towards coordinating the efforts of all
countries in the region in the direction of external integration and internal inter-country cooperation.

A mutually beneficial development strategy should take into account the interests of countries and focus
on the sustainable development of the region through expanding trade and economic opportunities and
increasing the efficiency of integration potential. The latter determines, firstly, the analysis and assessment
of the competitive advantages of countries in order to effectively distribute the resource potential of the
region; secondly, the creation of sustainable infrastructure for all sectors of the economies of countries in
the regional dimension (transport and logistics, industrial, agricultural, cultural, scientific and educational,
information and digital, environmental, tourism and recreation, etc.; thirdly, the achievement of consensus
between partner countries on issues of multifaceted interaction and cooperation. The authors summarize
that the success of regionalization processes directly correlates with the expansion of dialogue based on

trusting relationships between the subjects of the region.

ABSTRACT

Since the fall of Kabul to the Taliban in August 2021, numerous quali-
tative changes have occurred in Afghanistan’s domestic and regional
influence. The Taliban have reinvented their The Islamic Emirate idea
of national governance. The hasty withdrawal of the U.S. and other
international forces in August 2021 took place amidst a monopoliz-
ing power strategy of the Taliban and efforts by national and regional
spoilers to destabilize the peace process. In this context, the paper will
comprehensively analyze the power structure of the “Taliban”, inter-
pretation and regional policies in framing their governmental policies
and authorities in more than 34 months of their government. In ex-
ploring this interaction, this research paper will attempt to answer the
questions, «<How much are Taliban correct in representing the Hanafi
Jurisprudence and Deobandi interpretation of Islam, and how much
are profound in influencing the regional economic and religious?». To
respond to this question, the paper will initially provide a theoretical
foundation describing political Islam and traditions in Afghanistan’s
political history. The article provides a historical account of the Islamic
governments in Afghanistan and their different interpretation through-
out history and its code of conduct. Then, the paper will apply these
perspectives to comparatively analyze and understand the political
performance of these Islamic codes in the view of the Taliban’s gov-
ernance in two eras: First Islamic Emirate from 1996 to 2001 and then
the return of the Islamic Emirate since August 15, 2021, in Afghanistan.

Introduction

Taliban movement was founded in the early
1990s by Mullah Omar and his comrades; they
ruled most of Afghanistan from 1996 until Octo-
ber 2001 and returned to power on August 15,
2021, by defeating the Afghan Republic Govern-
ment supported by the United States of America
for the second time in Afghanistan. The move-
ment'’s founding basis- the word «Taliban» is the
Arabic word for «students» — comprised of rural
Afghan peasants’ farmers, men studying Islam
in Afghanistan, India, and Pakistan Madrassas or
religious schools. The Taliban found a foothold
and established their strengths in southern Af-
ghanistan.

By September 1996, the Taliban had cap-
tured Kabul and established the Islamic Emir-
ate of Afghanistan. The Taliban's first move
was to interpret Quranic instruction and juris-
prudence strictly. In practice, this often means
merciless policies on treating women, politi-
cal opponents of any type, and religious mi-
norities. Taliban were blamed for sheltering Al
Qaida and for the deployment of terrorists to
other countries; therefore, Taliban were rout-
ed out from power by the US-Led campaign
against Al Qaida in October 2001.

Nevertheless, the Taliban resurged against
the USA and NATO in 2002, and a two-decade-
long resistance brought them back to power
by August 15, 2021. Taliban has adopted a
change in their governance practices, interpre-
tation of Sunni Islam, and new cultural iden-
tities. Still, more is needed to satisfy Afghans
or the international community and recognize
them as a legitimate government of Afghani-
stan. Taliban are mainly Deobandi and Hanafi
in faith, but how much have they aligned their
policies and authority to the Deobandi in the
regional perspective? Moreover, how much do
they influence the region, especially the Cen-
tral Asian countries? These will be the main re-
search questions.

Methodology

The information used in the research paper
was gathered mainly through a literature review
on relevant topics. At the same time, during the
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past few months, structured and semi-structured
interviews with Taliban government members,
university lecturers, and elders, both sympathetic
and hostile to the Taliban, and through conver-
sations with well-known professors, have been
collected. In total, a small number of 15 inter-
viewees have been targeted to assist the author
in completing this paper. The information gath-
ered was used to determine the functioning of
the Taliban government apparatus and to draw a
rough map of the areas covered by the Taliban in
the three years regarding their Shariah interpre-
tation in decision-making and return to power in
Afghanistan.

Main part
Political Islam and Tradition
in Afghanistan

Afghanistan is located in the heart of Asia.
Over 99% of the population is Muslim, most
of whom are conservative and religious. Is-
lam has influenced governance and politics in
Afghanistan from its establishment until the
twentieth century [1, p. 12]. Islam and tradi-
tional identities have been integral parts of
politics in Afghanistan throughout its history.

Islam and tradition (Pashtunwali) have al-
ways played an essential role in waving the so-
cial fabric and in the making of political decisions
in Afghanistan, as stated by Asta Olesen (1995)
in his book «Islam and Politics in Afghanistan»,
that the Afghan State from its inception in 1747
to the middle of the nineteenth century, Islam
and Pashtunwali constituted the main ideologi-
cal frame of reference of the ethnically heterog-
enous and divided society. Whereas Islam plays
a role as an all-encompassing way of life [2, p.
326], at least, it is not considered an ideology by
most rural Afghans.

Historically, Shariah law governed the legal
process of Afghanistan till 1925, when King
Amanullah first began introducing a civil le-
gal code and started training ulema (religious
scholars) to become Qazis (Judges), Islamic
judges [3, p. 148].

Furthermore, Islam was part of society's le-
gal and moral basis and mediated through and
coexisted with tribal codes and local customs.
For centuries, all the country's learning and ed-
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ucation occurred within an exclusively religious
framework [4, p. 51]. While Barfield believes that
Afghanistan is medieval, religion still plays a pre-
dominant role in culture and politics.

Afghan politicians (kings and equally others
who were performing as Presidents of the gov-
ernments) throughout history required legiti-
macy from tribal confederates or religious cler-
gy domestically to govern the country, but as
rightly stated by Oslean, legitimacy, like beauty,
‘lies in the eyes of the beholder.” At the starting
point, the Afghan State was a tribal confeder-
acy resting on the tribal legitimacy of the ruler
and religiously sanctioned by the culture [2, p.
175]. In the reign of Amir Abdur Rahman, the
‘Pious Sultan’ paradigm was utilized to chal-
lenge and (partly) substitute the ‘tribal model’
[4, p. 63]. This confirms that Islam and cultural
identity are intrinsically fused [2, p. 239]; one
should not be compromised for another. To
elaborate further, until the nineteenth century,
religious authority was not ideologically con-
stituted by the State but based on scriptural
knowledge, sacred descent, and mystical asso-
ciation [4, p. 78].

