Introduction

It is known that every nation in the world
has its own mentality of thinking. However,
as a result of the conflict of civilizations that
has occurred in history over time, the culture
of thinking of many peoples, the traditions
of national thinking have undergone chang-
es and in some cases were in crisis. Due to
the great conservative ideology and political
tension, the identity of the nation has disap-
peared.

Including in our Kazakh society, there are
many shocks in the depths of centuries. There
is another reason why the traditions of think-
ing of the Kazakh nation have undergone
many changes in the waves of history and
are almost doomed as a society. In particular,
due to the Marxist-Leninist ideology under
the Soviet government, the national culture
of being and thinking was undermined, and
the Kazakh community broke with its tradi-
tions. Having lost religion, the understand-
ing of God also began to disappear. For this
reason, the Kazakhs have moved away from
their long-standing customs and refrained
from customs. After all, the traditions and ar-
tistic culture of the Kazakh community were
in direct contact with religion. The worldview
of the Kazakh people, who managed to com-

bine the national mentality with Islam, was a
religion. However, the pace of atheistic prov-
ocation and false ideology has not spared
this either. Religion was opium, and religious
topics were completely restricted.

These unrest affected both education
and science. Both in the Soviet period and
in modern Russian science, many distortions
occurred. As for this from the point of view of
philosophy based on the culture of thinking.
The problem is related to the concept. Phi-
losophy is not mentioned in the Kazakh worl-
dview or in the traditions of national thinking.
Because philosophy is completely unrelated
to religion, which was mentioned above.
There is no place for religion in philosophy.
It does not consider religion as knowledge.
In this context, philosophy is a Western-style
way of thinking. That is, a tradition of think-
ing based on a Christian worldview. However,
unfortunately, now this concept is not rec-
ognized in society. Therefore, the concept of
philosophy is alien to the Kazakh culture of
thinking. The Kazakhs have a falsafa. There
is a tradition of falsafic thinking. In falsafa,
on the contrary, all philosophical ideas and
categories developed on the basis of Islamic
conditions and Muslim worldview. This is a
separate topic in itself...

The interaction between Islamic teach-
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ings and Turkic cultural heritage forms the
foundation of the Kazakh community’s phil-
osophical perspective. This worldview was
shaped in large part by the synthesis of
classical Islamic philosophy with the ethical
and spiritual requirements of nomadic civi-
lizations by thinkers like Ahmad Yasawi and
Al-Farabi. Their writings placed a strong em-
phasis on moral principles that are still es-
sential to the Kazakh viewpoint, such as jus-
tice, wisdom, and togetherness. Furthermore,
the oral traditions of Kazakh culture - such
as zhyrau compositions, proverbs, and epic
poetry - were important means of commu-
nicating existential and philosophical ideas.
In-depth discussions of life, death, and the
relationship between humans and environ-
ment were covered in works like the epic
Korkyt Ata.

The Kazakh worldview has always been
based on religion. Islam, which spread over
the area throughout the Turkic-Islamic era,
blended well with pre-Islamic practices such
as Tengriism and shamanism. This combina-
tion produced a distinctive philosophical per-
spective that emphasized spiritual fulfillment
and collective responsibility while viewing
the divine as present in the natural world. The
concept that moral conduct and peace with
others are manifestations of deeper meta-
physical truths is reflected in Kazakh philos-
ophy, which frequently incorporates spiritu-
ality into everyday life. The Kazakh people’s
worldview was significantly impacted by their
nomadic way of life. Since the nomadic way
of life saw humans as a part of nature rather
than its conqueror, harmony with nature was
a major concept. Tengriism, in which the sky
(Tengri) is regarded as a divine force direct-
ing human existence, is an example of this.
The wide steppes, which stand for freedom,
influenced Kazakh ideas of individuality and
liberty, which were balanced within a robust
social structure.

In addition, Kazakh philosophy places a
strong emphasis on moral and practical val-
ues that guide both private and public life.
In the old clan-based governance system,
leaders, or biys, served as both judges and
philosophers, symbolizing the fundamental
values of justice and equality. In addition, Ka-
zakh folklore and ancient sayings reflect the
moral foundation of Kazakh culture, which
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was based on respect for elders, personal
honor, and caring for younger generations.
Through contact with nearby philosophical
traditions, the Kazakh worldview evolved. Ka-
zakh concepts were supplemented by Islamic
thinking from Central Asia and Persia, partic-
ularly in the areas of metaphysics and eth-
ics. Marxist-Leninist philosophy, which was
established during the Soviet era, attempted
to substitute materialist and collectivist ide-
als with traditional Kazakh values.

The emphasis on respect for
the environment and community cohesion
strikes a deep chord with global issues like
social harmony and sustainable develop-
ment. To preserve this legacy in a contem-
porary setting, efforts must be made to res-
urrect and incorporate classical philosophical
ideas into cultural policy and education.

The integration of existence and identi-
ty, where individual and collective harmony
are intricately entwined, is one of the central
ideas in Kazakh philosophy. Social relation-
ships are shaped by moral behavior, which is
dictated by values like justice (adaldyk), hon-
or (ar), and respect (uzat). In addition, Kazakh
philosophy places a strong emphasis on in-
tegrating traditional knowledge with mod-
ern concepts, learning from the past while
adjusting to current difficulties. In addition
to reflecting the history and identity of the
Kazakh people, this rich philosophical heri-
tage provides insightful guidance on how to
handle current and upcoming world issues.



Methodology

The uniqueness and specificity of the
study of Kazakh philosophy lies in the con-
sideration of the national type of philosoph-
ical study in a holistic form and the most
comprehensive study of the formation of
Turkic and Kazakh philosophy. The idea of
searching for a national type of philosophi-
cal study is realized through research using
reconstructive and hermeneutic approaches,
a comparison of Turkic-Islamic and Kazakh
spiritual teachings opens up opportunities
for a new look at the ethical views of Ka-
zakh thinkers. For modern Kazakhstan, in the
transition to a new stage of its development,
the above is important, since the problem of
internal, spiritual self-determination of the
nation is moving forward already in the his-
torical period when it embarked on the path
of modern industrial and innovative develop-
ment. Therefore, the results of the study can
be effectively used in various fields of hu-
manities and public practice and for the most
harmonious strengthening of interethnic and
interreligious relations, interfaith relations in
Kazakh society.

By identifying methodological, historical
and philosophical foundations, it is possible
to form a general conceptual orientation of
the study. A modern acute problem is the
study of the history of the formation and
development of the philosophical thought
of the Kazakh people and the definition of
its new scientific and theoretical foundations.
All Turkic-speaking peoples are experienc-
ing similar scientific problem situations at
the present stage. Of course, it is known that
others do not perform scientific tasks con-
cerning our own spiritual values. In addition,
we should choose only those from our atti-
tude to the traditional world that correspond
to a deeper humanistic understanding of the
modern world. It is necessary to conduct a
systematic hermeneutic and comparative
philosophical analysis of our ancient spiritual
and cultural heritage. In the course of writing
the article, the works of our domestic scien-
tists were used: M. Orynbekov, A. Kasabekov,
G. Yesim, Zh. Altaev.

Falsafic Worldview of the Kazakh Community

Main part

Ideological foundations of the Kazakh
community. In turn, the philosophy of the Ka-
zakh nation is a natural part of another world
folk philosophy. The main meaning of the
concept of Kazakh philosophy is the philoso-
phy of the Kazakh nation. There are two dif-
ferent opinions on this issue. The first of them
is philosophy, natural sciences, which means
that there is no national philosophy. The sec-
ond opinion, in any case, is determined by
the national (linguistic) specifics of philoso-
phy» [1, p. 182]. The national philosophy of
the Kazakh community originates from time
immemorial and, despite some difficulties
that took place in its history, had a special
impact on the spiritual development of the
Kazakh people, on the growth of the tradi-
tional culture of thinking. The historical roots
of Kazakh philosophy lie mainly in Eastern
philosophy, including Arab-Muslim philoso-
phy. It is known that in the story, at the junc-
tion of civilizations, the dispute arose mainly
between Western and Eastern culture and
philosophy. Representatives of Western phi-
losophy adhered to the one-sided principle
of Eastern culture. This was said by M. Oryn-
bekov: «a distinctive feature of the history of
the former world philosophy from modern
problems is that at that time Eurocentrism
prevailed in the West. He exaggerated the
Western solution too much so that Eastern
philosophy could not get its assessment at
all. Similarly, Eastern culture throughout the
entire period had only the same philosophy.
Accordingly, they were irrationalism, ide-
alism and pessimism»[2, p.125]. Of course,
we cannot say that this is a true statement.
Because philosophy, culture and civilization
developed in the East not in one direction,
but in each direction. This development was
also a prerequisite for the rapid development
of Eastern values, education and science and,
in turn, proved that the East is also an inde-
pendent civilization with its own history and
traditional culture of thinking. Kazakh philos-
ophy, consisting mainly of the traditions of
Oriental thinking, is also a science today, rich
in the peculiarities of its historical develop-
ment and national philosophical ideas.

The premise of the emergence of Kazakh
philosophy is based on the Kazakh nation-
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al worldview. “There is no people without a
worldview, the people itself is a reflection,
proof and reality of the ideological consol-
idation of people. The question is whether
the worldview of this people has become the
subject of philosophy or not, at what level
and in what ways it has been implemented,
if so?". Considering the Kazakh philosophy,
we should pay attention to this question. Ac-
cordingly, as a natural and historical path of
national, folk worldview, the above question
should be considered in connection with the
word, oratory of the Kazakh people.

They are especially often found in psalms
and epics, legends and fairy tales. We know
that the main source of folklore is myth.
Myth, in turn, is the oldest and most wide-
spread form of philosophical and religious
thought. According to the myth: «the exis-
tence of man, the time of his existence un-
fold eternally, in the world space, plastically,
sometimes in a classified sense; the names
of God, Allah were considered a kind of di-
vine power, and the rituals corresponding to
the worship of them themselves were gen-
eralized in a ritual context; the systematic
content and essence of day and night are
constantly repeated. In addition, the space of
being was a sign capable of protecting life,
being a help for the soul and body of a per-
son. Such a ritual consciousness was able to
find its own analysis and support in religion «
[3, p-233]. This is how the original worldviews
of the Kazakh community developed.

In general, Kazakh mythology, the source
of the Kazakh folk mythological heritage is
considered in the Turkic worldview. Despite
the fact that there is a systematic research
work on the mythology of the ancient Turkic
world, its axiological and cultural side has not
been fully studied. «Mythological fairy tales,
tales about zoos, realistic fairy tales had a
special influence on the emergence of Kazakh
philosophy and worldview. They originated
in ancient times, when man did not fully as-
similate the secrets of nature. The ideological
specificity of the widespread legends and fairy
tales of the Kazakh community is that they al-
ways put a person in the first place» [4, p.25].

The ancient Kazakh worldview developed
mainly in a multi-vector way and made up the
spiritual heritage of the multifactor. Never-
theless, it is worth noting that this multi-vec-
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tor system is in its infancy, assessing it as a
spiritual and historical turn that takes place at
different rates at some levels. The reason for
this is that we immediately consider Kazakh
philosophy as a model of national conscious-
ness or national history. Therefore, when it
comes to the development of the thinking
field of the Kazakh people, their educational
activities are not considered from a historical
point of view, but acquire social significance.

The main features of the Kazakh folk phi-
losophy A. Nysanbayev and T. Abzhanov sys-
tematize as follows: «1. the origin of the no-
madic form of life; 2. the most fundamental in
Kazakh philosophy was the problem of man;
3. Human life was considered in the world of
space and time of the Great Native land; 4.
social contradictions in the ancient nomadic
people manifested less often, propagandiz-
es the concept of justice built on equality; 5.
considers it a duty to put honor above ca-
reer and wealth and puts satisfaction with
humanity in the first place; 6. more attention
was paid to the interests of the country than
to the interests of identity; 7. prefers to con-
sider heroism and Heroism a great virtue; 8.
considers everyday life a joy, a wedding 10.
respectful attitude to elders, friendly attitude
to the younger, respectful attitude to parents
as the basic rule decency» [5, p.13].

It follows from this that, firstly, the spec-
ificity of the Kazakh worldview and philoso-
phy is that it has nothing to do with domina-
tion over the world, over nature, over oneself.
Again, he has become an integral part of this
nature. If we take into account that the Ka-
zakh community in ancient times adhered to
a nomadic culture, then the Kazakhs had an
understanding of the mysteries of nature and
the existence of the world. Secondly, national
values occupy a special place in the ancient
Kazakh culture and traditions. Kazakh philos-
ophy is based on such qualities as humanity,
conscience, faith, honor, humanity, heroism,
freedom. Thanks to such qualities and world-
view, the Kazakh «identity» was formed. «Be-
ing itself (identity) means one of the driving
forces of history, the vital core of culture, the
cultural core of science, the progressive prin-
ciple of the development of society».

And the concept of specificity, which is
close to this concept, is applied in accor-
dance with traditions, spiritual heritage and



behavior of people and shows special activity
in determining the peculiar qualitative specif-
ics of society. Thus, Kazakhs are formed and
developed from such goals as being, Being
a person and remaining a country, customs
that connect the consciousness of a genera-
tion with their native land, and tasks that con-
sider national traditions the main value. The
Kazakh people are a historically formed na-
tion, a people with a high cultural and social
status, who have long lived in their vast area,
on the land of Kazakhstan. This folk creature
animates the Kazakh image. Therefore, a dis-
tinctive feature of Kazakh philosophy from
the philosophy of the peoples of the world
is the high position of the above-mentioned
national spiritual values.

Despite the fact that the ideological or-
igins and social orientation of the Kazakh
worldview were permeated by Eastern civili-
zation and culture, the cultural and historical
continuation of the spiritual development of
the people is systemic and not fully definable.
Considering that civilization existed in the East
before the West, its historical state and influ-
ence on the Kazakh worldview are ignored.

The ideological beginning and the history
of the development of Kazakh philosophy. The
history of Kazakh philosophy is one of the
most important components of the history of
the people. It reflects the process of scientific
knowledge and the ideological search of the
people, rich tarikhs and the originality of na-
tional thinking. Kazakh philosophy is a great
foundation and methodological tool for a
comprehensive understanding of the history
of our people. It is closely related to other
forms of social consciousness. Therefore, if it
is systematically studied and comprehend-
ed, it is possible to understand the history,
political ideology, art, literature, moral prin-
ciples, religiosity of Kazakh science. The Ka-
zakh philosophy associated with the national
liberation movement of the people is distin-
guished not only by its scientific value, but
also by its high civic qualities, contribution to
the search for directions for achieving social
justice and fruitful achievements.

In the history of the development of Ka-
zakh philosophy, there are features that dif-
fer from the philosophy of other peoples.
They are based on the results of the social
development of the Kazakh people. Russian

history does not belong to the classical mod-
el of social development. Because it devel-
oped from primitive communal construction
directly to feudalism, and from it, in turn, to
capitalism, and not according to socialism. It
follows from this that, as is now known, this
was a historical mistake. The totalitarian sys-
tem, which literally retreated in the process
of human development, plunged the tradi-
tions of philosophical thinking into the abyss.
Feudal relations dominated the Kazakh land
for several centuries. Although the develop-
ment of capitalism developed somewhat at
the beginning of the XX century, criticism
stopped. Such social features will necessarily
affect the formation of all public conscious-
nesses, including philosophical ones. Kazakh
philosophy is the main part of the cultural
achievements of the Kazakh people, as well
as a legitimate continuation. Kazakh culture
in different periods of history had some con-
nection with the culture of the main coun-
tries, receiving indirect or direct energy from
them. The influence from the outside left its
contribution to the internal interests of the
Kazakh culture, its historical necessity, in
what issues it needs. That is why these fea-
tures offered Kazakh philosophical thinking
its own national tradition and direction.

