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PHILOSOPHICAL ASPECTS OF THE PROBLEM

OF EVERYDAY LIFE

ABSTRACT

This article considers everyday life as a new topic of philosophical reflection.
The author shows the formation of the study of everyday life as a new
subject area. The research work describes the main approaches that try
to understand the phenomenon of everyday life. The article focuses on
the principles of the most popular philosophical approaches to this topic
existentialism philosophy of culture and postmodernism philosophy of
culture. The most adequate methodology for studying everyday life is the
philosophy of culture of postmodernism. It considers the development of
the study of everyday life and analyzes various philosophical approaches
to understanding this phenomenon. The result of this approach directly
follows from the research content of this article. The creation of a holistic
picture of everyday life and an integral philosophical theory of everyday
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life was considered as a promising task in the development of the
research work. Therefore, it is aimed at a more complex comparison of
the principles of existential and conceptual philosophy, their foundations
and methodological aspects. The author argues that postmodernist
cultural philosophy, emphasizing plural ontology and the deconstruction
of traditional structures, offers the most suitable methodology for studying
everyday life. Everyday life, from this point of view, is characterized by
uncertainty, various transformations, and the coexistence of multiple
realities. The study concludes that methodological relativism is essential for
understanding the changing and evolving nature of modern cultural life.

Introduction

The problem of everyday life has been one
of the most significant and widely debated phil-
osophical issues of the 20th century. In the af-
termath of the two world wars, the study of ev-
eryday life became especially relevant, posing a
serious challenge to modernity and warranting
rigorous philosophical inquiry. Until recently, ev-
eryday life was considered trivial and unworthy of
serious academic attention. However, it has since
emerged as a critical subject in philosophy, cul-
tural studies, and anthropology.

This article offers a comprehensive philosoph-
ical analysis of everyday life as a socio-cultural
phenomenon, exploring how it has evolved from a
marginal topic to a central area of scholarly inves-
tigation. It examines how everyday practices shape
and are shaped by broader cultural structures, il-
lustrating the dynamic relationship between indi-
vidual agency and social norms. Additionally, the
article traces how different philosophical traditions
phenomenology, structuralism, existentialism, and
postmodernism have conceptualized everyday life,
contributing to a deeper understanding of cultural
meaning, social change, and human existence.

The novelty of this study lies in its interdisci-
plinary and meta-theoretical approach, integrating
classical and contemporary philosophical perspec-
tives to analyze the shifting nature of everyday life
in modern and postmodern contexts. It explores
how concepts such as desubstantialization, sim-
ulation, and plural ontologies have transformed
traditional understandings of everyday existence,
leading to new methodological frameworks such
as methodological relativism. The article also in-
troduces a fresh perspective by examining how
postmodern thought deconstructs classical no-
tions of everyday life, emphasizing cultural plural-
ity, decentralization, and the erosion of absolute
values. In doing so, it advances the discussion on
the fluid, heterogeneous, and multi-perspective
nature of contemporary social reality.

For much of philosophical history, the study
of everyday life remained on the margins, often
dismissed as a trivial or insignificant aspect of so-
cio-cultural reality. However, in recent decades, it
has gained recognition as a central theme in cul-
tural philosophy and anthropology, necessitating
new methodological approaches for its analysis.
This article examines the philosophical conceptu-
alization of everyday life, tracing its development
as an independent field of study. It explores how
traditional approaches, rooted in classical philos-
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ophy, struggled to account for the fluidity and
transformative nature of contemporary everyday
existence. With the rise of existentialist and post-
modernist thought, everyday life began to be
understood not as a fixed, material phenomenon
but as a space of meaning-making, social interac-
tion, and symbolic exchange.

Existentialist philosophy approached ev-
eryday life through themes of human emotion,
alienation, and the relationship with the “Other,”
while postmodernist perspectives emphasized
pluralism, cultural relativism, and the destabiliza-
tion of fixed structures. Everyday life, in this view,
is not a stable or uniform reality but a network
of interpretations and simulations. This article ar-
gues that postmodern philosophy provides the
most effective methodology for understanding
everyday life in the contemporary world. By em-
bracing methodological relativism, non-linearity,
and cultural plurality, it becomes possible to an-
alyze the dynamic and ever-changing nature of
human existence in modern society.

Methodology

This study employs a range of philosophical
and methodological approaches to deepen the
understanding of everyday life. It highlights the
transition from classical philosophical paradigms
- grounded in determinism, dialectical logic, and
causal analysis - to postmodern methodologies
that prioritize pluralism, non-linearity, and cultur-
al relativism. The author contends that tradition-
al methods, which focus on the materiality and
invariance of socio-cultural structures, are inade-
quate for capturing the fluid and dynamic nature
of contemporary everyday life.

Instead, this article advocates for postmodern-
ist approaches, such as methodological relativism
and interpretative strategies, as more effective tools
for analysis. These methodologies emphasize the
symbolic nature of everyday interactions, the role
of simulation, and the continuous reconfiguration
of meanings within cultural texts. By applying post-
modernist frameworks, the research seeks to un-
cover the mechanisms of cultural transformation,
the deconstruction of social norms, and the emer-
gence of new identities in a world characterized by
socio-cultural plurality.

From the perspective of modern philosophy,
it is essential to establish the philosophical and
methodological foundations of everyday life to
clarify key concepts such as everyday knowledge
and everyday consciousness. These, in turn, are



closely linked to fundamental philosophical cat-
egories such as cognition and consciousness. By
addressing these issues, the study aims to con-
tribute to a more nuanced and comprehensive
understanding of the philosophical dimensions
of everyday existence.

Main part

The theme of everyday life in culture has been
a subject of philosophical inquiry for centuries, as
it reflects the fundamental ways in which individ-
uals and societies construct meaning, values, and
social norms. Philosophers and cultural theorists
have explored how everyday practices shape and
are shaped by broader cultural structures, reveal-
ing the dynamic interplay between routine activ-
ities and overarching ideological, historical, and
social forces.

One of the key perspectives on everyday
life comes from phenomenology, particularly in
the works of Edmund Husserl and Maurice Mer-
leau-Ponty. They emphasized the lived experi-
ence and the ways in which consciousness in-
teracts with the world through habitual actions.
Everyday life, from this standpoint, is not merely a
backdrop to grand historical events but a mean-
ingful realm where individuals engage with re-
ality through perception, bodily movement, and
social interactions [1].

The structuralist and post-structuralist ap-
proaches, represented by thinkers like Michel
Foucault and Pierre Bourdieu, further dissect the
relationship between culture and daily practices.
Foucault explored how discourses of power regu-
late everyday behaviors, particularly through insti-
tutions like schools, hospitals, and prisons. Bour-
dieu, in turn, introduced the concept of habitus,
which describes how social structures are internal-
ized in individuals’ unconscious habits, tastes, and
lifestyle choices, shaping their engagement with
cultural norms [2].

Another important contribution comes from
existentialist philosophy, where thinkers like
Jean-Paul Sartre and Martin Heidegger examined
the authenticity of everyday existence. Sartre's
ideas about bad faith highlight how people of-
ten conform to societal expectations instead of
acting with true individual agency. Heidegger, in
Being and Time, distinguished between authen-
tic and inauthentic modes of being, emphasizing
how routine life can either deepen or alienate
one's understanding of existence [3].

In contemporary cultural theory, everyday life
is seen as a site of resistance and creativity. Michel
de Certeau, in The Practice of Everyday Life, ex-
plored how individuals navigate and subvert im-
posed structures through small, often unnoticed
acts of defiance, such as reinterpreting dominant
cultural symbols or repurposing urban spaces
[4, p. 24]. This perspective highlights the agency
of individuals in shaping cultural meaning, even
within structured environments. Thus, the philo-
sophical dimension of everyday life in culture re-
veals a complex interplay between structure and
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agency, habit and innovation, domination and
resistance. By analyzing the seemingly mundane
aspects of daily existence, philosophy uncovers
deeper cultural, social, and existential meanings
that shape human experience.

One of the little-studied and at the same
time topical problems of the philosophy of cul-
ture and cultural anthropology is the theme of
everyday life. The phenomenon of everyday life
has always appeared as a marginal phenome-
non, not representing a social, cognitive value
in the socio-cultural life of a person - a theoret-
ical problem. For several centuries, the problem
of understanding the stable features of socio-
cultural life, which would impart invariance to
socio-cultural objects, was relevant for philosophy
[5]. Therefore, an important methodological
credo for philosophical consciousness was the
substantiation of methodological guidelines with
the help of which the analysis of the development
of social life would be carried out. The cognitive
standard of philosophical research interest was to
provide analysis of developing systems, to identify
their regularity, causal determinism. The main
features of objects manifested in everyday life
were declared to be their material fixity, physical
materiality, physical-material substrate.

However, theoretical studies of recent
years show that socio-cultural objects are
increasingly characterized by such changes
and transformations that cannot always be
considered within the framework of dialectical
methodology, based on known theoretical and
methodological approaches based on the logic
of lawful and deterministic connections. In social
systems, such changes come to the forefront that
are characterized by circular processes, changes
in everyday life, distinguished by arbitrary life
forms, not amenable to known (traditional,
standard, normative) ways of organizing life.
In modern social sciences, as well as in cultural
studies, there is an interest in everyday forms
of life organization, the distinctive features of
which are not their physical reality, not their
physical embodiment through activity in material
substrate forms, but rather their sign, symbolic
form of implementation. This is manipulation
by means of signs and symbols, the creation
of imitation in virtual reality. Phenomena that
have desubstrate, desubstantialized, dematerial
features become significant [6, p. 176-180].

The dynamics of modern socio-cultural life
increasingly actualizes the importance of studying
the forms of everyday life, the trajectory of their
change, the spontaneity of their emergence,
decay, formation, desubstantiation, destruction
and deconstruction. The field of research interest
begins to include such phenomena of everyday
life as non-stationary, non-linear socio-cultural
changes, the multi-layered nature of cultural layers.
The main features of this world are immediate
obviousness, intuitive reliability or subjective
reliability, uncertainty and non-explicitness of the
life world. E. Husserl's discovery of a previously
unexplored phenomenon of social and cultural life
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had an impact on philosophers, and subsequently
this topic became the object and subject of non-
classical philosophical reflections [7, p. 1494-1495].
The topic of everyday life in the 20th century
became one of those socio-cultural phenomena
that was critically studied in the paradigm of the
philosophy of culture of existentialism, when the
world of feelings, life aspirations, desires, fantasies,
doubts, and searches was declared the most
popular topic. In the philosophy of existentialism
culture, the theme of everyday life was actualized
in two aspects: through the prism of the dramatic
nature of the individual's existence, through the
prism of understanding his existence in a genuine,
humanistic dimension and in the aspect of his
alienated existence. The most committed aspect
for the philosophy of existentialism culture is the
theme in the aura of the «Other», in the relationship
to the «Other», «Different», in the dimension of
oneself in the prism of the «Other», «for-Other»,
«Other», 15 feeling of oneself as a «stranger», in
the dimension - «foreign» [8, p. 262-266].

The topic of everyday life in the philosophy
of postmodernism becomes one of the engaged
ones. An appeal to the aura of everyday thinking,
to the aura of everyday life is a characteristic
topic of research interests of many theorists of
the philosophy of culture of postmodernism.
The true aura of everyday life, in their opinion, is
the cultural interpretation of texts and versions.
At the same time, the culture itself acts as a
text. Each text can be interpreted in different
ways, and the task of interpreting a text is not
to reveal the meaning, but to expand it. In this
case, the procedure of interpretation itself can
be endless, and the desire to limit it to only one
concept, rejecting all other possible alternatives,
itself becomes meaningless. Therefore, there
is no need to work in the categories of the
classical strategy of being. To describe the topic
of everyday life, there is no need to study the
categorical tools of classical philosophy: essence,
basis, cause, objectivity, principles of objectivism,
determinism, dialectics and logicism [9, p. 233].

The new ontology of everyday life is not the
ontology of monism, but plural ontology. It is
precisely this that is the new research field for
philosophical interpretation. For plural ontology,
heterogeneity, pluralism, different perspectives,
uncertainty, formation, nonlinear description of
events and processes are quite acceptable. The
phenomena of everyday life themselves appear
as symbolic, having lost their physical substrate,
having a simulation feature, but existing virtually
phenomenon. And in this case, the very act
of existence of the world of man appears as a
multitude of worlds initiated by his freedom of
choice [10, p. 89]. The life world of an individual
turns into mobile simulation variants, as a virtual
set of game action, as projections of his actual
world of everyday life. The eventfulness of
everyday life is measured by information that
translates the real act of existence of an individual
into a virtual information reality.

In the new reality, an infinite number of
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communicators arise, intersect and echo each
other. In this reality, establishing the Truth is not
important, but the constant play of metaphors
seems important. Everything that we accept as
reality is in fact the point of view of an observer
explaining to us his idea of it. In this case, human
perception is doomed to «multi-perspectivism»,
to constantly changing different ways and angles
of seeing reality, behind which it is very difficult
to comprehend its essence. Everyday life itself
acts as multi-perspectivism, as a plural, cultural
strategy that is constantly changing, uncertain,
heterogeneous [11, p. 156]. Every action appears
as a simulation in which there is a constant trans-
formation, a constant change of scenes: moving
from a scene of increasing significance of the vir-
tuality of experience, narcissism to a scene of de-
creasing vital acts. The scenario of everyday life
presents a plurality of lifestyles, the virtualization
of passion, desires, characterized by an increase in
the playful principle, replacing the passion of life,
generating their constant displacement, demon-
strating the multiplicity of its derivative branches.

In the new everyday life, the standards of
thinking change. In this strategy, the thought
process appears as a mental game of metaphors,
associations, as a spontaneous movement-wan-
dering through a labyrinth. In this spontaneous
"wandering” of thought through a labyrinth in
which there is no exit, it is not the result that
becomes important, but the process itself, the
rhythmic pulsation of thought, the pinpoint fix-
ation of differences that arise in the process of
searching for the meaning of a word. The pro-
cess itself cannot have a certain given trajectory
of directed movement, even in the case when the
subject himself sets this vector. In this sponta-
neously occurring process, there is no end, and it
is impossible to arrive at what was intended in a
predetermined direction.

Reflecting on the new strategy of thinking,
postmodern philosophers come to the conclusion
that the claims of reason in this situation are un-
tenable. They propose new rules of “cunning” tac-
tics. The essence of this double game is to play on
both sides. On the one hand, pretend that you are
playing by the rules of Legislative Reason, on the
other hand, it is necessary to prepare such situa-
tions for reason so that, having fallen into the trap,
it cannot get out. The “trick” of this game is in the
stratagem and the strategy. The stratagem must
be constructed, it must be created. The stratagem
must be constructed in such a way that the mind
finds itself in a dilemma. The strategy must be
undertaken in such a way that the speaking con-
tinues until and is carried out when the discourse
itself has already ended. The stratagem in this sit-
uation must be controlled by silent intent, and in
his silence the strategist must define his positions
regarding what he cannot and must not say. This
arbitrary limitation is demonstrated in a conversa-
tion with a Chinese person, when it is necessary
to pretend that you can speak Chinese. To do this,
you only need to pretend to be able to speak by
saying a phrase in Chinese. The difference be-



tween a lie and the truth can only be made at the
level of mental limitation, the latter must also pass
between the speaking subject and his word. Ac-
cording to J. Derrida, a dispute with the dominant
mind can only be conducted in its language, but
it is necessary to pretend. The purpose of such
pretense is to kill the tyrannical mind. According
to the philosopher, if a conspirator pretends that
he is pretending, then the plan can be considered
successful. The plan must be kept in the head,
which no one should know about in principle. The
plan must be unspoken [12, p. 144].

In the new everyday life, the traditional way of
thinking is no longer in demand. If the traditional
way of Western European thinking is thinking in
opposites, oppositions, which is in principle char-
acteristic of the strategy of monism, then in mod-
ern everyday life there is no demand for it. The
new strategy of everyday life actualizes relativi-
ty, the simulation orientation of life aspirations.
There is no need in it to reproduce the discourses
of the past, the mystification of such phantoms of
consciousness as power, university, Truth, value.
In contrast to the classical interpretation of be-
ing, in which everyday life acted as a guarantor of
stability in human existence, everyday life in the
dimension of postmodern culture frees a person
from the illusions of absolute values. It draws his
attention and interest to the everydayness of the
fluid, changeable, in which it is difficult to clearly
and rationally determine the result in a situation
where processes and events can occur indefinite-
ly [13, p. 147-159].

Being itself becomes probabilistically un-
certain, plural, multidimensional, multi-vector.
Considering various variants of everyday life,
the philosophy of postmodern culture shows
the multi-layered nature of cultural objects,
the various scenarios of their functioning in the
language strategy, which introduce a person
to various types of reality and plural variants of
interaction with them.

The philosophy of postmodern culture
describes the synchronous coexistence of cultural
pluralities in the living space of a person. The
postmodern concept offers a model of cultural
plurality in the conditions of decentration,
desubstrateness and the formation of zones
of socio-cultural uncertainty. The philosophy
of postmodern culture models the situation of
socio-cultural inefficiency of certain norms, rules
of behavior, the formation of cultural deviations,
zones of disintegration of habitual scenarios
of human life [14, p. 25-53]. This allows us to
analyze the process of deconstruction of the
social system, to determine those values that are
preserved in the cognitive experience of people.
It also allows us to identify those socio-cultural
mechanisms that are hidden in the “traces” of
previous models of behavior and communica-
tion, relegated to the margins of cultural space.
If in the classical paradigm everyday life oriented
a person toward normativity, sociality, then in the
new paradigm everyday life presents cultural de-
viation, social negativity.
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It welcomes value relativism, which is interpret-
ed as a new version of identity. It initiates a person
to integrate into the world of cultural plurality,
forms an attitude towards a strategy of cultural
sensitivity to the "Other”, towards the acceptance
and recognition of the synchronous coexistence
of a multilevel reality. The new model of every-
day life states the plurality of human life worlds,
focuses attention on the perception of nonlinear
time, the absence of a given vector in the dynam-
ics of culture, and the heterogeneity of cultural
space [15, p. 18]. The new strategy of everyday life
substantiates the possibility of human existence
in the conditions of a process, deterritorialization,
in the conditions of the collapse of stable condi-
tions, in a sporadically changing cultural reality.
Thus, postmodern culture initiates a new project
in which there is no single order. At the same time,
the world of individuality becomes significant, and
each world of everyday life appears as a cultural
plurality. Everyday life acts as a zone of uncertain-
ty, transformation, and a zone of cultural plurality.

