Analysis of the Category of Morality and Ethics in Modern Dominant Socio-Philosophical Concepts

Abstract. This article is devoted to the analysis of the categories of morality and morality in modern socio-
philosophical concepts that dominate the world. The work presents a comprehensive analysis of the concepts of
"morality” and “ethics” as socio-philosophical categories and as phenomena of social reality. In particular, morality in the
work is understood as a set of ideas accepted in a particular society (they can be formalized in the form of normative
acts, legal Customs and judicial precedents, or can be expressed in traditions, folklore, linguoculture and other stable
forms of social communication) about the possible and permissible boundaries of human behavior, behavior and its
attitude to the surrounding reality (primarily In turn, ethics at work is understood as the inner side of morality, which
is formed in the process of internationalization of the human psyche, which is a conscious and perceived set of ideas
about the possible and permissible boundaries of human behavior, as well as about his vision, reality in the surrounding
world (material and intangible world). The article substantiates the prevailin% socio-philosophical concept and presents
a system of signs that determine it. The authors analyze current trends in the placement of the concepts of “morality”
and “Ethics” in the main socio-philosophical concepts prevailing in the modern world: neoliberalism; neoconservatism;
liberalism; conservatism; neoanarchism; neo-Marxism; Marxism (proletarian internationalism); anti-globalism; alter-
globalism; global constitutionalism; Islamic radical fundamentalism; Shiism; Sunnism, traditional and Orthodox Judaism,
habadism. The work substantiates the rule that the processes of globalization, which currently cover all of humanity, lead
to an extremely neﬁ;ative tendency to smooth out contradictions in their framework regarding the ideas of the prevailing
socio-philosophical concepts about the human model, one of the characteristics of which is the formation in human
society of a new moral concept (anti-moral, shows the formation of society as a whole in the form of manipulation by
global ruling elites, represented by a global ruling group that also has nothing to do with the real needs.

The authors particularly underscore the
importance of engaging with the spiritual culture of the Kazakhs and reviving their unique national worldview,
shaped by deep existential and value-based orientations.

Peculiarities of the Political and Social Reflection of the Principle of Justice
in Y. Balasaguni’s «Kutadgu Bilig»

Abstract. This article analyzes the concept of justice in the work of the medieval Turkic thinker Yusup Bal-
asaguni — «Kutadgu Bilig» — from the perspective of philosophical methodologies. The study begins with a
logical-semantic and linguistic-philosophical analysis of key terms, concepts, and character names, establishing
the treatment of «justice» as a distinct concept and principle within the poem'’s discourse. The nature and mean-
ing of the discourse on justice and governance are explored, leading to the conclusion that the “progressive and
virtuous idea” is central to the work. The paper highlights how the category of justice acquires political and social
significance and how genetically rooted ethical concepts are reflected ontologically. It also systematizes logical
arguments about the necessity of the rule of just law for social justice and the effective application of political
technologies in state governance. Contemporary ethical and philosophical theories are employed in the analysis
of the idea of justice presented in the poem. The paper further touches on epistemological views regarding justice
and virtue, and discusses the discourses on ascetic lifestyle and the notion of living a balanced life.

The Problem of Studying the Works of Abai and Sultanmakhmut from
the Point of View of the Concept of «Philosophy of Religion»

Abstract. The article examines the works of Abai and Sultanmakhmut from the perspective of the philosophy
of religion, analyzing their views on religion at a new theoretical level. Religion is presented not only as a system
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of beliefs but also as a philosophical phenomenon that fosters human spiritual growth and perfection based on
reason and knowledge. Abai's views on religion are grounded in spiritual and moral values, justice, and virtue, while
Sultanmakhmut’'s works focus on revealing the potential of religion, free from dogmatic constraints, to influence
society's spiritual renewal. Sultanmahmud presents religion not only as faith but also as an intellectual support
aimed at the spiritual development of the individual. One way to eliminate ignorance, according to him, is to
filter religion through reason, asserting that it should not hinder societal progress, but rather serve as a spiritual
foundation. The «philosophy of religion» is based on understanding religion not merely as an external phenomenon,
but as an object of rational analysis. From this standpoint, studying Sultanmahmud s work reveals that his view of
religion is not merely a collection of enlightenment ideas. He subjects religion to philosophical reflection, critically
evaluating its role and potential in society. By critiquing the dogmatism and formalism in religion, Sultanmahmud
emphasizes its ultimate purpose — the spiritual development of the individual and its impact on civilizational
progress. This clearly demonstrates that he regarded the reIi?ious question as an internal factor in the evolution of
national consciousness and cultural renaissance. The ideas of both thinkers contributed to a deeper understanding
of the phenomenon of religion in national philosophical thought. The article proposes a new methodology for

understanding religion, considering it a key factor in the spiritual and intellectual development of society.

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NATIONAL INTEREST AS A PHILOSOPHICAL CATEGORY:
G7 IDEALS AND KAZAKHSTAN'S STRATEGIC IDENTITY

ABSTRACT

This article examines the concept of national interest not alone as a strategic
or geopolitical necessity, but also as a philosophical conception shaped by
various cultural identities, normative frameworks, and modes of discourse. In
international relations, conventional realist and liberal perspectives often regard
national interest as an objective determinant of power, security, or profit. This
study contends that these concepts overlook the fundamental epistemological
and ontological grounds that influence how nations define their interests and
represent themselves globally. The article illustrates the divergent formation
of national interest across various civilisational and geopolitical contexts by
contrasting Kazakhstan>s multi-vector, pluralist foreign policy with the Group
of Sevenss (G7) universalist normative framework that advocates for liberal
democracy, individual human rights, market rationality, and a rule-based
international order. The G7>s normative framework, rooted in Enlightenment
rationality and Western historical context, often presents its values as universally
beneficial and superior to alternative value systems. Kazakhstan possesses
a strategic identity centred on cultural pluralism, civilisational dialogue, and
contextual autonomy. This positions it as a mediator between the East and West,
as well as the North and South. The research indicates that Kazakhstan combats
epistemic dependency by providing several approaches to modernity and global
integration. It employs philosophical hermeneutics, critical discourse analysis,
and comparative political theory. It neither only adheres to nor dismisses existing
rules; it strives to reinterpret and negotiate them according to its distinct history
and position in the world. The paper concludes by asserting that national interest
should not be perceived as a fixed set of objectives dictated by systemic logic,
but rather as a dynamic concept influenced by cultural factors over time. This
perspective facilitates epistemic plurality in international thought and endorses
the validity of non-Western contributions to global order and standards.

Introduction

Political science and international relations
have long been the fields where the idea of na-
tional interest has been studied. But in the last few
decades, researchers have come to understand
more about its philosophical roots, especially
when it comes to ideas like sovereignty, identity,
and value systems [1]. As the balance of power in
the world changes, a country’'s national interest
is no longer based only on military or economic
factors. Instead, it is based on deeper ideological
and cultural factors that shape how a country sees
itself and its place in the world [2]. These new defi-
nitions call for a change away from objectivist and
instrumentalist ways of thinking towards interpre-
tive frameworks that take into account meaning,
recognition, and political subjectivity.

In this case, the G7’s goals of liberal democra-
cy, a market economy, human rights, and a rules-
based international order serve as both moral and
strategic guides for how the world should interact
with each other. These principles often act as tools
of soft power, changing what people around the
world expect and affecting how non-G7 states see
themselves [3]. At the philosophical level, they are
based on Enlightenment rationality and Kantian
moral universalism, which assume that there is a
shared moral framework and that history moves
in a straight manner. But these assumptions bring
up important questions: How universal can these
values really be? And how do they connect with
other ontologies and epistemes that come from
non-Western traditions, diverse cosmologies, and
post-imperial conditions?

Kazakhstan makes a strong argument for look-
ing at these problems. Kazakhstan is a post-Soviet,
multi-vector state with ties to both the East and
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the West. It must constantly adjust its strategic
identity in response to changing global challeng-
es. Its foreign policy ideology stresses pragmatism,
multilateralism, and cultural diversity - values that
are similar to, but also go against, the G7's norma-
tive frameworks [4]. This positioning is not just a
geopolitical balancing act; it is also a deeper on-
tological debate of what it means to be a nation
in the face of normative inequalities. In this way,
Charles Taylor's idea of “recognition” can help us
understand Kazakhstan's path. This view says that
identity is formed via interaction with others and
their expectations. The goal of this article is to look
into national interest as a philosophical idea by
looking at how G7 norms and Kazakhstan’s chang-
ing strategic identity affect each other. The article
doesn’t see national interest as a rational calcula-
tion or a permanent geopolitical need. Instead, it
sees it as a historically contingent and culturally
ingrained category that is formed by competing
value systems, stories of modernity, and different
ideas of what a decent life is.

The article uses an interdisciplinary framework
that includes political philosophy, constructivist
international relations theory, postcolonial theory,
and critical epistemologies that try to move away
from Eurocentric worldviews and bring back oth-
er ways of understanding global order that have
been historically ignored. Within this framework,
national interest becomes a phenomenological
structure - a way of living in the world based on
cultural memory, emotional attachments, and his-
torical consciousness. It is also a hermeneutic pro-
cess, in which the meanings of interest are under-
stood, changed, and fought over in different ways
of talking about them. Hans-Georg Gadamer's [2]
focus on the historical horizon and interpretive
openness is very important here: national inter-
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est is not a fixed thing but a dialogical unfolding
that is changed by time and the way people make
meaning together.

The paper goes on to talk about postcoloni-
al critiques of epistemic domination. People like
Gayatri Spivak and Walter Mignolo [6] talk about
how coloniality still exists in global knowledge
systems and advocate for epistemic disobedi-
ence, which is not accepting Western categories
as universally normative [5][6]. From this point of
view, Kazakhstan's involvement with G7 standards
is not only strategic, but also epistemological, as
it means actively negotiating different ways of
looking at the world and ways of knowing. The
state’s power comes not only from following pol-
icies, but also from being able to translate, mix, or
oppose outside standards in ways that affirm its
own unique nature. This method is new because
it sees national interest as a place for philosoph-
ical disagreement instead of strategic agreement.
The article goes against the idea that rationality is
one thing and instead supports the idea of var-
ious rationalities - a variety of values and logics
that states use to explain their strategic goals. This
method is also founded on Alasdair Maclntyre's
[5] tradition-based ethics, which says that national
interest must be understood in the context of cer-
tain moral traditions and community stories.

In the end, the article adds to bigger discus-
sions about epistemic justice, ontological plural-
ism, and how to think about international norms
in a world that is no longer unipolar. Kazakhstan's
changing identity, which is influenced by the leg-
acy of Soviet modernity, Islamic cultural forms,
Turkic heritage, and Eurasian connectivity, shows
that national interest can be redefined not by ac-
cepting dominant ideas, but by having philosoph-
ical agency based on the idea that there are many
civilisations. This new way of thinking has us think
about not only what states want, but also how
they figure out what is worth wanting.

Methodology

This study uses a qualitative, multidisciplinary
approach based on philosophical analysis, dis-
course analysis, and comparative political theory.
It wants to change the way people think about
national interest from a static geopolitical catego-
ry to a dynamic, context-sensitive idea formed by
cultural identities, moral frameworks, and strategic
narratives. Instead of seeing national interest as a
set goal, this method looks at how it is built, fought
over, and talked about in different epistemological
and civilisational settings. The paper employs her-
meneutic interpretation to look at how national
interest is talked about in both Western (especially
G7) and Kazakhstani discourses. This method fo-
cusses on how meaning is shaped by history and
culture, and it lets you compare political writings,
strategic doctrines, and policy narratives [1]. Hans-
Georg Gadamer's and Paul Ricoeur’s philosophical
hermeneutics [2] and [9] help us understand na-
tional interest as a concept that changes through
conversation and interpretive negotiation [2]. In
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this view, political ideas like interest, identity, and
sovereignty are not fixed signs but changing ideas
whose meanings come out through the way they
are understood in different situations. So, herme-
neutic analysis is a great way to connect the mean-
ing gaps between liberal internationalist ideas and
modernities that are founded in culture. The idea
of the “fusion of horizons” (Horizontverschmelzu-
ng) also helps us understand how frameworks that
are based on history can either resonate or resist
in conversations between people from different
cultures.

Second, the study uses critical discourse anal-
ysis (CDA) to look at how G7 communiqués, for-
eign policy declarations, and Kazakhstan's strate-
gic identity documents use language that makes
claims about global order, legitimacy, and mo-
dernity. CDA is especially good at finding hidden
power structures, knowledge hierarchies, and ide-
ological assumptions in political language [3]. The
study looks at the strategic vocabulary of official
writings, such “stability,” “progress,” “partnership,”
and “modernisation,” to show how these discours-
es embed certain ideas about the ideal life and the
appropriate way to run the world. The method is
based on the work of Norman Fairclough and Teun
A. van Dijk, who stress how important discourse
is for maintaining social and political power. Here,
Michel Foucault's theory of discourse and power/
knowledge regimes adds to the method and lets
us think more deeply about how language shapes
political reality.

Third, a comparative normative analysis looks
at the philosophical underpinnings of G7 foreign
policy goals in connection to Kazakhstan's foreign
policy ideas, such as its philosophy of multi-vector
diplomacy, cultural sovereignty, and civilisation-
al pluralism. This method shows both similarities
and differences, which makes it possible to look
at how different value systems work together and
apart when it comes to defining national inter-
est. Kazakhstan's unusual geopolitical position as
a transitional state - part Eurasian, part post-So-
viet, and part global - is given special attention
because its identity can't be reduced to one ide-
ological framework. The comparison is based on
important philosophical ideas like universality vs.
particularity, order vs. multiplicity, and autonomy
vs. alignment. The study uses Isaiah Berlin’s idea
of value pluralism and Emmanuel Levinas's ethics
of alterity to show how important it is to deal with
differences without forcing them to fit into dom-
inant norms.

In addition, the methodology is based on a
critical epistemological approach that questions
the existing hierarchies of knowledge in the field
of international relations and tries to bring to the
forefront perspectives that are often ignored by
mainstream Western-centric scholarship. This ap-
proach emphasises the importance of listening to
subaltern voices, acknowledging silenced narra-
tives, and giving more weight to non-Western on-
tologies. Instead of copying the analytical distance
of conventional IR scholarship, this study uses crit-
ical reflexivity, which means being aware of the re-
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searcher’s position and the fact that all theoretical
interpretation is based on where the researcher is
[5]. The normative goal is not to completely reject
the G7's ideas, but to put them in context by put-
ting them next to other global philosophical tradi-
tions as one way of looking at things, rather than
as truths that apply to everyone.

The study uses Walter Mignolo [6]'s idea of the
“pluriverse” to show that there are many valid ways
of looking at the world that might affect interna-
tional ethics and the establishment of interests.

The point of the article is not to judge foreign
policy based on their results or efficacy, but to
break out the philosophical categories and value
assumptions that shape how countries interact
with each other. In this way, it follows the tradi-
tion of political philosophy that puts the ideas
behind global order ahead of its real-world ef-
fects. This helps us better comprehend how di-
verse cultural and political groups don't just ac-
cept or reject global norms, but also change, mix,
and give them new meanings. Official documents
from the G7 and the Government of Kazakhstan
are the main sources. These include speeches,
policy statements, foreign communications, and
plans for strategic growth. People look at them
as both literary and symbolic gestures of putting
oneself in a certain place in the world. Political
philosophy, international relations theory, and
postcolonial critique are all examples of second-
ary sources. To avoid repeating dominant world-
views in the study of global politics, all resources
are looked at through the lenses of epistemo-
logical diversity and critical reflexivity. The study
hopes to add to a more nuanced understanding
of Kazakhstan's foreign policy identity by using
these three methods together. It also hopes to
add to a broader theoretical rethinking of nation-
al interest as a category of political thought that
is part of the complexity of a multipolar, post-he-
gemonic world.

Discussion

The G7 promotes ideas like liberal democra-
cy, rule-based order, individual human rights, and
market liberalism. These ideas come from Enlight-
enment rationality and modern Western political
thinking. These ideas serve as both policy prefer-
ences and normative frameworks that make claims
to universality [1]. The G7 supports these ideals as
the standard for “responsible” states and global
legitimacy through statements, development aid
conditions, and leadership in global governance
groups including the IMF, World Bank, and WTO
[2]. These norms are not often imposed through
force, but they are examples of soft power that
affect the symbolic economy of international rec-
ognition. This is similar to a Kantian teleology of
cosmopolitan order, which says that liberal norms
are logically self-evident and ethically better. How-
ever, philosophers like Isaiah Berlin [1] have been
increasingly questioning this kind of universalism.
He argues for value pluralism, which is the idea
that different, incompatible ideas of the ideal life
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can exist without a single moral hierarchy. Dipesh
Chakrabarty and Walter Mignolo are two postco-
lonial thinkers who say that Eurocentric claims to
universality often hide power structures that have
been in place for a long time. This is what Mignolo
calls the “coloniality of power.” These critiques call
for a pluriversal approach to global ethics and pol-
itics, which means accepting that there are many
different paths to modernity instead of assuming
that there is only one. Kazakhstan, which sprang
out of the post-Soviet era, has been active in glob-
al diplomacy and has a multi-vector foreign policy
that tries to balance its ties with Western institu-
tions, Russia, China, and the Islamic world [3]. Its
strategic identity stresses civilisational discourse,
cultural pluralism, and sovereignty. This is gener-
ally said to be different from being aligned with
any one geopolitical group. So, Kazakhstan's na-
tional interest includes both practical issues and
philosophical commitments to balance, inclusion,
and contextual sovereignty [4]. It shows a mixed
logic that doesn't fit into two categories and puts
agency first when dealing with global discourses.
Charles Taylor's idea of recognition can help us
understand this. Kazakhstan wants not only ge-
opolitical security but also to be recognised as a
separate and distinct culture and history in world
politics. To show the difference in philosophy, let's
look at two political texts: The G7 2023 Hiroshi-
ma Leaders’ Communiqué talks about “the rules-
based international order,” “freedom, democracy,
and human rights,” and a commitment to “global
resilience through shared values” [5]. In his 2022
Address to the Nation, President Kassym-Jomart
Tokayev said that “justice,” “unity,” and “prosper-
ity" are the main ideas that guide Kazakhstan's
development plan. He talked about his top goals,
which included constructing a fair and responsible
government, promoting national identity through
cultural discussion and inclusivity, and making sure
that foreign policy is balanced and based on mul-
ti-vector diplomacy and sovereign equality. These
directions are in line with Kazakhstan's strategic
identity and its commitment to both reforming its
own country and being an active, pluralistic player
on the world arena [6].

