Depth religious and philosophical concepts in the works of Kazakh thinkers of the 19th-20th centuries

Abstract. This article is devoted to the analysis of religious and philosophical views of Kazakh thinkers of the
XIX-XX centuries. Special attention is paid to common ideas in the works of such figures as Mashkhur Zhusup
Kopeev, Abai Kunanbayev, Ybray Altynsarin, Shakarim Kudaiberdiuly, Sugir-zhyrau, Mirzhakyp Dulatov. Their
creative heritage is considered as a complex synthesis of Islamic theology, Eastern philosophical tradition and
national and cultural worldview of the Kazakhs. The article focuses on the deep reflections of Kazakh thinkers of the
19th-20th centuries on the essence of God, on the reflection of philosophical terms used by Eastern peripatetics
and mutakallim, as well as on other religious and philosophical concepts. The main basis is the interpretation of the
poetic lines of Mashkhur Zhusup Kopeev, against which the religious and philosophical views of other mentioned
personalities are considered. The works of these thinkers are compared with each other, their national and religious

positions are revealed. Special attention is paid to how they conveyed deep religious concepts through folk wisdom
and poetic images. The study, revealing the religious and philosophical heritage of Kazakh thinkers of the XIX-XX
centuries, also examines the continuity of Islamic civilization and national spiritual values.

Family celebrations as the foundation of cultural code: an analysis of traditions and their

The Republic of
Kazakhstan and the Russian Federation are analyzed as case studies, given their status as countries with the world’s
longest border and a vast zone of frontier communication. Despite the transformative effects of globalization
and urbanization on social reality, family-centered celebrations, such as Nauryz and Maslenitsa, remain crucial
instruments for strengthening intergenerational relationships and fostering social cohesion.

The article examines the historical evolution and contemporary transformations of these celebrations,
highlighting their cross-cultural significance for multiethnic societies. The analysis is based on historical-comparative
and cross-cultural research methods, supplemented by specific case studies using a systematic approach. Key
mechanisms for popularizing traditional celebrations are explored, including the use of digital technologies,
social media, and social engineering. Examples of successful integration between family and public traditions are
provided, demonstrating the potential for reinforcing national values and promoting cultural dialogue.

The findings indicate that family celebrations in Kazakhstan and Russia serve not only as tools for preserving
cultural heritage but also contribute to the development of interethnic understanding, the dismantling of
stereotypes, and the strengthening of social harmony. The conclusions underscore the importance of integrating
family traditions into state and public policy, as well as the need to adapt cultural heritage to contemporary realities.
The practical significance of the findings lies in their applicability for policymakers in the field of family relations,

particularly in incorporating ideologically sound messages into programs and documents in both countries.

Studying Kazakh philosophy presents a
complex challenge, given the diversity of historical
periods and cultural influences, spanning
numerous eras and movements. This multilayered
context complicates access to primary sources,
particularly regarding the archaic periods of
history. Limited availability of historical documents
and texts creates obstacles for researchers,
reducing the volume of accessible information
and requiring a deep analysis of the available data.
The study of Kazakh philosophy also demands an
understanding of the cultural and linguistic features
of this people. Not only is it necessary to grasp the
nuances of the lexical and grammatical aspects of
the Kazakh language for a proper understanding
of the texts, but it is also essential to consider the
cultural norms, traditions, and values that shape
philosophical thinking. One of the key challenges
is the need to translate texts and interpret the
terminology inherent to Kazakh philosophy. Such
translations must be not only lexically accurate but
also consider the context and semantic nuances,
requiring highly skilled translators and specialists
in Kazakh culture and philosophy.

It is worth noting the uniqueness of
personal philosophy in Kazakh culture, which
differs from Western and Eastern approaches
to the dissemination of values. For instance, B.
Zhaksybaeva [1] argues that the understanding
of the individual in ethnic culture is more
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dynamic and inherent in the interaction with the
ethnocultural context that shapes it. This type of
culture implies not only the recognition of values
but also their creation and collaboration. Scholars
I. Ozdemir and A. Keldinova [2] also analyze the
long-term relationship between man, God, and
nature in Kazakh philosophy, highlighting three
main categories: the relationship between the
world and nature, man and nature, and nature
and God. These concepts help to understand the
philosophical and religious ideas in Kazakh culture
and its representatives. Further research into
the philosophical foundations of the individual
in Kazakh culture is necessary, deepening the
analysis of its influence on the formation of
individual and collective consciousness. It is also
advisable to expand the study of the relationship
between philosophical concepts of nature and
man in Kazakh culture and their reflection in
mythological and literary works.

The importance of cultural traditions in
preserving and transmitting identity cannot be
overstated. Many scholars, including G. Reddy
and R. van Dam [3], note that these traditions
are integrated into people's daily lives for various
reasons, such as cultural promotion, convenience,
and the pursuit of diversity. According to
researchers J. Wang, G. Cheng, T. Chen, and K.
Leung [4], the diversity of cultural environments
contributes to a deeper understanding of oneself
in a given context. In the book by D. Sue, D. Sue, H.
Neville, and L. Smith [5], concepts such as “cultural
humility,” “social justice,” and other important
aspects of the preservation and development of
culture are examined. In turn, C. Jimenez-Gomez
and L. Beaulieu [6] consider the importance
of highlighting the cultural characteristics of
different peoples. Beyond the research already
conducted, there remain several unexplored
aspects that could make a significant contribution
to understanding the impact of cultural traditions
on the formation of identity and ideas about the
meaning of life. It is worth studying in greater
detail the relationship between cultural traditions
and existential thinking in various contexts of
Kazakh society. A comparative analysis between
modern ideas about the meaning of life in Kazakh
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culture and similar ideas in other cultures should
also be conducted, which will help identify
the unique features of Kazakh philosophy and
compare them with global trends. This approach
will contribute to a better understanding of the
specifics of Kazakh existential thinking and its
place in the global context.

Many researchers hypothesize that one
of the main sources of the crisis in the social
sciences is their insufficient connection with
one another, particularly between sociology and
moral philosophy. For example, H. Segvic [7]
emphasizes that restoring these connections can
help overcome the positivist orientation of these
disciplines and develop clear methods, normative
foundations, and forms of interaction. S. Hanafi
[8] believes that one of the main tasks of modern
moral philosophers is to develop criteria for
determining the unique characteristics of moral
statements. According to J. Cottingham [9], this
will allow distinguishing moral statements from
other types of statements and conducting a more
accurate analysis of their content and meaning.
Such an approach, according to J. Nado, D. Kelly,
and S. Stich [10], contributes to the development
of moral philosophy and its applications in
modern society. It is worth taking a closer look
at which social conditions and phenomena shape
ethical values and norms, as well as how these
norms affect social structures and relationships.
Studying how various cultural and historical
contexts shape ideas about morality and ethics
in different societies will help better understand
which factors determine ethical norms and values
in different cultural and social environments.

Through the method of analysis, the influence
of the unique worldview principles and spiritual
values of the nomadic peoples of Central Asia
on the formation of philosophical concepts and
ideas about the meaning of life among the Kazakh
people was studied. The impact of Islamic culture
and Arab philosophical thought on the worldview
and culture of Kazakhstan was also explored.
These studies have helped to understand which
philosophical concepts had the most significant
influence on Kazakh society and continue to
shape its cultural identity.

Using the comparative method, differences
between Kazakh and French cultures in their
approaches to understanding the meaning of
life were examined. Their historical, religious,
social, and cultural features were analyzed, as
well as how these factors influence the formation
of ideas about the meaning of existence. The
rootedness in traditions, religious influences, and
respect for nature were considered as factors in
shaping the meaning of life in Kazakh culture,
while secularization, philosophical inquiries, and
an emphasis on individualism were identified
as key features in the French approach to the
meaning of life.

As part of the study, the evolution of existential
thought in the context of Kazakh philosophy will

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be analyzed, as well as contemporary approaches
to understanding the meaning of life within this
cultural tradition and their role in modern society
will be explored.

Methodology

The research adopts a multidisciplinary
approach, combining philosophical, historical,
and comparative methods to analyze the
development of existential thought in Kazakh
philosophy. The historical method allows for
a thorough examination of primary texts,
while the comparative approach facilitates an
analysis of Kazakh existentialism in relation
to other philosophical traditions, particularly
Islamic thought. The hermeneutic method is
employed to interpret key concepts such as the
meaning of life, fate, and spiritual development.
Ethnographic data, particularly from Kazakh
nomadic culture, is also integrated to examine
the cultural context that shaped existential views.
Moreover, a sociocultural analysis is applied
to understand how historical events, cultural
norms, and religious teachings influenced the
evolution of philosophical thought in the region.
This research also draws on secondary literature
to connect philosophical traditions with broader
cultural and religious practices, emphasizing how
concepts of nature, community, and spirituality
are embedded in Kazakh nomadic heritage. By
employing these methodologies, the study aims
to offer a holistic understanding of the existential
foundations of Kazakh philosophy, exploring the
interaction between traditional beliefs, Islamic
teachings, and philosophical discourse.

This comprehensive approach provides a
structured framework to address the research
questions and ensure a deep exploration of the
philosophical landscape in Kazakhstan.

Main part

Kazakh philosophy, rich with millennia of
history, reflects the nomadic spirit and unique
cultural heritage of Central Asia. Unlike many
sedentary civilizations, Kazakh thought evolved
in a constantly shifting environment, where the
relationship between humans and nature was
central to survival. These nomadic roots created
a philosophical framework that emphasized
adaptability, communal harmony, and a deep
reverence for the natural world. The foundation of
Kazakh philosophy is built upon ancient worldview
principles shaped by the religious, social, and
cultural influences of various civilizations that
interacted with the Kazakh steppe over centuries,
such as the Turks, Persians, and Arabs [1, p. 270-
279].

The development of existential thought in this
context allows us to understand the evolution
of the Kazakh perspective on the meaning of
life, human values, and spiritual development.
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The interaction with multiple belief systems,
including Tengriism, Islam, and elements of
shamanism, contributed to a syncretic approach
to philosophy that sought to reconcile human
existence with both the earthly and the divine [2,
p. 14-21]. This blend of influences, coupled with
the nomadic way of life, made Kazakh philosophy
distinctively practical yet deeply spiritual,
reflecting a worldview that sees life as a journey
toward balance, justice, and fulfillment.

The Role of Ancient Traditions

In ancient Kazakh philosophy, core principles
emerged through the nomadic lifestyle, where
survival depended on understanding and living
in harmony with nature. The steppe, with its vast
and unforgiving landscape, shaped a worldview
where time and space were perceived as fluid,
and human existence was seen as transient. The
philosophical teachings of Kazakh nomads were
profoundly influenced by traditions, customs,
and the cyclical patterns of the natural world [3,
p. 104]. Seasonal migrations, the care of livestock,
and the reverence for ancestors were central to
their understanding of life and its meaning. One
of the key aspects of this period was the role
of the Tengri, the sky god, who was believed to
govern all aspects of life, particularly fate and
natural phenomena. Kazakh thinkers of this era,
though not philosophers in the traditional sense,
developed a sophisticated system of thought that
emphasized the unity of nature, humanity, and
the divine. The importance of community and
kinship, reflected in the clan system, reinforced
values such as loyalty, honor, and respect for the
elderly, which continue to resonate in modern
Kazakh society [1, p. 270]. Furthermore, the oral
tradition played a crucial role in the preservation
and transmission of philosophical ideas. Epic
poetry, such as “The Tale of Korkut" offered
metaphysical reflections on life, death, and
destiny, providing insight into the early Kazakh
understanding of the universe and humanity’s
place within it.

Islamic Influence in Medieval Kazakh
Philosophy

Kazakh philosophy during the medieval period
was profoundly shaped by the introduction of Islam,
which brought with it a new set of metaphysical and
ethical ideas. The spread of Islam through Central

Asia, primarily during the 8th century, introduced
concepts of monotheism and divine justice, which
were integrated into the existing nomadic belief
system. Islamic teachings, particularly the concept
of tawhid (monotheism), affirmed God's unity
and omnipresence, influencing Kazakh views on
the meaning of life and the role of humans in the
cosmos [2, p. 14-21].

During this period, Sufi mysticism also began
to take root in Kazakh philosophical thought.
Sufism, with its emphasis on personal spiritual
development and the inner journey toward divine
truth, found a natural fit in Kazakh culture, which
already valued individual integrity and the search
for existential meaning. Sufi poets like Khoja
Ahmed Yasawi left a profound legacy, influencing
Kazakh spiritual life with their meditations on the
nature of God, the soul, and the universe [4, p.
693-708]. Concepts of destiny, predestination,
and submission to divine will, central to
Islamic theology, were integrated into Kazakh
philosophical discourse, creating a rich tapestry
of existential thought that blended the old with
the new.

Cultural and Ethnic Factors in Existential
Thought

Religious traditions, particularly Islam, deeply
influenced the Kazakh worldview, but so too did
the cultural and ethnic traditions that had long
been part of Kazakh life. Central to this was the
Ata Zang (ancestor law), a set of unwritten rules
and practices that governed social life, especially
with regard to family, inheritance, and land [5, p.
650-673]. These laws connected individuals to
their ancestors, providing a sense of continuity
and purpose that transcended the individual and
linked generations through a shared cultural and
spiritual heritage.

Kazakh existential thought is thus inseparable
from its communal ethos. Life was not seen as an
individual journey but as part of a larger, collective
experience. This idea is reflected in the concept
of Zheti Ata (seven ancestors), which required
Kazakhs to know their lineage back seven
generations. This cultural practice reinforced the
importance of family, history, and the continuity
of life, shaping a collective existential identity
that prioritized community and tradition over
individualism [6, p. 250-270].

Comparative Study: Kazakh and French
Views on Life

When comparing Kazakh and French
philosophical traditions, we find key differences
rooted in their historical and religious contexts.
Kazakh philosophy, as previously discussed, is
deeply intertwined with Islam, Tengriism, and a
nomadic worldview, while French philosophy
has evolved within a largely Christian framework
that has been significantly secularized since
the Enlightenment. French culture, particularly
since the 18th century, has emphasized reason,
individualism, and secularism, contrasting with
the communal and spiritual nature of Kazakh
thought [9, p. 561-584].

For example, while Kazakh culture places
great importance on familial ties, the French
philosophical tradition, particularly in the
modern era, emphasizes personal freedom and
self-determination [10, p. 1005]. Similarly, Kazakh
existential thought is deeply concerned with
harmony with nature, reflecting the nomadic
experience of living closely with the land. In
contrast, French philosophy, particularly in
urbanized settings, often focuses more on
abstract notions of liberty and individual rights,
though there has been a growing concern with
environmental issues in recent decades [11, p.
355-372].

Discussion

Kazakh philosophy, deeply intertwined with its
Islamic roots, remains a significant force shaping
modern identity and existential thought. While
traditional elements remain strong, modern
Kazakh thinkers have also begun to address the
challenges of globalization, modernization, and
technological change [13, p. 194-207]. As society

evolves, modern Kazakh thinkers are integrating
these traditional values with contemporary
issues such as environmental sustainability,
social justice, and economic development. This
approach aligns with the growing recognition
of the importance of ecological sustainability in
maintaining balance between human activity and
nature [31, p. 34-52]. Moreover, the concept of
social responsibility, rooted in communal values,
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plays an essential role in Kazakh philosophical
thought. Contributions to society, as well as the
emphasis on family and community, continue to
be key factors in how individuals perceive their
purpose [1, p. 270-279]. These communal ties
are often seen as fundamental to maintaining
cultural identity in the face of rapid societal
changes. For instance, the value placed on
intergenerational respect within Kazakh culture
reflects an enduring connection between the past
and present [6, p. 250-270]. In contrast, French
philosophy, with its roots in Enlightenment
rationalism, continues to emphasize secularism
and individualism. The contrast between French
secularism and Kazakh religious and communal
identity highlights the diversity of human
responses to existential questions [9, p. 561-
584]. French thinkers focus more on personal
autonomy and moral responsibility, often within
the context of secular humanism, which differs
from the collective, tradition-driven Kazakh
context. However, both traditions share a deep
concern for human dignity, justice, and the search
for meaning in an increasingly complex world [28,
p. 194-207]. In both cultural contexts, philosophy
serves as a means to navigate modern challenges
while remaining anchored in core beliefs. This
balance between tradition and modernity is a key
theme in Kazakh philosophical thought as the
country faces globalization, and similarly, French
philosophy continues to grapple with issues of
freedom and societal justice.

Conclusion

The unique worldview principles and spiritual
values of the nomadic peoples of Central Asia
have significantly influenced the formation
of philosophical concepts and views on the
meaning of life in Kazakh culture. Islamic culture
and Arab philosophy played a key role in shaping
these ideas, which continue to inspire Kazakh
identity today. Modern Kazakh philosophy
explores the interplay between tradition,
cultural identity, personal meaning, morality,
and social responsibility, adapting these ideas
to contemporary challenges like sustainable
development. This comparison with European
cultures, particularly French, highlights distinct
approaches to life's purpose. Further research
should focus on how technological advancements
influence contemporary Kazakh philosophical
thought, offering new insights into the ongoing
development of life's meaning in an evolving
world.

Study Findings
This study highlights the significant impact
of nomadic values and Islamic teachings on the
philosophical views of the Kazakh people. Key
findings reveal that Kazakh philosophy places
great emphasis on harmony with nature, spiritual
growth, and cultural identity. The integration of
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Islamic thought has provided a unique worldview
that influences not only existential questions but
also social responsibilities and ethical standards
in modern society.

Prospects of Further Research

Further research can delve into the effects of
modern technological advancements on Kazakh
philosophy. Understanding how modernity
and globalization reshape Kazakh values and
existential beliefs could provide insights into the
evolution of cultural identity in a rapidly changing
world. Additionally, more systematic analysis of
available data is needed to better organize and
compare Kazakh philosophy with other global
traditions. A particular focus could be placed
on exploring the role of education and modern
communication in preserving and adapting these
philosophical teachings for future generations.

The research synthesizes comparative-historical and civilizational methods to analyze the cultural and social
archetypes of the two ethnic groups and their transformative dynamics. Particular attention is paid to the existential
adaptation of Kazakhs and Kyrgyz to the natural and geographical environment, the invariance of economic
structures, and the sacred significance of clan-tribal organization. In parallel, the epistemological and axiological
aspects of their worldviews, the metaphysical foundations of beliefs, and the interconnection of symbolic content
are revealed.

The article proposes a rethinking of the epistemological status of nomadic civilization in the context of universal
philosophical paradigms. In this context, the task is to identify the common foundations of cultural interaction and
their existential experiences, as well as to understand the conceptual-ontological constructs that have played a
decisive role in the formation of historical consciousness and national identity.

The Phenomena of Humanism in the Philosophical System of the N.A.Berdyaev

Abstract. The article deals with the role of man in the philosophy of N.A. Berdyaev through the idea of humanism.
The philosopher analyses the idea of humanism in the interpretation of F. Nietzsche, K. Marx. N.A.Berdyaev
emphasised that in K.Marx gradually 'humanism passes into anti-humanism’, and in Nietzsche the transition of
humanism into anti-humanism is carried out in the form of the idea of superman, the denial of man, the self-value
of the human image. According to Berdyaev, Marx looks at man as only a tool, a means to achieve non-human and
superhuman goals and values, which he considers non-human and superhuman realm of collectivism.

N.A. Berdyaev opposes humanism humanity, if humanism calmly does without the divine beginning, having
in itself this humanity. N.A. Berdyaev connects humanity with the need for constant transcendence of man. The
philosopher noted that the transition from the Middle Ages to the Renaissance was a turn from God to man and
the turn from the spiritual core of Christianity to external culture. N.A.Berdyaev criticised modern anti-humanism.

Introduction

In democratic societies, conditions exist to
the greatest extent for the introduction of social
technologies into public relations on a bilateral
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basis between the governed and managers. This
follows, at least, from the free expression of opin-
ions in the presence of pluralism, from the social
responsibility of State institutions for open and
transparent work, as well as from the right of ev-
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ery adult and free citizen to participate in the po-
litical process. Thus, the vocation of a PR technol-
ogist in the political sphere is being formed - to
build and maintain a dialogue between citizens
and the government. The ideas of applying strat-
egies and tactics from the arsenal of PR are not
alien to politicians.

However, according to researcher Chiara Val-
entini, the development of political PR has not
been sufficiently studied and is known outside
the American political context. As a field of pub-
lic relations, political PR focuses on the political
sphere, institutions and actors in it. As a hybrid
discipline, political PR enters into symbiosis with
other fields, such as marketing and political com-
munications, and uses their inherent methods
and approaches. A distinctive feature of political
PR is the emphasis on building and maintaining
relationships, as well as reputation management.
The study of the concept of political PR is relative-
ly new and is not relevant to the practice of this
particular activity. Public relations strategies and
tactics were initially used by politicians to achieve
political goals. However, theory and research in
the field of PR are focused on the corporate, busi-
ness aspect in the activities of organizations [1].

The initial use of the term “public relations”
in the field of politics is associated with American
President Thomas Jefferson, according to whom
the functioning of democracy is unthinkable
without “purposeful building of public relations.”

In their generalizing work, Jasper Strembak
and Spiro Kiosis linked political PR to the im-
plementation of strategies and tactics from the
public relations toolkit in the field of politics to
achieve certain goals. The researchers propose
to correlate the theory and research of politi-
cal PR with the following more important areas,
looking for a connection between them: political
management; political campaigns; political mar-
keting; political communication; beliefs; public
relations; election campaigns and politics [2].

Strembak and Kiosis define political PR as “a
management process through which organiza-
tions or individuals involved in politics undertake
targeted communication efforts and implement
actions aimed at influencing and establishing;
building and maintaining fruitful relationships
and reputations with key public circles in order to
ensure support for their mission and achieve their
ultimate goals.

When defining the essence of political PR,
this definition focuses on understanding pub-
lic relations as a management process. Building
relationships through communication is at the
center of professional efforts. Consequently, po-
litical PR includes communication and actions as
parallel directions, through the implementation
of which constructive relationships are built and
managed. Political PR should not be understood
as a one-sided dissemination of information.
Building relationships with publications or repu-
tation in the field of politics are two conceptual
directions that should develop simultaneously
and depending on the level of involvement and
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characteristics of publications. In the context of
this study, political PR is considered as a profes-
sional activity that is an integral part of the elec-
tion campaign and contributes to maintaining bi-
lateral relations between political actors and the
electorate [3].

The research method

In the process of studying a scientific arti-
cle, the scientific works and conclusions of many
scientists are used. The stages of the formation
of political literacy of students are analyzed. Re-
search methods include general scientific, private
scientific and special scientific methods (content
analysis, generalization, comparison, etc.). At the
same time, its structure is determined by many
components: social environment; communicator
— event. In the course of the study, the concepts
of famous scientists who reveal the topic are ana-
lyzed and important information from their works
is analyzed.

The main part

In the context of using social media, it is im-
portant to mention what students’ education
should ideally look like and how to arouse their
interest in the outside world and political stabil-
ity in such a way that they do not completely go
into social networks later. According to Strual, it
is interests that determine development and suc-
cess in the future life. From the very beginning
of the European history of education, the main
goal of the student was to arouse interest in a
hidden, missing, but decisive truth. Commitment
is a prerequisite for effective learning. Lack of in-
terest leads to problems that can be encountered
in modern education. But the danger lies not only
in the inappropriate interests of the student, but
also in the complete absence of interests. Harm-
ful interests of young people can be reoriented
to better, more effective ones. If a student lacks
interest and sensitivity, which would later devel-
op into understanding if the situation were more
serious, this is insoluble for him. It is necessary to
stimulate students’ interest in the world, in poli-
tics, which differs from the ubiquitous reality, and
make them responsible for this world, opening
it to new opportunities and the world of culture.
The purpose of education is to become a person
who is open to his own and social needs, able
to understand not only biological needs, but also
psychosocial ones. A creative person suppresses
his need for aesthetic and moral qualities [4].

According to Skarupski, this is a key element
in learning to act according to differences, deep-
en and enrich emotional life. The ability to adapt
to its external manifestations. The student must
understand his attitude to himself, to people and
to the surrounding reality. Develops patterns of
emotional reactions. The most important is emo-
tional education in early childhood, when the
basis of personality is formed and accompanies
it throughout life. Emotional education is related
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to moral education. The purpose of moral educa-
tion is to form an independent, free and respon-
sible being who acts morally on the basis of his
inner beliefs and in accordance with social moral
norms. Mental hygiene is an important element
in the development of social skills [5].

Currently, the study of the phenomenon
of political culture is relevant, as it raises 1) the
problem of the ratio of objective and subjective
factors in the process of Social Development
and 2) the problem of the interaction of tradi-
tion and innovation in political culture. Ignoring
this problem turns the “tradition-innovation”
system from a source of knowledge into a bar-
rier to social development. Globalization is char-
acterized by the universalization of World Eco-
nomic Life, the formation of a global market for
goods, finance and services, the emergence of
transnational corporations, the development of
the global information and telecommunications
space, the dominance of liberal democratic val-
ues and Western mass culture. Globalization as
a social phenomenon implies the spread of the
capitalist economic system on a global scale and
the unification of political processes in a western
direction. Globalization as a political concept is
based on the idea of fixation. In the XXI century,
we are witnessing two important social processes
that bring the concept of political culture to the
center of political discourse. First of all, a single
global capitalist system, the “core” of which con-
sists of developed countries with a population
of about one billion people, and the “periphery”
of the rest of the states of the world community.
The"” Golden billion”, holding the financial, scien-
tific and technical lever of the global economy,
determines the vectors of development of na-
tions, ensuring their prosperity by exporting raw
materials, intelligence, labor” from the edge”. It is
clear that the “periphery”, which has experienced
the negative consequences of globalization (pov-
erty, unemployment, rising disease rates and re-
ducing life expectancy), is economically power-
less to resist the violent hegemony of the West.
However, through joint efforts, it is able to initiate
an alternative path of global development aimed
at creating a multifaceted and diverse community
of states, peoples and cultures that will become
equal partners in the international arena.

Individual education has three aspects. Hered-
itary predisposition, environment and upbringing.
The child's attitude to the environment is based
on the fact that he is a person who is influenced
by a close social environment (family, peer group,
school class, interest groups), as well as the local
environment (village, city where he lives) and soci-
ety with its institutions where he lives. The media
plays an important role. Education is carried out
in accordance with the assumption of the influ-
ence of the educator on the educated. They are
influenced by the content of education, the space
and time in which learning takes place. Biologi-
cal conditions (hereditary factors, health status)
and external conditions (environment) operate in
education. Psychological conditions indicate the
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level of development of psychological processes
and qualities of the person being trained (talents,
mental abilities, giftedness, emotional intelligence
and other qualities). The social environment of an
educated person is an important part of the edu-
cational process. People are influenced by family,
friends, role models, values, traditions, customs,
lifestyle and politics.

The influence of family is very important in
everyone's life. The way the family spends time
together, what their hobbies are, what they do
and how they communicate with children deter-
mines the direction the child will go further. If the
social relations in the family are unsatisfactory,
the child may integrate into an unsuitable peer
group, seek questionable entertainment or surf
the Internet for an unreasonably long time, and
his social development will be limited. According
to Wagnerova (2012), awareness of family iden-
tity is formed already at preschool age. During
this period, the family is the most important so-
cial group with which the child identifies himself.
Later, it depends more on belonging to a peer
group, which may be a class or a group sharing
the same interests. In particular, interests shape a
child’s personality [6].