For the first time in Afghan political history,
Amir Dost Mohammad had declared himself
as Amir al-Muminin (Commander of the Faith-
ful) [2, p. 162], and Amir Sher Ali had claimed
the divine sanction of his rule to enhance the
dichotomy of power legislation which added
religion as an external factor of legitimacy to
the internal tribal system of kingship [4, p. 73].
Amir Abdur Rahman even claimed to be God-
sent as an answer to the prayers of the Af-
ghans to deliver the nation from the distress
following the Second Anglo-Afghan War in
1879 [4, p. 63].

In the ‘tribal state’ model, authority as em-
anating from Allah was transferred to the Amir
with the tribes in the form of the institution
of jirga as an intermediary, thus ensuring that
the Amir should be no more than ‘the first
among equals (of the Pashtuns). In the ‘classic
Islamic’ model, on the other hand, the Amir,
following the so-called ‘Pious Sultan theory,’
claimed the divine sanction for his rule [4, p.
45]. This model did not, in principle, allow for
any popular representation but depended
upon a ‘concordat’ between the ruler and the
Ulama, who were the chief intermediaries of
divine sanction.

At the same time, the Amir, to curtail the
influence of tribalism, focused attention on
the legal function of Islam for the first time.
As Amir, by divine right and defender of the
faith, imposed the shari'a in order [5, p. 23].
Tribes, as sub-units of ethnic groups, have be-
come the building blocks of political alliances.
Such tribal segmentary systems provide op-

portunities for building larger alliances and a
tendency towards segmentary division at their
core [6, p. 52].

Below are the two sketched approaches to
gaining legitimacy to govern the country.

Mozaffari legitimizes the transmission of
power in traditional Muslim societies. Asta
Olesen adopted this model in his book Islam
and Politics in Afghanistan.

Tribal solidarity, possession of power, Is-
lam, and the nation itself are considered the
main pillars of a legitimate government by
Oliver Roy (1990) in Afghanistan. However,
Power in Afghan peasant society resides nei-
ther in a specific locality nor a person butin an
elusive network that needs constant mainte-
nance and reconstruction [2, p. 241].

For the first time in Afghan history, polit-
ical Islam was used as a tool to expand the
authority of the Amir (King) through the es-
tablishment of figh-i Hanafiyya as the official
creed of the country led to the active sup-
pression of divergent religious practices, and
the position of Jihad as the central concept
in the political ideology of the Afghan State
was given a practical meaning in connection
with Amir's campaigns against Hazarajat by
Amir Abdur Rahman Khan in (1891-93) and in
capturing the Kafiristan; the current Nuristan
(1895-6) [4, p. 871.

Amir Abdur Rahman Khan used Islam po-
litically to galvanize the tribal tradition (Pash-
tunwali) under the control of the State. At the
same time, his grandson, King Amanullah, ini-
tialized the pan-Islamism ideology of global
governance with the assistance of Deobandi
Scholars, Indian Muslims. He inherited the
scripts from Said Jamal ud Din Afghan [4, p.
34].

The reforms carried out by Abdurrahman
Khan were not based on any reformist ideol-
ogy. In the process, the Amir linked elements
of Islamic belief with Afghan tribal customs,
convincing his illiterate population that the
two were identical [2, p. 169]. His conception
of modernization was purely pragmatic: to ra-
tionalize the institutions of the State to make
them more efficient without affecting tradi-
tional society. New techniques were adopted,
and critical sectors were reformed, but some-
thing more than a simple Lashkar had become
apparent piecemeal. Better to enforce state
laws [5, p. 85]. Finally, Abdur Rahman Khan, the
‘iron king,” revived Islam as a national political
and war-fighting doctrine [7, p. 236].

Furthermore, the role of religion in politics
changed drastically after Afghanistan’s inde-
pendence from Britain.

In the Muslim world, the ‘'ulama™, scholars
of religion and law, emerged as a profession-
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al class widely supported by state patronage.
They shaped and increasingly controlled reli-
gious knowledge and its application. Religious
specialists were leading prayers (ima'm), inter-
preting Islamic law (muftii) and administering
Jjustice (gad 1), memorizing and chanting the
Quran (haTiz, qaTi’) [8, p. 93].

Although a School of Administration (Dar
ul-Hukkam) had been opened in the 1920s, un-
til the early 1940s, only Shariah studies count-
ed as educational credentials for entry into the
bureaucracy. Furthermore, only graduates from
government madrasas, and later on the Faculty
of Shariah, were eligible for government em-
ployment. Graduates from private madrasas
could apply for such jobs only after certification
by a government madrasa.

The Role of Deoband in Shaping
the Ideological Framework of the Taliban

Although the influence of Deoband on the
intellectual climate of Afghanistan had been
very significant, King Amanullah had favored
connections to the modernist College of
Aligarh and limited the connections to Deo-
band. To restore and strengthen the old aca-
demic and educational ties with Afghanistan,
the Vice-Chancellor of Darul Uloom Deoband
visited Kabul to congratulate Zahir Shah on
his ascent to the throne in 1933 and also to
submit a memorandum to the Afghan Prime
Minister on what services Darul Uloom Deo-
band could offer Afghanistan regarding the
educating of Afghan Ulama in the future [4, p.
67]. Deoband is named after the location of its
head seminary in the small town of Deoband
in North India [8, p. 92]. Deoband was the sec-
ond university created in the Muslim world af-
ter Al-Azhar. Deobandi madrasas centered on
the Darul Uloom of Deoband in North India.
They have branches in South Asia, Southeast
Asia, South Africa, Britain, and North America
[7, p. 74].

The Deoband school rejected religious in-
novation (bid'at), kept to a strict orthodoxy,
and would not permit the cult of the saints;
nevertheless, it accepted Sufism, and many
of the teachers were Nagshbandi or Qadri,
which, in itself, clearly shows how the Funda-
mentalism of the school is distinct from that
of the Saudi Wahhabi [5, p. 24]. The Deoband-
is have seen Sufism as Inseparable from Islam-
ic legal norms [9, p. 73]. Once again, the link
between Fundamentalism and Sufism was to
be the hallmark of the orthodoxy of the ‘Ula-
ma of the subcontinent, Afghanistan included
[5, p. 87].