In general, the question of where to start
the history of Kazakh philosophy remains
very controversial. The famous scientist, Pro-
fessor A. Kasabek in his work «historical and
philosophical cognition» conducts a meth-
odological analysis of Kazakh philosophy:
«philosophy of the Middle Ages, philosophy
of the Khanate, philosophy of the butting
era, philosophy of the twentieth century « [6,
p.16]. Professor S. Nurmuratov in his article
«the state and trends in the development of
Kazakh philosophy» quotes: «Kazakh philo-
sophical thinking has a centuries-old history.
It consists of large periods known for their
distinctive characteristics, such as:

- the Turkic period of awareness of being.
Before the XV century;

- worldview under the Kazakh Khanate.
XV-XVIII centuries;

- philosophical views of Kazakh enlight-
eners. XIX century;

- The worldview of the Kazakh intelligen-
tsia of the early XX century;

- modern professional Kazakh philoso-
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phy. From the middle of the XX century to
the present day.

M. Orynbekov in his work «spiritual con-
solidation of the Kazakhs» traces the desire
of the ancient Kazakhs or tribes, who are the
spiritual heirs of the Kazakhs, to trace the
roots of our modern worldview concepts, up
to the traditional customs and worldviews of
tribal unions.

Analyzing the above stages, we do not
know an unambiguous answer to the ques-
tion at what time the Kazakh philosophy
began to form. Each stage is different. The
famous scientist, abaiologist, Professor Gar-
ifolla Esim ustaz connects the history of Ka-
zakh philosophy with the creation of Kazakh
history, Kazakh ethnos, Kazakh state. «In
the XV century, Kazakh tribes led by Kerey
and Zhanibek sultans separated from the
Ak Horde and under the banner of the Ka-
zakh Khanate on the site of Kozybasy along
the Shu. Since then, the concept of «Kazakh
country» has been formed, according to
which the country consciousness has also
been formed,» says Garifolla Yesim in his
writings. That is, after the formation of the
country consciousness, accordingly, our
worldview went into a new direction. Nation-
al values began to be sorted, enriched with
new content, acquire a distinctive and spe-
cific character. Now we have moved from the
imperial thinking of the times of the ancient
Turks and even later of the Golden Horde to
our own national thinking.

Thus, the Kazakh community rose to the
stage of history in the XV century. In this
context, Garifolla Yesim believes that Kazakh
philosophy should begin from this period.
He argues that Kazakh philosophy should
begin with the existential creativity of Asan
grief kaigy and ideological problems in the
works of Muhammad Haidar.

Based on the above historical data, we
can say that the features of the historical
development of Kazakh philosophy, the
ideological source of the beginning of our
national philosophy is the legendary Scyth-
ian Anacharsis, according to Plato, one of
the seven great Greek scientists who lived
in the VIl century BC from the sacred Kazakh
steppes, and then in the XI-XIll centuries. In
the noble heritage, philosophical worldview
of great philosophers-scientists, such as
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Al-Farabi, Jusup Balasagun, Ahmet Yassawi,
Mahmoud Kashgari, Ahmet lugineki, Sulei-
man Bakirgani, who lived in the period from
XV to XVIII centuries. the development of
philosophical thought of the second half of
the XIX century, in the philosophical thought
of the enlighteners.

Kazakh reality is characterized by wisdom
in a non-philosophical form. That is why,
through these great scientists, through their
rich heritage, which they passed on to subse-
quent generations, to invest in laying the cor-
nerstone of Kazakh philosophy, to develop it
through scientific research. From this point
of view, these thinkers, poets and zhyraus —
they all expressed the idea of the objective
phenomena of the time in which they lived,
created the structure of the socio-political,
cultural and, ultimately, philosophical system
of thinking of the Kazakh people at different
levels, but in general within the framework of
the trend towards half-development.

Conclusion

The study of the philosophical and pub-
lic opinion of the Kazakh people began from
the beginning of the XX century. But in these
studies, the superficial and superficial ap-
proach prevailed. And in the works written
from the point of view of Marxist-Leninist
methodology, a special place was given to
class reductionism and the party principle. In
the end, they led to the distortion of the his-
tory of philosophy for ideological purposes.
And this direction has had a negative impact
on the development of science. The period of
domination of socialist consciousness in the
traditional Kazakh society, which was under
the ideological influence of a foreign coun-
try, separated the people from cultural iden-
tity. This led to the formation of false ideals
and stereotypes alien to the inner superficial
world.

The growth of consciousness of the popu-
lation, the collapse of the totalitarian empire,
the creation of young independent states,
new forms of philosophical thinking contrib-
ute in many ways to a deep and meaningful
disclosure of the integrity and characteristics
of humanity, the differences of friendship and
disunity, the historical realities of the insep-
arable directions of the destinies of peoples.



In this sense, we must show the world com-
munity the deep and profound philosophical
thoughts of the Kazakh people, their true na-
ture and characteristic culture. On the way to
realizing this goal, it is necessary to take a crit-
ical attitude to many long-established, con-
tradictory concepts and principles, and pro-
pose a path of new methodological solutions.

Kazakh philosophy has not yet entered
the philosophical system of the peoples of
the world. The reason is that philosophical
knowledge about the national wise thoughts
of the people, about wise people, has not
been formed fundamentally and thoroughly.
The ontological content of wisdom has not
turned into knowledge. Now this drawback
disappears. Ignorance of Kazakh philosophy
as knowledge becomes for every intellectu-
al a disadvantage in his knowledge. After all,
the philosophy of the nation was the main
channel of its spiritual world. For this reason,
Kazakhs have a philosophy or not, this is not
a scientific question, but a question concern-
ing human culture. Every nation has its own
rule of thinking and its own philosophy. The
guestion is, how can we first recognize it,
how can we become an object of science, in
other words, how can we first determine who
we are and show others, that's the problem.

Understanding your being is a very nec-
essary position for our integrity, our inde-
pendence. First of all, it is the ancient histo-
ry of the philosophy of the Kazakh people,
various stages of formation and ethno-cul-
tural trends. These questions were selected
by representatives of each specialist in their
own way, sometimes with interruptions. Ka-
zakh philosophy has a broad, theoretically
unexplored character, natural-historical char-
acter, socio-psychological significance, artis-
tic and philosophical level as a special trend,
ideological aspect. From this point of view,
it is not difficult to understand that Kazakh
philosophy is a mature level of the philos-
ophy of the Kazakh people, a later mature
stage. Kazakh philosophy is an expression
of the spiritual and cultural independence of
the country and the spiritual support of the
internal unity of the Kazakh community.

It is also known that it is an integral part
of the world philosophy that has developed
over the centuries in the history of mankind.
Everyone knows that until yesterday, all issues

related to this topic were under close supervi-
sion. Because those who adhered to socialism
were concentrated around only one commu-
nist idea, denying all concepts in a different
sense that did not correspond to it, thought
the same for all people. It is even true that the
society, which has moved to the actions of re-
searchers dealing with this topic, hastened to
give superficial assessments of what they call
“raising the flag of nationalism.”

Because of this ideological nebula, it is
known how many years the works of thinkers
who brought their wise statements in various
spiritual depths to the masses were carried
out on the stage of history, without receiving
wide dissemination in society and without
receiving their assessments in the form of
scientific research. The study of the problems
of the past of Kazakh culture, its deep spir-
itual folds and realities, contradictions and
prospects of the modern cultural situation
stands out for its relevance and poses the
most important tasks to the national philo-
sophical science. If the University philosophy
of the professional form dominates in the
West, then the national outlook of the Ka-
zakhs dominates in the traditional forms of
artistic and religious texts, in the works of
poets, Chechens, educators.

This puts on the agenda the question
of the future of Kazakh philology, which is
currently free from Eurocentric thinking. It
is obvious that it is necessary to restore the
rich competitive Kazakh culture, deepen its
ideological basis and methodological tool,
as for a comprehensive understanding of
the true history of the people. Of course, the
only thing known about the philosophical
thought of the Kazakh people is that since
our country gained independence, many
works in Kazakh and Russian have been stud-
ied and published in full. Kazakh philosophy
is the philosophy of life, development, unifi-
cation and prosperity of the Kazakh people.

They analyze how threats
and challenges to the state have evolved over
time [8].

Security is becoming global: nu-
clear deterrence and international blocs are
emerging. The Cold War and mutual nuclear
deterrence between the USA and the USSR.
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Philosophical context: Realism and liberalism
in international relations, the emergence of
postmodernism ideas.

XXl century. The era of globalization,
cybersecurity and terrorism. The sphere of
security is expanding to space, the Internet
and biotechnology. Security measures after
the terrorist attacks of September 11, 2001.
Philosophical context: Globalization and
post-globalization, criticism of neoliberalism
and consideration of identity issues in the
context of global changes.

Prerequisites of Akhmet Baitursynuly’s Worldview

Abstract. Theoretical analysis of the history of literature and the laws of the development of the art of
language and words required solving a number of complex problems of existence. Therefore, the legacy
of Akhmet Baitursynuly, which characterizes his worldview, occupies a large place in the development
of philosophical problems of language and artistic creativity. Akhmet Baitursynuly’s worldview is
distinguished by its independence and the peculiar nature of solving a number of complex problems
of the science of the word, language, and speech. In addition, there is no doubt that his philosophy of
language has not lost its significance to this day, since the philosophical foundations of linguistics of our
time remain complex and less developed. This circumstance allows us to comprehensively and deeply
study the prerequisites of the worldview of the outstanding Kazakh poet, scientist and philosopher. The
article outlines the need to determine the relationship between the objective world of nature and the
human world according to the worldview of Akhmet Baitursynuly. At the same time, the prerequisites
for improving the alphabet of the Kazakh language are laid, in this context, the influence of the idea
of Akhmet Baitursynuly on raising the level of the Kazakh language in an accessible, economical and
aesthetically high degree. In the course of the study, a meta-analysis of scientific and methodological
literature on the main keywords was carried out in accordance with the topic. As a result, Akhmet
Baitursynuly allowed to reveal his worldview and political views more deeply in terms of content. A
questionnaire survey and a conversation with students of the educational direction “Teacher training
in languages and literature” were also organized. The students who participated in quantitative and
qualitative research formed knowledge about the factors that influenced the formation of the worldview
and political outlook of Akhmet Baitursynuly.

Civil and Ethno-National Perceptions of Information and Ideological
Influences on the Mass Consciousness of Kazakhstan

Abstract. Mass consciousness largely determines the social and cultural face of modern
Kazakhstani society. The formation of mass consciousness of Kazakhstan was influenced by
cultural, historical and socio-political prerequisites that determined the content and features of its
ideological, religious, civilizational and political-ideological foundations. As in any other society,
mass consciousness in Kazakhstan experiences various internal and external influences that affect
the philosophical, religious and political foundations of mass consciousness. In the context of
the increasing intensity of geopolitical, religious, civilizational, socio-economic processes in the
modern world and in the post-Soviet space, the impact on mass consciousness is increasing,
challenges to the national identity and sovereignty of Kazakhstan are growing. At the same time,
crisis situations affecting the mass consciousness of Kazakhstan carry opportunities for its positive
development, strengthening its philosophical, religious and political foundations, contributing to
the consolidation of Kazakhstani society.The article examines civil and ethno-national perceptions
of information and ideological influences on the mass consciousness of Kazakhstan based on
the material of a mass sociological survey, expert interviews and focus groups. Analysis of the
data of the sociological study shows that some information attacks on the mass consciousness of
Kazakhstan can cause ethno-national perceptions among representatives of various ethnic groups,
which poses a threat to interethnic stability, sovereignty and territorial integrity of the country. The
article shows that civil perceptions of information influences are one of the main ways to counter
threats to interethnic stability in Kazakhstan.

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AN ANALYSIS OF FRANTZ FANON'S DISCOURSES
ON COLONIALISM, DECOLONIZATION AND COLONIALITY

ABSTRACT

This paper explores and analyzes Frantz Fanon’s discourses
about the psychological effects of Western colonialism on the
colonized peoples, the legacy of European colonialism, impe-
rialism and how the classic colonialism morphed into neoco-
lonialism. Frantz Fanon was selected for our study because he
was one of the pioneers of postcolonial studies, who greatly
contributed to the development of the theoretical and concep-
tual underpinnings of colonialism, decolonization, neocolonial-
ism and coloniality. A critical analysis of Frantz Fanon's works
and discourses will allow us to get in-depth insights into un-
derlying issues pertaining to the legacy of European colonialism
and imperialism. We have specifically examined Frantz Fanon's
works "Black Skin, White Masks", "A Dying Colonialism” and "The
Weretched of the Earth”. Moreover, we have drawn upon studies
of leading scholars of postcolonialism and other relevant lit-
erature. The results of our study have demonstrated that even
though classic European colonialism long came to an end, the
consequences and legacy of Western colonialism and imperi-
alism tenaciously persist and shape the development of post-
colonial societies. The psychological effects of colonialism are
still felt across postcolonial contexts, especially in terms of the
persistence of an inferiority complex among former colonized
nations and a superiority complex among the former colonizers.
Moreover, the dawn of political independence of many Third
World nations has not translated into genuine freedom and na-
tional development. Quite the opposite, as Fanon emphasized,
colonialism transformed into neocolonialism, in which former
colonial powers still dominate their former colonies.

Introduction

Postcolonial  studies have recently
gained momentum in Kazakhstan and other
post-Soviet countries. With Russian military
aggression against Ukraine since Febru-
ary 2022, Russia has increasingly been seen
through the prism of postcolonialism and
decolonization. The colonial and neocolo-
nial character of Russian history and current
Russian behavior have stirred heated discus-
sions about colonialism and decolonization.
In this regard, a critical examination of dis-
courses of prominent scholars of postcolo-
nialism such as Frantz Fanon is essential in

gaining in-depth insights into the legacies
and current manifestations of colonialism
and imperialism. The field of postcolonialism
or postcolonial studies emerged in Western
countries and in some postcolonial contexts
such as Martinique where the influential the-
oreticians of postcolonial studies such as
Aimé Césaire and Frantz Fanon were born.
Our study aims to dissect Frantz Fanon'’s
discourses about psychological and mental
effects of European colonialism and racism
on the colonized peoples in the Third World
or the Global South. This is instrumental in
understanding of the legacies of Russian co-
lonialism and neocolonialism in the context
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of Kazakhstan and beyond. By conducting
a critical analysis of Frantz Fanon’s seminal
works, we focus on identifying the deleteri-
ous effects of European colonialism and rac-
ism on the colonized nations.

From this standpoint, Frantz Fanon drew
attention to issues of a colonial mentality
and coloniality. These two notions are inter-
twined in terms of the persistence of colo-
nialism even after a colonized people gets its
independence. Psychologically and mentally
the colonizer has purposefully and system-
atically instilled in the colonized the invent-
ed and socially constructed myths of their
superiority and inferiority of the colonized.
Such social constructs and myths engineered
and imposed by the colonizer are embraced
and internalized by the colonized, which can
be defined as a colonial mentality and co-
loniality. Fanon's articulation of the effects
of colonialism has theoretical and practical
significance and relevance to postcolonial
scholarship. In particular, the persistence of
colonialism in former colonies, including the
tenacity of internalized colonial myths and
constructs of the inferiority of non-Europe-
ans and superiority of Europeans. As one of
the pioneers of postcolonialism studies, it is
essential to explore Frantz Fanon's works on
the effects and legacy of Western colonial-
ism, racism and imperialism.

Methodology

This study draws on the main works of
Frantz Fanon and other prominent scholars
of postcolonial studies. Besides the literature
on postcolonialism, underlying theories of
postcolonialism served as the methodolog-
ical basis of the current research. Specifically,
our study is theoretically and conceptual-
ly based on the theories of decolonization,
neocolonialism, coloniality and a colonial
mentality. The issue of a colonial mentality
and coloniality has been the focus of dis-
tinguished scholars of postcolonial studies
[1, 2]. While a colonial mentality is instilled
through colonial subjugation and domina-
tion [3], coloniality refers to the set of values,
knowledge production, power structures,
domination and attitudes that are leveraged
by a white colonizing power to rationalize
and perpetuate its dominance over the col-
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onized [1, 2, 4, 5]. A colonial mentality refers
to an ethnic, cultural and linguistic inferiority
complex inculcated in the colonized through
violence by the colonizer [3]. Subsequently,
this inferiority complex is internalized by the
colonized who is compelled by the system of
colonial domination to embrace socially con-
structed and deeply prejudiced stereotypes
of his inferiority [3]. Under the tremendous
pressure exerted by the colonizer, the colo-
nized is compelled to embrace the socially
constructed belief that the culture, educa-
tion, way of life, political and economic sys-
tem, language of the colonizer are inherently
superior to his own 4].