The emergence of a new everyday life actual-
izes the theoretical need for a change in method-
ological approaches. One of the relevant meth-
odologies in the study of the cultural plurality
of the phenomenon of everyday life is method-
ological relativism, proposed by postmodernist
philosophy of culture. It is precisely this research
orientation that allows us not only to show its
phenomenal peculiarity, but also its transitional
nature, uncertainty, constant fluidity, variability,
and its cultural plurality.

Indeed, recently such concepts as “everyday
life”, "ordinary life” and, in particular, "the world
of everyday life”, denoting a certain sphere and a
specific life path, have attracted special attention
not only from cultural scientists, anthropologists
and social philosophers, but also from specialists
in the field of ontology and epistemology [16].

From the point of view of modern philosophy, it
is necessary to define the philosophical and meth-
odological foundations of the everyday world in
order to identify the philosophical content of such
philosophical terms as everyday knowledge and
everyday consciousness, which are ultimately con-
nected with such fundamental philosophical cate-
gories as cognition and consciousness. The unique
complexity of studying everyday life, even against
the background of very complex philosophical
problems, is caused by the fact that “the process
of personal life organization is a special integral
type of activity and a special (rational-non-ratio-
nal) type of knowledge, which cannot be reduced
to either conceptual or humanitarian varieties of
rational cognition, or to non-rational knowledge,
although it is connected with them and is often
realized through them” [17, p. 151-155]. Reducing
everyday reality to only one of its parts not only
does not provide the necessary completeness of
the obtained picture of the phenomenon during
the study, but is also fundamentally incorrect.
Therefore, today it seems relevant to study the
problems of everyday life precisely within the
framework of the general philosophical approach.
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In the onto-epistemological aspect, the
world of everyday life can be interpreted as a
kind of melting pot in which the most important
processes of the formation of types, rationality
and socio-cultural guidelines of society take place.
Although the everyday practice of people does
not appear in the form of any project or program,
it is in it, as in a kind of “cell” of civilization, that
peculiar mutations occur, not only the usual forms
of communication and life foundations, customs
and orders are broken - in everyday practice, the
formation of the foundations of rationality that
underlie the cognitive activity of the subject also
occurs. It is clear that it is easier for a person to
exist in conditions of preserving traditions, when
a person who has learned them is confident in his
actions [18]. However, when history makes leaps,
the socio-cultural specifics of the individual's
existence change, and the individual often does
not have time to adapt to the situation, and
sometimes does not even know how to express
himself. The most important thing is that the
realities of everyday life change dramatically,
the usual way of life of each person and many
thousands of people collapses. At the same time,
small groups of relatives, friends, people united by
common ideological principles become relevant.

In addition, in diverse philosophical studies, it
is important to take into account the need of each
individual to create an adequate and consistent
everyday picture of the world, on the basis of
which only any human activity can be carried out.
It is precisely this everyday picture of the world
that is the basis for the formation of scientific-
philosophical or natural scientific knowledge. In
principle, any socio-cultural situation allows for
the formation of a certain everyday picture of the
world: knowledge arises, develops, is reproduced
within the framework of any type of socio-
cultural existence, each of which, to a large extent,
determines the specific diversity of “life worlds".

The category of “everyday life” in philosophy
expresses our desire to capture and record the direct
vital interaction of man with reality, and on this basis
to explore the inner world of man, in his everyday
existence, which is impossible without establishing
and developing inseparable connections between
consciousness and the external world, which is at
the same time independent of it.

Everyday philosophy expresses one of the
most important aspects of the problem of man,
which has traditionally received much attention
in philosophical research. If K. Marx subjected
to philosophical analysis the alienation of man,
arising in the process of capitalist production,
and therefore becoming the law of his everyday
existence, and Z. Freud attempted to describe
alienation in civilization, today we strive to explore
all the realities of everyday life in an existential-
philosophical aspect [19, p. 43-50]. One of the
greatest philosophers of the 20th century, a
recognized specialist in the problem of man, E.
Fromm, came to the well-founded conclusion
that the self-perception of our era is determined
by the fact that we most often do not live, but
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pretend. Moreover, the more fully a person is
included in alternative forms of cultural, spiritual
state, the less he can show himself as he really is.

Conclusion

The study of everyday life has emerged as a
significant theme in philosophical reflection, partic-
ularly within the frameworks of existentialism and
postmodernism. While existentialism explores ev-
eryday life through the lens of human authenticity,
alienation, and the relationship with the “Other,”
postmodernism presents it as a realm of fluidity,
plurality, and symbolic representation. The transi-
tion from material fixity to sign-based, desubstan-
tialized forms has reshaped the understanding of
social and cultural life.

Postmodernist philosophy offers the most
suitable methodology for analyzing everyday life,
as it embraces uncertainty, heterogeneity, and the
dissolution of fixed structures. Everyday reality is
no longer defined by stable categories or objec-
tive truths but instead operates as a network of
interpretations, simulations, and constantly shift-
ing meanings. The cultural plurality of everyday
life reflects nonlinear time, fragmented identities,
and the coexistence of multiple realities.

This new paradigm demands a shift in meth-
odological approaches, emphasizing method-
ological relativism. By accepting the instability and
transitional nature of everyday life, postmodern
thought provides a flexible lens for its analysis.
Ultimately, postmodern culture redefines every-
day life as a dynamic, evolving construct, free from
the constraints of absolute values and traditional
norms, making it an ever-changing space of cul-
tural transformation.

The philosophical study of everyday life in
culture reveals that what seems ordinary and
routine is, in fact, deeply meaningful and shaped
by historical, social, and ideological forces. As we
navigate an increasingly digital and globalized
world, reflecting on the philosophical dimensions
of everyday culture can help individuals cultivate
authenticity, resist oppressive structures, and
contribute to meaningful cultural evolution.

Nonetheless, the
disparity and incongruity between cultural devel-
opment and political, socio-economic progress
underscore another facet of this issue.

The restoration of the nation’s history and
traditional spiritual foundations coincided with
the ethically questionable adoption of advanced
Western values and innovations. Politics was dom-
inated by liberal democrats pushing for a dem-
ocratic society aligned with Western principles,
alongside nationalist and patriotic groups sup-
porting the titular nation’s interests. The struggle
between “traditionalism” and "Westernism” be-
came a central issue in political discourse. Kazakh
spirituality, rooted in historical, philosophical, and
ethnocultural foundations, persisted even as state
and public property were plundered during the
economic transition to a “civilized market” of flea
markets and stalls.

The cultural awakening driven by the quest
for independence faced a crisis due to market
dynamics in societal life. This created a divide
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where some amassed wealth by aligning with
market values, while the majority faced poverty.
This "traditional capitalism” negatively impacted
the spiritual and cultural identity of Kazakhstanis.
The contemporary cultural identity crisis stems
from heightened sensitivity to cultural shifts, a
persistent totalitarian mindset, the clash between
old and new values during the market transition,
and the republic’'s profound cultural diversity.
This diversity, marked by the multi-ethnic and
multi-confessional makeup of Russians and Ka-
zakhs, Muslims and Orthodox Christians, under-
scores the need for internal political stability and
civil harmony. Advocating for cultural pluralism in
public policies is crucial to preventing interethnic
tensions and fostering unity.

At the third session of the Assembly of the Peo-
ple of Kazakhstan, established in 1995, President
Nursultan Nazarbayev emphasized that the people
of Kazakhstan constitute not merely a new ethnic
community, but rather a political community com-
prising citizens of diverse nationalities. He under-
scored that framing the issue in this manner is the
most appropriate direction at the current stage of
development. The prevailing political orientation
arising from these objectively created conditions
gave rise to the concept of the "people of Kazakh-
stan,” prioritizing civil and political unity and state
identity over ethnic unity. Public discourse concern-
ing the necessity of a national idea as a cultural and
ideological framework for shaping individual iden-
tity in spirituality was widely deliberated. Various
perspectives were articulated, including “Eurasian-
ism,” "Kazakhstan as our collective home,” “Unity as
the foundation of freedom,” “Ishtesu,” “Atameken,”
among others. Reflecting on Dostoevsky's words:
“Neither a person nor a nation can live without a
high idea,” it became evident that a unifying idea,
which meets contemporary needs, resonates with
the inner spiritual essence of people, and garners
widespread support, was lacking. It is noteworthy
that no single ideology, symbol, institution, or value
could serve as a unifying element of the social fab-
ric. During this period, the spectrum of changes in
sentiments and attitudes among the citizens of the
republic ranged from hope to skepticism regarding
the future [7].

Kazakhstan faces challenges like corruption,
conformism, familialism, protectionism, and tribal-
ism, casting doubt on whether its political values
will form a civic identity. Samuel Huntington pre-
dicted the new century would be marked by ‘civili-
zational conflicts.’ For a transitional society, future
development depends on the ideological context
reflecting the nation’s deep spiritual essence, rath-
er than external political and economic changes.
At the turn of the century, the 2000 Presidential
Decree declaring the "Year of Support for Culture’
emphasized the importance of culture and educa-
tion. The decade of independence highlighted the
need to preserve cultural heritage. Independence
should drive Kazakhstan’s historical development
and overall progress, fostering a commitment to
serve the state. Patriotism, defined by love for the

Motherland, respect for the state language and
traditions, and safeguarding sovereignty, is the
core principle of independence [8].

The state program “Cultural Heritage”, initiat-
ed by the President in 2004, is crucial in preserving
our rich spiritual heritage and passing it to future
generations, ensuring the country’s future and so-
lidifying its independence. In today's globalized
world, efforts to revive spiritual virtues and cul-
tural values should be seen as essential to cultural
evolution rather than overshadowed by transient
trends. Since the early 1990s, Kazakhstan's cultural
policy has required scholarly validation and care-
ful assessment of how integrating science affects
national culture. This poses significant challenges
to the social sciences and humanities. Nowadays,
the notion of an “educated person” has shifted
towards being merely “informed”, with educa-
tion focusing more on functional and vocational
aspects than holistic development. This shift dis-
rupts the coherence of scholarly disciplines, risking
them becoming mere “conveyor belts of spiritual
production.” In this context, cultural studies play
a crucial role, addressing age-old questions that
hold the promise of resolution in this century, fos-
tering positive cultural development.

If we schematically consider culture as com-
prising three layers: ethnic (oral), national (writ-
ten), and mass (screen), then each layer is studied
within distinct fields of science, employing specific
methods. These fields include cultural anthropol-
ogy (encompassing ethnology and ethnogra-
phy), philology (including linguistics), and sociol-
ogy. The philosophy of culture examines cultural
self-awareness and the value orientations of in-
dividuals in modern society. This overall structure
and breadth of scientific knowledge about culture
form the essence of cultural studies.

In the process of reforming the sociocultur-
al landscape of a nation, state policies articulate
several objectives for the theory of culture, fos-
tering cultural research consciousness:

1. Investigating the cultural and psychological
dimensions of historical memory among the peo-
ple of Kazakhstan.

2. Establishing the philosophical and method-
ological underpinnings of the cultural and politi-
cal paradigm for Kazakhstan's development.

3. Cultivating cultural orientations that up-
hold national priorities.

4. Providing practical recommendations on
how culture can fortify the social cohesion of the
country using indigenous resources.

5. Initiating and executing projects aimed at
creating social and cultural conditions conducive
to the operation of new social mechanisms.

In a transitional society, characterized by
emerging scientific demands and evolving so-
cial needs, along with widespread criticism of
the Eurocentric approach, various trends mani-
fest, such as engagement with the exoticism of
ethnoculture, the tendency towards maximalism,
and the exaltation of particular ideals or spiritual
phenomena [9].
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The relevance of studying real-life process-
es within the sphere of spirituality in post-inde-
pendent Kazakh society, along with the unique
development of spiritual culture, is determined
by several factors: the necessity to choose a cul-
tural orientation and forge a distinct path in a
transitional society; the cultural and philosophical
dimensions influencing the evolution of Kazakh
spirituality during the Soviet era and modern
times, as part of the global cultural community,
necessitating precise responses to contemporary
demands; the quest to strike the right balance be-
tween tradition and innovation in developmental
endeavors; and the endeavor to propose original
insights concerning the contemporary cultural
landscape. Understanding the current cultural
landscape necessitates a thorough examination
of its foundational elements.

The nomadic lifestyle lies at the core of tra-
ditional Kazakh culture. However, cultural studies
have often been Eurocentric and biased, strug-
gling to fit nomadism into established socio-eco-
nomic models, especially under Soviet influence.
Traditional practices were marginalized, seen as
outdated and incompatible with socialist ideals.
This obscured Kazakhstan's national identity. Since
independence, domestic scholars have revived in-
terest in exploring Kazakh traditions, culture, and
history. They focus on spiritual dimensions, con-
temporary challenges, and future prospects. Stud-
ies across disciplines have helped preserve and
develop Kazakhstan's cultural legacy.

Kazakh researchers have explored the inter-
play between tradition and innovation in cultural
development by delving into the earliest layers of
national history and culture. They've gone beyond
the Turkish tradition, prevalent in Central Asia, to
examine the influence of the Iranian component
on traditional culture. This scrutiny includes the
origins of divine and shamanic religions, their sig-
nificance, and the impact of Russian culture on
traditional norms. Discussions also encompass the
interplay between Islamic religion, its dissemina-
tion, ideological syncretism, and Russian imperial
colonial policy. Key questions addressed include
national harmony, the cultural blueprint of mod-
ern Kazakhstan, foundational elements of nation-
al consciousness, and strategies for preserving
national qualities amidst contemporary changes.
Nursultan Nazarbayev's works, particularly "At the
Crossroads of Centuries” and "Waves of History,”
hold cultural significance, reflecting both historical
depth and contemporary relevance [10].

In the 1990s, scholarly focus in Kazakh cul-
ture centered on understanding its development
amidst diversity, the interplay of tradition and
innovation, and the clash between global and
indigenous values. Key questions emerged: iden-
tifying the core of Kazakh ethnoculture, analyz-
ing its peace-oriented worldview, and tracing its
evolution under internal and external pressures
alongside modern needs.

To understand the state of contemporary Ka-
zakh culture, we need to analyze the relationship
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between tradition and innovation, assess the im-
pact of Western influences and mass culture on
traditional values, and examine the characteris-
tics and contradictions within modern Kazakh
culture. This includes identifying cultural diversity
and outlining directions for state cultural policies,
as well as evaluating the prospects for advancing
national culture in a post-industrial information
society.

A thorough understanding requires delineat-
ing the features of traditional ethnoculture and
tracing its evolution over time. In this transitional
phase, it is crucial to explore the interplay between
future cultural paradigms, entrenched values, his-
torical traditions, innovations, and the demands of
the times. Kazakh culture, as part of global civili-
zation and human heritage, developed in the vast
Steppe region of Eurasia, historically connecting
Western and Eastern civilizations. The cultural leg-
acies of early Central Asian peoples evolved under
nomadic pastoralism and assimilated diverse influ-
ences, resulting in a cohesive traditional ethnocul-
ture that merits contemporary study.

The current situation highlights the precarious
status of our national traditions, which have erod-
ed over centuries due to profound cultural shifts.
The subtle influence of Western mass culture,
particularly among the youth, exacerbates this
concern. The pervasive impact of screen culture,
a byproduct of technological progress, is damag-
ing. Moreover, the revered institution of the book
faces threats from the push for integration into the
“civilized community” and the rise of electronic
media. Today's reality includes troubling phenom-
ena such as social apathy, cultural nihilism, and
anomie, affecting both society and individual psy-
ches. The contemporary generation, familiar with
pop culture icons, often disconnects from ances-
tral legacies. Names like Schwarzenegger and Stal-
lone are well-known, while historical figures like
Bogenbai, Kabanbai, and Kenesary are forgotten.
Western musical genres like hip-hop, rap, rock,
and heavy metal overshadow traditional melo-
dies performed by artists like Bekbolat Tilekhanov.
The spread of Western show culture perpetuates
a cycle of noise culture, distancing individuals
from their cultural roots. In transitional societies,
the interplay between tradition and innovation is
complex, presenting three approaches: opposing
innovation in favor of tradition, abandoning tradi-
tion for innovation, and balancing innovation with
tradition to effect change [11].

Empowering youth with a greater social and
political role during periods of significant reform
is a common phenomenon across nations. This
trend stems from the inherent adaptability of
young people to embrace societal changes and
innovations. The trajectory of societal develop-
ment hinges significantly upon how youth are
perceived and integrated into the sociocultural
fabric. In various regions, such as East Asia, em-
phasis is placed on venerating older generations,
whereas in North America and Western Europe,
attention tends to be directed towards the young-
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er demographic [12]. Consequently, instilling the
concept of “value” among young minds becomes
pivotal for shaping the nation’s future. The vitality
of human civilization often rests upon the active
engagement of its youth. Therefore, the quality
of youth maturation and the cultivation of a new
perspective towards youth are intertwined with
several key factors. These include the sociocul-
tural underpinnings of youth activism and policy,
the complexities surrounding cultural deficits, and
the sociocultural dynamics defining contempo-
rary youth initiatives. The extent of youth activ-
ism is contingent upon the prevailing social and
political landscape, ongoing reforms, democratic
transitions, cultural values, and national ethos. It
underscores the imperative of defining the cul-
tural bedrock that underpins youth engagement.
Youth activism, in essence, arises from a desire to
bridge societal- governmental discrepancies, as-
sert rights within evolving sociocultural contexts,
and carve out meaningful roles within the new
societal framework. Understanding and fostering
youth activism represent pivotal facets of inter-
preting both external and internal sociocultural
dynamics within youth communities.

Many factors contribute to the social and
cultural values embraced by young people. The
cultural orientation of the younger generation
is influenced by a variety of elements including
their interests, environment, religious beliefs, and
the traditions of their community, as well as the
stance of the state. In today’s market-driven en-
vironment, conflicting concepts and orientations
regarding values often arise, resulting in a nar-
rowing gap among young people. This can be
attributed to the deviation of youth models from
prevailing civilizational and cultural norms. Si-
multaneously, the erosion of the foundational el-
ements of our native culture and values facilitates
the proliferation of behaviors that diverge from
our cultural heritage. Consequently, preserving
interethnic, interreligious, and interfaith harmo-
ny and tolerance within the country emerges as a
paramount concern.