A critical discourse analysis shows that the
ontological assumptions of each work are very
different. The G7's rhetoric shows a universalist
liberal teleology, which says that history is mov-
ing towards a single model of political rationali-
ty. Human rights and democratic governance are
examples of political principles that are seen as
necessary for genuine global engagement. Ka-
zakhstan, on the other hand, sees diplomacy as
a conversation between civilisations that are all
equal. Norms aren’t forced on people; they are ne-
gotiated. Sovereignty isn't only legal; it's also on-
tological, based on the right to establish your own
developmental logic and symbolic identity. This
idea is in line with Emmanuel Levinas's [4] ethics
of alterity, which says that to really connect with
the Other, you have to avoid becoming like them
and promise to respect them in a dialogical way.
What this means for diplomacy and global norms
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is Kazakhstan's involvement in global groups like
the UN, the OSCE, the Shanghai Cooperation Or-
ganisation, and the Organisation of Turkic States
shows that it is trying to work with other sets of
rules without giving up its strategic independence.
This plan isn't just about politics; it's also about
ideas. It is an attempt to overcome epistemic de-
pendency by putting out different ideas about
what is right, what is diplomatic, and what is de-
velopment. Kazakhstan's focus on “balance” is not
simply a strategy, but also a sign of a phenomeno-
logical view that values diversity and cohabitation.

Kazakhstan, for example, hosted the Congress
of Leaders of World and Traditional Religions [14],
which is different from the G7's focus on secular
liberalism. This project is based on the idea of civi-
lisational plurality and serves as a way to establish
identity via action. It makes Kazakhstan not only
a policy player, but also a normative subject that
can determine its own agenda for debate, ethics,
and living together [7]. These activities show that
Kazakhstan's foreign policy is not value-neutral,
but based on its own metaphysical beliefs. This
is an attempt to define modernity outside of the
liberal-secular framework. Kazakhstan's strategic
relationships, such its support for the Middle Cor-
ridor and involvement in China's Belt and Road
Initiative, show another way of looking at globali-
sation that is based on economic realism, infra-
structure connection, and cooperation between
many countries. These programs work within a set
of rules that are different from the G7's focus on
democratic conditionality. Kazakhstan, on the oth-
er hand, focusses on reciprocity, non-interference,
and the mutual benefit of working with different
partners [8]. The G7, on the other hand, is more
focused on value alignment when it comes to aid
and investment.

Kazakhstan also fights against binary align-
ments by pushing the idea of the “Greater Eurasia”
region. This is a discursive construct that challeng-
es Euro-Atlantic centrism and supports the legiti-
macy of post-imperial identities. This way of think-
ing shows that you are aware of how power has
been unevenly distributed in the past. It stresses
that post-Soviet states cannot be fully incorpo-
rated into the Western liberal system or only seen
as peripheral areas under the control of powerful
states. Instead, they can tell many strategic stories
based on history, culture, and location. Kazakh-
stan’s foreign policy is therefore a place of con-
ceptual sovereignty, where statehood is not only
protected by boundaries but also by differences
in knowledge.

In postmodern international relations, identity
is not just a description; it is also a performance.
States act out their identities through speech, di-
plomacy, and symbolic involvement [9]. Kazakh-
stan’s strategic identity, which is moulded by its
past as a former colony and its position between
East and West, liberal and authoritarian, or de-
veloped and developing, goes against the grain
of traditional binary categories. Kazakhstan is lo-
cated at the crossroads of Eurasian civilisations.
It uses its mix of cultures as a strength instead
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of a weakness, and it doesn't become stuck on
any one ideological axis while dealing with com-
plicated international relationships. So, national
interest is more than just a projection of mon-
etary interests; it is also a negotiation of how we
see ourselves within global systems of meaning.
It shows that a state wants to not only survive
or do well, but also to be seen on its own terms,
through its own stories and ideas about the
world. The G7 often tries to define what it means
to be a “modern,” “responsible,” or “developed”
state by projecting its own norms. These groups
have hidden hierarchies of legitimacy and often
hide other ways to modernise and get involved
in politics.

This dynamic is similar to what Paul Ricoeur [9]
said in his hermeneutics of selfhood, which says
that identity is not set but narrative, coming out
via actions of self-interpretation that happen over
time and in conversation. Kazakhstan's strate-
gic actions can be understood as a story that the
country tells itself in order to deal with its past, its
geopolitical limitations, and its hopes for the fu-
ture. Kazakhstan's participation in many normative
regimes creates a self that is dependent, plural,
and reflective. This avoids both strict sovereignty
and complete normative convergence. Kazakh-
stan fights against this kind of essentialization by
having a multiple identity: one that accepts sover-
eignty while also accepting interdependence, and
one that wants to be involved without losing its
identity. It develops many diplomatic languages,
including as liberal institutions, post-Soviet collab-
oration, Islamic diplomacy, and regional integra-
tion, all while keeping a consistent strategic nar-
rative based on national context and civilisational
debate. This approach is similar to Judith Butler's
performative theory of identity and Stuart Hall's
idea of cultural hybridity, both of which go against
essentialist ideas of the self. Identity is no longer
a solid essence; instead, it is a positioning strat-
egy that is built in response to changing power
structures and discursive settings. Kazakhstan's
multifarious diplomacy is a type of strategic per-
formativity in which the country’s interests are
carried out not through domination or imitation,
but through differentiation and selective appro-
priation.

This resistance isn't a reaction; it's a creative
one. It is an attempt to come up with a model of
strategic identity that is both culturally based and
related to the rest of the world. Kazakhstan does
this to show that it has both political and philo-
sophical power. It changes the rules for how to
participate in the world system from the outside
instead of the inside. This fits with Gayatri Spivak's
suggestion to “strategically essentialise” identity so
that we can change the way we talk about things
while yet keeping a variety of ways of knowing. In
this way, Kazakhstan is not only a part of global
politics, but it is also a co-author of alternative mo-
dernities. This helps to make global norms more
diverse and to change what it means to belong to
the global community in the 21st century. From
this point of view, Kazakhstan's foreign policy is
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not just about aligning its interests with others; it is
also a philosophical statement that states have the
right to define modernity on their own terms and
to take part in world-making from places of cul-
tural diversity instead of geopolitical marginality.

Kazakh-
stan’s foreign policy is a good example of how
governments can use epistemic plurality to have
strategic agency by combining pragmatism with
cultural sovereignty. Kazakhstan builds a kind of
normative flexibility that can't be reduced to a
single ideological model by intentionally working
with several global power centres, including the
West, the East, Islam, and the post-Soviet world.
This plan lets it stay independent not only in
terms of diplomatic affiliation but also in terms
of meaning, identity, and legitimacy. This kind of
stance goes against the liberal international or-
der’'s normative asymmetry, which tries to make
Western political and moral ideas universal. Ka-
zakhstan doesn’t completely reject this order;
instead, it engages in it selectively, presenting
its involvement as a conversation between civili-
sations that are equal instead of as surrender to
a dominant norm-setter. This pluralist approach
shows a deeper philosophical commitment to
living together, recognising each other, and mak-
ing global rules together. Kazakhstan is not just
offering a regional strategy, but also a different
way for the world to live together. This new way
recognises power imbalances but aims to go past
them through new ways of talking and ontologi-
cal self-determination. This model helps to make
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international norms more varied and adds to the
intellectual lexicon of global politics.

Conclusion

The article that follows examines the concept
of national interest not merely as a governmental
instrument or strategic need, but also as a phil-
osophical construct shaped by cultural identities,
normative frameworks, and global epistemol-
ogies. When you compare the G7’s universalist
ideals with Kazakhstan's pluralist, multi-vector
strategic identity, it becomes clear that national
interest is not a neutral or fixed thing; it is built
through language, is dependent on history, and is
deeply rooted in a state’s ontological worldview.
The G7 supports a vision of international order
based on liberal democracy, individual rights, and
rules-based government. These ideas are impor-
tant, yet they come from a Western way of think-
ing that is often thought to apply to the whole
world. Their spread through institutions, devel-
opment mechanisms, and diplomatic language is
not only useful but also ideological, supporting
a teleological picture of modernity founded on
Enlightenment rationalism. Kazakhstan, on the
other hand, bases its reaction on civilisational
discourse, cultural autonomy, and the ability to
change norms. Its foreign policy is based on con-
textualism, which means that it balances working
with many power centres while keeping its strate-
gic independence. Kazakhstan doesn’t just accept
global norms; it uses performative diplomacy to
combine its Eurasian past, Islamic beliefs, and
modern statecraft into a unique strategic identi-
ty. This identity is not antagonistic but different;
it wants to coexist without being absorbed. This
is similar to Levinasian ethics of difference, where
the Other is not absorbed but met with respect.

Using hermeneutic and discourse-analytical
methodologies, this study shows that Kazakhstan
doesn't just respond to G7 normative pressure; it
also expresses a different way of thinking about
international participation that goes against re-
lying on dominant Western ways of knowing.
This way of looking at things is part of a bigger
conceptual change in political theory and inter-
national relations (IR) that tries to challenge the
importance of Eurocentric frameworks and bring
back the intellectual legitimacy of non-Western
political philosophy. In this light, the idea of na-
tional interest is not a single or standardised log-
ic imposed by global power centres, but rather a
dynamic and diverse construct that comes about
via culturally ingrained processes of interpreta-
tion, negotiation, and self-definition. Philosoph-
ically moving national interest away from West-
ern-centered frameworks opens up a broader
view of global political life, one in which identity
is negotiated rather than imposed and strategic
autonomy is shaped by cultural memory, histor-
ical experience, and ontological self-definition.
This change goes against the traditional interna-
tional relations theory's ideas about how knowl-
edge is organised, and it makes room for a global
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ethics that includes many points of view, where
various civilisations can work together without
being forced to follow the rules of others.

In the end, Kazakhstan's story makes us think
more broadly about how small and medium-sized
countries may build significant strategic identities
in a world where strong powers set the rules. It
says that when you look at national interest from
a philosophical point of view, it's not a single log-
ic of survival or supremacy, but a dynamic field
of meaning that is shaped by the interaction of
power, value, and interpretation. In this way, na-
tional interest isn't only about where a country is
in the world; it's also about who it is, what kind
of world it wants to see, and how it interacts with
other countries on the world stage. This new way
of thinking has effects that go beyond Kazakh-
stan. It asks both researchers and politicians to
reassess the structure of global standards, the
validity of epistemic authority, and the basic con-
ceptual bases of working together internation-
ally. The future of world order may depend not
on consensus around a single set of values, but
on the capacity of diverse actors to sustain a di-
alogue across difference — one grounded not in
normative hierarchy but in mutual intelligibility,
narrative hospitality, and ontological humility.

Design Thinking as a Methodology of Philosophy and Socio-Humanitarian Disciplines

Abstract. Currently, the Kazakh young generation is developing together with the peoples of the world, but in
order for them to be far-sighted, there are still imperfect, respectively, unformed mechanisms. The article proposes
design thinking as a methodology that positively influences students’ decision-making, and demonstrates the
possibility of its transfer through philosophy and socio-humanitarian disciplines. Although Design thinking is
rationally used in technological research, it is rarely used in social sciences and humanities. If design thinking
were included in the program of such a basic discipline as Philosophy in universities, and the content justifying
its priority would grow, then it could easily penetrate into social and humanitarian disciplines and spread faster
through scientific circulation. The authors of the article, which is based on this idea, point out the need to use the
basic concepts and the process of design thinking for teaching philosophy and socio-humanitarian disciplines. The
key point of the article is to identify the characteristics and features of design thinking and discuss its mechanisms
in the development of problem-solving skills of Kazakhstani students.

Formation of the Party System of the Republic of Kazakhstan (1987-1995)

Abstract. Political parties are the result of the historical development of their respective states, but at the
same time they are influenced by various accompanying factors — social, cultural, national, economic, and others.
This is especially evident in the transitional societies of Eastern countries, where it is not so much a specific type
of property that stimulates the emergence of the corresponding political superstructure, but rather the authorities
themselves actively begin to shape an appropriate type of property and a new socio-economic structure of the
transitional society.

Another significant factor is that the formation of a new party-political structure in these countries is associated
with a particular type of charismatic leadership, primarily generated by the influence of traditional paternalism
on the political culture of the masses. Moreover, in the conditions of a transitional society, there remains a risk
of increasing the degree of centralization of power as a means to preserve political stability. However, excessive
centralization of state and party apparatus leads to tendencies toward authoritarianism, bureaucratization,
corruption, and, most importantly, creates a risk of altering the vector of development.

In this regard, analyzing the characteristics and nature of the influence of Kazakhstan's party system on the
state and civil society allows for the identification of prospects and key trends in the further political modernization
of the country. An important aspect is also the assessment of the resilience and adaptability of parties within the
changing political and socio-economic context, which directly affects the quality and effectiveness of democratic

processes in the country.

Socio-Economic Situation of the Urban and Rural Population of Kazakhstan: Evolution in 1980-2020

Abstract. The article is devoted to the study of trends in the socio-economic situation of the urban and rural
population of Kazakhstan in the period from the mid-1980s of the twentieth century to the present time. The main
approaches adopted in the practice of foreign studies of the socio-economic situation of urban and rural populations
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and differentiation of living standards are considered. The paper examines the main indicators that determine the
incomes and living standards of the population - wages, income, and expenditures of households, and others. These
indicators are analysed in two dimensions - dynamics, reflecting the relevant trends, and the gap between the
indicators for urban and rural populations, which illustrates the inequality of incomes and living standards between
urban and rural areas. The conducted analysis allowed us to draw a number of conclusions regarding the trends in the
socio-economic situation of the urban and rural population. In particular, significant changes in the socio-economic
situation of the rural and urban population between 1986 and 2024, with a more significant deterioration in rural
areas during the reforms and the radical change in economic formations that took place at the turn of the 1980s and
1990s; two oppositely directed trends in the differentiation of living standards between urban and rural populations
have been identified - a sharp increase from the 1980s to the early 2000s, and a gradual narrowing of the gap from
the early 2000s to the present day; it has been noted that the gap between the urban and rural populations has been

increasing since the early 2000s.

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ABSTRACT

security and integration processes in Central Asian countries in the context
of modern geopolitical instability.

The paper examines the key factors determining the need
to review the existing strategies for the development of the region, including
economic, social and environmental aspects. Special attention is paid to the
analysis of the possibilities of forming a new agenda for regional cooperation,
considering the specifics of the internal challenges of each Central Asian
state. The authors substantiate the directions of transformation of political
and economic approaches in the context of a changing world order, focusing
on solving cross-border issues, strengthening multilateral cooperation and
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developing intraregional ties. The article presents recommendations on the
formation of a sustainable model of security and integration that can ensure
the stable development of the countries of the region in the face of global
uncertainty. The study contributes to the understanding of modern processes
of regional transformation and offers a conceptual framework for developing
effective strategies for the development of the Central Asian region.

Introduction

Currently, Kazakhstan's foreign policy priori-
ties are predominantly directed toward fostering
regional and multilateral cooperation [1]. With-
in the framework of bilateral relations, particular
significance is attached to neighboring states, as
well as to strategic partnerships with the United
States and the European Union. On the Asian
continent, Kazakhstan places emphasis on active
engagement within such platforms as the Shang-
hai Cooperation Organization (SCO), the Organi-
zation of Islamic Cooperation (OIC), and the Con-
ference on Interaction and Confidence-Building
Measures in Asia (CICA). Furthermore, consider-
able attention is devoted to expanding dialogue
with the Association of Southeast Asian Nations
(ASEAN), the League of Arab States, and other
international organizations, even in cases where
Kazakhstan is not a member state [2].

Kazakhstan's foreign policy strategy is under-
pinned by the principles of multi-hectorism and
pragmatism. These principles entail maintaining
a balanced distance and neutrality in relation to
global and regional conflicts and contradictions,
while simultaneously prioritizing the promo-
tion of equal and constructive relations. Such an
approach is pursued primarily with immediate
neighbors, but also extends to other states and
international institutions, always with due regard
for Kazakhstan’s national interests.

Methodology

The research is primarily grounded in a sys-
temic approach, drawing upon the principle of
constructivism in international, regional, and na-
tional relations. This framework necessitated the
assessment of external actors’ influence on Cen-
tral Asia. The core methodological toolkit com-
bines synthesis of the following:

a) Qualitative methods such as comparative
analysis, discourse analysis, examination of offi-
cial documents, and case studies (e.g., the assess-
ment by Central Asian states and their elites of
Russia’s war in Ukraine);

b) Quantitative methods including statistical
analysis and media content analysis.

The sources of data encompass: expert inter-
views (with Central Asian political scientists and
diplomats), official documents (Concept of the
Foreign Policy of the Republic of Kazakhstan, pol-
icy initiatives, and cooperation strategies), as well
as databases of the UN and the World Bank, IMF
reports, and others; in addition, scholarly articles,
reports, dissertations, monographs, and related
literature were utilized.

Based on the above, the issues were exam-
ined in the following sequence:

- the impact of the external environment on
the attitudes of Central Asian states and their
elites toward Russia’s military actions in Ukraine;

- the application of a structured approach to
ensuring the security and integration of Central
Asian countries;

- conclusions and policy recommendations.

Main part

As noted by independent analyst on energy pol-
icy and geopolitical risks, D. Simeonidis (The Hague,
the Netherlands), Russia’s invasion of Ukraine has
led to unprecedented shifts in the global geopolit-
ical order [3]. The war in Ukraine has fundamental-
ly altered the security landscape across the entire
post-Soviet space, particularly in Central Asia [4].
Moreover, Central Asia has suffered disproportion-
ately compared to other regions of the world from
the Russian Federation's aggression and occupa-
tion of Ukrainian territories [5]. The Central Asian
states have experienced the repercussions of sanc-
tions imposed on Russia, including economic de-
cline, depreciation of national currencies, shortages
of goods and food supplies, price inflation, reduc-
tion in remittances, and related effects.