Currently, social media plays a key role in a stu-
dent'’s life, but it is advisable to direct these classes
and offer students other options for spending their
free time. First of all, the family can significantly
influence the interests of the student. As part of
socialization, admission to educational institutions
is especially important for a school-age child. The
child leaves the exclusive influence of the family
and enters an institution that represents values
and norms close to the middle and upper strata
of society. The school gives students the oppor-
tunity to prepare for further professional life and
confirms the prerequisites for future professional
roles already while studying at school. Success
or failure usually determines subsequent social
integration, and the student acquires the desired
skills and behavior at school. During this period,
the student builds new relationships with people
outside of his family, as well as learns other roles
and related positions in social groups.

Social networks as an entity and a way of
functioning do not differ from the classical un-
derstanding of building relationships between
users, having common interests and interacting.
These are "web services that allow people to cre-
ate their public or public-private profile in a lim-
ited system, create a list of other users to share
links and view a list of links created by other users
in the system.

Analysis

Social networks influence the course of vari-
ous social processes, including the dissemination
of ideas and tastes, as well as the formation of
public opinion. Social media communication has
become the standard in business circles, and pol-
iticians are increasingly recognizing their power
and using them in their campaigns. There are
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many examples. First of all, it should be noted
the election campaign of US President Barack
Obama, who in 2008 At first, he dared to include
social media in the political media mix, and then
continued this practice during the 2012 election
campaign. His successor in the White House,
Donald Trump, also actively used social media for
political PR in 2015-2016. His online presence is
mainly linked to Twitter, where he has had an ac-
count since March 2009.

And the number of his publications on this so-
cial media platform exceeds 35 thousand, which
gives him 36 million subscribers. His Facebook
profile was used with the same activity, where
almost every performance of his was broadcast
live and gained several million views. Donald
Trump'’s election campaign is considered one of
the most innovative and effective, which showed
how successful political communication can be in
the modern information society based on social
networks. Another example is the elections to the
European Parliament in 2014 [7,8].

During the election campaign, 409 of the 766
members of the European Parliament had a Twit-
ter account. On May 19, at 12:30 pm, the candi-
date for the post of President of the European
Commission, Martin Schulz, will hold a conversa-
tion that will be broadcast live ” SPD.de ” and will
collect questions using the hashtag "AskMartin”.

The Internet is becoming the means by which
we consume all media, increasingly displacing
and, rather, transforming traditional ones. The
study showed that 46% of the world's popula-
tion is online, and 68% of them are active users
of social networks, which is 31% of all inhabitants
of the planet. Bulgaria is one of the most active
countries in the online space: 57% of people use
the Internet, with more than half doing so using
smart mobile devices, and 80% of them have a
social media profile.

The most popular social media platform and
therefore the most influential worldwide is Face-
book, 79% of all people who use it online, and
three quarters of its users visit the site daily.

The communication advantages of social me-
dia in relation to the election campaign can be
summarized as follows:

- they allow you to reach a politically apathet-
ic and passive audience - young people who are
mostly there, online, on the Internet at any time
and anywhere, to involve and direct them into
public and political discourse;

- Research shows that a large percentage of
social media users read other people’s posts. This
is an opportunity to encourage citizens to par-
ticipate in discussions on various topics through
comments;

- this is a means by which politicians can
personally communicate with potential voters,
reduce the distance between them, making com-
munication transparent and dialogical;

- Receive instant feedback;

- Tracking and analyzing the reaction to pub-
lications by providing statistical data, which is a
prerequisite for accurately determining the au-
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dience to which the communication message is
addressed;

- creating conversations and debates on the
Internet that involve the public in offline events,;

- overcoming the limitations of the editorial
policy of traditional media, which is especially
important for small parties and little-known can-
didates;

- the network effect helps to convey a political
message to a wider audience through social con-
nections between users;

- Communication between politicians and
citizens without geographical restrictions. To do
this, it is enough just to have an Internet connec-
tion, and modern technologies make it easier and
more possible using various devices: a computer,
laptop, tablet or smartphone;

- Stimulating public discussion, generating
ideas and jointly solving case studies with the
participation of citizens — thus, commitment and
empathy for common problems are achieved;

- integration of various forms of communica-
tion — text messages, photos, videos, live chat.

Social networks increase the need for person-
al presence, therefore, politicians should be more
open and flexible to new and non-standard forms
of communication, be able to inspire trust and
sympathy through interaction with people not
only in real, but also in an online environment.
If we generally perceive politics as a choice, then
“information flows to explain alternative policy
options should be distributed to stakeholders,
regardless of whether they form a decision or use
its consequences” [9].

Results

Thus, communication is the basis of the rela-
tionship between the managed and the manag-
ers. Communication with citizens in a democratic
environment is more than just a solid foundation
on which all politicians should rely. An election
campaign is, in fact, a period of active rivalry be-
tween parties and their candidates in order to
gain electoral support and participate in power.
A number of legal norms of national legislation
regulate the “rules of electoral struggle”, but it is
known a priori that there is a competitive basis.
This presupposes the right of citizens, by virtue
of their suffrage, to freely “nominate candidates
and political forces to govern the state.” The first
feature of the presidential election campaign is
that candidates are nominated and broadcast ac-
cording to the majority electoral system. There-
fore, we will mention one of its most important
distinctive features. Citizens vote for people
nominated by the party (very often its prominent
representatives) or the initiative committee

Network dynamics follows the general prin-
ciples of the dynamics of social relations: similar-
ity attracts (“those who are similar attract them-
selves!"). Homophilia - the tendency of people to
associate and get closer to their own kind, with
those with whom they have the same qualities, is
the basic principle of social organization. In the
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social sciences, systematic observations of group
formation and networking date back to the 20th
and 30th years of the 20th century.

The classic is the study of friendship as a so-
cial process by Paul Lazersfeld and Robert Merton
and the difference between homophilic relation-
ships:

1. Status homophilia - refers to socio-demo-
graphic characteristics (race, ethnicity, gender,
age, education, place of residence, etc;

2. Value homophilia — based on values, atti-
tudes and beliefs; value homophilia also includes
a wide range of internal conditions that are sup-
posed to shape future human behavior. For more
information on this issue and in connection with a
detailed review of various studies of the problem,
the publication of MacPherson, Lavin and Cook is
useful. Similarities affect who we are as individ-
uals, as well as how others perceive us; however,
the bridges connecting us to others are experi-
ences, impressions, and perceptions. The process
of determining the connecting features is reflex-
ive, it is based on self-knowledge and assessment
of both oneself and the outside world [10].

When a recipient comes across a message
that includes an important aspect for them (for
example, previous experience or a certain type of
affiliation — for example, ethnicity, cultural char-
acteristics, language characteristics, etc.), this
process is activated, which affects how the mes-
sage itself is processed and perceived. The results
of a large-scale study "Marketing in culture and
the effects of self-reflection” conducted in 2018
are presented as a data source. The Center for
Multicultural Studies [11].

Relational states refer to stable and long-term
representations of the relationship between net-
work members. These are kinship relationships
(brother, daughter) or employer-employee rela-
tionships, friendships, etc. In this case, a “long-
term view” does not mean that a certain relation-
ship will never end. This means that it is stable and
has been around for a long time, unlike relation-
ship-related events such as selling a house, for
example, or reading a book, attending a cultural
event or an excursion to an exotic place. There are
interferences and flows within relationship-relat-
ed events. Interactions are other-oriented behav-
iors and can often be controlled by third parties
(placing tags in a certain place, friendship, for
example, media content, etc.). Interaction makes
possible what happens on the network, their re-
sult is streams. In turn, flows can be intangible —
such as beliefs, attitudes, norms, etc. things that
are transmitted from person to person. It is from
this position that Manuel Castells speaks of the
network as the dominant social practice of flows:
flows are “purposeful, repetitive, programmable
sequences of exchange and interaction between
physically unrelated positions occupied by social
participants in the economic, political and sym-
bolic structures of society” [12].

Within the framework of “relationship states,”
Stephen Borgati, Martin Everett, and Jeffrey John-
son identify three categories: similarities, roles
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in relationships, and cognitive abilities in rela-
tionships. Relationship knowledge refers to the
thoughts and feelings that people have for each
other. This includes getting to know someone -
who knows who. Participants in other networks
cannot control relational knowledge, unless it
follows from the interaction between the net-
work participants themselves. An example of a
frequent consequence of relational knowledge
is a trust relationship that determines whether a
given transaction will take place and at what cost.
In the category of relationship roles, some per-
manent human relationships are represented as
“parent...” and “relative...". All people with whom
a direct connection is established are defined as
“friends”, and they are expected to enter this role.

With the growth of the Internet coverage area
in the modern world, its role in our daily lives is
increasing. In the era of laptops, smartphones,
mobile devices and millions of applications, it
is no longer possible to find a place free of the
Internet. People are constantly communicating
via digital devices, and most often they do so
through social media. In addition to establish-
ing communication, social networks allow you to
exchange opinions, find jobs, meet new people,
hold meetings online, study remotely at various
universities around the world [13].

Their power and scale grow with the Inter-
net and become a constant companion of our
lives. Part of society perceives social media as a
way to have fun, but as we have already said, so-
cial media offers a wide range of activities in the
digital world in addition to entertainment. The
main advantage of social networks is their effec-
tiveness. Facebook, Youtube and other platforms
often spread important information faster than
traditional media. For this reason, representatives
of news agencies have become more active on
social networks, and journalists often offer direct
participation via Facebook.

As we have already said, the Internet cover-
age area is constantly growing, by the first quar-
ter of 2018, 49% of the entire world’s population
has access to the Internet, 1 since 2009, the Inter-
net coverage area has reached half of the earth’s
territory as a result of stable growth. This fact
convinces us that with the help of the Internet
we can cover half of the globe. The large-scale
expansion of the Internet space in the field of
advertising has also led to a change in trends, a
new marketing direction is coming to the leading
positions - a social network marketer, new pro-
fessionals have grown in the labor market: digital
media specialists, social network managers, etc.
[14]. Advertising methods have also been sim-
plified, with the help of online advertising plat-
forms, anyone can launch the desired advertising
campaign and remotely conduct it from Georgia
to the United States or any other country. The
advantage of social networks lies, first of all, in
the fact that they are not as banned as television,
radio or print media, which is why we can say that
social networks are changing the relationship be-
tween people, companies and government agen-
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cies. Relationships are becoming more effective,
direct and diverse, and it can be said that social
media creates an interesting environment for
both sides in the digital world.

In the late 1990s, when the search engine was
known to everyone around the world Google.com
"if you are not on Google, you do not exist” - if you
do not search on Google, it means that you do not
exist. This saying was once applied to traditional
media when positioning on television or in print
media was considered the highest priority.

It cannot be said that social networks deprive
traditional media of their functions, but the fact
remains that more and more marketing events are
being held on social networks, where advertisers
do not have to “fight” for the place of advertis-
ing or the timing of the release of the commer-
cial, they only need a few minutes and that's it. A
certain amount of the budget allocated to convey
their message about the strengthening of the role
of social networks influenced communication be-
tween politicians and their supporters [15].

According to Jeffrey Young, a correspondent
for Voice of America, the role of social media in-
creases with each presidential election, especially
the role of Facebook and Twitter. It is import-
ant that election candidates collect information
about voters, which they use over and over again
to better plan the election campaign.

Those who use social media data in the elec-
tion campaign should be especially careful. The
fact of collecting information about voters and
its illegal use is reminiscent of the Cambridge
Analytica scandal that broke out in April 2018.
Since 2014, the information of 87 million Face-
book users has been illegally used to effectively
conduct an election campaign. Data processing
specialist Alexander Kogan created a simple ap-
plication “This is your digital life” and distributed
it on the social network Facebook. Facebook us-
ers filled out a simple questionnaire, as a result
of which the application received personal infor-
mation about the user and his friends, 4 which
included basic human data (date of birth, gender,
age), and the application, having received infor-
mation about the location of the survey partici-
pants, gained access to their news feed, timeline
and even messages 5. This information made it
possible to create a psychotype of a person, on
the basis of which various political events were
planned. An article on the illegal use of data for
2018, published by The Guardian on March 17,
received great resonance around the world [16].

Celebrities even demanded the abolition
of the social network. On April 10 and 11, the
founder of Facebook appeared before Congress,
and after two days of long questioning, Mark
Zuckerberg repeatedly apologized and promised
his clients that such a fact would never happen
again. This fact has affected the mood of Face-
book users, but their number has not significantly
decreased. Georgian companies, representatives
of political parties and public figures are increas-
ingly active on social networks and websites. In
Georgia, Facebook has become particularly flex-
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ible for online purchases and sales, as well as
conducting various surveys. It has also become
an important tool for Georgian politicians who
want to have a positive impact on their constit-
uents. Politicians actively use advertising on so-
cial networks. There are several main reasons for
this, firstly, social networks are not subject to two
laws in force in Georgia, these are the “Electoral
Code of Georgia” and the “"Law on Broadcasting”.
It is important to note that no law regulates the
placement of advertising on social networks. One
of the most important laws from which social net-
works are exempt is paragraph 16 of Article 50
of the “Electoral Code of Georgia”, according to
which election advertising, both paid and free, is
prohibited on election day. That is why they can
actively update their pages even on voting days,
they may not use advertising at all and offer cus-
tomers only live videos, with which they can gain
a significant number of views [17].

However, unlike Georgia, in Moldova, a polit-
ical candidate was removed from the election on
the day of voting due to a video posted on Face-
book in real time. Andrei Nastase won 52.57% of
the vote, although the court declared his results
invalid, which was followed by mass protests. 8
using the example of Moldova, the question aris-
es, where is the boundary of political advertising
placed on social networks? Is there a need for Face-
book to introduce stricter rules? Unfortunately,
social networks actively record the facts of “black
advertising”. In addition to positioning one’s own
image, it is relatively easy to resort to the meth-
od of discrediting a political opponent on social
networks. For example, such a case was observed
during the local government elections in 2017,
when the political rating of independent candidate
Aleko Elisashvili was supposed to decrease. A page
was created and a video titled “Aleko loves Tbilisi”
was published, which became quite popular in a
short time. Of course, as a result of the appeal, the
video was blocked. Instagram and Facebook are
the most popular social networks in the world. The
role of the social network is constantly growing, as
evidenced by the fact that more and more com-
panies, public organizations or specific individuals
are using this platform [18].

Conclusion

Interpersonal communication (mediated by
media reports) is homophilic in nature, and its
importance in the process of forming opinions
and making decisions is very great. In fact, mod-
ern social egocentric networks (a kind of personal
profiles) are homophilic in nature and structurally
similar, since strong offline connections also ex-
ist on the Network. The networks of close friends
are the same, and communication between them
takes place both through personal communication
on the Internet and publicly as part of media ac-
tivities in a personal profile on various social com-
munication platforms. For example, algorithmic
prioritization of relationships, carried out through
personal communication through the commu-
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nication applications Messenger and WhatsApp,
directly affects the “visibility” of “friends” in the
Facebook news stream. The factors influencing
people’s daily lives and their role in decision-mak-
ing and shaping public opinion in practice are also
associated with a new type of consumer behavior
- the search for information and the exchange of
knowledge and experience both through personal
communication and publicly on networks. Person-
al communication and close people from every-
day life play an important role in influencing the
Internet and increasingly dynamically developing
technologies and communication capabilities. The
information saturation of the Internet space and
the entry of artificial intelligence as an equal par-
ticipant in communication processes only acceler-
ate this process. The “compression” of the global
world into small worlds of personal connections
with daily activities based on interests, acquain-
tances and similarities is just a step towards giving
new value and meaning to a connected person in
21st century network relationships.
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THE CYPRUS ISSUE: THE ETHNOTERRITORIAL CONFLICT BETWEEN
TURKEY AND GREECE IN THE CONTEXT OF EU POLICY

ABSTRACT

This research paper examines the Cyprus issue as an ethno-territorial conflict
between Turkey and Greece, viewed in the context of the European Union's
policies. The author applies an analytical approach based on key theories of
ethnic conflicts, such as primordialism, instrumentalism and constructivism, to
explain the dynamics of relations between Greeks and Turks in Cyprus. Within
the framework of these theories, the mechanisms of ethnic identity formation
and its role in the escalation of the conflict, as well as the influence of foreign
policy factors on the development of the crisis are examined.

Particular attention is paid to the historical context of the conflict, including
the key ideas of enosis, as a desire for unification with Greece, and taksim, as a
concept of the division of the island. These ideas are central to understanding
the causes and dynamics of the Cyprus crisis, determining not only the internal
policies of Cyprus, but also external intervention, including that of the EU.

The author also analyzes the role of the European Union and the UN as me-
diators in the conflict, emphasizing their strategic position in the process of
Cyprus's integration and their influence on the balance of power in the region.
Particular attention is paid to the analysis of contemporary problems related
to the possible accession of Cyprus to NATO, which may become a new factor
of tension in relations between Turkey and Greece. The interaction of these
foreign and domestic policy factors requires a comprehensive approach to un-
derstanding the mechanisms of conflict resolution. The work offers a systematic
approach to the analysis of the Cyprus conflict through the prism of ethnop-
olitical theories and international politics, emphasizing the importance of the
integration of Cyprus into international structures and the influence of external
actors on the solution of the problem.

Introduction

The Cyprus issue is one of the most complex
and protracted conflicts in the Eastern Mediter-
ranean, affecting the interests of Turkey, Greece,
the European Union (EU) and the international
community. This ethno-territorial conflict, which
has been going on for several decades, is charac-
terized by deep political, cultural and geopolitical
differences that prevent its resolution. The origins
of the conflict go back to the middle of the 20th
century, when Cyprus, freed from British colonial
rule in 1960, became an independent state. The
Constitution of the new state provided for equal
rights for the Greek and Turkish communities,
but political tensions and ethnic contradictions
quickly led to a crisis. In 1974, a military coup
took place, supported by Greece, after which Tur-
key, citing the need to protect Turkish Cypriots,
conducted a military operation. As a result, the
island was divided: the Republic of Cyprus con-
trols the southern part and is recognized by the
international community, and the northern part
of the island announced the creation of the Turk-
ish Republic of Northern Cyprus (TRNC) in 1983,
which was recognized only by Turkey.

Turkey views its presence in Northern Cyprus
as a guarantee of the security of Turkish Cypri-
ots, as well as a way to strengthen its geopolitical
position in the region. Ankara actively supports
the TRNC, including economic and military assis-
tance, and rejects any settlement proposals that,
in its opinion, may infringe on the interests of
the Turkish community. In addition to the ethnic
aspect, the issue of the development of natural
resources in the Eastern Mediterranean, especial-
ly natural gas deposits, is important, which in-
creases tensions between Turkey, Greece and the
Republic of Cyprus. Greece, in turn, supports the
Republic of Cyprus and advocates the unification
of the island on the basis of the federal princi-
ple. This position is due to Greece's historical and
cultural ties with the Greek Cypriots, as well as
Athens’ strategic interest in the region. Greece's
membership in the EU strengthens its influence
on international negotiations on Cyprus.
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The European Union plays an important role
in the Cyprus issue, especially after the Republic
of Cyprus joined the EU in 2004. However, Cy-
prus's membership in the EU, in the absence of
unification of the island, has created additional
difficulties. The EU is putting pressure on Turkey
to recognize the Republic of Cyprus and resolve
the conflict, which has become one of the obsta-
cles to Turkish accession to the EU. In addition,
the EU is actively involved in energy projects in
the region, which exacerbates rivalry with Turkey,
especially in matters of maritime borders and gas
exploration rights.

The Cyprus issue remains a multidimension-
al conflict in which ethnic, geopolitical and eco-
nomic interests are intertwined. Thus, the object
of research in the article is the Cyprus conflict as
a multidimensional ethnoterritorial confrontation
affecting the interests of Turkey, Greece, the Eu-
ropean Union and the international community.
The subject of the research in the article is the
role of Turkey, Greece and the European Union
in the formation, development and possible set-
tlement of the Cyprus conflict, including ethnop-
olitical, geopolitical and economic aspects. The
main purpose of the research put forward by the
author is a comprehensive analysis of the Cyprus
conflict, taking into account ethnopolitical and
geopolitical factors, as well as the study of the
role of Turkey, Greece and the EU in the settle-
ment of this conflict, which is one of the factors
preventing Turkey from joining the EU. To achieve
this goal, the author presents a number of tasks:

1. To analyze the historical background and
the main stages of the development of the
Cyprus conflict, including its ethnic, political and
territorial aspects.

2. To explore the role of Turkey in supporting
the Turkish Republic of Northern Cyprus.

3. To assess the impact of the Republic of
Cyprus’ membership in the EU on the negotiation
process and the dynamics of the conflict.

4. |dentify key factors impeding the resolution
of the conflict, including issues of maritime
borders, energy resources and international
recognition.
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Research question of the work: How does the
interaction of Turkey, Greece and the European
Union shape the dynamics of the Cyprus conflict,
and what approaches can contribute to its set-
tlement?

Methodology

In order to achieve the research goal and
fulfill the tasks set, an integrated approach will
be used, including various methodological tools,
which will allow a deep analysis of the Cyprus
conflict and the role of Turkey, Greece and the
European Union in its evolution and attempts to
resolve it.

One of the key methods will be the histori-
cal-analytical method, which will provide a com-
prehensive study of the historical causes and
development of the Cyprus conflict. This method
will be used to study key historical events such
as Cyprus gaining independence from Britain in
1960, the creation and subsequent problems of
an independent state, as well as important mo-
ments such as the 1974 military coup and the
Turkish military intervention. Using this method,
it will be possible to identify how these events
influenced the emergence of the ethnoterritorial
conflict, as well as what long-term consequences
they had for relations between Turkish and Greek
Cypriots, as well as for the foreign policy dynam-
ics of the island.

A comparative method will be used for an
in-depth analysis of the positions of the parties
to the conflict. This approach will allow us to
examine how Turkey, Greece and the European
Union approach the Cyprus issue, what their in-
terests and strategies are, as well as how these
approaches have changed at different historical
moments. Comparing the political positions of
these actors and analyzing their approaches to
conflict resolution will reveal contradictions and
potential opportunities for compromise. The
method will also help to analyze the role of these
countries in international processes and their im-
pact on the resolution of the Cyprus issue in the
context of broader geopolitical and economic
changes, such as EU enlargement, Turkey's role
in NATO and the energy security of the Eastern
Mediterranean.

The case study method will be used for a
more detailed study of individual stages of the
negotiation process and attempts to resolve
the conflict. Special attention will be paid to the
analysis of peacekeeping initiatives, such as UN
peacekeeping efforts on the island, and import-
ant political developments, such as attempts to
create a unified federation. Using this method,
it will be possible to assess what was successful
in these attempts, and what, on the contrary, led
to a further aggravation of the situation. This will
not only help to understand what is preventing
conflict resolution, but also highlight lessons that
can be applied to future initiatives.

Geopolitical and economic analysis will be an
important element of the study, given the strate-
gic importance of Cyprus to Turkey, Greece and
the European Union, as well as the importance of
the energy resources of the Eastern Mediterra-
nean. Turkey and the Republic of Cyprus, as well
as the EU, are involved in the struggle for access
to marine resources, which aggravates relations
between these parties. The geopolitical method
will help to analyze how energy resources and
control over maritime borders affect the posi-
tions of the parties to the conflict and how they
determine approaches to settlement.

Thus, the use of the proposed methodology
will ensure a comprehensive study of the Cyprus
conflict, taking into account all its historical, eth-
nopolitical, geopolitical and economic aspects.
The results of the study will contribute to the
development of recommendations for the set-
tlement of the conflict, taking into account the
interests of all its participants.

Main part

1. Analysis of the Cyprus crisis in the
context of the main theories of ethnic conflicts

The Cyprus conflict is a complex ethnoterrito-
rial confrontation that has persisted for decades.
This conflict, which is based on the contradictions
between the Greek and Turkish communities
of the island, can be analyzed using conceptu-
al approaches proposed by leading researchers
of ethnic conflicts, nationalism and theories of
international security. It is important to consid-
er how the ideas of Samuel Huntington, Edward
Azar, Donald Horowitz, Barry Posen and Benedict
Anderson can be applied to a deep understand-
ing of the causes, dynamics and possible ways to
resolve the Cyprus conflict.

Samuel Huntington's work «The Clash of Civ-
ilizations and the Remaking of World Order» [1]
focuses on cultural and civilizational fractures as
sources of conflict in the modern world. In the
context of Cyprus, this approach explains the ten-
sion through a civilizational clash: Greek Cypri-
ots identify with the Orthodox Greek culture and
Western civilization, whereas Turkish Cypriots
belong to the Islamic tradition and the Turkish
world. These differences in identity are reinforced
by political and historical factors, which makes
the conflict not only internal political, but also
part of global civilizational contradictions.

Edward Azar, in his theory of «protracted So-
cial Conflicts» («The Management of Protracted
Social Conflicts: Theory and Cases») [2], empha-
sizes that prolonged ethnic conflicts arise from
the dissatisfaction of basic needs of groups such
as security, political recognition, cultural identi-
ty and economic equality. Turkish Cypriots felt
threatened by their identity and security under
the domination of the Greek community, espe-
cially in the context of the latter's desire for Enosis
(unification with Greece). This sense of marginal-
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ization and the lack of institutional mechanisms
to protect the interests of minorities have made
the conflict protracted.

Donald Horowitz in his book «Ethnic Groups in
Conflict» [3] draws attention to the role of institu-
tional design in the settlement of ethnic conflicts.
With regard to Cyprus, attempts to create a federal
state in 1960 failed, as the proposed mechanisms
of government could not satisfy both communi-
ties. Horowitz emphasizes that inadequate insti-
tutional structures only intensify the confronta-
tion, which can be observed in the situation with
Cyprus, where distrust between ethnic groups
blocked any form of constructive dialogue.

Barry Posen in his work «The Security Di-
lemma and Ethnic Conflict» [4] explains ethnic
conflicts through the «security dilemma». In Cy-
prus, this is manifested in the fact that both sides
perceive each other’s actions as a threat to their
security and identity. For example, Turkey's sup-
port for military intervention in 1974 to protect
Turkish Cypriots was perceived by the Greeks as
aggression, and the desire for Enosis as a threat
to the Turkish community. This fear and mutual
distrust make compromises almost impossible.

Finally, Benedict Anderson, in his work «Imag-
ined Communities: Reflections on the Origin and
Spread of Nationalism» [5], proposes the concept
of imaginary communities, explaining how the for-
mation of national identity can lead to ethnic polar-
ization. The Greek Cypriots sought unification with
Greece, which contradicted the national identity
of the Turkish Cypriots, for whom the priority was
to preserve autonomy or even partition the island.
These differences in national perceptions have ex-
acerbated the ethnic confrontation. Thus, the use
of these theoretical approaches allows not only to
reveal the historical and social roots of the Cyprus
conflict, but also to understand its stability, as well
as the difficulty in finding solutions. These concepts
can be useful for developing new settlement strate-
gies that take into account the cultural, institutional
and international aspects of the conflict.