On political matters, Deobandis preferred
to protest their loyalty to the British [10, p.
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11]. They were against Jihad while they issued
fatwa s, raising high hurdles under which it
would become legitimate to start Jihad to the
extent it became almost impossible [8, p. 65].
The historical influence of Deoband has un-
doubtedly been crucial to the development of
Islam in Afghanistan; the only opposition to
this tradition has been provided by the secu-
lar parties and by the Islamists and the Wah-
habites, who, in their turn, set about establish-
ing madrasa in the north-west province from
the fifties onwards [5, p. 23].

The Deobandis were not a reactionary
school of thought to British Colonialism in In-
dia but to reform and unite Muslim society by
Mohammed Qasim Nanautawi (1833-1877)
and Rashid Ahmed Gangohi (1829-1905), who
were the prominent ideologues of Deoband
madrasa [8, p. 12].

The first signs of a new (political) trend in
Islam in Afghanistan of questioning not only
the modus vivendi with the State obtained
after 1930 but also of established orthodoxy
came from the Ulama (from religious scholars)
outside its organized expression, the co-opted
Jamiyat al-Ulama Islam. Later, the religious op-
position split into two directions, with intellec-
tuals (Rawshanfikran) rather than theologians
spearheading the most radical direction. This
was the first time since Mahmud Tarzi and his
‘modernist Islam’ that religion and religious in-
terpretations had been the point of focus for
laymen in Afghanistan [4, p. 98].

Here too, signaled an unprecedented po-
liticization of Islam in the form of the lkhwan
ul-Muslimin movement, founded in 1928 [11,
p. 111. A subcontinental parallel could be
found in Jamaat-i Islami, founded by Maw-
lana Maududi. While the initial inspiration in
Afghanistan came from Egypt, Maududi's in-
fluence on the Afghan Islamist movement had
increased dramatically since the 1970s, when
several Afghan activists fled Pakistan [4, p. 75].
Maududi can be described as the first com-
plete theoretician of the modern Islamic State
[10, p. 13].

An Islamic state must apply the tenets of
Islamic doctrine, and above all, Shariah, to
all aspects of social and economic life. For
Maududi, Islam was not a religion but an ide-
ology, a way of life [10, p. 15]. Thus, for the
traditional Ulama, the question of the legiti-
macy of power arose after the Ulama could
apply Shariah to civil society [5, p. 75].

The Islamists were equally condemning in
respect of the governmental and the private
madrasa system. The private, tradition-orient-
ed madrasas were condemned for depriving
the students of acquiring political conscious-
ness and modern education and, thus, of
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coming to know the world. In Madrassas, the
reason for this state of affairs was, according
to the Islamists, that the educational system
was based on Greek philosophy more than on
the science of Quranic interpretation. Within
the field of Figh, technical and scientific abil-
ities were frozen, and no expansion of these
laws was made to meet the requirements of
the changing times and needs.

Islamic schools of thought from the fourth
and fifth centuries blended with Greek philos-
ophy were considered irrefutable facts. Hence,
the staff of these private madrasas fought
civilization and science in the name of Islam,
neglecting physical and experimental sciences
because these supposedly were anti-Islamic [4,
p. 76]. Historically, throughout the period re-
searched, the legitimacy of power has almost
constantly been at issue. In the ‘tribal model’
and any lIslamic variant, Allah is the ultimate
source of legitimacy. The Interim Constitution
of 1980, and it was strongly hinted that, for
the first time, Shi‘as could enjoy this freedom.
However, Article 5 of the Fundamental Princi-
ples of the Democratic Republic of Afghani-
stan also specified the limits of this freedom:
None of the citizens has the right to use this
opportunity [i.e., the religious freedom] for
anti-national and anti-people propaganda
and as a means for committing acts contrary
to the interests of the Democratic Republic of
Afghanistan [4, p. 83].

As in the 1964 Constitution, in cases
where the law was not clearly defined, the
courts would settle the cases following Sha-
riah and the principles of democratic legality
and justice (Article 56). Daud Khan ignored
the ulema and tribes; he allied himself with
the leftist educated and committed a coup in
1973, establishing an Afghan republic [4, p.
134]. Therefore, both Marxists and Islamists
stepped up their recruiting efforts, seeking
to replace Daud and committee a coup; the
Marxists (Khalgis and Parchamis) were quick
to a military coup against Daud in April 1978,
which brought the People’s Democratic Party
of Afghanistan (PDPA) to power in the newly
democratic Republic of Afghanistan [4, p. 65].

Considering the actual content of the PD-
PA's policy vis-a-vis Islam, it is first of all clear
that, as far as the legitimacy of power is con-
cerned, the 'PDPA model, according to the
interim constitution of 21 April 1980, passed
by Loya Jirga on 25 April 1985- did not seek
recourse to any Islamic values [4, p. 76]. The
three significant aspects of Khalg's policy were
agrarian reform, eliminating illiteracy, and
strengthening the state machine. The com-
munist leaders have always been conscious
that they have been creating a revolution by

proxy, faced with a nebulous working class
and an apathetic peasantry [5, p. 81]. They
were obsessed with Amanullah’s precedent
and thought it necessary to strike swiftly and
ruthlessly before the «counter-revolution»
could organize itself [4, p. 13].

To achieve this, they adopted three means:
repression, made possible by the existence
of a loyal and well-equipped army; agrarian
reform which, they thought, would win the
support of the mass of the people; and the
elimination of illiteracy, to rescue the people
from the influence of the clergy and to spread
the new ideology [4, p. 13]. The communist
regime also rejected the country’s traditional
Islamic symbols of legitimacy by striking re-
ligious salutations from their speeches and
decreasing and changing the tri-color flag to
red [2, p. 89]. Among the tribal Pashtuns, rath-
er than seeing the refugee situation as hijra,
they conceived of it in terms of the Milmastiya
(hospitality), Nanawati (refuge), or Panah (asy-
lum), obligations which Pashtunwali integrity
and honor of the individual, since ownership
of land (Zamin), is an essential part of Pashtun
identity [4, p. 12].

Again, the invocation of Zan, Zar wa Zamin
(women, gold, and land) [12, p. 98] and Nang
Wa Namus, as well as the violation of the patri-
archal order emancipation of women involves —
also point to traditional values beyond a strictly
religious discourse [2, p. 190]. The PDPA-led
government failed to attain public legitimacy
for their government; the party was split into
two rival groups, Khalgi and Parchami, and
failed to implement their new economic poli-
cies across the country [4, p. 191].