A colonial mentality does not vanish with-
out a trace after the colonial era comes to an
end, quite the opposite this mentality and
the legacies of colonialism tend to survive
and persist after a colonized people gets its
independence. This phenomenon is concep-
tualized as coloniality or coloniality of power
[1]. Thus, the end of the colonial domination
of a western power does not necessarily lead
to the end of a colonial mentality and does
not necessarily mean the dawn of genuine
liberation and freedom of thought and ac-
tion. The termination of colonial domination
as a rule morphs into coloniality or colo-
niality of power in which the legacies of the
colonial era and colonial structures survive
and continue to shape the development of
a postcolonial society [6]. David and Okazaki
observe the manifestation of a colonial men-
tality in the Filipino American communities,
which they define as the acceptance and in-
ternalization of superiority of American and
Western cultural values, behavior, language,
physical appearance and way of life and by
the same token, the rejection of their own
cultural values as inferior [4, p. 850]. More-
over, a colonial mentality may become inter-
generational, passing on from one genera-
tion to the next due to the impact of familial
or community socialization as well as the
presence of colonial spaces [4, p. 850]. Pre-
mised on these theoretical underpinnings of
postcolonial studies this study now turns to a
critical analysis of Frantz Fanon's discourses
and paradigms.
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Instilling colonial mentality

According to Aimé Césaire, “Millions of
men and women in the colonial world have
been instilled with inferiority complexes, fear,
trepidation, servility, abasement and despair”
[7, p. 43]. A prominent Martinican poet and
politician Aimé Césaire played a pivotal role
in Frantz Fanon's life and his anticolonial
struggle. One of the architects of the con-
cept and movement of Négritude (Black
consciousness) Aimé Césaire put the colo-
nial oppression and subjugation of people
of African descent and other colonized pop-
ulations around the globe at the center of
discussion and debates on colonialism and
decolonization [8]. Following Aimé Césaire,
Frantz Fanon increasingly focused on the ef-
fects of colonial subjugation and oppression
on the mental and psychological well-being
of the dehumanized and colonized people.
Influenced by Aimé Césaire and other prom-
inent theoreticians of the Négritude move-
ment, Frantz Fanon likewise put a greater
emphasis upon the liberation of a black man
and other people of color. At the core of his
thought and discussion is the implications
of European colonial oppression and dehu-
manization of people of color, race and ra-
cial issues [9]. In his 1952 work “Peau noire,
masques blancs” (“"Black Skin, White Masks"),
Frantz Fanon laid out and articulated the key
concepts and theoretical underpinnings of
his anticolonial discourses. Specifically, issues
like the effects of colonialism, racism and
dehumanization upon the colonized took a
prominent place in Frantz Fanon’s work.

The first experience the colonized is
forced to go through is dehumanization. Due
to colonial stereotypes, essentializing and
‘othering’, the colonized comes to embrace
and internalize white man'’s superiority and
own inferiority. Internalization of his inferior-
ity and superiority of the colonizer leads to
the emulation of white man and acceptance
of the colonizer's way of life. Frantz Fanon
argues that the colonizer always considers
himself superior to the colonized [9, p. 3]. In
terms of internalizing his own inferiority, the
phenomenon of language plays a greater
role. In Fanon'’s view, the black man possesses
two dimensions: one is his own environment
or his indigenous community, and another is

the dominating colonizer [9]. The behavior
and action of the colonized tend to be differ-
ent depending on what environment he is in.
In other words, his behavior would be strik-
ingly different in front of his white masters
than before his fellow countrymen. The white
colonizer consistently and systematically in-
culcated in the colonized that all humans are
subject to historical evolution from a primi-
tive stage to an advanced sophisticated peri-
od of human civilization. According to such a
Darwinist evolutionist and white supremacist
racial theory, the colonized and all people of
color would evolve from a savage barbaric
state of being into a civilized man [9, p. 8].
Besides the race issue, the culture and
language of the colonizer and their impact
upon the colonized are at the center of
Fanon's discussion about internalization of
inferiority complex and superiority of the
colonized. As Fanon was from the French
West Indies (French Antilles), his analysis of
the mental and psychological well-being
of the colonized people mostly pertained
to black populations of the Antilles. In this
regard, Fanon asserted that as the mastery
of language affords remarkable power, the
better the Negro (Black people) master the
French language, the closer they would be a
real human being and proportionately whiter
[9, p. 8]. The colonized always faces the prob-
lem of language in colonial oppressive spac-
es. Furthermore, according to Fanon, every
colonized people who have been forced to
embrace an inferiority complex, having been
reforged through the death and burial of
its indigenous cultural originality, rendering
face to face with the language and culture of
the civilizing colonial power [9, p. 9].
Colonial subjugation and oppression
in highly racialized colonial spaces compel
the colonized to discard his own culture,
language and ethnic identity and embrace
white man'’s identity. The rejection of a local
culture and language by the colonized is the
damage done by colonization, which coerces
the colonized into the acceptance of the de-
ficient reductionist colonial knowledge about
himself. To escape from his inferiority com-
plex and an inferior status in a colonial racial-
ized environment, the colonized is forced to
appropriate white man’s culture and identity.
In other words, as Frantz Fanon highlighted,
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"The colonized is elevated above his jungle
status in proportion to his adoption of the
mother country’s cultural standards. He be-
comes whiter as he renounces his blackness,
his jungle” [9, p. 9]. Mastering a colonial lan-
guage allows the colonized to elevate himself
from the status of savagery to the status of
a civilized man. In this sense, mastery of the
French language was considered an eleva-
tion to the status of the white Frenchmen in
the French West Indies. At the same time, the
suppression and discard of their indigenous
ethnic, cultural and linguistic identities was a
key precondition for achieving the status up-
held by a white man. From this perspective,
even a French-based creole language in the
French Indies was systematically suppressed
in education and wider society. Frantz Fanon
indicated that the middle class never spoke a
French-based creole except to their servants,
avoiding creolism as it was considered in so-
ciety as a sign of uncultured, brutish, rude
and savage behavior [9].

Therefore, the colonized is forced to see
assimilation into a hegemonic white culture
as the panacea for his social constructs, ills
and deficiencies invented and imposed upon
him by the colonizer. The desire for assimi-
lation into a colonial culture to achieve the
level of a white man and to be equal to
him put pressure on the colonized to sup-
press his ethnic identity. This kind of be-
havior manifests itself in every spectrum of
society, notably in family, in public and in
school. Martinique where Frantz Fanon was
born and grew up, many families prohibit-
ed the use of a French-based creole in their
households, parents discouraged and even
ridiculed their children for speaking a local
dialect of French. Besides, the education sys-
tem and schools taught children to despise
creole and teachers made sure that pupils
only spoke metropolitan French. The chil-
dren were scolded for speaking a creole, told
to speak only French, the French of France,
which allowed them to sound and behave
like a white man [9, pp. 10-11]. As a result of
forced or voluntary assimilation into colonial
French culture, the colonized underwent the
personality change, which was induced by
the adoption of a language different from his
own local language. Fanon conceptualized
this pattern as a dislocation, separation and
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alienation, that is the colonized is compelled
to give up his ethnic and cultural identity and
adopt a colonial culture and language [9]. If
a black person in Martinique strives to learn
French with the aim to achieve a higher sta-
tus, this is defined as an alienation. Social and
psychic alienation may result in a rejection
of one's own race and racial identity, in self-
hate, madness, individual and collective trau-
ma [9]. Nonetheless, having a competence in
French is not enough to achieve equality with
whites as due to the difference in skin color,
whites resist any idea of racial equality and
inclusive society.

With respect to racism and racial issues,
Frantz Fanon describes colonial spaces as a
binary Manichean world divided along the
racial lines of white and black. Fanon brings
attention to how Négritude or Blackness is
constantly constructed, produced and repro-
duced. Moreover, Fanon observed that even
if the colonized jettisoned his local ethnic
identity and embraced white man’s culture,
white people tend to have a deep-seated
fear and suspicion of assimilated and ed-
ucated blacks. Hence, whites tend to strive
to keep blacks in perpetuity in an inferiority
complex within a colonial racialized system.
Having lost their indigenous culture and eth-
nic identity, the colonized appropriates the
culture of the colonizer putting on the white
mask yet remaining black. The appropriation
of the white man’s culture and attitude is
conceptualized by Homi Bhabha as mimicry,
which refers to the phenomenon in which the
colonized is forced to adapt to the colonial
environment and the culture of the colonizer
[10]. Even embracing a white man’s culture
and internalizing his own inferiority status,
did not prevent the fear of blacks among
white people, which was defined by Fanon
as Negrophobia [9, p. 124]. This pathological
fear of blackness among whites illustrates the
psychological relationships between the col-
onized and colonizer, in which the latter sys-
tematically instill in the former the inferiority
complex. According to Fanon, an inferiority
complex of the colonized and a superiority
complex of the colonizer are the prerequisite
for maintaining the power structure of racial
supremacy of whites. Furthermore, Fanon
focuses on how colonization has inculcated
in the colonized an inferiority complex and
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brought utter destruction of the culture and
identity of the colonized.

Deep-seated racism rooted in Western
societies and colonial environments persist
today. Juxtaposing with anti-Semitism or
hostility towards Jews with anti-Black racism,
Fanon argues that while Jews can relatively
navigate in anti-Semitic milieus by minimiz-
ing or renouncing their Jewishness, blacks
can never do the same and liberate them-
selves from Negrophobia and anti-Black
prejudices and stereotypes by virtue of their
race and skin color. The skin color prevents
them from fully integrating themselves into
a white-dominated society. On the strength
of racial identity, black people’s experiences
differ strikingly from white people. An infe-
riority complex of blacks and superiority of
whites are inculcated in black children in ear-
ly ages through education, schooling, text-
books, teaching, socializing, films, in which
while whites are increasingly romanticized,
idealized and valorized, blacks are constant-
ly demonized, vilified and dehumanized [11,
p. 141]. In this regard, Fanon observes how
black children’s brain is colonized in schools
through brainwashing, indoctrination and
falsification of history, in which they are
taught that the same people who have colo-
nized, oppressed and dehumanized them are
their ancestors [9, p. 114]. As a consequence,
black children come to identify themselves
with whites, perceiving them as carriers and
bringers of civilization to primitive savages
[9]. The inferiority of black colonized peo-
ple is defined as a ‘collective unconscious’,
which is internalized by both the colonized
and colonizer [11, p. 141]. Fanon suggests
that through ‘collective catharsis’ it is pos-
sible to heal a collective unconscious or the
psychological damage of colonialism. Yet
Fanon stresses that the pervasive and prev-
alent phobia of blacks among whites is not
an accidental phenomenon rather the fear of
blacks is rooted in racist colonial culture.

Resisting colonization
and decolonization

Franz Fanon’'s “Peau noire, masques
blancs" ("Black Skin, White Masks") came out
in 1952 when he was practicing psychiatry in
France [12]. One year later, in 1953, he was

transferred to Algeria where the Algerian war
of independence started in 1954 to undo
the French colonial hegemony and regain
national independence [13]. At the initial
stage of the Algerian war, Frantz Fanon was
responsible for treating both French soldiers
who tortured insurgents or their collabora-
tors and the victims of torture [14]. Yet soon
Fanon joined the National Liberation Front
(Front de Libération Nationale) and in 1959,
he penned his book “Lan V de la révolution
algérienne” ("A Dying Colonialism") and in
1961, he published “Les Damnés de la Terre"
("The Wretched of the Earth”) [15, 16]. These
two books were penned when Frantz Fanon
was at the center of the anticolonial struggle
as part of the Algerian independence move-
ment. In "A Dying Colonialism”, Frantz Fanon
focuses on the complex psychological and
social turmoil induced by colonial rule as well
as the struggle for independence in Algeria
[17]. Fanon exposes how colonial subjugation
and oppression dehumanizes and changes
both the colonizer and the colonized. When
"A Dying Colonialism” was penned, the Al-
gerian war of independence was simmering,
both the French and the insurgents resorted
to unspeakable terror and violence against
each other. As a leading member of the FLN,
Frantz Fanon witnessed all these horrors and
atrocities. In "A Dying Colonialism”, Fanon il-
lustrates how the Algerian people reclaimed
their ancient identity and cultural values that
had been derided and erased by the French
colonizers as barbaric and primitive [15]. In
this work Fanon predicts the inevitability of
the triumph of the Algerian liberation move-
ment and the fall of French colonial domi-
nation.

Frantz Fanon penned his “The Wretched
of the Earth” in 1961 before his death when
he advocated the rights of the colonized
peoples to resort to terror and violence in
their struggle against their oppressors and
to gain their freedom. “The Wretched of the
Earth” is instrumental in understanding co-
lonialism, decolonization, neocolonialism
and coloniality. The notions like national
liberation, national renaissance, the resto-
ration of nationhood to the people can be
encapsulated in one word — decolonization
[16, p. 1]. Since colonization is solely based
on racial oppression, subjugation, dehuman-
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ization, terror and violence, decolonization is
likewise a violent phenomenon, which entails
the replacement of the colonizer by the col-
onized [16]. Decolonization involves the rise
of a new nation, establishment of a new state
with its own independent foreign relations
and diplomacy, political and economic rela-
tions with the outside world. Like in his 1952
book “Black Skin, White Masks", Frantz Fanon
discusses the binary Manichean character of
the colonial world, in which the settlers come
to increasingly see the natives or the colo-
nized as a sort of quintessence of evil, as the
enemy of colonial values, traditions and cus-
toms [16, p. 6]. This Manichean mentality and
worldview of the colonizer dehumanizes the
native, turning him into an animal [16, p. 7].
The key argument in Fanon's “The
Wretched of the Earth” is that decoloniza-
tion always involves violence as the demise
of the colonial order can only be brought
down through violence, but not by peaceful
means and friendly talks [16]. In addition to
being a violent phenomenon, decolonization
is a historical process. Riley Quinn considers
"The Wretched of the Earth" to be a political
manifesto that is intended to ignite the op-
pressed colonized peoples around the world
to rise and overthrow the colonial order,
reclaim and regain their humanity through
violent struggle against colonial oppression
[18]. Fanon claimed that violence in Algeria
was not the manifestation of any innate char-
acteristic of the Algerian people but rather it
resulted from the constant and systemic de-
humanization and oppression of the colonial
order [18, p. 27]. Frantz Fanon mostly focuses
on psychological and mental issues induced
by colonial oppression and racism. Racialized
colonial domination tends to dehumanize
the colonized and make them feel inferior.
From this standpoint, only violence can help
the colonized get rid of the inferiority com-
plex and the colonial oppressive system that
creates and sustains it [18, p. 34]. The lan-
guage and rhetoric in “The Wretched of the
Earth” was designed to ignite the revolution-
ary fire and spirit of the colonized.
According to Fanon, decolonization is
the encounter between the two antagonistic
and hostile forces, one is the colonizer, and
another is the colonized [16]. The colonial
system is sustained through the large-scale
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violence and economic exploitation of the
colonized. Fanon argues that the colonists
tend to fabricate the colonized subject and
keep doing so to maintain its domination.
The colonial world as Manichean is a com-
partmentalized and divided realm. On the
one hand, there is the world of the colonizer
as the master of the colonial environment.
On the other, there is the colonized whose
world is under the control of the colonizer.
Any colonial society is organized along racial
lines by imposing and installing racialized
spaces like the apartheid regime in South Af-
rica. The colonizer as the agent of the colonial
world reinforces and perpetuates colonial ra-
cial oppression and violence, bringing terror
and violence into the homes and minds of
the oppressed [16, p. 4]. While the coloniz-
er's sector in the colonial world is modern,
clean, well-fed, well-protected, inhabited by
white folks and foreigners, the sector of the
colonized is the sector of the miserable, the
shantytown and the reservation inhabited by
disreputable people who can be born any-
where and die anywhere from anything [16,
pp. 4-5]. This intricate situation makes the
colonized jealous of the colonizer, dreaming
of possessing what the colonizer possesses
"sitting at the colonist's table and sleeping in
his bed” [16, p. 5]. This sort of behavior dis-
played by the colonized could be attributed
to the concept of mimicry defined by Homi
Bhabha. Even if the colonial world is divid-
ed along racial lines, with time rolling on, the
colonized comes to internalize socially con-
structed myths of his inferiority and superi-
ority of the colonizer. This situation tends to
force the colonized to emulate the colonizer,
speak and act like his master. Frantz Fanon
adds another dimension, that is the colonizer
does not limit himself to just emulating his
master, but also, he dreams of replacing the
colonizer.