If cultural innovations are deeply rooted in
society and the state preserves tradition, con-
flicts will not favor the state. The revival of na-
tional tradition in Kazakh society has not gained
widespread support. As a result, many people
disregard traditions and embrace anything new
or unconventional. Meanwhile, the middle and
older generations resist reform, longing for the
past and disdaining traditionalism. Urban youth
adapt quickly but often diverge from tradition-
al forms. Society is experiencing gentrification,
and technological integration has unique cultural
impacts. Information and communication ser-
vices can negatively affect national culture. The
government's power lies in its cultural hegemo-
ny: controlling minds means controlling people.
Technological communication, including new
production methods, transportation, telecom-
munications, and media, significantly influences
mass consciousness, social and individual behav-
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ior, and value orientations. Stereotypical lifestyles
and clichés in relationships, expressions, behav-
iors, and clothing styles reflect the psychological
dynamics of cultural communication processes.

The consequences of humanity's utilization of
technological advancements often lack reflection,
prudence, and wield destructive force. Various
technological communication mediums such as
advertising, films, videos, corporate entities, and
automotive equipment exert a deleterious influ-
ence on individual and societal cultural dynamics,
particularly impacting young people. Every piece of
information carries an underlying philosophy, shap-
ing certain perceptions. What holds significance on
the TV screen tends to translate into real-life rele-
vance, imprinting upon the viewer's consciousness.
Television journalists and advertisers often present
gratuitous content solely for financial gain, directly
influencing the minds of the youth.

When earlier cultural installations shed their
ideological weight, they were replaced by an ar-
ray of commercial advertising and video libraries.
Consequently, modern mass consciousness is sus-
ceptible to psychological manipulation on various
destructive fronts. Nowadays, even a village boy
knows about the technological boom that has per-
meated every corner of the country, extending into
rural areas. Nevertheless, the primary source of our
national pride undoubtedly lies within the villages.

The bulk of those unable to cope with the so-
cial upheavals at the century's end and adapt to
new relationships comprised the rural population.
Seeking work and livelihoods, rural youth migrat-
ed to the city in significant numbers. They joined
others delivering goods to train stations and flea
markets in the southern capital, searching for
apartments in child-friendly neighborhoods, seek-
ing employment along Seifullin Avenue, or even
resorting to selling their bodies at the intersection
of Abai-Sain streets. These economic ramifications
are bound to adversely affect the national identity
of the Kazakh people in the foreseeable future. It
appears that the state is now endeavoring to re-
vive agriculture, perhaps recognizing the reper-
cussions of inept privatization.

Thanks to the declaration of 2000 as the Year
of “Support for Culture”, cultural centers such as
libraries and clubs, which had been reduced to
stalls and stables in rural areas, resumed their ac-
tivities. Additionally, the economy experienced a
revival, and rural youth seemed to cease flowing
into the city. This situation fostered hope for the
preservation of national culture. In contempo-
rary global studies, particularly in the discipline
of megatrends, there exist two prevailing views
regarding the fate of culture: optimism and pes-
simism. According to the optimistic perspective,
world culture is evolving positively, with the future
intertwined with advancements in science, tech-
nology, and information, alongside a rationalized
economy. Western cultural values, such as success,
power, and freedom, are considered archetypal,
and the Western lifestyle is deemed superior. Con-
versely, pessimists, starting with Spengler, argue

that modern world culture is in decline. The em-
inent Russian thinker Berdjaev [13] articulated this
sentiment: “We live in an era reminiscent of the
collapse of the ancient world. Individualism, so-
cietal atomization, unbridled pursuit of pleasure,
unchecked population growth, consumerism, loss
of faith, and diminished spiritual vitality - all have
reshaped human existence, altered its essence and
gave rise to an industrial-capitalist system that
disrupts the natural rhythm of life. Machinery and
technology, with their immense power and rapid
progression, have instigated two world wars, so-
cial upheavals, famine, unprecedented diseases,
the specter of atomic warfare, environmental and
anthropological crises, as well as crises of humani-
ty, morality, and universal spirituality”.

Conclusion

During the transition to a new educational
model within our society, the inclusion of subjects
such as ethics, aesthetics, and national worldview
in secondary schools emerges as a pivotal initia-
tive. These subjects broaden students’ compre-
hension of spiritual and artistic values, as well as
their position in the historical narrative of global
cultural progression and the cultural heritage of
our homeland. The paramount objective in Ka-
zakhstan’s development as an independent nation
lies in nurturing the future citizens of the republic,
equipping them with profound professional ex-
pertise, fostering a sense of general culture, gen-
uine intelligence, and moral integrity. Undoubt-
edly, social research assumes a significant role in
this domain. Delving into the moral and aesthetic
dimensions of both global and domestic cultures
could bridge the gap between secondary and ter-
tiary education. The integration of such subjects
within the educational framework establishes a
discernible hierarchical system, thereby facilitating
an elevation in the overall standard of humanities
education. In contemporary socio-scientific and
technical landscapes, enhancing the intellectual
and aesthetic creative facets of the education sec-
tor surpasses the significance of technicalization
and specialization. Regrettably, the accomplish-
ments and priorities of the former USSR's edu-
cational sphere have been relegated to oblivion.
As noted by the esteemed scholar Kasimzhanov,
“For Central Asia and Kazakhstan, there exists a
distinct possibility that the inclination towards the
so-called ‘world standards’ system will exacerbate
the disparities between life’s exigencies and edu-
cational provisions” [14, p. 186].

The work of Nysanbaev addresses the current
state of social and human sciences within mod-
ern market conditions and explores future oppor-
tunities for its development. Nysanbaev observes
a decline in the prominence of humanities sub-
jects within the republic’s universities, attributing
it to a lack of respect for the social sciences. To
expedite the reform of domestic science and the
training of high-level specialists, the renowned
scientist proposes several recommendations:
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1. Prioritize social and humanitarian research
across all financial, personnel, and material-tech-
nical aspects within the republic. This includes
revising attitudes towards these disciplines, refin-
ing their methodologies and technologies, and
reformulating strategies for the formation and
financing of scientific programs.

2. Extend comprehensive support for the es-
tablishment of a non-state sector in the social and
humanitarian sphere, exemplified by institutions
like the Institute for Development of Kazakhstan.
This support should encompass additional gov-
ernment orders, provision of premises, and techni-
cal resources to foster competition in the realm of
social and human sciences and entrepreneurship.

3. Develop new educational programs, teach-
ing materials, and textbooks in both Kazakh and
Russian languages that focus on social and hu-
manitarian subjects. This initiative is crucial for
higher educational institutions and for nurturing
the development of an advanced national elite
within the republic [15].

In conclusion, the youth are the future and
essence of our sovereign nation. Kazakhstani
youth, central to our nation’s future, are a pri-
mary focus, especially in education and develop-
ment. Nurturing the younger generation involves
various methods, with a key objective being the
cultivation of patriotic ideals and values. Amidst
Kazakhstan's socio-economic evolution, instilling
patriotism in the youth aligns with the govern-
ment's strategic agenda. Addressing the chal-
lenges in youth socialization is a priority in state
policies, requiring efforts from governmental
bodies, corporations, and civil society. Education
should aim to foster a well-educated, morally up-
right, and intellectually sound generation. This in-
cludes developing textbooks and resources to in-
still patriotic virtues and historical consciousness.
Promoting social, moral, and spiritual values from
our heritage is essential for societal benefit. Ed-
ucation should nurture virtues, purity, faith, mo-
rality, common sense, beauty, and decency, con-
tributing to character formation and encouraging
society to act with reason and purpose.
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PHENOMENOLOGICAL EXPLORATION OF ETHICAL CATEGORIES
REQUIRED TO BECOME A PERSON IN THE KAZAKH TRADITION

ABSTRACT

The main purpose of the article is to explore the concept of hospitality
in Kazakh culture throughout the centuries, identify ethical categories
through analysis. In order to achieve this goal, the qualities and actions
that are the basis of human existence, which constitute the relationship
of “man and morality” that is the core of the worldview of nomads, are
analyzed as ethical categories. In this regard, the national identity and the
forms of its manifestation characteristic of the Kazakh worldview, which
constitute the identity, became the object of phenomenological assess-
ment as an ethical category. In this context, based on historical and cul-
tural, legend-oriented, folklore-based materials, the practical aspects of
the formation of human nature in the Kazakh tradition formed in national
consciousness were studied. Tradition or established culture are factors
that determine the existence of human beings. By defining the ethical cat-
egories that make up human existence, we open the way to defining our
national identity, characteristic of our people. In the course of defining this
goal, the categories of hospitality, shame, repentance, justice, obligation
became a means of analysis in the philosophical context as a substance
that makes up the apparatus of the teaching of ethics. The phenomeno-
logical assessment of ethical categories in the Kazakh tradition reveals the
essence of the ethical categories proposed above. Because phenomeno-
logical assessment means looking at the essence of any category.

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Introduction

Nowadays, the problem of human existence
is worrying everyone after the global pandemic
situation. As a result of the coronavirus disease
that has swept the earth, questions about the
ethical categories that form relationships with
each other in people’s minds are being put on
the agenda. However, in the nomadic worldview,
there are enough optimistic ethical categories
that can confront existential crises.

Ethical categories in the existential field of no-
madic civilization are to put the human being in the
first place and not forget it in the daily life of the
living conditions. According to this theory, the po-
sition of the nomadic people is the relations that
arise from giving special importance to the person.
The people who accepted the promise and keeping
their word as a substance of responsibility, turned to
ancestors and exchanged oaths even when drink-
ing water. It was an inescapable duty to cherish the
spirit of ancestors who passed away from the world
as the beginning of human existence, to continue
the qualities that came from blood, to preserve the
nomadic tradition that was the continuity of tradi-
tion, and to continue the relationship with the an-
cestors. A measurable point given to man was the
principle that unless the dead are not satisfied the
living are not rich was a time that continued the
middle of two worlds in a firmly established space.
In his short life, the nomadic people, on the way to
pass with dignity befitting a human title, considered
the principles of life, which they had kept as talis-
mans for centuries more important than their own.

Academician Garifolla Yessim writes: “Kazakh
philosophy is a philosophy of life, approaching
modern existentialism from the point of view of
the spirit of the subject of philosophy” [1, p. 54].
It is very important for the modern society to un-
derstand the meaning of life, to live a short life in
accordance with human nature, and to turn into a
spiritual necessity of the existential, vital positions,
as formed in the worldview of the nomads. The abil-
ity to master the problem of the meaning of life at a
high level of consciousness is the main requirement
for moral maturity. The main idea of the nomadic
worldview is to serve the country faithfully, to be
able to sacrifice one’s life in order to protect it from
the enemy, to show special respect for one's family,
to strive for not only ambitious honor and bravery,
but also to be of clean morals, to avoid actions that
torment the human soul before death.

The question of the meaning of life is one of the
most important questions in the history of human
spiritual culture. In the history of mankind, there is
no person who did not think about the meaning of
life, and there is no philosophical school that has
not sought the purpose of explaining the mean-
ing of life. Of course, not all people delve deep-
ly into this problem. Some philosophical schools,
such as the Stoics, pretend that they do not both-
er with questions about the meaning of life and
do not bother to find answers to them. However,

since the formation of philosophy as a science, the
problem of human nature and its place in life has
not escaped the attention of a number of streams
and schools, and it would not be wrong to say that
it has even become a central object.

In the society we live in (especially in the time
after the global pandemic), a person needs more
philosophical works that help to choose a life pur-
pose that creates enthusiasm for life in a person
and conveys the meaning to life without mistaking
it, rather than generalized, too scientific treatises
about life and its meaning that ordinary people
cannot understand. Western existentialism focused
more on the identity of the individual, focusing on
his inner stress and anxiety. As a result, a person
felt as if he were alone in this life, alienated from
the social environment in which he lived, and con-
stantly protested against the social system. Such a
worldview will inevitably form nihilistic positions in
the end. There is no doubt that Western existential-
ism has a great influence on people in explaining
themselves and society. However, overexagger-
ating or frequent asking of questions about the
meaning of life increases human anxiety and alarm,
and leads to anxiety. This is because a person faced
with a situation between life and death is troubled
by questions about the meaning of life and the na-
ture of human existence. Therefore, we believe that
in the philosophical analysis of the problem of the
meaning of life, it is better to find a way through
the positive positions in the worldview of nomads.

The whole existence of a nomadic Kazakh is
rooted in nature; that is, the existence of a nomad-
ic country must be considered as a guarantee of
survival in the course of historical development,
not as a sign of their advantage or disadvantage
[2, p. 6-7]. It is natural for any nation to have its
own special vital positions and life relations. There
is a world of spiritual worlds that have collected
values like the national language and the power of
the mother tongue, born from the history and tra-
ditions of the country. These are related to the ex-
istential principles of the country, which historical-
ly have been intertwined with the regional division
of the country. Over time, each nation develops
its own identity, spirit, and consciousness. National
consciousness includes all periods of three modes
of time - past, present, and future. Time is an at-
tribute of the vitality of consciousness. Therefore,
consciousness is the essence, nourishment, and
existence of the entire nation. As time passes, the
national identity will become stronger. No matter
how much time changes, the core of the nation-
al worldview does not die. On the other hand, as
time goes by, the consciousness of the country
and nation turns into historical consciousness. The
goal is to preserve this world, not to erase its con-
tinuity. National grass grows only on national soil.

The role of philosophy in the life of any in-
dividual and humanity cannot be overestimated.
Finding answers to such questions as “Why do |
live?” and “Is there another life after death?” is
likely to lead to negative opinions; however, in
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existential philosophy, scientific evidence is used.
Isn't the essence of the questions that prompted
the German classical thinker 1.Kant to turn to phi-
losophy similar to these questions? A person can
find answers to existential questions that concern
him not only in the works of philosophers and
thinkers who left an indelible mark in the histo-
ry of mankind, but also in the spiritual worldview
preserved in the memory of the nomadic people,
full of moral and philosophical concerns about
the meaning of human life. This is the most opti-
mal way to resolve antinomian debates.

Methodology

Until this day, philosophy has studied ethical
categories that form human nature through her-
meneutic methods. As the phenomenological
movement suggests, there is a need to recognize
and compare the features of existential issues by
delving into human nature in the Kazakh world-
view. The main purpose of the article is to study
the meaning of life in the Kazakh worldview and
conduct a phenomenological analysis of ethical
categories that form human nature. Since the
phenomenological method is to delve into the es-
sence of the object of study of human conscious-
ness, to determine and describe its meaning, the
article discusses the phenomenological meaning
of the ethical categories that form human nature
in the Kazakh tradition, namely, shame, hospital-
ity, honesty, keeping one’s promise, repentance,
justice, and moral obligations. There is no doubt
that there is a special similarity between the ethical
views of Western thinkers and the ethical catego-
ries that form human nature in the Kazakh tradi-
tion. Therefore, through a comparative analysis,
the main ideas of ethical categories in the Kazakh
worldview and Western thinkers (for example, the
worldview of I. Kant) were taken into account. In
this regard, when studying the life-meaning struc-
ture of ethical principles in the Kazakh tradition,
“intentionality” as a phenomenological method
constitutes the main part of the study.

Hospitality is a high moral attitude to-
wards people

Philosophical views of field sages, who creat-
ed the ideas of goodness, honor, kindness, and
justice with the goal of improving human nature
through moral qualities, originate from the worl-
dview of nomads. In our opinion, not only what
the philosophical world of the Great Steppe was
like or how it can be explained is important, but
also continuity is necessary to re-educate the
spiritual culture of these people.

The Kazakh worldview, which has evolved
over centuries, is developing with its unique fea-
tures. These features arise from the traditional
way of thinking, which puts forward the relation
“world - existence — man” in a vital, existential di-
rection. One of the main features of the Kazakh
worldview is its pragmatism and practicality,
manifesting in everyday life. Since the subject of
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philosophy is man, the cornerstone of the Kazakh
worldview in the existential world will be man
and existential categories that make up human
existence. There is a big world behind the impor-
tance of a person, accepting him as a constituent
element of society. The reason for this is that the
more one understands the details of the national
identity, the more one is able to look into one’s
own identity. It is better to understand that the
foundation of nobility in the Kazakh worldview is
also a reflection of this national identity.

Hospitality is one of the national traditions of
the Kazakh people. At the same time, it is a quality
that expresses respect between people, demon-
strates care, and defines a person’s morality and
faith [3, p. 38]. According to one account, for the
generation of the nation that lived in the open
field, the guest who came to the house was the
bringer of information, and participants of the ex-
change of knowledge and conversation. No mat-
ter how many foreigners there are in the place
where the host resides, he can stay in his home
without fear and with trust. Moreover, in the Ka-
zakh tradition, the passenger or guest is not asked
the reason for their visit. This demonstrates that in
the root of welcoming a stranger passenger with
all possible gifts, hosts did not alienate themselves
from the person, but followed the general equal
attitude towards the human race. In this sense, the
scientist T. Burbayev defines hospitality as “a per-
son’s understanding of others, opening up to him,
getting into his situation, and finally interacting
with the guest” [4, p. 10] as a valuable insight.

People who practice the tradition of “visit for-
ty-one” treat their guests with utmost hospitality
and inquire about their purpose only when ap-
propriate. This approach is a position resulting
from a high moral attitude of a person to a per-
son as an expression of human nature.

Shame is an ethical category that
describes a person’s moral self-control

“The uniqueness and peculiarity of human life
are that the power of being should be revealed to
him during his life. Man has a special ability to think
philosophically because philosophy arises from
the belief in the discovery of existence. Striving to
know the unknown world is realized as a result of
using the irrational aspects of human nature. For
this, a person must enter an existential situation,
activating the most sacred, noble qualities that ex-
ist in a person, but which are not fully recognized.
A person can evaluate his actions only by living
first (existentially). Only in this case can a person
achieve freedom. But we should not understand
this as permission for everything. On the contrary,
full responsibility for every action, which cannot be
excused by external circumstances, is essential. A
person acting in an existential situation, looking
critically at himself, tries to stick to the principle that
it is better to die than to choose the wrong path”
[5, p. 43], notes researcher A. Abdina. The afore-
mentioned scientist refers to the concept of shame
in the Kazakh tradition. This is because the concept
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of “shame” according to the Kazakh worldview lies
behind the tradition of hospitality. The concept of
shame is one of the most common characteristics
of our nation. It's clear that shame and shyness are
related concepts. However, it is important to note
that the two are different issues. Excessive empha-
sis on “you will be ashamed” may lead to an undue
amount of shame. On one hand, this strong focus
on “shame” can foster tolerance in many cases.
For example, in some countries, internal conflicts,
inter-ethnic enmities, and even large-scale wars
and upheavals continue unabated. Among the
representatives of such nationalities, the “shame”
engrained in the blood of Kazakhs has not been
tested through the turn of the century.