The protracted war waged by the Russian
Federation in Ukraine has resulted in profound
transformations of the geopolitical landscape in
Central Asia. At the same time, amid intensifying
isolation policies, Russia has sought to preserve
its influence in the region and even strengthen
economic relations.

In recent years, Central Asia has faced the
consequences of significant challenges: the col-
lapse of Afghanistan, the January 2022 unrest
in Kazakhstan, Russia’s invasion of Ukraine, the
impacts of sanctions, and other military con-
flicts worldwide [6]. The region is simultaneously
subject to pressures arising from these devel-
opments, including an energy crisis, the influx
of tens of thousands of Russian citizens fleeing
conscription, and attempts by Moscow to coerce
Central Asian states into adopting its position on
the war. In addition, the closure of Russia’s Eu-
ropean trade routes has redirected Russian busi-
ness activity toward Central Asia, which is reflect-
ed in the growing number of Russian-registered
foreign enterprises in Kazakhstan [7].

The responses of Central Asian states to Rus-
sia’s military actions against Ukraine, as well as to
their broader implications, are outlined below*:

*Note: At this stage of the research, the authors con-
sider it necessary to acknowledge certain methodologi-
cal limitations related to the subjectivity inherent in dis-
course analysis, interviews, and similar methods, which
are largely dependent on the interpretations of experts,
analysts, and practitioners in the fields of political sci-
ence, international relations, and related disciplines.
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Table 1 - Kazakhstan: Neutrality, Actions, and International Partnerships
Kazakhstan

1. In political terms:

- adheres to a position of neutrality;

- advocates for peaceful negotiations and dialogue.

2. Measures and concrete actions (specific stance):

- does not support sanctions against the Russian Federation;

- observes restrictions related to secondary sanctions;

- has increased the provision of humanitarian aid to Ukraine;

- President Kassym-Jomart Tokayev has publicly declared that Kazakhstan will not recognize pseudo-
state entities that is, it rejects the annexation of Ukrainian territories;

- diversifies oil exports by seeking routes that bypass the Russian Federation.

Kazakhstan is subject to heightened pressure from Russia. President Tokayev has unequivocally stated
that Astana will not recognize the quasi-state structures established by the Russian Federation in occu-
pied Ukrainian territories. Several months after the outbreak of Russia’s war in Ukraine, Tokayev paid an
official visit to Turkey following his inauguration, which elevated bilateral relations to the level of strategic
partnership. During this visit, Tokayev and President Recep Tayyip Erdodan agreed not only to launch
the production of Turkish drones in Kazakhstan but also to enhance cooperation in military intelligence
exchange with Turkey, a key NATO member. Furthermore, Kazakhstan has revised its military strategy in
response to Russia’'s aggression.

President Shavkat Mirziyoyev has neither openly nor directly condemned Russia’s war against Ukraine,
nor did Uzbekistan vote on the UN resolution. However, both the expert community and broader public
opinion hold a critical view of the war.

During the newly established Central Asia + Russia format, President Emomali Rahmon directly addressed
Vladimir Putin, emphasizing that Tajikistan and other Central Asian states should not be treated as outsiders.
He further underlined that these countries, once governed within the same framework, deserve greater in-
vestment from Russia rather than being perceived through the prism of a protracted colonial legacy.

The absence of President Sadyr Japarov from the CIS event organized by the Russian leadership on Vladimir
Putin’s 70th birthday, as well as the subsequent cancellation of CSTO exercises in Kyrgyzstan, clearly reflected
Bishkek's dissatisfaction with Moscow's stance. This was particularly evident following the bloody clashes on
the Kyrgyz Tajik border, after which Putin awarded President Emomali Rahmon the Medal “For Merit to the
Fatherland.” According to experts, Kyrgyzstan perceived this gesture as a clear sign of Moscow's favoritism
toward Tajikistan. Nevertheless, tensions stemming from these confrontations have since somewhat subsided.

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Conclusion: Kazakhstan's policy appears to be the most favorable (considering the events of early 2022), with
Uzbekistan largely following Kazakhstan's lead. Both states adhere to the principles of multi-vector foreign policy.
According to experts, multi-vector diplomacy functions as a form of maneuvering between China and Russia, as
the latter tend to seek accommodations with each other rather than forcing the countries situated between them
to choose sides [10].

- Central Asian leaders, albeit implicitly, have criticized the war and allowed demonstrations in their countries;

- Turkmenistan and Kyrgyzstan remain only marginally distanced, while Uzbekistan and Kazakhstan the region’s
leaders have moved further away;

- The governments of Central Asia, along with civil society and nearly half of the citizenry, are opposed to the
war. At the same time, another segment of society is heavily influenced by Russian propaganda and by Moscow's
promises to grant citizenship to Central Asian labor migrants in exchange for military service. This complicates
the relationship, as all Central Asian leaders have explicitly prohibited their citizens from participating in any form

of the conflict.

The direct impact of Russia’s war, the conse-
quences of sanctions, and the resulting political,
economic, and social conditions are expected to

further deteriorate. According to the forecasts of
experts and analysts, the future economic out-
look is likely to take the following shape:

- Economic decline is unlikely to significantly strengthen anti-Russian sentiment in Central Asia, since
the majority tend to blame sanctions rather than Russia’s actions; however, negative perceptions of Russia
are growing among certain segments of society due to concerns over Moscow's potential actions in other

- Under such conditions, Central Asian states are expected to seek greater inflows of Chinese
investment. Nevertheless, Chinese companies are exercising caution in the region considering sanctions,
which implies that Central Asia may become even more dependent than before;

- Russia will emerge from the sanctions regime with a weakened economy, shaped by multiple
repercussions beyond its borders, particularly in Central Asia. The longer the war continues, the greater
the damage inflicted on Russia, and the more compressed its economic capacity becomes.

In recent years, Central Asia has experienced
the consequences of major challenges, including
the collapse of Afghanistan, domestic unrest in
Kazakhstan, Russia’s invasion of Ukraine, and the
impact of international sanctions. Russia's ag-
gression against Ukraine has sent shockwaves
throughout the entire post-Soviet space [12].
Central Asia has likewise been affected by these
repercussions, such as the energy crisis, the influx

of tens of thousands of Russians fleeing conscrip-
tion, and Moscow's attempts to pressure regional
states into adopting its stance on the war.

Through the Belt and Road Initiative and ex-
tensive trade and economic relations, China em-
phasizes not political but rather economic and
security interests in Central Asia. At the same
time, we are referring to strategic long-term ob-
jectives.

- At the SCO summit held in Samarkand this autumn, Kazakhstan and China discussed the launch of a
new transport corridor and the expansion of cross-border cooperation;

- In Kyrgyzstan, China seeks to strengthen its “soft power” by promoting vocational education projects;

- Turkmenistan and China, in turn, continue to traditionally reinforce their cooperation in the energy sector.

Taking into account global challenges and
risks, the United States’ relations with China
through the framework of Central Asian struc-
tural dialogues (such as the “China—Central Asia”
Secretariat and the "B5+1” business forums) ac-
quire significant importance for the region [13].

Within the practice of the structural approach
(SA), it is legitimate to highlight China’s state-
led Belt and Road Initiative, as well as the “Green

Deal” policy advanced by the European Union,
which entails a systemic transformation of its re-
lations with the Central Asian states.
Accordingly, the SA (structural approach) rep-
resents an organized form of interaction among
actors (states), organizations/groups, and oth-
er institutions, characterized by clearly defined
rules, procedures, and institutional formats.

In the current context, the Central Asian states
must employ the Structural Approach (SA) to fully
utilize the available opportunities for strengthen-
ing intra-regional cooperation across all spheres
of regional development. To this end, it is neces-
sary to:

a) address regional challenges ranging from
security to economic policy;

The process of institutionalizing intra-Central
Asian cooperation with external actors is linked to
their involvement in the region’s politics and econ-
omy, which in turn reflects Central Asia’s openness
compared to other regional unions. As a result, ex-
ternal powers acting as primary players shape the
regional agenda in formats such as B5+1 and the
China—Central Asia Secretariat, much as they did
at the inception of these mechanisms. The dele-
gation of regional cooperation institutionalization
processes to external actors is explained by the
relatively low level of intra-regional integration
[12]. Professor R. Burnashev of the German-Ka-
zakh University has advanced the thesis that Cen-
tral Asian states tend to unite in response to crisis
situations, whereas in more stable periods they
prefer to maintain bilateral relations [13].

For China, cooperation at the elite level with
Central Asian states is particularly important.
The U.S. strategy, by contrast, is more oriented
toward supporting business, since business com-
munities, while strengthening interregional ties,
demand that the governments of Central Asian
states reduce trade barriers an agenda that may

influence other domains of cooperation as well.

However, in our view, the institutionalization of
Central Asian cooperation should not be entrusted
solely to external actors but ought to be addressed
independently. On the one hand, importing success-
ful experiences of institutionalization from abroad is
a feasible and beneficial option; on the other hand,
Central Asian states must retain autonomy in con-
structing their territorial institutional space, planning
and forecasting economic development, and ensur-
ing collective security. Within the framework of con-
sultative meetings and other formats of interaction
among Central Asian states, cooperation opportuni-
ties should be defined with the aim of focusing more
directly on regional issues and strengthening the in-
dependence of Central Asian countries.

Moreover, the transfer of institutionalization
processes to external actors is disadvantageous
for the states of the region, since external powers,
while playing an active role, promote their own
visions and objectives, propose and implement
cooperation formats, and determine the themes
of interaction, such as:

- In his speech following the “Central Asia—United States” summit, U.S. President Biden emphasized
strategic autonomy and the strengthening of regional potential in terms of security and economic
independence [14]. His perspective focuses on enhancing capacity and interconnectivity, with particular
attention to the resilience of global supply chains and cooperation in the field of security.

- At the “Central Asia—China” summit, CCP Chairman Xi Jinping highlighted the broader implications
of long-term integration and cooperation for “global stability and prosperity.” He emphasized large-scale
infrastructure projects, such as the Belt and Road Initiative, which are designed to tie Central Asia more

Conclusion: 1) For Biden, the emphasis lies on independence, while for China it is on connectivity; in
other words, Central Asia is confronted with the necessity of accounting for the potential clash of interests
between the U.S. and China.

The war in Ukraine, now lasting more than
three years, has only reinforced this trend [16].
Central Asia has found itself in a complex situa-
tion [17], as sanctions have had adverse effects
on the region due to its close ties with Russia.

China, while expanding its spheres of influence
in Central Asia, does not renounce joint actions with
Russia in the region. The Samarkand Declaration of
September, which reflected the Shanghai Coopera-
tion Organization's consolidated stance on key is-
sues of regional security, economy, transportation,
and culture, was another important indication of
China’s growing influence. However, China’s pres-
ence in Central Asia also generates negative per-
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ceptions; hence, while safeguarding its core eco-
nomic interests under the Belt and Road Initiative,
Beijing simultaneously seeks to strengthen its “soft
power” strategy. The war has intensified political
competition among major powers and allianc-
es, but at the same time contradictory tendencies
have emerged: a) Russia strives to retain Central
Asia within its political orbit, as evidenced by the
unprecedented number of high-level Russian offi-
cial visits to the region in recent years, as well as
by the increase in both the circulation and volume
of remittances. In other words, sanctions have con-
tributed to the intensification of economic relations
between Central Asia and Russia; b) however, the
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Central Asian states are distancing themselves from
Russia’s war against Ukraine, with none of the “Cen-
tral Asian Five” supporting the war [4].

Foreign and Central Asian experts describe
Russia’s major integration projects as failures. In

our view, these projects may nevertheless receive
a more positive assessment if revised in light
of geopolitical uncertainties, as well as external
challenges and risks.

- CSTO - Following the relatively successful January intervention in Kazakhstan (in a hypothetical
scenario), a decline has occurred, as noted by Ambassador Thomas Greminger, PhD, Director of the
Geneva Centre for Security Policy (GCSP).

-On 13-15 March 2024, the first B5+1 Business Forum (Central Asia—United States) was convened.
This public—private dialogue platform is aimed at implementing the commitments of the New York C5+1
Declaration on regional economic integration and on expanding U.S. trade and investment in the region.
The final communiqué proposed that the forum be held on an annual basis.

- On 30 March 2024, the opening of the China—Central Asia Secretariat in Xi'an marked an important
step in formalizing the mechanisms of cooperation between China and the Central Asian states.

The establishment of the Secretariat corresponds to the agreements reached at the first China—Central
Asia Summit, particularly highlighting strategic cooperation in regional economic linkages. Its main
functions include fostering cooperation in traditional sectors economy, trade, and energy as well as in
emerging fields such as high technologies and green energy.

Against the backdrop of the political and eco-
nomic uncertainty surrounding the Russian Fed-
eration, the region is diversifying its foreign pol-
icy trajectories, identifying alternative vectors of
interaction, and shaping its policies in a balanced
and diplomatic manner to avoid negative conse-
quences [18]. According to the new system for
forecasting international conflicts (ACLED) [19],
the program highlights a decrease in tensions in
Ukraine and an increase in Palestine and Leba-
non, which may be associated with a preparatory
phase for potential new conflicts [20].

On this basis, the following points are worth
noting:

1. Central Asia has traditionally not been a fo-
cal point of global actors. The region was viewed
not so much as an independent subject of the
world economy, but primarily in terms of global
challenges and risks.

2. The external environment has been inter-
ested in Central Asia due to several factors: its

geography; the potential prospects for cooper-
ation considering Russia’s war; its considerable
quantitative and qualitative resource potential
(especially energy resources); transport and lo-
gistics capabilities; proximity to Afghanistan; and
the relative stability of CA states’ development.
At present, Central Asia appears both relevant
and promising, attracting the interest of numer-
ous external actors. However, the situation may
change with the emergence of new formats of
cooperation and further shifts in the international
environment [21]. Therefore, in our view, Central
Asian states should use this period as effectively
as possible to address their domestic challenges.
As Russia’s influence weakens and China
strengthens its presence, a positive trend towards
intra-regional consensus and integration can be
observed. Hence, it is important to define and
compare the prospective vector of regional rap-
prochement. In our view, this represents the most
favorable moment for Central Asia to focus on
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resolving its internal security issues such as bor-
ders and water resources independently, without
seeking external guarantors of security. As Kyrgyz
political scientist Ch. Esengul has noted, the unity
of Central Asian states constitutes the main guar-
antee of regional security.

To revitalize integration processes and coordi-
nate policies, the region requires a national-level
coordinating institution with leadership and gov-
ernance functions. Similar institutions exist in the
EU and ASEAN. The latter has developed more
effective mechanisms for coordinating policies
and integration initiatives, notably the ASEAN
Secretariat (which oversees cooperation and co-
ordination among member states) [22], as well as
sectoral ministerial bodies (addressing issues of
economic integration, security, and socio-cultural
development). For Central Asia, adopting ASE-
AN'’s best practices would be significant in terms
of: 1) developing a model of enhanced internal
cooperation; 2) increasing independence and

autonomy from external powers; 3) establishing
efficient coordination structures; and 4) ensuring
more standardized approaches [23].

Regional cooperation in Central Asia still pos-
sesses considerable unrealized potential. There is
growing interest in regional economics and even
military cooperation emanating from within the
region itself. The two leading states, Kazakhstan
and Uzbekistan, are deepening their partnership,
which stems from their similar perceptions of
risks and threats.

Kazakh experts in the field of security have
pointed out that, in the context of Russia’s in-
vasion of Ukraine, the question has arisen as to
which state might be the next object of aggres-
sion. Although three years ago such an assump-
tion seemed unthinkable, the war has altered
perceptions: the security context in Central Asia
has fundamentally shifted, as have the positions
of potential guarantors of security.

- Considering recent events, questions have arisen as to whether Russia can continue to play a role in

ensuring the security of Central Asia, and who might replace it in this role. Russia has never truly been the
“guarantor of security” for the Central Asian states, particularly if one adopts a broader interpretation of
security that includes economic, environmental, and social dimensions [22]. Moreover, Russia has not been
a guarantor against a so-called “threat from the South,” the scope of which has been largely exaggerated
over the past thirty years.

- China, for its part, cannot become the principal guarantor of security in Central Asia. On the eve
of the SCO Summit, during his visit to President Kassym-Jomart Tokayev, Xi Jinping assured Kazakhstan
against “any interference by external forces in your country’s internal affairs” and pledged to “resolutely
support Kazakhstan in safeguarding its independence, sovereignty, and territorial integrity.” The key driver
of China'’s foreign policy towards Central Asia, however, remains its economic component, though Beijing
has also expressed interest in other areas of regional engagement. Central Asian states, for their part,
remain relatively cautious, as: 1) within the logic of multi-vector foreign policy, they view China not as a
sole guarantor but as one of several potential pillars of security, thereby avoiding dependence on a single
great power; 2)Russia and China maintain mutual understanding, and within their strategic partnership, a
synergistic approach is possible. While China may be increasingly interested in influencing security policy

in Central Asia, for now, its primary driver continues to be economic interests.

Conclusion

Thus, the guarantors of security in the region
must be the Central Asian states themselves. The
recent developments involving Russia and Iran
clearly demonstrate that in matters of nation-
al security, reliance can only be placed on one's
own forces and resources.

All issues related to the development of Cen-
tral Asian states are deeply interconnected. World-
wide, there is a vast body of positive practices
and successful experiences of partnership and
good-neighborly relations between states and
peoples, grounded in the principles of mutual re-
spect and trust, which can be imported into the
region. It is important to note that Central Asia has
a comparatively high proportion of youth in its
overall population. Issues of effectively engaging
and placing this youth within the region should be
addressed through new technologies, artificial in-
telligence, and other innovative tools. At the same
time, many unresolved issues, territorial, environ-
mental, water and energy-related — require po-
litical revision and reassessment with the aim of
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peaceful settlement and prevention of conflict.