The primordialist approach interprets the
Turkish-Greek conflict as the result of historically
rooted hostility, formed by long-standing territori-
al, religious and cultural contradictions [6]. One of
the key factors in this hostility was the idea of eno-
sis - the desire to unite all Greek territories, includ-
ing Cyprus, with Greece, which was perceived as a
threat by Turkey. During the Ottoman rule 15th-
19th centuries, the Greeks considered themselves
an oppressed people who sought to restore their
independence and national identity. The Ottoman
Empire, in turn, feared separatism, which increased
repression. After Greece gained independence in
1821, its policy of expanding its borders within the
framework of the "Great Idea” became a source
of new conflicts. The attempted annexation of
territories in Asia Minor during the Greco-Turkish
War of 1919-22 ended in Greece's defeat and a
forced population exchange that affected millions
of people and fueled ethnic animosities.
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The idea of enosis exacerbated tensions in the
20th century, particularly over Cyprus. The island’s
Greek majority demanded unification with Greece,
a move supported by Athens but resisted by the
Turkish minority and Ankara. In the 1950s, Greek
nationalists from EOKA launched an armed re-
bellion for enosis, leading to escalating violence.
The Turkish invasion of Cyprus in 1974 following
a Greek coup d'état culminated in the conflict, di-
viding the island in two, a move that has fueled
tensions between the countries ever since.

From a primordialist perspective, the idea
of enosis has been the catalyst for centuries of
struggle over territory and cultural dominance.
The Turkish-Greek conflict is interpreted as inevi-
table because it reflects deep historical and ethnic
differences that cannot be completely resolved.

Advocates of the instrumentalist approach
understand ethnicity not as an original essence,
but as a tool and resource that is used in the
process of competition between groups. Eth-
nicity itself, in their opinion, is not the cause of
conflicts. Ethnic conflict is seen not as a result of
incompatibility of group identities, but as a con-
sequence of intergroup rivalry for the possession
of economic or natural resources, especially in
situations where groups have unequal access to
power, wealth and social status.

The instrumentalist approach  explains
Greek-Turkish relations as a struggle for resources,
influence and territory, where ethnicity is used by
political and national elites to mobilize the popu-
lation and justify their actions. The conflict in the
Aegean Sea is an example of such rivalry. Greece
and Turkey dispute the boundaries of their terri-
torial waters, airspace, and rights to exploit natu-
ral resources, including oil and gas. Greek islands
located close to the Turkish coast are the subject
of disputes due to their impact on maritime con-
trol. Turkey insists on revising the boundaries es-
tablished by the 1923 Treaty of Lausanne, arguing
that they limit its access to resources and infringe
on its national interests. The Cyprus conflict also
illustrates the instrumentalist approach. The Greek
side, promoting the idea of enosis (the annexation
of Cyprus to Greece), used nationalist rhetoric as
a tool to establish control over the island and its
economic and strategic resources. In response,
Turkey, supporting the Turkish Cypriots, promoted
the slogan of Taksim (partition), which implied the
division of the island into Greek and Turkish parts.
This slogan served not only to protect the rights of
the Turkish Cypriots, but also to consolidate Turk-
ish influence in the region. The Turkish invasion of
Cyprus in 1974, officially justified by the need to
protect the Turkish population, effectively result-
ed in Ankara controlling the northern part of the
island, rich in natural resources and strategically
important for Turkey.

Thus, the Taksim slogan has become a symbol
of the Turkish approach to Cyprus, which reflects
an instrumentalist logic: ethnicity and the idea of
protecting minorities are used to justify political
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struggle and consolidate control over key re-
sources and territories.

The constructivist understanding of ethnic
conflict is similar to the instrumentalist one and
is based on the fact that ethnicity itself does not
generate conflict. The emergence and escalation
of conflicts are decisively determined by the ac-
tions of elites who mobilize ethnicity and use it to
achieve their own goals [6].

The problem of Turkish-Greek relations in
Cyprus is explained through the prism of Jo-
seph Rothschild’s theory of ethnic stratification
as an ethnopolitical conflict between two ethnic
groups - Greek Cypriots and Turkish Cypriots, as
well as the states of Greece and Turkey, consid-
ered as third-party subjects influencing the con-
flict. Within the framework of this concept, a key
role is played by economic, political and ideolog-
ical resources that determine the success of the
mobilization of ethnic groups [7].

The Greek Cypriots, who constituted the ma-
jority of the island’s population until 1974, had
significant economic and political resources, which
allowed them to dominate the public life and state
structure of Cyprus. Their nationalist movement
for enosis, supported by Greece, was based on the
ideological basis of the Great Idea, which ensured
broad mobilization and support of the population.
However, their dominant position caused dissatis-
faction among the Turkish Cypriots, who felt dis-
advantaged and sought to protect their rights. On
the other hand, the Turkish Cypriots, despite their
smaller numbers, effectively used the support of
Turkey, which provided them with economic, mili-
tary and political assistance. The Turkish elites, re-
lying on the ideology of protecting compatriots,
actively supported the slogan of “Taksim” (parti-
tion of Cyprus), which strengthened the position
of the Turkish Cypriots and contributed to their
mobilization. The Turkish invasion of 1974, official-
ly justified by the need to protect Turkish Cypriots
after the Greek coup, led to the de facto partition
of the island. Thus, the Cyprus conflict, from the
Rothschild perspective, is an example of an eth-
nopolitical struggle, where the success of each side
depended on their resource potential. The Greek
Cypriots, having a numerical advantage and sig-
nificant economic resources, dominated for a long
time, but the Turkish Cypriots, having received ex-
ternal support from Turkey, were able to consoli-
date their position. The conflict was made possible
by the effective mobilization of ethnic identity by
the elites to achieve their political goals, which led
to the partition of the island.

2 Historical discourse on the issues of
bilateral relations between Turkey and Greece:
the participation of the UN and the EU

After the end of the Second World War, the
demands for self-government in Cyprus contin-
ued with renewed vigor. In 1954, Greece joined
the solution of the issue, submitting a claim for
granting the right of self-determination for Cy-
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prus for consideration by UN. Great Britain, re-
alizing that the loss of the island could not be
avoided, convened a conference on this issue in
August 1955, to which Turkey was invited in order
to create a counterweight to Greece. At the initial
stages of the development of the Cyprus issue,
Turkey took a pro-British position in the negoti-
ations. As a result of a long negotiation process,
in February 1959, an agreement was signed be-
tween Greece, Turkey, Great Britain and repre-
sentatives of the Greek and Turkish communities
of Cyprus. It provided for the granting of inde-
pendence to Cyprus, excluded the transfer of the
island to Greece, and also provided for the provi-
sion of two military bases on the island to Great
Britain. Greece, Turkey and England acted as the
guarantor countries of the new state.

The first step towards the division of the island
was the riots and the aggravation of inter-com-
munal relations, which began in 1963. To prevent
an escalation of the situation, British troops were
brought to the island, and the island was divided
by the so-called “green line". Cyprus was divided
into the northern part, the majority of which were
Turks, and the southern part, whose population
consisted mainly of Greek Cypriots. In 1964, it
was decided to introduce a peacekeeping contin-
gent of UN to the island [8].

The division of Cyprus by the “green Line" has
become a serious prerequisite for the separation
of communities and the creation of independent
enclaves. In the current situation, Turkey has tak-
en a position on approving the territorial separa-
tion of communities.

In 1967, the disengagement went even fur-
ther: The Turkish community of Cyprus has an-
nounced the establishment of the “Provisional
Administration of the Republic of Cyprus”[9].

In 1974, a new aggravation of the situation
occurred in Cyprus. President Makarios of Cyprus
was overthrown by the Greek Cypriot National
Guard on the orders of the military dictatorship
that ruled in Greece. Turkey, fearing that Cyprus
would be annexed to Greece as a result of the
coup, began planning a military operation. Ini-
tially, Turkey proposed to England, as one of the
guarantor countries, to conduct a military opera-
tion to restore order in Cyprus jointly. Britain re-
fused, and Turkey unilaterally deployed its troops
to Cyprus on July 20, 1974. The operation lasted
two days, and Turkish troops gained a foothold
in Cyprus. In August, Turkish troops were again
deployed on the island. As a result of two op-
erations, Turkish troops occupied 37% of the
territory of Cyprus. The line where they stopped
became border between the two communities.
On February 13, 1975, the establishment of the
“Turkish Federal Republic of Cyprus” was an-
nounced [10]. This republic has established its
own elected Government. Thus, the final separa-
tion of communities took place.

The introduction of Turkish troops into Cy-
prus caused a sharply negative reaction from the
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world community. The UN responded with a res-
olution calling for respect for the sovereignty, in-
dependence, territorial integrity and non-aligned
policy of Cyprus. However, Turkey ignored this
resolution. The negative reaction was not only
from UN. Turkey's Western allies also condemned
the operation, with the United States imposing
sanctions against Turkey.

Up to 1983, the situation in Cyprus did not
undergo major changes. A number of negotia-
tions were held in an attempt to resolve the sta-
tus of the Cypriot communities, but all of them
proved fruitless. In 1981, parliamentary elections
were held in Cyprus, first in the Greek part, and
then in the Turkish part. Presidential elections
were also held in the Turkish part. The division
of the island was becoming more and more en-
trenched. At the same time, UN responded with a
resolution dated November 18, 1983, in which it
demanded the cancellation of the unilateral deci-
sion of the Turkish Cypriots.

The reaction of the Greek part of Cyprus was
to appeal to UN with a request to take responsi-
bility for peace and tranquility on the island. UN
called on all states not to recognize the Turkish
Republic of Northern Cyprus (TRNC). At that
time, an independent political life was being es-
tablished in the self-proclaimed republic. A refer-
endum was held approving the constitution, and
presidential and parliamentary elections were
held. Turkey, in turn, contributed to the strength-
ening of the TRNC by sending Turkish migrants
to the island.

Since the early 1990s, UN has been increas-
ingly involved in the settlement of the Cyprus is-
sue. Now UN was no longer limited to mediation
in organizing negotiations with the parties.

In turn, in March 1995, the EC adopted a poli-
cy program for the development of relations with
Cyprus. Moreover, since only Greek Cyprus was
recognized by the world community, it was the
authorities of southern Cyprus who acted on be-
half of the entire Cypriot people in all contacts
with the EC. Since the mid-1990s, an active pro-
cess of dialogue between Cyprus and the EC has
begun. In June 1995, the Association Council of
the EC held negotiations on the prospect of Cy-
prus joining the EC. And in July 1995, it was de-
cided to start a constructive dialogue on the issue
of Cyprus's rapprochement with the EC [10].

The active participation of the EC in the ne-
gotiation process begins at the turn of 1997-
1998. On December 13, 1997, an EC conference
was held in Luxembourg, at which a decision was
made on the possible accession of Cyprus to the
EC. However, the European Union recognized
only the Government of its Greek part under the
Government of Cyprus, and invited representa-
tives of the Turkish-Greek community of Cyprus
to join the delegation from this government.
The logical continuation of the EC's approach to
solving the Cyprus problem was the resolution
of March 10, 1998, which stated that the Turkish

Republic of Northern Cyprus is “a fact that can-
not be recognized” and that its recognition as a
State is an obstacle to achieving a peaceful solu-
tion to the issue. In addition, it was decided that
the negotiations between representatives of both
communities can only take place on the territory
of Southern Cyprus [11].

The response to this was a joint declaration
by the Presidents of Turkey and the TRNC, in
which they stated that such an EC decision un-
dermines all efforts to resolve the issue peace-
fully, and the existence of the Turkish Republic
of Northern Cyprus is necessary. It was based on
the equality of the two sides and called for con-
structive negotiations aimed at reaching a final
solution to the issue. However, the Greek Cypriot
side, encouraged by the prospect of joining the
European Union, immediately rejected this plan
[12]. It was possible to resume negotiations only
in 1999.

A new attempt to resolve the issue was the
plan of the UN Secretary General Kofi Annan. He
envisioned the creation of a single state of Cy-
prus, including the entire island of Cyprus. The
united Cyprus in its state structure was supposed
to resemble the model of the confederation of
Switzerland, i.e. to become a free confederation
of two states - Greek Cypriots and Turkish Cy-
priots - united together by a mini-apparatus of
the federal government. Representatives of the
Greek and Turkish communities would alternately
become presidents of the country.

The plan included a federal constitution, con-
stitutions for each State, a number of constitu-
tional and federal laws and proposals for the flag
of the United Republic of Cyprus and the national
anthem.

The Annan Plan was presented to the parties
in November 2002 and was the basis for negotia-
tions until 2004. During this time, it has repeated-
ly undergone changes, various amendments have
been included in it. The last negotiations on it be-
gan on February 19, 2004. All contradictions had
to be settled before May 1, since the date of Cy-
prus’ official accession to the EC was set for that
day. New negotiations were held in Switzerland
on March 24-31, as a result of which a decision
was made on the date of the referendum on the
island - April 24, 2004 [13].

The "Annan plan” was submitted to a referen-
dum. Its results turned out to be quite unexpect-
ed: more than three quarters of Greek Cypriots
refused to create a single model of the state ac-
cording to the Annan plan (“for” - 24%, "against”
- 75.8% with 88% turnout). Turkish Cypriots vot-
ed “for" - 64.9%, "against” — 35.1%, with 87% of
those who participated in the voting [13].

The Greek Cypriots were not satisfied with the
following points in this document:

1) insufficient guarantees for the security of
communities; 2) lack of a clear mechanism for
applying the plan; 3) maintaining the Turkish mil-
itary presence on the island; 4) granting the right
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of residence on the island to all migrants from
Turkey; 5) quotas limiting the number of Greek
Cypriots who are allowed to return to the north
of the island and return property lost after the
introduction of Turkish The army [14].

At the moment, the division of the island re-
mains. Attempts to reunite communities remain
fruitless. The Turkish side insists that the solution
to the issue has been sufficiently worked out in
the Annan plan and if South Cyprus is not satis-
fied with any points of the plan, then it is neces-
sary to develop amendments to them, and not
reject the entire document.

The Greek side is generally ready to accept
the comments of the Turkish Cypriots. In addi-
tion, there has been some softening of Cyprus’
positions towards the TRNC and Turkey. How-
ever, during the negotiations on Turkey's acces-
sion to the EC, Cyprus plans to put forward five
conditions, without which it will not support its
candidacy.

1. Turkey should recognize the Republic of
Cyprus as a sovereign State.

2. Turkey should stop the practice of vetoing
Cyprus’ membership in various international or-
ganizations.

3. Ankara must stop the resettlement of Turk-
ish citizens in the occupied territories of the island.

4. Cyprus demands compensation from Tur-
key for illegally used Greek Cypriot property in
the occupied territories seized in 1794.

5. Nicosia categorically objects to the pres-
ence of the Turkish occupation corps on the is-
land [14].

At the time of joining the European Union
(May 1, 2004), Cyprus was still divided into two
parts. All EC laws and benefits from membership
in the union extended only to the Greek sector,
and the underdeveloped Turkish part of Cyprus
remained outside the EC.

At the same time, when the Republic of Cy-
prus became a member of the EU, it became clear
that for Ankara, the process of resolving the Cy-
prus problem would fit into the broad context of
its relations with Brussels.

The 11th annual report of the European Com-
mission, published on October 11, 2009, assesses
Ankara’s fulfillment of its obligations to join the
European Union. It is emphasized here that the
Turkish government should create an “acceptable
climate for negotiations” by starting the withdraw-
al of troops from the northern part of Cyprus. The
main criticism of the authors of the report is direct-
ed at the fact that Turkey has been refusing for the
fourth year to comply with the provisions of the
additional protocol on the customs union with the
EC, according to which it has committed to open
its air and sea ports to ships of all EU countries,
including the Republic of Cyprus. The resolution
emphasizes that the unwillingness to comply with
the terms of the protocol in full “may have serious
consequences for the negotiations on Turkey's ac-
cession to the EC" [15].
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At the beginning of 2008, important events
took place in Cyprus, which created opportunities
for a constructive dialogue between the island's
communities. On March 21, 2008, Christofias and
Turkish Cypriot leader M. Talat met, and thus, after
a four-year break, negotiations between the lead-
ers of the two communities of the island began.

A total of 71 rounds of negotiations were held
from September 2008 to March 2010. The pro-
cess of developing a common component was
quite difficult, and the main difference was that
Talat defended the idea of an equal federation
of the two communities of Cyprus with a single
sovereignty, representation and citizenship, while
Christofias advocated Cyprus as a single state, ex-
cluding the confederation.

A new round of negotiations under the aus-
pices of UN between the President of the Turkish
Republic of Northern Cyprus D. Eroglu and the
President of the Republic of Cyprus D. Christofias
was opened by a meeting of representatives of
the Cypriot communities in July 2011 at the UN
site in Geneva.

In connection with the start of negotiations
in Geneva, the President of the European Com-
mission, Jacques Manuel Barroso, made a state-
ment according to which the leaders of the divid-
ed communities of Cyprus should urgently take
steps to achieve a "mutually agreed solution” and
achieve a breakthrough in the negotiations, which
will be facilitated by the European Commission.
Following the meeting, community leaders prom-
ised UN Secretary General Ban Ki-Moon to step
up the search for a settlement of differences. The
main issue at that time was the determination of
the ownership lost after the events of 1974. The
Turks agreed to resolve the ownership of the
houses abandoned by the Greeks in 1974 on the
basis of monetary compensation to the former
owners. The Greeks wanted to solve this problem
on the basis of restitution — to return everything
that had ever belonged to the Greek community
in Cyprus. After the meeting in Geneva, the in-
tercommunal talks between D. Christofias and D.
Eroglu continued as planned, and at the end of
October 2011, both leaders met in New York with
the Secretary General of UN Ban Ki-Moon, but no
concrete results were achieved [16].

3 Modern challenges in Turkish-Greek
relations: energies, integration processes and
regional policies

At that time, another factor came to the fore
in Turkey's relations with Greece and the Republic
of Cyprus, which negatively affected the process
of peace negotiations on Cyprus. This destabiliz-
ing moment was the energy issue. In 2007, the
American company Noble Energy won a tender
for exploration work on the shelf of Cyprus.

At the same time, the Republic of Cyprus
signed an agreement on the delimitation of its
economic zone with Egypt in 2003, with Lebanon
in 2007 and with Israel in 2007 [17].
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In the notes sent to UN, Turkey stressed that
it does not recognize the agreements on exclu-
sive economic zones concluded by the Greek
Cypriots. And by sending warships to this region,
it demonstrated that it would not remain indiffer-
ent to the unilateral actions of the Greek Cypriots.
The TRNC has also demonstrated that it does not
recognize the Greek Cypriot initiative for a con-
cession to search for natural gas.

In response to Turkey's reaction, the Leba-
nese Parliament did not ratify the agreement on
the delimitation of the economic zone with Cy-
prus. On September 21, 2011, an agreement was
signed between Turkey and the TRNC on the de-
limitation of the continental shelf in the Mediter-
ranean Sea and the start of exploration work [18].

The Government of Cyprus announced an
international tender for the issuance of drilling
licenses, and the Turkish Cypriot leadership uni-
laterally granted a license to work on the Cyp-
riot shelf to the Turkish Petroleum Corporation.
In September 2011, Ankara sent warships to
support the actions of the Turkish oil company
off the coast of Cyprus. Such a show of force by
the Turkish Government has caused tension in
Turkey's relations with European countries, es-
pecially with Greece and the Republic of Cyprus,
on the one hand, and between the communities
of Cyprus, on the other. At the same time, Tur-
key would not take military action against the is-
land, since Cyprus has the economic interests of
a number of countries that will not stand aside
in case of destabilization of the situation in the
Eastern Mediterranean. So, Turkey did not receive
support for the development of gas offshore Cy-
prus by the Greek Cypriots, and the conflict over
the development of deposits gradually came to
naught. Despite this, this conflict will be felt for a
long time. After Mustafa Akinci was elected lead-
er of the Turkish Cypriot community in April 2015,
and Turkey interrupted illegal seismic exploration
in the exclusive economic zone of Cyprus, an
agreement was reached to resume inter-commu-
nal negotiations on May 15, 2015 [18].

The Greek and Cypriot authorities have signed
an intergovernmental agreement on energy in-
terconnection, which was approved by the ener-
gy ministers of both countries. Within the frame-
work of this agreement, a high-voltage cable will
be built to connect the power systems of Cyprus
and Greece, with subsequent integration into
the European power grid. Cyprus is expected to
join the European power grid between 2028 and
2030. Importantly, the project envisages the con-
struction of the longest high-voltage cable in the
world, 1,240 km long, which will connect Cyprus
with Crete and then across the Mediterranean to
mainland Greece and the rest of Europe [19]. This
project is aimed at lifting the energy isolation of
Cyprus and strengthening Greece's position as an
important transit hub for clean energy in Europe.
This intergovernmental agreement between
Greece and Cyprus on energy interconnection,
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which involves the construction of the longest
high-voltage cable in the world, can be seen as
a strategic measure aimed at freeing Cyprus from
its energy isolation and dependence on Turkey.
Bypassing Turkey, this project allows Cyprus and
Greece to strengthen their energy links with Eu-
rope while minimizing the risks associated with
energy transit through Turkish territory. With this
agreement, Cyprus and Greece demonstrate their
commitment to diversifying their energy sources
and strengthening their energy independence,
which is important for ensuring energy security
in the region.

Since then, negotiations, as indicated in the
document, have been proceeding in a more pos-
itive and favorable atmosphere, and the parties
have reached a certain understanding on a num-
ber of important issues related to the sections
of public administration and the distribution of
powers, property, and economy.

In May 2015, negotiations between the lead-
ers of the two communities of Cyprus, Akyndhi
and Anastasiades, resumed and were chaired by
Espen Bart Eide, Special Adviser to the Secretary
General of UN for Cyprus.

In the last months of 2016, Cypriot President
Anastasiades and Turkish Cypriot leader Akindhi
intensified reunification talks and met weekly. In
January 2017, a conference was held in Geneva
with the participation of three guarantor coun-
tries, which ended in vain. Turkey and the Turkish
Cypriots considered unacceptable the demand to
withdraw the Turkish occupation forces from Cy-
prus and to cancel the guarantee system, which
the Greek side considers an anachronism and
limitation of the sovereignty of Cyprus [20].

At the same time, a Conference on the Unifi-
cation of Cyprus was held in Geneva, as well as a
working group working on the development of
specific proposals.

The next meeting at the level of foreign min-
isters was planned to be held after March 13,
2017, but the negotiation process again reached
an impasse. This time, the reason for the discord
was the amendment on the celebration of “Enosis
Day” in Cypriot schools, adopted by the Parlia-
ment of the Republic of Cyprus on February 10.
The next round of negotiations on the Cyprus
settlement in July 2017 turned out to be fruitless
again, despite the fact that the discussion of the
Cyprus problem under the auspices of the Unit-
ed Nations has been going on for half a century.
At a press conference held by Turkish President
Erdogan at the G20 summit meeting in Hamburg
in early July 2017, he made the following assess-
ment of the negotiations on Cyprus: the Cyprus
issue has “critical importance” for the security, fu-
ture and economy of the Mediterranean region,
and Turkey, as a guarantor country, is making
great efforts to achieve a just and comprehen-
sive solution to the Cyprus problem. Erdogan
further stressed: «Despite all our efforts that we
have made with the Turkish Republic of North-
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ern Cyprus, the second meeting of the Cyprus
Conference, which began on June 28, remained
inconclusive» [21].

The President of the Republic of Cyprus,
Nikos Christodoulides, has confirmed his coun-
try’s intention to join NATO and said that talks
with Washington on this issue are already under-
way. One of the main problems for Cyprus is the
fact that due to Turkey's objections, the Republic
of Cyprus cannot become a full member of the
alliance, which limits the island’s ability to mod-
ernize its army and acquire the necessary military
equipment. Christodoulides noted that Cyprus is
considering three possible levels of participation
in NATO, which demonstrates the country’s flexi-
ble approach to the issue of accession [22].

Strengthening its defense potential is of par-
ticular importance for Cyprus, and the President
emphasized that the country is actively seeking
ways to improve its defense capabilities both
through NATO and the United States, as well as
through EU defense programs. Cyprus’'s geo-
graphical location in the Eastern Mediterranean,
an area of high geostrategic significance, is an
important factor that can affect its role in inter-
national security. Christodoulides also said that
decisions have already been made to modernize
the naval and air force bases on the island, and
Cyprus is in talks with both the EU and the Unit-
ed States to strengthen its military infrastructure.
Speaking about the deadline for submitting an
application to join NATO, the President of Cyprus
stressed that, despite caution in public state-
ments, the country is actively moving towards its
goal.

These aspects, emphasized by the author in
the work, explain the strengthening of close re-
lations between Cyprus and Western countries,
including in the context of Western countries’
support for the Israeli side in the conflict in the
Middle East.

Conclusion

Thus, the Cyprus issue, complicated not only
by its internal political, ethnocultural content, but
also by the interweaving of multi-vector foreign
policy interests and civilizational differences of
the parties and states involved in it, reflected the
global international clashes of the tenth century.
The Cyprus conflict provides an example of new
cultural and civilizational problems that stand in
the way of integration and peacekeeping efforts
undertaken by the international community.

Cypriots face a difficult path to achieve the
unity of their homeland. There will be mutual
concessions, patience and tact, a breakthrough
to a new level of political thinking, reaching new
frontiers of political practice.

Analyzing the Cyprus crisis through the prism
of key schools in the study of ethnic conflicts al-
lows for a deeper understanding of its complex
dynamics and multifaceted causes. The primor-
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dialist approach focuses on the deep-rooted his-
torical and cultural differences between Greek
Cypriots and Turkish Cypriots, viewing the con-
flict as the result of an "ancient feud” between
ethnic groups rooted in Ottoman rule and sub-
sequent historical processes. In this context, the
contradictions between the two peoples are
perceived as inevitable, immeasurably increasing
with each new stage of political mobilization and
aggravation of interethnic relations. On the oth-
er hand, the instrumentalist approach interprets
ethnicity as a resource used by political elites to
achieve their goals. In the case of Cyprus, this is
evident in how the Greek and Turkish elites used
ethnic identity to justify their political ambitions,
whether it was enosis from Greece or Turkish
Cypriot support. The ethnic conflict in Cyprus is
thus becoming a consequence of competition for
resources, territorial influence and political dom-
inance, and not just a clash of deep-rooted cul-
tural differences.

Finally, the constructivist approach allows us
to consider ethnic identity not as an unchanging
entity, but as a dynamic and changeable phenom-
enon that is formed in the context of political and
social processes. The conflict in Cyprus can be in-
terpreted as a result of the political mobilization of
ethnic identity, when the actions of elites on both
sides used ethnic differences to achieve their stra-
tegic goals, which contributed to the escalation
of violence and the division of the island. Thus,
the Cyprus crisis can be viewed as a multi-lay-
ered ethnopolitical conflict in which key schools
of ethnic conflict theory offer different but com-
plementary explanations: from historically rooted
feuds through the resources of power to the dy-
namic mobilization of identity to achieve political
goals.  Turkish-Greek relations remain complex
and tense, largely due to the Cyprus conflict, which
continues to be a source of tension between the
two countries. The divided island, where Turks and
Greeks have long been in a state of ethnic tension,
has become an arena for geopolitical competition.
Turkey supports the Turkish Cypriot community
and continues its military occupation of the north-
ern part of Cyprus, which has been declared the
Turkish Republic of Northern Cyprus (TRNC), rec-
ognized only by Turkey. At the same time, Greece
actively supports the Greek Cypriot part and in-
sists on its right to unity with the European Union.
This conflict is exacerbated not only by ethnic and
historical differences, but also by rivalry for strate-
gic influence in the Eastern Mediterranean. Turkey
seeks to strengthen its influence in the region, in-
cluding control over energy resources such as gas
fields in the disputed waters around Cyprus, which
has led to repeated clashes with Greece and Cy-
prus over energy policy. Greece, for its part, active-
ly supports energy cooperation with the European
Union and other international partners, seeking to
include Cyprus in the European energy grid, which
has bypassed Turkey. The Cyprus conflict is one
of the key flashpoints where the geopolitical and

strategic interests of the two countries collide. Tur-
key, which aspires to closer ties with NATO and an
active role in regional security, faces obstacles in
the form of Cyprus's European integration and its
rapprochement with Greece. This rivalry is not lim-
ited to security issues alone, but also touches on
broader issues, including energy, economics and
international alliances. The interactions between
the two countries in the Cyprus conflict thus reflect
not only long-standing historical enmity, but also
contemporary geopolitical ambitions, with both
sides seeking to assert their influence in the East-
ern Mediterranean and on the international stage.