The failure of the PDPA government invited
the Soviets to invade Afghanistan and spark a
new movement of liberation and resistance
against the infidels in the country [7, p. 271].
This time, the urban Islamists were joined by
the rural traditionalists to defend their country
against the invaders; the decade long Soviets
occupation motivated a new wave of glob-
al Jihad; Afghanistan became the battlefield
for global Jihadists across the globe who CIA
and Western countries supported to revenge
the Soviet's support for Vietnams and apply
the «Saigon syndrome» to revenge Soviets
in Kabul [7, p. 345]. The US and Saudi Arabia
were willing to bankroll dollars for the resis-
tance and mujahideen in Afghanistan, which
reached a billion dollars a year in the mid-
1080s [2, p. 243].

The Afghan mujahideen were sucked into
two more significant conflicts: the cold war
struggle between the United States and the
Soviet Union and a new struggle by Saudi
Salafis who wanted to make the war in Afghan-
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istan the vanguard of global jihad [2, p. 54]. The
civil war between the Islamists (mujahideen)
seems the turning point in Afghanistan’s reli-
gious conflicts, which have been going on for
the past four decades; the Taliban are merely
the side-effect of this chaos, while now they
are drastically confronted by The Islamic State
— Khorasan Province (ISIS-KP), who is looking
after a more prominent geographical approach
than the Taliban in the region.

The Soviet Union's withdrawal in 1989
caused a gradual fall of Najibullah, which
took only three more years to resist the mu-
jahideen's surge and fall in April 1992 [13, p.
156]. Once mujaheddin defeated their com-
mon enemy on the battlefield, they lost the
goal of uniting themselves under the shell of
an Islamic government [2, p. 78]. They started
fighting each other to gain power in Kabul,
which initiated a new era of civil war in Kabul.

The civil war did not result from a blood
feud or tribal rivalries. However, this resulted
from the division among Mujahideen’s divid-
ed parties funded by political-military fac-
tions in Pakistan [2, p. 98]. Mujahideen start-
ed abusing the population, engaging in rape
and pillage without any fear of punishment;
therefore, no fiction was able to establish ei-
ther political legitimacy or military hegemony,
which staged the Taliban and spread in such a
context [2, p. 72].

In the 1990s, the Taliban movement
emerged as an ultra-traditionalist network
of madrassa students, many of whom fought
on the frontlines in greater Kandahar against
the Soviets [14, p. 54]. The group came to be
known collectively as the Taliban, which means
«religious students» or «seekers of knowl-
edge» (Taliban is the plural of «Talib») since
most of them had religious training [15, p. 98].
Taliban religious ideology is a crude mixture of
Salafi Islam and traditionalism (Pashtunwali) [2,
p. 94]. The rise of the Taliban in Afghanistan is a
clear example of what Roy has called 'neo- fun-
damentalism’ following the crisis of the Islamist
political model [16, p. 18].

The attempt to enforce traditionalist stan-
dards — meaning prioritizing dispute resolution
and the cultivation of virtues resonant with rural
Pashtun life — in a diverse society, the original
Taliban sought to reject modernity itself [17, p.
317] as well as the attempt to mold informal
networks into the iron cage of a bureaucratic
state, was an exercise fraught with contradiction
[2, p. 94]. As rightly drawn down by Oliver Roy
(1990), by traditionalism, we mean the desire
to freeze society to conform to the memory of
what it once was: it is society as described by
our grandfathers. Taliban have been trying to
take Afghan society back to its origin by revers-
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ing the traditional decision-making process and
interpreting the Islamic religion in its very con-
ventional and extreme ways. Mullahs are push-
ing for the adoption of Shariah as opposed to
Pashtunwali [18, p. 83].

The Taliban groups were somewhat set
apart from the other mujahideen, partly be-
cause they observed specific rules and habits,
which some other fighters — in the rollicking
freedom of the times — considered too stren-
uous or perhaps too strenuous even ascetic.
Mujahideen affiliated with the comparatively
liberal Mahaz-e Milli party of Pir Gailani or
Rabbani’s Jamiat-e Islami say they viewed the
Taliban units as naysayers and too strict by far
[19, p. 81].

To conclude, Afghan political Islam move-
ments were the shadows of Islamic movements
in Egypt and the Indian subcontinent, which
were establishing social and political groups by
some individuals as a reaction to the abolition of
the caliphate in 1924 by Mustafa Kamal Ataturk,
the new world order, and Muslim backwardness
in various fields [1, p. 53].

At the end of the twentieth century, politi-
cal and cultural Islam took an upswing across
the Muslim world, successfully challenging
and ultimately unseating nationalism and
socialism as the primary sources of political
legitimacy, ideological mobilization, and cul-
tural identification [8, p. 121]. Furthermore,
the war against the Soviets had three conse-
quences: politicization, «Wahhabization,» and
the enlisting of a second generation of refu-
gees in Pakistani madrasa [20, p. 19].

The Muslim Brotherhood of Egypt and
Jamiat-e Islami of Mawdudi, known as pre-
decessors of Islamist movements, influenced
politics in Afghanistan after the 1960s [13, p.
88]. Hasan al-Banna’s moderate ideas spread
in the 1960s through the Afghanistan Muslim
Youth Organization’s leaders, who were edu-
cated in Al-Azhar and returned to the coun-
try with the influence of the Muslim Broth-
erhood’s ideas about Islam, government,
society, etc. Jamaat-e Islami of Mawdudi,
which formed in the Indian subcontinent in
1941, is another Islamic movement that influ-
enced Afghan Islamists [1, p. 9].

Mawdudi’s ideas about the Islamic govern-
ment became a basis for Afghan Islamists. Sayed
Qutb influenced Afghan Islamists, especially rad-
ical Islamists, through his ideas expressed in his
«ignorance» theory during the Afghan-Soviet
battle in the 1980s [5, p. 148]. To conclude, as
stated above, Afghanistan has a long history of
instability, political and tribal feuds, and foreign
invasions. However, political Islam has proved to
be one of the major players in destabilizing the
country in its recent history.
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The Return of the Taliban to Power

As landlocked, Afghanistan lies in the
heart of Asia. It links three major geographic
regions: the Indian subcontinent to the south-
east, central Asia to the north, and the Iranian
plateau to the West [2, p. 89]. Therefore, any
turmoil, conflict, or failing state scenario can
easily spill over to any of the regions it con-
nects, which can destabilize not only the Asian
continent but also threaten global security.
Whereases, after the withdrawal of the Soviet
forces in 1998, the Najib Government could
not stay longer than four years in power, and
the state failed to grab a successful transition
process from Soviet-backed government to a
new democratic structure run by Mujaheddin
and supported by international community
lead by USA; as Diego Cordovez (1995) writes
that the superpowers rivalry dominated the
Cold War world but not by the superpowers
where both superpowers treated Afghanistan
as a pawn in their global struggle. In addition,
Burnet Rubin (1995) extends the fact that the
main obstacle to civic order is not the culture
driven by ancient hatred but the weapons the
superpowers have provided.