As the colonial world is sustained using
terror and violence by the colonial power,
the same violence should be utilized by the
colonizer to break the backbone of this vio-
lent alien oppressive system. Using violence
against the colonial world means the com-
plete decimation and destruction of the col-
onist's sector, getting rid of it [16, p. 6]. In this
sense, Fanon emphasized that “colonialism
only loosens its hold when the knife is at its
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throat... colonialism is not a machine capa-
ble of thinking, a body endowed with reason.
It is naked violence and only gives in when
confronted with greater violence” [16, p. 23].
In the colonial setting, the colonizer abstains
from undermining the oppressed once the
latter has declared that white colonial val-
ues reign supreme, and he would adhere to
them. In this regard, Fanon draws attention
to how colonized intellectuals tend to coop-
erate with the colonizer and how during de-
colonization the colonialist bourgeoisie seeks
collaboration with the so-called colonizer
elites to establish common values premised
upon the colonial system. In Fanon'’s view, for
a colonized people the most essential value
is the land, yet what he has ever experienced
on his land is the arrest, beating, starvation,
discrimination, exploitation, oppression and
persecution.

The colonized intellectuals who are from
urban centers, make up less than one per-
cent of the population of a colony. Fanon
indicated conformist and opportunistic in-
clinations of the so-called colonized intel-
lectuals and urban proletariat, who tend to
show their willingness to cooperate with the
colonial power or seek a foreign patronage.
Moreover, Fanon pointed out that the urban
proletariat is the most privileged indigenous
stratum in the colonial world and as such
they would lose their special rights and privi-
leges through decolonization [16, pp. 64-74].
Although the urban proletariat constitute a
small fraction in the colonized society, they
are instrumental in running the colonial ma-
chine, which encourage them to collaborate
with the colonial authorities, to be in favor of
modernism and innovations and to oppose
obscurantist traditions [16, pp. 64-65]. These
privileged strata of the colonial society tend
to live European lifestyles, embrace colonial
ideas, and serve the interest of the colonial
power. In comparison with the urban pro-
letariat and national bourgeoisie, the most
underprivileged, marginalized and disenfran-
chised stratum in the colonial society is the
peasantry who is systematically neglected by
both the colonizer and national bourgeoi-
sie. Yet Fanon gives credit to the peasantry
as an important source of revolution and its
revolutionary fervor. This is because the op-
pressed, marginalized, impoverished, down-

trodden and exploited peasantry soon come
to discover that only violence can help them
to get rid of the colonial system [16, p. 23].
That is why the peasantry loses nothing ex-
cept its chains.

When Frantz Fanon penned "The Wretch-
ed of the Earth” in 1961, certain colonies in
Africa got their independence from their
metropoles. Yet political independence and
statehood could not address the underlying
issues in former European colonies in Afri-
ca. In this regard, Fanon alluded to the fact
that anticolonial struggle and independence
were hijacked by forces who undermined
this independence. Fanon calls attention
to endemic weakness and shortcomings of
the underdeveloped states’ national con-
sciousness, which resulted not only from the
consequences of colonialism, this weakness
and feebleness are ascribed to the apathy of
the national bourgeoisie and political elites,
their mediocrity and profoundly cosmopol-
itan mentality [16, p. 98]. In addition, Fanon
argues that "the anticolonial struggle is not
written from a nationalist perspective” [16, p.
97]. Furthermore, the unpreparedness of the
national elites, the lack of meaningful ties be-
tween elites and the masses, the apathy and
cowardice exhibited by these elites at the
pivotal period in the struggle for indepen-
dence are considered by Fanon as the causes
of tragedies and cataclysms [16, p. 97]. As a
result, the development of former European
colonies in Africa after their independence
was literally backward, specifically these
young sovereign states shifted back from
nation to ethnic group and tribe, which have
had deleterious effects on their development
and national unity [16, p. 97]. That is why the
independence of these African nations were
hijacked not only by these underdeveloped
national elites, but also, by former colonial
powers who through neocolonial methods
managed to keep their dominance in former
colonies.

Conclusion

Thus, in our study we have critically an-
alyzed Fanon's discourses and paradigms of
colonialism, decolonization and neocolonial-
ism, specifically how European colonialism
and colonial domination are premised upon
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racism, racial supremacy and superiority of
the white race over people of color. Fanon
shows that at the core of the colonial system
lies white supremacy, which leads to racial-
ization of the colonized. Racialization of colo-
nial spaces induces the colonized to embrace
his inferiority status and superiority of whites.
Imposition of racialized structures and order
forces the colonized to feel inferior, reject its
ethnic, cultural and linguistic identities, and
embrace a colonial culture, language and
identity. The inferiority complex compels
the colonized to mimic the colonizer and act
white, which is tantamount to the betrayal of
their indigenous culture, language and iden-
tities. Colonialism marginalizes and eventu-
ally erases the indigenous cultures, languag-
es, traditions and identities, replacing them
with the colonial culture. To escape from an
inferior status and gain equality with whites,
the colonized strives to acquire the colonial
language and culture while rejecting his own
linguistic and cultural identities.

Although Fanon advocated the use of
violence to destroy the colonial system and
gain independence, political independence
of former colonies in Africa and elsewhere
has not brought expected outcomes. Due
to the weakness and underdevelopment of
former colonies, they have not been able
to overcome the consequences of colonial-
ism and embark upon the path of economic
and social development. This is because the
classic colonial order morphed into a neo-
colonial system of domination of Western
powers over their former colonies in Africa
and Third World. Therefore, the anticolonial
struggle for genuine freedom and indepen-
dence as well as decolonization are not yet
over. After the classic European colonial-
ism was over, there has been the dawn of a
new form of colonialism that is neocolonial-
ism, through which former Western colonial
powers have engaged in recolonization of
the Third World. In this regard, Fanon called
for constant struggle against neocolonial-
ism and neo-imperialism. To overcome the
legacies of western colonialism and embark
on national development, Frantz Fanon de-
manded that former colonies should not
emulate and should not try to catch up with
Europe [16, pp. 235-236]. Specifically, he em-
phasized that the Third World nations should
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opt for a different path or model of develop-
ment, instead of just mimicking Europe. This
point and others made by Fanon are highly
relevant in today’s turbulent world, in which
Europe or the West still acts as a dominant
hegemonic force.

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riers and challenges that women face on the path to leadership
in higher education.

Introduction

In the modern world, the issues of equality
and social justice for all are constantly topical.
Despite some successes in advancing these
issues, questions are still being raised to
discuss gender equality in various spheres. In
order to overcome gender inequality, issues
of women's leadership must be addressed
at the international and national level.
Numerous studies show that women are less
often represented among top management
than men. Hence, such stable expressions
as “glass ceiling”, “sticky floor” and “glass
cliff” have gained popularity in the scientific
community [1: p.188]. To solve this problem,
strategic measures should be taken at the
state level in the form of adopting certain
legal documents. It is no coincidence that
the issues of gender equality and quality
education are included in the UN Sustainable
Development Goals [2].

The problem of gender inequality is
also relevant in higher education. Although
it is commonly believed that this field is
predominantly female, nevertheless, as
shown by the studies that will be presented
in this article, leadership positions are
primarily occupied by men [3; 4; 5]. Overseas
researchers prove that women experience a
lot of challenges on the way to leadership
and career development [5; 6].

This article will examine the reasons why
women are less represented in the leadership

in higher education institutions according to
foreign studies. Some of these theories have
a place in Kazakhstan's realities, but it is also
necessary to take into account the historical
and cultural characteristics of the state, which
can influence the level of achievement of
gender equality. Taking into account the
research conducted, external influences and
national peculiarities, the state should build a
policy on the development of gender equality
in all spheres. Due to the fact that the majority
of spheres of activity are inextricably linked to
the field of education, it is important to start
the inclusion of gender equality issues by
changing the educational policy.

In general, Kazakhstan’s gender policy had
a long-term plan to steadily develop equal
opportunities formenand women. According to
the Constitution of Kazakhstan, all citizens have
equal rights and opportunities to participate in
the management of state affairs. One of the first
steps towards the implementation of gender
policy was the accession to many international
conventions, such as the Beijing Platform for
Action for the Advancement of Women, the
2030 Agenda, the UN Millennium Declaration
and the Convention on the Elimination of All
Forms of Discrimination against Women, the
Convention on the Nationality of Married
Women, and the Convention on the Political
Rights of Women [6, 7, 8]. All gender policies
were built in accordance with the above
international standards and systematically
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evaluated by international organizations. Two
main documents became a significant step in
promoting gender equality issues: “Strategy of
Gender Equality in the Republic of Kazakhstan
for 2006-2016" and “Concepts of Family and
Gender Policy in the Republic of Kazakhstan
until 2030".

Methodology

This study is based on the analysis of
foreign and Kazakhstani sources to identify
barriers and challenges faced by women
in educational institutions. Sources from
databases for the period from 2000 to 2024
in English language were predominantly
informed the search. The key words
"leadership”, "gender equality”, “educational
leadership”, “diversity”, “barriers”, "gender
policy”, "educational policy”, etc. guided
the search for relevant literature. Particular
interest are the works of authors known in the
field of gender studies, such as from the UK -
Coleman, Moorosi, Morley, and Kazakhstani
researchers -  Kulzhanova, Shakirova,
Salimzhanova. In addition, the official website
of the National Bureau of Statistics was used
to study the Kazakh case study about gender
equality in higher education. This research is
based on the study of opinions of foreign and
local authors presented in libraries and peer-
reviewed databases such as Sage Research
Methods, Scopus and Web of Science, which
include many articles about gender studies
around the world. In addition, some articles
were retrieved using Google Scholar.

Reasons and barriers
for under-representation of women
in educational leadership

What barriers do women face in their
professional development and leadership
aspirations? Researchers identify several
reasons why women are less represented in
top management in higher education. This
article gathers and analyses a few of the main
reasons for gender inequality in leadership.

Leadership aspirations
and self-confidence

One of the reasons why women are
underrepresented in leadership positions
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is because women are less confident
and insecure than men. Analysis of the
international PISA test, which is currently
administered to schoolchildren in most OECD
countries, shows that there is a gap between
girls’ and boys' results [9]. According to the
study, girls often score higher in school than
boys. On average, they usually succeed in
school, but at the same time, girl students are
less confident in their future profession and
feel uncomfortable with competition. This
may be a reason for the persistent leadership
gap between older males and females, as
boys tend to be more comfortable taking
risks or seeking leadership roles.

On this basis, perhaps schools and
parents should instill greater self-confidence
in girls and support them to become leaders
in adulthood. In addition, a long-term study
by Reichard et al. found that in order to
improve leadership skills, it is important to
begin appropriate skill training in childhood
or early adulthood as it is more beneficial
for the development of future leaders [10].
Reichard et al. conclude that the roots
of leadership go back to childhood and
adolescence, so leadership programs need
to be laid at a young age to produce a
generation with leadership skills [10: p. 480].

Leadership ability is directly related
to self-confidence and the need to lead.
Many psychologists attribute the reason
for the small number of women leaders to
lack of self-confidence and reluctance to
show leadership qualities. According to
Herbst, leadership status is directly related
to confidence and indicates professional
competence. Hence, this may be one of
the decisive factors for the small number
of women leaders in higher education
[11]. Kay and Shipman also suggest that
one of the traditional attributes of power
and a successful career is self-confidence
[12]. Indeed, leadership qualities include a
number of important characteristics such as
the ability to make decisions quickly and take
responsibility for the organization. All these
attributes depend on the self-confidence of
the leader of the organization. According
to researchers’ observations, while women
often underestimate their abilities, male
colleagues often overestimate themselves
[13]. Moreover, women directors are more
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often than men convinced that they are not
going to become school leaders.

The role of women in motherhood, family
and leadership

Another reason is society-imposed
different stereotypes, which describe the
attitude to female leadership. One of the
most popular is that the basic women's role
is to be wife and mother. This stereotype
has a long history and still produces a large
obstacle for a female professional career,
especially for those striving to be in the top
position. There is an unspoken rule in society
that caring for a child is more of a woman'’s
responsibility than a man’s [14]. As Smith
notes in her study, most women choose to
work at school as an essential opportunity
of combining a job with family life and
parenting. Many women participating in this
study put motherhood over career, noting
that this was always connected with inner
conflict. For example, many female head of
educational institutions have suffered from a
sense of guilt that their children do not have
enough parental attention.

Many employers refuse to hire or
promote a woman for fear that she may
go on maternity leave in recently future. In
addition, if she has children, there is a chance
that the woman will not be able to cope with
the additional workload that is usually the
responsibility of a manager. Here is the most
popular prejudice that family responsibilities
can interfere and affect the quality of work.
As a result, women may face discrimination in
employment or appointment to a managerial
position. For example, maternity may be
considered a barrier to working as a manager
in educational institutions, as women who do
not have children are more favored for such
a significant position [15].

The difficulty in combining a career with
motherhood is reflected in the low proportion
of women in leadership in relation to men.
Compared to male colleagues, who have
someone to deal with family responsibilities
while they can devote all their time to work,
women often do not have this opportunity.
For example, many women leaders should
balance work and household chores. It
means women leader are under the double
strain of work and family responsibilities.

On the other hand, if having family and
children could be account for barriers, “why
some women who are single or child-free are
also absent from HE leadership” [3: p.122].
Hence, probably motherhood and family
care are not a significant obstacle or a basic
circumstance that prevents a woman from
pursuing her career.

Masculinity, femininity and leadership

A constant theme of stereotypes is the
widespread preconception that women
leaders are less capable than men, and
that leadership is a male domain. There
is a popular opinion that women are not
suitable for leadership positions because
their methods of influence are soft. At the
same time, their male colleagues have a
more effective and decisive style of behavior.
In her early studies, Coleman noted that the
stereotypes that exist in society significantly
reduce the process of attracting women
to the leadership echelons of educational
organizations [16]. For instance, many
female leaders still experience pressure from
male colleagues to make joint decisions
at meetings. As consequence women'’s
ideas and opinions are ignored by the male
majority.

Women leaders are not often able to
voice their opinions and remain unheard.
This means that women continue to face
patriarchal attitudes in leadership where
women's voices are less important or
disregarded. As a result, women have to
prove their abilities and work harder than
men, but this perpetuates a new stereotype
of the “a woman manager as hard, cold and
single-minded” [17: p.230]. Hoyt and Murphy
found that when they analysed the traditional
perception of leadership characteristics, it
did not coincide with female characteristics
[18]. Since the academic environment is used
to the male leadership style, they do not
perceive a woman as a leader. They prefer
to see the usual approaches of leadership
behaviour in the university [19]. There is a
dissonance here: people are used to the male
leadership style and recognise only it, but
when a woman starts to run the organization
in the same way, she is criticised for this
behaviour and accused of being rigid.
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Generally, in many cultures, leadership
has been characterised as a masculine
set of capabilities. However, the extent of
the masculine in managing could depend
on the cultural and social features of the
organization. Researchers claimed that
women and men have different management
styles in work [20]. While women tend to
choose a transformational leadership style,
historically men consume a transactional
leadership style. Generally, the former is
more inherent in soft control methods, and
the latter is more rigid. Typically, university
power is associated with transactional or
male leadership. White et al. conclude that
women in managerial positions may find
it more challenging to choose a particular
leadership style [20]. For example, if men use
elements of femininity, this is encouraged by
society as an effective management style. If a
woman uses a similar style, this is considered
her natural and predictable behaviour
[21]. Thus, it is more difficult for women to
impress their constituents, who decide that
they can be a leaders or promote them for
senior management positions [5].

Women's choice in educational career

As follows from the previous paragraph,
the reason for the under-represented number
of female leaders in the educational field
could be explained by their own choice. This
idea maintains some dissonance because
there could be a various explanation, which
leads women to refuse from careers to other
activities. UK researcher Coleman [22: p. 15]
argue: "The decision on whether to have a
family and a career and how to combine the
two, is both a choice and a challenge”.