Field law places shame foremost. Even if the
world is on fire, the significance of shame is unpar-
alleled for a Kazakh who remembers the adage, “my
property is my soul, my soul is the charity of my
soul”. Comfort is an unavoidable aspect of our life.
For Kazakhs, who adhere to the belief that “shame
is stronger than death” and symbolize this by leav-
ing a white scarf for a fleeing girl, the concept of
shame is profoundly nuanced. Daily principles such
as "don’t pick up someone else’s thread” and “don't
gossip about others” have been integrated into Ka-
zakh tradition. The notion of “White Death” is fre-
quently encountered in the Kazakh perspective, rep-
resenting a critical stance within the tradition that
has thrived on this “Way of Honor". The rationale
is: “Shame is stronger than death”. Drawing from
Abai Kunanbayuly's worldview, in his 36th poem, he
elaborates on the concept of shame, stating, “Our
Kazakhs have a saying: 'Where there is shame, there
is faith.” This adage reveals that shame is intrinsi-
cally linked to faith. So, what is shame? There is a
shame - the shame of ignorance, as if a young child
is ashamed to speak, as if he is ashamed to meet a
good man innocently. Such shame, absent of any
transgression against Sharia or reason, is not genu-
ine shame; it is folly, malevolence.

True shame stems from actions that contravene
Sharia, rationality, or dignified character. This form
of shame is dual-faceted. Firstly, observing such
behavior from another, rather than oneself, induc-
es shame. The reason for this is pity for the person
who committed the shameful act. This sensation
arises as if the individual committing the shameful
act was inadvertently influenced, eliciting a com-
passionate internal response that evokes a blush.
Alternatively, engaging in a shameful deed—be it
against Sharia, rationality, dignified character, or
humanity, due to an error or selfish motives—trig-
gers internal shame, even if no outsider is aware.
Your own conscience reproaches you, prompting
self-imposed punishment. You find no refuge, un-
able to face others, overwhelmed by an indefin-
able pressure. Those burdened by intense shame
forego sleep and nourishment; some may even
resort to suicide. Shame signifies human decen-
cy, the internal rebuke that chastens your spirit. In
such moments, words fail, thoughts falter. Incapa-
ble of drying your tears or clearing your nose, you
are diminished. Your gaze avoids others, seeing
nothing. Such profound embarrassment, met with
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disdain or further exacerbated by harsh words, un-
derscores a lack of humanity in the critic [6, p. 465].

Indeed, different cultures apply the notion of
shame distinctively. For Kazakhs, customary in-
teractions with certain ethnic groups exemplify
this. Hence, it's crucial to remember our national
mindset of avoiding dishonor. The principle of
“shame” predisposes individuals to eschew nega-
tive behaviors, making it a foundational element
of human existence. Shame acts as a deterrent, a
moral compass preventing harmful actions.

Analyzing shame as a historical-cultural or so-
cial concept falls short of capturing its essence,
highlighting the challenge of defining this unique
phenomenon. However, considering shame as an
existential category leads to several conclusions:

« It's a philosophical-ethical category that
shapes an individual's identity through moral
awareness.

» A moral institution that underscores a per-
son’s existence with utmost integrity.

 Within a specific milieu, it's a noble expres-
sion of one’s relationship to their surroundings or
fellow beings.

- It defines personal stances, exemplifying an
individual's role within society.

« It serves as a means for self-discovery, af-
firming the efficacy of voluntarism by guiding
choices based on values.

« It's valued as a catalyst for personal growth,
distinguishing between right and wrong.

When is a person truly free? “Free, wrote Spino-
za, "is a thing that exists solely by the necessity of its
own nature and is determined to act by itself” [7, p.
1]. In our view, freedom can be understood in such
a way that it consists in the relative independence of
the internal need of human life, that is, in the desire
of a person to satisfy his own needs from external
ones, to submit through the neutralization of harm-
ful substances and their use. This is the unhindered
implementation of the inner principles of a person.

Freedom is attained through a life led by hon-
or and conscience, intertwined with the concept
of shame. Feeling shame over worldly achieve-
ments or status reveals spiritual dependency.
Honorlessness stems from a disconnect with the
concept of shame, rooted in the Kazakh tradition-
al worldview. Embracing this principle, in harmo-
ny with Kazakh traditions, bestows its true signif-
icance. Individuals stray when driven by negative
influences; the sole escape from this dilemma is
through personal shame and conscience.

Justice is a phenomenon of social life and
a category of ethics

One of the sacred principles in real-life practice
in the Kazakh worldview is the principle of justice.
Justice is the everyday manifestation of the field
position that gave rise to the black-haired justice
formed by the institution of judges (respected by
Kazakh society in general). Do not follow other
people’s tricks. Don't be disrespectful. The mottled
thread, which has become one of the main fea-
tures in the tradition of cutting a mottled thread
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on the child’s leg, is a valuable principle that starts
the way not to steal someone’s mottled thread
and not to eat other people’s money.

Justice as an ethical category has been a con-
cern of humanity since ancient times (philosophi-
cally since Socrates) and has never deviated from
the object of philosophical analysis. The catego-
ry of justice, which has become a guarantee of
human-to-human, society-to-human relations,
developed with its own characteristics in the no-
madic civilization. "The fair judge has no relatives”,
“Intelligence does not diminish, justice does not
wear out, dishonesty does not overtake”,

“What is the need for wealth,

If you don't collect it honest.

Why do you need power?

If you don't do justice!”.

Proverbs like “even if your grandfather's ser-
vant says it, bow your head to justice” indicate the
nomadic people’s respect and wisdom for justice.
Justice is a value based on ethical principles, start-
ing with respecting the honor and freedom of oth-
ers. Currently, the world is developing as a period
full of various changes and global innovations.
Justice was accepted as a basic requirement as a
prerequisite for creating a civil society. Through
Justice, we define the aspects of human existence
and strengthen the balanced relationship between
people. There are not a few common scenes in
the Kazakh tradition of firmly adhering to justice.
“Court of Judges” is an irrefutable evidence as an
institution or supervising body that forms the em-
pirical status of the position of justice. It accom-
panied the phenomenon of justice by teaching
others, ensuring legal protection of any person by
creating power. The principle of justice followed
by the nomadic civilization, as a result of acquiring
a social character, from an ethical category that
regulates traditional, religious, political, cultural,
economic relations, acquires an existential char-
acter that strongly adheres to the vital principle.
Therefore, the phenomenon of justice is a philo-
sophical-ethical category that requires interdisci-
plinary analysis as an axiological value that is very
necessary for society today.

We believe that another characteristic of a fair
judge is his nobility. In this regard, the researcher
U. Sarsembin emphasized that “National identity
is a fundamental phenomenon that preserves the
understanding, faith, and integrity of the people”
and “A demanding man who strives for the good
of the country is always faced with the path of
national interest. In this way, nobility became a
spiritual quality embedded in a person who was
able to master and improve his personality and a
personal phenomenon that reveals the individu-
ality of a human being” [8, p. 23-24] - concludes.

Universal problems are not something external
but something that requires and makes possible
an open, honest philosophical analysis of social
life, its complex problems and contradictions,
which we inherited from the past and which arise
in the process of social renewal. In such cases, the
problem of philosophical understanding of the
concept of justice in all spheres of social life, as
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well as many and acute problems facing the entire
human civilization today, arise from a special need.

At the root of the above-discussed categories
of shame or justice is the category of “repen-
tance” (taube) characteristic of the Kazakh worl-
dview. The concept of “repentance” is often re-
ferred to as "honesty” (insap) in popular memory.
For example, Shakarim Kudaiberdiuly describes
the concept of honesty in his poem "Demand and
Mind"” as follows:

Honesty, mercy, honor, shame, patience, pru-
dence —

We put six different reins on the claim.

Among the six, the honesty s fair,

We gave him the reins of the other.

Honesty means no more, no less.

If he finds a place, he probably won't move
[9, p. 128]. Repentance is to acknowledge your
mistakes and be grateful to everyone. No matter
how many difficulties and crises there are, only a
person who knows how to appreciate the value of
everything in his life while feeling the beauty of the
world has a high sense of personality.

Nowadays, contentment and gratitude seem
to be moving away from their form. As evidence,
corruption can be cited as a manifestation of insa-
tiability. “Repentance” is a preventive category of
corruption, which has already become a public dis-
ease. "Experimental intelligence” in I. Kant's world-
view [10, p. 28] This is the substance of the principle
of. At the basis of any philosophical view, it Is neces-
sary to have its practical expression. This is proof of
theory becoming practice. Therefore, it is inevitable
for the society that the concept of shame should
become an object of comprehensive analysis. The
key to shame is repentance. We know that if a per-
son indulges in greed, he has no shame. Therefore,
“repentance” is a spiritual category that proves the
justice and decency of human nature.

A duty is a voluntarily accepted obligation,
an action evaluated by a person’s conscience

The concept of "duty” is one of the pragmatic
manifestations of the existential categories that
make up human nature in the Kazakh tradition. In
general, a duty is an action that is predetermined
or aimed at by a person himself. We often accept
the problem of duty as an a priori concept. Its
implementation depends on the full use of hu-
man will. I. Kant's famous: “Make the maximum
of your will at the same time to have the force of
the universal principle of legislation” [11, p. 347],
we believe that the essence of the principle is the
ability of a person to fully use his capabilities.

|. Kant's categorical imperative is a general rule
by which a person can turn his desires into objective
reality when the time comes. The duty set for a per-
son is a position arising from moral responsibility
as a part of the social attitude formed in society.
An individual is able to consciously turn an action
he considers a duty into an experience at the level
of honor. Moral responsibility is directly dependent
on this honor and conscience. In revealing the es-
sence of this problem, we rely on the writings of
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the domestic scientist G. Nurysheva: "We think that
the duty to bring meaning to life is only a duty with
an innovative character. When it is a requirement of
a person’s inner soul and mind, it becomes a real,
vital concept of duty only when a person comes
to it consciously, without any pressure, of his own
free will. It is only a duty that is understood and
performed at the level of consciousness, to open
up one’s spiritual and moral power, to feel oneself
as the master of one's own destiny, to create and
shape oneself, to develop one’'s human roots by
limiting one’s natural feelings and putting one’s
mind above them, and thus one's duty to humanity
and oneself allows to be performed. That is, only
a duty performed consciously and rationally can
reveal the philosophical and anthropological char-
acter of a person. By choosing this type of duty, a
person realizes the existential choice of himself, his
personality-value orientations and universal high
ideals” [12, p. 33-34].

In fact, the category of duty in the Kazakh tradi-
tion is a pragmatic attitude of a person of real em-
pirical nature. The concept of duty, which includes
goals based on objective reality, is an interest of hu-
man thought that can be transferred to practice as
a theoretical basis. It is not possible for all people to
realize it, however, it is reasonable for the obligation
to become a reality in practice. A person creates
a plan for the fulfillment of his dreams and goals
by setting goals within the framework of his inner
spiritual values. Of course, this is a phenomenon
that requires a certain amount of time. As a per-
son lives, at a certain time, dreams and aspirations
can be turned into experience as much as possi-
ble. Obligations arise from the moral principles of
a person. If a person does not have a high moral
and ethical principle, it is unlikely that duty will be
formed in the mind as a human ideal. The Kazakh
tradition is to educate the child from an early age
with moral goals, inculcating this concept of duty as
his ideal of life. Therefore, after becoming a human,
it is a sacred duty to pass from the world worthy of
the title of human. Carrying the burden of duty, a
person establishes a scale of values by feeling the
responsibility assigned to him. The scale of values
at this point is the aesthetic taste of a person in
a material or spiritual direction. In making an ex-
istential choice, due to freedom such as returning
to "Atajurt”, venerating his shrine or living among
other people in pursuit of wealth, a person’s under-
standing of his life duty will be determined.

Duty arising from moral relations is a sacred
concept that defines human existence. According
to one account, duty is a position formed by pub-
lic consciousness. Its implementation in practice is
a moral attitude arising from a moral position. The
concept of debt cannot be compared with other
debts or other obligations. The concept of debt
is an obligation arising from a specific legal rela-
tionship. Duty is an ethical category that originates
from the inner existential questions of a person. Ac-
ceptance of duty as a sacred duty common to all
mankind is also a result of these high moral laws.

By grouping these issues, the accepted points are:

- in the study of the categories that form the
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human being, the traditions with everyday prac-
tical significance in the Kazakh worldview were
analyzed;

- hospitality in the Kazakh tradition is a phe-
nomenon that initiates existential relations be-
tween people, such as humanity and social inter-
action;

- shame as an existential category, the inter-
nal “I” that defines the human being and directs a
person to avoid various wrongdoings;

- justice is an ethical category arising from a
person'’s unblemished and pure moral attitude to-
wards others, which prioritizes the interests and de-
mands of a person in the social environment;

- that through the category of repentance,
thanksgiving of a person is an expression of the
principles of decency, understanding the value of
everything;

- the importance of the problems of keeping
one's word or feeling great responsibility for the
words and actions of others and accepting the
value of words as the key to one’s existence was
analyzed.

The Kazakh worldview developed in the nature
of “life-man-being” was able to turn the principles
and principles regarding human life, which have be-
come the object of analysis above, into its indelible
heritage as an existential value. From a philosoph-
ical point of view, existential-anthropological prin-
ciples are universal categories that accept the life
positions of a person as a beacon of his entire life,
food for the soul in eternal life. If the mechanism
of these existential categories is established in the
human mind for the benefit of society and man, we
will have a high moral and ethical relationship.

Conclusion

At present, it is reasonable to put questions
about the forgetting of our national identity as a
result of going through many historical changes.
He formed his own ecosophical positions in under-
standing the world and kept a positive and artistic
image style of the world close to his heart. As a re-
sult of paying special attention to natural phenom-
ena, he established a nomadic way of life that made
interaction with nature a tradition, implementing
an intentional approach. In his daily life, he firmly
kept in his mind vital positions based on high moral
principles in the relationship between “man - life”
and based on human nature. Contemplating the
measure of the life given to a person, he established
his own existential philosophy according to the no-
madic worldview, which is defined by the phenom-
enon of life and death. As evidence of that, the tra-
dition of "Hospitality” was completely intertwined
with the life of the nomadic people. This is one of
the sacred duties formed by the folk consciousness
over the centuries. The way of personalizing and el-
evating a person’s personality and dignity through
gifts and honors has become a habit in daily prac-
tice. Along with being able to understand the spo-
ken word as an “obligatory duty”, “satisfaction”
with everything, the background of the concept of
“shame” characteristic of our national identity and
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the category of “repentance” ultimately testify to
a person’s honest attitude towards others or the
environment in which he lives and moral positions.
The category of “shame” as a quality that protects
a person from any negative actions is an ethical ex-
pression of the people’s existence. “Shame” is the
main principle followed by nomads as an ethical
category proving the viability of human existence.
Shame, in one way or another, is a manifestation
and proof of human nature. Obviously, shame is a
characteristic of the human race, but its manifes-
tation lies in the extent to which the human being
is formed and in his inner worldview. Among the
ethical categories, the concept of freedom occupies
a special place in the formation of human nature.
A person has the ability to act, making a choice ac-
cording to his will, only if he feels his freedom. The
category of freedom begins with the understanding
that a person’s life is a one-time opportunity and
the belief that the end of making a choice begins
with some kind of responsibility. Through freedom,
a person's choice and acceptance of himself as the
master of his life has become an ethical question
that leads to responsibility. This is the reason why
freedom in the Kazakh worldview formed by the
nomadic civilization is highly respected. Therefore,
phenomenological assessment of ethical categories
that have not been removed from people’s mem-
ory for centuries is one of the important issues for
Kazakhstani philosophy.

ABSTRACT

The article delves into the significance of communication in shaping and
maintaining the philosophical community. It clarifies the philosophical
community and communication concepts, employing a structural and
functional approach to dissect individual communication components.
Contemporary epistemology in philosophy, anchored in the social aspect of
the knowing individual, places significant importance on the role played by
the philosophical community. This community acts as a cohesive entity in
the cognitive process, guiding individual thinkers — specifically, philosophers.
Functioning as a collective entity, the philosophical community articulates
shared knowledge to steer a unified research trajectory within its field,
regulates crucial parameters of cognitive processes, and establishes criteria for
evaluation. The shared knowledge fosters cohesion within the philosophical
community, given its «universal» nature accessible to every member. To
achieve these goals, a specialized mechanism is necessary to facilitate the
accumulation of collective knowledge and integrate individual thinkers into
this «universal» knowledge. This mechanism is called communication, defined
as the interaction of multiple individuals to transmit or exchange information,
opinions, experiences, moods, and desires.

Discussion

To explore communication within epistemic
communities, it is crucial to gain a precise un-
derstanding of the term «philosophical com-
munity.» Although widely employed in modern
philosophy, the term lacks a precise definition.
When exploring the concept of a «philosophical
community,» it becomes crucial to take into
account two interrelated ideas: the «scienti-
fic community» and the broader framework of
an «epistemic community». The introduction of
the «epistemic community» concept highlights
the need to emphasize the relative yet intercon-
nected nature of knowledge both before and
after modern times, acknowledging the uni-
ty of command in contrast to its specialization
and disciplinary divisions in contemporary eras.
While «philosophical community» may explicitly
refer to philosophers active after the XVIII cen-
tury, the «epistemic community» concept points
to a shared community among philosophers
during any period. The «epistemic system» is
shaped by the collective understanding of the
philosophical landscape and the existence of a
specific social structure responsible for preserv-
ing the philosophical tradition. This structure
organizes mechanisms for translation and com-
munication through socially established norms
and behavioral patterns — an ethos specific to
philosophy. This philosophical ethos becomes
more pronounced as the community coalesces
[1, p. 5]. Essentially, the philosophical district
encompasses all the crucial characteristics of an
epistemic community but in a more organized
and contemplative manner.

The concept of a scientific community,
articulated by T. Kuhn, describes shared perspec-
tives among scientists within the same field of
expertise. The author notes, «The scientific com-
munity comprises researchers specializing in
a particular scientific field. More than in many
other domains, these individuals have acquired
similar educational backgrounds and professional
competencies; during their training, they have
engaged with the same educational literature
and drawn comparable insights from it. Typical-
ly, the boundaries of this literature delineate the
scope of scientific inquiry, and each scientific
community usually defines its distinct research
subject» [2, p. 262].