Without agreements and negotiations, it is
impossible to build long-term peace among state
actors [24, 25]. Most inter-state disputes globally
stem from two main sources: border delimitation
and climate change, with Central Asian enclaves/
exclaves often at the epicenter. Resolving border
issues in Central Asia does not require external
mediation: disputes over territory will cease only
if the states of the region address these issues
jointly. Until consensus is achieved, no third
country can provide a solution. For long-term ar-
rangements in the global order, it is essential to
clearly understand the historical background and
the fundamental factors of disagreement.

On the agenda of new negotiations, there
must be a clear trajectory for border delimita-
tion that is preserved by the parties and ratified
by international legal institutions such as courts,
arbitration bodies, and specialized commissions
on enclaves/exclaves. Negotiations should be
grounded in trust and the broad application of the
tools and methods of public diplomacy. Moreover,
they must outline concrete development projects,
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particularly for exclave territories. Development
programs should directly and indirectly address
climate-related issues, promoting climate-friend-
ly innovations and investment programs such as
renewable energy and sustainable water manage-
ment/irrigation projects with specific guidelines
for water-sharing. In this regard, cooperation with
the European Union deserves special emphasis.

According to many experts, the main chal-
lenge of pursuing a multi-vector foreign policy
lies in the transformative direction Central Asia
must take: the region must orient itself increasing-
ly towards the West [26]. The CA-EU interaction
has been institutionalized through a joint stra-
tegic roadmap (October 2023), which identified
priority sectors: energy, extraction and processing
of primary raw materials, development of critical
resources, financing of eco-projects, security, bor-
der reinforcement, among others [25]. The rap-
prochement of Central Asia’s transport infrastruc-
ture with the Trans-European Transport Network
(TEN-T) was also considered. The growing atten-
tion to the region is linked to the development of
the Trans-Caspian International Transport Route
(TITR), which cannot be implemented without sus-
tainable development in Central Asian states.

The international community supports the sov-
ereignty and self-determination of Central Asian
countries. This is not about creating “new de-
pendencies” or financial mechanisms against the
region, but about using the fair and genuine op-
portunities offered by the EU, which has no hidden
agenda in its policy toward Central Asia. The EU
seeks to deepen its energy and trade relations with
the region (as reiterated in October 2022 during
German Foreign Minister Annalena Baerbock’s visit
to Kazakhstan and Uzbekistan). The European Par-
liament promotes a multidimensional approach to
cooperation, prioritizing economic, social, environ-
mental, water-energy issues, climate change miti-
gation, and broader strategic partnership [27, 28].

Considering these challenges, the regulation
of domestic problems within Central Asian states
constitutes the key factor for maintaining peace
and stability in the region. In the context of the
war in Ukraine and its negative repercussions [29],
Central Asian states must consolidate their po-
sitions and strengthen stability while becoming
more proactive in addressing both national and
intra-regional issues. It is crucial that governments
pay special attention to citizen engagement, pro-
vide social support, and pursue reforms aimed at
reinforcing the foundations of internal stability.

At present, emphasis must be placed on en-
hancing intra-regional cooperation, raising the
level of economic integration, fostering indus-
trial cooperation, and strengthening interaction
across all spheres of the economy, ecology, sci-
ence, and education, while expanding socio-cul-
tural ties. This will be possible through the har-
monization of legislation in five key sectors: trade
and logistics, agribusiness, e-commerce, tourism,
and "green”/renewable energy [30].

However, the goals and objectives of the
future regional agenda for Central Asia remain
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unclear, as concrete plans for further integration
and the creation of a collective security archi-
tecture have not yet been defined. Once again,
it must be emphasized that the guarantors of
Central Asia’s security can only be the Central
Asian states themselves. Regional security must
be ensured primarily through policies pursued by
the CA states, the building of long-term bilateral
relations at the regional level, and adherence to
the pragmatism and logic of multi-vector foreign
policies embraced by regional leaders.

Moreover, there is a need to formulate a com-
prehensive plan (Strategic Roadmap) for the de-
velopment of Central Asia, specifying goals, objec-
tives, timelines, and responsible actors across the
main spheres of foreign policy, economy, ecology,
education, and science. This should be comple-
mented by recommendations on evaluating the
effectiveness of integration projects within the re-
gion and external initiatives (such as China's Belt
and Road, U.S. programs, and EU projects). With-
out strengthening economic power, it is impos-
sible to speak meaningfully of ensuring national
and regional security. What is required is a sys-
temic approach, whereby Central Asia is viewed as
a complex dynamic system in which internal and
external changes in any state impact the entire
region. Therefore, the region requires extensive
analytical, expert, and evaluative work to identify
its potential and resources (strengths), detect bar-
riers, and respond promptly to changes in both
internal and external environments.

Career Entry of Young Professionals in Kazakhstan: Resilience, Adaptation, And Expectations
(based on expert interviews)

Abstract. This article analyzes the labor market resilience and adaptability of graduates in Kazakhstan in the
context of accelerated digitalization and structural changes in the labor market. The formation of new industries
and changes in job requirements intensify competition and impose increased demands on the flexibility, digital
competence, and adaptability of young professionals. However, the results of the study indicate that a significant
part of graduates do not sufficiently possess the relevant skills, which limits their career mobility, reduces their
labor market resilience, and complicates effective integration into the changing professional environment.

The study focuses on the labor market resilience and adaptability of young graduates, identifying key barriers
and areas for growth. It also identifies key trends in labor market changes, as well as factors influencing the
employment and adaptability of young Kazakhstani professionals. The research results demonstrate the importance
of developing soft skills and digital competencies for building effective career strategies and overcoming the
uncertainties of a rapidly changing labor market. The study uses the method of expert interviews with employers to
conduct a comprehensive analysis of the current dynamics of the labor market in Kazakhstan. The authors propose
a factor model of a strategy to overcome the mismatch between the supply and demand of professional skills to
increase the market resilience and adaptability of graduates. The study also emphasizes the importance of mobile
and non-formal learning formats as tools that complement academic education and enable a faster response to

labor market changes, while enhancing the career adaptability of young professionals.

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Introduction

From the first days of the escalation in Eastern
Europe, the United States made active efforts to
influence Beijing to de-escalate tensions in the re-
gion. China, on the other hand, made ambiguous
statements, calling for respect for the territorial
integrity of all countries while recognizing the le-
gitimacy of Moscow's concerns about its national
security. The Americans have repeatedly accused
China of providing military support to Moscow [1].
However, such an initiative has not yet been ob-
served on the part of the Chinese. The changing
geopolitical situation in Eastern Europe has forced
China to reconsider its foreign policy priorities.

Before the deterioration of interstate relations
in the region, there were significant convincing
prerequisites indicating that Moscow was signal-
ing to the West that in the event of continued
pressure, the energy crisis could worsen. To re-
duce dependence on European consumers, Rus-
sia took steps to increase gas supplies to China
[2]. The Russian Federation transferred a signif-
icant portion of its gold and foreign exchange
reserves to yuan assets. All these events could
suggest that Russia was preparing for restrictive
measures from its Western neighbors [3].

China had to develop its own approach, which
has become its main position since the beginning
of the regional tensions. The main goal of this ap-
proach is that the PRC emphasizes the need to
respect the territorial integrity and security of all
countries and regrets that regional tensions lead
to human casualties, but at the same time, states
that the double standards of the United States and
NATO have led to the inevitability of confrontation
[4]. This approach allows Beijing to maintain a bal-
ance between conflicting objectives: to maintain
special relations with Moscow, and not to dam-
age the complicated relations with the EU, which
are especially important against the backdrop of
growing rivalry with the United States. China also
understands that the EU is a major trading partner,
and it is extremely important to prevent anti-Chi-
nese sentiments and the formation of an alliance
between the EU and the United States [5].

The main purpose of this article is to study
and compare the positions of China, Russia, the
USA, the EU, and Eastern European countries
themselves in relation to the current situation in
the region and the main goals of the parties in the
context of the increasing confrontation between
Russia and the West against the background of
the formation of a multipolar system.

The scientific relevance of this article lies in
the methodological approach, which includes a
comprehensive comparative analysis of the in-
terests and positions of major actors, as well as
direct participants in regional processes.

Methodology

During the study, methods of analysis and syn-
thesis, comparative analysis were employed, allow-
ing for a comparison of positions held by the main
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countries taking direct and indirect roles to create a
comprehensive picture of the subject matter.

The article also applied a systemic approach,
examining stakeholder involvement in the re-
gional dispute as part of a deeper system en-
compassing political and economic dimensions,
which undoubtedly enabled analysis of the rela-
tionships between these components and their
impact on the ongoing situation.

Overall, the research results provide significant
insight into the evolving policy trajectories of coun-
tries involved in the Eastern European geopolitical
tensions and associated military-political complica-
tions between neighboring states in the region.

Main part

China’s Diplomatic Position on Regional
Stability in Eastern Europe

The period of March 4-13, 2023 marked sig-
nificant developments in Chinese politics with the
sessions of the National People’s Congress and
the National Committee of the Chinese People's
Political Consultative Conference. These «two
sessions» represent the culmination of a five-
year political cycle in China, following the 20th
Congress of the Communist Party of China, and
signaled the beginning of a new era under Xi Jin-
ping’s consolidated leadership [6].

China established its position on Eastern Eu-
ropean regional tensions immediately following
the emergence of interstate conflict in February
2022. In diplomatic exchanges with European
counterparts, Foreign Minister Wang Yi articulat-
ed China’s stance based on several fundamental
principles: respect for territorial integrity and sov-
ereignty of all nations while acknowledging their
security concerns; opposition to unilateral sanc-
tions that might escalate tensions; and calls for
immediate cessation of hostilities and diplomatic
negotiations. This position has remained largely
consistent throughout the subsequent period [7].

On February 24, 2023, China published a sig-
nificant document entitled «China’s Position on
the Political Settlement of the Ukrainian Crisis»,
which outlined twelve points that Beijing be-
lieved could contribute to regional stabilization.
The document employed diplomatic language
advocating for cessation of hostilities, respect
for sovereignty and territorial integrity, aban-
donment of Cold War mentality, prevention of
military bloc expansion, ensuring nuclear facility
safety, prohibiting nuclear/chemical/biological
weapons use, ending unilateral sanctions, es-
tablishing humanitarian corridors, and securing
grain exports. China further expressed concern
regarding potential nuclear escalation [8].

According to A. Kortunov, Director General of
the Russian Committee on International Affairs,
China demonstrates effectiveness in advocating
for peace and facilitating negotiations, noting
Moscow'’s significant interest in China’s position
document on political settlement [9].

Nikita Lyakhovetsky, head of the Moscow
branch of the «Direct Democracy Party», ob-
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served that President Xi's March 2023 visit to
Moscow coincided with certain international le-
gal developments concerning Russian President
Putin. He suggested this timing reflected China’s
rejection of attempts to isolate Russia diplomat-
ically, as demonstrated by the visit of the leader
of the world’s largest economy and UN Security
Council permanent member [10].

Vasily Kashin, Director of the Center for Com-
prehensive European and International Studies at
the National Research University Higher School of
Economics, noted China’s active diplomatic en-
gagement while maintaining positions compatible
with Russian interests. However, he suggested that
due to Kyiv's constraints on direct negotiations
with Moscow, opportunities for progress remain
limited. Kashin assessed that China would not as-
sume a mediator role like its facilitation of Saudi
Arabia-Iran normalization [11].

Carnegie Moscow Center analyst Alexan-
der Gabuev characterized the Eastern European
conflict as an accelerator of existing trends in
Chinese-Russian relations. Despite asymmetries
in economic size and technological capabilities,
the two countries maintain a mutually beneficial
symbiotic relationship. As the conflict potential-
ly weakens Russia’s economic and demographic
position, China’s relative weight in the partner-
ship increases, potentially accelerating Russia’s
dependence on China [11].

BBC Russian Service reported that while China
has not formally joined Western sanctions, many
Chinese companies have quietly observed the re-
strictions [2]. This strategic ambiguity allows Chi-
nese political and business leaders to navigate
the situation while minimizing negative econom-
ic impacts. China has experienced complications
in relations with its primary trading partners (EU
and US) since declining to condemn Russian mil-
itary actions, while energy market disruptions
have created financial difficulties for Western
consumers [2].

President Xi Jinping's March 2023 visit to Rus-
sia — his first state visit following his third election
as President — attracted significant international
attention during a critical phase of the Ukrainian
crisis. The three-day visit, conducted at the invita-
tion of President Putin, represented the first visit
by a top Chinese leader in over three years and
inaugurated the new Chinese government’s dip-
lomatic approach of «friendship, cooperation and
peace». President Xi expressed confidence that
the visit would yield productive outcomes and
invigorate the Chinese-Russian comprehensive
strategic partnership [9].

According to the Financial Times, EU Foreign
Policy Chief Josep Borrell suggested that the
Xi-Putin meeting reduced the likelihood of nucle-
ar weapons deployment. Borrell indicated that Xi
clearly communicated to Putin that nuclear weap-
ons should not be used in the Ukrainian conflict.
He noted that China has maintained a position of
qualified support toward Russia, refraining from
weapons transfers. Borrell also observed that the
Chinese leader sought to minimize association

with Russia’s military operations while criticizing
China and India for continuing energy purchases
despite sanctions. The EU has encouraged Chi-
na to initiate dialogue with Ukrainian President
Volodymyr Zelensky, insisting that Beijing consid-
er Ukrainian perspectives alongside Russian posi-
tions [13]. Western media subsequently reported
Xi's intention to speak with Zelensky following
the Putin meeting, though the Ukrainian Pres-
ident expressed skepticism regarding Chinese
peace initiatives while desiring direct communi-
cation with Xi [12].

China’s policy toward Eastern European ten-
sions in 2022 was shaped by deteriorating US-China
relations, Taiwan-related tensions, COVID-19 chal-
lenges, and internal political transitions surround-
ing the Communist Party Congress. Beijing's deci-
sion-making regarding Ukraine operated within a
broader geopolitical framework that accounted for
global developments and domestic considerations.

Despite controversial remarks by Chinese Am-
bassador to France Liu Shaye regarding Crimea’s
status in spring 2023 [14], China’s official position
has remained unchanged — emphasizing respect
for sovereignty of all countries, including former
Soviet republics. Foreign Ministry spokesperson
Mao Ning reaffirmed this stance, emphasizing
China's consistent position respecting sovereign-
ty, independence, and territorial integrity of all na-
tions while supporting UN Charter principles [15].

China does not officially recognize territori-
al changes in Eastern Europe, as confirmed by
Fu Cong, China's Ambassador to the European
Union, who clarified that China does not consider
Crimea and Donbass to be Russian territory and
does not provide military assistance to Russia
[16]. These statements confirm that despite indi-
vidual diplomatic comments, China maintains an
officially neutral position within the framework of
sovereignty and international norms.

China's position on Eastern European region-
al tensions reflects its foreign policy priorities of
non-interference and peaceful coexistence. While
not assuming an active interventionist role, China
advocates for political settlements through diplo-
matic channels while emphasizing the importance
of international law and territorial sovereignty.
China supports UN and OSCE conflict resolution
efforts while opposing unilateral sanctions. Simul-
taneously, Beijing maintains its commitment to
developing economic relations with all regional
actors, including both Ukraine and Russia.

The complex interplay of China’s diplomatic
positioning, economic interests, and great pow-
er relations continues to shape its approach to
Eastern European geopolitical dynamics, with
significant implications for regional stability and
international security architecture.

Regional Diplomatic Relations: Historical
Context and Contemporary Challenges

The ongoing situation between neighboring
states in Eastern Europe has significant long-
term implications for the involved parties and
the broader international community. Finding a
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diplomatic resolution to the complex tensions re-
mains challenging, though pathways to potential
settlement exist despite uncertainty around tim-
ing and likelihood.

Western perspectives characterize one party's
position as interventionist, citing support for sep-
aratist movements and military involvement [17].
The other perspective centers on concerns about
denazification, demilitarization, and alleged viola-
tions of the Minsk agreements, including claims
of civilian targeting in Donetsk and Lugansk re-
gions. This viewpoint also suggests Western me-
dia mischaracterizes the Crimean referendum,
where reportedly over 90% supported territorial
realignment [18]. Additionally, there are assertions
of double standards regarding American military
engagements in various regions that were official-
ly framed as democracy-protection measures [19].

Leadership advocating for a multipolar global
order has indicated that nations including India,
Indonesia, and various Latin American countries
are experiencing resurgence and strengthening
their positions. This represents an «objective
process of forming a multipolar world» where
sovereign equality is prioritized over hierarchical
relationships [20].

British journalist Mark Blacklock suggests that
geopolitical objectives disguised as humanitarian
assistance have led to hasty Western decisions
with significant human costs. He characterizes
Western governmental involvement as a form of
«proxy engagement» designed to diminish re-
gional influence, prioritizing geopolitical interests
over humanitarian concerns [21].

The internal dimensions of this situation re-
flect complex multilayered impacts on public
sentiment, governance structures, and economic
systems. Domestic consequences include political
transformation, societal division, and humanitari-
an challenges. The situation has catalyzed political
evolution, emerging leadership, and increasing so-
cial tensions. The ensuing instability has resulted
in considerable human suffering, including casual-
ties, displacement, and economic hardship.

One party's official stance denies direct in-
volvement, framing actions as protection for ethnic
populations. However, widely held analysis sug-
gests there may be strategic value in prolonged
regional engagement. While this approach poten-
tially preserves influence and regional leverage, it
carries substantial economic and diplomatic costs.

Regional Stabilization Efforts: Internation-
al Perspectives

The United States maintains active diplomat-
ic engagement regarding regional sovereignty
challenges in Eastern Europe. Since 2014, the U.S.
has expressed concerns about territorial chang-
es and supports local governance structures
through economic assistance and security coop-
eration programs. The United States advocates
for broader European integration of the region
and has committed to supporting democratic re-
forms and economic development initiatives in
affected territories.

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Similarly, the European Union emphasizes
respect for internationally recognized borders in
Eastern Europe. The EU has implemented various
policy measures in response to territorial dis-
putes and remains engaged in multilateral dip-
lomatic channels to promote regional stability.
The European Alliance continues its commitment
to reform processes and regional aspirations for
closer European integration.