Manifestations of Social Tension in Post-Reform Kazakhstan:
Public Sentiments and Behavioral Reactions

Abstract. In the social sciences of Kazakhstan, social tension is most often defined in negative terms, charac-
terizing society as unstable and prone to potential conflict. Consequently, the state of social tension is viewed as
a phenomenon that must necessarily be eradicated. The semantic content of the concept of “social tension” varies
from author to author, sometimes taking on a broader, sometimes narrower interpretation. Frequently, descrip-
tions of social tension are almost indistinguishable from descriptions of the population’s social well-being, closely
linked to the identification of a list of pressing socio-economic issues, which may subsequently lead to potential
protest activities. From this perspective, over the past three decades in Kazakhstan, there has virtually been no
period during which the relevance of the issue of social tension has been called into question.

This article adopts an interdisciplinary approach to analyzing social tension, incorporating the examination of
physiological, psychophysiological, and socio-psychological aspects, with a particular emphasis on empirical data
drawn from sociological surveys. The paper advances the idea that social tension is temporally limited. According-
ly, it utilizes survey results collected during periods identified by the author as crisis periods: namely, the global
financial and economic crisis of 2008-2010, which significantly impacted Kazakhstan's economy, and the global
covid-19 pandemic (2020-2022). As a control, survey results from the non-crisis year of 2024 are also presented.

The article classifies sociological monitoring indicators (based on nine questionnaire items) according to the
aforementioned aspects. Based on the data, the author concludes that during 2009-2010 there were no physiological
or psychophysiological causes sufficient to escalate social tension into protest activity. In contrast, during 2021-2022,
a set of psychophysiological factors emerged that transitioned to the socio-psychological level, subsequently accom-

panied by a rise in dissatisfaction with the government's performance and an increase in protest activity.

Kazakhstan between Russia and China: political balance and nuclear security in a multipolar world

Abstract. In the emerging multipolar world, Kazakhstan finds itself in a unique geopolitical position between
two major nuclear powers - Russia and China. Following the collapse of the Soviet Union, the Republic inherited
the world's fourth-largest nuclear arsenal, yet deliberately renounced it, thereby demonstrating its commitment
to global security and disarmament principles. On one hand, this decision strengthened Kazakhstan's interna-
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tional reputation as a reliable partner and peacekeeper. On the other, the country’s geographic location between
Russia and China imposes additional challenges for national security, necessitating a delicate balance of interests
and a flexible foreign policy. The core issue stems from Kazakhstan's pursuit of mutually advantageous relations
with both powers, which may come into conflict with the global rivalry among leading nuclear-armed states. In
the realm of nuclear security, this dynamic compels a careful reconciliation of national interests with obligations
under international agreements on non-proliferation and arms control. The proposed solution lies in Kazakhstan's
sustained role as a neutral bridge, actively contributing to dialogue facilitation and tension reduction in the region.
According to the author’s view, the country’s accumulated experience in voluntarily relinquishing a sizable nuclear
arsenal, combined with its proactive engagement in relevant initiatives, enables it to serve as a pivotal mediator.
Such a strategy not only reinforces national security but also underscores the potential for addressing nuclear
issues through responsible cooperation and diplomatic leadership.

To the question of the national currency of the Republic of Kazakhstan
from a semantic point of view

Abstract. The article presents an analysis of the semantic content of the national currency of the Republic of
Kazakhstan as a visual representation of the national identity of Kazakh society, the changes in which are reflected
in the evolution of monetary images used in the design of the tenge (using the example of paper banknotes).

The relevance of the study is determined by the expansion of scientific tools in the study of the culture of the
Republic of Kazakhstan, captured in the abstract monetary style; the necessity of analyzing images that reflect
the debated issues of legally significant stages of the Republic of Kazakhstan; and the testing of methodological
resources for symbolic imagery and visual representation using the example of the national currency.

The theoretical foundation of the study is based on works in semantics, semiotics, cultural anthropology,
political science, art and history. The research methodology is based on a combination of semiotic, cultural,
comparative-historical, and formal-stylistic methods. The specifying methods include the semantic-imagery and
semantic-functional approaches, while general scientific methods are represented by analysis, synthesis and
factography.

The main results of the study are presented in the following conclusions: the semantics of the national currency
of the Republic of Kazakhstan manifests itself as a condition for the preservation and transmission of the socially
significant experience of the Kazakh people; conceptually, the design of the national currency of the Republic of
Kazakhstan clearly illustrates the fundamental categories implicating the historical path of the Kazakh people;
the history of the design of the national currency of the Republic of Kazakhstan includes a series of stylistic
compositions, varying in longevity or transience, which is directly related to changes in the national-state ideology
of the country and the dynamics of the representation of the ethnic identity of the Kazakh people.

The multifaceted nature of the results obtained in the study is characterized by a high level of practical
applicability, as it expands the methodological perspectives for analyzing the national identity of the Kazakh people
from the standpoint of the semantic-imagery and semantic-functional approaches. It ensures the systematization
of methods for the semantic representation of cultural and ethnic information about Kazakh history in the design
of Kazakhstan's paper banknotes, while also contributing to the expansion of scientific knowledge about the
national and cultural specificity of the Kazakh people in global scholarship.

This article explores the dynamics of industrial development in Central Asia
within the context of the Belt and Road Initiative (BRI), focusing on the interaction
between national strategies of the Central Asian republics and China's economic
and geopolitical ambitions. By examining key projects, policy frameworks, and
foreign investment trends, the article sheds light on how Central Asian countries
strive to balance their sovereign industrial agendas with external influences,
particularly from China. It also discusses the role of Russia, the USA, the EU,
Turkiye and multilateral development institutions in this geopolitical balancing
act.

Introduction borders with Kazakhstan, Kyrgyzstan, and Tajikistan,

laying a vital foundation for trust and stability.

The collapse of the Soviet Union in 1991 marked
a new phase in China-Central Asia relations. China
quickly recognized the independence of Kazakhstan,
Uzbekistan, Kyrgyzstan, Tajikistan, and Turkmenistan
in 1992, establishing the foundation for bilateral
diplomatic ties. The initial focus was on establish-
ing embassies and consulates, and crucially, peace-
fully resolving inherited Soviet-era border disputes.
China successfully negotiated and demarcated its
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Central Asia, located at the crossroads of global
trade and geopolitical competition, has since faced
the dual challenge of economic transition and indus-
trial revitalization. The Belt and Road Initiative (BRI),
launched by China in 2013, has significantly intensi-
fied infrastructure development and trade connectiv-
ity in the region, with Kazakhstan playing a key role.
Starting from the beginning it should be remem-
bered that while the BRI offers substantial investment
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opportunities, it also raises concerns about econom-
ic dependence and strategic autonomy. Because,
global supply chains may speed up industrialization
but make it less resilient for smaller Asian economies
that lack the bargaining power of a country like China
(Devesh Kapur and Manik Suri (2014) [1].

Central Asia seeking for leveraging the oppor-
tunity for industrialization presented by the BRI to
achieve regional economic prosperity. While previ-
ous regional economic integration efforts of Central
Asian Union were largely unsuccessful, the BRI's in-
frastructure projects, including transportation net-
works, are fostering greater connectivity among
Central Asian countries.The BRI is a major infrastruc-
ture and economic development project aimed at
enhancing connectivity, expanding economic influ-
ence, and promoting regional integration [2].

The war in Ukraine and the resulting sanctions
against Russia have led Central Asian countries to
seek new trade routes to Europe and other areas,
as the sanctions made it much harder to export
goods through Russia, their traditional transit
route. This search for alternative routes is driven
by the need to diversify their economies as well.

The sanctions affecting the primary north-
ern trade route, which the former Soviet Central
Asian countries relied upon for trade with Europe,
spurred those five nations to urgently seek alter-
native routes, such as the Trans-Caspian Interna-
tional Transport Route (TITR), opened in 2017.

It is obvious that Central Asia must seize the
current window of opportunity for active indus-
trialization — offered by China’s Belt and Road
Initiative — as a vital pathway to regional eco-
nomic prosperity.

Methodology

The research methodology employed in this
article includes an analysis of scientific literature,
comparative studies of Central Asian countries’s
economic development in the frames of BRI, con-
tent analysis and a comparative analysis of the
geopolitical and infrastructural projects. Using a
qualitative approach, the author sought to estab-
lish the correlation between economic, industrial
and geopolitical factors and their impact on the
outcomes of Central Asian regional development.

Theoretical and empirical analysis is based on
the study of official documents and national eco-
nomic strategies. A historical-comparative approach
is applied to analyze the dynamics of participation
of countries in the region in international structures.
Projects such as the Belt and Road Initiative, Organ-
ization of Turkic States, Eurasian Economic Union,
and the "Middle Corridor” are studied as examples. A
comparative analysis of cooperation formats allows
us to identify their advantages and disadvantages.

Main part

Industrialization Strategies in Central Asia:
a National Perspective

Since gaining independence, Central Asian
countries have navigated their foreign relations,

adopting a “multi-vector foreign policy” to bal-
ance historic ties with Russia and expanding part-
nerships with other global powers. They aim for
balanced relations with Russia, China, the West-
ern world (US, EU), and Turkey. This strategy in-
volves maintaining economic and security links
with Russia while exploring alternatives. They uti-
lize hedging strategies or “hybrid allegiances” to
seek a balance between economic opportunities
offered by China and the security shield offered
by the West, avoiding alignment with any single
bloc [3]. They seek to maximize their goals re-
garding superpowers without compromising in-
dependence and want to avoid being excessively
mortgaged to any great power.

Let us understand the objectives and devel-
opment plans of Central Asian nations concern-
ing the Belt and Road Initiative.

According to a CADGAT report, as of 2019, Kyr-
gyzstan was implementing 46 BRI projects, Tajikistan
44, Uzbekistan 43, and Kazakhstan 102, compared
to 26 in Turkmenistan. Overall, there were 237 bilat-
eral and 24 multilateral BRI projects in Central Asia,
with 209 local and 52 regional projects [4].

The BRI priorities in Central Asia include: (a)
rail and road connectivity, (b) energy connectiv-
ity, (c) trade promotion and industrial develop-
ment (mineral/petroleum exploration, industry,
finance/IT, and agriculture/food), and (d) peo-
ple-to-people projects [5].

Kazakhstan

The energy transition’s effects vary signifi-
cantly by nation, strengthening technologically
advanced states while forcing hydrocarbon ex-
porters to adapt. Rather than simply reducing
geopolitical tension, it reshapes it, presenting
new opportunities and challenges for global col-
laboration (Agajanova (2025) [6].

Kazakhstan aims to double its national econ-
omy to $450 billion within five years, prioritizing
citizen well-being. This goal is to be achieved
through industrial projects, a new tax code, and
revised fiscal policies [7]. According the the World
Bank the potential economic impact of the BRI
on Kazakhstan's GDP is substantial. Estimates
suggest that infrastructure improvements alone
could contribute around 6.5% to Kazakh GDP,
while advancements in trade facilitation and tar-
iff reductions along the corridors are expected to
add a further 15% [8].

Kazakhstan's “Nurly Zhol" program, focusing
on infrastructure and industrial modernization,
aligns with the BRI's logistics objectives. Its Strate-
gy 2050 seeks economic diversification away from
raw materials[8]. Kazakhstan plans to repair over
27,000 km of local roads by 2025 along with other
112 projects[9]. China's BRI complements Kazakh-
stan’s Nurly Zhol by developing infrastructure and
boosting connectivity across Eurasia. This synergy
positions Kazakhstan as a key transit corridor, ena-
bling economic diversification, investment attrac-
tion, and a stronger role in regional trade [10].

Kazakhstan's participation in the BRI has en-
hanced its geopolitical status and reduced its
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dependence on Russia. The synergy between the
BRI and Kazakhstan's “Nurly Zhol" program cre-
ates opportunities for strengthening the strategic
partnership between China and Kazakhstan.

The war between Russia and Ukraine has cre-
ated a "window of opportunity” for Kazakhstan,
increasing the transit potential of routes through
the country, particularly the TMTM. The decline
in transit through Russia has driven the need for
alternative routes [11]. China has become Ka-
zakhstan's top trading partner, surpassing Russia.
Furthermore China and Kazakhstan have estab-
lished a special fund for cooperation in produc-
tion capacity and utilize financial platforms like
the Asian Infrastructure Investment Bank has a
total planned capital expenditure of US$26 billion
and the Silk Road Fund has allocated US$2 billion
for equity to support BRI in potential projects.
Over the past 25 years, China has committed
approximately US$30 billion in loans and equity
investment to Kazakhstan [12]. In 2016, Kazakh-
stan and China signed a cooperation plan to align
“Nurly Zhol” with the "Silk Road Economic Belt”",
outlining joint projects in Kazakhstan within the
framework of which a list of 51 joint projects in
Kazakhstan was formed for a total of $24-26
billion, later, the list expanded to 55 enterprises
[13]. In 2023, the trade volume between the two
countries reached $41 billion [14].

However there is a risk that Kazakhstan could
become overly dependent on exporting raw mate-
rials to China. Chinese trade with Central Asia pre-
dominantly involves importing energy and natural
resources while exporting processed goods.

By 2050, Kazakhstan aims to become a key
Eurasian power, with China as a modern global
power [15]. Thus, Kazakhstan is the leading pow-
er in Central Asia in terms of transit potential and
the richest. It has the ambitious goals that can
be achieved in the frames of BRI project. And the
economic achievements will strengthen its mid-
dle-power status.

Uzbekistan

Uzbekistan's post-independence economic
transformation involved gradual reforms, which
mitigated the impact of the Soviet Union’s col-
lapse and fostered economic growth. Initially
reliant on raw material exports, Uzbekistan stra-
tegically pursued economic independence and
self-sufficiency, prioritizing industrial policy.

Uzbekistan implemented a multifaceted in-
dustrialization policy to reduce dependence on
cotton, achieve food and energy self-sufficiency,
and increase industry's share of GDP. The gov-
ernment used various instruments, including
incentives, state orders, selective FDI, and trade
measures.

Uzbekistan's industrial development shows
encouraging trends. Uzbekistan has shown signifi-
cant industrial growth, with the World Bank (2024)
reporting an increase in value-added industry from
$11 billion in 2010 to $25 billion in 2022. Addition-
ally, industrial employment rose from 20% to 24%
of total employment during 2000-2022 [16].
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Under President Shavkat Mirziyoyev, Uzbeki-
stan has pursued economic reforms. The new Uz-
bekistan Development Strategy 2022-2026 aims to
pursue 100 defined goals and 398 actions, one of
which is aimed at increasing the country's GDP per
capita from the current USD 1,983 to USD 4,000 by
the end of 2026, by mobilizing available resourc-
es and opportunities. This goal will be achieved by
stimulating Uzbekistan's private sector, attracting
foreign direct investment, and establishing a cluster
system for key industries such as textiles, electrical
engineering, automotive, building materials, chem-
icals, petrochemicals, agricultural machinery, and
energy, all in support of the national development
strategy. To boost regional economic potential, the
country established free trade zones and provid-
ed foreign investors with subsidies and rebates for
modernization projects. Additionally, specialized
small industrial zones were developed, complete
with the necessary infrastructure for efficient opera-
tion [17]. Uzbekistan is the second largest economy
in Central Asia, and the government aims to achieve
uppermiddle income status by 2030 [18].

Uzbekistan's 2030 Development Strategy
supports industrial clusters, technology parks,
and energy diversification, with goals to signifi-
cantly increase GDP and per capita income. Uz-
bekistan also aims to enhance its integration into
global transport and logistics networks.

A cornerstone of Uzbekistan’'s 2030 Strategy
involves a dramatic increase in investor protec-
tions, safeguarding rights and enhancing the
Tashkent International Arbitration Centre's dis-
pute mechanisms. This is complemented by a
strategic expansion of its visa-free policy, now
covering 93 countries, which actively draws glob-
al talent and investment [19].

Thus, under President Shavkat Mirziyoyev's
leadership, Uzbekistan anticipates a promising
future, driven by strategic national industrializa-
tion plans aligned with the Belt and Road Initia-
tive (BRI).

Kyrgyzstan

Kyrgyzstan pursued rapid market-based re-
forms, joining the WTO early. Despite this, it ex-
perienced a severe economic depression in the
early post-Soviet period. The Kyrgyz government
has sought to foster growth through tax incen-
tives and infrastructure development, benefiting
sectors like gold mining and the garment indus-
try. The garment industry is a major part of Kyr-
gyzstan's manufacturing sector, benefiting from
low wages but facing low productivity. The gov-
ernment prioritizes this sector due to its econom-
ic contribution [20].

The BRI is important for Kyrgyzstan, with Chi-
na as its largest exporter and investor. The BRI is
improving Kyrgyzstan's infrastructure and energy
security [21].

The largest projects on which Kyrgyz side has
major expectations within the BRI are the Chi-
na-Kyrgyzstan-Uzbekistan railways and the Turk-
menistan-China gas pipeline, both crossing the
Kyrgyz territory.
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China has supported social development in
Kyrgyzstan through various projects. In addition
to the BRI cooperation program, both sides for-
malized agreements on trade, the digital econ-
omy, artificial intelligence (Al), social security,
energy, and infrastructure. Other agreements in-
clude Chinese assistance for Kyrgyzstan's judicial
information system, medical equipment for hos-
pitals, and economic reforms [22].

However, Kyrgyzstan is among the nations
considered potentially vulnerable to falling into
a "debt trap” due to Chinese loans. Some experts
note that a lack of trust among the people of Kyr-
gyzstan is the only factor preventing the thorough
promotion of the Belt and Road project [23].

Tajikistan

According to Tajikistan’s National Development
Strategy until 2030 outlines goals for energy securi-
ty, transit development, food security, and employ-
ment expansion. It emphasizes structural reforms,
investment attraction, and industry growth in sec-
tors like energy, mining, light and food industries,
metallurgy, and building materials. The strategy
aims to increase industrial production and the share
of industry and private investment in GDP, empha-
sizing the processing of local raw materials and at-
tracting foreign direct investment [24].

Industrial development in Tajikistan is influ-
enced by various factors and partnerships, with
China'’s BRI playing a role primarily in the context
of infrastructure and connectivity.

BRI transport infrastructure in Tajikistan main-
ly facilitates the movement of goods from west-
ern China towards markets in Iran, the Caucasus,
and the Middle East, with limited direct benefit to
Tajikistan's domestic industry. Tajikistan’s moun-
tainous terrain means that many BRI trade routes
bypass the country [25].

China is a significant investor in Tajikistan’s indus-
trial sector, particularly in mining and processing. Chi-
na involved in Tajikistan's modernization of the TALCO
aluminum plant by China Machinery Engineering Corp.
(CMECQ) [26]. Chinese companies involved in gold min-
ing and processing. The joint venture Bilol Suyulin, a
cement factory in Konibodom, Sughd Province, with
an annual capacity of 200,000 tonnes. Most cement
plants in Tajikistan have been built with Chinese assis-
tance [27]. Expected increase in Chinese investment in
aluminum, antimony, and gold production continued.

In 2022, Tajikistan received $257 million in Chi-
nese investment, of which $192 million was direct
investment, constituting 74% of the country’s total
foreign direct investment for that year.[28]

The BRI-induced fall in shipment time and
increased FDI are estimated to raise Tajikistan's
GDP by 5 percent from transport infrastructure
improvements alone, potentially by 32 percent
if accompanied by complementary reforms that
halve border crossing delays [29].

Tajikistan is also pursuing other internation-
al partnerships for industrial and economic de-
velopment, including a joint industrial park with
Russia by 2030 [30] and cooperation with the Eu-
ropean Union [31].

Turkmenistan

Turkmenistan has 12 projects within the
“Trade and industrial development” sector under
China'’s BRI and bilateral projects [32]. Turkmeni-
stan’s development strategies, synchronized with
China’s BRI, aim to transform the country from
primarily agricultural to industrial, attract invest-
ment, and develop free trade zones [33].

China, through the BRI, seeks to expand
transportation and logistics infrastructure, trade
links, and industrial promotion in Turkmenistan.
Turkmenistan views China as its most important
partner and aligns its national development plans
with BRI cooperation [34].

To ensure comprehensive development, the
China-Turkmenistan Cooperation Committee plays
a crucial coordinating role in aligning the Belt and
Road Initiative with Turkmenistan’s national strate-
gy for reviving the Silk Road. This involves intensi-
fying efforts to effectively execute the 2021-2025
five-year cooperation plan between the two gov-
ernments, thereby promoting parallel advance-
ments in diverse areas of collaboration[35].

There are several specific areas of industrial de-
velopment linked to BRI cooperation in Turkmen-
istan. Gas cooperation is a cornerstone of the Chi-
na-Turkmenistan relationship, with BRI assistance
speeding up the development of the Galkynysh
field. Expansion and deepening of investment in
chemical Industry through BRI cooperation[36].
Besides there are also value-added processing
through the development of free trade and eco-
nomic zones along transport corridors.

Since the collapse of the Soviet Union, Central
Asia has been navigating a complex path of eco-
nomic transition and industrial revitalization, with
China and its Belt and Road Initiative (BRI) playing
an increasingly significant role. The early post-So-
viet period saw the establishment of diplomatic
ties and the resolution of border disputes, laying
the groundwork for future cooperation.

The BRI has since become a major driver of in-
frastructure development and trade connectivity
across the region, offering opportunities for eco-
nomic growth but also raising concerns about po-
tential over-reliance on China. Central Asian nations
are actively pursuing industrialization strategies,
with varying degrees of BRI involvement, to di-
versify their economies, enhance their geopolitical
standing, and secure regional economic prosperity.

The war in Ukraine has further accelerated the
need for new trade routes, highlighting the stra-
tegic importance of initiatives like the TITR. While
each Central Asian country has its own unique
approach, the common thread is a desire to lev-
erage the opportunities presented by the BRI
and other international partnerships to achieve
sustainable industrial development and a more
prominent role in the global economy.

Geopolitical Implications and Strategic
Balancing

Central Asia, long perceived as the crossroads of
empires and civilizations, has reemerged as a strate-
gic pivot in the 21st century. Situated between major
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powers — China to the east, Russia to the north, and
proximate to the Middle East and South Asia — this
region is experiencing renewed interest due to its
vast natural resources, transport potential, and politi-
cal significance. Infrastructure development, particu-
larly in transportation, energy, and digital connec-
tivity, has become a central domain through which
geopolitical rivalries and partnerships manifest.

Industrialization also spurs technological ad-
vancements that affect international relations. In-
novations in transportation, communication, and
information technology can shift the balance of
power and influence diplomatic relations. Coun-
tries at the forefront of technological advance-
ments can leverage this to gain strategic advan-
tages in various geopolitical contexts [37].

The geopolitical implications and strategic
balancing acts undertaken by Central Asian states
in managing infrastructure projects, while navi-
gating the competing interests of China, Russia,
the USA, the European Union (EU), and Turkiye.

China’s Infrastructure Ambitions: The Belt and
Road Initiative (BRI)

Industrialization can lead to the emergence of
new powers, altering traditional geopolitical hier-
archies. The rise of industrialized nations like China
has reshaped global power dynamics, challenging
the dominance of previously established powers
and leading to a more multipolar world [38].

China’s Belt and Road Initiative (BRI) has had
a transformative effect on the infrastructure land-
scape of Central Asia. Through significant invest-
ments in roads, railways, pipelines, and logistics
hubs, China has positioned itself as a principal
economic partner. The China—-Kyrgyzstan-Uzbek-
istan railway project, Khorgos dry port in Kazakh-
stan, and various highways and energy pipelines
demonstrate Beijing’s commitment. These projects
enhance China’s westward connectivity, reducing
its dependence on maritime routes and increasing
its geopolitical leverage. China has become and will
certainly remain the largest investor in Central Asia,
capable of mobilizing huge investments beyond
what Western countries and Russia can offer [39].
China's Belt and Road Initiative (BRI) is a key driver of
its engagement, seen as a holistic strategy with po-
litical, logistical, and economic interests intertwined,
aiming to increase China's capacity to project influ-
ence. BRI aims to spur growth in China’s hinter-
land, address excess capacity, and find alternative
markets for state-owned companies [40]. China is
seen as offering the most promising proposal for
regional integration compared to other projects.
Through BRI, China expands its geopolitical influ-
ence and seeks resource security. China’s increasing
influence is reinforced by major infrastructure pro-
jects and investment abroad. While appreciative of
investments, countries like Kazakhstan and Uzbek-
istan seek to avoid overdependence, occasionally
renegotiating terms or diversifying partners.

Russia’s Regional Clout and Infrastructure
Legacy

Russia retains considerable influence in Cen-
tral Asia due to historic, linguistic, economic,
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and security ties especially for Kazakhstan and
Kyrgyzstan. . The region's infrastructure systems
— railways, energy grids — remain deeply inter-
connected with Russian networks. Participation in
the Eurasian Economic Union (EAEU), joint ener-
gy projects, and digital infrastructure integration
(e.g., Russia-led data centers). The EAEU pro-
motes customs union integration, often overlap-
ping or competing with Chinese BRI infrastructure
strategies. Moscow seeks to preserve its sphere
of influence through the CSTO, counterbalance
China’s rising dominance, and prevent Western
encroachment. Moscow needs Central Asia now
more than ever as a conduit for sanctions evasion,
to re-orient its trade and to demonstrate that it
still has allies [41]. Russia’s economic constraints
and the Ukraine conflict have limited its invest-
ment capabilities, causing Central Asian states to
recalibrate their dependency and it strengthened
intra-regional cooperation, fostering regional au-
tonomy. The governments of Central Asian na-
tions prioritize a broad network of relationships
conducting the multi-vector diplomacy over
participation in trade blocs created by Moscow.
Central Asia has historically relied on Russia for
economic and security partnerships. Russia main-
tains significant influence through institutions like
the CIS, CSTO, and the Eurasian Economic Union
(EAEU), serving as platforms for regional securi-
ty and economic collaboration [42]. The EAEU is
described as Russia’s regional integration project,
driven more by geopolitics than economics, with
member states hesitant to cede national sover-
eignty. Despite this, Russia is noted as one of
BRI's most enthusiastic partners, pledging to link
the EAEU with BRI. However, experts are skeptical
of this partnership’s economic asymmetry, given
Russia’s economy is much smaller than China’s
[43]. Russia’s two-century-long dominance is de-
scribed as receding and likely to shrink. Russia
continues to dominate the region'’s information
space. Moscow has explicitly threatened Kazakh-
stan and issued warnings to others following the
war in Ukraine. Turkmenistan and Tajikistan con-
tinue to seek accommodation with Russia.