Thomas Barfield (2010) explores that for
Afghanistan to be prosperous, it requires less
reliance on a Kabul government and more em-
phasis on the country's key regions, which was
a lost focus in the United States lead occupation
in the past two decades; this fact is supported
with William Dalrymple’s (2013) assessment as
he reiterates that in the historical perspective,
there are striking parallels between the twen-
ty-first-century occupation of Afghanistan and
that of 1839-1842. He noticed that despite a
dozen countries’ efforts and a thousand agen-
cies over a decade since 2001, the government
still needs to be fixed [21, p. 418].

It took two more years for the Taliban to
open an official political office in Doha, Qa-
tar, to engage with the United States in peace
negotiation; the Taliban opened their political
office in Doha on June 18, 2013 [22].

After the Trump administration, the full
implementation of the Taliban and the Unit-
ed States peace accord was considered by
the Biden Administration. This led to a failed
attempt at intra-Afghan negotiation, which
faced deadlock from the beginning of the
talks and could not achieve tangible results.

President Joseph Biden announced that
international forces would depart by the fall of
2021, which caused the failure of the intra-Af-
ghan negotiation and a military triumph for
the Taliban.Taliban started taking over the dis-
trict and provincial centers on August 10, and
within 11 days, on August 15, Kabul fell to the

Taliban; Ashraf Ghani escaped the country to
UAE. Therefore, the results that were planned
to be gained from a peacebuilding process in
Afghanistan were never achieved.

There were main factors in the Taliban's re-
turn to power in Afghanistan, but the literature
review found the following main causes of the
failure of the USA's peacebuilding efforts in Af-
ghanistan, which made the Taliban victorious
in their two-decade insurgency against the Re-
public of Afghanistan. They are as follows:

The existing literature has outlined several
factors that may negatively impact peacebuild-
ing mechanisms. However, the understanding
of the failure of the U.S. peacebuilding efforts
in Afghanistan remains limited. Because of
the dubious methods employed during mili-
tary action, the War on Terror has harmed the
moral standing of the West. For their efforts
to «permanently incapacitate Bin Laden and
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other al Qaeda leaders and their Taliban en-
ablers,» the USA, in particular, has paid a heavy
price [23, p. 586]. The West's «appetite for mil-
itary intervention» has decreased due to the
protracted military operations in Afghanistan
and their inability to accomplish the intended
goals. The U.S. population is growing opposed
to using military action in the future after
learning about some of the crimes committed
during the military intervention in Afghanistan.

Apart from all this, the study provided that
the peacebuilding efforts failed as the U.S.
needed to gain knowledge of local culture
and power dynamics and was, thus, unable
to gain the support of the local population.
Besides, local structures were not provid-
ed autonomy, and their role was minimal in
the peacebuilding process. Moreover, there
needed to be more effective mediation and
a long-term vision for the people of Afghani-
stan. As a result, the U.S. had to withdraw from
the region. The current study will guide future
leaders, bureaucrats, and other stakeholders
in managing the peace-keeping processes
and ensuring sustainable peace.

Conclusion

The complexity of the Afghan religious and
traditional status has depended on its actors
and their ideological inclination; historically,
Afghanistan is known for its tribal and con-
servative national norms, but due to foreign
invasions in past decades, it has empowered
the extremists’ ideological forces within the
country. Taliban's current ideological synthesis
seems to be a side effect of the domestic and
global Jihadi groups to the Soviet invasion and
the atrocities committed by the civil war par-
ties. Finally, it was embedded in the resistance
to the 21st century, the USA invasion.

Whereases, the segmentary characteristic
of the social and political lives within tribes, as
noticed by Ernest Gellner (1984), is not help-
ful to the Taliban's legitimation domestically;
therefore, they are a far more religious tradi-
tionalist than tribal traditionalist in the sense of
creating their governance strategy across the
country. Recently, Afghanistan’s ideological
and political divisions have been exacerbated
by the influence of the neighboring countries
(Pakistan, Iran, Russia, China, and India), each of
them playing both ideological and ethnic cards
in the context of a decade-long competition
of East-West through the numerous «regional
conflicts» from Afghanistan to Kashmir and the
Middle East.

How can we change the very nature of the
Taliban? It will take time, longer than what we
expect, to Change the Taliban, their nature of
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governance, and their very identity of funda-
mentalism and tribalism; therefore, continuous
engagement of the international community
with Taliban on different levels is highly sig-
nificant, issues like girls’ education, civil soci-
ety empowerment, the inclusive (participatory
and representative) government should be the
short-term objectives to be achieved through
means of diplomacy, meanwhile, empowering
Afghan political parties, tribal elders, Civil Soci-
ety, media, Ulema who believe in change should
be the priority of any empowerment decisions.
To be sure, such engagement is unlikely
to yield short- or even medium-term bene-
fits. Instead, international actors should take
a long-term approach by engaging with and
cultivating ties with religious networks — the
madrassas and sheiks that form the world from
which Haibatullah Akhunzade emerged and
from which he draws guidance. This transna-
tional network spans the Afghan-Pakistani bor-
der and is centered on Deobandi madrassas
and institutions of higher learning. There is a
diversity of opinion in these spaces, and sourc-
es here should be cultivated for potential en-
gagement. At the same time, this transnational
network remains the most poorly understood
aspect of the Taliban; hope for engagement
lies, first and foremost, in developing an ade-
guate understanding of this world and then in
identifying potential partners who can serve as
interlocutors to critical figures in Amir's retinue.
The facts of girls’ education or international
engagement are less important than who is de-
livering those facts, what relations of trust they
have, what authority they yield, and how these
facts are being framed. That means identify-
ing individuals from this transnational madrasa
world — Pashtun Deobandi Mawlawis and Sheiks.