On the other hand, it can be
understandable why a woman'’s reluctance
to strive for leadership. If leadership is
meant to be as hard work (frequently
redundant workload) that requires constant
competition and sacrifice from personal life,
then why should women have an aspiration
to be a leader in higher education [23]. It
is always difficult and “sometimes without
any socialisation, training or support” [23:
p.118]. Acker argued that such work tends
to be stressful, anxious, including conflicts,
dissatisfaction and constant work on own
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self [24]. Moreover, it involves continuous
work to convince colleagues to follow
directions. These possible disputes arise
within the organization with other leaders
or superiors and sometimes carry the threat
of displacement by another leader [23]. As
a result, most often, women in educational
institution choose to be outside of leadership,
because she finds more beneficial in such
position.

Mentoring and networking in relation to
gender

One of the possible ways to achieve a
leadership position in higher education is
to obtain a professorship; however, in this
case, women might face other obstacles. The
exclusion of women from the predominantly
men networking might be one of the
challenges [22]. In many countries, it cannot
be denied that frequently men are the
prominent people who select and decide
who to give the title of professor. For
instance, when choosing between a man
and a woman, in a masculine culture, most
often preference has given to a man—this
phenomenon named in the literature as
homophily [5]. Van den Brink and Benschop
claims that frequently men are the source
of gender inequality in educational
leadership [5]. Researchers introduced the
study, which describes achieving academic
networks, where one of the essential steps
is gatekeeping, or selecting people for
including them in the intellectual elite.
According to their research, when men
play a role as a gatekeeper, women have
more difficulties achieving academic status,
because they usually prefer to recruit men.

Perhaps, one of the reasons for deficit
women in senior position might be the
shortage of mentoring. As have been
mentioned before women tend to feel
insecure about their abilities in this regard,
there is a need for support and motivation
in their career growth. For example, Van den
Brink found that in a stage of making an
academic career in doing PhD women might
need supporting and mentoring, particularly
at an early age, when many women are
forced to combine academic careers and
family responsibilities [25]. Alternatively,
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for successful career advancement and an
increasing number of female in the leader
position, women must support each other,
as is often the case among their male
counterparts. Moreover, this can be formal
mentoring, but it is also accepted to be
informal. Mentoring is an essential part of
promoting the career of a more experienced
and established member of the academic
community. Moreover, a reputable mentor
could become a guide to the academic world
and add to their existing networks, which in
the future can lead to career growth [26].

Shortage of mentoring among women
can lead to a lack of understanding and a
clear plan for building career growth and
promotion. Mentoring could support in
promoting and advise on how to develop
a strategic plan in an academic career.
Compared to men, women frequently refuse
to participate in the competitive struggle
for power since they do not want to engage
in self-promotion. This behaviour is usually
inherent in the male leader characteristics.
Professor Morley mentioned the importance
of using connections, contacts, and skills
of work in public life when moving up the
career ladder to promote self-promotion.
Interestingly, ~women themselves are
often provocateurs of gender inequality in
leadership [23].

Thus, mentoring can become significant
support for women in striving for a senior
position, while the absence of this factor
can be valued as the reason for the
underdevelopment of female leadership. As
noted above, mentoring plays a crucial role
in developing future female leaders both in
school leadership and in higher education.
Another question is that difficulty could be
raised at this stage how to find the necessary
and suitable mentor who shares the scientific
and career interests of the ward.

Case of Kazakhstan

From all statements mentioned above,
women in educational institutions could face
various problems in aspiration to the career
ladder. In each country, these issues could
be in a different extension. For example,
these challenges might be influenced by
cultural and traditional values, characteristic

of the country. Looking at a more detailed
study of barriers to women’'s leadership
in Kazakhstan's educational fields, some
difficulties arose in finding the appropriate
sources. As it turned out on education
leadership and especially the influence of
the gender factor, there is some literature
limitation [27]. A small number of articles are
devoted towomen's participation in decision-
making, but they are most often linked with
the political area [28]. If there are limitation
studies about gender participation in the
leadership of higher educational institutions,
then there is practically no literature about
leaders in Kazakhstan's school system.
Kazakhstani  policymakers also pay
attention to these issues. They have
discussed attempts to change the situation
by introducing the new policy or offering
other approaches. For example, one of the
most significant documents about gender
regulations were “Strategy of gender equality
in the Republic of Kazakhstan for 2006-
2016" [29] and currently have been launched
another state program “Concept of family and
gender policies in the Republic of Kazakhstan
until 2030" [30]. Khamzina et al. criticise that
the implementation of these policies in
Kazakhstan was carried out only partially, and
there was no analysis of the performance of
this policy in reality [31]. Indeed, despite the
introduction of these national documents
aimed at monitoring gender equality and
the problem of inequality still exists in some
extent. In particular, the importance of
studying and developing gender issues in
education is still underestimated. According
to research estimates, in 2019 only 18% of all
higher education institutions in Kazakhstan
have courses related to gender context in
their educational programmes[32]. Probably
this could correct the traditionally entrenched
notions about gender roles in society.
Historically and geographically, this
influenced the fact that Kazakhstan is a
unique combination and intertwining of
various cultures and values, which affected
women'’s and men'’s peculiar gender role [33;
34]. On the one hand, this is the impact of
Soviet ideology on the equality of all before
the state, on the other, old religious views
and traditions preserved from ancestors,
and on the third, the current influence of
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Western countries. Following this, some
Kazakhstanis believe that a woman can and
should combine family responsibilities and
career; others presume that the primary goal
of a woman is to take care of older family
members and children. Others prove by their
actions that female leadership in Kazakhstan
educational institutions is achievable [33].
The latter has at least postgraduate degrees
or master's degrees or even educated abroad.

As in many countries, usually Kazakh
women tend to be not striving for
leadership, they do not have a clear plan to
achieve power, or if they reach leader post,
it did not happen at their will. However,
women are rarely promoted to a higher
position if she has children. At the time,
women themselves frequently prioritise
motherhood and childcare over their careers.
Nevertheless, women without children
also suffer from discrimination. If they at a
young age assumed that they could marry
and go on maternity leave, and if they were
after 30 it is expected to have tough and
envious character (according to the female
respondents). In leading women, leaders
tend to adopt masculine leadership styles to
be accepted into their circle of networks [1].

As noticed, one of the obstacles to the
career development of Kazakh women is
motherhood. In Kazakhstan, a woman is
legally entitled to be on maternity leave for a
period of three years. On the one hand, the
government seems to care about family and
demographic values; on the other hand, it is
a significant obstacle for a woman in career
growth [31; 35].

According to statistical data, in the highest
echelons of power in universities, men still
prevail. For example, according to the last
statistics in 2022, 79 male and 21 female are
rectors of higher education. The diagram of
the ratio of women and men in the higher
education system at the executive level for
last decade is shown in Figure 1. This fact
is also discussed in Kazakhstani studies
[1]. A significant number of women in the
educational field are because teaching is not
popular among Kazakh men. The traditions
established in society consider the man as
the primary breadwinner in the family and the
academic area is one of the lowest paid in the
country [8].

There are still strong beliefs in Kazakhstan
that there are male and female professions.
Buribayev and Khamzina argue that
society where such attitudes delimiting
responsibilities by gender indicates the
existence of gender inequality [35]. It is
notable that age is also considered during
employment and promotion. As the following
agism is another barrier, which could women
face. Kazakhstani employers frequently give
preference to a man, even if his qualifications
and abilities are worse.

Ascanbeseenfromtheabove, stereotypes
about men and women'’s traditional roles are
still powerful in Kazakhstan. This attitude is
manifested in the fact that women find men
more suitable for leadership positions in
the family and organizations. Meanwhile, a
woman is obliged to either do much more
housework: caring for a child, housekeeping
and taking care of older family members
(usually her husband's parents) [1]. For this
reason, women are often forced to seek
an informal way of earning money or part-
time employment. All of this can be a severe
obstacle to a career. There are even more
women than men achieving master’s and PhD
degrees, but nevertheless this does not affect
the increase in women in top management.
This factor could become a problem in the
form of a decrease in motivation among
young women to pursue an education or
career in this field in future because their
academic achievement does not influence
successful career advancement.
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Conclusion

This article presents some of the known
barriers and reasons why women are
underrepresented in educational leadership.
The reasons may differ depending on the
country of origin due to cultural, political
and social characteristics. It follows that
this research needs to be conducted on an
ongoing basis with the involvement of more
resources. Most of the studies presentedinthe
article were conducted in Western countries.
Kazakhstan as a part of globalization is also
involved in the processes and megatrends
occurring in the world. Therefore, there is a
need to track gender studies that are being
conducted and may probably be relevant in
Kazakhstan in the future.

As emphasised in the scientific works of
Kazakhstani researchers, the gender role of
women is now influenced by three factors
of the historical past imposed by the Soviet
ideology of emancipation, ancient cultural
patriarchal traditions about the female
destiny to be a mother and take care of the
family and the influence of Western values.

Suppose educational institutions are
a place where future generations should
receive education and learn basic knowledge
about adult life. In that case, inequality
in leadership is not the best model for a
pattern. Seeing this, children could conclude
that leadership is the prerogative of males.

In many cultures, it has been still
believed that women’s central role is to
bear responsibility for raising children and
caring for families. As a consequence, this
factor influences woman'’s choice and her
professional relevance in career growth.
Following this, it is essential to support and
develop appropriate skills for women striving
to occupy a leadership position.

As a significant part of society, women
should be represented in leadership and
decision-making because all opinions about
the development of a democratic society
should be considered. Besides, female leaders
can bring a new vision for the development
of education. In the case of higher education
institutions, women are widely represented
in all middle levels of leadership. This job is
frequently linked with the organization of
the educational process, financial or human

resources management. Until women are not
fully represented in the top management
of the educational system, society cannot
produce all the possible approaches and
offers how to educate the future generation.

Islam and National State-Building in the Postcolonial Period: a Comparative Analysis

Abstract. In the context of nation-building, both the integration and disintegration functions of
religion are manifested.

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article, the authors tried to analyze the interaction of Islam and nationalism, as well as models of
nation-building on the example of several Muslim countries in the postcolonial period.

Digital Transformation of Kazakhstani Universities:
the Results of in-Depth Interviews with Experts

Abstract. The state policy in the field of digitalization of higher education in Kazakhstan plays an
important role in the development of universities’ educational processes. This article presents the
results of in-depth interviews with 10 experts and representatives of government agencies in the
field of undergraduate and postgraduate education in Kazakhstan, as well as with the coordinators
of international student exchange programs. The study examined issues, such as the development
of digital educational services in the country over the past two decades, and the compliance of
domestic universities with international standards of digital education. Special attention is paid
to the impact of the pandemic and current geopolitical events. During the discussion of the
level of digitalization of the world's leading universities, experts analyzed the teachers’ degree of
adaptation to new digital tools and the competitiveness of Kazakhstani students. The respondents
discussed successful initiatives and strategies for cooperation with the private sector and ensuring
access to educational resources for students from remote regions. Based on the data obtained,
the authors have developed recommendations for the further development of digital services in
the higher education system of Kazakhstan. The policy of digitalization of higher education in the

Republic of Kazakhstan is an important issue that requires thorough research.

Causes and Consequences of Muslim Women Joining Religious
Radical Movements in Kazakhstan

Abstract. The socio-psychological profile of Muslim women who are members of radical
religious organisations reveals a complex interplay of various factors reflecting deep socio-cultural,
psychological and ideological dynamics. Radical organisations provide a sense of community and
solidarity by attracting disenfranchised women in their societies.

The aim of the article is to identify and explore the socio-psychological factors that encourage
Muslim women to join radical religious organisations.

The relevance of the topic is due to the fact that studying the socio-psychological portrait of
Muslims who join radical religious organisations has not only academic value but also important
practical significance for security, policymaking, community stability and societal unity.

The novelty of the article lies in the fact that socio-psychological characteristics of Muslim
women who have joined radical organisations will be developed and actions for their re-
radicalisation will be proposed, taking into account the psychological mentality of the population.

The article examines the formation of radical groups, their role in society and the ways in which
radical organisations attract people to join them. In addition, the article analyses interviews with
Muslim women who have joined radical groups and analyses the reasons that did not motivate
them to join these groups and their psychological characteristics. The motivating reasons and
psychological profile are identified.

The Concept of ‘Soil’ in Rabghuzi’s Religious Philosophy as a Mystical-Mythological One

Abstract. This article examines the concept of «earth» in Burhan al-Din Rabghuzi's work
known as «Qisas al-anbiya». In this study, the fundamental substances considered in the world
mystical traditions and naturphilosophy, including the substance of the Earth (soil), are reviewed.
Rabghuzi's ideas about man’s connection with the transcendental world, his existential states and
relations with natural reality were analysed. It is important to note the universality of the concept of
‘creation of man from clay’, which, being independent of religious beliefs, goes back to the biblical
pair of Adam and Eve and represents a common beginning, forming the basis of world mystical
teachings. In the religious-scholastic and metaphysical perspective, the human body, consisting of
soul and mind, is created from earth matter, which explains man’s respect for it and emphasises
the existential significance of the earth. This aspect is particularly pronounced in Turkic-Muslim,
particularly Kazakh culture, where the concept of soil is presented in a comparative analysis with
similar worldview models. In addition, the concept of ‘earth-soil’ in the national consciousness
manifests itself in the form of certain archaic mystical values. Given that the ideas presented
in Rabghuzi's work require the study of nomadic traditions, they were compared with modern
narrative religious judgements and scholars’ opinions about the concept of soil. The study shows
that representations of the soil contribute to a deeper disclosure of religious and mystical aspects
of the ancient worldview of the Turkic-Kazakh people. Thus, the article outlines the main directions
and prospects for the study of the concept of soil and mystical ideas about the creation of man
from soil in interdisciplinary and comparative aspects.

Introduction

Islamic science draws heavily on the
Quran and Sunnah in many of its fields.
The Tafseer, Hadith, Figh, History, Seerah,
Comparative Religions, and lim-e-Kalam are
a few of the significant fields of knowledge.
Another Islamic discipline that plays a
significant role in our social lives is sufism, or
tasawuf. Sufism (Arabic: 4w g.0ll, romanized:
al-Sufiyya; Arabic: wgoill, romanized: al-
Tasawwuf) stands as a harmonious Islamic
discipline, embodying a profound spiritual
journey. At its core lies the purification of
heart and mind, an introspective quest to
unveil one's true nature and the essence
of the surrounding world. It esteems direct
communion with the divine above rituals,
seeking an intimate union with the Creator.
Self-awareness, a vital pillar of the Sufi path,
emerges as an essential tool for overcoming
the ego and relinquishing material desires.
Through its sacred practices, Sufism guides
seekers toward the discernment of the
authentic self, liberating them from the
illusions cast by the external realm, thereby
providing pathways to divine existence.
These transformative experiences not only
enrich one's life but also inspire a deep
commitment to the community, fostering
a spirit of service and compassion towards
others. Ultimately, Sufism weaves a tapestry
of connection, inviting all to embark on a
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journey of profound spiritual awakening and
shared humanity [1].

Throughout history, Sufis have frequently
been associated with "orders" called tariqa
(plural of turuqg), which are groups of people
gathered around a grand master wali who
will trace their lineage of teachings back
to the Islamic prophet Muhammad. The Ba
‘Alawiyya, Badawiyya, Bektashi, Burhaniyya,
Chishti, Khalwati, Kubrawiya, Madariyya,
Mevlevi, Muridiyya, Nagshbandi, Nimatullahi,
Qadiriyya, Qalandariyya, Rahmaniyya, Rifa'i,
Safavid, Senussi, Shadhili, Suhrawardiyya,
Tijaniyyah, Uwaisi, and Zahabiya orders are
notable examples of tariga [2].

Named after Baha al-Din Nagshband, the
Nagshbandi order (Arabic: &aiuiail &8y yall,
romanized: al-Tarigat al-Nagshbandiyya) is a
Sufi order of Sunni Islam. Through Ja'far al-
Sadig, they can trace their silsila (chain) back
to the Prophet Muhammad via Abu Bakr, the
first caliph (hijra 632—-634). Major Nagshbandi
academics like Sirhindi and Dahlawi have
stressed how the Nagshbandi Sufi Order
adheres to the sharia, setting it apart from
other Sunni schools [3].