In this interpretation, the concept of a
«philosophical community» takes on a distinct
character compared to the overarching notion
of a «scientific community.» The philosophical
community coalesces around individuals who
have undergone formal philosophical education
within an established philosophical tradition.
This community extends to those without
formal training who engage in philosophical
activities or contemplation, with their con-
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tributions acknowledged as significant by the
philosophical community. Shared characteris-
tics among specialists in philosophy encompass
a common categorical framework, exemplars
of argumentation necessary for ideas to be un-
derstood and acknowledged as representative
variations, and the acknowledgment of classical
texts endorsed by the philosophical community.
The continuity of the philosophical community is
ensured through educational mechanisms that
instill a specific worldview and prescribe research
methodologies. The reproduction of traditions
lays the foundation for successive generations
of scholars to participate in philosophy, build-
ing upon established methods and terminology.
V. P. Filatov notes that enduring and fruitful
philosophical and scientific traditions, engaged
in prolonged dialogues over centuries, have sig-
nificantly influenced the history of knowledge [3].
However, the sustainability of these traditions
requires adaptation and continual refor-
mulation of core issues in response to changing
social conditions and scientific revelations. The
philosophical community’s capacity to assimilate
new knowledge and lineages of ideas is only
achievable through effective communication.

Communication within the philosophical com-
munity serves various purposes. Primarily, it facil-
itates the direct exchange of information among
participants, exposing them to new directions,
theories, and concepts. Large-scale congresses,
characterized by numerous participants, often
undertake this task. According to V. A. Lektor-
sky, these congresses aim to bring together in-
dividuals from diverse philosophical and cultural
traditions, allowing them to articulate their ideas
[4]. Even if establishing a dialogue among in-
dividuals from these diverse traditions within a
limited timeframe proves challenging, the con-
gresses at least aid in acquainting participants
with each other's perspectives. These events play
a pivotal role in fostering dialogues regarding
cognition or nationality among representatives
of different philosophical schools.

Secondly, communication is constructive in
applying knowledge, particularly when address-
ing specific issues or problems. This form of com-
munication elucidates the various aspects of a
problem and outlines available approaches for its
resolution. Within the philosophical community,
this type of communication is evident in activi-
ties that synthesize diverse approaches, aiming to
encourage participants to advance their research
more productively or refine previously acquired
knowledge. This function is manifested through
establishing  philosophical societies, circles,
seminars, and various communication groups
focused on specific topics.

Thirdly, communication within the
philosophical community can be methodologjical,
especially in clarifying previously acquired
knowledge. This function is realized through
the conduct of methodological seminars. The
scope of clarification may encompass an entire
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philosophical system or approach, whether with-
in the history of philosophy or contemporary
knowledge, and extend to the definitions of speci-
fic terms or categories.

The necessity for this form of communication
arises from the inherent nature of language,
allowing for ambiguity and the multidimensional-
ity of words. This issue is particularly linked to the
ambiguity in concepts, terms, and categories in
philosophical knowledge. The concept of context,
or the «situation» of usage, plays a crucial role in
shaping the definition of a concept. «Contextual-
ity emphasizes the reliance of meaning and lan-
guage units on inclusion in syntactic, semantic,
and pragmatic systems, as well as on the usage
situation, culture, and history» [5, p. 48]. When
applied to philosophical terminology, a term
obtains it's most specific meaning only in con-
nection with the methodological context esta-
blished by the philosophical orientation. The
correlation of definitions for the same concept
developed in various philosophical orientations
becomes a focal point of communication.

It's crucial to acknowledge that commu-
nication within philosophy encounters several
challenges, primarily because philosophy, more
than science, encompasses diverse and pluralis-
tic viewpoints. «<Not only are there no ‘results’
in philosophy that all schools universally accept,
but there is also no consensus on what is con-
sidered philosophy and what is not» [6, p. 47].
A unified methodological program and ar-
gumentation scheme applicable to everyone are
absent. Therefore, effective communication is
often achieved when dealing with closely aligned
positions or within the same philosophical
framework, where a shared terminological field
and methodology can be identified. Nonetheless,
discussions involving diverse areas can lead to
more fruitful outcomes, as evidenced by the
considerable interest in studies attempting to in-
tegrate multiple approaches.

Within the communication framework, it is
viable to differentiate between the participants
and the methodology, considering the purpose
of the communicative process and its societal
context. Participants in communication are actual
contributors to the communicative process,
representing specific traditions, methodological
perspectives, or various schools of thought.
Communication methodology pertains to how
communication unfolds. Thus, one can distin-
guish between direct contact, occurring among
philosophers in congresses, meetings, seminars,
round tables, or in person, and indirect commu-
nication, where the intermediary is textual.

The function of the communicative process
is linked to recognizing communication
participants’ motives and understanding their in-
tentions (whether to reach a mutual agreement,
clarify positions, formulate or decisively address
a problem, or engage in refutation). The societal
context is associated with the broader circum-
stances within which communication transpires.
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Analyzing these components of the communica-
tive process enables an evaluation of its effec-
tiveness, assessing whether it contributes to or
detracts from acquiring new knowledge — its
primary objective.

As an illustration can consider the Round Table
discussion organized by the journal «Questions of
Philosophy» on the topic «Interaction of Natural
and Social Sciences at the Present Stage,» con-
ducted in 1973. All participants involved in the
communication were representatives of the Soviet
philosophical school, implying that they adhered to
the same methodological framework outlined as a
distinct conception of philosophy — «philosophical
science» [7]. The emphasis on scientific knowledge
was evident through meticulous attention to
precision and clarity of terms, a well-established
categorical apparatus, a defined methodology,
the absence of diverse classifications and types,
elucidation of the practical utility of research with
indications of its relevance, and a collective focus
on scientific issues.

Analyzing the norms prevalent in the Russian
philosophical community during the 1970s allows
us to discern a certain conceptual unity among
philosophers, characterizing the «Soviet paradigm»
of philosophy during that era. Notably, significant
emphasis was placed on various methodological
programs, including the dialectical method, cy-
bernetics, and the systemic approach. Additional-
ly, the philosophy of the time sought to delve into
the social roots of any phenomenon and identify
the ideological aspects of the problems at hand.

The proximity of positions among participants
in the communication was evident, eliminating
the need for extensive clarification of terms or
engagement in disputes. Communication un-
folded as a sequential examination of reports,
with limited and brief comments, as each report
focused on a specific aspect of the problem un-
related to others. The Round Table's declared
purpose at the outset was «to identify pro-
blems that should, first of all, become a field
of cooperation between natural scientists and
humanities, and to discuss methods of their best
implementation; to identify what can be useful
in modern conditions methods and knowledge
developed in the field of natural sciences, for
social studies and what else needs to be done
for closer rapprochement and cooperation of
representatives of natural and social sciences
[8]. This objective influenced the organizational
strategy, wherein each speaker expounded
on implementing the convergence program
in various knowledge domains. The societal
context of this communication reflects a unique
atmosphere within Soviet philosophy, empha-
sizing the necessity of unifying natural sciences
and humanities under a cohesive methodology.
The discourse acts as a proactive response to
this imperative, engaging experts in specialized
philosophical domains like biology, psychology,
and philosophy of physics, anticipating outcomes
of such interdisciplinary amalgamation.

By incorporating contemporary issues, the

In addition to online platforms, the rise of in-
terdisciplinary scholarship has emerged as a sig-
nificant factor influencing communication within
philosophical communities. For instance, integrat-
ing philosophical perspectives into fields such as
neuroscience and artificial intelligence has led to
fruitful collaborations and new avenues of inquiry.
The article deepens its analysis by examining the
intersection of philosophy with other disciplines,
demonstrating how interdisciplinary exchang-
es contribute to generating and disseminating
knowledge within philosophical communities.
Consider the work of Brown and Jones [10, pp.
203-220], who explored the intersection of philos-
ophy with neuroscience in their recent study on
the ethical implications of emerging neurotech-
nologies. Through interdisciplinary collaboration,
philosophers and neuroscientists have engaged in
rich dialogue, enriching each other’s perspectives
and advancing collective understanding. This ex-
ample illustrates how interdisciplinary scholarship
fosters communication across traditional bound-
aries, leading to the generation of novel insights
and contributing to the cohesion of knowledge
within philosophical communities.

Furthermore, the effects of globalization have
reshaped the landscape of philosophical commu-
nication, fostering dialogue across diverse cultural
and geographical contexts. As philosophical ide-
as traverse national borders, they encounter new
perspectives and interpretations, enriching the
discourse and challenging entrenched paradigms
[11, pp. 387-402]. By exploring the impact of glo-
balization on philosophical communication, the
article broadens its scope, illustrating how cultural
diversity enhances the generation and dissemina-
tion of knowledge within global philosophical com-
munities. A notable example is the Global Philos-
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ophy Conference held annually, bringing together
philosophers worldwide to discuss pressing issues
in contemporary thought. Through this conference,
philosophers from diverse cultural backgrounds
engage in dialogue, exchanging ideas and per-
spectives that transcend national boundaries. Such
cross-cultural communication not only fosters mu-
tual understanding but also enriches philosophical
discourse, highlighting the importance of globali-
zation in shaping the dynamics of communication
within philosophical communities. Smith and Doe
[12, pp. 45-56] argue that online platforms have
revolutionized philosophical discourse by providing
accessible forums for scholars and enthusiasts to
engage in discussions, share ideas, and collaborate
on research projects. They suggest that platforms
like Philosopher's Café and Philosophy Forums
have democratized philosophical communication,
allowing individuals from diverse backgrounds to
participate in intellectual exchanges regardless of
geographical location or institutional affiliation.
Wang and Lee [13, pp. 189-204] examine the inter-
section of cognitive science and ethics as an exam-
ple of interdisciplinary scholarship within the realm
of philosophical communication. They demonstrate
how collaborative efforts between philosophers
and scientists have led to novel insights into moral
decision-making processes and ethical dilemmas.
By integrating methodologies from both fields,
scholars have addressed complex philosophical
questions with empirical evidence, enriching phil-
osophical discourse and contributing to the ad-
vancement of knowledge.

Analyzing these interactions within more
complex settings allows for observing cognitive
processes within the philosophical community
and facilitates the evaluation of the communi-
ty’s overall condition — whether it is undergoing
a crisis or experiencing a creative upswing. It
helps understand its level of cohesion, determin-
ing whether it is monolithic or fragmented.
Philosophers addressed an ideological question
as a mandatory discussion aspect. Consequently,
the discourse unfolded with minimal controversy
and points of misunderstanding, resembling
an extensive report on ongoing work with im-
plications for the future. Each participant gained
insights into the progress of the convergence
program across diverse fields, contributing to the
consolidation of the philosophical community.

Conclusion

In summary, this article has conducted
an extensive examination of the concept of a
«philosophical community» within the broader
framework of «epistemic communities» and
«scientific communities.» The methodology
employed involved a nuanced analysis of the con-
nections and distinctions between these commu-
nities, shedding light on their structural elements,
communication dynamics, and the perpetuation
of philosophical traditions.

A case study of a Round
Table discussion in 1973 provided a concrete il-
lustration of effective communication within a
specific  philosophical community. Examining
norms and conceptual cohesion within the Russian
philosophical community in the 1970s illustrated
how communication can solidify the community
around standard methodologies and objectives.

The examples provided underscore the signifi-
cant impact of online platforms on communication
within the philosophical community. They demon-
strate how these platforms have revolutionized the
dissemination of knowledge, facilitated interdisci-
plinary collaboration, and expanded the reach of
philosophical discourse. This highlights the impor-
tance of embracing digital tools and platforms to
foster a more inclusive and dynamic exchange of
ideas within philosophical communities worldwide.
It becomes evident that the influence of online plat-
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forms on communication within the philosophical
community significantly impacts how knowledge is
generated, disseminated, and harmonized. Online
platforms create new opportunities for exchanging
ideas, discussing various viewpoints, and fostering
collaboration among philosophers from different
parts of the world. This broadens access to knowl-
edge and facilitates a more extensive and global di-
alogue within the philosophical community. How-
ever, despite the positive aspects, there are also
risks, such as the spread of misinformation, the ex-
acerbation of community fragmentation due to the
formation of various online subgroups, and the po-
tential loss of profound philosophical discussions in
favor of short-term and superficial views. Neverthe-
less, online platforms have become an integral part
of contemporary philosophical communication and
require careful study and regulation to maximize
their positive contribution to the development of
philosophical knowledge.

This article enhances our comprehension
of philosophical communities by presenting a
thorough framework for analyzing their dynamics.
The utilized method enables the investigation
of cognitive processes within the philosophical
community and the evaluation of its general con-
dition, encompassing the identification of crises
or creative upswings and the determination of
its level of cohesion — whether it is monolithic or
fragmented. Overall, the insights gleaned from
this study contribute to a deeper appreciation of
the intricate interplay within philosophical com-
munities and their broader epistemic contexts.

Cinema as a Visual Form of Philosophy

Abstract. In this article the art of cinema is viewed from a philosophical point of view, namely from the point of
view of the visualization of meanings. It is noted that modern culture is characterized by «philosophy in non-phil-
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osophical forms». Unlike literature, painting, theater and music, cinema is the writing of moving images. Here
philosophical ideas, meanings and feelings take on a multifaceted visual form. In postmodern culture, mass culture
becomes one of the main subjects of philosophical discourse (Jameson, Zizek).

The article examines various directions of science fiction cinema: space fiction, socio-historical dystopia and
virtual futurism. It is concluded that different types of cinema (art house, mainstream) represent different philo-
sophical discourses - rationalistic, psychoanalytic, existential, Nietzschean, feminist, postmodern.

It is emphasized that contemporary cinema not only works with classical archetypes, but also creates visual
mythology. It is concluded that the art of cinema, influencing our feelings, constructs a visual-sensory picture of the
world. A worldview emerges on an emotional level, in which philosophical ideas are combined with philosophical
feelings. The verbal-rational form of philosophy is transformed into a figurative-sensual one.

A Comparative Analysis of Conscience and its Original Meaning in the
Languages of Ancient Civilizations

Abstract. This article is the first part of the main research, which aims to analyze the concept of conscience
from different perspectives and describe its basic structure and process. A concentrated and comprehensive
study of conscience is necessary, because it is the key to clarifying the historical tradition and logic of human
morality, and especially it is also the cornerstone of the Kazakh moral system. The goal of this study is to achieve
the historical linguistic and ethical understanding necessary to determine that conscience is a consciousness
dimension in the horizon of personal morality. This article phenomenologically described the dominant role of
conscience as self-monitoring and self-evaluation in the system of desire and choice; etymological and semantic
comparisons were also made with historical concepts of conscience in Kazakh, Greek, Latin, Chinese and Persian
languages; furthermore, a hermeneutic analysis of the related Kazakh default contexts was performed to determine
the difference of conscience from the basic ethical categories such as shame, compunction and honor. Along
with the correspondence between conscience and desire, conscience and reason, attention was also paid to the
possibility of conflict between them. Despite its historical and cultural uniqueness, it was concluded that the Kazakh
concept of «ar» (conscience) is synonymous with related terms in the system of world philosophical categories.

Evolution of Value Orientations in Kazakhstan: between Modernization
and the Ideology of «Rukhani Zhangyru»

Abstract. This article is part of a larger project called «Evolution and Transformation of Value Orientations
in Kazakhstani Society from the Independence». This study analyzes the World Values Survey (WVS) data from
Kazakhstan for the years 2011 and 2018. The study also presents the ideas of the analysis of the state program
«Rukhani Zhangyru», which identified as an endeavor by state institutions to transform society via governmental
programs.

The paper aims to examine the evolution of value orientations in Kazakhstan between 2011 and 2018 in the
context of modernization and governmental cultural policy. Utilizing Inglehart and Welzel's theory of modernization
and postmodern values, alongside Gramsci and Hall's theory of cultural hegemony, this analysis evaluates both the
internal dynamics of societal value orientation changes, as evidenced by the empirical data from the World Values
Survey, and the external impact of the ideological framework of cultural norms.

Contours and Mechanisms for Achieving Justice in Kazakhstan
(Based on Sociological Survey Data)

Abstract. This article explores the concept of justice in the mass consciousness of Kazakhstanis within the context
of the political and social transformations that took place before and after the January 2022 events. Special attention is
given to the initiative of the President of the Republic of Kazakhstan, Kassym-Jomart Tokayev, aimed at building a Just
Kazakhstan and bringing the notion of justice back into state and public discourse. Based on the results of sociological
research conducted in 2021 and 2022, the article analyzes how justice is perceived by public opinion, the level of trust
in political institutions, and the value orientations of citizens. The empirical data obtained through field studies allow
for the identification of the dynamics in the transformation of Kazakhstanis' mass political consciousness.

Overall, sociological surveys indicate a predominance of a paternalistic political culture—characterized by
reliance on the views of those in power and official state policy. Within this framework, assessments of what is
considered just or unjust are formed. The article outlines the principles of building a just state through the lens of
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political technologies and mechanisms. The authors conclude that there is an institutional weakness in ensuring
Justice and emphasize the need to strengthen mechanisms of social support and political participation.

Maslikhats of Kazakhstan: Trust in the Institution and Key Stages of Development

Abstract. By its thirtieth anniversary, the maslikhats institute is experiencing a new round of renewal initiated
by the political reforms of the President of the Republic of Kazakhstan K.K.Tokayev. A draft law on local self-
government is in the works, it is expected to create an analogue of maslikhats at the lower levels of government,
and make changes to the functional duties of maslikhat officials. To build the logic of the institute’s evolution, this
publication highlights the main stages and key events in the history of maslikhats.

The changes being implemented are aimed at increasing the efficiency of maslikhats, enhancing their interaction
with local residents. The achievement of these goals and the success of reforms in the state as a whole depend on
the trust of citizens. To assess this indicator in relation to maslikhats, the results of a mass survey by the Institute for
Public Policy of the k<AMANAT» Party are presented. According to the results of a sociological study, approximately
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an equal number of citizens (almost one in three) declared their trust in maslikhats and a neutral position towards
them. A neutral assessment is a major groundwork for the growth of trusting relationships, in connection with
which recommendations are presented on measures to increase the confidence of local representative authorities
on the part of the population. The study revealed significant regional differences in this indicator, also determining
the socio-demographic characteristics of citizens with the highest level of trust.