In a notable analysis published in Foreign Af-
fairs, scholars Ivo Daadler and James Goldgeier
present a significant perspective on East-West
relations. They suggest that diplomatic tensions
may persist long-term, challenging convention-
al wisdom that all disagreements eventually
reach formal resolution. The authors propose
that current regional tensions could evolve into
prolonged low-intensity engagement without
definitive resolution. They observe that Western
countries have resource limitations affecting their
ability to provide comprehensive assistance, while
also being mindful of escalation risks. Simultane-
ously, they note that opposing regional powers
may face constraints in personnel and equip-
ment that limit operational effectiveness. Based
on these observations, Daadler and Goldgeier
recommend preparing for extended diplomatic
engagement and sustained economic support
for affected regions to maintain territorial integ-
rity. Their analysis underscores the complexity of
achieving regional stability and security [22].

Nobel laureate economist Paul Krugman char-
acterizes the situation as increasingly resembling
a prolonged test of endurance between regional
powers. However, he highlights significant asym-
metry in sustainability factors. Krugman suggests
that international backing provides advantages
to certain parties in long-term scenarios, poten-
tially influencing eventual outcomes [23].

In October 2023, international coordination
efforts intensified when former US President Joe
Biden convened leaders and foreign ministers
from allied nations including Canada, Germany, It-
aly, Japan, Poland, Romania, and the United King-
dom, along with French diplomatic representatives
and senior officials from European institutions and
NATO. Polish President Andrzej Duda confirmed
unanimous agreement on continued regional
support strategies. NATO Secretary General Jens
Stoltenberg reaffirmed alliance commitments to
long-term engagement [24]. While the US ap-
proved temporary budget measures to maintain
government operations, specialized regional as-
sistance funding faced procedural delays in Con-
gress, prompting administrative concerns about
timely implementation of support programs [25].

Joint communiqués from US-EU summits re-
garding Eastern European stability notably focus
on economic considerations rather than security
operations [26]. These statements emphasize po-
tential economic vulnerabilities requiring urgent
attention. The only reference to security matters
acknowledges the principle of self-defense while
reaffirming consistent policies on assistance. The
statements highlight cooperation between the US
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and EU to «protect, restore and modernize energy
infrastructure in line with EU standards» [26].

Brussels and Washington advocate for re-
specting internationally recognized boundaries
and addressing damages through appropriate
compensation mechanisms. Summit declarations
primarily concentrate on economic and humani-
tarian dimensions rather than operational securi-
ty matters [26].

Ukraine’s Diplomatic Position in the Ongo-
ing Regional Dispute

Ukraine has received substantial assistance
from Western nations following the commence-
ment of what Russia terms a «special military op-
eration» in February 2022. The parties hold con-
trasting perspectives on the situation’s causes:
Moscow attributes its actions to perceived West-
ern hostility, while Kyiv and its allies characterize
Russia’s motivations differently [27].

Following President Volodymyr Zelensky's
United States visit in late 2023, Ukraine’'s admin-
istration faced increased scrutiny in Western me-
dia. Ukrainian officials expressed concern about
articles discussing alliance tensions and sug-
gesting Western support fatigue. The Ukrainian
leader’'s UN General Assembly address generated
limited response. Some Western publications ap-
peared to be laying groundwork for encouraging
Kyiv toward negotiations that might involve ter-
ritorial considerations. Zelensky acknowledged
that concurrent events in the Middle East were
diverting international attention, potentially ad-
vancing what he perceived as Russian interests
by reducing Ukraine’s prominence in global dis-
course. Nevertheless, he expressed optimism
about regaining focus, citing previous periods
when Ukraine received minimal attention [28].

President Zelensky has consistently main-
tained that Ukraine is not currently interested in
negotiations and has denied assertions of West-
ern pressure. Ukraine’s stated objective remains
the restoration of all territories, including the
peninsula that changed administrative status in
2014, and the complete withdrawal of Russian
military presence [28].

Certain American officials have indicated that
discussions with Ukraine stemmed from Washing-
ton and European capitals’ concerns about the sit-
uation’s prolonged nature and questions regard-
ing sustained Western support capacity [29].

Zelensky has emphasized Ukraine's com-
mitment to territorial integrity and resistance to
using negotiations as leverage for NATO mem-
bership. He assured that Ukraine would neither
sacrifice territory nor accept arrangements that
could result in an unresolved situation [30].

NATO Secretary General Jens Stoltenberg
noted that current circumstances make immedi-
ate Ukrainian NATO membership impractical. He
highlighted governance concerns that require
addressing (Ukraine submitted its NATO member-
ship application in September 2022) [30]. Presi-
dent Zelensky maintained that NATO membership
represents the optimal security guarantee, while

Moscow expressed reservation about G7 security
assurances for Ukraine, viewing them as potential-
ly compromising Russian security interests.

Ukraine has stated it does not envision host-
ing foreign military contingents until achieving
NATO membership and confirmed no ongoing
discussions regarding Polish troop deployment
on Ukrainian soil [30].

Foreign Minister Dmytro Kuleba indicated
that Ukrainian diplomacy aims to counterbalance
Russia’s expanding influence by cultivating sup-
port across diverse regions including Eastern Eu-
rope, Africa, the Middle East, and China [31].

During communications with Chinese Presi-
dent Xi Jinping, President Zelensky noted China's
previous status as Ukraine's leading trade partner
and expressed appreciation for China's position
on sovereignty principles. He voiced concern re-
garding potential disruption to Black Sea agricul-
tural export routes, which had been significant
for Chinese grain imports. Zelensky emphasized
the importance of international pressure to main-
tain these shipping corridors and the inappropri-
ateness of weapons transfers to Russia from any
global actor [32].

The Ukrainian President proposed includ-
ing China and Global South nations in Ukraine's
proposed peace framework to create meaningful
political and economic isolation. He noted that
political isolation typically precipitates economic
and military constraints. Zelensky also referenced
China’s direct communication with Russia re-
garding nuclear rhetoric restraint. He highlighted
Ukraine's progress in implementing its peace ini-
tiative, including engagement with diverse coun-
tries, particularly from the Global South [33].

These statements demonstrate Ukraine’s pur-
suit of international cooperation regarding the
situation, especially concerning strategic Black
Sea export routes. Ukraine underscores the im-
portance of support from invested nations while
expressing concerns about potential arms trans-
fers to Russia.

Conclusion

The regional crisis in Eastern Europe represents
the most significant challenge to continental se-
curity in recent decades, evolving into a complex
military-political confrontation between compet-
ing power blocs that involves a collision of inter-
ests deemed vital by all participants, substantially
reducing prospects for diplomatic resolution. The
defending nation maintains its refusal to engage
in negotiations with the opposing power, rejecting
territorial adjustments while adhering exclusively
to its own proposed «peace framework», which
the other party views as dismissive of their core in-
terests. For the larger power, prolonging the situa-
tion offers considerable strategic advantages, and
despite multiple rounds of economic restrictions,
it continues to weather various losses.

Western powers expressed skepticism re-
garding mediation efforts from Asian diplomatic
channels and insisted on prioritizing the defend-
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ing nation’s position, although renowned inter-
national relations expert G. Kissinger suggested
that participation from major Eastern powers in
negotiation processes could provide the opti-
mal path toward de-escalation [34]. The larger
regional power endorsed these diplomatic ini-
tiatives, considering them aligned with their own
approaches and potentially forming a foundation
for peace discussions when other parties demon-
strate readiness for dialogue.

International economic measures have in-
creased the larger power’'s dependency on its
eastern neighbor, providing it access to energy
markets while redirecting strategic attention from
competing global powers. However, for this east-
ern partner, an indefinite continuation of hostil-
ities remains problematic, as it seeks improved
relations with European nations, enhanced trade
opportunities, and avoidance of confrontation
with Western powers. Supporting its neighbor in
this regional dispute undermines these broader
strategic objectives.

This situation has precipitated the most ex-
tensive geopolitical standoff between competing
power centers since the conclusion of the previous
century’s ideological division. The contested terri-
tory has become an arena where interests of multi-
ple powers intersect, transforming what began as a
localized crisis into a matter of regional and global
significance. The persistent confrontation has re-
sulted in substantial casualties and widespread in-
frastructure damage. It has also generated the most
severe diplomatic crisis between competing power
blocs since the nuclear standoff of the 1960s.

Under current conditions of military and po-
litical antagonism, negotiations may conclude
with either a temporary suspension of hostilities
or superficial agreements, which might appeal to
disadvantaged parties seeking opportunities to
regroup. Proposing effective conflict resolution
models proves challenging, as successful reso-
lution fundamentally requires genuine willing-
ness from all parties to engage constructively.
The territorial acquisitions provide economic and
strategic advantages to the larger power, includ-
ing maritime control and resource access. These
benefits reduce incentives for conflict resolution,
as continuation serves certain strategic interests.

Addressing such complex situations neces-
sitates collaborative efforts among international
stakeholders, as outcomes significantly impact
security and stability across both regional and
global contexts.

The Linguistic Worldview of Religion in Akan Seri's Poem «Patience is Pure Gold»: Theolinguistic Analysis

Abstract. This article addresses topics reflecting the linguistic image of religion in the Kazakh language. The
subject of the study is a theolinguistic analysis of Akan Sery's poem «Patience is the Key to Golden Success».
This poem is regarded as an important literary work that reflects Islamic values within a historical and cultural
framework. It links pivotal events from Islamic history, including examples of prophets and other religious figures
who championed the faith, to the life of Nauan Hazret. This connection vividly demonstrates his spiritual elevation.
Akan's use of hagionyms such as Muhammad, Ibrahim, and Musa alongside religious anthroponyms like Pharaoh,
Nimrod, Abu Bakr, Umar, Uthman, Ali, Fatima, Rakhima, and Abu Hanifa through philological methods such as
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polarization, didactic techniques, ideological integrity, conflict, antithesis, and allusion in general text analysis
reveals his mastery as a poet. Through this, he effectively conveys the religious worldview of the Kazakh people. A
linguistic and Islamic analysis was conducted on the use of religious concepts in Kazakh literature, including terms
like Friend of God, two worlds, patience, intercession, curse, Rasulullah, and ummah. The study aimed to determine
the Kazakh people's religious beliefs by demonstrating the place of canonical texts or sacred literature such as
the Quran and Sunnah in Kazakh poetry and literary works. The article highlights the importance of studying the
linguistic image of the Kazakh religious worldview. By referencing Quranic verses and hadiths to illustrate the role
of patience in the lives of religious figures and its spiritual significance, an attempt was made to comprehend the
fate of Nauan Hazret within a historical and religious context.

Introduction

The process of social change that we have ex-
perienced with the development of science and
technology has become a widespread phenome-
non along with the social consciousness that has
developed from the past to the present. The ad-
ditional tools that have appeared together with
the technique, which are reflected in all spheres
of public life, always interact with all the structures
that make up society. This society and technologi-
cal interaction, which took place at different times
in history, spread widely with the advent of the
artificial intelligence concept and took on a com-
pletely different dimension. Artificial intelligence
technologies, one of the most important discov-
eries in human history, have formed a new global
vision for people, from engineering to medical sci-
ence, from economics to media, from sports to art,
from transport to communications, from culture to
politics. Undoubtedly, many will be interested in
how this new worldview, represented by artificial
intelligence technologies, affects religion, one of
the most important institutions of the traditional
social structure. While artificial intelligence is seen
by some as a threat to religions, the opportunities
it offers can generate positive opinion when func-
tionally used in religious services. In this sense, it
is necessary to study the relationship between ar-
tificial intelligence and the religious attitudes and
behavior of people.

Religion communicates with people through
its symbols and customs within the context of
the period in which it lives, and is an important
phenomenon that affects the general social and
psychological development and change of peo-
ple. Religious attitude, on the other hand, is a
way of defining a person’s feelings, thoughts,
and behavior in relation to religion as positive or
negative. The development of systems that allow
the use of artificial intelligence technologies in
the religious sphere (religious guidance, issuing
fatwas, etc.) may affect the religious views of indi-
viduals, as well as the religious structure of socie-
ty. It is not surprising that systems such as “inter-
preters, fatwa servers, advisors, virtual instructors,
mobile booths” will soon develop, serving society
in religious matters through artificial intelligence.

The 21st century can be defined as an era of
transformation, where technological develop-
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ments have profoundly affected social dynamics.
Artificial intelligence technologies, while bring-
ing about radical changes in almost all areas of
human life, have raised new questions about the
perception of the individual and social roles. In
this context, religious identity has emerged as
an important element that shapes not only the
beliefs of individuals, but also their social and
cultural connections. The impact of artificial intel-
ligence on religious identity is a topic of debate
at both the theoretical and practical levels. This
area of influence, which ranges from the digitali-
zation of faith practices to the redefinition of the
religious leaders' roles, requires a multidimen-
sional approach to the relationship between re-
ligion and technology. For example, Al-powered
worship applications, the creation of religious
groups in digital environments, and ethical de-
bates are some of the current manifestations of
this relationship. This article aims to analyze the
intersection of religion and technology in con-
temporary societies by examining the impact of
artificial intelligence technologies on religious
identity. It also aims to provide an interdiscipli-
nary perspective to understand the changes that
artificial intelligence is causing in religious beliefs
and practices. From this perspective, our research
examines various aspects of the topic, both with a
theoretical framework and case studies.

The research topic on the religious identity
transformation in the era of artificial intelligence
and digitalization is becoming a relevant issue in
the context of the rapid technologies' develop-
ment that are becoming an integral part of every-
day life. Artificial intelligence is actively used in
education, medicine, economics and other areas,
but its impact on the sphere of spirituality and re-
ligious identity has not been sufficiently studied
yet. However, digitalization and technology are
transforming traditional forms by creating new
forms of religious knowledge and religious prac-
tice. The purpose of our study is to analyze the im-
pact of artificial intelligence and digitalization on
the formation and change of the religious identity
of an individual in modern society. To achieve this
goal, the following tasks were set: to analyze the
role of artificial intelligence in changing traditional
religious practices and perceptions of spirituality,
and to identify the potential risks of artificial intel-
ligence merging with the religious sphere.
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Methodology

This study adopted a qualitative research meth-
od to analyze the relationship between artificial in-
telligence and religious identity. Due to the nature
of the subject, an approach that includes sociolog-
ical and philosophical dimensions was adopted to
understand the impact of artificial intelligence on
religious identity and an interdisciplinary approach
was followed. A literature review method was used
in the data collection process that formed the ba-
sis of the study. In this context, academic articles,
books, reports, and current research published in
international scientific databases dealing with the
issues of artificial intelligence and religious iden-
tity were reviewed. A comprehensive framework
on the impact of artificial intelligence on religious
identity was developed, especially based on data
from academic sources indexed in Web of Science,
Scopus, and Google Scholar and provided by the
Committee for Quality Assurance in Science and
Higher Education of the Ministry of Science and
Higher Education of the Republic of Kazakhstan.

The study examined the interaction between ar-
tificial intelligence and religious identity in detail us-
ing the conceptual analysis method. In the process
of conceptual analysis, the definition of religious
identity and the transformative potential of artificial
intelligence for this identity were studied within a
theoretical framework. In addition, using the quali-
tative content analysis method, the main themes in
academic research, articles and reports on this topic
were identified, and the main trends explaining the
impact of artificial intelligence on religious identi-
ty were identified. The methodological framework
used in the study aimed to address the impact of
artificial intelligence on religious identity in histor-
ical, social and ethical dimensions. In order to bet-
ter understand the impact of artificial intelligence
on religious identity, an interdisciplinary approach
was adopted, combining research in the fields of
sociology of religion, ethics and technology. Thus,
the aim was to provide a comprehensive analysis of
how artificial intelligence creates transformation in
the context of religious identity.

Main part

Religious Identity and Artificial Intelli-
gence: Changes in Society

Currently, there is a rapid development of
digital technologies, which pose many questions
for humanity. One of these questions is the hu-
man identity formation, including the formation
of religious identity in the context of digitalization.
According to Russian researchers such as A.V. Ko-
neva and A.A. Lisenkova, who study the impact of
digitalization on the individual, today, using mod-
ern digital technologies, “a person, on the one
hand, forms his identity, and on the other hand,
digital technologies themselves provide new op-
portunities and means of self-realization in social
and virtual space” [1, p. 14].

Artificial intelligence is developing at an ex-
traordinary pace and is beginning to play a major

role in many areas of human activity, such as pro-
duction and medicine, the financial sector, culture
and science. Among them, we see that artificial in-
telligence is also beginning to affect the religious
sphere. According to world scientists, two different
futures await religion and believers: either the grad-
ual «technologicalization» of religions will occur, or
a new «global digital religion» will be created based
on the worship of artificial intelligence, which will
eventually be able to replace traditional religions.

Also, artificial intelligence began to actively in-
fluence the formation of religious identity of society
at the beginning of the 21 century. Thus, in our
opinion, artificial intelligence, in addition to being
a useful addition to the traditional factors of per-
sonality formation and spiritual and moral educa-
tion, a person gradually begins to interact only with
artificial intelligence in order to find an answer to
the main question of his life “Who am 1?", to solve
his spiritual problems and to gain his own knowl-
edge. At this time, he displaces the society of man-
kind and such traditional factors of self-formation
as family, education, people, history, culture (love,
faith, hope). Such changes can worry modern re-
searchers in the field of identity formation. There-
fore, many modern researchers are faced with the
question “How does artificial intelligence under-
stand the concept of “religious identity?” What is
the role of artificial intelligence in the formation of a
person's religious identity in the 21t century?

Before we begin our study, it would be useful
first to define the word identity. The word identity
(Latin Identificare — to identify, to assimilate) in
the dictionary of sociolinguistic terms is “the indi-
vidual's identification with various social groups
and communities (ethnic, demographic, religious,
political, professional, etc.)” [2, p. 72]. Identity in-
cludes such aspects as personal, social, cultur-
al, ethnic, national and religious characteristics.
Identity is also formed under the influence of the
environment, history, education and experience,
and personal views. Thanks to identity, a person
can correctly answer the question “Who am I?”

In the 1950s, the American sociologist Erik
Erikson described the term “identity” in detail in
his work “ldentity: Adolescence and Crisis” and
was able to introduce it into scientific circulation.
According to E. Erikson, “ldentity is the socialized
part of our "I [3, p. 12].