The USA's Selective Engagement: Soft In-
frastructure Focus

While geographically distant, the USA re-
mains an active geopolitical player in Central
Asia through diplomatic, economic, and securi-
ty channels. Washington has shown interest in
supporting infrastructure that promotes sover-
eignty, transparency, and independence from
authoritarian influence. USAID’s infrastructure
capacity-building projects, CASA-1000 electricity
transmission project, and support for digital in-
frastructure resilience [44]. The US has engaged
with the region through initiatives like the C5+1
platform, holding a summit in September 2023
[45]. The United States aims to counter China’s
Belt and Road Initiative (BRI) by promoting its
own strategic interests in the Eurasian Conver-
gence Zone. This includes fostering military, po-
litical and economic ties with regional powers

like India and Japan while advocating for a mul-
tilateral approach to avoid unilateralism. The US
seeks to maintain its influence in the region and
prevent the establishment of a new geopolitical
Shatter-belt that could arise from the increased
competition among Eurasian powers[46]. The
USA’s strategic Goal is to curb the influence of
China and Russia, enhance regional energy ex-
port options (e.g., toward South Asia), and pro-
mote good governance. However the absence of
massive investment compared to BRI; U.S. pro-
jects often emphasize standards and institutions
over hardware. Moreover the USA is able to con-
duct the overseas operations as the Colored Rev-
olutions in the Middle East known as Arab Spring
and in the post-Soviet space. Besides the Biden's
administration left great mass of various weap-
ons in Afghanistan making the Taliban's army one
of the mightiest in the region. There is a risk of
starting insurgencies by the Afghan militants un-
der the aegis of the USA into the territory of Cen-
tral Asian countries to undermine the BRI project.
The US closed its last base in Central Asia in
2014. Some argue that America has fallen far be-
hind in the communication sphere and that giv-
ing China and Russia a free hand risks creating
a situation where Central Asia falls under exclu-
sive Sino-Russian control, impacting US interests.
Competition between the US and China is inten-
sifying, although some argue it's not a “new cold
war"” due to a lack of clear ideological camps. Pro-
viding alternatives to BRI is suggested as a way
for the US to deal with China's influence [47].
Recognizing the strategic importance of heavy
industry, the United States has sought to counter
China’s influence. The U.S. administration views
China as a major economic and geopolitical com-
petitor and has actively sought to counter the BRI.

EU'’s Role: Sustainability and Connectivity

The EU, recognizing Central Asia’s geostra-
tegic value, has rolled out its Global Gateway
strategy, aiming to offer an alternative to the
BRI through sustainable, transparent, and green
infrastructure. EU-funded transport corridors,
green energy transitions, and digital economy in-
itiatives in Kazakhstan and Uzbekistan. Its strate-
gic purpose is to Counterbalance China, promote
climate-resilient development, and foster region-
al connectivity with Europe via the Trans-Caspi-
an International Transport Route (TITR). The EU
primarily projects its influence through setting
new norms. The EU also promotes job creation
through programmes that catalyse the growth of
young small and medium-sized enterprises [48].
In January of this year, the European Union com-
mitted 10 billion euros (approximately US$10.75
billion) to support logistics and transportation
initiatives in Kazakhstan and other Central Asian
countries. This initial funding is set to be com-
plemented by a further 18.5 billion euros (around
US$19.9 billion), aimed at upgrading highways,
rail networks, and the seaports of Aktau and
Kuryk to facilitate smooth transit of goods from
China to Europe [49]. National security concerns

have become a key motivation behind many EU
industrial measures, with significant investments
aimed at strengthening domestic industrial capa-
bilities to prepare for potential geopolitical con-
flicts or challenges [50].

The rise of protectionism and economic na-
tionalism, the main preacher of which is the Unit-
ed States - is becoming increasingly clear. Under
these conditions, political and business circles of
the European Union are beginning to fear that
the U.S., ignoring international treaties and thus
destabilizing the situation in the world, can im-
pose conditions disadvantageous for Brussels on
the European Union [51].

Thus the EU is extremely interested in foster-
ing the infrastructure projects. It is worth men-
tioning that the EU is perceived by the Central
Asian countries as a neutral and technologically
advanced partner, though bureaucratic processes
can slow implementation. The EU has been in-
volved in investments aimed at freeing countries
from the “Russian yoke” and expanding demo-
cratic spaces [52]. Like the US, the EU’s ability to
expand its sphere of influence could be crippled
by potential Sino-Russian control.

Tiirkiye's Cultural Leverage and Regional
Integration

Tirkiye's involvement in Central Asia is
grounded in linguistic, cultural, and historical
ties, reinforced through the Organization of Tur-
kic States (OTS).

As the international order's center of power
moves from West to East, Turkiye finds itself at a
crucial geostrategic nexus. Its unique geograph-
ical placement is believed to be key to unlocking
new alignments and influencing evolving power
balances across the region. Consequently, Turki-
ye, along with the Organization of Turkic States
(OTS), is deemed highly significant for the Belt
and Road Initiative's success, functioning as a pri-
mary conduit connecting Asia to Europe [53].

OTS's infrastructure cooperation has grown,
especially in logistics, transport corridors, and
energy. Contribution to the Middle Corridor, the
Baku-Tbilisi-Kars railway, and logistics hubs to
connect Tlrkiye with Central Asia via the Caspian
Seal[54]. Turkish Geopolitical Intent is establish it-
self as a Eurasian connector, reduce Russian and
Iranian transit dependency, and promote Turkic
solidarity. Central Asian states generally welcome
Turkiye's presence, though they balance it care-
fully to avoid upsetting other great powers. It
should be noted that among the mentioned be-
fore projects the most promising are the Organi-
zation of Turkic States and Chinese “One Belt One
Road"” projects, as they have the potential to con-
nect through the territories of Turkey, Azerbaijan
and Kazakhstan as the main route. And there is
another transport route that lies on the territories
of Kyrgyzstan and Uzbekistan as well. The Zange-
zur corridor will sew the Turkic space and allow
to reduce the time of delivery and accelerate the
transit of goods from China to Europe and back
[55]. OTS has the most effective political, cultural
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and linguistic platform for the integration of the
Central states. The “Belt and Road” project pro-
vides the largest financial base and coincides with
the infrastructure development programs of the
countries of the region themselves.

Discussions

Central Asian countries adopt a “multi-vec-
tor” foreign policy, seeking to maintain strategic
autonomy by engaging multiple powers simulta-
neously. Kazakhstan emphasizes balance among
China, Russia, the West, and Turkiye. It is a key
promoter of the Middle Corridor and a cautious
partner in BRI. Since 2016, Uzbekistan has invited
infrastructure cooperation from all actors, align-
ing projects with its economic liberalization strat-
egy. Kyrgyzstan and Tajikistan are economically
reliant on China and Russia, yet increasingly seek
Western and Turkish investment for diversifica-
tion. Turkmenistan maintains neutrality but shows
growing openness to diversify infrastructure part-
ners for its gas exports. Central Asian states made
several attempts to integrate into a regional en-
tity, however it was futile. There is a window of
opportunity for the Cenrtral Asia opened with
the engagement of Russia into the war against
Ukraine and its economic and geopolitical weak-
ening and strengthening of China and Turkiye to
get united into a real union just like the EU.

Conclusion

Infrastructure development in Central Asia is
far more than an economic exercise — it is a ge-
opolitical chessboard where global powers com-
pete and cooperate. Central Asian states, aware
of their strategic value, have mastered the art of
balancing competing interests to maximize ben-
efits while preserving sovereignty.

As global competition intensifies, the region’s
ability to maintain this delicate equilibrium will
define its future stability, prosperity, and geopo-
litical orientation. The infrastructure domain will
remain the crucible in which the new regional or-
der is shaped.

Central Asia's post-Soviet development is
defined by the pursuit of economic revitalization
and industrialization within a complex geopolit-
ical landscape. The Belt and Road Initiative has
emerged as a crucial factor, offering both oppor-
tunities and challenges to the region.

Kazakhstan has strategically aligned its “Nurly
Zhol" program with the BRI, positioning itself as a
key transit hub and aiming to diversify its econo-
my. Uzbekistan has adopted a gradual reform ap-
proach, focusing on industrial policies to achieve
self-sufficiency and reduce reliance on raw mate-
rial exports. Kyrgyzstan, while embracing market
reforms early on, is leveraging the BRI to improve
its infrastructure, though concerns about debt
dependence exist. Tajikistan, while participating
in the BRI, sees its primary benefit in facilitating
transit trade, with Chinese investment focused on
its mining sector. Turkmenistan aligns its national
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development strategies with the BRI, emphasiz-
ing industrial transformation, particularly in ener-
gy and chemical sectors.

The BRI has undeniably reshaped Central Asia,
fostering greater connectivity and attracting sub-
stantial Chinese investment. However, this has
also led to concerns about economic depend-
ence and the need to balance national strategies
with the broader objectives of the BRI. The chal-
lenge for Central Asian states lies in maximizing
the benefits of the BRI while safeguarding their
economic and strategic autonomy. Furthermore,
as the global geopolitical landscape evolves, with
the U.S. and other actors seeking to counterbal-
ance China’s influence, Central Asia must navigate
these competing interests to ensure its long-term
stability and prosperity. The future of Central Asia
hinges on its ability to leverage its strategic loca-
tion and resources, implement effective national
industrialization strategies, and engage with initi-
atives like the BRI in a way that promotes sustain-
able and balanced development.

Introduction

Tourism is a multifaceted sociopolitical phe-
nomenon that provides an opportunity for active
recreation and new knowledge. It is closely re-
lated to economic, cultural, and political factors.
The role of tourism in preventing and mitigating
regional conflicts is of particular importance.

Today, classical methods of geopolitical pres-
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sure and force are being replaced by mechanisms
of informational, economic and cultural influ-
ence. At the same time, tourism is recognized as
an important element of «soft power», becoming
a peaceful and effective tool for influencing inter-
national relations. The movement of tourist flows
strengthens trust and mutual understanding be-
tween countries, creates favorable conditions for
the peaceful resolution of border issues, the cre-
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ation of customs privileges, and the adoption of
mutual political and economic decisions [1].

From a geopolitical perspective, tourism can
contribute to increasing the country's prestige
and influence in the international arena. In this
regard, Kazakhstan has great tourism potential:
its natural, cultural and historical resources can
play a significant role in strengthening stability
and cooperation in the Central Asian region.

In addition, through tourism, tourists get ac-
quainted with new cultures and traditions, change
their views on a country, get rid of previous erro-
neous «preconceived notions», and form a posi-
tive public opinion. The abundance of such expe-
riences can influence the collective consciousness
of society and reduce conflict situations.

In this case, «conflict» is considered as a con-
flict of interests between interacting parties. Di-
alogue and cultural exchange through tourism
increase the adaptive capacity of social systems
and contribute to the improvement of mecha-
nisms for managing conflict situations.

The development of the tourism industry and
its use as a tool for socio-cultural influence should
be considered as an important institutional and
cultural mechanism for strengthening regional
stability in Central Asia [2]. Therefore, border is-
sues in our countries have developed as a com-
plex, multi-factorial phenomenon of our lives, re-
flecting the diversity of state-building issues.

Methodology

This article uses comparative, historical, and
logical methods to conduct research. The com-
parative method plays an important role in ana-
lyzing the potential and development priorities of
the tourism industry, specific to each country in
Central Asia. This method allows us to compare
the institutional and socio-cultural characteristics
of the states in the region, as well as the role of
tourism in reducing the potential for conflict.

The historical method was used to identify the
formation of modern interstate relations in the re-
gion, the factors that contributed to their emer-
gence, as well as the roots of current conflicts. This
approach contributes to the historical understanding
of regional interaction and the evolution of tourism.

The logical method was used to identify the fea-
tures of the development of the tourism industry,
its socio-economic impact, as well as factors that
cause conflict and ways to prevent or neutralize
them. By identifying cause-and-effect relationships,
it is possible to scientifically substantiate the poten-
tial of tourism to strengthen stability in society.

Overall, the combined use of these methods
allows for a comprehensive analysis of the insti-
tutional and socio-cultural aspects of tourism in
Central Asian countries, as well as its role in re-
gional stability and conflict reduction.

Main part

The border tension between Kazakhstan and
Kyrgyzstan in 2017 had a significant impact on in-
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terstate and interregional relations in the region. In
world practice, one of the main sources of conflict
is the divergence of the parties’ views, goals, meth-
ods of resolving situations, and personal interests.
In this case, the concept of «conflictogen» is used,
which is considered as a factor that provokes or in-
tensifies a conflict. The tourism industry is also di-
rectly dependent on these processes. For example,
the tension on the border between Kazakhstan and
Kyrgyzstan during this period led to an increase in
the number of border crossings, a temporary de-
crease in trade and tourism flows, and a negative
impact on the living conditions of ordinary people.
This, in turn, reduced the level of mutual trust be-
tween the two countries and temporarily hindered
the development of tourism in the region.

Conflictology, or conflict theory, focuses on
the subjective nature of conflicts. In many cas-
es, the emergence of conflicts is associated with
personal interests, personal ambitions, and so-
cio-psychological factors [3].

In practice, these factors are often reflected
in interpersonal and intergroup relations, as well
as at the political level. During the border conflict
in the region, for example, insufficient informa-
tion and subjective decisions by political figures
exacerbated the situation. In the fall of 2017, the
conflict on the border between Kazakhstan and
Kyrgyzstan severely restricted trade, transit, and
tourism between the countries for two months.
This situation had a particularly negative impact
on citizens, business representatives, and tourists
crossing the border. Various customs and border
restrictions have had a negative impact on the
lives of ordinary people. For example, Russian cit-
izens crossing from Kazakhstan have also faced
these obstacles. As a result of increased customs
control, hundreds of trucks have been stuck at
the border for several days [4]. Of course, all of
these issues have led to a slowdown in economic
and international relations in general.

Political scientist Francis Fukuyama notes the ex-
istence of «artificial psychological barriers» in Central
Asia. He says that the obstacles to real integration
in the region are mutual distrust and lack of com-
munication. The researcher emphasizes the need to
eliminate these psychological and cultural barriers
in order to strengthen the mutual independence of
the Central Asian countries. It also argues that the
US and the West are increasingly interested in Cen-
tral Asia and that interaction between countries in
the region is important for effectively utilizing the
region’s political and economic potential [5].

In such a situation, the role of the tourism
sector, especially cross-border and humanitarian
tourism, is particularly important. Through tour-
ism, mutual understanding and trust between
states increase, and cultural and information ex-
change between peoples increases. This, in turn,
reduces conflict-generating factors, that is, the
tendency to conflict situations, and strengthens
stability and peace in the region.

The countries of Central Asia have not become
centers of world tourism. In this regard, there is no
direct competition in the field of tourism between
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countries in this region, on the contrary, each state
seeks to realize its tourism potential in distant for-
eign markets. Meanwhile, tourists in Central Asia are
increasingly choosing destinations such as Turkey
and Egypt, as the level of service in these countries is
much higher than in the «post-Soviet» countries [6].

Most foreign tourists visiting the region want
to visit several countries in one trip. This, in turn,
requires coordination between tourist destina-
tions, integration of infrastructure and visa pol-
icies. In recent years, the issue of environmental
sustainability has become particularly important
in the tourism industry.

Minister of Natural Resources of the Repub-
lic of Uzbekistan Aziz Abdukhakimov said, «The
introduction of international standards and the
use of environmental innovations are one of the
main factors that increase the competitiveness of
tourism. Increasing environmental education, in-
troducing international standards and eco-tech-
nologies are crucial prerequisites for the devel-
opment of regional tourism» [7].

Kazakhstani researchers also noted the
uniqueness of the ecological development of the
tourism industry and the exchange of experience
in the Central Asian regions. These programs in-
clude the economical use of water and electricity,
the introduction of waste sorting and recycling
systems. Such initiatives have a positive impact
on the long-term profitability of the tourism
business and the improvement of the region’s
ecology. These programs are of particular strate-
gic importance for regional tourism [8].

The development of regional tourism is of great
importance for the preservation of cultural heritage
and natural resources, improving the efficiency of
infrastructure and management, cooperation be-
tween countries and international integration. Al-
though many experts believe that tourism can be
one of the most profitable industries in Central Asia,
differences in countries’ development models, lev-
els of political freedom, and economic policies hin-
der the industry’s uneven development.

Table 1 presents the top five countries of Cen-
tral Asia. The data presented in the table provide a
comparative description of the tourism potential
and the level of environmental and infrastructural
development of the countries. Based on this in-
formation, it is possible to identify key issues and
areas of development that should be focused on
in the region’s tourism industry. The sustainable
development of tourism in Central Asia is directly
related to the political and economic integration
of countries, the implementation of international
standards, environmental responsibility and the
quality of infrastructure. To this end, interstate
projects, exchange of experience and joint re-
search are among the pressing issues.

Most modern tourist routes include the sites
of the Great Silk Road. However, infrastructure
and scientific and educational opportunities are
limited. Although each country forms its own
tourism brand and products, there is a lack of a
unified development strategy at the regional lev-
el. The lack of common methodologies and con-
cepts in tourism management and marketing is
becoming an obstacle to development.

The concept of the Central Asian region is
perceived differently by different countries and
experts. While European researchers often per-
ceive the region as a single space, the region'’s
own states often see themselves as separate
political and cultural entities. Open, large-scale

armed conflicts are rare in Central Asia, and the
main conflicts in the region — issues related to
«borders», the use of water resources, ethnic en-
claves, and historical and cultural heritage — often
occur in a latent form [12].

The historical interrelationship of nomadic
and agricultural cultures, and the development of
the Great Silk Road, have strengthened the values
of multiculturalism, tolerance, and cultural dia-
logue in the region. It is widely known that me-
dieval cities such as Otrar, Talas, Taraz, Syganak,
Sauran, and Suzak were centers of trade, culture,
and political interaction, through which contacts
were established between Central Asia, India,
China, Iran, and Byzantium.

In the years since independence, each coun-
try has chosen its own development model. This
lack of political and economic reforms and the
homogeneity of national interests reflects the
weakness of integration in the region. Currently,
Kazakhstan and Uzbekistan are more focused on
their external partners than on the region in eco-
nomic terms. Security, water, and border issues
have not yet been fully resolved.

Experts emphasize the need to develop mutu-
al trade, cultural exchange, and tourism in order
to improve interregional institutions, strengthen
political and economic development in the re-
gion, and strengthen the tourism industry. These
steps are perceived as an important means not
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only of promoting socio-cultural integration, but
also of preventing tensions in the region.
Researcher O. Boyarkina believes that one of
the main causes of conflicts in Central Asia is the
incomplete definition of borders and enclave ter-
ritories in the Fergana Valley. This is stated in the

article «The complete definition and clarification of
borders in the years following independence has
not been carried out, which over time has led to
the escalation of regional conflicts. There are a total
of eight enclaves in this region, located mainly be-
tween Kyrgyzstan, Tajikistan and Uzbekistan» [13].

Table 2 presents the geography, ethnic charac-
teristics, historical and cultural factors of the loca-
tion of the main border conflicts and enclaves in
the region, and the main sources of latent conflic-
togenicity, or rather conflict factors, in the region.

Economic and political reasons, along with his-
torical and cultural factors, contribute to regional
instability. Distrust in interregional foreign policy,
uneven implementation of socio-economic re-
forms, and weak integration are seen as key risks
to the region’'s future development. In general,
the combination of cultural and historical heritage
and different ethnic groups in the region leads
to cultural dialogue and tolerance. And the main
mechanism for preventing conflicts and strength-
ening integration is the development of effective
governance and regional cooperation institutions.

Many of the conflicts in Central Asia over eth-
nic, territorial, and water resources issues persist
to this day as a legacy of the Soviet-era policy of
national-territorial border demarcation. A striking
example of this is the recurring conflicts between
Kyrgyzstan and Tajikistan in the Batken region.
The enclaves located in this region — Sokh, Sha-
himardan and Vorukh — are not only border ad-
ministrative subdivisions, but also major sources
of tension related to historical and ethnic identi-
ty and water (Figure 1). Especially in spring and
summer, when irrigated agriculture increases,
water use and distribution become a major factor
of tension in the region [16].

Border conflicts in Batken region (Kyrgyzstan)
in April 2021 required urgent intervention by the
top leaders of both countries and an agreement
on a ceasefire. However, low levels of mutual
trust among local residents, water issues, and the
strengthening of national identity did not allow
for a full resolution of the conflicts.

Currently, the concept of national identity, the
«state-forming nation» («titular nation»), is of par-
ticular importance for the states of Central Asia.
This is especially noticeable in Kyrgyzstan and Ta-
jikistan. The severe consequences of the civil war
in Tajikistan, political instability and several revo-
lutions in Kyrgyzstan, and the events in Osh in the
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south (1990, 2010) reveal the important role of the
ethnic factor and historical and territorial conflicts.

The situation in southern Kyrgyzstan is unique:
here, Kyrgyz and Uzbeks have deep historical and
cultural ties, but local residents often have ques-
tions about ethnic differences in their relations and
local autonomy. These issues are directly related to
the state language, cultural and religious identity,
and access to resources. The status of the auton-
omy of Karakalpakstan in Uzbekistan in 2022 once
a?ain demonstrated the relevance of the concept
of a «state-forming nation» in the region [17].

Since the national-territorial delimitation carried
out during the Soviet era often did not correspond
to ethnic reality, today issues such as enclaves in
Central Asia, border disputes, and the distribution
of water resources remain one of the main sourc-
es of instability in the region. Researchers conclude
that the complex borders and ethnic diversity in the
Fergana region are not due to power politics, but
rather an attempt to adapt to the specific historical
and demographic situation in the space. However,
it is known that these issues have not yet been ful-
ly resolved, and for future stability, the countries of
the region need mutual trust and effective mecha-
nisms for interregional cooperation [18].
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The institutional and socio-cultural role of tour-
ism in Central Asia is currently becoming an impor-
tant factor in regional stability and reducing the risk
of conflict. This trend is especially relevant in the
post-Soviet period, when new national borders and
political and economic systems are being formed.
The results of the study show that tourism develop-
ment is recognized not only as a source of economic
income, but also as an effective tool for strengthen-
ing social harmony and intercultural dialogue.

The institutional framework of the tourism
industry in the region is still weak, which is one
of the main obstacles to the development of
this sector. In particular, political instability in
the region, the imperfection of legal and regu-
latory acts, and the weakness of mechanisms for
implementing joint projects — narrow the scope
for cross-border cooperation. Nevertheless, the
tourism potential of the countries of the region
is enormous, especially the historical and cultural
heritage of the Great Silk Road, cities and ancient
trade routes, and ethnic diversity are a powerful
mechanism for attracting foreign tourists and de-
veloping cultural exchange between peoples.

In recent years, international experts have not-
ed a number of structural problems that hinder
the sustainable development of tourism in the
region. These include border conflicts, disagree-
ments over the distribution of water resources,
conflicts in ethnic enclaves, as well as the specif-
ics of national policies pursued by various states.
These situations can manifest themselves as «hid-
den» factors of instability in the region, sometimes
leading to direct conflicts. The negative impact of
such a situation is clearly visible in the border con-
flict between Kyrgyzstan and Tajikistan, as well as
in the disputes over water resources management.
Such conditions are hindering the development of
sustainable and inclusive tourism in the region.

Comprehensive reforms are needed to institu-
tionally strengthen the tourism sector. This includes
harmonizing the regional legislative framework,
launching transnational tourism projects, and im-
proving security and logistics. The organization
of interstate cultural and humanitarian programs,
joint festivals, and knowledge exchange platforms
is also of particular importance in order to pro-
mote interethnic harmony, peace, and mutual trust
through tourism. In addition, by studying the issue
of «state-building nation» and national identity in
the region, it is possible to strengthen the historical
trust and level of agreement between peoples.

Countries in the region need to coordinate
institutional and socio-cultural development,
taking into account best practices in the glob-
al tourism industry. This, in turn, can serve as a
basis for deepening trust and peaceful dialogue
in cross-border areas, as well as for establishing
long-term stability and economic growth in the
region. Viewing tourism as a catalyst for peaceful
coexistence and social stability should be a stra-
tegic priority for the Central Asian states.

Conclusion

A comprehensive analysis of the institutional
and sociopolitical aspects of tourism in Central

Asia demonstrates the strategic importance of the
tourism sector in the region’s efforts to achieve
peace and stability. Thanks to the effective devel-
opment of the tourism industry, mutual trust and
cooperation between countries will increase, con-
ditions will be created for economic diversification,
coordination of water resources, environmental
sustainability, and the revitalization of integration
processes. In addition, the countries of the region
can gain new status as attractive tourist destina-
tions in the international arena.

However, a number of structural and subjec-
tive obstacles prevent the full implementation of
regional cooperation. The dominance of political
elites over national interests, «subjectivism» in ne-
gotiations, and regional ambitions can lead to tem-
porary restrictions on trade, transport, and cultural
ties. At the same time, issues of national identity
and ethnic diversity could lead to a recurrence of
some historical conflicts in the region, in particular,
the events in southern Kyrgyzstan (1990, 2010) and
the situation in Karakalpakstan (2022). This situation
demonstrates that the status of ethnic groups and
«state — forming nations» is fluid and complex.

The lack of common, internationally recognized
principles and legal frameworks for the manage-
ment of water and energy resources in the region
is a major cause of conflicts in border areas and
enclaves. Failure to resolve such contentious issues
undermines mutual trust and hinders the process of
integration and sustainable development.

In addition, it is necessary to recognize that the
borders of the Central Asian countries are not only
the boundaries of statehood, but also a platform
for centuries of cultural, linguistic and ethnic dia-
logue. Such multiculturalism enhances the region’s
uniqueness and potential, demonstrating the pos-
sibilities of social adaptation and integration.

In recent years, initiatives aimed at modern-
izing regional tourism, including the «Silk Road
Visa», have underscored the openness and as-
piration of the countries of the region towards
global integration. This project will reduce logis-
tical and visa barriers for foreign tourists and
increase investment and tourism flows to the
region. The Silk Road Visa experience, initiated
by Kazakhstan and Uzbekistan, can become an
important impetus for the socio-economic devel-
opment of Central Asian countries in the future.

In conclusion, the development of tourism and
mutual trade industries are key platforms for re-
gional cooperation and sustainable development in
Central Asia, as well as the formation of new institu-
tions. Tourism reflects the similarities and common
culture of peoples, opens the way to strengthening
regional identity, the priorities of peace and sustain-
able development. Effective policies in this direction
and mutual understanding, exchange of experience
and information - open up new opportunities for the
countries of Central Asia on the global tourism map.

Comparative Analysis of the Reform of the Legislature of the Republic of Kazakhstan

Abstract. The existence of legislative, executive and judicial branches of government is the basis of the principle
of separation of powers. The existence of legislative branches is accepted as a necessary condition of statehood.
The structure of legislative bodies in states is based on the unicameral or bicameral type, depending on the internal
structural features of each state.