Formation of Islamic Identity in Kazakhstani Society: Peculiarities, Universality and Dialogism

Abstract. The present article provides a comprehensive analysis of the dialogical potential of Islamic
identity in Kazakhstan, emphasizing the importance of tolerance and intercultural dialogue in modern
conditions. The novelty of the topic under study lies in the consideration of models of Islamic identity
compatible with the formed historical realities of a multi-confessional society, where the stability of identity
is conditioned by the stability of spiritual security and progressive spiritual development. Understanding
of what it means to be a Muslim, developing a model of Islamic identity that corresponds to the realities
of our country, is a task waiting to be solved. The objective of the study is to discuss the mechanisms for
preserving Kazakhstan's Islamic identity, to trace the importance in this context of the national concept
of cultural diversity, which acts as an axiological unit, fixed and assimilated during the national historical
and cultural development. The purpose of the study is to study the forms of existence of the domestic
model of Islamic identity, as well as ways of its preservation. The practical significance of this study lies
in the development of a scientific discourse aimed at solving the problem of creating an appropriate
model of Islamic identity viable in the conditions of secularism. The article uses the methods of Islamic
hermeneutics, religious typology, and Islamic comparative studies. The authors come to the conclusion
that the authenticity of the ethnic tradition is preserved through a conscious, purposeful conceptualization
of the domestic model of Islamic identity, commensurate with modern realities and consistent with the
historically determined moral and ethical guidelines of the Kazakh ethnic tradition.

The novelty of the work lies in its attempt to consider religion as a foun-
dation for studying national identity in Kazakhstan's multi-ethnic and
multi-confessional society. The research shows that since the collapse
of the USSR, the number of believers in the country has significantly
increased, as evidenced by the growth in the number of religious or-
ganizations and places of worship, along with changes in demographic
composition. The article highlights the influence of migration process-
es and the return of ethnic Kazakhs, which contributed to the increase
in the proportion of Muslims.

The study also addresses issues related to religious extremism, stress-
ing the importance of state policy in ensuring tolerance and neutrality.
Despite being a secular state, Kazakhstan has become an example of
interreligious dialogue. The authors conclude that religion continues
to play a key role in shaping national identity, particularly within the
context of Islamic traditions.

Introduction

Scholars studying nation-building,
national identity, and historical memory assert
that these processes are directly influenced
by the state of religion, language, national
traditions and customs, and affiliation with
specific ethnic groups. For Kazakhstan, the
question of building national identity and
shaping cultural memory is as relevant as the
country's economic development. Religion
may well serve as a fundamental pillar in the
formation of national identity. During the
years of independence, we have witnessed
rapid development of both traditional and
non-traditional religious denominations in
Kazakhstan. Significant momentum was given
to the construction of religious buildings,
which was also supported by the government
striving to maintain interreligious harmony
among Kazakhstani citizens. The clear growth
in the number of believers is evident across
the country in various religious groups.
Therefore, the relevance of this article is
obvious, and Kazakhstani scholars need to
continue studying this topic.

To date, a significant number of
academic articles have been published,
both in Kazakhstani journal databases and
international platforms such as SCOPUS and
other peer-reviewed scientific journals with
impact factors according to JSR data. The
conclusions drawn by domestic and foreign
researchers are reflected in this article.
However, the authors clarify that not all
previous works are represented in this article.

This article is an attempt to analyze the
experience of independent Kazakhstan
in terms of the development of religious
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denominations and to identify trends in
our society. The article uses secondary data
analysis based on the results of various
sociological studies conducted earlier. The
goal is to identify patterns and trends in
the religious landscape regarding religious
identity.

The novelty of this article lies in the
authors’ attempt to examine the state of
religion from the perspective of national
identity in Kazakhstani society. At the same
time, the authors acknowledge that this issue
requires further comprehensive and in-depth
study.

The article consists of the following
sections: research methodology, where the
goals and hypotheses of the article, as well as
limitations and opportunities, are outlined; the
method used for analyzing the collected data;
and the discussion section, where the data is
presented and analyzed, and conclusions are
drawn. This section also includes the results of
previous research by Kazakhstani and foreign
scholars.

Methodology

This article uses the results of sociological
studies conducted at various times during
the 2000s among Kazakhstani citizens
living in all regions of the country. The
sociological surveys were carried out by
different organizations, including government
agencies, private companies, and non-
governmental organizations. In addition to
these studies, statistical data sources from
government databases were also used.

The chosen method involves the secondary
use of previously collected research data. This
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method is optimally suited to the purpose of
this article, allowing for additional conclusions
to be drawn under resource constraints when
studying long-term trends.

The aim of this research is to identify trends
among the population that subsequently
define the religious identity of Kazakhstanis
by examining Kazakhstan's experience in the
development of religious conditions during
the years of independence. We hypothesize
that the number of believers in Kazakhstan is
increasing, based on the visible growth in the
construction of religious buildings.

At the first stage, the results of sociological
studies from various sources were collected.
The next step involved evaluating and
selecting the research that met the objectives
of the article, followed by finalizing the list of
selected studies.

In analyzing and writing the article, the
authors took into account potential limitations,
such as biases in the specialists conducting
the studies and the possible influence of
the study’s sponsor or commissioner on the
results. To maintain objectivity, census results
from 2009 and 2021 were used.

On the other hand, the advantage of
this method lies in the ability to conduct a
secondary analysis of data collected over
an extended period. The data obtained was
analyzed using statistical methods, where the
authors attempted to identify new patterns
and confirm existing hypotheses. The results
were interpreted considering  possible
limitations, as well as social and economic
changes that occurred during the period
of the sociological measurements. Ethical
standards, the confidentiality of the original
study participants, and the accuracy of source
citation were also considered during the
writing process.

Discussion

Religion is one of the key factors in
an individual's self-identification, along
with nationality, language, and culture,
determining a person'’s status in society. For
example, scholars assert that identity is linked
to a person’'s association with a particular
language, nationality, culture, religion,
or race [1, p. 16-17]. Moreover, religious
identity is considered the earliest form of
individual identification in human history,
forming the foundation of social and national
consciousness [2, p. 54 - 55].

Cultural, national, and religious identities
are fundamental characteristics of a state, as
discussed in the works of C. Lévi-Strauss [3],
P. Ricoeur [4], M. Foucault [5]. Identification

through national cultural tradition s
embedded in the discourse of ethno-national
and religious identity [6, p. 134-135].

In general, scholars agree that religion
is one of the key aspects of an individual's
self-identification and connection to a
specific society. In this context, religion
plays an important role in shaping societies
and individuals, with Kazakhstani society
developing multilayered discourses on religion
that encompass international, regional, and
national contexts [7].

Researchers are also convinced that
religious identity is a type of social identity,
viewed as a multilevel socio-psychological
phenomenon [8]. Religion contributes to the
formation of national identity, community, and
society. The institutionalization of religious
studies, rooted in Western academic traditions,
emphasizes the importance of religion for
societal survival, creating social order and
sacralizing social ties [9]. Religion, as an
ancient and important social phenomenon, is
considered to possess two key characteristics:
spirituality and organization [10]. Spirituality
refers to how religions deeply shape people’s
values, beliefs, and views, while organization
illustrates how religions play a key role
in group identification within a particular
society [11]. Religion is also a sociocultural
factor that can influence language use [12].
Studying religiosity in Kazakhstan is important
for understanding the dynamics of religious
changes in the post-secular era [13].