The "convergence of the two oceans" and
the "Sufi Order of Jafar al Sadiq" are other
names for the order. Yusuf Hamadani and
Abdul Khalig Ghijduwani, who organized
the practices and stressed the importance
of the entirely silent invocation in the
12th century, are credited with numerous
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insights gained by the Nagshbandi order.
The name of the order comes from its later
association in the 14th century with Baha-
ud-din Nagshband Bukhari. Then a name
for a branch or sub-order was added.
The path was known as "Nagshbandiyya-
Ahrariyya" from 'Ubeydullah Ahrar to Imam
Rabbani;  "Nagshbandiyya-Mujaddadiyya"
from Imam Rabbani to Shamsuddin
Mazhar; "Nagshbandiyya-Mazhariyya" from
Shamsuddin Mazhar to Khalid al-Baghdadi;
"Nagshbandiyya-Khalidiyya" from Mawlana
Khalid onward; "Nagshbandiyya-Mustafvi"
(Khalidi); and so forth [4].

One interpretation of the Nagshbandi
Order's name is "engraver" (of the heart). The
road is also known as "the way of the golden
chain" and "the sublime Sufi path." Along
the major commercial routes, the orders also
founded guilds for crafts and trade, and they
provide hospice care for traders and tourists
(like the well-known Silk Road). According to
Rahman, the majority of Muslims belonged
to a Sufi order between the 13th and the
18th centuries. The Nagshbandiya order,
which was established in Central Asia in the
thirteenth century in an effort to protect
Islam from the Mongol invasions, is one of the
most significant Sufi groups. Subsequently, it
reached the Indian subcontinent [5].

Ever since its establishment, the
Nagshbandi tariga has been a significant part
of Kazakhstan's spiritual landscape, serving
as a driving force behind the conversion
of the country's nomadic people to Islam.
The tariga's teachings have not changed
over time, attesting to its efficiency as a
spiritual discipline for soul purification. After
all, the religion would simply be ritualistic
and lacking in sanctity without Sufism and
spirituality. promotion of the principles of
the Nagshbandi tariga to achieve the level
of the "perfect human" remains a relevant
topic [6]. This article examines these ideas
theoretically, studies the extent of their
propaganda in Kazakhstan, researches the
best ways of their agitation and presents the
SWOT analysis.

Methodology

The article was written through a meticulous
application of research methodologies,

encompassing  historical,  scientificc and
systematic approaches. Data was diligently
gathered and analyzed within the framework of
qualitative and descriptive research techniques.
The study researches a wealth of previously
published and contemporaneous materials,
such as scholarly books, research articles,
periodicals, and theses, ensuring the integrity
and authenticity of its findings. By weaving
together these diverse strands of knowledge,
the research not only honors the past but
also illuminates pathways for future inquiry.
The content analysis served as an empirical
research method to give our research work
with a practical feature.

Main part

It is difficult to overstate the significance
of learning about the Nagshbandi tariga
practices for spiritual development because
this path provides effective means of altering
one's consciousness. The Nagshbandi tariga,
which is founded on the teachings of the
illustrious master Bahauddin Nagshband,
places a strong emphasis on developing one's
inner self-awareness and relationship with
God by meditation and dhikr. Understanding
these techniques can lead to a deeper
comprehension of anindividual's inner nature
and place in the world. The Nagshbandi
tariga's activities help cultivate traits like love,
tolerance, and compassion for others. These
traits are particularly crucial in today's world,
which is frequently characterized by hostility
and division.

These are the attributes of the "perfect
human," conceptions of which the
Nagshbandi tariga actively advances. Given
the state of spiritual decline in the current
world, promoting the perfects and behaviors
of the "perfect human" ought to take
precedence. Our research aims to examine
the fundamental ideas of spiritual growth
as they relate to the Nagshbandi tariga and
evaluate their level of popularization in the
cyberspace of Kazakhstan.

In Islamic theology, Muhammad, the
prophet of Islam, is known as al-Insan al-
Kamil. Literally, the word means "the complete
person" or "the person who has reached
perfection" [7]. Islamic culture emphasizes
the concept of the prototype human being—
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pure consciousness, one's true identity—
as opposed to the material human, who is
constrained by materialism and the senses.
Sunni Sufis are the ones who first utilized and
continue to use the term.

The concept was articulated by Mansur
al-Hallaj and Al-Biruni in their writings.
Ahmad Yasawi's works, whose impact
propagated Sufism throughout Central Asia,
clearly illustrate this idea [8]. The esteemed
and prominent Islamic scholar ibn Arabi also
employed the notion. As stated in Ibn Arabi's
Fusus Al-Hikam, the Quran and hadith are
the source of this idea. lbn Arabi initially
wrote about al-Insan al-kamil, or the perfect
being, in detail in one of his most well-known
writings, Fusus al-Hikam [9].

Ibn al-Arabi used in-depth analysis and
meditation on the topic of the Perfect human
and one's desire in achieving this objective,
taking a notion that was already widely
accepted within Sufi culture. Al-Arabi uses
the metaphor of the mirror to first address
the topic of oneness before going on to
explain his idea of the perfect being. Al-Arabi
likens the relationship between God and his
creations to an object that is reflected in an
endless number of mirrors in this metaphor
[10].

Since God is the object and humans are
the mirrors, God's essence can be seen in
every existing human being. This has two
meanings: first, that humans are nothing
more than reflections of God, and second,
that there is no way to separate or distinguish
between humanity and God [11]. An
individual starts along the path of ultimate
oneness when they realize that there is no
division between God and humans. A person
who chooses to walk in this unity seeks the
actual thing and answers God's desire to be
known [12].

The Nagshbandi Sufi Order emphasizes
the transformative journey of the soul through
disciplined practices and adherence to
spiritual principles. Among these principles is
the importance of Dhikr, or the remembrance
of Allah, which serves as a constant reminder
of His presence and a means to purify the
heart. This practice fosters a deepening
connection with the Divine, allowing
practitioners to transcend the ordinary and
experience moments of profound clarity
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and enlightenment [13]. Another key tenet
is Suhbat, the companionship with those
on the same spiritual path. This fosters an
environment where mutual support and
learning flourish. Through interaction and
shared experiences, seekers are encouraged
to shed their ego and embrace humility,
recognizing their own limitations while
drawing strength from the collective
wisdom of the group. Furthermore, Tawba,
or repentance, acts as a vital mechanism for
personal growth. It promotes self-reflection,
encouraging individuals to acknowledge
their faults and seek forgiveness. This act
of turning back to Allah not only cleanses
the heart but also reinvigorates the desire
to pursue righteousness, ultimately leading
to a state of divine proximity [14]. Through
these principles, the Nagshbandi Sufi Order
cultivates a path of sincerity, devotion, and
moral integrity, guiding individuals toward
a life imbued with spiritual richness and a
profound understanding of their purpose in
the divine plan.

Divine self-manifestation is prompted
by the Perfect human's developed self-
consciousness and self-realization. Because
of this, the Perfect human—referred to by
al-Arabi as the Isthmus—has both divine
and earthy origins. The perfect human, the
Isthmus between heaven and Earth, satisfies
God's need to be known, allowing others
to experience God's presence via him.
Muhammad's original spirit and all of its
perfection, divine wisdom, is also attained
through self-manifestation. According to
Al-Arabi, the perfect human is one who
represents the divine to the cosmos and
brings the divine spirit to it [15].

The Nagshbandi tariga promotes its
own 11 principles, which include spiritual
practice, as a means of achieving the state of
a perfect person. They were originally eight
principles developed by Central Asian Sufi
scholar Abdul Khaliq Gajadwani (died 1179),
with the remaining three of the eleven added
subsequently by Baha-ud-Din Nagshband
Bukhari (1318-1389), the founder of the
Nagshbandi Order [16].

1. Remembrance (Yad kard): Always
verbally and mentally reciting the dhikr.

2. Restraint (Baz gasht): According to
this approach, you must subconsciously
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push aside all thoughts — whether good or
negative — that surface during dhikr.

3. Watchfulness (Nigah dasht): Only
divine manifestations can exist in the heart;
recollections of the past, fantasies about the
present, or the regular earthy existence of
tomorrow have no place there.

4. Recollection (Yad dasht): Concentration
on the Divine presence in a state of
dhawq, foretaste, intuitive anticipation, or
perceptiveness without external aids.

5. Awareness while breathing (Hosh dar
dam) refers to controlling one’s respiration to
avoid forgetting about the Divine. Breathing
is the foundation of development on the way
to attaining the Divine.

6. Journeying in one's homeland (Safar
dar watan) refers to a person’s trip from the
physical world to the Divine, his spiritual and
actual homeland. According to tasawwuf, all
activities that lead a person from the physical
world to the Creator constitute this kind of
spiritual journey

7. Watching one’s step” (Nazar bar
gadam): The ultimate kind of humility is for
someone to focus their attention just on their
toes in order to protect themselves from
worldly temptations.

8. Solitude in a crowd (Khalwat Dar
Anjuhuman). It means a condition of social
isolation, yet to remain mentally alone with
the Lord even when engaging in genuine
conversation with others

9. Temporal pause (Wuquf”l zahumani):
Keeping track of how one spends their time.
If time is spent correctly, express gratitude; if
it is spent incorrectly, seek pardon.

10. Numerical pause (Wuquf”l adadi):
Checking that the heart"dhikr has been
repeated the required number of times, taking
into account one's wandering thoughts.

11. Heart Pause (Wuquf“l qalbi): Imagining
one's heart with the name of God engraved
to underline its sole focus on God.

Thus, the central aspect of Nagshbandiya

spirituality was silent dhikr as opposed to
loud dhikr that was accompanied by music
and so attracted large crowds to other Sufi
brotherhoods.  Confidential  discussions
between the mentor and the learner were
crucial, as was their strong bond, which was
maintained by focusing thoughts on one
other's pictures [17].

Nagshbandi  Sufis  established eleven
principles to achieve this goal. These concepts
are crucial for spiritual development,
cleansing the heart of sin and guiding
behaviors towards righteousness. Behind
each term, behind each word, there is a vast
philosophy. To master these ideas, teachers
were required. He imparted these methods
to his learner. Under his supervision, human
perfected himself. The Nagshbandi Sufi
Order seeks Allah's nearness and honor [18].
This factor creates a significant barrier to the
widespread promotion of the 11 principles
of the Nagshbandi tariga, as it is impossible
to effectively convey their true meaning
and demonstrate them in real life without a
knowledgeable guide. Official websites and
social media pages related to the Nagshbandi
tariga tend to only superficially address these
principles, neglecting the essential elements
of their practical implementation. This
highlights the difficulty of accessing such
knowledge for the average person.

To explore the presence of Nagshbandi
tariga propaganda in the Kazakhstani
online space, we conducted an extensive
search for information. Our evaluation
of different promotional channels was
based on criteria such as subscriber count,
information volume, publication frequency,
and the languages used—Kazakh, hashtag
- #HakwbaHausa. Through our investigation,
we uncovered a variety of propaganda
channels operating across multiple platforms
and social networks, which presents new
opportunities for understanding and sharing
these important teachings.

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All  propaganda channels affiliated
with the Nagshbandi tariga demonstrate a
complex replication of information across
different platforms. On YouTube, the tariga’s
advocates share comprehensive recordings
of their lectures, whereas on social media,
they focus on brief video clips and images
featuring the insightful statements of their
ustaz. Interestingly, while the tariga has
managed to amass a significant following
on YouTube, their social media presence
is limited to fewer than 500 subscribers. In
contrast, other Islamic groups sometimes
exceed 100,000 followers on social platforms,
making this situation particularly noteworthy.

The channel “hazrat_qurbanali_akhmad_
ishan” has been operating on YouTube and
currently boasts 26.9 thousand subscribers.
This subscriber count reflects a positive
upward trend, new content is uploaded
weekly, featuring recordings from various
gatherings as well as studio sessions. Viewer
engagement is evident through comments,
likes, and dislikes. On Instagram we revealed a
page "qurbanaliishan” is registered; however,
no posts are available. Followers of this tarigat
have mentioned a private Telegram group
for sharing information among themselves.
Youtube channel “lkhsan.rukhani_zhanghiru”
also does not give a detailed information
about tarigats self-perfection methods. The
channel only invites guests to join their
closed group. Thus, the primary medium
utilized to share teachings within this Sufi
community is the YouTube channel, serving
as a vital platform for communication and
dissemination.

Equally intriguing is the absence of
accounts on trending platforms like TikTok
and Facebook. Our content review revealed
that YouTube primarily features lectures
on the tariga’s teachings, while Instagram
and TikTok posts provide merely superficial
insights. Materials are published in Kazakh
and Russian, highlighting the Nagshbandi
tariga's foothold in Kazakhstan and the
increasing interest in its practices. Among
the available resources, there is only a single
video lecture that addresses the 11 principles
of the Nagshbandi tariga, while the idea of
the “perfect person” has unfortunately not
received adequate attention. The limited
interaction on social media highlights
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the necessity to reevaluate promotional
strategies and tailor content for a broader
audience. The rarity of comprehensive
discussions on critical concepts, such as the
"perfect person,” indicates a need to revamp
outreach strategies. Centering efforts on
creating relevant and understandable content
will help individuals grasp and implement
the tariga’s principles effectively.

Throughout our content analysis, we
discovered a notable absence of material
addressing the idea of the "perfect human."
None of the published resources from the
aforementioned channels provide guidance
on how to attain the status of the "perfect
human." This absence can be attributed
to two possibilities: first, the methods
for achieving spiritual perfection might
only be shared within a select circle, and
second, the teachings offered by the tariqa
generally outline the spiritual journey for
their followers. However, the most significant
factor is undoubtedly the esoteric nature of
Sufi brotherhoods. Historically, these orders
served as early models for modern exclusive
societies, where individuals must undergo
an initiation process to gain membership.
The doctrines and practices of the tariga
were shrouded in secrecy, with knowledge
exclusively shared among its practitioners.
During our investigative studies, we
discovered multiple private Telegram groups
where entry is granted only post-initiation
[19].

The approaches of the Nagshbandi tariga
have stood the test of time and continue to
be relevant in shaping the "perfect human."
Promoting these methods is a vital aspect
of the spiritual dimensions of society, yet
it necessitates a professional handling;
otherwise, it could lead to an "adverse effect.”
Given the potential impact of these practices,
we will provide a SWOT (strength, weakness,
opportunities, threats) analysis that focuses
on the promotional activities surrounding
the principles of spiritual practices within the
Nagshbandi tariga.

Strength

» The Nagshbandi tariga, with its deep
historical presence in Kazakhstan, stands as
a well-established entity needing no further
introduction.
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e The availability of ustazs who are
well-equipped to share the teachings and
philosophies of the tariga with a diverse
audience.

 The notion of the “perfect person” and
the concept of ihsan are actively endorsed by
the SAMK, aiding its accessibility to the public.

Weakness

* The passive promotion of the Tariga ustaz
online, particularly on social media platforms,
limits the potential for wider reach.

» Misrepresentations of spiritual self-
growth within Sufism: many visualize a Sufi
merely as a "hermit”

Opportunities

« The enhancement of individuals’ spiritual
growth, which will facilitate the establishment of
a community grounded in strong ethical values.

* The evolution of religion’s role: shifting
from mere ritual practices to profound spiritual
enlightenment.

Threats

 Misinterpretation and misuse of the
tariqa’s spiritual tenets may lead to adverse
outcomes.

* The necessity for a guide, as navigating
and applying spiritual development methods
becomes challenging in their absence.

The Nagshbandi tariga, with its profound
spiritual methodologies, offers a unique
framework for cultivating the “perfect human.”
In terms of strengths, its emphasis on secretive
and direct transmission of knowledge fosters
a deep sense of community among its
followers. This intimate bond can enhance
the collective experience of spiritual practices,
creating a fertile ground for personal and
communal growth. Additionally, the tariga's
integration of meditation and remembrance
(dhikr) aligns with contemporary interests in
mental well-being and mindfulness, making
its teachings increasingly relevant. Conversely,
a notable weakness lies in its exclusivity; the
esoteric nature of the Nagshbandi teachings
can make them inaccessible to those outside
the circle. This may limit broader engagement
and understanding, potentially alienating
individualswho mightbenefitfromits practices.
Moreover, misrepresentation in promotional
activities can lead to misunderstanding of its

core principles, risking dilution of its teachings.
Regarding opportunities, there is a growing
demand for spiritual guidance in modern
society. The Nagshbandi tariga can leverage
platforms such as social media and workshops
to reach wider audiences, fostering awareness
and interest in its methodologies. However,
threats remain, particularly the potential for
commercial exploitation of spiritual practices.
Misguided promotional strategies could
trivialize the authentic experiences of its
practitioners, leading to disillusionment and
harm. Thus, careful and professional handling
of promotional activities is essential to sustain
the integrity of the Nagshbandi inheritance.