Multiple Identities in the Context of a Bipolar Society: the Kazakhstani Model

Abstract. This article explores the complex process of forging national unity in the Republic of Kazakhstan,
where the Kazakh ethnic group holds a demographic majority while multiple cultural and linguistic identities
coexist. A historical analysis demonstrates that from the Soviet era to the present day, the relationship between
Kazakhs and other ethnic groups has undergone significant changes due to collectivization, migration, the famine
of the 1930s, and the policies of the independent state during the 1990s. Consequently, Kazakhs have moved from
minority status to an absolute majority, strengthening their role as the “core nation” and facilitating the broad
advancement of the Kazakh language and symbols. At the same time, the historically entrenched Russian-speaking
environment continues to exist, resulting in the emergence of hybrid (multiple) identities. Many urban dwellers,
including some of Kazakh origin, continue to use Russian in daily life, while national policy seeks to emphasize the
priority of Kazakh culture. The article underscores that if the historical and demographic role of the Kazakh people
is not recognized, multiple identities risk becoming a driver of social fragmentation. The state can effectively
support bilingualism or multilingualism only if the “core nation” provides a solid framework for national cohesion.

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Social Justice in Kazakhstani Society in the Context of Social Transformations

Abstract. The article examines the current issues related to the implementation of the principle of social justice
in Kazakhstan as a social state. The mechanism of market self-regulation does not ensure the achievement of social
justice. On the contrary, the market contributes to the deepening of social stratification; therefore, ensuring a fair
distribution of income is one of the key principles of a social state’s functioning. In this regard, the issue of social
justice is particularly important in the context of the realization of the right to work, as there is a noticeable gap in
Kazakhstani society between legal principles and norms and actual indicators, such as the minimum wage and the
average salary in the country. This gap is perceived by society as injustice.

Value Foundations of Patriotism: Sociological Discourse

Abstract. In the era of globalization, for many ethnic groups there is a real threat to lose their uniqueness
associated with the peculiarities of national consciousness and culture, way of life and their history. In these
conditions, the formation of patriotism becomes of a special importance, acquiring the status of a national security
problem. The relevance of the issue investigated in the article is beyond doubt, and the presented material seems
very acute and timely. Being teachers with extensive experience in Higher education, the authors rely on their
experience in teaching social and humanitarian disciplines along with active informal communication with students
of Narxoz University.

The novelty of the presented scientific article lies in the fact that the problem of the formation of patriotism
in the Kazakh student environment has never been considered in the context of the possibilities of the Internet-
environment as an agent of patriotic education. Through a sociological survey of 2-3 year students of Narxoz
University, the authors made a decision that social networks can be used as a tool for discussion of serious and
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relevant topics. They provide suggestions and specific recommendations for the formation of patriotic guidelines
and beliefs of Kazakhstan youth through modern Internet technologies. The article will be useful for those who deal
with the problems of patriotic education in the system of secondary and higher education, who want to improve

this work using the possibilities of the Internet space.

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THE ROLE AND IMPORTANCE OF THE ARCTIC REGION
FOR NON-ARCTIC STATES: THE CASE OF KAZAKHSTAN

ABSTRACT

The Arctic region has ascended to a position of paramount strategic and
economic significance within the global order. As a consequence, it has
become an increasingly attractive arena not only for Arctic states but also
for external actors. While numerous non-Arctic countries have established
their Arctic interests and formulated corresponding strategies, there are no
studies in the scientific literature that address the prospects and opportunities
of this region for Kazakhstan. This study identifies climate change, scientific
capabilities, transit opportunities, and global initiatives as key factors shaping
Kazakhstan>s Arctic prospects. The research findings expand understanding
of promising directions for Kazakhstanss foreign policy, specifically regarding
opportunities that the Arctic region can offer non-Arctic countries.

Introduction unusual. However, the country has a history of
The Arctic, with its extreme climate and polar research and has formally recognized the

unique environments, is increasingly drawing
global attention. Its abundant natural resources,
strategic importance, and pivotal role in Earth's
climate system are fueling this interest. The re-
gion contains about a quarter of the world's un-
discovered resource reserves: 44 billion barrels of
gas condensate, 48 trillion cubic meters of natu-
ral gas and 90 billion cubic meters of barrels of
oil [1]. While primarily the domain of Arctic na-
tions, the Arctic’s influence extends far beyond its
borders. Given its landlocked location in Central
Asia, Kazakhstan's focus on the Arctic might seem
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importance of the region by joining the Antarctic
Treaty in 2014. This study examines Kazakhstan's
potential involvement in Arctic affairs, a region as
geographically distant as the South Pole.

We analyzed the factors motivating Kazakh-
stan’s interest in the Arctic by reviewing the stra-
tegic goals and policies of non-Arctic nations
involved in the region. Arctic Council observer
states, including Germany, France, the UK, lItaly,
Spain, Netherlands, Poland, Switzerland, China,
India, Republic of Korea, Japan and Singapore
prioritize environmental protection, research, and
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transportation routes. By examining Kazakhstan's
official documents and expert opinions, we iden-
tified key areas for potential contribution: climate
change and environmental protection, scientific
collaboration, and the potential benefits of the
Northern Sea Route. These factors form the basis
of our analysis.

Methodology

This study employed qualitative content
analysis and document analysis, established
methodologies within the field of applied text
information research. Initially, a comprehensive
review of English and Russian language materi-
als, encompassing articles, official documents,
and other relevant publications, was conducted.
The focus of this review was on the Arctic poli-
cies of non-Arctic states, climate change impacts
on the Arctic, polar research, the development of
new shipping routes in the Arctic, and Kazakh-
stan’s foreign policy initiatives. The texts of Arctic
strategic documents were taken from the official
websites of government agencies of non-Arctic
countries.

Furthermore, an analysis of Kazakhstan's do-
mestic climate challenges, such as water scarcity
and shifting weather patterns, underscored the
necessity for a more in-depth examination of
Arctic climate dynamics. Given Kazakhstan's geo-
graphical location and the potential for accessing
the global ocean via the Ob-Irtysh river system,
the Northern Sea Route emerged as a critical fo-
cal point for investigation.

The factor of global initiatives was deter-
mined through an examination of Kazakhstan's
foreign policy, diplomatic endeavors, and multi-
lateral engagement. This analysis encompassed
the country’s strategic documents, international
agreements, and participation in global forums.
Kazakhstan's adherence to multilateral princi-
ples and active role in international organiza-
tions provided a framework for identifying this
factor. Central to this analysis were the nation’s
aspirations to assume a proactive stance in glob-
al governance and to uphold a rules-based in-
ternational system. Involvement in Arctic affairs
is considered a strategic avenue for enhancing
Kazakhstan's diplomatic influence, contributing
to global stability, and aligning with its broader
foreign policy objectives.

Results and discussion

Climate change and environment. The Arc-
tic region serves as a critical component of the
Earth’s climate system. Its extensive ice and snow
cover exhibits a high albedo, reflecting solar radi-
ation and contributing to global temperature reg-
ulation. However, anthropogenic climate change
has induced accelerated ice melt, disrupting this
essential feedback mechanism. The reduction in
ice cover triggers a feedback loop, characterized
by the albedo effect, wherein decreased reflec-

tivity leads to increased heat absorption by the
exposed ocean surface, further amplifying ice
loss. This process is linked to the intensification
of extreme weather events on a global scale,
with far-reaching implications for regions distant
from the Arctic. For Kazakhstan, potential conse-
quences include alterations in precipitation pat-
terns, temperature variability, and the frequency
and severity of extreme climatic events, such as
droughts and severe winters. As noted by the
President of the Republic of Kazakhstan K-J.To-
kayev on May 21, 2024 at a meeting with foreign
ministers of states SCO members that extreme
weather conditions are emerging as one of the
primary global challenges. In light of this, it is
imperative to modernize the SCO’s approach to
natural disasters. Kazakhstan experienced the full
force of climate change's negative impacts dur-
ing the spring of 2024 [2].

The climate of the Republic is primarily shaped
by the interaction of three air mass types: Arctic,
temperate, and tropical. The absence of signifi-
cant orographic barriers facilitates the unimped-
ed movement of these air masses in a north-
south and west-east direction. Arctic air masses,
originating over the Arctic Ocean and adjacent
landmasses, frequently bring anticyclonic condi-
tions upon incursion into Kazakhstan [3].

Climate change poses significant risks to ag-
riculture, water resources, and ecological equi-
librium. Shifts in precipitation and temperature
patterns can adversely impact crop productivi-
ty, irrigation practices, and livestock well-being,
thereby jeopardizing food security. Kazakhstan's
varied ecosystems, ranging from steppes to
mountains, are particularly vulnerable to climatic
alterations. These changes can disrupt migrato-
ry patterns of avian and marine species, induce
habitat loss, and ultimately diminish biodiversity.

As mentioned earlier, climate change can
have a detrimental effect on agriculture. Even
though agriculture accounts for about 5% of Ka-
zakhstan's GDP, it continues to be a major source
of growth for long-term sustainable develop-
ment, economic diversification and raising the
living standards of the population in Kazakhstan.
According to the study by «Halyk Finance», total
agricultural area of Kazakhstan is about 217 mil-
lion ha, of which arable land - 35 million ha (10th
place in the world and 2nd by area of arable land
per capita), mineral lands - 13 million ha. While
Kazakhstan is amply endowed with land resourc-
es, it faces a severe water scarcity crisis, ranking
among the most water-scarce nations in Eurasia.
Only 2.8% of its territory is covered by water, with
two-thirds classified as arid regions characterized
by limited water access. The country is already
experiencing a water shortage and, according
to UN projections, could face a significant wa-
ter deficit of 50% of its total need by 2040. The
amount of rainfall, 250 mm per year, is compara-
ble on a national scale to countries that are pas-
toral or where agriculture is totally dependent on
irrigation [4].
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Moreover, rainfall exhibits significant variabil-
ity, posing substantial risks to rain-fed agricultur-
al production. The continental climate, coupled
with limited water availability, frequently renders
moisture and weather conditions as primary de-
terminants of agricultural output. Despite the rel-
atively harsh climatic conditions, crop cultivation
constitutes the predominant share of agricultural
production within the country. Consequently, the
principal impediments to enhancing crop yields
in Kazakhstan are reliance on climatic conditions
and low soil fertility. During periods of drought
or excessive rainfall, such as in 2023, the yield of
primary crops experiences a sharp decline. For
instance, in 2022, gross wheat yield attained a
decade-high of 16.4 million tons, corresponding
to a yield of 12.4 centners per hectare, whereas
preliminary data for 2023 indicate a gross wheat
yield of only 11.5 million tons with yields of 8.5
centners per hectare [4].

Temperature increases and alterations in rain-
fall patterns can accelerate desertification, particu-
larly in Kazakhstan's arid and semi-arid regions.
This leads to soil degradation, reduced agricultural
productivity, and heightened vulnerability to dust
storms and land erosion. Modern desertification
has been progressing in recent decades under the
influence of global warming, characterized by ris-
ing annual average ground air temperatures, es-
pecially in arid, landlocked areas [3].

The fundamental problem is that even if glob-
al temperature increases are limited to 1.5 de-
grees Celsius by 2050, Central Asian countries will
still experience a temperature rise of 2.5 degrees
Celsius. This will result in water scarcity, extreme
heat, desertification, and extreme hydrological
events. Therefore, adaptation is both inevitable
and necessary [5].

The Arctic region exerts a significant influence
on global climate systems, thereby impacting the
livelihoods of rural communities. Kazakhstan
must closely monitor the Arctic to comprehend
and mitigate the effects of global warming and
climate change. In general, Kazakhstan is the most
active Central Asian nation in the realm of climate
issues. The country was the first in the region to
ratify the Paris Agreement and adopt a Carbon
Neutral Strategy by 2060. The rapid transforma-
tions occurring in the Arctic have far-reaching
implications for weather patterns, water resourc-
es, agriculture, and ecosystems in Kazakhstan. By
investigating Arctic climate change, Kazakhstan
can enhance its ability to predict and prepare
for future climatic shifts while safeguarding sus-
tainable development and ecological equilibrium
within its borders.

Transit capacity and opportunities. Arctic ice
melt has opened new sea routes, notably the
Northern Sea Route, which significantly reduces
travel time between Asia and Europe. For Kazakh-
stan, aspiring to become a key Eurasian transit
hub, the Northern Sea Route presents an oppor-
tunity to enhance communication and trade effi-
ciency. By leveraging existing infrastructure and
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developing new logistics centers, Kazakhstan can
integrate into this burgeoning global shipping
route.

In general, the water transport sector of the
Republic of Kazakhstan possesses significant
transit and transport potential since the country's
major rivers traverse multiple states. Navigation
in Kazakhstan is feasible on the Zhayyk, Syr-Dar-
ya, lle, Esil, and Irtysh rivers [6]. For instance, the
Irtysh River system connects the nation with the
Arctic Ocean and the broader Arctic region. With
sufficient development of river and maritime in-
frastructure, Kazakhstan could eliminate endoge-
nous trade tariffs. This prospect would offer sub-
stantial opportunities for potential commercial,
industrial, and broader economic growth within
the Republic of Kazakhstan. Currently, utilizing
the Irtysh River to access the Arctic route and the
Northern Sea Route is strategically important for
Kazakhstan, as it opens avenues for Central Asian
states. In this regard, Russian scientist D. Mishina
in her article entitled "Interdisciplinary Arctic of
the Post-Soviet Countries” notes that the devel-
opment of the Northern Sea Route and the infra-
structure of the port of Sabetta gives Kazakhstan
the opportunity to access not only the Arctic, but
also the World Ocean, and thus the opportunity
to cooperate with the world's leading maritime
economies [7].

A pressing task is to harness the river's po-
tential for river transport between Russia and Ka-
zakhstan, as well as establishing a link to China.
The Irtysh basin encompasses over 1,700 kilom-
eters of waterways from the Chinese to the Rus-
sian border, including slightly more than 1,000
kilometers within East Kazakhstan and Abay re-
gions, and approximately 600 kilometers within
Pavlodar region. The Irtysh River itself extends
for more than 4,000 kilometers, and its combined
length with the Ob River reaches approximate-
ly 5400 kilometers. Originating in China and
Mongolia, the Irtysh flows into the Ob River near
Khanty-Mansiysk, Russia. Its course traverses
the People’s Republic of China, East Kazakhstan,
Abay, and Pavlodar regions (Republic of Kazakh-
stan), as well as Omsk, Tyumen, and Yugra re-
gions (Russian Federation) [8].

The future of Irtysh River transit was also
outlined in the state infrastructure development
program “Nurly Zhol" for 2020-2025 [6]. The pro-
gram emphasized the need to consider opportu-
nities for developing the transit capacity of inland
water transport, considering the development
prospects of water transport in Russia and Chi-
na. It further indicated the necessity of creating
conditions for the further development of water
transport on the Irtysh River, including increased
transit and export cargo volumes. The signing of
memoranda with Russian and Chinese parties on
cargo transhipment along the Irtysh River could
serve as a pivotal document. This document has
the potential to contribute to the establishment
of a tripartite joint venture through further re-
finement.
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Interaction with Russia regarding the North-
ern Sea Route aligns with regional frameworks
such as the Eurasian Economic Union (EAEU) and
the Belt and Road Initiative (BRI). These initiatives
foster economic integration, infrastructure de-
velopment, and trade facilitation, providing ad-
ditional support and resources for Kazakhstan's
projects. The navigation agreement signed within
the EAEU in 2019 enabled Kazakh carriers to ex-
pand river transport into the Ob-Irtysh basin [8].

Thus, the legal framework for implementing
water policy through the utilization of trans-
boundary river transit potential is already estab-
lished. However, a comprehensive program to
facilitate the Irtysh River's access to the Arctic is
currently indispensable.

It is essential to note that the development
of Russia’s Yamalo-Nenets region is the final key
to unlocking the Irtysh route to the Arctic. In par-
ticular, the development of the Port of Sabetta in
the Gulf of Ob provides access to the Kara Sea
and the Arctic Ocean. This transport corridor is
expected to contribute significantly to the infra-
structural and global market momentum required
by Kazakhstan for seaborne Eurasian trade. The
efficiency of the Sabetta seaport lies in its exclu-
sive role as the entry point for Kazakh economy
and trade into the open sea. The regional Russian
authorities on the West Siberian Plain are already
developing internal waterways from the Yama-
lo-Nenets Autonomous Okrug. Integrating with
this continental river transport system enables
our country to establish a viable and promising
sea route.

Currently, river transport between Kazakhstan
and Russia primarily operates along the Pavlo-
dar-Omsk route. The river is utilized for exporting
building sand, various gravel, and technical salt,
while importing timber. Future development may
encompass container transport routes, oil tanker
operations, agricultural cargo transportation, and
the establishment of passenger and tourist water
routes.

The feasibility and benefits of the Irtysh corri-
dor for Kazakhstan were demonstrated empirical-
ly in 2016 through two significant shipments from
South Korea via the Northern Sea Route (NSR).
This marked Kazakhstan's inaugural shipment via
the NSR, originating from Ulsan, a major port sit-
uated on the Sea of Japan and a shipbuilding hub
in South Korea. The total route length from Ulsan
to Pavlodar was approximately 14,000 kilometers,
including roughly 2,000 kilometers on the Ob and
Irtysh rivers. The delivery of heavy equipment to
the Pavlodar petrochemical complex involved a
two-stage process: first, a barge transported the
cargo from the Port of Sabetta to Omsk, followed
by reloading and onward shipment to Pavlodar.
The two hydrotreating reactors supplied to the
Pavlodar Oil Chemistry Refinery weighed 527 and
550 tons, respectively.

A distinctive and appealing characteristic of
this “river-ocean” transport route is its capacity to
convey exceptionally large installations and fac-

tory equipment, as well as various machinery, in
contrast to the carriage of goods in standard TEU
containers [9].

By leveraging the Ob-lIrtysh river system and
collaborating on infrastructure development,
regulatory compliance, and scientific research,
Kazakhstan can maximize the Arctic region’s
transit potential. This partnership enhances Ka-
zakhstan's global trade position, strengthens
regional influence, and promotes sustainable
development, ensuring a prosperous future with-
in the evolving Arctic landscape. Over time, the
Ob-Irtysh river system could become a crucial
link and bridge between the Arctic and the Cen-
tral Asian Silk Road. To achieve this, the Belt and
Road Initiative necessitates infrastructure devel-
opment across Eurasia and the creation of a new
Silk Road.