According to the American researcher, identi-
ty is a dynamic and evolving aspect of life that can
change over time and as a result of new life experi-
ences. Erikson argued that the formation of identity
is a complex process that continues throughout life.

There are many types of identity. The main
types of identity are national, territorial, regional,
professional, religious and ethnic. We will try to
cover the topic of our article, religious identity, in
a multifaceted way. In scientific sources, religious
identity is defined as “a form of self-identification
based on belonging to a religion, understanding
one’s beliefs and identifying oneself with a certain
model.” There are those who associate religious
identity with religiosity. Unlike the concept of relig-
iosity, religious identity describes a person'’s iden-
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tification with group values, rather than feelings.
Religious identity includes not only formal mem-
bership in a particular religion, but also personal
beliefs, behavior, customs and practices. It can be
based on personal experience, religious beliefs or
cultural traditions, passed down from generation
to generation. Religious identity can affect a per-
son to a certain extent, determining his worldview,
moral principles and attitude to society as a whole.

Domestic scientists M. O. Nassimov and G. O.
Nassimova interpret religious identity as a complex,
multifaceted concept and category that requires
in-depth study by scientists of various fields. It also
stated that religious identity involves the way indi-
viduals and communities understand, practice, and
express their religious beliefs and views. The study
of this term is important for understanding social
phenomena such as political behavior and inter-
group relations, cultural integration and individual
psychological well-being etc., and conveys that the
study of this has gained momentum in the country
over the past few decades [4, p. 4].

Among Kazakhstani researchers, A.D. Tastan-
bekova and O.H. Aimaganbetova noted that reli-
gious identity is especially strengthened in histori-
cal periods of uncertainty, characterized by the rise
of religious fundamentalism. In this case, religious
identity helps to overcome the state of hopeless-
ness and uncertainty about the future, ensuring
the integrity of one’s self-knowledge. While reli-
gious identity, used as a means of exercising polit-
ical interests, can lead to the clash of representa-
tives of different cultures, religious identity, which
is superior to political interests, can contribute to
harmony between civilizations [5, p. 67].

We have already mentioned that religious
identity interacts with all spheres of society.
Among Kazakhstani scientists, G. Abdiraimova
and A. Saimasaeva in the section “Identity and
religion” of their study, refer to many world sci-
entists and convey the words of the domestic
scientists Zh.D. Kabidenova and Sh.S. Rysbekova,
who said that religious identity was an integral
part of social identity and an important category
of social and humanitarian sciences [6, p. 9].

In the history of mankind, there were four
main types of industrial revolutions [7]. The first
industrial revolution in 1765 was related to coal,
the second revolution in 1870 to gas, the third
revolution from 1969 to electronics and nuclear
power, and the fourth revolution in 2000 to the
internet and renewed energy. In addition to these
four industrial revolutions as we know them, a
fifth was also carried out. Starting around 2021
it was based on the deepening of integration be-
tween "homo sapiens” and technology [8].

Changes and challenges in the era of dig-
italization

In recent years, many changes have taken
place that can be considered within the frame-
work of digitalization. In addition to the internet
and computer technology, which are used as in-
formation access services, we can also talk about
technologies that process information, generate
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new information and ideas and even perform ac-
tivities similar to the human mind (reading, ex-
plaining, solving problems, seeing, perceiving,
etc.). It is generally known to mankind that this
new phenomenon, called artificial intelligence,
will bring significant changes to human life. The
first conceptualization of artificial intelligence
as a field of study, established as a result of the
computer science development and efforts to
create systems that mimic human intelligence,
was made by John McCarthy at Dartmouth Col-
lege in New Hampshire, USA, founded in 1769.
This event, assembled in 1956 and known as The
Dartmouth Conference, was a long-term seminar
that lasted almost two months with the participa-
tion of researchers from various fields [9, p. 87].

The goal of the first studies carried out within
the framework of artificial intelligence is to devel-
op a machine that can think like a person and even
have human qualities. Initially carried out with the
aim of creating an artificial brain, however, since it
did not achieve the expected results, it was instead
focused on the expansion of intelligent programs
with the development of computer science. Ap-
proximately, the next stage of work in this process,
corresponding to the 1980s and 2000s, was the ef-
fort to produce programs, intelligent systems that
act like a person [10, p. 101-102].

While there is growing interest in artificial in-
telligence technology in the literature, like many
emerging technologies, there is no common defi-
nition of artificial intelligence. However, there are
definitions that indicate its main features. Consid-
ered from this point of view, artificial intelligence
is a system with the ability to interpret data, learn
from data and use these abilities within specific
purposes [11, p. 1]. According to a similar defini-
tion, it can be considered as a computer system
that reproduces human knowledge using data
that is accessed in different ways [12, p. 145.]. In
addition, the literature lists such concepts as ma-
chine learning, natural language processing, and
deep learning as the main components of artifi-
cial intelligence [13, p. 29].

The number of researches focused on artificial
intelligence is growing day by day in many areas.
Among them is the field of theology (religious stud-
ies). The main concerns regarding the interaction of
artificial intelligence with the field of religion can
be expressed as an ethical, moral dimension, a di-
mension of how artificial intelligence is interpreted
by humans and its use in education and research
activities in the field of religion, because it is known
that various studies have been done in the literature
related to artificial intelligence and religion. Since
the 1650s, when the concept of artificial intelligence
first came into use, there have been many studies
focused on artificial intelligence and religion. It can
be said that by the end of 2024, 739 scientific pub-
lications in the Web of Science (WoS) system, which
is an important academic indicator, are devoted to
the topic of artificial intelligence and religion. If we
are guided by this information, we will witness the
accumulation of some information on the topic of
artificial intelligence and religion.
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It should be noted that at a time when the
concepts of artificial intelligence and religion
were intertwined, there was also a threat that
the former would distort religious understanding
and reduce the role of teachers. Research shows
that addiction to artificial intelligence is leading
to the loss of creativity in learners and changes
in the traditional dynamics between teacher and
students [14, p. 29]. In addition, the use of artifi-
cial intelligence in Islamic Religious Education re-
quires care to ensure that ethical and traditional
values are maintained while adapting to techno-
logical advances [15, p. 10-18].

We have already noted that digitalization and
artificial intelligence are the most powerful transfor-
mation tools of our time. In addition to generating
large-scale effects on people, from their social roles
to their cultural affiliation, these technologies also
lead to fundamental changes in the perception of
religious identity. Since religious identity is a struc-
ture formed by people’s belief systems, values, and
social connections, the impact of digitalization in
this area is deeply felt. It is clear that applications
that work with artificial intelligence can make re-
ligious practices more accessible and personal
development as well. For example, prayer guides,
Quranic translations, or applications with artificial
intelligence service that remind you of prayers of-
fered on digital platforms can add a new dimension
to people’s religious lives and strengthen their reli-
gious identity. However, while these technologies
simplify the religious customs of individuals, they
can also run the risk of replacing community-ori-
ented worship with private practices.

In the era of digitalization, religious identity has
gone beyond physical boundaries and become
global. While online religious groups, communi-
ties bring together different geographical person-
alities, new digital personalities are emerging that
cast doubt on the authority of traditional religious
leaders. In the age of digitalization and artificial in-
telligence, the protection of religious identity and
the use of these technologies in a way that respects
freedom of faith will play a key role in ensuring
peace and harmony in future societies. Therefore,
changing religious identity needs to be considered
not only as a technological issue, but also from a
social, cultural and ethical point of view.

Conclusion

The development of artificial intelligence tech-
nologies has led to significant changes not only in
the field of science and technology, but also in the
social structure, cultural values and the concept of
identity. Religious identity is considered one of the
most sensitive and multifaceted themes of the im-
pact of these changes. The analysis and examples
considered in the article show that the influence
of artificial intelligence on religious identity causes
significant changes not only in the practice of indi-
vidual beliefs, but also in collective religious associ-
ations and public relations. Worship apps powered
by artificial intelligence, the formation of digital re-
ligious groups, and the use of artificial intelligence

for leading roles are reshaping the future of reli-
gious life. Nevertheless, this technological transfor-
mation brings some ethical and practical problems.
The ability of artificial intelligence algorithms to in-
terpret religious texts or give fatwas can generate
debate among religious groups. The digitization of
religious information and its processing by artificial
intelligence may also raise doubts about the role of
religious leadership. Not only that, the impact on
religious identity differences arise between people
in terms of the experience of faith and the concept
of identity. In this context, it is necessary to address
the relationship between artificial intelligence and
religious identity in a multi-level way.

While technological advances have the ability
to facilitate and shape people’s religious life as a
person, on the other hand, they also carry the risk
of reducing religious values to algorithmic pro-
cesses. The management of these risks and the
use of artificial intelligence technologies in a hu-
man-centered way are critical to public consent.

In conclusion, the interaction of artificial in-
set and religious identity has become one of the
most complex and important problems facing
modern societies. This interaction requires a re-
thinking of not only technological innovations,
but also ethical, social and cultural values. That is
why future interdisciplinary research in this area
will contribute both to a deeper understanding
of the impact of artificial intelligence on religious
identity and to guide these processes within the
framework of public peace and harmony.

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Introduction

Worship, ibadat (“supplication”, “worship”
in Arabic) mean worship of God, a system of re-
ligious duties. In the Kazakh language, the word
“qulshylyq” is used as an alternative to this term.
Any religion has its own types of worship. Man
can perform worship both in person and together
with the crowd. In accordance with the beliefs and
peculiarities of people’s way of life, special plac-
es - temples - were built, places of sacrifice were
erected. The types of worship changed depending
on the conditions of time and customs of people.
In Islam, ibadat is the worship of one Allah.

The dictionary meaning of the concept of wor-
ship is “Following the orders of God, feeling of re-
spect for God, worship, servitude.” The encyclope-
dia entitled “Islam” gives the following definition
of the term "“ibadat” “Ibadat is the worship of God
and supernatural forces. According to the belief,
each thing has a specific owner, they have a cer-
tain form like a person, they also have anger, intel-
ligence, feelings, etc. It was understood that if they
are pleased, they will be merciful, if they are angry,
they will incur their wrath. From this, supplication
and prayer to the owner of the forces of nature,
supernatural forces were born. Cosmogonic con-
cepts about the sun, moon, sky, stars were formed.
It was believed that life existed not only on the sur-
face of the earth, but also under it and in the sky. It
was believed that by applauding, praising, praying,
and supplicating to the owners of various natural
phenomena, professions, livestock, and animals,
and by reciting special prayers that were consid-
ered to have magical powers, one could appease
them, make them kind, and turn away their anger.
Such worship was gradually carried out in a large,
organized manner. Special places for such ritu-
als were temples (mosques, churches, cathedrals,
synagogues, quthana, etc.) where sacrifices were
made. In very ancient times, humans were also sac-
rificed. The tradition of human sacrifice gradually
destroyed, and animals were used instead [1, p. 36].

The contribution of rituals to the adoption of
religion and transformation of a person into his
own way of life is very large. Regardless of which
religion (world or local) a person adheres to; he
consistently applies certain norms of behavior in
his life in accordance with his religious beliefs. Sci-
entists have expressed different views on the ori-
gin of the main psychological process that leads
him to such actions. One of these theses is Erich
Fromm'’s statement “the need to be attached to
an omnipotent being.” According to this, a person
adheres to a religion in order to bring meaning to
life, to realize dreams, desires and wishes. This is
also the main reason why religion has become a
common phenomenon for humanity. This feeling
of need, which arises from the depths of the soul,
leads to the worship of animals, trees, various idols,
God, as well as nationality, money, party, success,
etc. [2, p. 34-35]. As a result, a being to whom the
person worships or a set of actions performed de-
pending on the situation, which can be described
as rituals or ceremonies, appear. From this, it is

clear that people perform religious rituals, adapt
their behavior and lifestyle to a spiritual basis. Al-
though there are scholars who oppose Fromm's
definition of religion and worship, in general, it is
not possible to refute his judgments [3, p. 181]. As
he says, the basis of need is clearly the motifs of
various psychological factors.

Scientific research methodology

Since the article is aimed at identifying the
symbolic nature of worship in the worldview of
the Kazakh people and its psychological functions,
analyzing their place in spiritual, cultural and so-
cial life, we can mention the theoretical method as
the research methodology of this scientific work.
Through the theoretical method, scientific works
related to the worship and symbolic system were
reviewed and historical and comparative analyses
were applied. To further develop the work, the ob-
servation method was used. It helped to observe
traditional and modern worship rituals in their
natural environment and study their symbolic
meaning. As the theoretical and methodological
basis of the study, a review of classical and modern
philosophical and cultural works of E. Durkheim, K.
Jung, M. Eliade, A. Margulan and research on the
worldview and religious and cultural anthropology
of the Kazakh people were carried out.

Main part

Psychological function and symbolic ex-
pression of worship

Why does a person worship? Why does he
need it? In order to objectively give a scientific
answer to this question, it is necessary to analyze
the motifs underlying worship and the actions of
a religious person from a psychological perspec-
tive. A person has a huge number of needs, which
are usually divided into two categories: materi-
al and spiritual needs. Material needs are sim-
ple and obvious, while spiritual needs are much
more complex, subjective and difficult to define
precisely. From a religious point of view, worship
is a means of satisfying a person's spiritual needs
and wants. For this purpose, worship occupies
an important place in all religions and belief sys-
tems. Worship mainly affects the consciousness,
behavior, inner world of a person, opening the
way for him to establish a connection with the su-
preme Almighty, that is, with God. Certainly, this
is most often carried out through symbols, that
is, in such a way that the essence of each action
during worship is of a transcendent nature. This is
because the absolute purpose of man transcends
the world and is connected to the mystical world.
Therefore, it cannot be interpreted within the lim-
its of the world. Since the essence of God resides
in a transcendental world, the path connecting to
it is covered with various symbols [4, p. 28].

The worship of a believer, done whether in the
form of the holy books, according to traditional
understanding, beliefs or independently, requires
the participation of body parts and feelings and
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moods. In this regard, it is known that there are
two different approaches to determining the es-
sence of worship. The first is a description made
based on the types of worship that have certain
external forms. Worships performed paying at-
tention to the manner and time of execution in
everyday life are reflected in the form of prayer,
fasting, pilgrimage, supplication, zakat, sacrifice,
etc. in Islam, baptizing in Christianity and reading
the Torah in front of the “Mourning Wall” in Juda-
ism. The second approach relies on the definition
that "Worship is words and actions that express
servitude and dependence on Allah, religious
rituals that performed to get closer to Him" and
focuses on the impact of worship on feelings and
thoughts, behavior [3, p. 183].

From a psychological point of view, any phys-
ical action can influence on the inner feelings and
emotions of a person. This is evidenced by the
body movements that take place during worship
in various religions. For example, shaking the
head during prayer in Judaism; movements car-
ried out in church worship rituals in Christianity,
various body poses during meditation in Bud-
dhism, swinging the body in tasawwuf, turning
or shaking the head during dhikr in Islam. The
purpose of these movements is to deepen the
spiritual world of a person and strengthen the in-
fluence of religious experience on him [5, p. 143].
Especially in order to fully understand the practi-
cal activities in tasawwuf, it is necessary to have
sufficient knowledge regarding religious symbols
and their functions [6, p. 29].

The religious experience that an individual
believes in and subjectively experiences in the
depths of his heart, within the framework of his
thoughts and feelings, is expressed in the form of
action. This phenomenon, which is reflected from
the inner world of the soul to the outside, is con-
sidered a manifestation of worship. In a state of
worship at every moment of his life, man is ready
for the divine command. This becomes a religious
way of life once it is repeated on a regular basis.

The main function of any act of worship in
Islam is to establish a strong and permanent
connection between a person and Allah. Every
act of worship demonstrates a person’s obedi-
ence, submission, respect and gratitude to Al-
lah. Prayer and fasting, pilgrimage, giving zakat
and sacrifice lead to a deep spiritual connection
with Allah. According to Sufi teachings, when a
person often remembers and dhikr Allah, the
fire of love for Him ignites in his heart. Through
prayer, supplication and seeking forgiveness, he
struggles with his own lust and tries to get rid
of his bad qualities. That is, in order to achieve
the character of a “perfect person”, it is very im-
portant to perform worship sincerely, completely
and willingly. This allows one to achieve the state
of "khuzur” and “khushu”, that is, spiritual peace,
which is often mentioned in religion. In addition,
continuous worship also has a positive effect on
the personal development of an individual. Re-
ligion encourages a person to acquire a certain
level of behavior and to form an ideal personality

model. Therefore, religious people are likely to
have similar character traits. Worship also con-
tributes greatly to establishing the habit of us-
ing time effectively and correctly as it is carried
out according to a time system related to daily
or certain times of the year. The importance of
worship in increasing a person’s social responsi-
bility is explained by the fact that in his heart he
feels that he is always in the sight of God. This
quality helps a person strive to do good deeds
and avoid bad habits. Psychologists recognize
that worship also plays a large role in the de-
velopment of the qualities of honesty, firmness
and perseverance in a person. But for this, the
combination of true intention and action must
be in the first place. Because where there is no
true intention, actions performed become empty
external actions. Such worship has no effect on
a person's spiritual development, the enrichment
of his inner world, the purification of his heart,
the correction of behavior and the improvement
of actions. On the contrary, it can lead to the de-
velopment of negative habits such as arrogance,
conceit, jealousy and envy. A person’s expression
of gratitude for the blessings bestowed by Allah,
that is, his sincere gratitude, is also reflected in
worship [7, p. 151]. The Quran and hadiths often
state that as the gratitude of a Muslim person
to Allah increases, so does his prosperity. The
main essence of gratitude is closely intertwined
with worship. In the works of the Islamic Scholar
Imam Maturidi, “Gratitude includes the meaning
of expressing a person’s respect for the Creator,
being content with joyful events and situations,
and being grateful for goodness” [8, p. 166]. In
his opinion, “True gratitude should be expressed
with the tongue (kalaman), the body (figlan), and
the heart (qalban)” [9, p. 102]. Every act of wor-
ship in Islam has its own wisdom and essence.
Based on the Quran and Sunnabh, Islamic scholars
have argued that a person should not just per-
form worship, but should know and understand
its essence. If a person does not understand the
essence and spiritual benefits of worship, then
his prayers, fasting, pilgrimage and zakat, as well
as his prayers and supplications, will have no ef-
fect on his heart and soul. The participation of all
parts of a person’s body in worship is a process
that includes the actions and feelings of “obedi-
ence and praise” in a person’s tongue, “witness-
ing and loving” in his heart, and “submission and
bowing” in his head, chest, arms, waist and legs.
According to James-Lange theory of the
American scientist, founder of the field of psy-
chology of religion William James and the Danish
physiologist Lange, the movements and physio-
logical reactions of the body's organs play a ma-
jor role in the formation of human emotions. That
is, the idea that a person cries because he is sad,
trembles because he is afraid. According to the
main principle of this theory, we first perform a
bodily action, and then we feel the emotion. That
is, a person does not tremble because he is afraid
of something, on the contrary, when he trembles,
he feels fear. For example, if a person wants to
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feel happy, he should first smile. If he wants to
create a feeling of fear, he should behave accord-
ingly [10, p. 159-160].