In accordance with the Constitution of the Republic of Kazakhstan, the Parliament of the Republic of Kazakhstan,
which exercises legislative power, includes the activities of the Senate and the Majilis chambers. On September 8,
2025, in the Address to the People of Kazakhstan by the President of the Republic of Kazakhstan K.K. Tokayev,
one of the important initiatives was the need to transition to a unicameral Parliament, which is widespread in the
world. It was stated that this important reform would be implemented with the support of the people by holding a
nationwide referendum in 2027. The Head of State expressed hope that the planned reform in the country will serve
the country's interests as important steps towards the creation of a «Just and Powerful Kazakhstan».
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In scientific research, there are both opinions in favor of and against the bicameral system. This article, which
outlines the advantages and disadvantages of unicameral and bicameral systems in political decision-making
processes, provides a comparative analysis of the activities of the legislative body of the Republic of Kazakhstan

with the experience of the Republic of Turkey.

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MODELS OF ISLAMIC TOLERANCE: A COMPARATIVE ANALYSIS
OF TURKEY, MALAYSIA AND THE UAE

ABSTRACT

This article presents a comparative analysis of models of Islamic tolerance in
Turkey, Malaysia, and the United Arab Emirates (UAE). The objective of this study
is to ascertain the distinguishing characteristics of each model and the factors
that influence religious tolerance in these countries. The research is grounded in
discourses pertaining to Islam, secularism, political modernization, and religious
diversity. The methodology employed in this study is anchored in a multifaceted
approach, encompassing comparative historical analysis, discursive analysis, and
content analysis. The primary sources utilized for this research are analytical
articles, which serve as the foundation for the study's empirical underpinnings.
To illustrate the concept of diversity, three examples are examined. Turkey, as a
secular state; Malaysia, as a multiethnic democracy; and the UAE, as a monarchy
in the Persian Gulf region. This selection facilitates an examination of disparate
political systems.

The primary conclusions that emerged from this study are as follows: Turkish
secularism guaranteed the separation of Islam from political authority; however,
it did not result in the establishment of complete religious egalitarianism. The
rise of religiosity in recent decades has been accompanied by a decline in social
tolerance. Malaysian institutional pluralism has achieved relative harmony among
ethno-confessional communities through the ideology of "unity in diversity" and
the practice of "passive tolerance". However, interreligious dialogue remains
superficial. The Emirati approach to "moderate Islam" endeavors to promote
tolerance values through state institutions and positive rhetoric. This approach
establishes a correlation between religious tolerance and national identity, as
well as the image of a modernizing state on the global stage.

Despite the evident disparities in the relationship between religion and the
state, tolerance functions as a mechanism that serves to fortify national unity
and legitimize political authority, while being firmly rooted in fundamental

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Introduction

The relationship between Islam and tolerance
is a particularly salient question in contemporary
Muslim societies, where religious revival and cul-
tural diversity present novel challenges to states.
The primary challenge confronting Islamic soci-
eties is the reconciliation of Islamic values with
the principles of a pluralistic, tolerant society. The
theoretical framework of this study encompass-
es discourses pertaining to Islam and secularism,
political modernization, and religious pluralism.
A prime example of this phenomenon is Tur-
key's experience with secularization under the
leadership of Atatirk, which for a considerable
duration, suppressed the religious sphere in the
pursuit of modernization. Nevertheless, even in
the wake of substantial reforms, Islamic values
remained firmly entrenched in society, resulting
in a resurgence of the religious dimension in pol-
itics. Conversely, other nations, such as Malaysia,
have adopted institutionalized pluralism while
maintaining Islam’s symbolic significance. A third
trajectory is emerging: The concept of “moderate
Islam” is employed as a component of a broader
modernization and soft power strategy. A nota-
ble illustration of this phenomenon is observed
in the United Arab Emirates (UAE) [3]. The distin-
guishing characteristics among these cases allow
us to formulate the following research question:
A rigorous examination of the models of Islamic
tolerance in Turkey, Malaysia, and the UAE is im-
perative to elucidate the historical, political, legal,
and cultural factors that determine their similari-
ties and differences. The objective of this article is
to provide a comparative analysis of these three
models, to identify their salient features, and to
examine the relationship between religion, the
state, and cultural practices in the formation of
tolerance.

Research Methods

The present study is founded upon a compar-
ative historical and discursive analysis. The data
sources encompass analytical articles, empirical
survey results (including comparative studies of

values), and regulatory and legal acts. This set of
sources facilitates a comprehensive character-
ization of approaches to religious tolerance. A
comparative analysis of three cases is conducted.
Turkey, Malaysia, and the United Arab Emirates.
The selection of these cases was predicated on
the presence of maximal contrast in the domains
of political and cultural models. Turkey is a sec-
ular republic with a Muslim majority, Malaysia is
a multi-ethnic democracy with Islam as the state
religion, and the UAE is a Gulf monarchy that
promotes the ideology of “moderate Islam”. This
methodological approach facilitates the iden-
tification of the impact of historical conditions,
state-religious relations, and socio-cultural fac-
tors on the development of tolerance models.

This approach involves a comparative analysis
of the evolution of relations between religion and
the state over time. Additionally, the discourse
of official ideologies, including the principles of
Rukun Negara and the “Year of Tolerance” initi-
ative, is analyzed. Furthermore, an examination
of political and legal measures that support reli-
gious diversity is conducted.

Turkey: Secularism and Islamic Tolerance

Turkey's unique concept of laicism, which is
based on the principle of secularism, is a note-
worthy example of this approach. This principle
was established subsequent to the dissolution
of the Ottoman Empire and the establishment of
the Turkish Republic in 1923 under the leader-
ship of Mustafa Kemal Atatirk. The fundamental
principle of the concept under discussion is the
establishment of a secular state in which religion
is to be disentangled from the realm of politics.
This historical juncture gave rise to the conceptu-
alization of a model of religious tolerance predi-
cated on the tenets of secular governance, while
simultaneously exhibiting deference to Islamic
traditions, which exerted a profound influence on
both cultural expression and private spheres.

Nevertheless, the notion of “tolerance” func-
tioned as state ideology for an extended period,
obscuring the structural disparities between the
predominant Sunni Muslim majority and “other”
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demographic groups, including ethnic and reli-
gious minorities, secular societal segments, and
migrants.

The term "millet” was employed during the
Ottoman Empire to denote the heterogeneity
of the population. “The millet system emerged
gradually as an answer to the efforts of the Ot-
toman administration to take into account the
organization and culture of the various reli-
gious-ethnic groups it ruled” [4, p. 482-483]. The
policy of Fatih Mehmed Il in the early period of
his reign, when, after the capture of Constantino-
ple, he demonstrated examples of “tolerance and
acceptance of the “others” in terms of race, reli-
gion, language, and culture” [4, p. 481], became
the basis for the formation of a persistent myth
about the «Ottoman multinational paradise.»
However, as Ayhan Kaya observes, “toleration in
the Ottoman context... refers to the "absence of
persecution of people but not their acceptance
into society as full and welcomed members of
community” [5, p. 55]. In essence, tolerance can
be interpreted as a form of condescension rather
than genuine equality.

The modernization reforms of the 19th centu-
ry, particularly the Tanzimat [6], profoundly trans-
formed the empire. According to the findings of
the study, the implementation of modernization
reforms has led to the adoption of a more na-
tion-state-like structure, thereby creating signifi-
cant challenges for the ongoing sustainability of
religious pluralism [7, p. 599]. Following the year
1908, the ideological tenets of Ottoman nation-
alism underwent a transformation, gravitating
towards a homogenizing model [7, p. 579]. As
stated in the Treaty of Lausanne [8], which was
signed in 1923, the term “minority” was narrowed
to encompass Greeks, Armenians, and Jews, while
excluding Muslim groups, including Kurds and
Alevis. Contrary to expectations, a growing trend
towards stricter uniformity is emerging within a
secular state. «Turkey’s political elites voluntarily
attempted the most radical secularization among
the Muslim countries. The principle of democracy
was secondary to that of state secularism» [1, p.
17, 19]. The implementation of the authoritari-
an secular model, known as Kemalism, resulted
in the removal of religious symbols from public
spaces. However, this intervention did not lead
to the complete eradication of religion from the
social structure. “Despite sweeping reforms... Is-
lamic values remained deeply rooted in Turkish
society... The revival of Islam... gathered momen-
tum after the 1980s" [4, p. 505-510].

Therefore, the emergence of the Welfare
Party (Refah Partisi) in the 1990s became a “pro-
found challenge to the state-centric, republican,
and secular regime” [9, p. 11]. The combination of
neoliberal reforms and transnational Islamic net-
works allowed the party to “attract the votes of
the Islamic bourgeoisie, the upper middle class,
and the marginalized lower class” [9, p. 11], over-
coming previous class and regional barriers. The
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World Values Survey confirms: “rising religiosity
and intolerance can be traced back to 1995 and
have become more visible during the AKP's rule”
(Justice and Development Party/Adalet ve Kalkin-
ma Partisi) [2, p. 9]. Empirical data collected by
researchers Birol A. Yesilada and Peter Noordi-
jk based on four waves of comparative surveys
(1990, 1996, 2001, 2007) indicate a stable, though
not always statistically flawless, inverse relation-
ship between religiosity and social tolerance:
“The pattern of positive correlations means the
more religious an individual, the less tolerant (s)
he seems to become” [2, p. 21]. Despite the con-
sideration of gender, frequency of church attend-
ance, and other factors, the regression model did
not demonstrate a statistically significant change
in the strength of the relationship between relig-
iosity and tolerance over the study period. This
finding indicates that the relationship between
religiosity and tolerance remains relatively stable
over time [2, p. 22]. This finding suggests that the
value gap is not mitigated by modernization pro-
cesses or institutional reforms; rather, it is rein-
forced by cultural practices.

Concomitant with the persistence of negative
correlation, there is an escalation in socio-political
polarization. An analysis of a survey conducted in
2006 by Professor Ayhan Kaya reveals that only
20% of respondents identify as “secular”, while
49% align with the Islamic pole. “The data from
the survey conducted in 2006, provides insight
to the division ... while 20 % of the participants
placed themselves towards the secularist end, 49
% places themselves towards the Islamist side” [9,
p. 25]. This imbalance serves to corroborate the
conclusion of Birol A. Yesilada and Peter Noordi-
jk that a high degree of religiosity is associated
with a reduced willingness to accept difference.
Concurrently, it demonstrates how asymmetrical
the “fields of attraction” of secularism and Islam
are in Turkish society at the beginning of the 21st
century.

When considered as a whole, these results
suggest a twofold process: initially, religiosity re-
mains a reliable predictor of declining tolerance;
secondly, due to the shift in public sentiment
toward Islamic identity, the scale of potential
intolerance is expanding. A logical conclusion
to be drawn from the available data is that pol-
icies of "tolerance” in Turkey must take into ac-
count not only institutional mechanisms, but also
deep-rooted cultural determinants. Judging by
the dynamics of the surveys, these determinants
do not yet show a clear trend towards liberaliza-
tion.

“The definition of tolerance is limited to the
acceptance of Sunni Muslims and their secular
colleagues under the banner of the Sunni Muslim
Turkish nation” [9, p. 28]. The AKP's attempt to
rethink the discourse through “diversity as ideol-
ogy” in the process of European reform “did not
lead to a significant change in the attitude of the
Sunni Turkish majority towards... diversity” [9, p.
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22]. Moreover, the growth of Salafi influence has
reinforced a textualist-traditionalist reading of Is-
lam, which, according to Ebru Altinoglu, directly
correlates with everyday intolerance: “that intol-
erance towards others (foreign groups) in public
life is the result of a textualist traditionalist un-
derstanding of religion (in this case, Islam), and
that religious devotion exacerbates this negative
effect” [10, p. 2]. Among textualists, “35% of Turks
do not want neighbors of other faiths, 40% do not
want non-Muslims, and almost half do not want
atheists” [10, p. 3]; the gap is particularly large "“in
the family and neighborhood"” [10, p. 23].

The migration crisis after 2011 revealed the
limits of the myth of hospitality. Accepting four
million Syrians, the state acted in a “State of Ex-
ception”, introducing accelerated norms from
2013 [11, p. 342]. Although “social acceptance re-
mains extremely high despite discomfort” [11, p.
345], the degree of rejection grew: “tolerance to-
wards Syrian refugees has decreased” [11, p. 356],
and "the proportion of people who identify im-
migration as a problem... rose from 29% to 75%"
[11, p. 350]; economic competition and rumors
about naturalization have become key factors of
alienation [11, p. 356].

The socio-economic dimension is also impor-
tant: research by Ayfer Karayel reveals that “wom-
en are more tolerant of income inequality than
men”, and “people who never attend religious
services are highly tolerant of inequality and op-
pose redistribution” [12, p. 101]. This indicates a
complex configuration of values, where econom-
ic tolerance is not identical to cultural or religious
tolerance. Similarly, a cross-cultural comparison
of financial "risk tolerance” shows that Turkish
students are more likely to demonstrate a high
willingness to take risks than American students
[13, p. 7], which can be interpreted as an adaptive
strategy in conditions of instability, but not as a
direct indicator of social liberalism.

Nevertheless, in recent years there have been
attempts to soften the strict Kemalist control over
religion. Dr. Sule Albayrak notes “eliminating ob-
stacles that prevented religion and religious sym-
bols from being displayed in public spaces” and
“reinstating the seized rights of religious minori-
ties” as significant steps [14, p. 1]. The paradox of
the Turkish model is that the expansion of reli-
gious freedoms for the majority is not always ac-
companied by the recognition of minority rights;
“Pluralism is the result of conditions of freedom,
and it limits the authority of the state” [14, p. 2].
When the perception of threat intensifies, “re-
spondents almost exclusively preferred members
of the majority over any minority group” [15, p.
8], and the fault line more often runs along the
"lifestyle cleavage between secular Turks and
Sunni Muslims a la turca” [15, p. 1].

The evolution of Turkish secularism —from au-
thoritarian secularization to the post-secular pol-
itics of the Justice and Development Party (Ada-
let ve Kalkinma Partisi, AKP) — has demonstrated

the capacity of the “myth of tolerance” [5, p. 3]
to serve as an instrument of cultural hegemony,
albeit only in the face of genuine challenges, such
as migration, economic inequality, and religious
pluralism. The question remains unresolved: is
genuine pluralism possible without revising the
very concept of “nation” and without rethinking
the historical link between “Sunni Islam, Muslim
identity, and Turkishness”, which limits the scope
of civil equality? The Turkish experience demon-
strates that while democratizing institutions and
fostering an inclusive memory of Ottoman diver-
sity are necessary conditions, they are insufficient
on their own. It is equally crucial to deconstruct
the patronizing understanding of tolerans, trans-
forming it from the unilateral mercy of the major-
ity into a bilateral recognition of equal rights to
presence, voice, and participation.

Malaysia: Pluralism and Islam in a Multi-
ethnic Society

Malaysia is a country with a high degree of
ethnic diversity, and its population is predomi-
nantly Islamic. Islam is the official state religion,
yet the country’s constitution ensures the free-
dom of religion for all citizens. However, the Ma-
laysian model of religious pluralism is predicated
not solely on the constitutional formula «Islam is
the religion of the Federation...», but also on the
ideological core of Rukun Negara, proclaimed on
August 31, 1970, in the aftermath of the traumat-
ic riots of May 13, 1969, when "riots... occurred on
May 13, 1969, in the capital” [14]. In the pream-
ble to the text, the state explicitly formulates its
intention: The Malaysian nation has demonstrat-
ed a commitment to the ideal of achieving unity,
preserving a democratic way of life, and creating
a just society. [13] is indicative of an aspiration
to transform ethnic and religious diversity into a
source of strength.

The document establishes five pillars of val-
ues: “Faith in God; Loyalty to the King and the
country; Supremacy of the Constitution; Suprem-
acy of the law; Politeness and morality” [16, p.
13]. As early as January 12, 1971, the Ministry of
Education ordered “to repeat social studies sub-
jects, including elements of Rukun Negara... to
compose a song Rukun Negara for students to
perform” [16, p. 10]. The text itself is positioned
as “national ideology... a serious effort by the
government to instill the principles of harmony
and unity among the people” [16, p. 21], that is,
as a moral and political contract connecting the
Islamic axis and the multi-ethnic reality [16].

Rukun Negara, in its essence, serves as a foun-
dational element that seamlessly integrates the
practice of “polite” tolerance, thereby fostering a
minimal consensus. This consensus is predicated
on the principles of faith, loyalty to the monarchy,
the supremacy of the constitution and the law,
and norms of politeness. This amalgamation of
principles not only establishes the legitimacy of
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Islamic symbolic dominance but also ensures eq-
uitable civil opportunities for all groups.

Since gaining independence, Malaysia has been
a notable example of religious and cultural plural-
ism. Prior to achieving independence, the country
underwent a process of multiculturalism, and the
influence of ethnicity continues to be a significant
factor in various aspects of the nation’s social and
cultural landscape [17]. The constitution enshrined
a dual formula, according to which “Islam is the
religion of the Federation, but other religions can
be practiced in peace and harmony in any part of
the country” [18, p. 94]. This sets the boundaries of
what is permissible, because “the Malaysian con-
stitution has already provided the boundaries of
religious tolerance” [19, p. 624]. A distinctive fea-
ture of the Malaysian context is the almost com-
plete coincidence of ethnicity and religion: “Being
Malay means being a Muslim” [20, p. 1979]. This
identification engenders an imbalance in symbolic
capital, favoring Islam while concurrently upholding
the legally codified equality of other religions. The
ethnic and religious mosaic remains pronounced:
56% Muslim, 32% Buddhist-Taoist, 8% Hindu, etc.
[21, p. 355]. While “Malaysia is a multiracial, mul-
ti-religious, and multicultural country” [22, p. 184),
universalism is declared at the level of everyday
norms: “Tolerance includes respecting the opinions
or thoughts of others as well as helping each other
or living side by side regardless of ethnicity, race,
religion, and between groups” [20, p. 1976].

In an effort to mitigate ethnic and religious
tensions, the state has initiated the promotion of
large symbolic projects, such as the "One Malay-
sia concept, which promotes the unity of Malay-
sians from diverse ethnic and religious groups”
[22, p. 185]. The rhetoric under scrutiny is predi-
cated on the notion of “shared universal charac-
ters” serving as the foundational element of na-
tional identity. This concept is elucidated through
the metaphor of “an elastic and intersecting net-
work of multiple identities” [23, p. 194]. Never-
theless, the political field remains ethnocentric:
“the Malays tend to be more ethnocentric in their
attitude, while the Chinese do not believe in mul-
ti-ethnic political parties” [24, p. 12].

At the level of cultural practices, the idea of
tolerance manifests itself, for example, in the
food sphere: "All non-Muslim informants ex-
pressed that they felt comfortable with Muslims
around them practising halal dining” [18, p. 103],
and the organizers of joint celebrations “wanted
to ensure that everybody felt comfortable and
enjoyed the food” [18, p. 106]. In the fashion in-
dustry, urbanized Malay women demonstrate a
hybrid identity: “Many multi-racial companies do
not mind women wearing head scarves, but not
to the extent of covering the whole face as it re-
flects extremism” [25, p. 456]. This exemplifies the
ongoing endeavor to strike a balance between
the professional standards of the global market
and the religious modesty that is expected by
many religious groups.
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In a study conducted by Mohd Arip Kasmo
and other authors, a survey was administered to
2,400 respondents in Malaysia. The survey em-
ployed a Likert scale, and t-tests were also con-
ducted to test for intergroup differences.

A salient indicator of this phenomenon was
the propensity of respondents to relinquish spe-
cific tenets of their religion in the interest of na-
tional unity. The study revealed that more than
half of the surveyed participants (61.7%) ex-
pressed disagreement with this statement [22,
p. 187]. The empirical evidence substantiates the
hypothesis of “public tolerance without theolog-
ical mutual adaptation”. In Malaysia, there is a
widespread consensus on the principle of non-vi-
olence and non-interference. However, this con-
sensus does not entail a reworking of religious
doctrines, particularly among the Muslim popu-
lation. Government initiatives have been shown
to promote civic cooperation and ritual coex-
istence. However, the degree of “doctrinal plas-
ticity” remains constrained. This phenomenon is
consistent with societal norms, as evidenced by
the available data [22, p. 187-191].

The most important structural challenge lies in
the dualism of legal regimes: “two different legal
systems ... one for both Muslims and non-Mus-
lims and another one for Muslims only” [26, p. 93].
Although non-Muslims have the right to apply to
civil courts on family matters [21, p. 350], in prac-
tice, "rights between Muslims and non-Muslims ...
are still not clearly defined” [27, p. 477]. Borderline
cases provoke debate, fueled by the fact that “reli-
gious establishments and many Muslim non-gov-
ernmental organizations (NGOs) are opposed
to the idea of religious pluralism in all its forms”
[19, p. 631]. This gives rise to “passive tolerance,”
where different groups “live side by side peaceful-
ly and accept variations that exist” [28, p. 82], but
without deep dialogue, allowing critics to call the
harmony “cosmetic in nature” [28, p. 85].

Nonetheless, even such a minimal consensus
contributes to economic growth, as evidenced by
the following assertion: “One of the many factors
contributing to Malaysian economic development
and growth is the existence and maintenance of
religious tolerance and harmony” [26, p. 90]. The
practice of peaceful coexistence is reinforced by
the belief that no believer should provoke prob-
lems that could cause anger or discontent among
other believers [29, p. 23-27]. Concurrently, re-
searchers emphasize that “the higher the existing
level of religious tolerance, the wider will be the
common public space shared by the participating
religions” [19, p. 623]. This suggests that deepen-
ing interfaith exchange remains a necessary con-
dition for future sustainability.

The Malaysian model, therefore, exemplifies a
dynamic equilibrium between Islam, which serves
as the fundamental axis of national identity, and
the pluralistic reality of a multi-ethnic society.
The viability of this social order is ensured by a
combination of constitutional guarantees, unity
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programs, and every day practices of “comfort-
able” tolerance. However, the absence of active
interfaith dialogue and legal dualism continue
to generate structural friction. Nevertheless, the
prevailing narrative regarding the educational
potential of tolerance remains that of its feasibil-
ity: "if society is educated to always be tolerant
and concerned with their choices, then the aspi-
ration of unity and harmony of the country is not
something that is impossible” [20, p. 1981].

UAE: A model of Islamic modernism and
religious tolerance

The United Arab Emirates (UAE) serves as an
exceptional case study, as it employs Islamic mod-
ernization as an ideological instrument, thereby
establishing an institutionalized policy of religious
tolerance while concurrently fortifying the legiti-
macy of the prevailing regime. The symbolic act
of declaring a “Year of Tolerance” signaled a shift
from traditional post-oil rhetoric of modernization
to a value-based agenda. In this new agenda, “re-
spect differences, promote coexistence, and reject
extremism” [30, p. 406] became central political
and cultural tenets. In their research, Aseel Zibin
and Abdulrahman Dheyab Abdullah demonstrat-
ed that the concept of tolerance in the United Arab
Emirates (UAE) is influenced by various sources
related to the country’'s culture. The following
sources were consulted: organism; plant; message;
carpet; ship; oasis; tent; bridge; lighthouse; build-
ing; road [30, p. 411]. The researchers contend that
the reference to the Bedouin heritage "...the early
culture of the Bedouins of the Emirates, who wan-
dered through the desert... gave rise to the source
domains used to conceptualize tolerance in the
UAE press” [30, p. 418] facilitates the embedding
of a global slogan within the local cultural code.
This visual choice is congruent with the overall
concept. The following text is intended to provide
a comprehensive overview of the subject matter.
“Thus, it can be seen that the Al Ghaf tree has great
cultural value in the UAE" [30, p. 416], "the tent of
tolerance embodies the characteristics of the Emi-
rati community” [31].

The authors posit that the conceptual meta-
phors employed in the media — organism, plant,
message, carpet, ship, oasis, tent, bridge, light-
house, building, road — represent a semiotic con-
tinuation of the historical way of life of the Bed-
ouins of the Emirates. The tree “Al Ghaf played an
influential role in the lives of Bedouins because it is
the main source of food for wild animals that used
to take refuge under its shade in the heat of sum-
mer”, and “the conceptual framework of an Emira-
ti tent includes three aspects: people, venue, and
tradition. The aspect of people includes the role of
Arab people in general and Emiratis in particular
in being welcoming to their guests no matter who
they are and where they come from” [30, p. 416].
In this regard, the experience of living in the desert
in the past — quenching thirst in an oasis, spend-

ing the night in a tent, resting on a carpet, fishing
from a boat, and collecting pearls — became the
basis for understanding tolerance as part of the
cultural code of the UAE, which is reflected in the
language. In official speeches, natural and nomad-
ic places become symbols of “moderate Islam”,
which corresponds to the concept of civic belong-
ing that does not contradict religious identity.

The establishment of the world’s first Ministry
of Tolerance: “...provides a strategic approach to
teaching future generations the principles of the
first rulers of the United Arab Emirates. The forma-
tion of the Ministry of Tolerance and Coexistence
is aimed at promoting tolerance, pluralism, and
acceptance of others in the United Arab Emirates”
[32, p. 7]. The political significance of this new en-
tity is underscored by the words of its founding
father, Sheikh Zayed bin Sultan Al Nahyan, who
articulated the importance of tolerance, stating,
“Tolerance is a duty, because man is a human be-
ing first and foremost..." [32, p. 2]. The ministry's
operations are guided by a national program that
is predicated on seven fundamental principles:

“1) Islam,

2) the UAE Constitution,

3) Zayed's legacy,

4) international instruments,

5) archaeology & history,

6) human instinct,

7) common values” [32, p. 8]. As Professor
Natalya Seytakhmetova and Elizaveta Sharonova
have noted, the 2016 program “aims to consoli-
date society and a shared understanding of fun-
damental values... and form a positive image of
the UAE as a country on the world stage” [33, p.
393], transforming the discourse of tolerance into
a strategic resource for the "post-oil order”.

The efficacy of this policy is corroborated by
the findings of social surveys. “Findings revealed
that 70.5% of the sample expressed the belief that
the UAE is a relatively tolerant society, where-
as 29.5% believe that more efforts need to be
made to instill values of tolerance, inclusion, and
acceptance. Surprisingly, more than half the re-
spondents (53.5%) stated that they were unaware
of the existence of a Ministry of Tolerance in the
UAE" [34, p. 350]. This indicates that institutional
reforms need additional public “translation”. One
of the channels for such translation is digital plat-
forms: "It is found that social media use positively
affects tolerance among adolescents...” [35, p. 1];
“Social media can foster social tolerance by al-
lowing individuals to connect, share, and receive
support in a way that might not be possible in
offline settings” [35, p. 3]. The active involvement
of young people in online initiatives, primarily the
“Year of Tolerance” campaign and the numerous
#UAEForTolerance hashtags, transforms official
rhetoric into everyday “respectful communica-
tion” (35, p. 7). The key to the model’s sustaina-
bility is educational policy. “Tolerance was a key
pillar of Sheikh Zayed's thought, and it was at the
heart of his philosophy for life and governance”
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[36] and “has been established in the UAE as a
key pillar since its foundation” [37, p. 1]. Islam-
ic education textbooks state that the four main
components of tolerance are mercy, forgiveness,
kind dialogue, and doing good to others [37, p.
3]. "Nearly 206 nationalities co-exist in the United
Arab Emirates, either transiting or residing; these
represent more than 200 nations and use 100 di-
alects. These racial groups exist in complete har-
mony and integration. The outcome of this has
had a very good eect on various spheres” [37, p.
7]. Thus, the school represents tolerance not as
a liberal abstraction but as a fundamental norm
of "wasatiya” in Sharia and the historical legacy
of the "Charter of Madinah”, rae "Equity between
all... groups was established on the basis of com-
mon humanity” [37, p. 7]. "many mainstream
religious institutions to qualify normative under-
standings of Islam with the description “moder-
ate” that is rooted in Quranic Arabic words signi-
fying balance, moderation and the middle-path.
UAE government documents commonly precede
the terms “Islam”, “Islamic Education” or “Islamic
values” with “moderate” [38, p. 9].