The great Kazakh scholar of the 18th
century, Shokan Walikhanov, the first to
study the ethnogenesis of the Kazakh people,
concluded that the history of any nation
should be studied through the lens of its
religion and beliefs [14]. The collapse of the
Soviet Union, along with its restrictions on
religion and religious practices, marked the
beginning of nation-building in Kazakhstan
on a confessional basis. Islam became one of
the key factors in national revival during the
development of society in all spheres - social,
economic, and political [15].

The transition from socialism to a market
economy contributed to the process of de-
ideologization, where, along with achieving
ideological pluralism, there was a growing
desire  to understand new meaningful
strategies and to search for diverse identities,
including worldview-based ones [16]. Modern
socio-humanitarian studies of the Kazakh
mentality indicate that religion/non-religion
and religious identity significantly influence
the lifestyle choices of an increasing number
of Kazakhstanis [17].

Despite independent Kazakhstan being
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a secular state, the government has not
restricted religious freedom. After the collapse
of the Soviet Union, religious pluralism
flourished in Kazakh society. Representatives
of other ethnic groups, such as Russians,
Ukrainians, Germans, and Koreans, further
increased the country’s religious diversity. The
growth of other religions in Kazakhstan can
be attributed to factors such as the country’s
diverse ethnic and confessional makeup, the
resurgence of interest in religion after the
collapse of the Soviet Union, and the relatively
liberal and secular governance model adopted
in the country [18].

However, leaders of the newly independent
post-Soviet countries have refrained from
making radical decisions regarding religion, as
under the atheist Soviet regime, religion was
relegated to the periphery and became part
of culture. As a result, during the Soviet era,
certain stereotypes and worldviews regarding
religion developed within the population.
Therefore, people were not ready for religious
freedom amid the socio-economic crisis [19].

Nevertheless, Kazakhstan's government
policy on religion has been cautious and
balanced. Three key principles of the
government’s religious policy stand out:
neutrality, tolerance, and parity [20]. Thus, in
Kazakh society, one can observe the rapid
development of Islam, even though members
of different religions are provided with the
conditions necessary to follow their own faith
[21].

Many researchers believe that a religious
crisis is occurring in Western countries with
Christian civilizations, as religious disbelief
is one of the fastest-growing worldviews,
especially in the West. Many people deny
the existence of God, and non-believers have
become the fourth largest group globally after
Christians, Muslims, and Hindus, likely due to
higher levels of social and individual security
[22]. Kazakhstan, in turn, demonstrates a

«religious  revival», encompassing both
traditional  religions  (Islam,  Buddhism,
Christianity, Judaism) and non-traditional

religious movements [23].

In the multi-confessional and multicultural
Kazakhstan, which is located at the crossroads
of different civilizational worlds and is both
potentially and actually involved in the
process of globalization, it is important not
only to find but also to affirm and preserve a
unique identity. Over the years of sovereignty,
the process of self-identification has unfolded
in the understanding of the place and role
of religious traditions in general and Islamic
tradition in particular [24].

A review of studies shows that religion
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plays a key role in personal self-identification,
nation-building, and the development of
national spirit. This is a crucial factor for
countries that gained independence after
the collapse of the USSR, where atheism had
previously dominated state policy. Specifically,
in Kazakhstan, since the declaration of
independence, despite the challenging
situation for the young country and the
government’s cautious approach to religion,
there has been a rapid growth in religious
organizations.

Results

Since  gaining  independence, the
proportion of the population identifying as
believers has increased, as shown by various
sociological studies conducted at different
times. This trend is attributed to several factors.
For instance, during Kazakhstan’s time as part
of the Soviet Union, religion was practically
banned, expressing one's religious affiliation
was not encouraged, religious buildings
were not constructed, and religious literature
was barely published. Overall, all religious
denominations experienced a «stagnation».
After independence, religious buildings
began to be actively constructed, including
those supported by the government, and
foreign religious missionaries from various
denominations flooded into Kazakhstan.
The ethnic composition also changed after
independence. Slavic and other ethnic
groups migrated from the country, while
ethnic Kazakhs returned to Kazakhstan. This
fact subsequently influenced the religious
composition of the country.

Several sociological studies were conducted
at different times by various research
organizations. The results of all the studies
presented below indicate that, starting from
the 2000s, the proportion of those considering
themselves religious has increased.

For example, the World Values Survey
conducted two sociological surveys in
Kazakhstan in 2011 and 2018 [25]. The
sociological research, conducted 7 years apart,
showed the following: 21.5% of respondentsin
2011 considered religion very important, and
by 2018, 28.7% of respondents felt the same.
In 2011, 33.5% answered «rather important»,
compared to 35.5% in 2018. Conversely, the
responses indicating that «religion is not
important» decreased in 2018 compared
to 2011. In 2018, 24.3% of Kazakhstanis
said religion was not important, down from
33.6% in 2011. Responses stating «religion
is completely unimportant» decreased from
11.4% in 2011 to 8.9% in 2018.
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Other interesting results came from
sociological studies conducted in 2003, 2007,
and 2009 [26]. The results showed that 38.7%,
77.3%, and 83.3% of respondents considered
themselves religious in 2003, 2007, and 2009,
respectively, indicating that the proportion
of believers increased by 44.6%, or 2.2 times,
in 6 years. This study also established that
Kazakhs and Uzbeks are the most religious.
Among the respondents, active believers were
32.2% and 38% among Uzbeks in 2007 and
20009, respectively, and 11.8% and 28% among
Kazakhs in 2007 and 2009, respectively.

The U.S. Embassy in Kazakhstan mentioned
in its report on the religious situation in
the country that in 2019, the share of non-
believers and atheists was 18.8% of the
population (data derived from a sociological
study) [27].

Sociological studies commissioned by the
authorized body in the field of religious activity
regulation in 2019 showed that 92.8% of the
population considered themselves believers,
with the majority adhering to Islam (70.2%)
and 26% to Orthodoxy. However, these figures
vary across different regions, with some areas
showing a decrease in the proportion of
believers. For example, in North Kazakhstan,
59.8% identified as believers, 52.5% in East
Kazakhstan, and 44.5% in Pavlodar region [28].