The SWOT analysis we performed reveals
the potential opportunities and challenges
linked to the dissemination of Nagshbandi
tariga practices focused on personal spiritual
growth. However, it is important to recognize
that the risks could potentially outweigh the
advantages if not handled appropriately. The
significant concern is that many people equate
“Sufi” with "hermit," viewing it as a label for
those who distance themselves from the
society and embrace loneliness. In contrast,
the Nagshbandi tariga promotes the idea
of integrating spirituality with everyday life,
urging its followers to engage actively with
their communities [20, p. 37]. In contrast, the
ascetic practices favored by other Sufi orders
can sometimes lead to an interpretation that
values solitude over community engagement.
While these practices are rooted in sincere
spiritual quest, they risk perpetuating the
notion that Sufism is inherently introverted.
The Nagshbandi perspective challenges this,
illustrating how deep spiritual insight can
provide a foundation for meaningful societal
contributions [21].

Given this context, it is crucial to advocate
for a nuanced explanation of “spiritual
perfection” and the paths to attain it
particularly highlighting the notion of the
“middle path.” To facilitate this, it is suggested
to advance the principles of the “lhsan”
program, launched by the SAMK a few years
ago. The program’s motto states: “lhsan is the
foundation of spiritual education. Building
a virtuous society through the nurturing
of moral values is our primary objective.
Consequently, the proactive promotion of Sufi
teachings by the DUMK could counterbalance
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the more passive outreach of the Nagshbandi
tariga.

Conclusion

The Nagshbandi order, among the most
influential Sufi traditions, emphasizes the
cultivation of the “perfect human” through
a series of spiritual practices and ethical
principles. Integral to the Nagshbandi path
are the eleven key tenets, which serve as
a framework for personal development.
These tenets highlight the importance of
often overlooked spiritual practices, such as
dhikr and cultivation of good character. By
embodying virtues like humility, compassion,
and patience, practitioners can align
themselves with the essence of the perfect
human. Ultimately, the Nagshbandi approach
invites adherents to not only seek personal
enlightenment but to become beacons of
love and service in the world, reflecting
the divine qualities they aspire to embody.
Through dedication to the order’s teachings,
individuals embark on a transformative
journey that culminates in the realization of
their fullest potential as the perfect human.

In the course of our research, we
found that the Nagshbandi tariga leaders
disseminated insights regarding spiritual self-
improvement and the idea of the “perfect
human” primarily through low-engagement
posts on social media. It was noted that
the persistent belief that Sufis are merely
"outcast” can significantly hinder the effective
sharing of this knowledge. Therefore, making
a concerted effort to promote the teachings
of the Nagshbandi tariqa is vital as a first step
in challenging these misconceptions. This
approach will ultimately support the creation
of a more favorable environment for spiritual
development within the community.

To effectively promote the teachings of the
Nagshbandi tariga, it is essential to leverage
digital platforms that allow for meaningful
engagement without overwhelming the
audience. Low-engagement posts, such as
inspirational quotes, short reflections, and
concise teachings, can serve as gateways for
deeper understanding. This gradual approach
helps demystify Sufi practices and counters
stereotypes, allowing for an organic interest
in spiritual self-improvement to flourish within
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the community. Moreover, collaborating
with influencers and thought leaders who
resonate with the values of the Nagshbandi
tariqa can amplify these messages. By
engaging individuals who have a following
and command respect, the tariga can reach
a broader audience. This partnership will
not only help normalize the conversation
around Sufism but also create safe spaces
for individuals to explore spirituality without
judgment.

The implementation of the lhsan
program, initiated by the SAMK, stands as a
unique platform for the spiritual education
and nurturing of sacred values within society.
This endeavor promises not only to enrich
the personal growth of individuals but also
to foster the emergence of a morally pristine
and harmonious community. Furthermore, it
is prudent to explore innovative avenues for
visualizing the teachings of Sufism through
diverse content formats, including videos,
podcasts, and infographics. Such an approach
will illuminate complex ideas, rendering
them accessible and comprehensible to a
broader audience - an imperative in our
swiftly evolving information landscape.
Embracing modern technologies can prove
to be a potent instrument for articulating
the profound wisdom entrenched in the
Nagshbandi Tariga heritage, bridging the
ancient and the contemporary.

The phenomenon
of Kazakh women maintaining active social positions during socio-
political transformations is analyzed, highlighting their substantial
role in economic and social development. Historical examples
of Bopai Khanym and Domalak Ana illustrate the deeply rooted
respect for women in Kazakh culture. The research confirms that
despite ongoing socio-political changes, Kazakh women continue
to advocate for their rights and actively participate in community
development processes. The conclusion emphasizes the pivotal
role of female influence in ensuring sustainable development and
promoting gender equality in Muslim societies.

Introduction

Across the globe, Muslim communities
flourish in over 150 countries, spanning ev-
ery continent and reflecting a vast mosaic of
cultural, ethnic, and historical legacies. In the
traditional heartlands of Islam — the Middle
East, North Africa, South Asia, and Southeast
Asia — Islam not only remains the dominant
faith but also serves as the cornerstone of
collective identity and social order. In coun-
tries such as Indonesia, Pakistan, and Saudi
Arabia, the sizable Muslim populations are
a testament to the religion’s profound his-
torical depth and its adaptive capacity in
diverse cultural settings. Furthermore, the
dynamic and evolving Muslim diasporas in
Europe, North America, Latin America, and
the Caribbean highlight the global diffusion
of Islamic traditions, creating hybrid identi-
ties that bridge the past and the present. This
worldwide dispersion of Muslim communi-
ties underscores not merely the geographical
breadth of Islam but also its intricate inter-
play with local traditions, secular moderni-
ties, and the evolving paradigms of global
religious identities.

This academic article sets out to under-
take a comprehensive and critical examina-
tion of the status, roles, and freedoms of
women in Muslim societies, situating this in-
quiry within the broader discourse of gender
studies, religious studies, and Oriental stud-
ies. Through an interdisciplinary approach,
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the research critically analyzes a spectrum
of social, cultural, and legal dimensions that
collectively inform the lived experiences of
Muslim women. The study delves into how
traditional customs, evolving religious inter-
pretations, and state legislation interact to
shape gender dynamics, while also consider-
ing the historical trajectories and contempo-
rary challenges that influence these interac-
tions. By conducting a comparative analysis
across various Muslim-majority contexts, this
article aims to illuminate both the common-
alities and the divergences in the manifesta-
tion of gender equality, thereby contributing
to a more nuanced understanding of the
multifaceted roles of women in the modern
Islamic world.

Before the emergence of Islam on the
Arabian Peninsula, the status of women was
extremely unfavorable, characterized by
cruel and discriminatory practices. Modern
researchers, including scholars such as O.
Lebedeva and M. Agaev, unanimously note
that women in pre-Islamic Arab society were
subjected to profound oppression. One of
the most striking and horrifying manifesta-
tions of this oppression was the live burial
of girls, which reflected the extremely low
status of women and deeply entrenched
patriarchal norms. The studies of Lebedeva
and Agaev, based on historical data, indi-
cate that the pre-Islamic period was a time
of extreme gender injustice, where women
were assigned a subordinate and powerless

role. As a result of their research, the scholars
concluded that «<men in Muslim society had
more rights than women» [1, p. 45].

Thus, it can be assumed that the emer-
gence of Islam brought about positive
changes in the issue of gender equality, of-
fering new norms and principles aimed at
improving the status of women. However,
in practice, women could not fully benefit
from these new opportunities due to existing
barriers formed by centuries-old stereotypes
and traditional patriarchal attitudes. First, the
social stereotypes established in the pre-Is-
lamic period, according to which men held a
dominant position, continued to have a sig-
nificant influence on public consciousness,
limiting opportunities for women. Second,
the literacy rate among women remained
low, which also hindered their access to new
knowledge and rights granted by Islam.

It is important to note that religious
knowledge and the interpretation of Islamic
texts remained the prerogative of a narrow
circle of educated men, such as imams, who
often were unwilling to share these privileg-
es with women. This hindered the dissemi-
nation of new gender norms and their con-
solidation in everyday life, ultimately limiting
the potential of Islam as a force capable of
radically changing gender relations in Mus-
lim societies of that time [2, p. 177-186].

Methodology

This study employed a mixed-methods
approach combining qualitative analysis of
primary historical texts, archival documents,
and contemporary media sources with quan-
titative examination of gender equality in-
dicators across Muslim societies. Data was
gathered from academic journals, govern-
mental reports, and international databases.
A comparative framework was applied to
scrutinize traditional customs, religious in-
terpretations, and state legislations in diverse
cultural contexts. In-depth interviews with
subject matter experts, along with detailed
case studies of notable female leaders, en-
riched the analysis. By integrating historical
and contemporary perspectives, the research
provides a comprehensive understanding of
the evolution of women'’s roles. Triangulation
of data sources ensured the reliability and

validity of the findings, thereby facilitating
robust conclusions regarding the influence
of Muslim women in politics and society.

Main part
The Status of Women in Islamic Tradition

Historically, women have often faced de-
grading treatment and were primarily seen as
housewives and mothers. Nevertheless, what is
the true role of women originally prescribed by
God? Many sacred texts and religious teachings
emphasize not only their importance in the fam-
ily but also their crucial role in spiritual, educa-
tional, and social life. The question that requires
careful investigation is as follows: how have his-
torical and cultural interpretations changed the
perception of the originally equal and multifac-
eted role of women?

It is important to begin with a thorough
study of the role of women as prescribed by the
Quran, rather than relying on distorted inter-
pretations often presented in the media. Qura-
nic texts offer a multilayered understanding
of women'’s status, emphasizing their spiritual
equality with men, the right to education, partic-
ipation in public life, and autonomy. To conduct
a deep and objective analysis, it is necessary to
refer to primary sources and authoritative com-
mentaries by classical Islamic scholars. This will
help overcome bias and distortions, allowing for
a study of the real position of Muslim women in
the modern world, considering the socio-cultur-
al and political factors that influence their rights
and freedoms.

Let us look at how women lived before the
revelation of the Quran, and we will see how
the Holy Book elevated the honor of women
to great heights. History shows that before the
rise of Islam, women in various societies were
not granted proper rights, and their position
left much to be desired. For example, in Japan,
women were not allowed to pray in temples or
participate in any religious ceremonies. In Chi-
na, they were prohibited from entering tem-
ples. Online sources of Japanese proverbs and
sayings contain at least 60 expressions in which
the concept of «woman» appears [3]. Among
the proverbs about women’s characteristics,
there are those that highlight «the low status of
women, their foolishness, changeability, quar-
relsomeness, talkativeness, and weakness» [4, p.
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167-182]. In Egypt, women were often sacrificed
on the banks of the Nile. According to Roman
law, a woman was completely dependent on her
husband, did not own property, and could not
be considered as a witness. In India, she was de-
nied the right to read sacred texts, considered
the property of her husband, a possession.

Historically, the status of women before the
revelation of the Quran in various parts of the
world was characterized by significant restric-
tions and inequality. In many cultures, women
were often regarded as the property of men,
with limited rights and opportunities for inde-
pendent lives. Their role was primarily confined
to household duties and reproduction. In an-
cient societies such as Ancient Rome and Greece,
women had no voting rights and were deprived
of access to education and political life. In some
cultures, women were subjected to practices
that, by modern standards, would be considered
cruel, such as infanticide in China and India. In
other regions, such as Europe, women were of-
ten restricted in their rights to inheritance and
property management.

The situation of women on the Arabian Pen-
insula was particularly harsh, where they were
regarded as property and had almost no rights.
Women could be inherited as part of property,
and their divorces and marriages were solely
regulated by the will of men.

With the advent of Islam, the role of women
significantly increased, leading to the expansion
of their rights and social opportunities. Islamic
teachings and the Quran brought substantial
changes to traditional norms, improving the sta-
tus of women compared to preceding cultural
practices. In Surah «An-Nisa», it is stated: «and
those men and women who do righteous deeds,
being believers, will enter Paradise and will not
be wronged, even by the extent of a thread of a
date stone» [5], thus indicating the equality of
men and women before God, emphasizing that
righteous deeds, regardless of their scale, will be
rewarded.

Another hadith from Imam Bukhari inter-
prets the essence of woman within the context
of Islamic ethics and interpersonal relations
through the metaphor of the rib: «Indeed,
woman was created from a rib, and if you try to
straighten it (completely), you will break it, but
if you leave it, its curvature will be enough for
you to live with it».

The meaning of this statement lies in the
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idea that attempts to change or adapt a wom-
an to certain standards that do not align with
her natural essence may lead to negative con-
sequences. Instead, it suggests accepting and
respecting her as she is, with all her traits and
imperfections. This emphasizes the need for tol-
erance and mutual understanding in interper-
sonal relationships, as well as embracing differ-
ences as an inherent part of human nature.

In the Middle East and Asia, there is tradi-
tionally a deep respect for mothers, which is
connected to cultural and religious norms that
emphasize their significance and labor. In these
societies, mothers hold an esteemed place, and
their role in the family is highly valued, despite
limitations in professional and public life. Wom-
en often take on the primary responsibilities for
managing the household and raising children,
but their status as mothers and family pillars
remains respected and important. In the West,
although there has been significant progress
in the past century regarding women's rights,
gender equality, access to education, and pro-
fessional opportunities, the level of respect for
motherhood and traditional family roles may
be less pronounced compared to Eastern cul-
tures. Western societies actively support gender
equality and women'’s integration into public
life, including social programs and equal op-
portunities in the workplace. However, respect
for motherhood in the East is often perceived as
deeper and more foundational.

Special attention to mothers is expressed
in the hadith of Prophet Muhammad (peace
be upon him), where it is stated: «Paradise lies
at the feet of the mother» [6]. This metaphor
symbolizes the deep recognition and elevation
of the mother's role in human life, emphasizing
that true spiritual achievement and divine plea-
sure can be attained through respect and service
to the mother. In essence, this hadith illustrates
that in Islam, maternal sacrifice and labor are
viewed as fundamental aspects of human exis-
tence that lead to the highest spiritual state.

From a philosophical perspective, this con-
cept reflects the idea that true virtue and spiri-
tual progress are intrinsically linked to the man-
ifestation of care and recognition for those who
contribute significantly to our development,
particularly mothers, who lay the foundations
of our existence and upbringing. Thus, serving
and caring for one’s mother becomes not only
a moral duty but also a means of attaining spir-
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itual completeness and harmony, where every
act of respect and support is a step toward inner
perfection and closeness to the divine.

In Islam, the importance of the mother in
raising children and her social role occupy a
central place, emphasizing her fundamental
significance in shaping future generations and
maintaining family well-being. Motherhood and
child-rearing are regarded as highly valued re-
sponsibilities, contributing significantly to both
social and spiritual development. The mother in
Islam is responsible not only for the physical and
emotional well-being of her children but also
plays a key role in their moral and spiritual up-
bringing, imparting core values, principles, and
religious norms. This makes her a pivotal figure
in ensuring the moral and ethical foundation for
future society.

Moreover, Islamic law supports the idea that
women can earn money and build careers, re-
flecting a flexible and modern approach to the
social role of women. According to Sharia, wom-
en have the right to engage in professional ac-
tivities, entrepreneurship and participate in the
economic life of society, while maintaining a bal-
ance between family responsibilities and career
interests. These rights allow women to realize
their potential and contribute to societal devel-
opment without compromising their central role
in family life.

Women in Muslim Countries:
Political Leadership, Social Influence
and Gender Progress

The status of women in Islamic families rec-
ognizes their rights and freedoms, including
participation in political life. Under Islamic law,
women have the right to vote, run for office
and hold political positions. This enables them
to make a significant contribution to the gover-
nance of society and the development of polit-
ical decisions.