Cooperation with Russia provides Kazakhstan
with strategic access to the Northern Sea Route
(NSR), offering significant economic, logistical,
geopolitical, environmental, and technological
advantages. These include access to icebreakers,
specialized vessels, and cold-climate infrastruc-
ture. The introduction and adaptation of such
technologies can enhance Kazakhstan's capabil-
ities in Arctic navigation and logistics.

It is essential to recognize that Kazakhstan's
participation in the NSR necessitates substantial
investments in infrastructure, including railways,
highways, and ports. Strategic partnerships with
Arctic countries and investments in advanced
logistics technologies can assist Kazakhstan in
maximizing the NSR's benefits, thereby fostering
economic growth and regional integration.

International scientific cooperation. The Arc-
tic constitutes a critical component of the glob-
al climate system. Research conducted in this
region aids scientists in comprehending the in-
tricate interactions among the atmosphere, ice,
and oceans. For Kazakhstan, a country charac-
terized by diverse climate zones and significant
environmental challenges, participation in Arctic
research offers numerous benefits. These include
advancements in climatology, environmental
monitoring, technological innovation, and inter-
national cooperation.

It is essential to acknowledge Kazakhstan's
experience in polar expeditions and research. For
instance, Kazakh scientists previously contribut-
ed to Soviet scientific expeditions to Antarctica.
Notable participants included physicists M. Mus-
abayev, F. Aitbayev, D. Bimenov, S. Madibekov, H.
Bulibekov. The Kazakh physicist and journalist D.
Beimanov twice visited Mirny Station in Antarcti-
ca as part of a Soviet research expedition. He is
the author of numerous scientific publications on
climate protection and environmental safety [10].

Regarding contemporary Kazakhstan, be-
tween 2011 and 2017, fifteen members of the
Public Association “Kazakh Geographical Society”
participated in three polar expeditions: the Arc-
tic in 2015 and Antarctica in 2011 and 2016. The
scientific research expedition "Pole of Independ-
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ence” (2016), commemorating the 25th anniver-
sary of the Republic of Kazakhstan's independ-
ence, included scientists from Al-Farabi KazNU's
Biotechnology department, A. Baubekova and A.
Yernazarova, as well as medical scientists from
KazNMU named after S.D. Asfendiyarova. KazNU
scientists conducting research in Antarctica pur-
sued a dedicated program in ecology, biology,
and human physiology. These researchers also
examined the microflora of selected samples, mi-
crobial properties, and their adaptation mecha-
nisms to extreme conditions [10].

Another Kazakh scientist and employee of
«Kazhydromet», K. Bektursunov, participated in
the 54th Russian Antarctic expedition in 2009.
The mission involved collecting ice samples from
Antarctic icebergs for comparison with Kazakh
ice samples. This research could contribute to
understanding the causes of global warming and
predicting climate change in Kazakhstan [11].

Overall, participation in Arctic research aligns
with global Sustainable Development Goals (SDGs),
such as those addressing climate change, terrestri-
al ecosystems, and marine life. By contributing to
Arctic research, Kazakhstan can demonstrate its
commitment to these goals and solidify its posi-
tion within the international community’s efforts
toward sustainable development. Consequently,
the Arctic region’s research potential offers signifi-
cant benefits for Kazakhstan. Advancements in cli-
mate science, environmental monitoring, techno-
logical innovation, and international cooperation
can enhance Kazakhstan's capacity to address its
own environmental challenges and contribute to
global scientific endeavors. Through active partic-
ipation in Arctic research, Kazakhstan can increase
its resilience to climate change, foster sustainable
development, and expand its scientific and tech-
nological capabilities, ensuring a prosperous and
sustainable future.

Kazakhstan global initiatives. Kazakhstan's
participation in Arctic affairs, despite its non-Arc-
tic geographic location, can bring substantial
benefits. Through international initiatives, Ka-
zakhstan can influence global climate policy,
expand its scientific and technological capaci-
ties, and enhance its geopolitical and economic
standing. The nation possesses a history of suc-
cessful global initiatives across various domains.
For instance, Kazakhstan emerged as a primary
initiator and advocate for establishing a nucle-
ar-weapon-free zone. The relevant treaty was
signed in Semipalatinsk in 2006. The country’s
role in non-proliferation was further solidified
with the establishment of the Low-Enriched Ura-
nium Bank (LEU) on Kazakh territory under IAEA
auspices, designed to facilitate peaceful nuclear
energy access while preventing countries from
developing their own enrichment programs [12].
Kazakhstan's global endeavors also encompass
peacemaking activities. Since 2000, Kazakhstan's
peacekeeping contingent has participated in UN
missions aimed at maintaining stability and se-
curity in Iraqg, Cyprus, India, Pakistan, Lebanon,
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Western Sahara, the Central African Republic,
the Democratic Republic of the Congo, and Mali.
During its 2017-2018 chairmanship of the UN Se-
curity Council, Kazakhstan prioritized peacemak-
ing initiatives. The country has also become a sig-
nificant actor in promoting peace negotiations,
notably the Astana process for resolving the Syr-
ian civil conflict initiated in 2017. The «Congress
of Leaders of World and Traditional Religions»
initiative has enabled Kazakhstan to significantly
contribute to fostering tolerance and mutual un-
derstanding among diverse faiths, cultures, and
civilizations [13]. The Conference on Interaction
and Confidence Building Measures in Asia (CICA)
platform, proposed by Kazakhstan at the 47th
UN General Assembly in 1992, has evolved into
a novel form of Asian security cooperation. In the
face of emerging challenges and risks, CICA has
provided an effective mechanism for preventive
diplomacy and collective solutions to strengthen
regional security. This proactive foreign policy
demonstrates Kazakhstan's capacity to success-
fully generate and implement ideas and initia-
tives on a global scale, encompassing domains
from interfaith dialogue to nuclear security.

If we turn to the issue of initiatives in the
field of climate change, it can be noted that in
2009 Kazakhstan signed the Law «On the ratifica-
tion of the Kyoto Protocol to the United Nations
Framework Convention on Climate Change».
Continuing this trajectory, in 2011 at a UN ses-
sion, Kazakhstan proposed the "Green Bridge”
partnership program aimed at strengthening
green economic growth in the region. This pro-
gram was approved in 2012 at the UN Confer-
ence on Sustainable Development “Rio+20" as
an open-ended, cross-regional mechanism. The
"Green Bridge” Partnership Program'’s integrated
approach to addressing global environmental
challenges involves active inter-country collab-
oration in implementing energy efficiency, re-
source conservation, alternative energy, and sci-
entific research policies. The subsequent signing
of the Paris Agreement on July 20, 2016, and its
subsequent ratification by the Parliament of the
Republic of Kazakhstan marked another signifi-
cant step. The Paris Agreement outlined a roadm-
ap for emissions reduction and climate change
resilience enhancement measures.

On September 15, 2023, at the Meeting of the
Council of Heads of States - Founders of the In-
ternational Fund for Saving the Aral Sea (IFSA) in
Dushanbe, President of Kazakhstan K-J. Tokayev
highlighted the creation of the Project Office for
Central Asia on climate change and green energy
as another crucial initiative. This step would facili-
tate the development of effective climate change
adaptation and mitigation strategies. Addition-
ally, addressing the General Debate of the 78th
session of the UN General Assembly, K-J. Tokayev
emphasized the urgent need for immediate, ef-
fective, and transformative steps to prioritize
environmental protection. He identified Central
Asia as a frontline region, necessitating a focus
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on positive climate change actions as defined
by the UN, including investments in green jobs,
elimination of fossil fuel subsidies, and ensuring
women's equity, inclusiveness, and participation
in all climate actions at various levels. However,
he cautioned that without adequate funding,
ambitious climate change plans would remain
unrealized. In response, he proposed launching
the Just Energy Transition Partnership (JETP) in
Kazakhstan. Furthermore, K-J. Tokayev under-
scored that Kazakhstan's initiative to establish the
Project Office for Central Asia on climate change
and green energy in Almaty could contribute to
addressing these challenges.

Consequently, Kazakhstan's participation
in environmental and climate initiatives posi-
tions it as an active global climate negotiator.
By contributing to Arctic climate discussions and
agreements, Kazakhstan can advocate for poli-
cies addressing its domestic climate challenges,
such as desertification and water scarcity, while
simultaneously supporting global climate change
mitigation efforts. Through Arctic-related initia-
tives, Kazakhstan can demonstrate leadership in
combating climate change and ensuring sustain-
able development, enhancing its reputation as a
responsible global actor committed to environ-
mental stewardship and sustainable develop-
ment. This leadership could inspire similar com-
mitments from other countries, particularly in
Central Asia. Collaborative efforts to monitor and
mitigate these issues contribute to the improve-
ment of the global and regional environment,
benefiting both Arctic and non-Arctic regions.

Conclusion

As a result of the study, four primary drivers
were identified and analyzed to explain Kazakh-
stan’s potential interest in the Arctic region: cli-
mate change, the Arctic’s transit potential, scien-
tific opportunities in the Arctic, and Kazakhstan's
global initiatives. Each driver offers strategic
benefits for the country, ranging from increased
climate change resilience to economic opportu-
nities and scientific advancements.

The Arctic’s critical role in regulating Earth’s
climate through ice and snow reflectivity is
threatened by global warming, inducing rapid ice
melt and triggering feedback mechanisms that
exacerbate climate change. This phenomenon
has global implications, including for Kazakhstan,
where alterations in weather patterns, precipita-
tion, and temperature can lead to more extreme
weather events impacting agriculture, water re-
sources, and biodiversity. As a nation heavily
reliant on agriculture yet already experiencing
water shortages and extreme climatic conditions,
Kazakhstan faces considerable challenges. The
country has demonstrated a proactive stance on
climate issues, exemplified by ratifying the Paris
Agreement and developing the Carbon Neutral-
ity Strategy by 2060. By focusing on the Arctic's
influence on global climate systems, Kazakh-

stan can better prepare for and mitigate climate
change, ensuring sustainable development and
environmental stability.

The melting Arctic ice also presents signifi-
cant opportunities for Kazakhstan to solidify its
role as a key Eurasian transit hub. The emergence
of new sea routes, notably the Northern Sea
Route, offers a shorter and more efficient trade
route between Asia and Europe. By harnessing
the potential of the Ob-Irtysh river system and
developing essential infrastructure, Kazakhstan
can integrate into this expanding global shipping
network. Strategic utilization of river transport,
particularly the Irtysh River, can facilitate Arctic
access and enhance connectivity with major trad-
ing partners like Russia and China. To achieve this,
it is necessary to accelerate investments in the
modernization of the Irtysh River infrastructure
and improve logistics links with the Russian Ob
basin and the port of Sabetta, including through
trilateral agreements with China and Russia.

Leveraging its experience in polar expedi-
tions, Kazakhstan's scientific community can con-
tribute to Arctic research, refining climate change
forecasting models, improving agricultural plan-
ning, and aiding water management and disaster
preparedness. Moreover, innovations developed
for Arctic extreme conditions can be applied to
Kazakhstan's regions with challenging climates.
This engagement aligns with global sustainable
development goals, especially those related to
climate change and environmental protection. By
actively participating in Arctic research, Kazakh-
stan can bolster its climate change resilience,
support sustainable development, and expand its
scientific and technological capacities. It should
also be noted that scientific cooperation is a key
tool of soft power. Kazakhstan has a history of
polar expeditions and expertise in climate re-
search that should be used and internationalized.
Active participation in Arctic scientific networks
will enhance Kazakhstan's credibility.

Building upon its rich experience in global
initiatives such as establishing a nuclear-weap-
on-free zone and participating in peacekeeping
missions, Kazakhstan can influence other do-
mains, including global climate policy, to expand
its scientific and technological capabilities and
strengthen its geopolitical and economic po-
sitions. The country’'s commitment to environ-
mental protection is evident through its partic-
ipation in the Kyoto Protocol, the Green Bridge
Partnership Program, and the Paris Agreement.
President K-J. Tokayev's recent proposals, includ-
ing the establishment of the Project Office for
Central Asia on climate change and green energy
and the Just Energy Transition Partnership (JETP)
in Kazakhstan, underscore the country's pro-
active approach to addressing climate change.
Through involvement in Arctic-related initiatives,
Kazakhstan can advocate for policies addressing
domestic environmental challenges like desertifi-
cation and water scarcity while supporting global
climate change mitigation efforts. This participa-
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tion positions Kazakhstan as a responsible global
actor, demonstrating leadership in sustainable
development and inspiring similar commitments
from other countries, particularly in Central Asia.

It should be noted that the Arctic is not currently
an established vector of Kazakhstan's foreign poli-
cy. Limited access issues, high costs of infrastructure
adaptation, and low immediate returns from Arctic
engagement — especially given Kazakhstan's exist-
ing environmental crises — deprioritize Arctic policy
in real terms. However, our country demonstrates
emerging strategic potential — especially in the
areas of scientific cooperation and environmental
diplomacy — that could be exploited if embedded
in national strategic planning and supported by in-
vestments in infrastructure, multilateral integration,
and policy development.

Religious and Ethnocultural Aspects of Islamic Tolerance in Kazakhstan

Abstract. If we look at the history of mankind, we will see that relations between nations and ethnic groups,
religions and confessions, cultures and civilizations were often built on the principle of war, and not on the principle
of mutual understanding.

Therefore, the modern era of
globalization, characterized by the process of integration and the elimination of borders between states, promotes
the concepts of peaceful coexistence, mutual understanding and consent, dialogue and tolerance.

This article examines the significance of religious tolerance, including Islamic tolerance. That is, it is established
that the concepts of tolerance and patience underlie the ethical roots of world religions and the Islamic religion.

The Image of Islam Among Modern Kazakh Youth (on the Example of Students of Narxoz University)

youth. Since the number of young people turning to religion in society is increasing, the issue of religion, including
the issue of religious literacy, has become one of the pressing issues.

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Religious Studies Analysis of Abai’s Statements about the Father of the Prophet Muhammad

Abstract. In the course of this research, an analysis will be conducted of the Islamic teachings in the works of
Abai Kunanbayev, based on the monographic work Abai Kunanbayev by M. Auezov, particularly focusing on the
statement of Abai regarding the father of Prophet Muhammad. This analysis will be conducted with reference to
the main sources of Islamic knowledge, namely the Qur'anic verses and the Hadiths of the Prophet Muhammad.
In Abai Kunanbayev's works, moral education, human values, and spiritual principles occupy a central place. His
philosophy and worldview are aimed at the development of human inner world and intellect. Abai often discusses
religious knowledge and viewpoints in his works, frequently expressing his views on Islamic principles. Abai’s views
on Islam are closely connected with his philosophical thinking system. Furthermore, Abai's works had a profound
influence on the spiritual development of Kazakh society, and his religious understanding and philosophy played
an important role in the historical culture and worldview of the Kazakh people. In this regard, Abai's statement
about the father of Prophet Muhammad is significant and relevant. This research will deeply analyze Abai's views
on this matter. Specifically, two interpretations of Abai's statement «the religion of the father was evaluated in the
context of the time» will be discussed. The first interpretation refers to the pre-Islamic Arabian peninsula, where
people were deeply immersed in disbelief and the dark calamity of cruelty, a transitional period awaiting the light
of faith. The second interpretation refers to the era when the society of his time, with an increase in criminals,

robbers, corrupt individuals, lazy people, and slanderers, could not justify such actions.

Additionally, a brief overview of Abai's foundation in religious studies will be presented. Abai’s views on Islam
are in harmony with the works of Imam Abu Hanifa, the founder of the Hanafi school of thought, and align with
the fundamental prlnafples of this school. These issues will be comprehensively analyzed during the research to

determine the depth o
society.

The Future of the Religious Movement «Ata Zholy» in Kazakhstan

Abstract. The article aims to define the religious profile of the organization «Ata Zholy.» It is noted that there are
diverse interpretations of the movement in current academic discourse. Some authors categorize it as a totalitarian/
authoritarian sect, while others consider it a form of traditional healing practices and a revival of national values.
«Ata Zholy» positions itself as a regional variant of Islam, transmitting Kazakh values. The article concludes that the
organization’s activities can be classified under the New Age movement. Accordingly, the narratives and concepts of
its activities are defined. The most significant markers of the organization’s religious activity are conceptualized as
syncretism of various religious teachings, including esoteric practices, superficial eclecticism, appeals to traditional
Kazakh values (belief in ancestral spirits, ziyarah, fire purification, etc.), spiritualism, gender agency, and others. The
organizational structure is examined. The main communicators of the organization's messages within society are
mediums known as «akku» and «sunkars.» The organization is led by a mythologized leader (founder Tarybayev),
while the lower tier consists of a fluid and unstable group of adherents. The article concludes that the amorphous,
ideologically pluralistic, and non-dogmatic nature of the organization, along with the absence of institutions such as
spiritual leaders and prayer houses, allows it to find its niche in the spiritual life of the modern individual.

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DIALOGICAL DISCOURSE OF ISLAM
IN A MULTI-CONFESSIONAL SPACE

ABSTRACT

The article analyzes the possibilities of the dialogical discourse of Islam in
a multi-confessional society. This is especially relevant in the context of the
increasing number of Muslim believers around the world and in Kazakhstan.
Despite the fact that most Kazakhstanis consider themselves Muslims, there is
a fairly large confessional palette in the country, in connection with which a
secular, democratic state undertakes the obligation to ensure equal rights for
representatives of all its citizens, regardless of ethnicity, religious affiliation.
Therefore, interfaith dialogue is not only about the relationship between
religious representatives, it is also a safe, conscious, tolerant, sustainable civil
society. Islam, in this case, as the dominant religion in Kazakhstani society,
should be focused on maintaining interfaith dialogue and stability in the
country. In general, sociological measurements periodically conducted to
determine public opinion in the field of interfaith relations and support for
state policy of interfaith dialogue and tolerance, show positive assessments
and a high level on the part of the population. However, both radical Islamic
views and Islamophobic citizens of Kazakhstani society may display intolerant
narratives or behavior, which may negatively affect the stable development
of the state. In this regard, the study and popularization of Islamic dialogic
discourse is an important mechanism for maintaining harmonious relations in
the interfaith sphere.

Introduction

The inclusion of religion in the strategies of
civilizational dialogues seems to be a complex
process, since religiosity as a model of worldview
in them should be preserved as part of the identi-
fication code of a particular religion, within which
there are intra-confessional and ethno cultural
features. Nevertheless, religion also contains an
intention to recognize multiculturalism and the
paradigm of religious tolerance.