This theory has been used by some psycho-
logical scientists to clarify the essence of move-
ment during religious worship. Movements during
prayer (giyam (standing upright), ruku (bowing),
sajde (prostration)) evoke certain emotions in a
person. For example, prostration increases a sense
of humility and complete submission to Allah.
Bowing increases person's inner peace and helps
him to be calm. Standing upright strengthens per-
son’s will and helps him feel confident.

Scientific studies have shown that during
worship, brain activity changes. During prayer,
the prefrontal cortex of the brain (the anterior re-
gion that makes important decisions) is most ac-
tive. Spiritual experiences excite parts of the brain
that are involved in emotional processing (limbic
system, hypothalamus) [11, p. 242]. During pros-
tration, blood circulation in the brain increases,
and it enters a calm, relaxed state.

According to Islamic scholars, every movement
performed during prayer has a symbolic meaning
and penetrates deeply into the inner world of a
person. 1) Qiyam (standing upright). The begin-
ning of prayer begins with standing upright. It
means standing before Allah, submitting to Him
and showing respect. The posture of the body
when standing on the giyam leads to person’s
self-confidence and maintaining the qualities of
stability and firmness. 2) Ruku (bowing). This ac-
tion means worships and obedience. Bending the
body from the waist down helps person feel hum-
ble and free from arrogance and egoism. Psycho-
logically, this reduces false pride and awakens a
sense of patience and composure. 3) prostration
(touching the forehead to the ground) implies that
a person should keep himself in the lowest state of
being in the presence of Allah, completely surren-
dering to the will of the Creator. During prostra-
tion, blood circulation in the body improves and
more blood goes to the brain. And this opens the
way for a person to calm down and bring spiritual
pleasure. Psychologically, prostration realizes that
a person entrusts the solution of all his worries to
Allah, completely submits to Him, and reaches a
state of inner peace. 4) Prayer, supplication, and
salavat (salutations) constitute the final stage of
establishing a connection with Allah. This awakens
feelings such as goodness, mercy, kindness and
love in a person [12, p. 377].

All these movements together cause psycho-
logical and physiological changes in the person.
These changes contribute to the strengthening
of religious experience and the achievement of
inner balance. The positive impact of religious
practice on health has been proven by scientif-
ic research [13, p. 125]. These effects can be de-
scribed as follows:

1) Stress reduction. People who regularly
worship have lower levels of cortisol (stress hor-
mone). Repetitive movements and actions during
worship (sajda, ruku) have the effect of medita-
tion, contemplation and concentration.
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2) Improvement of brain function. During
worship, the prefrontal cortex (decision-making,
self-control) becomes more active. It also in-
creases attention and memory and strengthens
memory function.

3) It has a positive effect on the cardiovascular
system. The actions of kneeling, bowing, prostra-
tion, fasting and pilgrimage during prayer relax
the body’s muscles, improve blood circulation
and cause toxins to be released from the body.
These help prevent cardiovascular diseases.

4) It provides emotional stability. Worship
helps a person to be patient and overcome diffi-
culties. Studies have shown that people who wor-
ship with sincerity have lower levels of depression
and anxiety [14, p. 33].

Various scientific studies conducted by
world-renowned psychologists and theologians
have shown that prayer has many physiological
and psychological benefits for humans. Mental
health, freedom from stress, depression, and neu-
rosis, and freedom from any material and spiritual
problems are more evident in people who under-
stand the essence of prayer and truly fulfil it.

Spiritual and psychological essence of wor-
ship from the perspective of Kazakh thinkers

In the Kazakh worldview, worship consists of
acts of religious significance performed exclusively
for one God to achieve His satisfaction, establish-
ing qualities of gratitude, loyalty, contentment,
etc. in a person and aiming to convey person's in-
ner intention, thoughts and feelings. Since the Ka-
zakh Muslim consciousness was formed through
the teachings of Hanafi, Maturidi and Yasawi, the
main focus of Kazakh religious culture is to delve
into the essence of worship, assess its potential for
eliminating negative traits in a person, and glori-
fy its role in achieving perfection. Traditions, cus-
toms, religious rituals and the heritage of thinking
scholars that form the basis of the Kazakh world-
view are a measure and indicator of common
consciousness and knowledge, worldview and
mentality. Currently, the essence of customs and
traditions, and rituals widely used among the Ka-
zakhs is only the concepts of tawheed, uluhiyyat
and sincere intention. People, who firmly hold on
to customs and rituals, who have been able to
delicately combine them with the foundations of
worship, adhere to religion as a source of con-
science and morality. “Any tradition with a divine
origin had a single origin at the beginning, and
later, as people’s demands and desires increased,
it was divided into many different branches in its
external nature, without departing from its original
meaning” [15, p. 129]. If the purpose of customs,
rituals, and forms of worship is to instill in peo-
ple such qualities as wisdom, justice, contentment,
gratitude, courage, and strength, then the content
of the Kazakh worldview is a complete reflection
of these requirements. Starting from the thinkers
common to the Turkic peoples such as Zhusup
Balasagun, Akhmet Yugineki, and Khoja Akhmet
Yassawi, the issue of worship is also widely dis-
cussed in the works of Kazakh poets and zhyraus
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such as Asan Kaigy, Bukhar Zhyrau, Abyl Tileuly,
Nurym Shyrshygulyuly, Abai Kunanbayuly, Shaka-
rim Kudaiberdiyuly, Mailykozha Sultankozhauly
and Mashhur Zhusup Kopeyuly. In the heritage
of these thinkers, along with the didactic content,
the reasoning about worship is intertwined in an
axiological, hermeneutic nature, trying to under-
stand its essence and meaning. "According to Is-
lamic philosophy, man is created as a being with
his own purpose, duties, responsibility and free-
dom. Therefore, there is a purpose in the creation
of man. Yassawi explains this problem by saying,
“You and we were created by the Truth to tagat
(ibadat).” The concept of “tagat” means “true ser-
vitude”. That is, the purpose of human creation is
servitude. Servitude only makes sense when it is
done with love and attention. Tagat and love lead
a person to the path of knowing God (magrifat)”
[16, p. 145].

In his words of edification and poems, Abai
comprehensively touches on the principles, or-
der and wisdom of worship, and sharply criticizes
those who perform worship because God com-
mands them. In his poem “To Abyraly», he gives a
strict sentence to a person who does not observe
its recitation order and does not understand the
meaning of the ayat (verse). The twelfth, thir-
teenth, sixteenth, twenty-seventh, thirty-fourth,
thirty-fifth, thirty-eighth and forty-fifth words
in the “words of edification” analyze the subject
of belief and worship from different aspects. In
the twenty-seventh edification, in the context of
Socrates and Aristodimus’ interview with the Cre-
ator, he expresses the following idea “It is clear
that God created humanity with love. So, is it not
your duty to respond to love with love and wor-
ship Him?” “"Here, two issues need to be empha-
sized. One is that the light of the soul is not the
same in an animal and humans, and the other is
that the mind corresponds to the physical form
of the human body. No words can be said about
such an incompatible mind. But for this harmony,
man is indebted to God. He can repay the debt
by worshiping his God"” [17, p. 343]. The idea of
Socrates is not to test Aristodimus, to argue with
him, but to explain the truth about worship, to
explain the essence. Abai pays special attention
to the essence of worship and attempts to ana-
lyze its manifestation in the life of every Muslim.
In the 38th word of edification, he encourages us
to understand the wisdom of worship with our
minds and to deeply understand our duty before
God, and emphasizes that this is a duty for every
person with a mind. “Your inner purity is first of all
belief, and this outward worship became a duty
only after you became a believer, your outward
worship is a shadow of your inner belief, and it
was ordered for the sake of the illumination of
that belief. Therefore, scholars say that belief is
not two, but one, but it is illuminated by good
devotion, and if there is no devotion, it becomes
dim and is more likely to fade away. If the igno-
rant ignore the innermost secrets of worship, his
belief will fade away regardless of his full execu-
tion of it" [18, p. 480]. According to Abai's vision,

worship serves as a guard to keep person’s belief
bright, and prevent it from being stolen by ene-
mies such as Satan and lust.

However, if a person does not pay attention to
this duty during worship, focusing only on perfect
execution in appearance, then it is said that the
survival of the guarded thing is doubtful. Further,
Abai tries to explain the symbolic meaning of each
action performed during prayer. “First of all, if you
first knock ears or do takbir in prayer without de-
scribing the place of Allah above, it is not proper
to prolong it and this may lead to drowning in the
river of sin; that is, knocking ears or doing takbir
implies the sign of the help of salvation that does
not let one drown in the desires of the world. Then,
standing in the Qiyam and joining hands - standing
before Master - is a sign of the firmness of one’s
belief in the dignity and power of Allah; it is more
than standing before a king. Facing the Qiblah - of
course, even though no place is possible for Allah
Almighty, it is a sign of turning one’s face to the
place where the grave is obligatory, and asking
whether it will be close to being accepted like the
prayer there. Then, you recite the Qira'at, that is,
Surah Fatiha, but here the words are long. There
are many secrets in the meaning of the Surah Fa-
tiha. Bowing the head in Ruku’ is a sign similar to
being in front of Allah. There are two prostrations;
the first prostration is a gratitude for being created
from the earth, the second is a gratitude for not
returning to the earth; a sign to express gratitude
for being resurrected and asking for forgiveness.
Qaghadat ul-Ahir is the last part of prayer, which
ends with the final greeting of tahiyyat to Allah,
then tashahhud, salawat, where you ask peace and
blessings of Allah upon our Prophet. At last, you
pray to Allah for your wishes. In this prayer, you
ask Allah to join all Muslims, wishing them peace
and mercy and you finish by thanking Him" [18, p.
481]. The book “Qissa Sul-Anbiya” also discusses
the origin of each act during worship and explains
that performing sajdah twice originated from the
action of the angels. When Allah created Adam,
He ordered all the angels to prostrate to him.
However, Iblis disobeyed Allah’s command and
was angered by Him, becoming “Malgun (beast).”
Seeing this, the angels got very frightened and put
their foreheads on the ground for the second time.
From then on, performing sajdah twice became a
tradition [19, p. 66].

Abai's idea suggests that every movement
during worship is based on great wisdom, and in
order to recognize it, person must have a "bright
mind”, "hot strength” and a "warm heart". The
thinker continues this idea in his poem “Prayer”.
Here, he creates an image and psychological por-
trait of a religious person praying in solitude, alone
in the “lyrical self”. A person’s personal subjective
state, sadness and grief, agony and sorrow, secrets
and worries are connected in a single chain at the
moment of prayer, touching his inner world, heart,
affecting his feelings and even bringing tears to
his eyes. A sad, miserable person is “a soul that
has suffered much in life and is not satisfied with
anything.” The only way to find a cure for the dis-

ease in his heart is to recite the prayer again and
again. Only then the "stopped”, “dead” heart will
come to life, its fire will light up again. Prayer has
the power to make a person happy, to comfort
his sad heart, because it is as if a divine voice is
heard from the unseen, mysterious world, and a
decree of “uan” comes out. At that time, person’s
mood rises again, he breathes with relief as if he
has been freed from a heavy burden inside. The re-
sentment that has been frozen in his heart towards
those who have abused, betrayed and caused him
sorrow is released, and anger, resentment and
hurt are forgotten. He feels sorry for all human
beings and strives for goodness, mercy and love.
These are the aspects of Abai's religious experi-
ence that he himself felt and went through. This
psychological effect of prayer is closely connected
with the “three loves” that Abai called “imanigul
(faith-flower).” Abai wrote his poem as follows
“Mahabbatpen jaratqan adamzatty (Allah creat-
ed the humanity with love), Sen de sti ol Allany
jannan tatti (Love Allah sweeter than your soul).
Adamzattyn barin st bayyrym dep, jane haq joly
osy dep adiletti (Love all humanity as your brother,
and justice as the right path),” [18, p. 296].

Shakarim Kudaiberdiuly, a disciple who con-
tinued the tradition of wisdom of Abai and raised
the tradition of thinking to a new level, also often
addressed the issue of religion and believers in his
works and poems. In his work “The Muslim Treaty”,
he presents his thoughts on worship in the form of
propaganda. “In the end, do you have any other
goals besides deceiving someone, raping some-
one, stealing from someone, and adding wealth to
wealth, boast to boast, and trick to trick, instead of
wasting wealth on the sincere worship of Allah?”

In the poem "Tanirini izdep bir mungyl (A
mungyl in Search of God"), he states that a mun-
gyl ("majusi- a man who worships fire”) will en-
ter heaven"Ataq, paida izdemel (if he does not
seek fame or profit), Oiynda maqtan joq bolsa
(does not have pride in his thoughts), Qianat-
ty kdzdemel (Does not seek evil), Satisfied with
contentment (Qanagatga toq bolsa)”, and say-
ing that, “Qudaiyn men duniege Kezekpe-kezek
shoqynsan (If you take turns to worship God and
the wealth, Ineder paida tie me Meshitte myn jyl
otyrsan (Do you get an advantage if you sit in a
mosque for a thousand years?” [20, p. 263], he
also severely criticizes religious people who focus
only on external worship and do not think about
purifying their inner intentions. In another poem,
Shakarim emphasizes that all creatures in the
world worship God in their own language. The
way a rooster crows every hour, a dog howls in
a plaintive voice, a nightingale sings a sad song
when it sees a flower, and a sparrow chirps in the
sky at dawn - all this is their worship, prayer and
belief in God. "Demeidi: "Bosga ulyp, tek sairaiyn
(They do not say, “I may howl or cry in vain,)",
“Dep tur ol: "Zor Tanirisin sipattaiyn (They say,
“Let me describe the Mighty God)", Napsi k6z-
in ballagan adamzattan, Aiyan artyq sezedi émir
jaiyn (Animals feel the realities of life better than
humans, blinded by lust)” [20, p. 261].

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Being intoxicated by external beauty and living
with its difficulties, the inconsistency of actions and
words, and “dreaming in vein” without delving into
the essence of one's worship are criticized in (Abai)
Shakarim's poems, and a person seeking truth is
especially warned against this trait. This is also one
of the obstacles to achieving love on the path of
God. The concepts of “supplication” and “rejection”
arose from the fact that the seeker should distance
himself from the trait characteristic of false religious
people. The idea that he was against “sufism” in
general should not be derived from the fact that
he criticized “supplication”. The perception of ta-
sawwuf as an incomprehensible, blind belief, and a
worldly abandonment form by many was also con-
nected with the actions of these false sufis.

If one of the main functions of worship is to
correct person’s behavior and soul, to shape them
with perfect qualities, then this aspect has been of-
ten raised in the works of Kazakh thinkers. It is not
for nothing that one of the chapters of Shakarim'’s
“The Muslim Treaty” is called "If person knows
himself, he will also know God.” Here, the thinker
shows that by regularly performing worship with
devotion and love, person can recognize the noble
qualities within himself and get rid of the negative
nature of his lust. "Have you noticed that person
knows himself only when he knows that he is a
slave of his Creator and was created for worship,
controls himself, and tries to avoid harmful deeds
and do good deeds?” [21, p. 59].

The Quran provides various definitions of the
true nature and behavior of man. It also covers the
stages of human spiritual development and hu-
man types. Although man is created at the highest
level, if he cannot escape the clutches of his tempt-
ing lusts, he will fall below the level of a beast and
be subject to moral depravity. Therefore, those
who cannot escape the dictates of their desires are
characterized by the following qualities as weak,
bloodthirsty, destructive, cruel, abusive, greedy,
gluttonous, stingy, ignorant, and envious. It calls
for getting rid of these negative qualities and for
healing and reformation. The Quran, Sunnah and
the works of Islamic scholar's advocate achieving
beautiful behavior, performing worship with love
and devotion and benefiting all humanity. In order
to become a true slave of God, man must first of all
be in harmony with his nature, and only then find
harmony with the world around him.

Any person’s arming with such gems as good-
ness, reason, intelligence, wisdom, and the ac-
companiment of beautiful words and thoughts is
directly related to the strength of his belief. The
Quran also explains belief as the main quality of
man, the foundation and source of morality. If the
values that arise from true belief are listed as hon-
or, justice, honesty, courage, strength, tolerance,
patience, generosity, kindness, goodness, respect
for parents, patriotism, loyalty, love, and humanity,
then hypocrisy, falsehood, treachery, arrogance,
cowardice, etc. resulting from unbelief are con-
demned and person is called to stay away from
them. These requirements given in the Quran are
also propagated in the poems and songs of Mai-
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lykhoja Sultankojauly. The poet says that the re-
spect shown to one person is much greater than a
thousand rak’ahs of prayer performed with hypoc-
risy. “"Egerde namaz palyan pasyq shyqgsa (If person
doing prayer is nasty), Olardan ybyrat alyp jurt ne
bilmek” (What will people learn from him?), “Myn
reket namazdan artyq — degen — Kisige istegen
bir izet — drmet!” (A thousand rak'ahs of prayer
are better than one honor and respect shown to
a person!) [22, p. 515]. He also states that one
righteous deed done to the people is better than
a thousand pilgrimages done for the sake of pride.
"Alymdardyn yagyz kitabynda, Tagdyrdga jazylgan
is bolady-mys (In the sermon book of the scholars,
it is said that a deed written in fate will happen.)
Dep aitgan myn rettik jilikten, Artyq dep halygqa
gylgan bir adil is (A righteous deed done to the
people is better than a thousand times a pilgrim-
age”) [22, p. 515]. From these lines, it can be seen
that worship is divided into conditional and un-
conditional; while conditional worship is subject to
conditions such as time and place, unconditional
worship is connected to care, justice and goodness
done with true compassion for the people. In this
context, the goodness, care, charity and kindness
that a person does without expecting anything in
return is considered an act that earns Allah’s mercy
and is also valued as true worship. This is because
the ultimate goal of worship is to establish these
qualities in person’s heart and inner world, and to
perform every action honestly and selflessly.