The foreign policy dimension serves to com-
plement the internal institutionalization process.
As demonstrated by Baycar Hamdullah and Me-
hmet Rakipoglu, the UAE's utilization of “moder-
ate Islam” and "tolerance” as religious soft power
aligns with the expectations of a state seeking in-
fluence and power in accordance with the princi-
ples of small state theory [39, p. 1]. The foundation
of "The Emirates Fatwa Council is an example of
what the UAE has created to have full control over
religious issues” [39, p. 16] and “The Forum for
Promoting Peace in Muslim Societies is an organi-
zation that was established in 2014 to increase the
UAE’s influence on Islamic thoughts globally” [39,
p. 14]. These organizations not only consolidate
theological expertise but also serve to legitimize
international initiatives, ranging from the promo-
tion of the "Declaration of Human Fraternity” to
the visit of the Pope [40]. The initiative to brand
itself as a “world-renowned capital of tolerance”
[32, p. 6] is accompanied by material symbols: the
Tolerance Bridge, the Mariam Umm Eisa Mosque,
and the Abrahamic Family House in Abu Dhabi.
Infrastructure in which religious diversity becomes
an architecture of soft power. “The country aims
to establish a version of Islam that will help its
campaigns at the domestic, regional, and global
levels” [39, p. 17-18]. It is important to remember
that the state version of “moderate Islam” is also a
disciplinary project: “This version of Islam stresses
the importance of rulership and leadership while
discouraging the idea of revolt and disobedience
against the ruler” [39, p. 18]. The notion of "toler-
ance = obedience + diversity under surveillance”
is exemplified by the concept of “family—state” [41]
and the presence of entities such as the Emirates
Fatwa Council, which regulate religious discourse.
However, the 2020 Global Soft Power Index, com-
piled by Brand Finance, demonstrates that “the
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general public is more positive towards the UAE
than the experts... the UAE's biggest soft-power
success is attributed to its business and economic
environment” [39, p. 4]. The economic pragma-
tism, tourist appeal, and status of the region as a
logistics hub have contributed to the transforma-
tion of tolerance from a humanistic principle to a
component of national development.

The model of Islamic modernism and religious
tolerance in the UAE is thus based on a three-lev-
el interconnection. The initial level is cultural and
symbolic, involving the reconstruction of Bedouin
and Islamic archetypes. The second level is nor-
mative and institutional. The Ministry of Tolerance,
the National Program, and textbooks that set op-
erational criteria such as “mercy, forgiveness, kind
dialogue..” are indicative of the government's
commitment to fostering a culture of tolerance
and respect. The third level is geopolitical in na-
ture. It involves the exportation of a discourse on
“moderate Islam” as a form of religious soft power.
This soft power is capitalized upon through visits
by pontiffs and interfaith diplomacy. The interac-
tion of these levels has given rise to the forma-
tion of a “post-oil order” in the Emirates between
the state and society. In exchange for their polit-
ical loyalty, the state guarantees multiculturalism,
economic opportunities, and the symbolic capital
of global modernity. This phenomenon is further
substantiated by the observation that 70% of
young people consider the Emirates to be a "rel-
atively tolerant society” [42, p. 350]. Concurrently,
approximately half of the youth population is un-
informed about the existence of an official entity
responsible forimplementing tolerance policies. In
the United Arab Emirates, tolerance has evolved
from a mere ideological slogan to a fundamental
component of daily life in an Islamic state that is
actively pursuing modernization.

Conclusion

The synthesis of the results demonstrates the
diversity of models of Islamic tolerance. In Turkey,
an authoritarian-secular model has taken hold:
Ataturk’s secularism formally separated religion
from the state; however, in practice, it solidified
the dominance of the Sunni majority. Moreover,
tolerance was conceptualized more as the pa-
tience of minorities rather than their equitable
treatment. The religious revival that took place
in the late 20th and early 21st centuries led to a
strengthening of the role of Islam. According to
surveys, this phenomenon was accompanied by a
decline in social tolerance [2]. In Malaysia, the in-
stitutionalization of religious pluralism is evident.
Islam is the official state religion, yet the Consti-
tution and ideology of Rukun Negara [16] uphold
the principle of unity in diversity. The practice of
“polite tolerance” fosters peaceful coexistence
among communities characterized by mutual re-
spect, albeit without the engagement in profound
interreligious dialogue. The parallelism of civil
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and Sharia law, as well as the resistance of certain
groups to the notion of religious equality, serve
to limit the extent of tolerance. However, the Ma-
laysian model, in its totality, effectively maintains
stability and prevents the escalation of conflicts.
The United Arab Emirates (UAE) is implementing
a model of tolerance that has been promoted by
an authoritarian state and is based on the logic
of "moderate Islam”. Institutional initiatives, such
as the Ministry of Tolerance and the “Year of Tol-
erance”, as well as the incorporation of teaching
values in schools, have been implemented to in-
tegrate tolerance into the national ideology and
image of the country. According to survey results,
the majority of young people hold a perception of
UAE society as being tolerant. However, there is a
notable lack of awareness regarding specific pol-
icies. The Emirati model exemplifies how diversity
is promoted from a superior position, contingent
upon the maintenance of allegiance to the ruling
regime [39]. A comparative analysis of these cases
reveals both differences and similarities. The pri-
mary distinctions pertain to the role of the state,
which exhibits a progression from strict secular-
ization in Turkey to a compromise pluralism in
Malaysia and paternalistic control in the UAE. The
mechanisms for ensuring tolerance vary across the
examined cases. These mechanisms include legal
equality reinforced by a nationalist myth, consti-
tutional guarantees and the ideology of unity and
official rhetoric and special institutions. However,
a unifying element underpinning these diverse ap-
proaches is the common declaration of tolerance
as a foundational value for national unity and de-
velopment. In all discourses, the practice is justi-
fied by references to Islamic principles, including
mercy, justice, and the "middle way". Theoretical-
ly, analysis confirms the decisive role of context:
there is no universal model of tolerance in Islam;
different historical trajectories and regimes form
different configurations of relations between reli-
gion and the state. Secularism, in and of itself, does
not ensure a high level of tolerance, as evidenced
by Turkey. Conversely, managed pluralism can
foster peaceful coexistence without necessitating
the complete liberalization of religious discourse,
as demonstrated by Malaysia. Empirical evidence
demonstrates the significance of institutional sup-
port for fostering tolerance through educational
initiatives, legislative measures, and public dis-
course. However, these findings also underscore
the limitations of top-down initiatives that lack a
concomitant shift in public attitudes. The effica-
cy of government programs is contingent upon a
transformation of mass attitudes, akin to the shift
observed in Turkey, or broad citizen involvement,
analogous to the citizen participation observed in
the UAE.

Islamophobia: as a Consequence of Destructive Religious Movements

Abstract. Islamophobia is the process of ‘fear of Musulmans’ which has led to hostility, intimidation,
harassment, humiliation. This concept began to develop after the terrorist attacks of 11 September 2001 and other
horrific attacks carried out in the name of Islam, with the first fears of Muslims and people perceived to be Muslim.

Today, there is a growing number of radical groups using Islam as a weapon. Furthermore, as a result of
their distorted interpretation of Islamic teachings, there is a growing number of groups that cannot distinguish
between true Islam and the political phenomenon of Islam and see Muslims as representatives of groups that are
detrimental to society. This leads to an increase in ‘Islamophobia’ among society.

Propaganda of religious hatred that leads to discrimination, hostility or violence is prohibited by law and
requires enhanced ways of combating it. While international norms and standards are the basis for combating
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discrimination and violence, laws alone are not enough, states must also adopt policies and programmes that
promote diversity and freedom of expression, especially in multicultural and interconnected societies. This requires

an in-depth study of the topic and state-specific solutions.

The article analyses the development of the term ‘Islamophobia’, the influence of destructive religious

movements on it, and suggests ways to reduce it.

Gender Equality in the Spiritual World of the Kazakh People: Historical Evolution
and a Comparative Analysis with Iran

Abstract. This article examines the role of women within the spiritual and cultural worldview of the Kazakh people
through the lens of historical continuity. The study systematically analyzes gender norms and patriarchal structures
in traditional society, the impact of Soviet-era emancipation policies, and the institutional transformations that
have occurred in the period of independence. Particular attention is given to the educational and enlightenment
role of the early Soviet publication Ayel Tefidigi ("Women's Equality”, 1925), which contributed to shaping public
consciousness on gender issues.

The discussion further addresses current challenges to gender equality in Kazakhstan, including women's
legal awareness, wage disparities in the labor market, and unequal representation in political and decision-making
processes, supported by concrete examples. As a comparative perspective, the study explores the legal system
of the Islamic Republic of Iran, which is grounded in Sharia law. The analysis focuses on family law, inheritance,
testimony, and women'’s participation in public spaces, while also considering the dynamics of civic mobilization
since 2022 and the intensification of legal regulations in 2024. In conclusion, the article emphasizes the necessity
of integrating legal reforms with broader cultural transformation to enhance the effectiveness of gender policy. It
advocates for the advancement of gender-sensitive education, the implementation of gender-responsive budgeting,
the disaggregation of statistical data by sex, the prevention of gender-based violence, and the strengthening of
partnerships with civil society institutions, including non-governmental organizations.

ABSTRACT

The main purpose of this article is to conduct an initial analysis of the meaning
of the word "confession". The importance of this issue is related to the correct
application of the word "confession" in the definition of scientific phenomena. In
most cases, when we study relations in the sphere of religion in Kazakh society,
under the boundary of "interfaith dialogue" and "confessional identity", we have
the risk of confusing the phenomenon behind it with another. In this regard, this
study will be aimed at defining the concept of the word "confession”. Within
the framework of content analysis of the theoretical foundations of the term
confession, the study is carried out in the context of the corresponding article,
examining its various aspects of manifestation. The conceptual features of the
phenomena of religion, religiosity, confession, and denomination are presented
in the research. The characteristics of religious identity and religious association
within the essence of confession are analyzed within the main research framework
of this article. The theoretical foundation of the article has been developed at an
interdisciplinary level. The term “confession” is analyzed from religious studies,
sociological, cultural, and philosophical perspectives. Based on content analysis
and comparative analysis, the theological and philosophical dimensions of the
concept of confession are discussed.

Introduction

In recent years, we have often heard the word
“confession” in mass discourse. Google finds
twenty-nine thousand results of the words “con-
fession in Kazakhstan”. The confession has be-
come one of the most widely used names in pub-
lic sources. The government also often uses the
word “confession”. For example, the word “con-
fession” appears in the Messages of the President
of Kazakhstan since 1997. We can find this word
in eleven Messages. The phrases “interfaith har-
mony"”, “polyconfessional” are often used in these
messages. In general, in Kazakh society, the word
“confession” is a sign of a religious phenomenon.

Together with the wide spread of the word
“Confession” in the mass space, its phenomenon
becomes an actual object of religious studies. In
the scientific discourse, the phenomenon of the
word “confession” has attracted the attention of
Kazakhstani scientists. Regarding the existence of
the confession, domestic authors have achieved
results in several directions. In this field: A. Ny-
sanbayev, K. G. Sokolovsky, K. Borbasova, Sh.
Rysbekova, K. Zatov, N. Balpanov, Z. N.lsmag-
ambetova, A. G. Karabayeva, A. B. Shabdenova,
G. T. Alimbekova published studies on interfaith
harmony in our country. The authors B. A. Auel-
bayev, H. Bielefeld, B. Bekturganova, M. Nurgalie-
va, N. Balpanov presented works on the ethnicity
of confessions. The authors N.J. Baitenova, A. D.
Kurmanalieva, K. K. Begalinova, G. Konov, E. U.
Baydarov, E. E. Burova, A. G. Kosichenko inves-
tigated the relationship between the state and
the confession. E. Toylybekova showed the vision
of the legal regulation of interfaith relations. A.
Sailaubekova considered the modern feature of
confessional unity. Depending on the difference
of confessional affiliation, scientists have done
scientific research. At the same time, Kazakh sci-
entists are trying to comprehensively explain the
realities of confessionalism in our country.

Despite intensive scientific research in the
field of confession, we see only a small number
of systematic studies to determine its meaning.
Not much attention is paid to the systematic ex-
amination of the meaning of the confession. It is
difficult to find data on the analysis of the mean-
ing of the confession in Kazakh scientific works.
Many scientists attach great importance to the
study of various phenomenal aspects of the con-
fession, but they do not always conduct a sys-
tematic analysis of its meaning. In turn, this raises
the question of the reasonable use of the word
“confession” in scientific research. In this regard,
there is doubt about the ambiguous description

of various phenomena in the field of confession.
In the semantic sphere of the word “Confession”
there are risks of a homonymous situation. A
systematic analysis of the concept of confession
is important to prevent semantic distortions in
future research. This contributes to a deep un-
derstanding of the trends of “interfaith relations”,
“relations between the government and the con-
fession” based on the definition of the meaning
of the confession.

Research methodology

The present article is devoted to the concep-
tual exploration of the term “confession” within
the framework of the current research theme.
The primary objective of the study is to analyze
and interpret the semantic, theoretical, and phil-
osophical dimensions of this concept. The meth-
odological framework of the paper integrates
several complementary methods and analytical
approaches.

Through content analysis, the concept of con-
fession is examined within theological, philosoph-
ical, and sociological contexts. This method also
enables the tracing of the evolution and transfor-
mation of the term confession in its political and
philosophical dimensions. Using comparative
analysis, the study identifies and distinguishes
the conceptual differences among the notions
of confession, religion, religiosity, and denomi-
nation. In this regard, the research relies on the
comparative examination and synthesis of schol-
arly views that contribute to clarifying the con-
ceptual boundaries of confession. The theoretical
foundation of the article is constructed within an
interdisciplinary paradigm, encompassing philo-
sophical, sociological, and cultural perspectives.
This approach allows for a comprehensive under-
standing of the multifaceted nature of confession
as both a religious and socio-cultural phenom-
enon.

Problems of explaining the concept of
“confession” by Kazakhstani researchers

In connection with the concept of a confes-
sion, we analyze a scientific article of G. Konova
[1, p. 90]. The author proposes to recognize the
confession as a religious association. The author
defined “relations between the state and the
confession” as “the state’s policy in the religious
area.” Here we see two moments. Firstly, “confes-
sion” means "religious association”. Secondly, the
reflection of the field of confession in the general
area of religion. In this formulation, the author
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describes the confession in the form of a religious
organization and aligns the area of religion and
the area of confession.

Moreover, we highlight the following mo-
ments regarding the confession. According to
S. Alimova, the description of the confession in
the image of religion and religious trend. The re-
searcher shows religion and religious trend in the
concept of the same confession [2, p. 124]. This
means that there are two phenomena in the con-
fession. From the conclusions of the researchers,
we will highlight several questions regarding the
confession concept. Is the association a religious
confession? Does the confession as a religion and
a religious trend mean? Is the religious sphere
limited to the concept of confession? Based on
these questions, it becomes necessary to define
the concept of “confession”. It is important here
that we analyze several aspects of the existence
of the confession.

A confession as a religious faith. The meaning
of the confession can be found in the works of
Russian scientists. Among them, the dictionary of
I.N. Yablokov has the main priority. The author ex-
plains the word “confession” as a religious faith.
In this regard, I.N.Yablokov recognizes religious
teaching, association with religious faith, cult, or-
ganization. We see that the confession expresses
a certain religious teaching. Moreover, we see
that a person includes his faith in this teaching.
Analyzing the definition of I.N. Yablokov, we find
that “confession” means a special faith in the area
of a specific religious teaching. In addition, in
the concept of a confession, people are united
by religious faith. Thus, according to a modern
scientist, the concept of confession means the
perception of religious faith [3, p. 147].

Regarding the confession, it is necessary to
consider the study of S. P. Petrenko. According
to the scientist’s research, confession in Latin
means denomination, Faith. “In the first theo-
logical meaning, a confession is understood as a
set of basic principles of a particular religion” [4,
p. 24]. S. P. Petrenko believes that the nature of
these sets is recognized in the expression of the
symbols of faith. Therefore, in accordance with
the scientist’s search, we distinguish confession
in the context of the articles of faith. But S. P. Pe-
trenko does not limit his work to the above ex-
planation. The author noted that in the theolog-
ical sphere, the meaning of a confession is used
in combination with the concept of a religious
creed. Religion is defined in the encyclopedias
of the last century as the recognition of special
religious teachings, adherence to the symbols of
faith of a particular church. In general, S. P. Pe-
trenko prefers to understand the confession in
the sense of a united religious community from
the point of view of faith [4, p. 24]. Summarizing
the thoughts of this author, we understand the
confession in the essence of a joint community of
adherents of religion in line with a particular doc-
trine. Summarizing the work of S. P. Petrenko, we
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see his similarity with the ideas of I.N. Yablokov.

The continuation of this idea we can find in
the definition of Z. E. Chernyshkova. The author Z.
E. Chernyshkova also considers “confession” and
“religious confession” as one concept. The author
pointed out two values of the confession that are
close to each other. In the first case, a confession
means following a certain religious teaching and,
in this connection, performing a cult or non-cult
action. In the second case, a confession means a
religious association with its beliefs, cult, organi-
zation [5, p. 15]. According to Z. E. Chernyshkova,
we observe a confession in the form of a religious
association, the confession of people of a certain
religious faith in the form of a religious commu-
nity and the performance of a cult. Therefore, we
know that a confession is a collective religious
form. According to the scientist A. Kadrashevsky,
a confession is a spiritual institution whose ex-
ternal form manifests itself in real life. According
to the author, it is necessary to take into account
the fact that a confession is a social institution
that has formed a spiritual, stable social identity
[6, b. 4].

So, we know that on the basis of a conceptu-
al analysis of the confession, there is a common
vision of this phenomenon. Summarizing the au-
thors’ opinions, by confession we mean the unity
of adherents of religion to a certain line of doc-
trine.

The concepts of confession
and denomination

One of the basic issues related to the con-
cept of confession concerns its relation with the
concept of denomination. The only reason this is
considered relevant is that scientists are replac-
ing the concept of a confession by word denom-
ination. Based on the research of E. Arinin, A.V.
Davedyanov, V. A. Medvedeva, who dive into the
conceptual problem of these terms, in post-Sovi-
et religious studies, “confession” and “denomina-
tion” are broadly described as synonyms.

The above mentioned scientists, based on the
results of the analysis of the historical reality of
these terms, conducted a number of studies [7, p.
15]. As the authors explain, in the English-speak-
ing scientific community, the concept of a con-
fession is widely known as the word denomina-
tion. A number of historical data are known about
this concept. Firstly, according to the authors, in
the early medieval era of Europe, the essence of
religion was expressed mainly on the basis of the
Theodosian Code, published in 438.

This code states that only the liturgical prac-
tice and belief system of the tsarist Church are
recognized as a religion, while other established
belief systems and practices are recognized as
a “sect” and constitute a heretical division. In
accordance with this, there is an opposition of
“church” and “sect” in public relations. At the
same time, the concept of religion means the



church’'s commitment to faith in the truth in a
special tradition. Thus, the expression of a confi-
dent commitment to the truth has become fixed
in the concept of religion. Initially, the meaning
of religion was used only for the Catholic Church.
But the above mentioned authors believe that
this status has been used by many communities
since the Reformation.

In the diplomatic and philosophical direction,
the concepts of religion, confession, denomina-
tion were widely used, in order not to reduce the
status of one religious movement, before anoth-
er. Due to the fact that various Christian move-
ments have become more active in the United
States, their separation into the categories of
“church” and “sect” has led to an increase of gen-
eralizing everything with the name “denomina-
tion”. For the first time the concept of denomi-
nation was presented in the scientific space in a
neutral sense between the church and the sect in
accordance with the initiative of Niebuhr.

Thus, the denomination was considered as an
intermediate stage in the evolution of the sect,
oriented to the church level. Within the denom-
ination, the characteristics of the sect and the
church were investigated. By size the denomi-
nation is larger than a sect, but smaller than a
church. In most cases, the denomination is char-
acterized by optimal proximity to society, but
there is a restriction of growth depending on
ethnicity, social affiliation [8, p. 1]. Thus, we rec-
ognize the word denomination as a connecting
structure between the sect and the church. As
we understand, denomination manifests itself as
a collective view formed in a certain way in the
structure of religion.

In this part, denomination is shown as a branch
of religion. Since religion is expressed in society
in ecclesiastical and sectarian form, we can note
its denominational character. In summary, we
define a denomination as a major trend formed
in a special faith in the field of a particular reli-
gion. Thus, a denomination is part of a particular
religion, characterizing its special state. Summa-
rizing, we note that historically and by meaning,
the word “"denomination” is closely related to the
concept of “confessions”. Both of these concepts
include the same elements. For example, we can
find a religious association in the nature of the
two concepts. They manifest themselves within
their dogmatic system and experimental tradi-
tion. But we observe a number of characteristics
which separate these two concepts.

If a denomination is always designated as an
association between the church and the sect, then
a denomination as a special system of beliefs and
uniqueness of people with practical principles in
a certain religion, or as a separate religious posi-
tion. Thus, the confession is represented not only
as a branch of one religion, but also as a spiritual
institution that generally has its own faith. The
status of a confession is assigned to spiritual
institutions with a special system of religious
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teachings and practical traditions. In this case,
the denomination was used to highlight Christian
movements in accordance with Niebuhr's initia-
tive. Niebuhr separated this foundation from the
Anglican Church of the XVII century. But there is
a possibility that religious movements who re-
spect the British Kingdom, can be called by the
word denomination. Based on the analysis of the
above mentioned concepts of “confessions” and
“"denomination”, we notice that in a broad sense
they are synonyms. But we realized that the dif-
ference of "denomination” is connected with the
designation of Christian movements. We denote
the concept of a confession in the form of its own
dogmatic system and the tradition of a cult as in-
stitutionalized spiritual identity Thus, we find the
essence of a denomination not only in a branch
of a particular religion, but also in a religious
identity in which a special system of religion has
developed, an ingrained tradition of worship. In
general, any religious trend or institutionalized
religiosity can be represented in the form of a
denomination in the social sphere, depending on
the specificity, specificity of faith, doctrine or cult.
Due to confession, we see the presence of a re-
ligious identity with a different doctrine or tradi-
tion. A confession combines religious beliefs, tra-
ditions of worship, and religious association as an
identity, that is practiced within the framework of
a certain religious teaching. In social reality, the
form of a special religion is formed in genesis [9,
c 11].

The concepts of religion, religiosity
and confession

In scientific discourse we often notice when
the phenomenon of a confession is equated with
religion. At the same time, the question arises as
to how much a denomination is equivalent to the
concept of religion. It seems interesting to find
important signs of confession and religion in sci-
entific discourse. In order to find an answer to
this question, we should analyze the relationship
between religion and religiosity, confession and
religion.

In real social life in history, philosophers and
scientists basically explained religious actions, re-
ligious attitudes, and religion. But in recent years,
defining the complex essence of the phenome-
non of religion, the analysis of its nature in the
social sphere has become very important. First
of all, scientists paid attention to the issues of
religion and religiosity. According to scientists,
religion is a phenomenon associated with the so-
cio-cultural process. Especially religious existence
is explained within the framework of social beliefs.
For example, according to M. Y. Smirnov, religion
as a spiritual system arises from a socio-cultural
community. According to the author, religion is
a phenomenon that manifests itself in the social
area. The traceability of religion in the social area
has led to the emergence of a new view of its ex-
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istence. This is due to the fact that religion man-
ifests itself unevenly in the social space. Here we
take as a basis the connection between religion
and religiosity. Despite the fact that religion is a
spiritual institution, it is difficult to consider it be-
yond the boundaries of social religiosity.

Although religion is a special phenomenon, it
is influenced by epistemic, cultural factors which
associated with its existence in the social space.
In such case, the concept of religiosity establishes
the nature of the internalization of religion in so-
ciety. The existence of society goes not only along
the religious path. Public life is closely connected
with secular culture. Even if religion is a monop-
oly orientation in society, its content is hetero-
geneous, depending on the conscious percep-
tion of each person. In this regard, we describe
the social picture of religion based on religiosity.
But it is inappropriate to equate religion with the
concept of religiosity. According to scientists, re-
ligiosity illustrates the nature of the perception
and worship of religion by society. Throughout
religiosity, we observe a picture of religion under
the influence of a subjective factor. We take into
account the content of religion on a subjective
manner. Through general religiosity, we find out
the situations when religion manifests itself in a
subjective form. Revealing the objective content
of religion is a difficult problem. According to M.
Y. Smirnov, “religion always manifests itself in one
form or another of beliefs. This name does not
require any special definition, but shows a gen-
eral outline of the phenomenon, which should be
analyzed in a priority manner” [10, p. 63].

Based on the author's conclusions, we un-
derstand the religion as a phenomenon which is
difficult to define. In fact, we define the phenom-
enon of faith associated with an external force in
the social aspect using the word religion. Sum-
marizing the results of ideas about religion and
religiosity, we observe the mutual continuity of
these phenomena. We realized that religion is re-
ligiosity in social reality. But in religiosity we ob-
serve a picture of religion under the influence of
a subjective factor. To explain our position in this
way, we must pay attention to the discussion of
essentialists and anti-essentialists. If essentialists
believe that religion makes sense in the social
area, then anti-essentialists express a backlash.
Extrapolating the opinion of anti-essentialists,
we notice that religion is always included in the
socio-historical context of society and cannot be
understood separately from such context. For ex-
ample, A. Asad claims that the orthodoxy of Islam
retains part of the essence. He criticized that the
truth is manifested only in orthodoxy. In this re-
gard, it is impossible to find a common meaning
of religion for everyone. Despite the fact that O.
Ajum did not agree with the ideas of A. Asad, he
proved the viability of orthodoxy. He limited its
role to create the possibility of the universe by
preserving the singularity in Islam [11, p. 140].
Thus, speaking about the discourse of scientists,
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we consider the contextualization of religion in
the socio-cultural environment as a widespread
trend. The institutionalization of religion in the
socio-cultural environment is associated with
a wide manifestation of the confessional form.
Thus, a confession is an institutionalized form of
religion in the socio-cultural space. The nature of
the confession is mixed with the perception of
religion at the socio-cultural and cognitive level.
The confession is based on the doctrine of reli-
gious knowledge in the socio-cultural space. A
confession is a cultural and instructive form of
religion. The denomination is institutionalized
in comparison with religiosity and is interested
in objectivity. Each confession considers the true
version of religion, despite its creation in the so-
cio-cultural space. In this regard, the confession
becomes a representative of a certain religion.
The confessional form of religion is a phenome-
non optimally adapted to the social environment.
The confession is the result of localization and
contextualization of religion in a socio-cultural,
epistemic environment. Therefore, for the first
time the concept of a confession was introduced
by ethnographers. This is due to the fact that the
denomination and the ethnos developed in par-
allel in history [4, b. 26].