In addition to sociological research
indicating a growing number of believers,
census data from Kazakhstan in 2009 and
2021 showed that the number of believers
is decreasing slightly, but not significantly. In
2009, 70.2% of the population were believers,
compared to 69.3% in 2021. At the same time,
there were 11.2 million Muslims in 2009 and
13.2 million in 2021, representing a growth of
2 million. Christians numbered 4.1 million in
2009 and 3.2 million in 2021, a decrease of 1
million. It is interesting to note that the 2009
and 2021 censuses revealed that Muslims are
more prevalent among rural residents, while
Christians are more common among urban
residents [29].

The census also showed that the majority
of Muslims follow the Hanafi school of
Sunni Islam, with fewer adherents to Shia
Islam, Sufism, and the Ahmadiyya Muslim
Community.

These data clearly show an increase in the
proportion of the population identifying as
religious. Another factor influencing this trend
is the construction of religious buildings, the
arrival of missionaries—mainly Christian—
from abroad, and the overall spread of
different global religious movements.

Statistics clearly illustrate how quickly the
number of religious associations and places

of worship increased. In 1989, there were
671 religious associations representing 30
denominations in the country. By 1996, this
number had grown to 1,503, and by 2003,
there were more than 5,000 associations
representing 62 denominations. In 2009,
there were 3,129 places of worship, including
2,229 mosques, 258 Orthodox churches, 93
Catholic churches, 6 synagogues, and over
500 Protestant churches and prayer houses.
By 2013, the number of places of worship had
reached 3,244, with 2,320 mosques [30].

Currently, according to the Committee for
Religious Affairs of the Ministry of Culture and
Information of the Republic of Kazakhstan, there
are 3,961 registered religious organizations
representing 18 denominations in the country:
2,813 Islamic, 347 Orthodox, 93 Catholic, 593
Protestant, 61 Jehovah's Witnesses, 23 New
Apostolic Churches, 13 Krishna Consciousness
Society, 7 Jewish, 6 Baha'i, 2 Buddhist, 2 Church
of Jesus Christ of Latter-day Saints (Mormons),
and 1 Unification Church (Moonies). There
are also 3,753 places of worship, including
2,824 mosques, 301 Orthodox temples, 115
Catholic churches, 421 Protestant prayer
houses, 56 Jehovah's Witnesses prayer houses,
24 New Apostolic Church prayer houses, 6
synagogues, 2 Baha'i prayer houses, 3 Krishna
Consciousness Society prayer houses, and 1
Buddhist temple [31].

An important aspect of Kazakhstan's
religious identity is the increase in the
proportion of Muslim believers, which is
closely related to changes in the country's
demographic composition during
independence. Since 1991, the proportion of
the Kazakh ethnic group has increased, while
the proportion of Slavic and other ethnic
groups has decreased due to emigration.
From 1991 to 2016, approximately 1 million
ethnic Kazakhs migrated to Kazakhstan from
abroad [32].

According to the 2019 census, Kazakhs
made up 70.18% of the population [33], while
in 1989, they made up 39.7% [34] and in
1999, 53.4% [35]. This data clearly shows that
the proportion of Kazakhs in the population
has steadily increased, as has the difference
between religious denominations.

A 2016 sociological study by the
Association of Sociologists and Political
Scientists of Kazakhstan (ASP), supported by
the Soros Foundation Kazakhstan, showed that
71% of respondents considered themselves
religious, with the majority identifying with
Islam (76.2%) and 19.2% with Orthodoxy [36].

Despite the high percentage of religious
people, Kazakhstan remains a secular state,
as outlined in the 1995 Constitution of the
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Republic of Kazakhstan, which declares that
Kazakhstan is a secular state where religion
and the state are separated. Article 5 of the Law
of the Republic of Kazakhstan «On Freedom
of Religion and Religious Associations» (1992)
also affirms this principle [37]. Throughout
the years of independence, the government
has built a secular state, refraining from
openly supporting any particular religious
denomination. At the same time, the state
has not restricted the activities of religious
groups in constructing places of worship,
disseminating religious literature, or allowing
foreign missionaries to come to Kazakhstan.

Kazakhstan has also gained unique
experience in building a dialogue platform for
leaders of world and traditional religions. The
Congress of Leaders of World and Traditional
Religions was first convened in 2003 on
the initiative of former President Nursultan
Nazarbayev. Official sources declare that the
Congress's goal is to provide a platform for
dialogue and to make coordinated decisions
with the establishment of a permanent
institution in this field [38]. This platform
has not only improved Kazakhstan's image
internationally but also positively influenced
interfaith dialogue within the country.

However, Kazakhstan has also faced tragic
moments related to the spread of extremist
Islamic views. Some experts believe that the
government failed to pay proper attention
to these processes until 2011, which led to a
series of terrorist attacks on law enforcement
and civilians in Almaty, Taraz, and Aktobe
in 2011 and 2012. After these events,
the government revised its approach to
regulating the activities of Islamic movements
in Kazakhstan, leading to a decline in religious
tensions and a re-evaluation of Islam as a
religion historically opposed to extremist
views, as such views contradict Kazakhstan's
national traditions and customs, as well as the
tenets of Islam [39].

Conclusions

Religion occupies a central place in the
process of personal self-identification, serving
as an important factor alongside language,
culture, and nationality. It is one of the oldest
forms of identity, which has historically
contributed to the development of social and
national consciousness. In the modern world,
religion continues to play a significant role in
maintaining social order, shaping values and
beliefs, and fostering collective identity.

This is particularly evident in countries that
gained independence after the collapse of
the Soviet Union, such as Kazakhstan. Under
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Soviet atheism, religion was marginalized
in public life, but with the attainment of
independence, a «religious revival» has
taken place. Islam has become a key factor in
shaping national spirit and identity, alongside
the active development of other traditional
and non-traditional religions. Kazakhstan’s
model of state religious policy, based on the
principles of neutrality, tolerance, and parity,
has contributed to preserving the multi-
confessional and multicultural nature of
society, ensuring harmonious relations among
diverse ethnic and religious groups.

The study has led to several conclusions
regarding religious identity in Kazakhstan:

During the period of independence,
various religions (both traditional and new
to Kazakhstan) developed rapidly, with most
of the population considering themselves
believers, and the percentage of non-believers
remaining insignificant.

Due to demographic trends and Kazakh
national culture, Islam predominates among
the population compared to other traditional
denominations.

The establishment of Kazakhstan as
a secular state and the lack of proper
government oversight regarding the spread
of Islamic movements led to the emergence
of extremist groups.

Overall, religious and national identity in
Kazakhstan is increasingly centered around