Women in Islamic countries can hold high
government positions, participate in legislative
and executive bodies and be active participants
in political and social movements. Their involve-
ment in politics highlights support for wom-
en’s rights at both the legislative and practical
levels, reflecting the modern understanding of
their role in society. In some countries, despite
the existence of legislation, cultural and social
restrictions may persist in practice. However, the

core principles of Islamic law provide equal op-
portunities for women in political life and public
governance.

Muslim women are playing an increasing-
ly significant role in the political life of their
countries, breaking outdated stereotypes and
influencing social and political processes. Their
participation in politics not only signifies the
growing recognition of women'’s rights and their
ability to impact decision-making at the highest
levels of power but also demonstrates the po-
tential of women in shaping a more just and in-
clusive society. In recent decades, there has been
a significant increase in the number of women
politicians in Muslim countries, reflecting chang-
ing public views and the rise in women's edu-
cation and social activism. Their successes show
that they can make a substantial contribution to
the political and economic life of their countries.
These women have become symbols of progress
and modernization, inspiring new generations of
women to actively participate in public life and
politics. In this text, we will examine examples
of outstanding Muslim women who have made
significant contributions to their countries’ pol-
itics and influenced the international stage, em-
phasizing the importance of their role in the
modern world.

Let us consider examples of prominent Mus-
lim women who have made significant contribu-
tions to politics in their respective countries.

Benazir Bhutto (Pakistan), the daughter of
former Prime Minister Zulfikar Ali Bhutto, made
history as the first woman to lead a govern-
ment in a Muslim country. She was first elected
as Prime Minister in 1988 at the age of just 35.
Benazir Bhutto became a symbol of democratic
change and modernization in Pakistan. During
her tenure, she focused on improving the po-
sition of women, expanding their rights and
opportunities. Her government implemented
programs aimed at improving education and
healthcare for women, as well as fighting for
women'’s rights to work and participate political-
ly. However, her administration faced numerous
challenges, including political instability and ac-
cusations of corruption, which led to her ousting
in 1990 and re-election in 1993. Despite all the
challenges, Benazir Bhutto remains an icon in
the fight for democracy and women'’s rights in
the Muslim world.

Megawati  Sukarnoputri (Indonesia), the
daughter of Indonesia’s first president, Sukarno,
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became the first female president of Indonesia,
holding the office from 2001 to 2004. Her po-
litical career began in the 1980s when she led
the Indonesian Democratic Party of Struggle
(PDI-P). Her administration was marked by the
continuation of economic reforms initiated by
her predecessors and the strengthening of dem-
ocratic institutions. She fought for the rights of
women and children and supported efforts to
improve education and healthcare. A key aspect
of her policy was her pursuit of national unity
and stability in multi-ethnic and multi-religious
Indonesia.

Sheikh Hasina Wazed (Bangladesh), the
daughter of Bangladesh’s first president, Sheikh
Mujibur Rahman, is one of the most influential
female politicians in South Asia. She has led the
government of Bangladesh since 2009, having
previously served as prime minister from 1996 to
2001. Her leadership has been characterized by
a focus on economic development, improving
infrastructure, and expanding access to educa-
tion and healthcare. Sheikh Hasina has also been
actively working to improve women'’s rights, in-
cluding efforts to combat violence against wom-
en and girls. Her government has introduced
programs aimed at enhancing women'’s eco-
nomic independence through microfinance and
supporting female entrepreneurship.

Fawzia Yusuf Haji Adan (Somalia) became
the first woman to hold the position of Minister
of Foreign Affairs of Somalia in 2012, and she
also served as Deputy Prime Minister. Her ap-
pointment was an important step in advancing
women's rights in Somalia, a country that had
long suffered from civil war and political insta-
bility. Fawzia Yusuf Haji Adan actively worked
on improving Somalia’s international relations,
drawing global attention to the country’s issues.
She also supported initiatives aimed at improv-
ing the status of women and children, including
efforts to combat female genital mutilation and
violence against women. Her work made a sig-
nificant contribution to the restoration of peace
and stability in Somalia.

Carolyn Walker-Diallo (USA) is a Muslim
and a prominent judge in New York. She made
history as the first Muslim to take an oath on
both the Bible and the Quran, which attracted
significant attention and symbolized the impor-
tance of cultural and religious diversity within
the judicial system. Her appointment marked a
significant step toward recognizing and respect-
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ing Muslim women in the American political and
legal system. Walker-Diallo is actively involved
in community work aimed at improving access
to justice and advancing human rights, includ-
ing women'’s rights and the rights of minorities.
Her work illustrates how Muslim women can
successfully integrate into the political and legal
life of Western countries, making a substantial
contribution to societal development.

Examples of Muslim women who are active-
ly involved in political and public life show that
they can play a significant role in the develop-
ment of their countries and the international
community. Their achievements reflect recog-
nition of women's rights and their capacity to
influence decision-making at high levels. These
women have become symbols of progress, en-
couraging future generations to engage actively
in public life and political processes.

Muslim women politicians overcome cultur-
al and social barriers by implementing reforms
aimed at improving the status of women and
strengthening national unity. Modern examples
of women balancing careers and family respon-
sibilities demonstrate that Islam supports a bal-
ance between familial and professional roles. It
is important to continue supporting women'’s
participation in politics by ensuring equal op-
portunities and respect for their contributions.
Overall, Islam is known as a religion of the «mid-
dle path», which does not tolerate dogmatic
fanaticism, including extreme forms of Islamic
feminism, nor does it allow disrespectful or de-
grading treatment of women [7, p. 172]. Thus,
Muslim women contribute to the creation of a
fairer and more balanced social order, recogniz-
ing their rights and opportunities.

The impact of female agency on the
evolution of Kazakh culture and society

In the nomadic world of the XllIth-XllIith
centuries, gender discrimination was absent,
and women enjoyed equal rights with men.
A key value for the Turks was the equal sta-
tus of women, which is vividly reflected in
the monuments of Orkhon-Yenisei writing,
such as the inscription in honor of Kul Tegin.
In Turkic society, women — mothers, sisters,
and daughters were given special attention
and care. Their enslavement was viewed as
a threat to the future of the people and the
state, emphasizing that preserving their free-
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dom and dignity was critical for the survival
and prosperity of the entire society. Crimes
committed against women were considered
some of the most severe offenses and were
punished by death [8, p. 132-137].

For several centuries, nomadic society
demonstrated a high degree of gender equal-
ity, with women holding significant rights
and respect. However, after the Mongol con-
quest, significant changes occurred in the
social structure and political realities, which
led to a deterioration in the status of women.
The strengthening of patriarchal norms and
changes in social and economic structures
restricted women's rights and reduced their
status compared to earlier periods. The influ-
ence of Mongol policies and new social con-
ditions contributed to a decrease in gender
equality, marking a noticeable contrast to the
equality that characterized nomadic societies
before this period. These changes are sup-
ported by several studies conducted by his-
torians who document the transformation of
gender relations in the context of the histor-
ical and social changes of that time [8, p. 58].

The status of mothers and women was ex-
ceptionally high during the formation of the
Kazakh Khanate. Among the historical figures
recorded in archival documents, women also
stand out. For example, Bopai khanum, the
wife of Abul Khair Khan, and Aiganym kha-
num, the wife of Wali Khan, became famous
for their exceptional bravery. These women
were famous not only in the Kazakh Khan-
ate, but also among political figures of oth-
er states. Especially significant in history is
the role of Bopai-Ana, who supported Abul
Khair Khan in difficult times and became an
important adviser to the entire people after
his death. Society praised the image of the
mother who, with one hand, cared for her
child, and with the other, upheld the sta-
bility of the world. The historical figures of
courageous Kazakh women are preserved in
collective memory. The Kazakhs revered such
remarkable figures as Aiganim, Zere and Ul-
pan, acknowledging their importance and
respecting their authority.

In the early IXth century, when Kazakh
society was undergoing significant chang-
es and transformations, issues of education
and gender equality began to gain relevance.
During this period, amidst various social and

cultural shifts, the question of equal access
to education for women was raised for the
first time, marking an important step towards
social reforms.

The role of women in Kazakh society has
historically been characterized by a distinc-
tive equilibrium between gender inclusivity
and cultural traditions. Unlike many other
patriarchal societies, the Kazakh steppe fos-
tered a comparatively egalitarian environ-
ment, wherein women actively participated
in decision-making processes, social gover-
nance, and even military engagements. The
nomadic way of life necessitated a division
of labor that, while acknowledging biological
distinctions, did not rigidly confine women to
domestic roles. Instead, they were entrusted
with economic and familial responsibilities,
thereby affording them a degree of autono-
my that was uncommon in many contempo-
raneous social structures.

Women played a crucial role in advanc-
ing education and journalism in Kazakhstan.
Sakypzhamal Tileubaykyzy was among the
first to raise concerns about female educa-
tion, publishing her views in «Aykap» in 1911.
She argued that education was essential for
women to fulfill their roles as mothers and
contributors to society, challenging tradi-
tional norms that restricted women'’s access
to learning [9].

Journalism became another avenue
through which women contributed to socie-
tal transformation. Nazipa Kulzhanova was a
pioneer in women'’s journalism, working with
leading publications such as «Aykap», «Ka-
zakh», «Birlik Tuy», «Alash», and «Saryarka»,
as well as Soviet-era newspapers. She used
her platform to advocate for women'’s rights
and education. N.Kulzhanova also active-
ly fought against societal injustices toward
women, refusing an arranged marriage and
securing legal assistance to uphold her au-
tonomy. She firmly believed in the power of
education, stating: «An illiterate person is
only half a person. A woman is the mother of
a nation. Only an educated, skilled, and free
woman can elevate her people to the level of
advanced nations» [10]. Mariyam Seydalina
[11] also contributed to journalism, becom-
ing the first female proofreader for «Aykap»
and promoting gender equality through the
press. Nagima Arygova made significant
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contributions to education and women's
rights advocacy. She held key positions in
cultural and ideological departments within
the Communist Party and worked as an edi-
tor for major Soviet publications. N. Arygqova
dedicated her career to promoting wom-
en’s literacy, cultural education, and gender
equality in Kazakhstan. Alma Orazbayeva was
another influential figure in the advancement
of women's education and rights. She began
her career as a primary school teacher and
took an active role in the 1917 teachers’ con-
gress in Orda, where she advocated for the
protection of girls’ rights and access to ed-
ucation. A.Orazbayeva's legacy includes her
efforts to reform outdated traditions such
as bride price and promote gender equality,
making her one of the early feminist activists
in Kazakhstan [12].

Kazakh women were also active in medi-
cine and social reforms. Akkagaz Doszhanova
[13] was the first female doctor among Ka-
zakhs and worked to improve public health
while also contributing articles to academic
and literary publications. Gulsum Asfendi-
yarova [10] played a key role in establishing
modern medical practices and advocating
for improved healthcare services for women.

Educational reforms were further driven
by Rafiga Nurtazina, a distinguished educa-
tor and methodologist who developed over
40 methodological works and played a sig-
nificant role in shaping Kazakh pedagogy.
Her efforts in improving language education
in Kazakh schools helped bridge linguistic
and cultural divides, ensuring that Kazakh
children had access to quality education in
their native language [12].

The participation of women in the Alash
movement represents a significant stage in
the history of Kazakhstan's intellectual and
political development. The wives and relatives
of the leaders of the Alash Orda have made
a significant contribution to the preservation
and promotion of national identity, educa-
tion and political activism. These women ac-
tively participated in educational initiatives,
charitable activities and the dissemination
of reformist ideas that shaped Kazakhstan
at the beginning of the XXth century. Their
efforts to support literacy programs, protect
women'’s rights, and participate in national
discussions about social progress are clear
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evidence of their contribution to the devel-
opment of Kazakh culture, public administra-
tion and social transformation [11].

The diverse roles undertaken by Kazakh
women throughout history — from gover-
nance and education to journalism and med-
icine — demonstrate their enduring influence
in shaping national identity and progress.
Despite periods of socio-political transfor-
mation that sought to impose limitations on
gender roles, women continually found ways
to assert their agency and contribute to the
development of Kazakh society. Their legacy
serves as both an inspiration and a founda-
tion for contemporary efforts to further gen-
der equality and women'’s empowerment in
Kazakhstan.

Conclusion

«A woman is a human being, a great hu-
man being. She is the nurturer of society. All
people come from the womb of a woman. The
happiness and unhappiness of a country de-
pend on a woman. With proper upbringing, a
woman creates a human being, and properly
raised people create the prosperity of a coun-
try. All happiness and well-being begin with
a woman; it is from her that happiness must
begin» [14]. Despite the principles of gender
equality proclaimed in sacred texts and early
interpretations of Islam, traditional patriarchal
norms have hindered the full realization of
these ideals in everyday life over the centu-
ries. However, modern examples of successful
female leaders, such as Benazir Bhutto, Mega-
wati Sukarnoputri, and Sheikh Hasina Wazed,
demonstrate that a harmonious combina-
tion of traditional values and modern gender
equality norms can stimulate political, social,
and educational reforms. This allows for the
integration of historical heritage with the de-
mands of the times and the pursuit of just and
sustainable development in Muslim societies.

These historical and contemporary female
leaders, among many others, exemplify the
diverse ways in which Kazakh women have
continually influenced and redefined their so-
cietal roles. The history of Kazakh women is
deeply intertwined with national identity, ed-
ucation, journalism, and governance. Despite
the challenges introduced by various political
transformations, they have persistently assert-
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ed their agency in shaping society. The bal-
ance between traditional values and modern
gender norms has allowed Kazakh women to
contribute to economic, social, and political
development, demonstrating resilience and
leadership in every sphere. Recognizing their
historical contributions ensures that their role
in shaping the nation’s future remains firmly
acknowledged.

In modern Kazakhstan, the ongoing evo-
lution of gender policies and women'’s rights
is evident through legislative reforms and the
increasing representation of women in poli-
tics, science, and business. Women continue
to play a transformative role in society, up-
holding their historical legacy while adapting
to contemporary challenges. The integration
of historical perspectives with modern femi-
nist discourse allows for a more comprehen-
sive understanding of women'’s roles in shap-
ing a progressive and equitable society.

Evolution of Deoband School Wordlview and its Connection with Maturidi School

Abstract: The article analyzes the history of the formation of the school in Deoban, its scientific
direction, as well as the evolution of religious creed and the general worldview based on the concept
of ahl-hadith. At the same time, the general belief is described, in particular: their position on the basis
of habari\mutashabiha and views regarding the concept of «iman», comparative analysis based on the
Maturidi school is given. In addition, the legal views of the Deoband school and books confirming these
views are separately considered, and it is argued that all these books do not agree with the canonical
texts of the Hanafi school, because these books are taught according to their curriculum for seven years.
Also the article describes the authors of these figh books. In addition, the reasons for the shift of this
school towards conservatism, despite its Hanafi direction, will be determined. Also, it is shown how the
creed platform and the ideological pillar of the Deoband movement, that is, the knowledge of ahl-hadith,
influenced its current doctrine, and the difference between its past and present is comparatively analyzed.
In particular, the relationship between the scholars of the specified school and the Hanafi/Maturidi school
is evaluated. Thus, the evolution of the Deoband school is determined and conclusion is made to what
extent it corresponds to the principles of the Hanafi/Maturidi school, recognized in modern Kazakh society.

The Role of Religion in the Spiritual World of the Kazakh People

Abstract. The role of religion in the culture of the Kazakh people is a multifaceted and significant
aspect of national identity, which has been formed over the centuries in the context of the development
of complex historical, social and cultural processes. In the context of globalization and strengthening
of the dialogue of cultures, the study of this component becomes especially relevant, since modern
Kazakhstani society strives to strengthen its cultural identity and turns to spiritual roots. The study of
religious heritage allows not only to better understand history, but also current cultural realities. Early
religious beliefs in the territory of modern Kazakhstan were based on animistic and totemic practices.
This is evidenced by such archaeological finds as rock paintings and ritual objects. They show that
the ancient inhabitants of these places revered the forces of nature as powerful spirits. Shamanism,
as a form of spiritual practice, was closely associated with the belief in patron spirits. According to
the beliefs of the Kazakhs, these spirits controlled natural phenomena and events in people’s lives.
Despite the fact that the first contacts with Islam occurred quite early, its real and deep penetration
into Kazakh culture began much later. An important role in this process was played by the powerful

state of the Golden Horde, which existed in the 13th-14th centuries.