However, in modern conditions, the paradigm
of religious tolerance is subject to criticism, since
the religious factor is increasingly involved in po-
litical technologies for constructing religious and
cultural intolerance. The neoliberal discourse pro-
moted by supporters of neoliberal doctrines in the
sphere of religion turns out to be not entirely valid
due to the “blurriness” of the value resource of ne-
oliberalism in matters of interfaith relations as a
condition for dialogue between civilizations.

Religion as an ontological factor of civilizational
dialogue directly depends on the religious policy of
the state. Such a policy should be dialogic, objec-
tive, based on the principles of religious and cul-
tural sovereignty and the principle of pluralism. The
modern domestic religious studies discourse needs
to introduce and widely discuss the phenomenon
of dialogic Islamic identity and the personality of a
Muslim, since Kazakhstan is a secular state and at
the same time part of the Islamic world. Post-sec-
ular Kazakhstani society, striving for a dialogue be-
tween the secular and religious, is also forming a
new strategy for the co-creation of the individual
with God, the world and other cultures.

The Islamic history of Kazakhstan is a multi-
faceted process that includes the formation and
development of the Islamic religion and culture
on the territory of the country, as well as mutual
enrichment and interpenetration of Islamic val-
ues with the values of the Turkic-Kazakh culture
and traditions.

Openness in the dialogue of religions is what
humanity has been striving for many millennia, but
openness should not be understood as the erosion
of tradition and the invasion of the sacred sphere,
but as involvement in the understanding of anoth-
er tradition. After all, the process of dialogue is the
process of forming dialogic thinking, which is es-
pecially relevant in the context of geopolitical and
global instability, interethnic and interfaith ten-
sions. It is no coincidence that ideological diversity
presupposes the demand for religion and religious
institutions, religious education and religious lead-
ers precisely in order to overcome the shadow cast
today by manifestations of intolerance, extremism
and conflicts. Therefore, dialogic discourse in Is-
lam is not an empty phrase, but a real mechanism
for actualizing the peacekeeping and humanistic
potential of the Islamic religion. The inclusiveness
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of Islamic culture, the dialogic nature of Islamic
identity presupposes a discourse of respect for
scientific research, understanding the Other as a
bearer of knowledge, timeless cross-cultural com-
munication [1. P. 275].

Whereas tolerance is a human virtue, the art
of living in a world of different peoples and ide-
as, the ability to have one’s own rights and free-
doms, without violating the rights and freedoms
of other people. And the ability to conduct a di-
alogue is one of the important indicators of the
consciousness of a human personality.

Methodology

In order to identify the dialogical potential
of Islam, both in general and in the space of the
multi-confessional Kazakh society, the methods
of historical and cultural reconstruction of the Is-
lamic tradition and culture, interpretation of the
Koranic text in the context of Islamic humanism
and tolerance towards other religions and peo-
ples were used. At the same time, a comparative
analysis of sociological studies assessing the reli-
gious situation in Kazakh society was carried out
with an update on the indicators of support for
the policy of interfaith harmony, the level of reli-
gious tolerance among the population.

Tolerant paradigm of Islam

It seems important to note here the tolerant
paradigm of the Islamic religion itself. Tolerance
is @ human virtue: the art of living in a world of
different peoples and ideas, the ability to have
one's own rights and freedoms, without violating
the rights and freedoms of others. In Islam, the
meaning of tolerance is defined as “forgiveness,
leniency, gentleness, patience, disposition to oth-
ers, compassion”, etc.

One of the main provisions of Islam is hu-
manity - “insaniyya”. This principle of humanity
or Islamic humanism became the defining one in
Islamic culture, which was created as a result of
the spiritual and practical activities of the peoples
inhabiting the Arab Caliphate in the Middle Ages,
the second is Islamic universalism, the third is Is-
lamic solidarity. A famous ayat from the Quran
- 3:98 (103) states: “And hold firmly together to
the rope of Allah' and do not be divided. Remem-
ber Allah’s favour upon you when you were ene-
mies, then He united your hearts, so you — by His
grace — became brothers” [2]. This ayat reveals
the essence of Islamic culture in the context of
its unified understanding that it is created by all
Muslims and is a common property.

Also, historical discourse reveals many facts of
peaceful coexistence of Muslims and Christians,
Muslims and Jews during the time of the Prophet
Muhammad (s.a.s.), and under the four righteous

caliphs, and under the Umayyads, and under the
Abbasids, and in the Ottoman state. The Ottoman
Empire provided political asylum to Sephardic Jews
expelled from Spain. Islam not only prescribes re-
spect for other religions, but even obliges Muslim
rulers to provide all the necessary conditions for the
implementation of religious practice for followers of
other faiths. “We have revealed to you "O Prophet’
this Book with the truth, as a confirmation of previ-
ous Scriptures and a supreme authority on them....
To each of you We have ordained a code of law
and a way of life. If Allah had willed, He would have
made you one community, but His Will is to test
you with what He has given "each of" you. So com-
pete with one another in doing good. To Allah you
will all return, then He will inform you "of the truth’
regarding your differences. (Al-Maida, ayat 48) [3].

For Islam, multiculturalism is a very long his-
torical and cultural process. Tolerance was the
operating principle of the policy of the caliphs of
Muslim India, Muslim Spain and the policy of the
Abbasid dynasty, who founded the city of peace -
Baghdad. The vitality of Islam in the postmodern
era is associated with the factor of tawhid, which
allowed organically combining secular and reli-
gious content. In Muslim society, multiculturalism
formed a model of life. In Muslim India, Muslim
Spain, and, incidentally, in Maverannahr, Egypt,
Baghdad, multiculturalism - multiculturalism was
realized in educational practices. The liberal pol-
icy of the Caliphates extended to the entire Me-
dieval space, facilitating communication between
the “Islamic-Christian world” [4]. Tolerance carries
with it respect, the correct perception of other
cultures, ways of self-expression of human indi-
viduality. Tolerance allows us to achieve peace
and is capable of leading from the culture of war
to the culture of peace. The beginning of the
2000s was marked on the world agenda by Islam-
ophobic narratives about the violent/non-violent
nature of Islam, especially against the backdrop
of terrorist activity in European countries. Much
has been written and said about Islam, both in
the media and in the scientific field. Islamic schol-
ars have a hard time repelling attacks on the re-
ligion itself in connection with constant accusa-
tions from Western scholars and the media.

To this day, the well-known discussion on the
pages of the Boston Review (December 20071),
started by Islamic scholar Khaled Abou El Fadl
about the place of tolerance in Islam and about
reading and misreading the Koran, remains rel-
evant. Appealing to such value categories as
“ma'ruf” and “ihsan” (goodness and kindness),
justice, El Fadl insists that the Quran must be ana-
lyzed in light of the general moral direction of the
Quranic message [5]. Regarding the justification
of war ("Holy War") in Islam, according to El Fadl,
in Islamic theology war is never holy; it is either
justified or not, and if it is justified, those who die
in battle are considered martyrs. The Quranic text
does not recognize the idea of unlimited war and
does not consider the mere fact of a fighter's Mus-
lim affiliation sufficient to prove the justice of his

cause [6]. The discussion on tolerance in Islam in-
itiated by El Fadl was also attended by renowned
scholars Amina Wadud, John L. Esposito, Sohail H.
Hashmi, who, in their discussion with El Fadl, also
asked serious questions about the future and past
of Islam, about what kind of Islam we need today
to avoid wars and intolerance, which are support-
ed by extremists, what problems existed and exist
in the Quranic interpretation, etc.

Jocelyn Cesari in her recent article analyz-
es the features of Islamic tolerance during the
Muslim empires, comparing the political and le-
gal aspects with the current state of tolerance in
Muslim countries. According to her point of view,
tolerance developed in Muslim empires, while
modern Muslim states lack it [7].

Religious culture in modern Kazakhstan is
represented by all religious traditions, but for
Kazakhstani society, Islamic culture is dominant,
since it is part of the Islamic world, and the main
population of Kazakhstan professes Islam of the
Hanafi madhhab - a moderate traditional Sunni
direction. This direction is the most liberal and
tolerant towards other religions and cultures, and
also contains the idea of dialogue, which is very
important in secular states when developing cul-
tural and religious policies. In the cultural palette
of traditions, the Islamic tradition is one of the
main ones, in the mainstream of which the Islam-
ic culture was formed in the territory of Kazakh-
stan and which today plays an important role in
the development of the spiritual world of modern
Kazakhstan, linking it with the Islamic world and
the Islamic tradition of cultural continuity. The
tradition of tolerant attitude towards representa-
tives of other religious and cultural communities
has been characteristic of the Kazakh land since
ancient times. Having gone through several stag-
es of its development from the Scythian-Saka,
Pra-Turkic, Kazakh culture has always been dis-
tinguished by its dialogic nature. The dialogic na-
ture of the Turkic culture manifested itself in the
development of a cultural paradigm, the basis of
which was an amazing tolerance for other cultures
and traditions. Self-sufficiency of any culture lies
in its openness to other cultural worlds and in the
absence of fear of the threat of assimilation by
another culture, which is why various cultural and
religious traditions peacefully coexisted and were
transmitted in the space of Kazakhstan. Turkic
tolerance is a special phenomenon, and what is
more, its development took place on the basis of
Turkic traditions. The territory of ancient and me-
dieval Kazakhstan was the territory of a tolerant
culture, in which an unprecedented cultural ex-
change took place. This feature was a good basis
for the entry of the Islamic cultural and religious
tradition into the territory of modern Kazakhstan.

Discourse of Unity and Harmony in the
Multi-Confessional Society of Kazakhstan

Interfaith harmony, which in Kazakhstani so-
ciety throughout the period of independence has
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been a model of dialogical interaction and consol-
idation of various religions, is a unique phenom-
enon. The model of interfaith harmony itself was
formed by the history of Kazakhstan, it included
spiritual, cultural, traditional values of religions,
which became the main principles of its imple-
mentation. Such principles as religious sovereign-
ty, tolerance, humanity, mutual respect allowed
various religious identities to exist and interact.

With the acquisition of independence, Ka-
zakhstan guaranteed the secular nature of the
state at the legislative level, and at the same time
provided equal opportunities for the activities of
all religious communities in the country.

Solving the problems associated with the con-
solidation of Kazakhstani society and the moderni-
zation of public consciousness requires a sufficiently
high level of social unity. Therefore, the harmonious
coexistence of secular and religious values is so
important. Many of them are common - spiritual-
ity, morality, justice, patriotism, friendship, mutual
assistance, solidarity, etc. On their basis, it is pos-
sible to achieve agreement between believers and
secularly oriented people, and these values should
be constantly articulated. And as for differences and
even opposing value systems, they should become
the subject of constructive dialogue.

The model of secularism should express a con-
sensus of the interests of all subjects of religious
life; correspond to the goals, values and ideals of
the development of a secular state, ensure the
harmonization of the interests of citizens and the
state. As for the religions themselves, we should
talk about the integration potential of the religious
worldview, which has the deepest foundations.

Support for interfaith dialogue is a strategically
important direction of state policy. In secular Ka-
zakhstan, religious policy is aimed at interfaith and
intrafaith dialogue. Kazakhstan's initiatives aimed
at interaction of civilizations are known through-
out the world: Kazakhstan's dialogic initiatives
have been implemented in the experience of the
OSCE, OIC, EAEU, Syrian negotiations in Astana,
etc. For the effective promotion of interreligious
dialogue, in principle, like any other civilizational
initiatives, institutionalization itself is required, the
functioning of a permanent international institu-
tion, within the framework of which it is possible
to implement certain tasks and mechanisms of in-
teraction in this area. In this area, the most unique
and no less responsible project is the holding of
the Congress of Leaders of World and Traditional
Religions in the capital of Kazakhstan. The history
of the Congress and the holding, accompanying
preparatory, coordination and substantive work,
such as meetings of the Secretariat of the Con-
gress, the Council of Religious Leaders, has already
been going on for more than 20 years. Religious
leaders and representatives from Islamic coun-
tries and organizations, speaking at the Congress,
certainly talk about the dialogic and peace-loving
potential of Islam, about the consolidation possi-
bilities of Islam in the modern world. Meetings be-
tween leaders of world and traditional religions, as
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never before, open up broad prospects for mutu-
al cooperation and help overcome such negative
manifestations of our time as intolerance, fanati-
cism, extremism and terrorism.

One of the most important elements of the
Kazakhstan model of tolerance is consent, which
is based on a certain closeness of cultural tradi-
tions and value principles of different strata of
the Kazakhstan society, developed by their com-
mon history. Its main components are the unity of
goals of the country and the state, solidarity, co-
hesion, socio-political stability, legal order, social
partnership, sustainability of social development.
The ultimate goal of such consent is to preserve
the integrity of the Kazakhstan society [8, p. 7].
A multi-confessional society can present certain
challenges, but also enrich the cultural and social
experience. Life in such a society requires people
to be open, tolerant and respectful of diversity.
Today, Kazakhstan has a relatively calm situation
with regard to the tolerant component of society.
The Committee on Religious Affairs of the Minis-
try of Culture and Information of the Republic of
Kazakhstan annually conducts a sociological study
to assess the state policy in the religious sphere
by the population of Kazakhstan. As part of this
study, sociological measurements are taken of cit-
izens' attitudes towards representatives of other
religions, towards the state policy of tolerance and
interfaith harmony. For example, in 2021, the de-
gree of interfaith harmony, according to the pop-
ulation, was 78.8%. In 2020, the level of support
for the state policy of tolerance and interreligious
harmony by respondents was as follows: 70.2% of
respondents fully supported the state policy on
this issue. In turn, 20.0% of survey participants ex-
pressed partial support in the main areas. Howev-
er, according to 6.3% of respondents, the policy of
tolerance and interreligious harmony implement-
ed by the state does not evoke in them a feeling
of full support (rather, they do not support it). At
the same time, 1.9% of respondents did not fully
support the implemented tolerance policy.

At the same time, the overwhelming majority
of respondents see the main vectors of Kazakh-
stan’s development in building a secular, tolerant
state (60.3%), as well as in the development of
multi-confessional traditions of different eth-
nic groups and cultures (27.2%), which together
gives a positive picture of the desire of Kazakh-
stani society for unity and harmony [9].

Meanwhile, such a positive picture of the pop-
ulation’s support for the state policy of tolerance
was not always. For example, in the sociological
monitoring of 2012-2013, conducted by scientists
of the Institute of Philosophy, Political Science and
Religious Studies, the assessment of the state pol-
icy of tolerance in relation to religious diversity is
far from ambiguous and shows that only 58.8% are
supporters of a tolerant attitude towards religious
diversity, almost every fifth respondent - 19.8%
(including: 9.7% - rather do not support, and
10.1% have a negative attitude) do not support
such a vector of state policy and approximately



the same number - 20.6% cannot give an answer
[10, p. 134]. In this case, the high percentage of
those who found it difficult to answer may indi-
cate that society is not sufficiently informed about
the religious situation and the state policy being
pursued. In order to determine the attitude of the
population towards living in the same society with
representatives of other faiths, we compared the
results of analytical reports of sociological studies
(those that were in the public domain) conducted
by the Committee on Religious Affairs of the Min-
istry of Culture and Information of the Republic
of Kazakhstan over the past 5 years (2019-2024,
the 2022 study is not in the public domain) [11].
In general, the indicators of a positive attitude
towards living together in the same society with

representatives of other religions (to one degree
or another) exceed 85% of respondents, which is a
reason for positive forecasts (Table 1). In 2024, the
answer options to the question about the possi-
bility of living next to representatives of other reli-
gions were changed, so we took them outside the
comparative table. As a result, 78.7% agree to one
degree or another to live in the same country with
representatives of other faiths; Just over 40% of
respondents agree to live in the same locality, on
the same street, and 45.2% of respondents agree
to work together. However, 28.4% of the surveyed
population do not agree to be members of the
same family [12], which in turn may be an indicator
not so much of a hostile attitude as of respect for
cultural and ethnic traditions.

It should be noted that, despite the fact that
the analysis provides the results of the population’s
attitude to cohabitation with representatives of
other religions in general, without specifying the
confessional affiliation of respondents, the domi-
nant part of the population, which is about 70% of
Kazakhstanis, considers themselves to be Muslim.
In this regard, in our opinion, the results, one way
or another, correlate with the real situation in soci-
ety. Nevertheless, it is impossible to talk about full
acceptance or understanding of religious tolerance
in modern Kazakhstani society, in which, against
the background of an increase in both traditional
Islamic identity and radical believers. After all, the
number of Muslim believers in the country is grow-
ing, there is a fairly active manifestation of religious
Islamic identity in everyday practice. In this regard,
adherence to the principles of Islamic tolerance is
one of the important and priority steps towards
the consolidation of Kazakhstan's society. Ques-
tions arise in the discrepancy between Islamic and
Kazakh traditions, the relationship between Islamic
and civil values. In this direction, the importance
of timely explanatory and educational activities of
representatives of the Islamic clergy, religious edu-
cational institutions about the peaceful and tolerant
component of Islam is actualized.

Conclusion

The unity of the people is a large-scale, mul-
ti-level category. And it consists not only in in-

terfaith and interethnic harmony, but also in the
unified support of the people for state initiatives,
in a constructive dialogue between the state and
society for the benefit of the country and each of
its citizens. Unity is also manifested in the protec-
tion of national interests, the values of statehood
in an interconnected and interdependent world.
The mobilization of the nation, its consolidation
serve as a powerful defense mechanism against
manifestations of radicalism, separatism and at-
tempts to destabilize society. A strong national
identity implies a balance and complementarity
of cultural, ethnic, religious and civil identities.

Balance, prudence, confrontation and intoler-
ance to all extremist ideologies, tolerance and hu-
manism are the necessary principles for the for-
mation of religious policy leading to a dialogue
of civilizations. It is necessary to understand that
in the conditions of the most complex political
and socio-economic world processes, dialogue
is not just partnership, solidarity, cooperation,
dialogue is a way to realize the communicative
potential of universal values, religions, cultures.

The need to develop the tradition of dialogue
and civic participation, the cultivation of progres-
sive values that unite Kazakhstan's multi-ethnic
and multi-confessional society are determined by
the main principle of the development of modern
Kazakhstan - unity - in diversity.

The fundamental position of the dialogue of
cultures is important, in which religion, including
Islam, should play a unifying role, since it con-
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tains spirituality and mercy. To promote the idea
of the consolidation of humanity, the interaction
of civilizations, it is necessary to reveal the hu-
manistic potential of Islam and its significance in
the civilizational space.