Conclusion

In general, as a result of the scientific work, the
symbolic nature of worship in the Kazakh worldview
was systematically considered from a psychologi-
cal perspective, the impact of traditional worship
on the psychological development of the individ-
ual was determined. These results can be used to
improve, further modernize and develop domestic
and foreign religious tourism currently underway
in our country. They can also be studied further in
more detail. In particular, the role of Kazakh worship
in modern society in a cultural and psychological
analysis becomes more complicated in the study in
case the empirical method is applied.

The article is also of great practical importance.
It can be used in the fields of religious studies, psy-
chology, and cultural studies, and can provide a
methodological basis for studying the spiritual
and cultural heritage of the Kazakh people. The
role of worship in spiritual and moral education in
modern society is very significant, and we must al-
ways promote its interpretation by scientists.

But can we, for example, use
the same terms to describe Christianity and the
teachings of Hare Krishna?

In this case, the best solution is to classify reli-
gions by the name given by their followers: Protes-
tant, Orthodox, Catholic, Jewish, Muslim, etc. How-
ever, as sociology evolves, a system of classification
of religions from primitive to modern teachings has
been adopted. This system developed at the end of
the 19th century. At the end of the 20th century, it
was sharply criticized, and in sociology it was recog-
nized by Robert Belakh. A new theory is presented.
Belakh identified five categories in the classification
of past and modern religions:

Primitive religion: for example, the Australian;

Mythical depiction of people and things; Re-
ligious behavior — identification, “recreation” of
plots based on generic images; Organization of
religion, absence of a church, unity of believers
and the public; Social aspect — strengthening so-
cial solidarity.

Religious Origins and Secularization: A
Humanistic Perspective

Archaic religion: for example, Polynesian and
African; symbols and a system of powerful mythi-
cal creatures (for example, gods); religious behav-
ior: worship and sacrifice; organization of various
religious cults; Social aspect of the requirement
of social conformity.

Historical religions: for example, Ancient He-
brew; symbol system, separation between natural
and supernatural; Religious behavior — salvation
based on good deeds; the concept of free will; Re-
ligious organization — churches; separation of reli-
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gious organizations from other social systems; So-
cial aspect — tension between religion and society.

Early Modernist Religion:

For example, the direct connection of the Ref-
ormation era with supernatural and all—encom-
passing life, the Protestantism of faith; The sys-
tem of symbols between individuals; the concept
of religious behavior; The organization of religion
— voluntary membership in a religious commu-
nity; The social aspect - fundamental changes in
social systems. Modernist religion: for example,
Christianity in the modern West.

A symbolic system is a personality and its ori-
entation; religious behavior is the search for per-
sonal ethical principles; A religious organization
is a kind of membership in the church, but above
all it is a personal responsibility; A social aspect.
Possible continuous improvement of society's
culture and personal values. The forms of religion
are different. Religion as an independent spiritual
sphere [3, p. 127 - 129].

The creation was preceded by a long path of
formation and development of beliefs and rituals.
One of the oldest forms of tribal religion is to-
temism, the belief in a spiritual connection between
a tribe and an animal, plant, or natural phenome-
non. In primitive society, fetishism was widespread
—the worship of objects that seemed to have super-
natural properties. In addition, the ancestral system
was characterized by the cult of ancestors, which
seemed to influence the offspring, as well as the be-
lief in spirits and the soul, the superiority of nature,
called animism. These forms of primitive religious
beliefs coexisted in close connection with each oth-
er. Magic was also common. Secularization (Latin
secularum secular) is a process in which religion
loses its influence in various spheres of public life.
For the first time, the term “secularization” was used
in the 17th century, and through it the transition
of church lands to secular governance was marked.

The thesis of secularization is one of the
most difficult aspects of the sociology of religion.
There is no consensus on this issue. Some scien-
tists agree with the founding fathers of sociology
(Marx, Durkheim, Weber) and believe that religion
is losing its power and importance in the modern
world. Opponents of secularization argue that reli-
gion continues to be an important factor, although
it often takes on new and unusual forms.

Today, “secularization” is used mainly in two
meanings: on the one hand, secularization is un-
derstood as a quantitative decrease in the reli-
gious population, measured by a decrease in
believers, disregard for strict religious precepts,
the spread of atheism and other forms, and on
the other hand, the concept of “secularization”
expresses the process of withdrawal of public
and state institutions from the sphere of religious
governance. In this regard, individual religiosity
does not resist secularization, as long as religion
remains in the sphere of individual's free choice,
and the state does not make decisions based on
religious norms. For example, the rise of the Prot-
estant movement in South Korea and Latin Amer-
ica or in the United States is not anti-secular.



From Primitive Beliefs to Theolinguistics:
Religion in the Context of Modern Humanities

Linguistics today occupies a leading position
in the system of Humanities. New scientific direc-
tions are developing in various scientific fields,
around which there are many contradictions.
These include, for example, medical Linguistics,
legal Linguistics, the linguistics of emotions, etc.
This also applies to theolinguistics, which arose
on the verge of religious studies and Linguistics.
Modern linguists ambiguously perceive both the
term theolinguistics and, accordingly, the science
that is denoted by this term. The status of theo-
linguistics “has not yet been clearly defined” [5, p.
108]. In modern linguistics, there is an increase in
interest in the study of the language of religion,
the relationship between language and religion,
on the basis of which a new discipline of the late
twentieth and early XXI centuries — theolinguis-
tics (Greek. Theos - “ God “ and lat. lingua - "lan-
guage”). the subject appeared.

An important place in the study of the term
theolinguistics is occupied by the scientific work
of the famous scientist V. |. Postovalova “Theolin-
guistics in modern humanitarian education: ori-
gin, main ideas and directions” [2, p. 63].

In the course of the formation of the world-
view and humanitarian knowledge of the XX-XXI
centuries, it is important to understand that the
concept of Theolinguistics actually dates to the
early centuries. The outstanding French mathe-
matician and philosopher of science Henri Poin-
care, who directly contributed to the formation
of such a point of view, said: “science pushes us
to be in constant contact with what surpasses us.
The answer to a number of questions was the
idea that behind the great things that science
has shown us, it makes us accept something even
greater” [6, p. 122]. At the beginning of the 21st
century, the problems of theolinguistics began
to be actively developed in the research works
of Michael Tell, Albrecht Greule, Elzbieta Kuzmar-
ska-Draus, A.K. Gadomsky, V.I. Postovalova, and
V. Bugaeva. The growing academic interest in
this field is also evidenced by the publication and
scholarly reception of comprehensive works such
as the Textbook of Theolinguistics (Vol. 2), edited
by Gadomsky et al., which received analytical at-
tention in academic reviews [11, pp. 248-253].

In the XX-XXI centuries, the assertion that the
main approaches to a deep knowledge of reality
are realized through the synthesis of scientific, phil-
osophical, artistic and religious approaches has be-
come widespread. The main trend of integration in
the science of language is manifested in the return
of linguistic thought to the main approaches of the
anthropological program for the presentation of
language and culture by W. Von Humboldt.

The implementation of this program begins
with the creation of complex (synthetic) disci-
plines. Consequently, the study of language,
which is closely connected with the main aspects
of human life — the consciousness, culture and
spiritual life of a person, has become the basis
for the multifaceted development of linguistic
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science. In accordance with this trend, such ar-
eas as sociolinguistics, ethnolinguistics, Psycho-
linguistics, cognitive linguistics, linguoculturolo-
gy, as well as linguopersonology, known as “the
doctrine of the linguistic personality”, are actively
developing in modern language science [4, p. 56].

Issues related to this scientific field were
considered earlier, but the consideration of the-
olinguistics as an independent discipline with a
clearly defined framework of problems, goals
and objectives, objects and research methods ap-
peared relatively recently. This is due to the het-
erogeneity of approaches to understanding the
goals and objectives of theolinguistics, as well as
the range of issues related to this discipline.

The term “theolinguistics” was first introduced
by Belgian linguist Jean Pierre van Knoppen and
in 1987 by David Crystal in the Cambridge Ency-
clopedia of language, in which theolinguistics is
defined as a discipline that studies “the language
of bibliographers, theologians and other special-
ists in the theory of religion and practicing be-
lievers” [6, p. 110]. At the beginning of the XXI
century, the problems of theolinguistics began to
actively develop in the research works of Michael
Tel, Albrecht Grail, Elbeta Kuharska Drais, A. K.
Gadomsky, V. I. Postovalova, I. V. Bugaeva.

Currently, Research in various areas is being
carried out within the framework of theolinguis-
tics: description of the language of religious texts,
features of translation of theological texts, prob-
lems of lexicography, eortology, in synchronous
theolinguistics, comparative theolinguistics is a
promising and relevant direction.

In the works of the founders of this branch of
linguistics, only general guidelines are given on the
prospects for comparative research, but no rules are
proposed explaining the specific goals and meth-
odology of research. The relevance of identifying
and studying many problems of comparative the-
olinguistics is indicated by Professor of the Faculty
of orthodox theology of the University of Belgrade
Ksenia Koncharevich, who believes that the goal of
comparative theolinguistics is “to study the mani-
festations of religion fixed and reflected in com-
parative languages”. Despite their genealogical and
typological connections, as well as identities, sim-
ilarities and differences in ways of representation,
preservation, and messages of religious content.

The author defines the following tasks neces-
sary to achieve the set goal:

“(a) selection of material from relevant sourc-
es in comparable languages;
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(b) differentiation of the material obtained;

(c) systematization of the material received;

(d) integration of the material obtained in or-
der to identify relevant identities, similarities and
differences between comparable languages for
theolinguistics”.

The need to solve specific problems and the
choice of appropriate research methods is de-
termined by many factors: which languages are
compared, the study is carried out to learn the
language of which religions, the focus of research
carried out in the framework of comparative the-
olinguistics is language tools of different levels,
with the help of which religious content is reflect-
ed. Several terms have been proposed to refer
to these language tools, among which the terms
“theonema” are often used.

Many of the ideas expressed in the history of
the sociology of religion are still relevant today.
They are used as templates, schemes to clarify
new phenomena and trends in this area. There-
fore, it is necessary to make a brief historical re-
view of the main directions in the history of soci-
ological thought about religion.

Sociology of religion as a scientific discipline
begins to take shape in the middle of the XIX cen-
tury. Although this Thinker does not pay special
attention to his subsections in the general theory
of sociology, he is interested in his ideas about
the relationship between science and religion
(the"law of the three stages” of the development
of the human mind) and the possibility of cre-
ating a "positive religion” — the cult of humanity
as a social organism. As a “great being”, the hu-
man race will be honored”. O.Comte’s question of
methods of studying society (including religion)
indirect evidence — about methods of observa-
tion and study of customs, traditions, monuments
also deserves attention. 4 The founder of the so-
ciology of religion is considered to be E. Durk-
heim (1858-1917). In the work “simple forms of
religious life” (1912), a special sociological theory
of religion5 was devoted to them [7, p. 125-127 ].

Studying the beliefs of the Australian Aborigi-
nes, he identified several main functions of religion:
disciplinary, cementing, reproductive, euphoric. The
researcher believed that religion is a structural ele-
ment of any society, Awakens “social feelings”, de-
velop collective ideas. Religion has the ability to sa-
cralize simple things inherent in people, as a result
of which they can perform the function of uniting
society into a single social organism [8, p. 299].

Thus, in the sociology of religion, one of the
leading concepts of religion appeared, in which
the main function of religion is integration, and
the existence of a society without religion is im-
possible. The opposite concept appeared later in
connection with the ideas of K. Marx, who Asso-
ciated religion with conflicts, alienation and pre-
sented it as a factor of social change. Traditions
of functionalism E. Durkheim was continued by B.
Malinovsky (“Argonauts of the Western Pacific”,
1922) and AR. Radcliffe-Brown [9, p. 118] ("struc-
ture and functions in primitive society”, 1922).
Both monographs reflected the results of field
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research, the authors of which introduced many
new ideas in explaining the early forms of religion
and its functions in society.

Psychological (the formation of a sense of
psychological comfort and security) and mo-
tivation (the motivation of a person to socially
significant actions for society) were added to
the functions of religion. Let us emphasize once
again that the first concept considers religion as
an important “norm” for society, “cementing” so-
cial integrity [9, p. 115].

Despite this, M. Weber (1864-1920), estab-
lished and traditional in science in the XIX cen-
tury, showed that religion is an active factor in
social change in various spheres of society, fo-
cusing on the study of world religions. 8 The re-
search methodology adopted by this author is
also important for modernity. He believed that
social actions could be explained by interpreting
the meaning that the actor gives to the action he
carries out [10, p. 299].

Understanding can arise both as a result of the
observation of a religious fact and through an ex-
planation of the reasons for the action. In the work
“Protestant ethics and the spirit of capitalism” he
revealed the legitimacy of the influence of the eth-
ical principles of Protestantism in the development
of the economic sphere of society (in particular, in
the development of capitalism). He considered the
influence of economic life developed under the
influence of religion on the structure of society,
social stratification and inequality.

Conclusion

The ontosemantic analysis of religion repre-
sents an interdisciplinary framework that synthe-
sizes philosophical ontology, psychosemantics, and
linguoculturology. Within this framework, religion is
understood as a system of meanings that are not
only universal but also existential in nature. These
meanings are embedded in symbolic communica-
tion and play a central role in shaping both indi-
vidual consciousness and collective cultural identity.

Although Ernst Cassirer did not use the term
“ontosemantics”, his theory of symbolic forms
significantly contributed to its foundations.
Building on the intellectual traditions of Kant,
Saussure, and Humboldt, Cassirer emphasized
the formative power of symbols in constructing
meaning. His work shifted the focus from lan-
guage as a static structure to language as a dy-
namic system of meaning-making embedded in
cultural and existential contexts.

Contemporary cognitive science continues
this trajectory by treating meaning as both a cog-
nitive and existential construct. Ontosemantics, in
this regard, offers a nuanced model for analyzing
religious discourse, one that integrates language,
consciousness, and being.

Three core principles characterize the on-
tosemantic study of religion: religious meanings
are mediated through symbols and ontological
categories; religion is viewed as a fundamental
existential phenomenon that shapes human ex-



perience; meaning is conceived as both cognitive
and ontological, creating a holistic connection
between language, consciousness, and existence.

This approach provides a powerful inter-
pretive lens for examining religious language
not merely as a cultural artifact but as a vehicle
for expressing the deeper structures of human
meaning and being.

Religious Movement «Tablighi Jamaat» and Its Features in Central Asia

Abstract. This academic article examines the characteristics of one of the Islamic movements that spread
throughout Central Asia during the years of independence — «Tablighi Jamaat». The author meticulously examines
the historical emergence of this religious movement, and, drawing on theoretical and empirical research by other
scholars, attempts to understand its activities, structure, main ideas, and influence on the Central Asia region. The
present article engages with a scholarly article by Emil Nasritdinov, a Kyrg?:z researcher who holds a doctorate, on
the Tablighi Jamaat. Given the author's direct involvement in the travels of the religious movement, an opportunity is
presented to comprehend the nature of Tablighi Jamaat and its representatives from the perspective of a participant.
Furthermore, the article undertakes a thorough analysis of the conclusions drawn by researchers such as Bayram
Balysh, Mahesh Zanjan Debat, Matijs Pelkmans, Izzet Ahmet Bozbey, and Shuxiang Tan regarding the geographical
presence and activities of Tablighi Jamaat in Central Asia, along with an examination of the movement's relationship's
to the prevailing political environment in the region.

Consequently, an examination of theoretical and empirical works by scholars enables us to ascertain the nature of
Tablighi Jamaat in Central Asia from two perspectives. This methodological approach serves to enhance the scientific
objectivity of the conclusions derived from the study.

Mathematical Modeling of the Balance Between Religiosity and Secularism: Mechanisms for
Strengthening Justice and Social Stability

Abstract. The scientific article talks about the theoretical mechanisms of modeling the problems of balance of
religiosity and secularism, which are often repeated in modern society. It also provides for the possibility of launching
mechanisms to strengthen social stability and justice in society from the implementation of religious programs within
the state. During the parallel transfer of almost all social trends of the religious space into the mathematical space, new
mathematical equations can be obtained that can be expressed using game theory. When classifying conflicts arising
on the basis of a «religious situation,» the difficulty is created by the constant value of its coefficient of «variability».

It is known that in the «golden bridge» between the state and religion, the role and activity of the people in the
life of the state over the past ten years have attracted the attention of researchers. The fact is that the relationship
between interreligious relations and the institution of religion, which performs the functions of forming and recreating
society or destroying society, remains in a weak state. In the context of mass global globalization, views on the
advantages that the class of «secularism» can have for the state are heterogeneous. That is why researchers in some
countries rate the change caused by the «religious situation» as a «threat,» while researchers in other countries view
it as a «new opportunity» needed by society. The necessary level of mission of religious institutions for the reform of
national identity was not calculated. There is no doubt that mathematical modeling today has more opportunities for
social sciences than social research.

The main purpose of the study is to study mathematical modeling in strengthening the balance between religiosity
and secularism. The article also discusses the main research methods and approaches used in all mathematical
modeling necessary to predict emerging religious conflicts. Based on international experience, it is possible to create
an original model that preserves the balance between Russian religiosity and secularism. It is known that this problem
includes a number of social, economic, cultural and political features. Creating a balance between religiosity and
secularism for the Republic of Kazakhstan is one of the most important steps in forecasting the future.