A typological expression of a confession

Despite the differences of society in modern
countries, the existence of a confessional form
of religion as a separate spiritual institution has
become the world norm. Confessions manifest
themselves in different manner in countries. Ac-
cording to S.Petrenko’s classification, we sepa-
rate between universal (widespread in different
nations) and ethno-local confessions that live
only within one ethnos [4, p. 25]. The concept of
a confession within the framework of its religious
teaching includes associations who worship faith.
According to D.O.Mashkur, this area includes a
church, a confession and a sect.

Therefore, it is advisable that the confession
must be represented from the perspective of
these religious associations. Taking into account
importance of classification of the confession,
the scientist warned that it can be classified from
different angles. According to the author, de-
pending on whether God exists, confessions are
divided into metaphysical and empirical forms.
The peculiarity of metaphysical confessions is
that God considers the world and man to be cre-
ators. Among them, the author included Judaism,
Christianity, Islam, Sikhism and some currents
of Hinduism. Now the block of empirical con-
fessions includes Buddhism, Taoism, Shintoism,
Confucianism and some types of Hinduism due
to the absence or appearance of God in a sec-
ondary role. In addition to this classification, D. O.
Mashkhur noted that confessions can be of poly-
theistic and monotheistic type, depending on the
number of God. Similar to S. P. Petrenko’s classi-



fication, D. O. Mashkhur supported the existence
of confessions in tribal, national, territorial and
world forms, depending on their territorial and
ethnic character [12, pp. 463-466].

In the classification developed by scientists,
we understand that confessions exist in a hetero-
geneous form. It is noted that confessions differ
doctrinally, geographically, and quantitatively. In
general, we observe their classification from dif-
ferent angles. For example, Universalist, particu-
lars, or current state-cultural norms can be recog-
nized in a loyal form.

In our opinion, since the confession is a wide-
spread religious form in the public environment,
the classifications developed by scientists regard-
ing religion also correspond to this phenomenon.

The problem of religious identity and
religious association in the direction of the
confession

In the above mentioned chapters, we already
know that the confession as a form of unifica-
tion. But it is important that we must discuss one
warning about understanding of a confession as
a religious association. We prefer to know the ex-
istence of a confession in the nature of religious
identity, rather than religious affiliation. Here the
problem is connected with the fact that the con-
fession is a phenomenon of faith. The nature of
a confession is recognized in its institutionalized
appearance of religious beliefs. In this case, a con-
fession is a form of religiosity, institutionalized in
terms of belief and conviction. Based on the cur-
rent definition, we describe a confession as a re-
ligious identity, but not as a religious association.
In the process of analyzing, we support the emer-
gence of associations of various forms based on
the identity of the confession. It is known that
the confession is the reason for the formation of
organizations of various forms in society. For ex-
ample, we take into account the emergence of
a government regime, political parties, sects and
social movements based on confessional identi-
ty. As a religious identity, the confession is rec-
ognized by society in the existence of a spiritual
institution. From the nature of the confession,
we distinguish ideological, normative and iden-
tifying components that have an impact on so-
ciety. Based on these components, we formulate
the potential of a confession that contributes to
social processes. In a thousand-year history the
confession plays a special role in preserving the
inviolability of the religious worldview of socie-
ties. The worldview and ideological basis of the
confession is closely connected with the problem
of "religious education”. Each confession is con-
sidered as a source of certain knowledge that an-
swers questions about the world, man, the mean-
ing of life and other issues. General confessional
knowledge gives meaning of the existence of a
person in the world. It itself forms the philosophy
of a systematic understanding of the surrounding
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world. A confession keeps a religious worldview
in a public environment. Through the sacred sig-
nificance of religious knowledge for society, faith
created a sacred cosmos. On this basis, society
found a way to understand the world and to es-
tablish values in life.

According to P. Berger, the religious world-
view covers a person with a sacred grid and sym-
bolizes the sacred cosmos. In turn, the religious
worldview strengthens the religious dimension
in the human mind, giving him semantic coor-
dinates. Of course, in this context, the religious
worldview forms ideological boundaries. Based
on the conclusion of A\V. Kardashevsky, we de-
fine the high influence of religious worldview on
social consciousness as an ideological tool [6, p.
5]. The ideological potential of confessional doc-
trines was previously described in the works of
M. Weber on the “Ideal type” and K. Marx "On
common religion”.

An important moment here is that we observe
the predominance of the religious worldview in
the confessional plan in the real social environ-
ment. For example, in the Islamic world, there is
a widespread understanding of religion in the
Shiite, Sufi, Sunni directions. Although Islam is
a common faith for everyone, but in society it
is recognized by essentially different teachings.
A similar situation also exists in Christianity and
Buddhism. Therefore, it is important to highlight
the role of confessional worldview and ideology
in the social environment. Under the influence of
ideological and ideological potential, the ability
of a religious confession are to normalize and to
integrate social actions.

Religious confessions highlight their funda-
mental teachings. They normalize and moralize
life guidelines among people within the frame-
work of the doctrine. People’s compliance with
norms is related to their assessment as a moral
value. In principle, the consequences of people’s
actions within the framework of religious norms
develop the integration of social relations. The
norm-integration component in the teaching of
confessions is clearly expressed in E. Durkheim's
theory of social integration on a sacred basis. The
denomination differed in the social environment
as a social system. In the nature of a denomina-
tion, opportunities are created that form a social
system. The role of spiritual leaders in the part
of the confession is especially important. Spiritual
leaders are recognized as entities that ensure the
consolidation of the community on the basis of
confessional teaching. Confessional governance
of society is often carried out in a totalitarian,
hierarchical and static order. This social system
welcomes the development of a homogeneous
culture on an ideocentric basis. Due to the nor-
mative and integration component of the confes-
sion, we can see the implementation of a system
model related to the management of society.
Thus, we see the confession as an institution of
public administration, as a factor that contribute
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to social trends. In other words, the confession
is reflected and recognized in the existence of
the phenomenon of a spiritually identifying in-
stitution due to the components of managerial
response to public activity. Based on the works of
scientists, we observe the nature of religion as a
spiritually identifying factor.

Conclusion

According to the results of the study, we
proposed a number of definitions regarding the
concept of a confession. Based on the views of
scientists, we explained the conceptual essence
of the confession. At the same time, we see that
a confession is recognized as a certain form of
religious faith. We learned that this phenome-
non lives in a state of institutionalized religiosity.
In addition, we noticed that the confession as a
spiritual institution influences social processes.
We identified the inexpediency of restricting a
common confession at the level of a denomina-
tion or religious association.
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TENGRIISM AND THE STAGES OF ITS STUDY

ABSTRACT

The main purpose of this article is to conduct an initial analysis of the meaning
Tengriism is a system of religious beliefs of the ancient Turkic peoples. With
the advent of Islam, this belief was greatly weakened in the Turkic world and
almost disappeared completely. In the last 10-15 years, however, it has revived in
the former post-Soviet countries. This phenomenon has aroused the interest of
scholars. This article examines information about Tengriism, which has revived in
Central Asia and Russia in recent years. In particular, it analyses the information
about Tengriism and the history of its study. The history of research on this topic
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is divided into several main periods. In addition, this article focuses on the period
when studies of the old Tengriism belief and the neo-Tengriism belief were
conducted. A chronology of the research periods is established and analysed.
In addition, the opinions of domestic and foreign scholars on Tengriism are
analysed in detail and comprehensively. Methods such as scientific analysis,
literature research and analytical observation are mainly used in the study.

Introduction

The general concept of “Tengri” as the main
creator god of the Turkic steppe emerged at the
end of the 2nd millennium BC and the beginning
of the 1st millennium BC, and its emergence first
coincided with the time when the Turkic and
Mongol tribes formed their national principles
and created steppe empires in the 5th-6th centu-
ries BC. "The original version of the words called
Chenli (“sky”) by the Huns, Tian by the Chinese,
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and Dingir (“sky”) by the Sumerians was called by
the French researcher Jean-Paul Roux the general
term “Tengriism”. The term Tengri means "sky”,
“god”, “creator of the world”, “ruler” [1].

It is explained that the belief in Tengriism has
developed from ancient times from a simple be-
lief in the existence of some forces in nature to
a belief in the gods. Historians have noted that
the beliefs in gods were based on the idea that
mountains, trees, water, stones, etc. in nature
have spirits.



Although the belief in Tengriism, one of the
ancient beliefs of the Turkic peoples, is among
the old beliefs, we cannot deny that there are still
remnants in some of the customs and traditions
and culture of the modern Turkic peoples. After
the Turkic peoples had adopted Islam, howev-
er, this belief largely disappeared. After gaining
independence, there was a revival of religions,
traditions and cultures in the countries of Cen-
tral Asia. The issue of Tengriism was also raised
as part of this revitalisation. Especially in the last
10-15 years, when interest in the topic of “Ten-
grism” increased significantly in Central Asia, new
directions of shamanism and shamanistic ideas
from earlier centuries began to re-emerge. Even
several groups of new Tengriism have emerged.
If in Kyrgyzstan, Kazakhstan, Karakalpakstan, Ta-
tarstan, etc., neo-Tengriism and shamanism man-
ifest themselves in a syncretic form (fused, mixed)
with the principles of Islam, then in Buryatia, Altai
and Tuva, Tengriism manifests itself in a syncretic
form in connection with Lamaism.

In this regard, the importance of explaining
the concept of Tengri from a scientific, objec-
tive, and philosophical perspective is increasing
among the general public. Understanding the is-
sue of Tengriism from a scientific, objective, and
philosophical perspective allows not only to take
its historical place in the system of ancient world-
views, but also to consider it from a modern sci-
entific perspective.

The resurgent Tengriism has aroused the
interest of scholars conducting research in the
fields of religion, history, and Turkology. The phe-
nomenon of the revival of Tengriism has made
this topic relevant in the regions of Central Asia.
Various studies have appeared on this topic.

In general, the first studies on the topic of
Tengriism began with medieval Turkic thinkers
such as Mahmud Kashgari and Zhusup Balasa-
guni, and continued with the works of ethnog-
raphers and historians such as V.V. Bartold, S.E.
Malov, V.V. Radlov, A.l. Levshin, Sh. Ualikhanov
and D. Banzarov, and A. Divaev in the 19th and
20th centuries. There are several scholars who
are currently working on the phenomenon of
Tengriism. Among them are often the works of
indigenous religious scholars. In particular, these
include the studies of scholars such as N. Ay-
upov, A. A. Ryskieva, A. Quranbek [2], M. Isakhan,
A. Altaykyzy [3] on the subject of Tengriism. Of
course, these studies themselves can be divided
into different directions. We will discuss them in
the main part.

Methodology

The wide range of methods used to study the
Tengriism belief includes various scientific ap-
proaches and methodological foundations. They
constitute the most important methods on this
topic, from traditional historical research meth-
ods to cultural and anthropological, phenom-
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enological approaches. The study mainly uses
the method of scientific analysis. To identify data
related to research on the topic of Tengriism,
methods such as literature review and analytical
review were used. In addition, manifestations of
neo-Tengrishism were identified through com-
parative analysis methods.

Main part

Many scholars have expressed their thoughts
and opinions regarding the concept of “Tengri”.
Domestic and foreign scholars have tried to de-
fine this concept in their works. With regard to the
term "Tengri”, O. Suleimenov writes in his work
“Language Writing” on the oldest religions of
mankind and the errors of the expert on the mys-
teries of the Bible, Erich Zehren, that Tengriism is
a "solar religion” that has developed over several
dozen millennia [4]. A similar source is provided
by the mediaeval Albanian historian Musa Kal-
ankatuklu (7th century): “The Huns, Khazars and
other Turkic tribes, such as the Massagetes, be-
lieved in the gods of the sun, moon and Tanra
Khan and sacrificed horses, sometimes to water
and fire, to the god of the road and even to all
phenomena that seemed miraculous to them like
the birth of the moon” [5]. According to these
views, the idea of God is connected to the forces
of nature such as the sun and the moon and can
be seen as originating from there.

Scholars who hold the following view say
that the Turkic-speaking peoples used the word
“Tengri” ("Tanir", "Tanry”), as a synonym for the
modern term “God, Allah”. They assume that it
was used in a monotheistic religious sense. The
famous Azerbaijani researcher F. Agasiyoglu, for
example, explained: “The ancient Turks called
God “Tanir”. In addition, they used names such
as Tengri, Dingir, Kut, etc. [6]. The following re-
searcher Ziya Bunyadov: In his commentary on
the terms “Tengri” and “Gokturk”, he wrote that
“Tengri” means God and “"Gok” means sky in most
modern Central Asian Turkic dialects. In his opin-
ion, this word is used in today's language of the
modern Turkic peoples only in the meaning of
“Allah” [7]. And the Uzbek scientist Karimov B.R.
wrote in his article on “Tengriism”: “The cult of the
god Tengri (Tengri, Khan Tengri, Kok Tengri) occu-
pies an important place in the ancient beliefs of
all Turkic peoples. The origin of this cult has not
yet been sufficiently researched.” [8] There are
also indigenous scholars who regard Tengriism as
a philosophical world view. For example, the re-
searcher Sabetkazi Akatay, who uses the Kazakh
translation of the term “Tanirshildik” instead of
“Tengriism”, comes to the conclusion that “Ten-
griism” is "the result of the natural synthesis of
the historical syncretic (combining different be-
liefs) philosophical thoughts of the peoples of
Central Asia” [9]. The famous scholar Garifolla Ye-
sim, who analyses the old Turkish legends, points
out: "In the world view of the Turks, Tengri is an
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incomprehensible mystery. The worship of the
Tengri heaven, the thirst for heights drives people
to adhere to a sublime, incomprehensible, heroic
philosophy...” [10]. Auezkhan Kodar explained in
his philosophical analysis that "the idea of God is
the first idea about the reality of the world. It went
through a path of development from animism,
totemism, through the stages of henotheism to
monotheism. However, when it reached the stage
of monotheism, it merged with Manichaean be-
liefs and was then (partly) influenced by the idea
of "Allah” in the Islamic faith and (partly) by the
philosophical ideas of Buddhism” [11].

Another view of Tengriism is the view of
scholars who explain it in the context of the con-
cepts of “shamanism”. As proof of this, the re-
searcher A.Yu. Nikonov in his work "Altun Bitig
Tengrianstvo” conceptually adheres to the stere-
otype of presenting Tengriism as shamanism and
explains the concepts of Tengriism on the basis
of the myths of the ancient Turks, which are pre-
served in the oral and written traditions of the
Turkic peoples [12].

In addition, we note that the concept of Ten-
griism also occupies a special place in the work
of Sh. Valikhanov. In his article “Tengri (God)”
he comprehensively describes the customs and
principles of Tengriism, the belief in spirits and
ghosts. The duality of Sh. Valikhanov's view of
Tengriism is explained by the historical and ide-
ological background of the era in which he lived.
On the one hand, he recognises Tengri as God
and says that Tengriism is a “monotheistic belief
in God"," and on the other hand, Tengriism is ex-
plained as the concept of spirits, souls, fairies, de-
mons and evil shamanic spirits [13].

As we can see, the opinions of scholars have
developed in several directions. In this regard,
contradictory views arise. Currently, there are dif-
ferent views and conclusions about Tengriism:

First, according to Eurocentric scholars, Ten-
griism is associated with shamanism, considers it
a form of paganism, and draws attention to its
animistic foundations. According to them, Tengri-
ism is a nature religion. Representatives of this
trend, relying on information from Western trav-
elers such as Plano Carpini and Wilhelm Rubruck,
described the life, customs, beliefs and customs
of medieval Turkic society as a phenomenon of a
pagan society.

The second is the view that belief in God un-
derwent many changes during contact with oth-
er religions and went through a developmental
phase from a polytheistic concept to a mono-
theistic belief. Proponents of this view, referring
to the works of medieval Turkic thinkers such as
Mahmud Kashkari and Yusuf Balasaguni, believe
that "the Turks developed a common idea as they
passed through the stages of the development of
the imperial state from a separate tribal period.”
If shamanic polydaemonism was characteristic of
the early tribal period, the heyday of the Turkic
khaganate was characterised by a monotheistic

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concept of God. This means that the Turks at this
time understood Tengri as the only creator of
everything. It is assumed that this attitude had a
positive effect on the acceptance of Islam by the
Turkic peoples and the rapid spread of Islam in
the area of Turkic culture. N. Ayupov expressed
the opinion that Tengriism should be regarded as
a universally open worldview [14].

There are also several problems with the
phenomenon of Tengriism that is developing in
the post-Soviet countries today. There are sev-
eral groups with different views on Tengriism.
They are currently developing, albeit slowly, in
the regions of Central Asia and Russia. Now, let's
dwell on the Tengriism groups that are active in
Kazakhstan. Neo-Tengrism groups in Kazakhstan:
These can be divided into several groups:

Representatives of the first group. Repre-
sentatives of the group that call themselves de-
fenders of the “Kazakh worldview” and “Kazakh
tradition”, who are guided by myths and legends
widespread among the people.

Representatives of the second group. Political
racist direction called Tengriists or adherents of
the Kazakh worldview.

The concept of the Tengri. According to the
belief of Tengriists, “Tengri” is not a name for
God, but adheres to natural philosophical princi-
ples such as “Tengri is in the body — protein”, "Ka-
zakh tribes — acids and organic substances con-
tained in protein”, “The spirits of ancestors are in
the human body”. However, other neo-Tengrist
groups and researchers of the Tengrist worldview
completely disagree with the position taken by
this group that “Tengri” is not a name for God.
This is because Shokan Ualikhanov explains in his
article “Tengri (God)"” that Tengriism arose on the
basis of customs and principles, the belief in spir-
its and ghosts. On the one hand, he introduces
Tengri as a god and says that Tengriism is “mon-
otheistic belief in Tengri”, on the other hand, he
argues that the concepts of “spirits, souls, fair-
ies, diyus and evil shamanic spirits” had not yet
disappeared in his time [15]. According to the
above-mentioned neo-theistic groups, the posi-
tion that "God is not the name of God" is "direct-
ed against theism” and “the slogan of groups that
want to destroy theism”.

Sacred cults: Ak (wight) - sacred cell. Aruak
— Aru (young girl) cell. Aruak- pregnancy regula-
tor. Only ARUAK- SPIRIT knows the answer to all
questions that arise in the living world. God him-
self, who created Ak - Aruak as his body. Tan-Ir-
Body Protein. Tan-Ir- Immunity Protein. However,
other neo-theistic groups do not agree with the
position that this group promotes that “Aruak is
a cell” and consider such a belief to be a concept
“alien to theism.” According to the beliefs of the
other neo-theistic groups mentioned above, they
believe that "Aruak is not a cell at all. Aruak are
ancestors who have already passed away.” On this
basis, there are mutual disagreements among rep-
resentatives of the neo-Islamic movement.



Terminology: Mysyman - a person who is firm
in his faith. Fasting - sharing the hard-earned
income with others. Ablution - a diet. Takarat -
going out into nature, swimming, sunbathing.
Taking medicinal herbs to regulate the internal
organs. Bata - chromosome organics. Alty Alash -
Kuyymchak, Takyl, Kundyk, Kokey, Mandai, Tobe.
Alty Alash - a form of worship in the style of Hin-
duism, sitting in meditation. As we have seen, the
terminology of this direction is presented in syn-
cretism with the concepts of Islamic faith.

In addition to Islam, the neo-theosophical
movement also has concepts and rituals that
are very similar to those of other religions. Syn-
cretistic types of worship: Alty Alash is a type of
worship that expresses a deep immersion of con-
sciousness in its own content, similar to Hindu
meditation.

Omin is a combination of the syllables om
and in, which serves as a link. Om is the supreme
being, the universal spirit in the understanding
of Hinduism. Om is the path leading to the god
Savitar [16].

Another “occultism” that this Tengriist direc-
tion promotes is called “Rebirth” (Reincarnation).
However, there is a noticeable difference be-
tween "Rebirth” and reincarnation. Reincarnation
means the transfer of souls from body to body
(any body). “Rebirth” in Neo-Tengrists means the
rebirth of ancestors into their own generation
(the concept of becoming parents to your ances-
tors again).

Representatives of the third group. A group
of citizens who call themselves «agnostic Tengri-
ists» and «atheist Tengriists». Some active mem-
bers of this group are known for denouncing Is-
lam as a phenomenon that threatens humanity,
discriminating against Muslim citizens, present-
ing religion and science as a contradiction and
disseminating information that describes religion
as an obstacle to social development.

The main work of the group’s representatives
was «The Great Paradox, or Two Handwritings in
the Quran» (Samir Aleskerov), which was written
to criticise the verses of the Quran. This work con-
tains information about the connection between
the verses of the Quran and terrorist events that
have taken place in the world.

It is clear that one of the main reasons they
call themselves «atheists» is their hatred of «re-
ligions». As to why they call themselves «Ten-
griists», they explain: «Every nation has its own
tradition, and the Kazakh tradition is Tengrism.
Tengriism means nationalist.» Although the rep-
resentatives of this current describe themselves
as «atheists», they do not know much about the
principles of atheism.

The phenomenon of several neo-Tengri
groups, mentioned above, is observed in Kazakh
society. The activity of these groups requires re-
study of this topic. It is observed that among the
neo-Tengriists there are also their own «scholars»
who are trying to study this topic, and books
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by these scholars are also being published. In
this regard, the importance of research will un-
doubtedly increase. Now it is important to con-
sider the research conducted on this topic by
periods. Because the researcher of each period
could conduct research in accordance with the
requirements of that era. The history of the
study of the topic of Tengriism can be generally
divided into several periods:

1. The first studies include the works of me-
dieval Turkic thinkers. These studies contain in-
formation about Tengrism that can be found in
the works of scholars such as Mahmud Kashgari
and Zhusip Balasaguni. The importance of these
works stems from the fact that the authors them-
selves were deeply immersed in the spirituality of
the people and described the artefacts they di-
rectly witnessed [17].

2. Studies on «Tengri» during the period of
colonisation of the Kazakh territories by Tsarist
Russia. The first studies on «Tengri» and «Ten-
grism» were carried out by the colonising coun-
try: They travelled to Central Asia in the 18th and
19th centuries, studied the history, literature, cul-
ture and religious beliefs of the local population
and left records. For example: V.V. Barthold, J.H.
Gumilev, G.N. Potanin, N. Aristov, S.G. Klyashtorny,
N.Ya. Bichurin, LS., U. Thomsen, A.l. Levshin, A.N.
Bernshtam, V.V. Radlov, etc. Among the local res-
idents, Sh. Ualikhanov and D. Banzarov (author of
the book Chernaya Vera) were led by G.N. Potanin
(D. Banzarov's work was edited, an electronic ver-
sion is available on the Internet). Sh. Ualikhanov
called Tengriism and shamanism together. This
can be seen from his article «Traces of Shaman-
ism among the Kyrgyz»: «In general, shamanism
as a religion is a subject that has not yet been
studied.» On December 15, 1893, Wilhelm Thom-
sen, a professor at the Department of Compara-
tive Linguistics at the University of Copenhagen,
read the word «Tengri» from a stone inscription
collected by archaeologists. After reading the text
in full, it was determined that «Tengri» worshiped
the same sky, the creator of the sky [18]. Thus, a
new subject of study, the topic «Tengirism», «Ten-
girism», appeared.

3. The end of the Soviet era and the time of
independent Kazakhstan. Since the 70s of the
20th century, well-known scientists of our coun-
try, S. Akatay, A.l. Artemyev, K.A. Abishev, N.Zh.
Beitenova, R. Berdybay, A.B. Derbisali, G. Yesim,
T.Kh. Gabitov, M.Z. Izotov, AK. Kasabek, B.K. Ku-
daibergenov, A. Margulan, S. Mukanov, A.N. Ny-
sanbayev, M.S. Orynbekov, G.K. Shalabaeva, K.Sh.
Shulembayev, N. Ayupov researched religious
beliefs that influenced the formation of Kazakh
philosophy, in particular the influence of Ten-
grism, Zoroastrianism, Totemism, Shamanism,
Christianity and Islam.

4. The time after independence. The philo-
sophical and cultural heritage of ancient Turkic
culture has developed to such an extent that it
is necessary to evaluate it from a historical per-
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spective and determine its cultural context. The
main objective was to determine the intellectual
culture of Turkic-speaking peoples through the
monuments of ancient Turkic writing, the crea-
tivity of ancient and mediaeval thinkers. The in-
dependence of the Turkic states in Central Asia
allows us to take a new look at a number of ques-
tions concerning the history and culture of the
Turkic peoples. Researchers who considered Ten-
grism as a philosophical phenomenon of ancient
Turkic culture, such as Olzhas Suleimenov, Sabet-
kazy Akatay, Garifolla Yesim, Nurlan Ospanuly, A.
Kodar, Aron Atabek, A.Yu. Nikonov (Kazakhstan),
Murat Adzhi (Russia), Bezertinov R.N. (Tatarstan),
Karimov B.R. (Uzbekistan), Dastan Sarygulov (Kyr-
gyzstan), Choyun Omuraliev (Kyrgyzstan) and
others, have tried to reveal new facets of the con-
cept of «Tengri».

The common opinion of the scholars is that
“Tengriism gradually evolved from simple to-
temism to monotheism” (which refutes the posi-
tion of modern neo-Tengriists that “Tengriism has
remained unchanged from antiquity to the pres-
ent day”). Furthermore, the researchers believe
that “the establishment of the Qarakhanid state
and the adoption of Islam as the state religion
marginalised Tengrism. Tengrism not only moved
to the periphery, but also degraded to a certain
extent and gradually blended with the culture of
the Tungusic-Manchurian tribes, and a natural
interaction between Tengriism and shamanism
occurred. Shamanic elements began to penetrate
into the belief in Tengriism of the Turkic peoples
of the Altai and Siberia.”

5. The current period. In the last 10-15 years
in particular, interest in the subject of “Tengrism»
has grown considerably in Central Asia, and a
group of scholars has emerged who are study-
ing this subject in new ways. This group of schol-
ars can be described as scholars who are main-
ly engaged in the study of the newly emerging
neo-Tengrists. They include the already men-
tioned scientists A. A. Ryskieva, A. Quranbek, T.
Abylov, M. Isakhan, A. Altaykyzy, etc. The subject
of Tengrism was differentiated according to its
periods, also on the basis of the political and ide-
ological issues that arose in these periods.

Conclusion

Tengriism is an ancient belief and worldview
of the Turkic peoples that forms the basis of their
spiritual culture. The concept of Tengriism aims to
understand the most important values and rules of
human life, the laws of society and nature. When
studying Tengriism, it is very important to consid-
er its origin, history and development, its spread
among peoples and its interaction with and influ-
ence on the Islamic religion. Nowadays, interest in
Tengriism is growing and it is known to influence
culture, philosophy, politics and religion. There-
fore, its study is an important and necessary direc-
tion for modern science and society.
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The lack of basic written sources on Tengriism,
the transformation of Tengriism through customs
and the advent of Islam have led to the emer-
gence of different views and ideas, debates and
contradictions. Research into Tengriism itself was
also carried out in the context of the political ide-
ologies of the time, depending on the historical
period. As a result, discussions on this topic have
continued to grow. Moreover, the phenomenon
of neo-Tengriists that is currently emerging has
further complicated this issue. It is well known
that such religious beliefs and the emergence of
inter-faith conflicts have a negative impact on the
stability of society. Therefore, extensive scientif-
ic research has yet to be conducted on Tengri-
ist beliefs. It can be concluded that this scientific
problem can be solved by conducting large-scale
research, especially within the framework of the
project, and publishing several volumes of books.
